On June tod, 1886, the paper was en­
larged to a 7 column DD sheet, and 
in the following year it was again 
larged to an 8 column sheet, being the 
same style and sire as the paper of 
to-day. In the fall of 1688 the pre­
sent site, including residence and one 
sere of ground, was purchased from 
the late Reid B. Alguire, and the 
building as shown in out at the head 
of this article was erected specially 
for the Reporter. The building Is 
22x44, with an annex 12x14 for paper 
room, two stories in height. Being 
on the corner of Main and Reid 
streets and isolated from other build­
ings, the position is one ot the beat in 
the village for the purpose. The 
plant consists of a huge Hoe Press, on 
which the Reporter and large poster! 
are run off. In .passing, we might 
add that this press was formerly used 
in the old Meniekvllle chronicle 
office, and war purchased by Rev.
Wm. Wright, now oi Athena, who 
was tbs senior partner of the Arm of 
Wright A Hall. The job presses ire 
three in number, which print from a 
fourth sheet D. R. to a calling card.
The motive power is Burnished 
two-horse power Acme coal oil engine, 
made by John Gillies * Co., Garleton 
Place. This engine has been in con­
stant use for five years and runs as 
well to-day as the first time it was 
started. Under cover, on the outside 
of the press room, are arranged a

Addison and Roeksprings couple of large tanks, one 6w water fcr 
the engine, washing forms, to., and 
the other for storing real oil for the 
engine. Pipes convey the oil to the 
inside where by limply turning. a 
faucet the water end ofl is run into 
the inside tanks. The supply of type 
and material is equal to the require­
ments of any job that presents itself, 
and the reputation of the'poster work 
done at the Reporter office baa ex­
tended over the United Counties, and 
the quality of the general job work 
done by the office moat be satisfactory 
to its patrons, or the patronage 
would not be what it is. This year 
the whole of the work, including 
1,600 prise lists, of the- Unionville, 
Delta, Frankville, and Lyndhnret 
fairs is being done at this office. 
The simulation of the Beporl 
reached nearly 1,000 and the 
aire advertising patronage shows con­
clusively that advertisers believe that 
it ia the Best advertising medium in 
the County.

Ten years am this month tho pro- 
prietor of the Reporter, then residing 
at Addison, purchased a small ajus­
tent press and a quantity of type, 
the whole cost of which did not ag­
gregate $20. Hie first job was print­
ing tags and prise tickets for the 
Unionville fair, and the directors 
were so well pleased with the quality 
of the work thst they gave him the 
work for the fair the following year. 
By degrees the business grew end 
nearly every month additions were 
made to the small stock of material 
ontil it became necessary to enlarge 
the premises occupied. At the Grand 
Lodge of Good Templars held the fol­
lowing year at Napanee, the eon- 
tract for printiog 1,000 copies of a 
90 page report of p 
given to the Addison job printing 
office in competition with the eity 
offices of Hamilton and Toronto. 
About that time Mr. J. P. Lamb, of 
Athens, (then Fsrmersvüle), began 
getting his work done at Addison and 
through his oooaaionailv speaking a 
good word for the office the work 
from thst village grew to each pro­
portions that the resolve was made to 
remove the plant and business there.

A dire misfortune has overtaken the 

Island of Newfoundland in the de­
struction by fire of its capital city, Bt 
John's. No sbnilar devastation in 
this country could furnish a parallel 
to it, because no city in Canada holds 
the same relation to the entire coun­
try which St. John's bears to New­
foundland. It ia the only city in the 
colony ; contains most of the wealth 
and resources of the island ; is the 
only organised municipality, and its 
people constitute almost one-sixth of 
the entire population. The fine 
churches, the homes, the schools, the 
warehouses, the Parliament buildings 
of this vital centre of the colony are 
all destroyed, and the loss will un­
doubtedly be a crushing blow to the 
community.

At four o'clock on Friday afternoon 
a was in a bam on Long's Hill.
He lit his pipe and threw the match 
among the straw. A few minutes 
later the bam was ablaze. A high 
south-west wind prevailed. The old 
wooden buildings in the vicinity were 
just the kind of fuel needed to feed a 
fire. The flames spread with startling 
rapidity, leaped from roof to roof and 
from street to street, and almost be­
fore the people realized the situation 
the devouring element had fastened 
its fatal grip upon the doomed city.
The gale carried the live embers in .all 
directions, and soon the fire was 
raging in a score of places at once.
The fire department was utterly help­
less. For twenty-four ' hours the 
flames raged with irresistible fury, 
and when the fire had spent itself the 
best part of the city was destroyed.
Two thousand five hundred houses, 
public buildings, churches, and busi­
ness establishments were cremated 
with all their contents, and 14,000 
people rendered homeless, of whom 
over 6,000 are absolutely destitute.
Thousands of people who were in 
comfortable circumstances a few days 
ago are penniless and helpless to-day.
They have been befeft of everything 
they owned. Their houses, food, 
clothes, everything, was burned up 
before their eyes, and they barely 
escaped with their lives. Not only 
has there been an ’ appalling deatruo-

life. Two little children were Mimed 
to death and five men were either 
cremated or drowned.

The homeless people are now 
camped in the open fields under such 
rough temporary shelter as could be 
improvised. Temporary sheds have 
t^en erected, but building material is 
soiree, and is greatly needed. Fortu­
nately the weather m fine, and while 
it continues there will be no danger 
to healthy persons from exposure,but 
should it rain there will be terrible 
suffering among men, women, and 
children, as they cannot be protected 
from the elements, and have no dry 
clothing to replace their wet garments.
