ROSES AS BAIT FOR RATS,

Fragrance of the Flower Lures Animals
to the Doom.

The use of choice roses as rat bait is
to be experimented upon by the biologi-
cal bureau of the Department of Agri-
culture. The bureau has been inform-
ed of a number of cases where rodents
that spurned tempting cheese and crack-

\ers were easily enticed by a rose, and

it is believed that the result of the ex-
periments proposed by the bureau will
be to show conclusively that the flowers
surpass cheese, crackers, rinds of bacon
and other baits that are commonly used
to entice the rats into traps.

The u-e of choice flowers as bait for
rats will, no doubt, be looked upon as
unworthy and degrading by the horticul-
turists and others interested in plant in-
dustry, but when the great value and
importance of roses used in this manner
is demonstrated it is believed they will
take another view of the case.

It is explained that it is not so much’

the taste of roses that attracts the rat
as it is their fragrance, and for this
reason roses are expected to be the popu-
lar bait for the future.

Cases have been known where rodents,
attracted by the sweet perfume of a rose
in a house, have gnawed through doors
to get at the flower. Rats have been
known to become suspicious ° of traps
with the familiar bait of cheese and
bacon rinds and easily evade a trap
for a long time. From experience it has
been found that white roses, such as
the dainty bride rose or the snowy
Nephitos, have proved preferable in
rat-catching.

Moorestown, N. J., Jan. 22—Scores of
farmers and other citizens of this and
neighboring towns are to-day scouring
the country in search of the negro who
yesterday assaulted and murdered Miss
Florence W. Allinson, in a barn on the
Stfawbridge estate.

Smith
is very dark, and Bessie Walker, the
little girl who lived with Miss Allinson,
says the negro who came to the house
yesterday was a mulatto.

Rewards of $500
each have been offered for the capture
of the murderer by the authorities and
Mrs. Edward Strawbridge, upon whose
property Miss Allinson lived.

DEAD BESIDE THE TRAIL.

Mounted Police Investigating the Flet-
ting Case.

Lloydminster, Jan. 22.—A ecase which
is attracting the sttention of the Mount-
ed police down the line will probably be
investigated by Coroner Rush, of Vegre-
ville, to-day, at the inquest of Inspector
Strickland.

BISHOP IN HOT WATER.

Wrote a Letter Expatiating on Japanese
Social Immorality.

Tokio, Jan. 22.—There is intense
feeling against William Awdry, the
Anglican Bishop of South Tokio. He
wrote a lette: iast autumn to the
London Times, expatiating on Japan-
ese social immorality, His letter at-
tracted wide attention, and has evok-
ed some strong replies from Baron
Ito, and former Minister of the In-
terior, now a resident of England,
and others in that country, and Baron
Kaneko, former Minister of Justice,
here.

The newspapers state that already
they have created a strong sentiment in
England that the Japanese are unworthy
of being allies.

THE DAIRY INDUSTRY

In his fine opening address at the
meeting of the E.O.D.A., held »t
Peterboro, the President, Mr. D.
Derbyshire, said :

With refsrence to the dairy indus.
try, I might point out that both in
the aggregate vroduction and returns
realized, 1905 has been the banner
year. ft is certainly very gratitying
that we made about the same quantity
of cheese as formerly, and our butter
production has beaten all previous
records.

Our cheese exports from Montreal
for the season just closed were §2.-
121,101 boxes I estimate the cheese
on hand in Canada at the close of
navigation at 450,000 boxes, which
would make 2,600,000 boxes, valued
at $22,000,000.

Our \butter exports from Montreal
were 573,449 packages, and the esti-
mated stock in Canada is 125,000
packiiges, so we made in the season
700,000 packages, valued at $9,000,
000.

The bacon trade, so closely allied
with the dairy industry, amounted to
about $15,000,000.

In the ubove estimates no account
has been taken of our home market
and this must be looked intv, espéci
ally for butter, for our Canadian
people are consuming larger quantities
ro,g fine creamery butter each year.
Our home consnmption in 1905 was
about 3,500,000 packages.

You will be glud to know that we
received about $10,000,000 wmore in
1905 than in 1904 for cheese butter
and bacon. It will be noticed that
our dairymen produced (excluding
condensed milk, milk for our cities,
towns, etc) cheese valued at 22,-
000,000 ; butter, $8,000,000; bacon,
$15,000,000, and howe consumption
was $50,000,000, or a grand total of
$905,000,000 We are sending our
goods not only to the Mother Country,
but to the Orient as well, and
in increasing quantities each year.

We are also making advancement.
Our factories are being improved, und
gome really first class ones are being
erected, and our makers are becoming
better educated. A larger number
and better qualified instructors have
been employed, and doing very satis-
factory work. This has been made
possible by the liberality of our Pro-
vincial Department of Agriculture.
We had twenty-six instractors, besides
our chief instructor and they have
done good work—visiting, giving
instructions and attending service to
our tactories than in any previous
year.

Our goods have been finer and more
uniform than ever before. Our Do-
winion Department of Agriculture has
rendered splendid assistance by giving
us regular refrigerator service, not
only oo cars to Montreal, but on the
steamships from Montreal to the
British market, and employed inspec-
tors at Montreal and the different
English ports to examine our goods,
and report weekly to our dairy com
missioner at Ottawa the temperature
of our goods on arrival at destination.
This has been of great importance to
dairymen, for the goods were never
before delivered to their ultimate
market in as fine condition. We
want this retrigerator service enlarged
and improved, as well as our transpor-
tation facilities, 8o our goods the com-
ing season may be landed in perfect
condition.

The watching of our goods arriving
at Montieal, as well as the different
ports on the other side, is working
well, for they do not now lay around
on the docks, bat ave quickly taken
care of. The erection of two large
warehouses at the Surrey Commercial
dock, fitted up with cold storage at
London, is of great importance. ©ur
goods are taken from ships and
immediately placed in these ware-
houses. Bristol is coming to the front
with new docks, and other ports will
have to do the samse or lose the trade.
So you see the result is we have made
finer goods and had them delivered in
better condition, thus receiving better
prices and increased demand. With
the improvement of trade in every
line and high prices assured, we
ghould do very much better in 1906,
and I ask for your hearty co-operation
in building up the dairy industry.

While .we bave such a splendid
season, I think this would be a good
time to urge all makers to attend our
dairy school at Kingston, which has
been greatly enlarged and improved,
with a competent staff in charge,
where the latest and best instruction
iw given. I would like to urge all
factories to join our syndicate system
and assist us to make a unitorm high
quulity of goods * everywhere in
Eastern Ontario. While a large num-
ber of factories are good and well
equipped, we still have a large number
| not; fit to make chees: in anl where
| tinest goods cannot te made We
[ must improve our “factories for no
[ bugness in Cannda rests ou a more
so id foundation and why our factories
should not be firat cla-s buildings, well
painted ciean and tidy, witn proper
drainage, no one can explam. Why
ghould shade trees not he planted and
the grounds around the factory wade
beantiful  Possibly I can explain
. why, hecause the mukers of our cheese
" are the only ones that are not properly
"paid. A large number of our beat men
are quitting the business.
While the milk producers

are prosperous this last year, onr|
manufactors are poorer, having more
to pay for labor, fuel and funishings.
Why not give them one and a quarter
cents for making and demand better
boxes and a better servicee We
appointed a committee to report on
licensing factories and I hope their
report will be favorable, so we cap
demand a good factory or close it up.
The Canadian Dairyman has heen
doing good work showing up some of
our poor factories, and I trust they
will continue. - This is the official
organ’ and every dairyman should take
it. Wish our past experience, with
the full knowledge that the production
of cheese, butter and the bacon pig is
the one industry exactly suited to
Eastern Ootario, all our energies
should be directed to improve 'the
quality and increase the quantity of
oar goods.

And now, geptlemen, with our
present opportunities for education
and instruction, there will be no
excuse for baving an ordinary waker,
for they are dear at any price, or harv-
ing an open factory resting in the mud,
with no drainage, or not having
modern machinery, or not delivering
your choese to the station in clean
wagons, with proper covers to keep
the cheese or butter clean, or not
doing evervthing in your power to
make the watchword for 1906 cleanli-
Fess, and improvement all along the
ine.

Ouce more let me nrge hearty co
operation in Eastern Ontario among
all our dairymen, and make omne sn-
preme effort this coming season and
take hold earnestly and make the
needed improvement, s» we can step
right out of the way of any of our
competitors, by making and placing
on the market regularly, the finest
goods in the world. We can do this
by all working together,

In coonection with the movement
that is being made for the abolition of
toll gates, a meeting was held in
Brockville on Monday at which the
following representatives were present :

Nearly all present spoke in favor of
the removal of gates, and of our
reeve’s address the Times says:
“Reeve Holmes strongly urged the
aholition of gates and said that he
understood that a levy of the small
sum of 50 cents on every assessed
valuation of $1,750 in the municpali-
ties interested would provide a fund
amply sufficient to pay the purchase
price of all toll gates in the counties.”

Mr. Alzuire in answer to enquiries
said he bad two offers of sale made by
toll road companies, one from the
Farmerville Plank Road Company and
the other from the Lowell Plank Road
Co. The Lowell road company offer
in writing to take 50 cents on the dol-
lar of their paid up capital stock of
$7000. That is they offer to take
$3.500 for their investment. In this
offer thev expressly state that it does
not include the two dwellings now
used as toll gates. The Farmersville
rosd compuny with capital stock of
$6,400, offer to take $3,000.

A resolution was passed in favor of
the counties council abolishing all toll
roads and market fees in the united
counties,

CITY LIFE AND PHYSIQUE.

Theory That It Tends to Physical De-
terioration Pooh-poohed by Ford
Madox Hueffer.

It is a commonly accepted theory that
town life, especially the life of the vast
modern city, tends to physical deter
foration. In his new book”’ “The Soul
of London,” Mr. Ford Madox Hueffer
pooh-poohs the theory in the following
original bit of argument:—

There remains the question of physi-
cal deterioration. “That Neurasthenia
jole,” said a modern doctor, a man
looking half Jew, half negrold, but
young and alert, with beady eyes be-
hind large spectacles, “it's as old as the
hills. Jezebel was Neurasthenic; so
was Lot's wife when she looked back;
s0 was the writer of the book of Job;
s0 was Edward II; so was Shakes-
peare, or whoever wrote ‘Timon of At-
hens’ If we've deteriorated physical-
ly, when did the deterioraiion begin?”
He paced up and down his consulting
room smiling, and tapped his patient
on the shoulder with a stethoscope.
“We've improved; we're improving.
Why, my dear sir, what was old age In
the mediaeval centuries? A man—a
king—was worn out, crippled with
rheumatism, too heavy-bellled to mount
his horse before he was forty flve As
to the common people, they m}ea like
flies; they had no stamina, no’ power
of resisting disease. Town life isn’t un-
healthy; the art of saniiation did not
begin until the towns grew large. Did
you ever see an o'd farmhouse? Where
did they build them? Always in hol-
lows, in’ muddy, airless bottoms, to be
near waier—you understand, near wa-
ter—and they drained into that water,
and they were plague houses all of
them.

“Did you ever have to do with a sick
farm laborer? Those fellows! Why,
they fold their hands and die for a
touch of liver. Their life doesn’t hold
them because it contains no interest.
Half their healthy hours are spent in
mooning and brooding; they all suffer
from dyspepsia, because of their abom-
inable dlet of cheese and tea. Why. I'd
rather attend fifty London street rats,
with half a lung apiece, than one great
hulking farm bailiff. Those are the
fellows, after all, the London scara"
mouches, for getting over an illness.

“Don’'t you see, my dear sir, your
problem is to breed disease-resisting
men, and you won't do it from men
who mope about flelds and hedges. No!
modern life is a question of towns.
Purify them if you can; get rid of
smoke and foul air if you can. But
breed a race fitted to inhabit them in
any case.”

That, indeed, is the problem which is
set before London — the apotheosis of
modern life. For there is no ignoring
the fact that mankind elects to live in
crowds, If London can evoive a town

type, London will be justified of its
existence.

IN RUINS

SEVEN BODIES FOUND

OF BUILDING.

His Wife, Mother-in-Law and Five Children All!
Murdered and Their Bodies Cremated.

Pembroke, N. H., Jan. 22 —The auth-

town of Pembroke early to-day, resum-
ed the investigation of the grim trag-
edy in which seven persons were victims
and an eighth took his own life yester-
day. After daylight many of the towns-
people visited the ruins of the farm house
at North Pembroke, which for three
years had been occupied by Charles F.
Ayer, his immediate family and his
mother-in-law, Mrs. Isaac Lakeman. Fol-
lowing the supposed murder  of Mrs.
Lakeman Mrs. Ayer and the five children
of the latter, the family buildings were
burned and the bodies incinerated. Be-
fore the fire was discovered by the neigh-
bors Ayer left home for the residence of
his sister, Mrs. Geo. Bailey, in the town
of Chichester, six miles distant,
shot himself yesterday afternoon, after
the destruction of the property had be-
come known. Ayer died last night without
making a statement which would" assist
the authorities to ascértain the exact
manner in which his seven relatives met
their deaths.

Ayer acted strangely after his arrival
at the Bailey house, and the county of-
ficials concluded early in the evening,
after a hasty investigation that/ he had
murdered all seven members of his fam-
ily as they lay in their beds, late Tues-
day night or early yesterday morning.

Sheriff George ~A. Kimball, County
Solicitor Thomas F. Clifford, and other
officials of Merrimack County, together
with tha local officers, resumed their in-
vestigation to-day. The ruins had cooled
during the night and a careful - gearch
was instituted for the remains of five
of the victims. T'wo charred trunks, one
of which is supposed to be that of Mrs.
Lakeman and the other that of a child,
were found in the debris on the site of
an ell of the house yesterday. Mrs. Lake-
man usually slept in a room of the ell

over the cellar and it was among the
ruing, there that the search was direct-
ed.

No
doube the dry gocds trade would be con-
siderably more active were the weather
more seasonzble. Wholesalers complain
that deliveries of cottons are slow.
Groceries are quiet. All lines refined
sugar arcten cents lower and canned
goods hold very firm on light stocks.
The movement in hardware is fair and
prices show a firm tendency. There is
a good Northwest demand for whole-
sale lines for spring trade, and from all
points reports regarding future business
{ are cheerful. Ontario collections show
improvement.

Quebec.—\Wholesale trade shows no
improvement over that of the preceeding
week, and collections are generally slow.
Houses finished stocktaking report fav-
orable results, and ith seasonable weath-
er the outlook is encouraging. Local in-
dustries are active, but retail trade in
the city is quiet.

Winnipeg,—Trade here is a little more
active, although mild weather continues
to aifect the demand for retail lines, but
there is some compensation in the great-
er activity which this has allowed out-
door work, and there is not the inter-
ruption  to transportation which fre-
quently occurs at this of the year. There
is already a good movement in spring
dry goods, and hardware houses are re-
ceiving good orders. Values are general-
ly steady to firm.

Victoria and Vancouver.— ~The feature
of trade all along the coast is the activ-
ity in the mining and umbering indus-
tries which have shown great expansion
during the past year. There is also con-
siderable briskness amongst iron mould-
ers, and all firms are running full time.
Wholesale trade is a little quiet, but the
outlook for irade generally is very
bright. At Vancouver there has been
some falling off in rea lestate values.

LOST PACKAGE.

PASSING FROM THE MOLSONS
TO0 THE TRADERS’ BANK,

‘ —

But Never Reached the Latter Institu-
tion—Was Supposed to Go Through
Clearing House—Three Hundred amd
Twenty-five Dollars Missing.

Toronto despatch: The officials of the
Traders’ and Molsons Banks are endeiv-
oring to find out the where_abouts of &
package containing $325, which has been
missing since Thursday morning. It is
customary every morning for each bank
in the city to make up the bills of the
other banks it holds and to return them
through the clearing house over the
Bank of British North America to the
office of the issuing bank. Notes of this
kind are carefully sealed in a package,
and are turned over to the messengers
or other officials of the other bank. The
system at the clearing house is perfect,
but one or two packages within the past
few years have failed to reach the baukse
to which they have been sent.

The package missed on Thursday con-
tained $325, and the officers at the
Molsons Bank say they sent the money,
while the officers of the Traders’ Bank
state that it mever reached them. Mr.
G.- W. Yarker, manager of the clearing
house, stated yesterday that he had not
received any official potification of the
loss of the money.

None of the other banks have received
the missing package in their parcels.
Sergt. Duncan of the detective depart-
ment stated that the police have no re-
port of the lost packag.

LIVED IN A STUMP.

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Docking Horses
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Agitation is promised to urge the passage
of laws against docking horses, and owners
of horses in New York are being petitioned
to join in the crusade. Dealers never. dock
horses, except at the request of a buyer,
To offer a horse for sale with a bob tail is
to create the impression that it is “gecond

hand,” one that has seen service before in
the city, instead of being gresh from green
pastures. Yet none of the dealers will sign
the petition. They Jeclare that the opera-
tion of dicking is not excessively painful
and is atoned for by the easy life it leads to.
To have the tail shortened is tne initiation
the rough horse pays to gain the comfort
an dlight duties of a private stable.

Fashion is not the only reason to actuate
the buyers in having their horses docked,
but it is the principal one. A few say that
the shortening of the tail makes for cleanli-
ness, as the tail does not become draggled
with mud and dust when docked, and an-
other set maintains that it is really a com-
fort for a horse to remove the heavy and
useless mass of hair. City horsas do not
graze {n pasture, 30 the argument that the
switching of the long tail keeps away mos-
quitoes and flies has no value in this argu-
ment; but a decided objection may be
volced against the nuisance switching talils
would be to a horse cr pair in heavy har-
ness. All style and grace in front action,
a pair with hanging tails would look as un-
tidy otherwise as a woman in bedraggled
ckirts. So said one of New York's coach-
ing amateurs, and he had plenty to add to
the plea for docking.

“Essentially docklng is mot a painful
operation,” continued this driving man,
“Shears are no longer used, and -if the
horse is a fretful, nervous one, it is first
chloroformed. But I have never seen this
done; nor has it been necessary. In the
spring I have had a vet. dock a half dozen
in half an hour in my stable when con-
verting road trotters into road coach teams.
This is how we do it:

““We do not feed the horse on the morning
of the operation, and when it is brought
into tho operating stall the horse at once
beginy to munch eagerly on the oats in the
Tanger. A canvas hammock is flung un-
der its belly and the horse hoisted to its
tiptces by pulleys. when a gate Is stuck
\ across the stall close to its heels and the

tail. pulled -over, the flat top rail making
“z\q operating table. A stout twine is tied

tight about the tail at the point to be sev-
ered. The hair is turned back and bouni,
exposing the bare skin, and the assistant
takes hold of the lower end of the tail
and holds it firmly for ‘the docking.
“A fow short jabs with a surgeon's ¥iife
and the tail Is severed. MeanWhile, a
caygerizing fron has to be brought to a
white heal ii a charcoal hand fire, suth as
plumbers carry, and the next act is to sear
the cut with the iron. The assistant holds
the severed part o that the hairs will cover
the cut, and with the application of the iron
there is' an odor of burning hair and flesh.
The horse winces, and would crouch, kick
or break away but for being strung up in
the hammock. Rut it does not take the
tenth part of a second to seal up the wound.
As soon as the iron is taken -off the horse
will resume. its munching of oats, and it
feeds without a check, excepting while the
cauterixing iron is applied, thrcughout the
entire operation. 4

“Trotting herse breeders and drivers all
along have been .prejudiced against dock-
ing,"” concluded the whip, ‘“‘and I was glad
to see that the Horse Show judge did not
share this feeling, for the trotting stallion
to which they awarded all the highest hon-
ors, Guy Fortune, had a docked tail and
was also driven in heavy harness as a high-
stepper. The flapping tail is a nuisance
to road drivers, and the only way a sulky
driver overcome it is to sit on the brush.
The lorng, heavy tail is to my mind a waste
of energy. The horse should put his
strength intn better things—every ounce of
it. At hackney farms the cclts are docked
before they are weaned and while the carti-
lage is soft. To sport a docked tail seems
now the detiny of half' the trotting bred
horses, so I fail to see why the trotting men
should aid the anti-docking bills, If they
were up-to-date the trotting horse breed-
ers would do the docking at the farms.”

No one knows what the horses think
about it. That docking is cruel may b2
granted, but the gairs to thg borse scems
to counterbalancé the hurts. The pain is
momentary, the benefit: long and substan-
tial ones. The movement in favor of the
anti-docking bills is supported mainly by
non-horse owmners, say the whips who drive
highsteppers and likes 'em docked.—New
York Sun.

BIGGEST BUG IN THE WORLD.

- To the Hercules Leetle, a giant among
insects, which is found in certain por-
tions of Central and South America, as
well as in the island of Dominica, one of
the British West Indies, belongs  the
world. In appearance this creature is
anything but prepossessing, and looks
as if it belonged with pink snakes, pur-
ple spiders and other creatures of the
imagination.

! It is a common trait of tourists and
travellers to malke little of anything seen
in foreign lands, especially in the little
West Indian islands, and to declare that
similar things of y greater size or
better quality oceur in “God’s country.”
When they run across the Hercules beetle

ledge themselves beaten.

Although so formidable in appearance
this insect is perfectly harmless. 1t lives
in the heavy forests and feeds on the
sweetish sap or gum of native trees. The
larva, or grub is about four inches long
and as thick as a man’s thumb and looks
like a huge white maggot. It is consider-
ed a delicacy by the native negroes and
caribs, who roast it in hot ashes and say
that it tastes like roasted nuts.

Clumsy in appearance, the Hercules
beotle possesses great powers of flight,
and in the outlying villages it is not
uncommon for one of these huge creat-
ures to enter the native houses, being
attracted thereto by the lights. The in-
variable result is a prompt extingishing
of the candle by the wind created by
the beotle’s buzzing wings, accompanied
by scrcams from the inmates of the
house, who imagine.a jumbie, or evil spir-
it, has invaded their dwelling.

A popular belief among the natives is
that the Hercules beetle saws off limbs
of trees by grasping them between the
two horn like appendages and flying
round and round.

How to Tend
Furnaces

When the average resident of the
average detached house has laid  in
his ten tons of hard coal, his waggon-
load of hardwood, and bought a new
ash sifter, he considers that he is
prepared for a hard winteeer, no mat-
ter how high or low the mercury col-
umn may choose to stand. As a matter
of fact, this same householder, in the ag-
gregate, will send tems of thousands of
dollars’ worth of fuel out of house chim-
neys this winter, in spite of all the rasp-
ings, dust and manipulations of his ash
sifters.

An improper shaking of the grates
often is responsible for a fire’s go-
ing out.  The grates are ehaken too
hard, and hot coal is mixed with
the ashes, and the whole formation
of the fire is so broken up as to des-
troy its combustible.arangement. One
of the essentials in burning hard coal
is that the fire shall not be disturbed
and the fire strata broken up. When
to shake a grate is a good deal; how
to shake it is more. To shake invariable
as possible, however, is the invariable
rule for clearing a grate, and thus thie
subject may be dismigsed.

In mild, dry weather the disposition
of the fire may be to burn too strong-
for the heat required in the house. If so,
a proper accumulation of ashes in the
firebox is mecessary. Don’t disturb the
grates under such circumstances.

On the other hand, when heavy wea-
ther, with its chill and damp, makes heat
imperative, through the house, shake the
grates, gently but thoroughly. Also in any
pinch of clear, cold weather, when the
furnace is to be taxed for a time in
warming the house, clear the grates of
ashes and keep them clear. The dampers
then may be depended upon for any
check upon the draught until the
rapidly forming ash again will eerve.

The one point to be observed always
by the furnace tender is that when
the house is too hot at any time the

| because the house is cold.

waste of fuel is as certain as if that
amount of coal were dropping through
the grates and going into the ash
pile outside. And always when the
house is too hot it may be set down
that heat also is wasting at the chim-
ney top.

A furnace fire is something to be
anticipated. The heat delivered at the
registers —or at the raidators— is a re-
sult to be anticipated some time
after combustion in the firebox has
reached a high degree of heat. Also
when this degre of hezt in the fire-
box is reached it may be anticipated
that, without any more fuel in the
firebox, heat will continue to be de-
livered for some time thereafter.

Further then this, it must  be re
Mombered that a ehovelful of hard
coal pushed to gapid combustion ab
the moment it is most needed may
save a half bushel of fuel fod infd
the firebox and. burned too slowly at
the beginning and too fast in the end.
This is due to the fact that the house,
once warmed, easily may be main-
tnined at an agrecalbfe ) tempercipue
thereafter; also to the fact that
when a large heap of hard coal is
once thoroughly ignited it will con-
tinue to burn in spite of all the
check dampers that can be brought into
use, resulting in an overheated house, the
attendant discomfort, and the waste of
fuel.

Properly handled, the furnace
at bedtime should have burned to =&
heap of live coals. The necessity for
heat in the coals comes from the faet
that the coals for banking the night fire
acts to un extent as an  extinguisher.
The coal is cold, and- with its weight and
thickness added it will put out a fire
that is not hot enough to start combus-
tion immediately. Just emough of this
co0a) to hold the fire over night should
be used — just enough that in the morn-
ing the surface of the banked coal shows
black above the shallow crevices glowing
red. 4

Under this condition, dor’t think of
adding more coal to warm the house.
Turn on your draught when you get up.
When the air rushes in this half-charred
vorl awakens immediately into life, and
in five minutes the firebox may be red
hot. Ten minutes later the registers are
giving out heat, and the whole house is
warmed with the least possible expendi-
ture of coal. After breakfast the fire,
which by this time is ready for more

coal, may be banked for the day, if the
weather be mild; if severe weather is
experienced, put on only so much coal
as will be quick to deliver its heat.
Remember it is the heat which es-
capes from the superheated surfaece
of the coal which economically gets in-
to the register pipes. Every time that
more coal than is necessary is put into
the firebox fuel is wasted when you try
to force available heat up through (.hdJ
coal mass. Forcing this heat up through
too much coal gives that inevitable re-
rtﬂ?'ktoo much heat.
