Gentile monarch though lie wan, 
he had had exceptional opportunities for 
knowing the truth of God. yet he af­
fronted God and put contempt, on him. 
How appalling is the catalogue of ag­
gravated crime* with which Belshazzar 
was charged — obstinate impenitence, a 
proud, arrogant eclf-exaltutiou, a pro­
fane impiety, a marked insult cast upon 
the honor ami glory due unto God. Such 
godleesuess worked itself out and 
brought n final judgment on the long 

of hi* guilty life. The eye of the 
great Judge was upon that scene of pro­
fanity ami dissipation. Then the 
science of Belshazzar awoke at an un­
expected moment, ami told him he hud 
no good reason to expect good news 
from heaven. In vaiA lie looked, in vain 
he called upon those around hint and 
these., jyho were under his control to 
help solve his perplexity. He proclaimed 
his own defeat at the moment when he 
had inspired others with the idea off 
victory and supremacy. It was a part of 
his punishment of Balshazzar to ex­
pose hi* dismay to the very 
whom b« lead led ou in sin. Thus shame 
was united with terror. When a crisis 
come* men 
Belshazzar had riches, pleasures and 
world honor, lie was absolute master 
of the greatest palace and the greatest 
city the world had ever seen, yet his 
thought* r«wN* clear and strong and 
broke through the fumer, of intoxication 
and troubled him. He hud had his op­
portunities, hi* example*, his warnings, 
yet lie was drunken on the night, of the 
èiege. entirely unfitted for the ir«|»on- 
sibilitie* of his office, 'that night be­
gan with a great festival, a loyal ban­
quet in which no restraint was placed 
upon profanity, intemperance, vain am­
usements or worldly-mindedneeis of any 
character. Note the change in the pro­
gramme, when the last solemn warning 
was given to the king, a warning which 
silenced in a*moment the roAr of im­
pious mirth, a warning in which no mer­
cy was exhibited. The king had been 
weighed iu the balances of human op: 
inion and approved. Then he was weigh­
ed in the balances of conscience and 
judged. .Still further he was weighed in 
the balance* of divine justice and con­
demned. Though boldest in vice Bel*haz> 
zar was most destitute of courage when 
danger came. He took the strange writ­
ing a* intended for himself. His eye* lie- 
held the strange writing and at the same 
time looked in upon hi* own corrupt 
Heart. Though he could not read the 
meaning he felt it, and the suspense was 
unbeara hie.

DESTRUCTION OF RATS.
The following method for the destruc­

tion of rats, adopted by M. de Kruyff, 
of the Agricultural Bureap of il»<? Dutch 
Indies at Buitenzorg, Java, is given in 
a recent consular report. All visible rat 
boles were first stopped with earth to 
ascertain which holes were inhabited. 
Half a teaspoonful of carbon bisulphide 
was poured in each of the hole# found 
to be inhabited and, and after a delay 
of a few seconds to allow the liquid to 
evaporate, the mixture of vapor and air 
was ignited. The result was a small 
explosion, which filled the hole with 
poisonous gases and killed nil the rats 
almost instantly. A pound of bisulphide

sufficient for more than ‘200 rat holes; 
131 dead rats were found in 43 holes, 
which were opened after the operation. 
It is further stated that satisfactory 
results in exterminating porcupines Lave 
been obtained by this method.

LITTLE HELPS IN CARING FOR ! 
THE WARDROBE.

The wardrobe that is properly caçed 
tor, brushed, mended and folded will 
not only last as long again as the one 
that is allowed to take its own way ta 
the rag bag, but will give the wearer an 
air of being well groomed, even though 
the garments have not cost the maxi­
mum amount of money.

To begin with, ready-made garments 
should never be worn until they have 
bee carefully looked over, 
hooks end eyes should be securely fast­
ened with a few extra stitches; button­
holes that are too large or too small 
should be made right; all thread ends 
should be fastened and snipped off; 
•earns, hems, etc., should be looked over 
and where the machine has skipped 
stitches the needle must be used; wher­
ever raw edges appear they must be 
made neat and trim with needle and fine 
t her ad.

Whatever method of fastening skirt 
and tiiirt waist together you affect, It- 
■houll be attended to before wearing 
even once, for these is nothing that looks 
so slovnly as a waist and ‘skirt parting 
company in the back, À man once tola 
a girl he asked to marry him that he 
was first attracted to her by her neat 
and trim appearance on shipboard.

Speaking of shoes, take the advice of 
an experienced woman who declared that 
frequent visits to the shoemaker—and 
the dentist—had 4one more ot turn her 
out a well-groomed woman than any 
other thln~.

One should have trees for -every pair 
of boots and shoes, if possible; if not. 
do the next best thing and stuff them 
out with paper when not in use.

shoe boxes, away from the 
not keep them in shoe bags that hang 
on a door or wall, as this crumples the 
soft leather.

Do not think because 
you have to clean them anyway you 
may as well gpt. them so:l«d n littls 
more. Tide is * mistake: a very dirty 
shoe never looks so good a color, though 
the cleaning be ever so thorough.

Keep a supply of laces and buttons on 
band, for you may need them nnv mo­
ment. If patent buttons are put on when 
the boots are new they will nearly al­
ways last ae long us the shoes.

For black shoe*, be sure to find a 
blacking that will not injure the leather, 
end with the very best it is well to have 
them occasionally blacked by a profes­
sional cleaner, a* mail’s shoe* are black-

Bonnets ami hats require special care; 

one or two soft brushes are needed and 
should be used every time the hat is 
worn. If you have not a hat trunk a 
special box is needed for each hat. If 
a hat lias been worn in damp weather 
the crown should be fitted with tissue 
paper to keep the shape, and it should 
not be put away until dry.

If there are feather trimmings, it is 
well t«i hold the hat before the fire or 
over the feather to bring back the curl. 
Fur* and feather boas should be well 
shaken before putting away, and, if 
damp, dried thoroughly, or they will 
smell musty.

Coats and heavier shirt waists should 
have each one n hanged to keep the 
shape; there are hangers that have a 
place for the skirt as welt as the coat. 
The skirt to a tailored suit should r.ot 
be worn ».a the house any more than is 
absolutely nerera*ry. for it soon gets 
“kneed’ and otherwise out of shape, 
giving the wearer a very slovenly ap­
pearance.

If freqnent visits to the tailor for 
pressing are not convenient it ran he 
done at home with a bit of extra trou­
ble.

Be careful to clean all the spots with 
naphtha, ammonia or other cleaning 
fluid, then press on the wrong side with 
a damp cloth and very hot iron, using 
the iron until the cloth is quite dry. If 
there are plaits they must be well basted 
and pressed on the wrong side.

Stockings And dress shields should he 
changed and washed daily. Gloves should 
be kept in a long, narrow box. so they 
may lie at length and not be rolled. In 
mending them be very careful to use 
thread or silk of the extract shade; a 
glove outfit includes all fashionable 
shade*.

ter the collapse of the wall* by the 
lurid glare and sputter of the live wires 
as they fell on brick and steel.

SEES DAD DROWN GREAT FIRE IN 
LONDON, ONT.

He Gives Up Life to Rescue 
Her in Lighthouse Skill.

Pascagoula, Miss., Nov. 9.—After see­
ing her father drown in an attempt to 
save her, a little girl of eight tended 
the Pascagoula light for 12 hours until 
help arrived and she was rescued. Then 
bravely, but with tears, she told her 
story, only stopping long enougli to eat 
ravenously of the first food she had 
had for 20 hours.

R. R. Fullerton, keeper of the Round 
Island light, took little Elsie with him 
in his skiff yesterday evening. The boat 
was tied up near the light while Ful­
lerton went in to trim the lamps and 
prepare them for their night's vigil. As 
lie concluded his work he was horrified 
to see the boat drifting out toward the 
open sea. The child appeared too ter­
rified to use the oars. Fullerton sprang 
in and began to battle with the waters, 
but his brave fight failed just at he 
reached for the gunwale of the boat, 
and he sank. The boat with the child 
drifted back to the lighthouse, and she 
took care of the light until rescued.

TAKING CARE OF THE FERTILIZER.
A good method of taking care of the 

•table manure' previous to drawing it 
out in the land during the summer, is 
to swing a number of watertight barrels 
on iron handles and attach to the steel 
track of the carrier. These barrels can 
be filled and run out into the barn­
yard and then dumped onto the vsgon 
directly before drawing to the field. 
There is a great advantage in this meth­
od over the wasteful, sloppy way of 
loading up the wagen at frequent inter­
vals. The loose boards of the manure 
box allow the valuable fertilizing liquid 
to escape and run away with the bain- 
yard drainage water, thus the manure 
loses 50 per cent, of its value as .*t fer­
tiliser. By using the barrels the liquid 
manure is conserved and the little time 
lost in transferring the excrement to 
the wagon and the field, allows of little 
waste. If the stable does not carry a 
steel track, a good substitute. for the 
barrel is a manure box lined with sheet 
iron, Into this the manure can be dump­
ed at any time of the day, if the wagon 
is kept out of the sun. The expense 
incurred is small and the economy of 
either method will soon be paying inter­
est on the expenditure. When it is de­
sired to save the manure until fail, a 
cement floor in the manure shed is the 
correct think. This saves evaporation 
and drving out bv the sun, and also pre­
vents leakage. When the floor is solid, 
water may be applied to keep manure 
from drying, or the liquid excrement 
washed over it. It is false economy to 
fertilize the barnyard, as there is no 
crop in that place to give returns for 
the application. Steps should therefore 
be taken to prevent this loss, which am­
ounts to millions 
It is a waste of time and money to draw 
manure on to the land, if that manure 
has been lying in the barnyard, sub­
jected to the spring and summer tains. 
Manufactured fertilizers are expensive 
and cannot take the place of the ani­
mal excrement. Greater care in this res­
pect will necessitate less artificial fer­
tilization. The value of the crop harvest­
ed must be returned to the land and 
not half of its value left in the barn­
yard drainage water or on the lanes 
leading to the fields, unless the farmer 
wishes to lower the fertility of his soft 
and its crop-producing power.

VALUE OF MANURE. 
(Farmers' Advocate.)

Nothing is much more certain than 
grossly

dervalued. The chemical elements, intro- 
gen, phosphoric acid and potash, would 
alone be valued at around $2.60 per ton 
of manure if occurring in commercial fer­
tilizers. Such commercial value may be 
in excess of the real agricultural value, 
especially for nitrogen; but there is 
also te consider the perhaps greater 
physical benefit of the humus—greater 
in so far at least as immediate returns 
are concerned—not to mention the stim­
ulation of bacterial activity in the soil. 
Only a fraction of the manorial value, is 
recovered in the first year’s crop in­
crease. The benefit is reaped in de­
creasing ratio for many, many years, as 
Rothamsted experiments indicate. While 
the value of manure varies with many 
circumstances, we believe Prof. Gum­
ming of the Nova Scotia Agricultural 
College was not beyond the mark in es­
timating average farm manure at $2.60 
per ton.
