We of Canada have not failed to
register our unmitigated batred of
anarchy. We bave made it clearly
understood that in this new country
we will not tolerate that type of man
who declares his opposition to law
and order, and who takes dastardly
methods for overthrowing it. And
yet, in spite of cur fine stand and
forceful opposition, we bave in our
midst a type of anarchy that is in-
hinitely more subtle and - dangerous.

It makes no conlession of
its principles. And yet it is really
anarchistic as the kind that dogs a
man in the dark or blots out a Rus-
sian prince. It is the amarchy of
apathy.

Some ope has defined an optimist
as being a man who doesn't care
what happens. if it doesn't happen
to him. The same definition may be
aptly applied to the type of anarchist
under discussion..
