ADVENTURE WITH OUTLAWS ,

ADnmoulﬂ.hthoD.y-otm
Highwaymen.

I was lying ice bound at Lewiston,Idaho,
‘writes Joaquin Miller in St. Nicholas.
Men wanted to send money below to their
friends or families; merchants, anticipat-
ing the tremendous rush, must get letters
through the snow to Walla Walla. Would
Igo? Could I go?

The snow was deep. The trails, over
open and monotonous mountaing, were
drifted full. Could any living man face
the drifting snow and find his way to
Walla Walla? At first the merchants had
tried to hire Indians to undertake the
trip and deliver their letters. Not one
could be found to go. When the storm
abated a little the men who kept the ferry-
across the Shoshone river scraped off the
snow and, cutting down the unheaved
blocks of ice, made it possible to cross
with a herse.

At first I meant to carry only letters.
But having finally consented to take a
little gold for one merchant, I soon found
I should loge friends if I did not take gold
for others. The result was that I had to
take gold worth nearly $10,000.

A few muffled up friends came down to
the river bank to see me off. It wasa
great event. For two weeks we had not
had a line from the outer world. And
meantime the civil war was raging in all
its terrible fury. ~ As I set out that bleak
and icy morning after I had mounfed my
plunging pony.I saw in the crowd several
faces that I did not like. -

There was Dave English, who was
‘hanged on that spot with several of his
followers not forty days later; there was
Boone Helm, hanged in Montana ; Chero-
kee Bob, killed in Millersburg, and also
Canada Joe. This last lived with some
low Indians a little way down the river.
So when he rode ahead of me I was rather
glad than otherwise, for I felt that he
would not go far. I kept watch of him,
however. And when I saw that he
skulked around under the hill, as if he
were going home, and then finally got
back irto the trail I knew there was
trouble ahead. -

But the “Rubicon” was now behind.
My impetuous horse was plunging in the
snow, and I was soon tearing through the
storm up the hill. Once fairly on my
way, I looked back below. Dave English
and Boone Helm were bidding goodbye to
two mounted cowboys at the ferryhouse.
Ten minutes later, as I looked back
through the blinding smow I saw that
these two desperate fellows were following
me.

AN EASTERN MYSTERY.

What i8 known as the “ secret mail ” of
India hgs for more than a generation per-
plexed. the English mind, and is still a
profound mystery, although numberless
attempts have been made to explain it.
Every one who has lived long in Asiatic
countries is aware that the accurate
knowledge of important happenings at a
distance is often possessed by the natives
a considerable time before it is obtained
by the government, and even though
special facilities had been provided for
the transmission of the news. This was
frequently and conspicuously illustrated
throughott the Sepoy rebellion. Hap-
penings occurring hundreds of miles away
were usaally known in the bazaars hours
and sometimes days before the news
reached the authorities, and the infor-
mation obtained was regarded as so trust--
worthy that the natives speculated upon
it even to the full extent of their fort-
unes. Indeed, upon one occasion the
“gecret mail” beat the government
courier by fully twelve hours, although
every endeavor had been made to secure
the swiftest dispatch.

The Hindoos themselves say, when
they cosisent to , talk -about it at all, that
they depend neither upon horses nor
men, and have no secret code of signals,
but that they do possess a system of
theught transmission which is as familiar
to them as the electric telegraph to the
western world. Any one may accept this
explanation that will. But though most
people, with less fondness for the mys-
terious and a better knowledge of: the
weakresses of the Hindoos for making
riddles of the simplest facts, will look for
a more prosaic explanation, it remains to
be said that none has been forthcoming.
The “secret mail” is an indutiable re-
ality, and no westerner has ever succeeded
in solving its mystery. If news is trans-
mitted by signals, no one has ever seen
the signalers; nor if there is a vast system
of stages in operation, covering hundreds
and thousands of miles, has any one ever
come across any of its machinery. And,
indeed, it would seem that some means
of communication must be af the com-
mand of the nafives more rapid than
horses ‘or runners.—Providence Journal.

A LIVELY SPOON MARKET.,

designed for use at dessert are not in
themselves a trial, but hundreds and
hundreds of well-to-do people irr Pitts-

A—— could not thank Mrs. B—— for her
lovely “little spoons,” mor could Mrs.
B—— thank Mrs. A -— for her “exqui-
site spoon,” with the cheerfulness and
grace the occasion demanded.

A fashionable jeweller informs me that
he sold more little spoons than anything
else this Christmas. He could make
money if he weré to offer to buy all of
them back at half price.—Pittsburg Dis-
patch.

CANADIAN TURKEYS IN ENGLAND.

We are glad to learn that the first con-
signment of Canadian turkeys to reach
British markets has met with an en-
couraging reception. - The shipment was
made before the publication of the report
of John Sanders, the dominion commis-
gioner, who recently visited this country,
and several of the suggestions made by
British dealers were not, therefore, taken
advantage of for this consignment. Never-
theless, the turkeys, which were consign-
ed to various dealers in London, sold
readily. They were, it is true, hardly
heavy enough for this market, weighing
from 10 to 12 lbs., though some of them
scaled 14 lbs; and in British eyes the
smaller the turkey the smaller the price.
Hence, while the best Irish and English
turkeys fetch 8d per 1b., and some weigh-
ing from 18 to 20 lbs. are even sold at
from 18 to 1s 2d per lb,, the Canadian
article only sold for 8d-or 7d.. The price
would probably have been a little greater
but for the fact that the Canadian birds

TRAGEDY OF MONTE CARLO.

A Ruined Russian Count Sells his
Faithfal Wife,

Nicg, Jan. 10. — The week’s record of
suicides at Monte Carlo includes that of a
young and ‘beautiful Russian wife, who
was as good as she was beautiful, by name
Nadjeoka Charikoff. The Charikoffs are
an ancient and noble family, whose estates
lie not far from St. Petersburg, but the
productiveness of which has been curtailed
by the freeing of the serfs and the recent
failure of the grain harvests. In fact,
Count Ivan has lately been hard pressed

THE MARSEILLAISE.

How Rouget de Lisle Came to Wﬁn the
National Hymn of France.

This idea of celebrating ** The Marseil-
laise ” is a worthy one,for it has led French
troops to victory under republics and
under an empire, while during the reign
of Louis Philippe it was heard often, thus
showing that it belongs to all classes.

Let me tell of its origin, though some of
you may. already have heard the story.
France was in danger, her people were
called to arms, and they responded nobly.
In the house of the Mayor of Strasburg a
friendly dinner was going on, at which
men swore to die for liberty against the
allied kings of Europe. Some one spoke
of those heroic songs that stimulate the
ardor of the soldier, and lamented because
France had not onesuch. Rouget de Lisle,
an officer of engineers, was at the table;
it was known that he dabbled at poetrv
and music, and the Mayor asked him to
compose a new march for his fellows. He
set about the work immediately. The
night was superb,he took down his v iolin,
played and sang. Air and words came
both at the same time ; the subject trans-
ported him. It was as if the soul of La
Patrie was passing into his own, as if
through his mouth liberty was uttering
her enthusiasm and her generous anger.
He wrote, he sang, he improvised, but it
was the soul of France that dictated. In
the morning six verses were completed,
and, vibrating with patriotic excitement,
he read the “War Song of the Army of
the Rhine” —the first time—to his
friends, who became electrified by the
manly accents. The new hymn was sent
to Luckner, commander of the Army of
the Rhine, who distributed manuscripts
ofit throughout Alsace, and it was execut-
ed on the public square of Strasbur g.
Thence it travelled over France and south
to Marseilles, which town told it to her
volunteers, and they sang it when they
entered Paris, on the 10th of August,1792,
when they took the Tuilleries. That was
how it got the name that will cling to it
forever. It was played in the army, and
generals said it was worth 10,000 men.
Copies of “ The Marseillaise ” were order-
ed when requisitions were made out for
weapons.

The aristocratic Captain was desolate at
having contributed the part which “The
Marseillaise” had taken in overthrowing
the monarchy, for he never intended his
hymn should be a republican anthem.
Later on, when proscribed as a royalist, he
was fleeing over the Alps, and heard its
strains. “What is that hymn called?”
he asked his guide; the peasant replied
“The Marseillaise,” and it was thus he
first learned the name of his own great
composition. “The Marseillaise ” became
the national hymn of the First Republic,
and it remains so under the First Empire.
Napoleon had such admiration for the
hymn that he prohibited it being per-
formed except on grand occasions, just as
the . “Te Deum " is only sung when there
has been a brilliant victory. At St. Helena
he said: “The Imperial Guard always

marched to the tune of “The Marseillaise”
—no wonder they won battles. Forbidden
under the Restoration, the song came into
favor again with Louis Philippe. Because
of hearing it sung at Republican manifes-
tions the Government of the Second Em-
pire prohibited its execution, but in 1870,
the day war was declared, an order was
issued authorizing its use, and the troops
went gput singing “The Marseillaise.”
More than this, managers of places of
amusement were invited to perform it,and
when Mme. Marie Sasse sang it at the
Theatre Francais women wept and men
were wild with excitement. Her wonder-
ful voice sang the words in a way that
raised the morale of the population and
provoked them to patriotic enthusiasm.

HAD A WIFE IN AMERICA.

Startling Disclosures of a Great Archsseo-
logist’'s Will.

Dr. fchliemann’s will discloses the
astonishing fact that Le was an American
citizen and that he has a divorced wife
now living in Indianapolis. All printed
laudatory notices of the great archaeologist
claimed him as a German'and made no
reference to his American marriage. Dr.
Schliemann guarded his secret well and it
was only discovered at the opening of his
will. This singular document was writ-
ten in modern Greek and on blue paper.
The writing wasery neat and quite Hel-
lenic. It is dated January 10, 1889, and
carries two codicils dated February 14th
and 20th, 1889, respectively. Under the
same cover were documents providing
that Schliemann was an American citizen,
deeds of his property and a plan for his
mausoleum, which is to be erected under
the direction” of the architect Tsiller.
This will, together with all the foregoing
documents, had been deposited at the
courts in Athens and a duplicate in the
archives of the United States consulate
there. In this will Schliemann declares
to be his heirs his children of his first
marriage, contracted in America, named
Serge and Nasckeda born in 1855 and
1861, respectively, in St. Petersburg, also
his children of his second marriage,
Andromache and Agamemnon, born in
Athens. To his son Serge he bequeathed
two houses located in Paris; to his
daughter another house in Paris, also a
house located in Indianapolis estimated
to be worth fifty to sixty thousand francs
yearly. All his remaining fortune falls
to the children of his second marriage.
He has not forgotten his first wife, from
whom he was divorced in 1869, who is
now living in Indianapolis. He be-
queathed to her a hundred thousand
francs in gold. His collection will go to
the Berlin museum. He leaves fifty
thousand francs to be spent on his future
mausoleum.

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POLITICS IN WESTMORLAND.

The friends of .the local gevernment-in
Westmorland - bave = nominated A. E.
Killam, of Moncton, and J. A. McQueen
of Point de Bute. The former gentleman
has had considerable legislative exper-
ience already. In federal politics heisa
conservative. Mr. McQueen is a son of
A. McQueen, for many years a member of
the house and now sheriff of the county.
He is a liberal in federal politics. It is
admitted that the ticket is a strong one,
and has excellent prospects of success.
Even opposition papers concede the great
strength of the convention which nomin-
ated Messrs. Killam and McQueen. The
county of Westmorland has nothing to
gain by casting in its lot with the opposi-
tion. A year ago Mr. Hanington, who
will now ask that 1t shall do so, thought
otherwise. However much Westmor-
land may admire the leader of the op-

" position as a man, it can scarcely endorse
his conduct es a politician. Equally at
home on both sides of every public ques-
tion, without any fixed principles in poli-
tics, and ambitious eolely for personsl
‘prominence, he has shown himself to be
an unsafe guidein public matters. His
ability as a lawyer is cheerfully admitted
by his opponents, his estimable socihl
qualities are universally recognized, but
these are no more conspicuous than his
utter failure as a public man, his absolute
inability to keep a party together, his
phenomenal success in leading the way
to defeat. There are probably fields
wherein. Mr. Hanington’s talents might
be exercised with advantage to his consti-
tuency, but experience has.shown that
the legislature of:New Brunswick is not
one of them. Why then should the
county of Westmorland send representa-
tives to the assembly to gncourage Mr.
Hanington in his chase after what in his
case is a veritable will o’ the wisp? How
will Westmorland be benefited by hav-
ing two of her representatives to stand up
with Mr. Hanington when the speaker
calls for the.“ayes” to rise on a vote of
want of confidence? The question isa
practical one for practical men to decide.
With the utmost respect fer Mr. Haning-
ton and his friends, it may be fairly asked
what principles they represent; what
lines of policy they desire to see adopted.
As yet they have not taken the public
into their confidence on these points. The
sole end, aim and object of the opposi-
tion is to get into office. They know it,
and so does everybody else, and as mat-
ters gtand in the house and are likely to
stand until the next general election, at
least, the. chances of their accomplishing
their wishes are infinitesmal. If the
electors of Westmorland are well-advised
they will send to the legislature Messrs.
Killam and McQueen, who will be in a
position to advise with the administra-
tion, and who will not be handicapped in
their representative duties by the fact
that they are pledged to use their efforts
to defeat the government, no matter’ if
everything proposed or done by that body
meets their approval. ' Relieved from the
necessity of engaging in political intrigue
by the fact that the government’s tenure
of office is secure beyond a question,
Messrs. Killam and McQueen will, if elec-
ted, be in a position to devote themselves
to the interests of théir constituents,
whom they will be in a ‘position ef-
fectually to serve.

CANADIAN PICTURES.

The Illustrated News publishes a pic-
ture of Christmas in Australia and Can-
ada. The southern Christmas is repre-
sented by a man esitting on a log in the
woods watching a  fire; the Canadian
Christmas by a man in a flannel coat,
trousers of deerskin, fringed a la cowboy,
with a pair of snow-shoes on his feet,
having a bar up the centre and another
across, on the intersection of which he
stands, his whole foot resting on the
snow-shoe bar. The meshes of the shoe
are like those of a tennis net. Theal-
leged Canadian has a hunting knife by
his side and a rifle under his arm.- He is
walking along, near -a gorge flanked by
mountains, and we are, gravely told by
the letterpress. that this illustrates “ how
the Canadian settler harmlessly endur-
ing a frost of nearly twenty degrees below
zero, glides on his snow-ghoes along the
path below pine-clad hills, with his gun
ready for a shot at the game likely to be
seen there, on his way to share the
Christmas dinner of his neighbor.”
Great Ceesar, .this is dreadful. If we
know as little about other people as they
seem to know about us, how profound
must be our ignorance. Fancy, gliding
on snow-shoes with cross bars on them
along a path with a rifle ready to‘shoot
game on your way to a Christmas dinner.
It is safe to say that nothing of the kind
ever did or ever could happen in Canada.

Not long ago the Boys’ Own, or a simi-
lar English periodical represented Cana-
dians on snow-shoes. On each foot was a
miniature toboggan, and the readers of
the periodical were told that the way
we travelled in this country in the
winter was to get on these monstrosities
and slide over the snow at a terrific pace.

If our high commissioner in London
will do this country a service, he will go to
these periodicals and try and impart to
them a grain of intelligent comprehen-
sion of what Canada really is like. These
pictorial absurdities are.really a great

__injury to this country. Who would want
to live in a country where he could not
call upon his neighbor without taking a
rifle along? Where, also, do the Cana-
dians live who wear fringed deerskin
trousers at dinner parties, or anywhere

. else for that matter ?

Ur to date over 1,000 fathers, claiming
over 12,000 children, have applied for the
100 acre bonus, given by the Quebec gov-
ernment to persons having a family of
twelve living children.

By way of introduction it may be said
that the state department at Washington,
appointed a commigsion of distinguished
orthographists to decide upon the corréct
spelling of certain names, and ameng
other things they report that the correct
spelling of the name of the sea, wheréfn
the disputed seal fishery lies, is Bering.

The Bering sea matter hasentered a new
phase. A Canadian vessel was seized and
taken into Sitka to be condemned by the
admiralty court there. An appeal was'
taken to the supreme court of the United
States. This would probably have been
supcessful #& the merits were all on-—the
side of the vessel. The appeal has been.
dropped and Sir John ‘Thompson, as
minister of justice for Canada, with the
approval of the British ministry, has filed
a petition for a writ of prohibition to the
Alaska court to reéstrain further proceed-
ings. Itie expected that in this waya
decision will be obtained from the supreme
court of the United States as to the rights
of that country. This is undoubtedly a
clever move ; but if it was made without
notice to the United States government,
it smacks a little of sharp practice. Mr.
Blaine says that he was not takep by sur-
prise ; but while he may have had reason
to expect such a line of action would be
adopted, there is as yet no sign of evidence
made public that he was officially notified.
A good deal of feeling is shown in the re-
publican party over the matter, and a reso-
lution is to be moved in congress declar-
ing the course of the Canadian minister to
be unprecedented and contrary to inter-
national comity. . That it isunprecedented
for a nation to take a case out of diplom-
acy and into litigation is no doubt true,
and that such ‘a course without notice to
the other party to the dispute, would tend
to create hard feelings, cannot be denied.
We areslow to believe that Lord 8alisbury
would authorize a course which would be
discourteous to the United States, to say-
the least of it; and therefore, until proof
to the contrary is forthcoming, will believe
that the line of action taken can be
thoroughly justified. We do not take
very much stock in the expression of in-
dignation in and out of congress. The de-
tails of the American system of goverment
are such that Mr. Blaine can, at any time,
disavow anything that congress does. On
the other hand he can find out what the
people would like him to de, by permitt-
the indignation of congress and the party
papers to express itself freely. All this
is understood in England.

AxoNg the religions denominations in
the. United States, of whick the census
office has issued statistics, the smallest is
the Schwenkfeldians, who number 306
members. They are confined to Pennsyl-
venia. Passing, by the. Theesophists
with 695 members, we come to :the
General Six Principle Baptists with 937
communicants. The Salvation army is
credited with a membership of 8,662.
The army is more numerous in Michigan
than in any other state, above a thousand
members being reported from that state.
In New York state, with buildings having
a seating capacity of over 10,000, the army
only claims 615 members. Florida,
Georgia, Kentucky, North Dakota, Ten-
nessee, and Vermont do not claim any
membership of the army. The statistics
of the larger denominations have not yet
been published.

TaE Ottawa correspondents of all the
papers agree that overtures looking
towards reciprocity have been made by
the United States government to the
Canadian government.

APPEARANCES indicate that peace will
be made with the Imdians in the United
States.

One hundred and
twenty miles down the river from Qnebec
is a considerable town called Rivier du
Loup. From this place in a genem]ly
southerly course is built a railroad in Téngth
about 81 miles extending to Edmupston
which is exactly opposite the town of
Madawaska, at the extreme northernangle
of the state of Maine. This road which ie
called the Lake‘Temiso‘outa railroad - was
built the past season up the St. Johtt river
to Edmmnnston- to. a point: Gpposite - the-
towrr of'Fort Kent: in:a ‘generdally south::
westerly direction with's purpose tofarfh--
er extend it to ‘the mouth of fife" St.
Francis river and ultimately to s “cénnéc-’

west of Rivier du Loup.

EIFFEL TOWER OUTDONE.
The Endless Railway Proposed for the
World’s Fair at Chieago.

Think of a railway where there will
be no waiting, no delays at stations,
no switching or obstruction of tracks,
no crowds and no smoke, no time-cards
to consult, no chance to get left, and
no fare to pay ! That is what architects
Schmidt and Silsbee of Chicago, the
latter a Massachusetts boy, propose_for
the world’s fair to be held at the Lake
city in 1893. It will seem to the
visitor at first sight a gently m8ving
platform making the circuit of the
grounds. The Chicago Tribune con-
tinues the description as follows :

“Almost level with the regular foot-
way is to be laid a wooden path, carried
on a kind of underground railway at a
rate of speed so low that every one can
step on and off without an effort.
There is no interstice between the
stationary path and the moving one;
no place where anything can catch.
Not even a crack for a child’s toe. It
is simply a lapping of one plank over
another. And at intervals of a yard
or less are uprights, which give a hand-
hold to any one walking alongside
who wishes to step en, or any one
riding who wishes to step off.”

The moving platforms are really
three in number—a slow one on each
side and the faster one in the middle
—and the whole roadway is necessarily
continuous ; circular, oval, or elliptical.
No ‘halting - or reversal of the motion
is possible. The centre platform is
provided with a continuous row of
seats covered with a pavilion or canopy.
All three of the platforms are carried
on the same wheels. This is due to
the fact that all parts of a wheel do
not move forward ata uniform rate.
The upper part of the periphery or
rim advances at a speed just double
that of the axle. Therefore the outer
platforms are supported from the axles
while the inner, quicker, one rides on
the rims of the wheels. To effect this
aline of steel rails (flexible laterally)
runs along on the upper tread of the
line of wheels, similar to (but lighter
than) the line on which their lower
tread runs. This moving line of rails,
properly framed and braced together,
carries the quick platform with its seats
and balcony.

The baptismal name of this con-
trivance is “A multiple despatch rail-
way of endless moving platform.” Its
seating capacity is estimated at 42,240
passengers carried one mile each hour
or 506,880 carried one mile each day.
It is thought by its promoters that the
road would prove a greater novelty and
attraction than the Eiffel tower.

THEY BEAT THE WORLD FOR
AGE.

Seven Members of the Family Aggre-
gate 438 Years.

Nine gniilion acres of Minnesota are claimed
to be the property of Virgil T, Hervey of No.
2,343 Third avenue and his six brothers and
sisters — Nelson B., who resides in California;
Austin F., who lives in Tom Greene county,
Tex. ; Ruel S,, Milton and Laura Mrs. (Bank-
er), who live in ‘New York, and Aurelia A.,
who is Mrs, Harkness, of Philadelphia. As
a family they have a record for longlevity, and
Virgil T. Hervey challenges the country to
produce a family of equal numbers that can
enumerate as many years. The united ages
of the seven children mount up to the very re-
spectable figure of 438.

The father of the family died at the age of
100 years.  Mrs.'Hervey lived to be 75. The
oldest living member of the family is still hale
and hearty at the age of 70.

The next in rank in number of years is Nel-
son B. Hegvey, whose sixty years since made
his entrance to the world, and is still able to
wield the sledge at his own anvil in Santa-
Rosa, Cal. Mrs. Banker comes next with 65
years to her credit, and she deems herself
younger than the latest Philadelphia girl in
long dresses. Theothers come in‘order down
to Virgil, T., who has seen his 55 years, and
solemnly declares that the whole family have
resolved to live and enjoy the world till that
Minnesota land reverts to its.rightful owners.

And now for a little history of how that

nine million acres got -into the Hervey family.
The first of the ancestors in this country came
with the Mayflower, or with the next ship that
arrived, so that they are good New England
stock. This ancestor was Jonathan Carver.
He was a man of great strength and courage,
a man fitted in every way to be the progenitor
ofa great race.
