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The Government Hard Pushed.

It would be difficult to imagine 
anything more cowardly than the 
conduct of the Provincial Govern­
ment anent the bye-elections. 
Both the Belfast and Murray Har­
bor districts have,- for a consider­
able length of time, been minus a 
representative, and in both dis­
tricts Government candidates 
have, for several weeks, been in 
the field. Public meetings have 
been held in every section of the 
territory, the public quêtions 
bearing on this province have been 
fully discussed ; campaigning has 
been vigorously prosecuted ; still 
the Government have made no 
announcement as to the date of the 
elections in these districts. This 
is certainly the strongest possible 
presumptive evidence that the po­
litical diagnosis of these districts 
has been such as to afford very 
little comfort to the Government. 
Theshibboleth of the Government 
candidates and the Government 
speakers has been the matter of 
the Belfast Railway and the Hills 
borough Bridge. This in all its 
varying phases has been dangled 
before the eyes of the electors. 
Electors were told that engineers 
were actually surveying the line ; 
that construction was to be com­
menced at once on the first ten 
miles of the road ; that the plan 
of the bridge had been adopted, 
although the location of the struc­
ture had not been agreed upon 
that orders had been given to the 
Kingston Locomotive works for 
the construction of two engines 
for the new branch. All this and 
much more has been repeated to 
the electors ad nauseam. A pe 
culiar phase of the bridge business 
is, that although the plan is said 
to have been adopted, the exact 
location of the bridge has not been 
agreed upon. Are we to under­
stand that the plan, in procrustian 
fashion, is to be made to fit the 
particular portion of the river that 
may be agreed upon as the loca­
tion of the bridge ? But notwith 
standing the persistency with 
which this matter has been harped 
upon by the Government sup­
porters, it seems to have fallen far 
short of the Government’s expec 
tation as a campaign cry. The 
electors of these districts are far 
too wide awake to be caught by 
any such chaff. They know that 
the Government’s apparent zeal 
in the cause of railway and bridge 
construction is only put forward 
in the hope of diverting public 
attention from the ruinous condi­
tion of our public finances, for 
which the administration must be 
held responsible. So strongly do 
the Government find this fact 
borne in upon them that, through 
their organs,' they attempt to 
juggle with the figures repre­
senting the enormous debt which 
our urit friends have saddled 
upon the Province. In man 
ipulating these figures in their 
attempt to minimize the Provincial 
debt, the Government organs cut 
a sorry figure. The statement of 
the Provincial debt taken from the 
Public accounts and the returns 
furnished to the Legislature at 
the last session is quite plain and 
easy to understand. It requires 
no extraordinary wrestling with 
figures to comprehend it. But the 
Patriot and the Pioneer in their 
desire to remove from the Govern­
ment some of the odium justly 
attached to it for its scandalous 
recklessness in piling up the Pro­
vincial debt, actually suppress the 
$43,000 of debenture debt author­
ized at the lastsession of the Legis­
lature, the Stock Farm debt, the 
bank statements submitted to the 
Legislature in April last and the 
$30,000 due the Credit JToncier. 
In spite of these suppressions and 
attempts at deception, these jour­
nals are not prepared to say that 
the Provincial debt is much less 
than half a million of dollars, The 
Pioneer has the monumental ef­
frontery to publish a statement 
purporting to contain the figures 
of revenue and expenditure for 
the nine months ending Sept 30th 
1899. No such statement has 
been published by authority of his 
Honor the Lieutenant Governor, 
and if any such document exists 
ft must have been illegally ob­
tained, Under these circum- 
stances the Pioneer’s statement is 
worthy of no more oredance than 
the rest of its misleading and dis­
ingenuous attempt to bolster pp 
» tottering administration, In 
our issue of Oct, 11th, we pub- 
lished a statement of the Provin­
cial debt, as per the public reports. 
That statement is altogether based 
upon the reports of the Govern­
ments’ sworn officials and must be 
correct It is as follows :

The Provincial Auditor's Report for 
1898 shows that the cash balance 
egalnat the province on Dec. 81, 
1898 waa $117446.71
The debentme debt 189,936.06
The amount due on Joans 169,866.60

In round numbers, we have then 
according to the Government’s of­
ficial reports a Provincial debt of 
$600,000. Last year the interest 
paid by the Government was $18- 
558,80 ; this year 'the interest will 
probably reach $20,000. During 
the last year of Conservative rule, 
1890, the interest paid was $2,- 
797,44. The interest paid last 
year was $15,761,36 more than 
that paid in 1890, or nearly nine 
times as much. These figures 
show at what a rapid rate pur 
Grit friends have rolled up the 
aublic debt of the Province. Dur­
ing the debt increasing process of 
these years the Grit Government 
has been taking from $40,000, to 
$50,000 a year from the people in 
taxes. It is not much wonder 
that the Government supporters 
were shy about discussing the 
financial position of the Province 
before the electors of Belfast and 
Murray Harbor. But when 
driven to it by force of public 
opinion, they, true to their record 
of political deception, have re­
course to the roast bare faced at 
tempt to falsify the public re­
cords, in the hope of gaining votes. 
It will not work ; the statement 
of the public debt is too plain and 
is too well known by the electo­
rate. Surely this last attempt at 
throwing dust in the eyes of the 
electors, should not leave the Gov­
ernment a leg to stand upon 
Electors of Belfast and Murray 
Harbor arise in your might and 
resent this insult to your intelli­
gence. Send the Government 
candidates about their business 
and elect Messrs McLean and 
Prowse.

I quote 
now Sir Wilfrid’s address to the soldiers 
at Quebec on the day of their departure

“ It is inspiring to reflect that the 
cause for which you men of Canada are 
going to fight is the cause of justice, the 
cause of liberty, This is a unique occa 
sion in the history of the world ; it is a 
spectacle which ought to make every 
Canadian feel proud of hie country. 
Who could have believed a few years 
ago that from this city, which had been 
the theatre of a bitter conflict between 
the two prondeel races of the world, 
their descendante, who today were a 
happily united people, wonld go forth 
to hejp carry the blessings of their own 
institu ions to s far distant lapd f Who 
could have believed 32 years ago that 
the scattered provinces of British North 
America woutd thave reached such a 
point of development today that they 
would be able and willing, and cheer- 
fully willing, to ppment wilh their 
blood the unity of the empire in its 
most distant part?”

Quebec might have bad a sensation 
if some voice in the crowd resembling 
that of Mr. Tarte, had shouted out the 
interruption :

“ Wh»t have we todo with the affairs 
of Africa ?

“What interests have in the Trans­
vaal?

Why should we take Ihe money and 
the blood of the ratepayers of this 
country fo squander them in" these far 
away regions y

But Mr. Tarte was one of the minis­
tère who did not put in an sppearance 
at Quebec.

HOW MINISTERS DIFFER.
The fact Is that the minister of public 

works still holds to his views, and still 
maintains that he is expressing the 
sentiments of tlie Freneb-Csnadians. 
If Mr. Tarte is honest in the statements 
he makes'on the pnblic platform, and 
the minister of militia is honest in 
statement» made by him In Quebec in 
hie official oapeoity, it la hard to eee 
bow Mr. Tarte can remain in the cab­
inet with his present collesgnes. It 
happened tfigt pr. Borden and Mr. 
Tarte were making speeches at ebopt 
the entre time on Saturday last, the 
former at a public reception given to 
thp Pau ad I an corps at Quebec, the let- 

*t a pp>eting of French speaking 
oitisene at St. Vinoept dp Paul, In the 
oonstitnenoy of Laval. Dr. Borden 
■poke In Bnglieb, Mr, Tart» In French. 
Both were fondly applauded, The 
minister of militia said :

“This is the first time Canada has 
sent militia tff » foreign war. Thie 
marke an epoch, end a most important 
one not only of the mllltin, bat of Oanr 
ad», and of the Empire. The people of 
Canada have at least fully realised the 
debt they owe the Empire. Canada 
has thrown off ite swaddling elotbee 
and has become ■ foH grown member 
of the grand Empire. We are making 
history today, and Canada is not alone 
In this step. The Empire lg po longer 
e power with dependencies, bat n power 
made np of several nations. The pro­

of empire bnilding In this sense 
may have gone slowly, but now it has 
come. In the past the main difficulty 
was to find a means of bring!: g about 
thie step, bnt now It is developed, just 
as the great constitution under which 
the Empire is governed has beep de­
veloped, just as Canada is now taking 
part in the were ol the Empire without 
anyone being nbje to tell how it nil 
came aboor. But we »re all pleased

This is a clear statement that Canada 
baa adopted, and means to stand by 
the policy of taking part in the wars ol 
the Empire and paying the debt she 
owes to the mother country. Dr. Bor­
den, like his leader, doee not quite 
understand how the thing has come 
about, and this is not surprising, after 
the premier’s declaration of October 4th 
but he is glad that it has haptwned.

MR. TARTE 18 NOT GLAD.
But on the very day, perhaps at the 

very hoar when Dr. Borden was de­
claring that Canada had been commit­
ted to the policy of assisting in the ware 
of the Empire, his colleague was an­
nouncing in French, to a French audi­
ence, that nothing of the kind had 
been done.

Of coarse Mr. Tarte does not deny 
that the troops have gone ; but he 
assured his audience that they had not 
been offered until a despatch bad been 
received from Mr. Chamberlain, stat­
ing the condition on which the troops 
should be sent. Mr. Tarte made it 
appear that the first suggestion came 
from England and not from Canada. 
Then he went on to show that while the 
government consented to allow the 
troops to enlist, this was only done on 
the condition that Great Britain should 
pay the men. Even then it was agreed 
that this act should not be a precedent 
for the future.

It is a most astonishing thing, but it 
is true, that while Dr. Borden was 
glorying in Quebec over the precedent 
that had been established and over the 
fact that now Canada was committed 
to a share in the wars of the Empire, 
hie colleague was holding np before a 
Laval audience a paper which he eaid 
wae an order in council declaring the 
act to be no precedent, and waa solemn­
ly telling the elector» that Canada wes 
in no way committed by the proceeding 
Here is his statement :

“ We have consented to what Eng­
land has asked of ue, but in the order- 
in-conncil which I hold in my hand, 
and which will be published one of 
these days, it is said that what we have 
jnst done will cot be a precedent. The 
precedent will not be created for me.”

“ I eay, therefore, that the order-in- 
council contains these words . • It is 
not a precedent,’ and it is bec anse 
there words are in the order-in-counci! 
it is because for my part I have eeked 
them, and I siy it quite fondly, I say 
it to the country, that I am denounced 
as a disloyal man. Wbat I objected 
to—I say it again, and I cannot say it 
too frequently—was the creation of a 
precedent which wonld have permitted 
the secretary of state for the colonies 
tomorrow, the day after, in a year, or 
two years, to send us a despatch and 
say to us : 'I would like gome troops.' 
We consented-this time. We did well, 
bnt I do not wish that on the next 
occasion a similar operation be re 
peated,"

WILL TARTE HAVE TO GO?
Now it is plain that either Mr. Tarte 

and Dr. Borden are as far as the poles 
asunder, or else one or both of them is 
dishonest in his statements. The 
issue is not personal, bnt is between 
two elements in the cabinet and the 
party. The premier is probably quite 
well satisfied that his minister of mi 
litia shall speak in one sense to the for 
vent imperialists represented by the 
Canadian corps, while his minister of 
pnblic woike speaks in anotner and 
directly opposite sense to his compat­
riots in St. Vincent de Panl. Bat can 
this thing go on ? The people of Can­
ada have shown that they also have 
something to say in these matteie. 
Since the departure of the contingent 
British arms have met reverses. The 
empire is confronted with the poeeibil 
ity of a general uprising on the part of 
the Boere throughout British South 
Africa as well aa the republics, while 
the sympathy of certain great European 
powers is with them. In these circum 
stances there is a strong expression of 
opinion that Canada abould offer 
another regiment, either of militia or 
of regulars. The'feeling will probably 
grow in intensity if the situation in 
Africa becomes more serious. When 
the time comes for the government to 
act on it the issue between those who 
say that the late contribution is a pre 
cedent for the future, and thote who 
say that the "act must net be repeated, 
must be fought ont. There is force id 
the conten ion of the premier that par­
liament should be consulted. Bat, 
suppose parliament should be called in 
special session, what would happen Mr. 
Tarte, Mr, Fortin, Mr. Ethier and other 
members Levs declared that they will 
not support farther contribution to im 
perial defence until the constitution of 
lbe Empire is changed. The majority 
of parliament will undoubtedly be o’ 
the opinion hat this is not the time 11 
demand changes in the imperial con­
stitution. Let the enemy of Eoglaud 
make demands at this time. The duty 
of a friend and a brother Is not to make 
terms when h Ip is nqrtirtd. So if 
parliament is called there will Ue 
trouble. If u is not called there will be 
trouble. In fact there is trouble now.

INSURANCE THAT FAILED.
It was mentioned last week hatS'r 

Châties Tapper bad completed the ar 
rangements for Insuring the members 
of the Canadian c-rpe against death in 
battle or within thirty days thereaf er, 
and also against the loss of limbs. When 
this arrangement wae prtjeoted, the 
government, which had profited si 
much by the advice of Sir Charles on 

' other matters, concluded to outdo this 
service. It was therefore given out 
that the government had made a far 
more advantageous arrangement then 
that effected by Sir Charles Topper 
through the generosity of his friend, 
and had insured all the men against 
death from any cause from the date of 
sailing. With one consent the govern­
ment organs began to praise the set and 
to make insidious com] 
the insurance 
ment and 
parties,
treasury behind them It wee admitted 
that they might be nble to buy more 
insurance than one man could afford to 
pay ont of his own pocket, bnl the men 
were congratulated on the fact that 
through the thoughtfulness of Sir 
Charles and the generosity of hie Wend 
they had now got $2,000 of insurance 
instead of $1,000. The soldier» wept 
away with tbs announcement of the 
government generosity ringing la the il

MAY PREY ON BRITISH COMMERCE 
The Paris Temps corroborates the state­

The Trans­
vaal government cannot seriously threaten 
these, but there is no doubt that she has 
issued letters of marque in Europe and 
the United States, and British commerce 
may suffer even if transports do not.”

MAMMOTH TRANSPORT.
Troopship Kildonan Castle, the largest

She takes 29 officers and 827 men 
of the First Welsh regiment, 28 officers 
and 961 men of the 2nd Northumberland 
Fusiliers and 33 officers and 425 men of 
various regiments and branches of the ser* 
vice and a mascot goat presented to the 
Welsh regiment by the Queen.

THAT OTHER WAR.
Manila, Njv. 6.—Two columns of Gen. 

McArthur’s division yesterday took Mag- 
alang, about six miles northeast of Angeles. 
Col. Smith, with two battalions of the 
17th Infantry, two guns of the 1st Artil­
lery an l a body of engineer®,, advanced 
from Angeles. M*jor O’rlrieu, wit-h a 
battalion of the 17 'h Infantry and two 
troops of Lbe 4’.h Civalrv, moved from 
Calulet. Go*. Smith killed 11 insurgents 
wounded 128 and captured 59. Major 
O’Brim killed 49 insurgents, wounded 
many and took 28 prsouers. The Ameri­
cans had 11 men wounded.

BDIJ.BR GETS TO WORK.

London, November 6.—A despatch fcd 
the Daily Mail dated Burghersdorp, Nov» 
2, says that the large British camp at 
Stormberg has been broken up by order of 
General Sir Red vers Boiler, and every­
thing has been moved to Queenstown, 50 
miles to the southeast. Orange Free State 
burghers, numbering 3,500, have crossed 
the bridge at Bethnln, destroying portions 
of the railway en route. They appear to 
be waiting for information before proceed­
ing further south. Thej Eoglish|resideuts 
at Stormberg fear that the breakup of the 
camp will increase the numbers of the 
Boers in that part of the colony joining the 
enemy.

BRITISH VICTORY.

London, November 6.—A feint of artil­
lery firing enabled General White to ad 
minister a severe defeat to the Orange Free 
State force» by the capture of the Boer 
oamp behind Beeter’s Hill. For this pur­
pose the Lancers, Hussars,) Natal Car 
bineera and Natal border rifles started 
under General French at sunrise and got 
within atriking distance before the enemy 
were aware of their presence. A field 
battery was also sent and it secured a good 
position, commanding the enemy's camp, 
which was.a large one, laagered with army 
wagons and other vehicles. Bester’e Hill 
was well fortified and provided with good 
guns. At 9 o’clock the British opened 
fire, the Boera replying with spirit but bad 
aim. The British quickly sent a 42-pound 
shell Into the camp, inflicting terrible loss 
and spreading panic among the enemy. 
Oar cavalry then stormed the position, 
the Boers fleeing precipitately, leaving 
many dead and wounded as well as the 
whole camp and equipment in the hand of 
the British. This success will upset the 
plans of the Orange Free State commander 
and possibly will prevent them giving the 
British further trouble from the west.
