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The LegislativeSession.

The Lbgislative session, which
had dragged slong for nearly
eight weeks came $o sn. end on
Laturday last, when the House
was prorogned with the usual
ceremonies, by his Honor, the
Lisutenant Governor. The length
of the session certainly cannoé be
accounted for by the volume and
importance of the legislation en-
acted ; but wmust rather be
atéributed to the time spent in

their supporters. From the very
beginning of the sescion scarcely
a day passed during which several
hours were noé by them devoted
to cancus. In consequence of this
manner of procedure by the Gov-
vernment, the sittings of the Leg-
islature were, for the mosé part,
very short and the members of the
Opposition,always ready for work,
were obliged to wait for hours
and hours until any recalcitrant
Government followers were “fix-
ed”in the eancus. The way in
which the Government thus wast-
ed the time of the session was
listle short of disgraceful. Why
were the Government obliged to
pursue this course regarding every
measure of any impoftance
brought before the House? Were
they so distrustful of their fol.
lowers that they could nob risk
the slightest move without re-
course to the “ whipping into line ”
process ; or were they so frighten-
ed of the Opposition that they
coasidered it safer to kill time in
cancus than afford reasonable time
for free discussion in the House ?
It is not at all unlikely that the
Government’s tactics were inspired
by both these causes. In any
even$, it was quite evident that
whenever the faithfu! had not
been “fixed” in cancus the Gov-
ernment lost control ; and every
opportunity the Opposition got
for fair discussion they smote their
opponents hip and thigh and left
them no leg to stand on. The
Leader of the Opposition and his
followers certainly put up a splen-
did fight, and fairly frightened the
Government out of their boots.

Mr,
Bourassa asserted : “The whole of
this transaction from beginning to end
had an odor of conepiracy, which is
most obnoxious to me as a Liberal
Membser and as a representative of a
free people.”

Ino Taesday’s debate some of these

The Fisheries in Par-
liament.

In the House of Commons on the 5ib
inst., appropriations for the fisheries de-
partment were under consideration. Un
the item of §225,000 for fishery protection
service, and $225,000 for the continuation
of a fisheries protection cruiser for the
Pacific coast, our Island members actively
participated in the debate, as the following
from Hansard shows :

A. A. McLEAN.—What arrange-
ments are the government making to settle
the differsnces besween the Dominion and
provincial authorities with reference to the

Some time ago it was desided by tbe Privy

control of certain parts of the fsheries,
| while the local authorities owned the
! shores, and had the right to lease or set
| aside different portions of them for fishing
| purposes.  The provincial legislatures have
passed Aots for the leasing of portious of
the shores, but there seems to be a conflict
of authority which for some years past the
Dominion and provincial governments have
been endeavoring to settle. I would like
to know how fur they have succeeded. in
making an arrangement. Inthe Maritime
Provinces there are vast oyster fisheries
which could be greatly increased if these
disputes were settled. This is & matter
which should engage the immediate atten-
tion of the government.

MR. TEMPLEMAN.—I¢ is a very large
question, and my hon. friend knows the
position in which it has been for a number
of years.

MR. LEFURGEY .—Itis growing larger
every year.

MR. A. A. McLEAN.—If the minister
cannot admit that, there is very little nse
in this government spending money in the
culture of oysters. Suppose that I were to
go on and sow a bed of oysters, look after
them three or four years and get them to
pay, and any person came along and took
those oysters away from me, what encour-
agement Would I have to go into the ecul-
ture again ? and the provincial legislatures
of the Maritime Provinces have passed
laws empowering them to lease oyster beds.
There seems to be a doubt as to whether
the jurisdiction or power to pass those laws
bel to the provincial governments.
The minion Governmens have kmown
thay for the last six or ssyen years, bus
they have taken no steps to have the ques~
tion settled. There is a great deal of
money invested in oyster culture, and a
great number of men are engaged init. In
the United States each state of vhe union
on the Atlantic sea-board passes laws to.
regulate the culture of oysters. But mow
we are spending money year after year in
this business, and it goes for nothisg. The
oyster beds are diminishing. I can tell the
wioister from my personal knowledge that
the beds are being depleted. Instead of
getting an oyster of the proper size, yon
get a small oyater that is apt to be useless.
Unless the Dominion Government does
something to make an arrangement with
the Provincial Government in reference to
the clashing of authority, there is very
little use in our passing votes here.

MR. FIELDING.—8ince the judgment
was given by the Judicial Committee of
the Privy Coancil, three or four years ago,
the provinces have been claiming a degree
of suthority that bad not been previously
exercised by them. 1 think the province
of Oatario is one of them. Since that time
the provinoces have been claiming a degree
of authority which had not previously beem
exercised by them.

MR. A. A, McLEAN.—I think there is
little doubt about the meaning of that de-
decision, and I believe that if the Dominion
Government would get the Provinoial Gov-
ernment to state & case and ge: the rights
of the several governments finally adjudi~
cated upon in the public interest it would
be a wise thing. That shounld be done with
the least possible delay, because there is 2o
much doubt about it now that the business
is suffering.

MR. A. A. McLEAN.—The appropria-
tion says that this shall be an educational
fish-curing establishment. So far as the
establishment has been run, it has not been
used as a fish-curing educational establish-
ment, it has heen used simply as a basiness
establishment by the government. The
professed object of this Institution, whan it
was firsb mooted in parliament, was to en—
able the fishermen to take their fish to this
establishment and have them cured at the
actual cost of the operation. But no fish
have been cured in thad way at all, and tha
fishermea have received mo benefit what-
ever from that establishment. The gov—
ernment have placed the money in the
hands of a private individual at Souris to
buy fish from the fishermen. Now what
has become of the fish received from the
fishermen to be handled and matursd for
the fishermen ? The fish were simply pur-

chased by the government, cured for the,
government and sold by the governmeno.

Bourassa referred to Couvservative
members whose names have been
mentioned in the Insurance inquiry
and also to any Ministers and mem-—
bers who might be implioated in the
¢ wine, women and graft” sogges-
tion of Mr. Fowler.
GOVERNMENT REFUSES EN-
QUIRY.

The motion for an epquiry was.
voted down at the request of Sir
‘Wilfrid Lagrier, - Not a siogle reg—
nlar Government supporter voted
for it. On the other band every
Conservative member, exoept two
who refrained from yotiog because
their names were mentioned, gave
their voice for a full investigation
an! enquiry, as did three Independ-
ent Liberals, Mr. Bourassa, Mr.
Lasc-gne aod Mc. Robitaille. It
wes practically & straight party die
vision. Mr, Borden and bis whole
party jined Mr. Bourassa in the
request that all charges and reflec-
tions affeoting the henor of meme
bers of the House ard their worthie
ned) to sit as repressntatives of the
people be cleared up.

of this House,

Tbat any charges that may be
preferred against any member of the
Government or of the House should
be formulated before that committee;
and that members of this House and
of other persons who have material
or data at their disposal with refer-
ence thereto should divalge them to
that committee.

REJECTED BY 54 MAJORITY.

That such committee have power
to employ and bear eounsel, to send
for persone, papers and recorde, to
examine witness on oath or rffirma=
tion, and to report to the House
duriog the present session ”

This was the motion that Mr,
Bourasss offered from his seat oa the
Government side of the House.

SIR WILFRID'S PRIVATE IN-

But evideutly Sir Wilfrid himself
had already taken some reports se=
rionsly.

end last fall, about September or
Octaber, a certain rumor came to me
and I spoke to a mutual friend, who
is. now in this House aad I said to
bhim: I have been a friend to Mr.
Hyman for many years, you are still
wore a friend of histbhan I am; you
are more intimate than I am. I
have beard this, and you bave heard
it-also—go to him and tell him he
must let me know what truth there is
in this. That rumor was in connec-
tion with-a certain person. My friend
weant to Mr, Hyman and Mr. Hymaao
sent me word that there was not a
word of truth in that rumor. I have
to take the House and rhe country
into my confideace, I wish it were
otherwise. " It will be seen that
Sir Wilfrid's investigation even when
direct charges against his colleague
came to his ears were not very
thorough or extremely judicial.

CONSERVATIVES READY FOR
INVESTIGATION.

Mr. Borden made good his pledge
that he would be ready at any time
to give all possible assistance during
investigation of charges reflecting on
the bonour of any member of his own
party, Mr. Bourassa’s resolution was
not in the terms that Mr. Borden
would have preferred, but the Op-
position Leader refused to stand up=-
on terms and phrases or to regard
technical objections. The motion
could not be amended when brought
in as an ameodment to supply and
must be taken as it was or rejected in
full. Mr. Borden was prepared to
take itasit was and go imto the in
vestigation.  So were all the Con-
servative Members against whome the
Government press and Ministerial
Members have beenso free with their
insinuations. Mr Foster. who spoke
later in the evening anoounced that
in any case be proposed to take the
House into his full confidence and
go into the whole insurance question
not only te show that he bimself was
free from reproach but to prove that
the report of the Commissioner was
unfair and against the evidence.

PRIVATECHARACTER MAYBE
PUBLIC SCANDAL.

As to the other branch of the
charges Mr. Borden said :—

*“1 entirely agree with the Prime
Minister that it would never do for
Parliament to cosstitute itself iato
an ioquisition with respect to -the
private conduct, either of members of
Parliament or Ministers of the Crown.
But I also agree with what has been
said by the Prime Minister and aiso
by Foster, that private conduct may
he of such a character'as to amoust
to public scandal, which would call
for the intervention of the Prime
Minister himself. The Prime
Minister himself is, in the first place,
the guardian of the honor of Parliae
ment, but he is something more than
that, He is the guardian of the

hooor of his Cabinet as a whole. ”

to rumors—rumors around the core
riders at this House, rumors circula
ated ia the pgblic press. rumors cir.

@ tribunal appointed before which
any of those charges could be made,
and any man who bas anything to say
against any member of this House or
of the Cabinet should go before that
Committee or forever afterwards hold
his peace.
