Matters are going from bad to
worsé with the Turks. Enver Bey’s
hexpedition to land a large force on
the north coast of the Sea of Marmora
has ended ludicrously, Enver himself
narrowly escaping with his\life in an
open boat.  His disheartened men are
crowded, wet and hungry, in the open
streets of Gallipoli, in the worst kind
of weather, all the houses being filled
with wounded. ' It is reported that he
will ship his men again and take
them across the Dardanelles, owing
to a report that the Greeks have land-
ed near Bezika Bay, intending to take
the forts on the Asiatic side of the
Dardanelles \in the rear. The corres-

| pondent of the Daily News says there

are almost certain to be accidents if
this move is attempted, for the boats
are bad and would be overcrowded.
A great tempest is blowing. Enver
Bey was an idealist and not a practi-
cal sailor. His men started filled
with hope, but without food they soon
The leaders did not

tried to grab two water boats belong-
ing to a local Scottish shipping firm,

but failed. When half Enver’'s men
had landed, the other half were in
the throes of landing. Whilst a strug-
gle was going on to get guns, stores
and horses ashore, the Bulgarians
made their presence known in a most
abrupt and unpleasant manner. The
restlt was that most of the Turks
who got ashore were drowned, killed
or taken prisoners.
