THE ARABIC CASE.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 15.
Prospects. for a favorable adjust-
ment of. the ' controversies between
tite States and Germany depend en-
tirely on the attitude which the “Ber-
lin Foreign Office will take toward the
recommendations made to-day by
Count Von Bernstorff, the German
Ambassador, following on his con-
ference yesterday with Secretary
Lansing. Details of the conference
became known to-day, throwing light
on the critical point that had been
reached in the relations between the
two countries. The Washington
Government, was almost. ready to sev-
er diplomatic relations, but decided
to delay-any:step until Germany: could
he furnished with the evidence 'in its
possession in the Arabic case. Friend-
liness and candor are understood to
have characterized the conversation |
between Lansing and the  Ambassa-
dor. The latter has now been- given
the opportunity to communicate free-
ly with his gevernment, so that it
may be clearly understood in Berlin
why officials here are convinced that
the torpedoing of the Arabic could, hot
have been a mistake, justified or un-
justified. In view of* the. evidence,
the United States wants a disavowal
of the act. This was made clear to
Count Vop Bernstorff. Arbitration
cannot be an ‘issue for consideration
until the attitude of the German gov-
ernment toward the act itself is plac-
ed on record. Later, the American
Government may take -under consid-
eration a propesal to arbitrate, not a
principle, but /what indemnity should
be paid "fof® lives lost. Evidence
which has ‘been submitted by the Uni-
ted States is regarded here as proving
conclusively that until she -submerg-
ed to launch the torpedo against the
Arabic, the German submarine was
concealed' behind the sinking British
steamer Dunsley, and could not have
been seen by the captain of the Ara-
bic. Furthermore, it is shown that
the Arabic was struck-in such a way
that the submarine must have been at
right angles from her, ‘when the tor-
pedo “was fired, instead of in a posi-
tion to make ramming by the liner a
possibility. Ven Bernstorff ‘is under-
stood to have scrutinized this evi-
dence carefully, and to have made
certain suggestions to his Foreign
Office. Probably it will be ten days
before any reply can be received. If
disavowal of the submarine command-
er’s act is made, officials here feel
that the question of indemnity then
can be left to arbitration tribunals.
Should Germany fail to satisfy the
Amefican demand for disavowal, the
indications to-night were that ‘the

_said that from a superficial examina-
tion, the bottles appeared to contain
high explosives. The bottles were of
thin glass and resembled dumb bells
in shape. It is believed the bottles

placed in  them. According to In-
spector Eagan, the bottles  were so
constructed, and so placed that the
motion of the ship would roll them
together easily, and smash the fragile
lass, permitting the liquid to mingle,
ahd thus cause an explosion. The
Lapland reached New York last Fri-
day from England, and had as passen-
gers the commissioners to arrange for
the Anglo-French loan.

The War Review by
Asquith and Kitchener

. With the opening of Parliament
came the reviews of the war sitdation
by Premier Asquith and by Lord Kit-
chener, Secretary of War in the House
of Lords. The most sailent feature of
the Premier’s speech was that re-
lating to the finances of the war. The
Imperial Government was now spend-
ing three and half million pounds a
day and he expected that it would
reach a maximum of five million a
day. Extensive war loans had been
made to the Dominions and the Col-
onies and large expenditures had been
made in directions, which public in-
terest forced him from indicating.
More money was needed immediately.
A vote for 250 miHion pounds sterling
would be taken and this should en-
able them to carry on until the third
week in November. He said that
since the beginning of the war nearly
3,000,000 men had enlisted in the army
and navy, but that recruiting had fall-
en off somewhat. To those who have
been hearing of a new army of 3,000,-
000 mien for the past six months, it
will be somewhdt surprising that the
enlistment for the army alone has
not yet reached the 3,000,000 mark.
Lord Kitchener lauded the response
which had been made to the call of
the army, but he admitted that the
question of reinforcements was the
problem which was engaging the at-
tention of the authorities, and that
the solution of the problem would call
for serious sacrifices, which he felt
would be cheerfully borne. From this
it would appear that in Kitchener’s
opinion some step of a radical charac-
ter must soon be taken. In all prob-
ability this means that a resort must
soon be made to National service. Mr.
Asquith stated that some 800,000 per-
sons were now engaged in munition
work, which was constantly being ex-
tended. The war had resolved itself
into mechanism and endurance. He
declared the unalterable determina-
tion of Britain to conquer and called
for a cessation of bickering and the
presentation of a united front to the
enemy, which would not depreciate
the effectiveness of Britain’s dogged
determined and unconquerable will to
win victory at any cost.

Hiawatha Disaster.

There arrived by the s.s. Florizel
Tuesday evening the remains of the
late Capt. Clarke, who was burnt to
death following an explosion of gaso-
lene on board his schooner Hiawatha.
The corpse was sent to the late home
of deceased at_Burin by yesterday’s
train, accompanied by Mate Hussey,
who had a miraculous escape from
meeting the same fate as his captain.
Mate Hussey said the terrible explos-
ion occurred on Saturday morning
last. The captain was in his room
dressing, Cook Farewell was prepar-
ing breakfast and the other - four

. members of the crew were on deck.

The explosion came as sudden as a
flash of lightning. Seamen Kirby was
thrown overboard with a broken leg
and otherwise injured, though he
managed to reach the shore; seamen
Saunders -and Hooper were done to
death instantly when the deeck was
blown up. The cook, who was in the
forecastle, escaped. As soon as he
siruck a match to light a fire the es-
caping fumes of gasolene caught and
then the explosion. Right away mate
Hussey ran to call the captain, who
was coming out of the cabin enveloped
jn flames. Hussey assisted him and
helped to tear off the burning clothes,
getting his own fingers scorched as
a result. The captain and mate then

jumped overboard and were rescued.
The captain refused to be touched by
anyone as his body was badly burnt
and he suffered untold agony. Later
he was put in hospital and died a few
hours after entering. When Hussey
left Halifax seamen Farewell and
Kirby were improving at the hospital

Dry Docked.

The American steamer Allaguash,
which was run into off Cape Race by
the Norwegian barque Ravenscourt,
went into dry dock yesterday. Re-
pairs will be only temporary ihough
they will occupy at least a fortnight
as the damages amidships are exten-
sive. As soon as the Allaguash
comes off the barque will go on for
repairs. The latter’s cargo is being
removed to find the extent of her
damages.

Painful Accldent

Mr. James Rendell, of ;King’s Road,
met with a painful acident on Tues-
day. While engaged adjusting a
gasoline tank an explosion occur-
red and his right arm was badly
burned, the flesh extending from the
back of the hand to the elbow being
charred. He suffered great pain and
received treatment at a nearby phar-
macy.

Back From Straits.

The S. S. Meigle, Capt. Goobie, re-
turned to Humbermouth Tuesday
evening from the Straits. Fine weath-

er prevailed during the trip and Capt.

. Goobie reports that codfish of a very

IN RECRUITING PEANS,

Bristol, Eng., Sept. 9.—The Trades
Union Congress adopted virtually
without opposition at to-day’s session
a resolution, presented by the Rail-
way Clerks’ Union, on the subject of
recruiting. The Congress resolved:

“That this Congress, beillg con-
vinced that the issues involved in the
present European war are of tran-
scendant importance tp the democ-
racies of this and other countries,
hereby records its entire approval of
the action of the Parliamentary Labcr
Party in co-operating with the other
political parties in the national re-
cruiting. campaign.”

The consensus of opinion as re-
vealed in speeches in support of the
resolution was that it was no part of
the teaching of trades unionism that
it is the duty of man to turn the
other cheek to the man who smites
him. One speaker said that if, when
“Dear Brother Fritz” invaded Belgi-
um, the British Government had not
decided to resist this move, the men
and women of Britain would have
férced it to do so. g

This nation is very fond of noise
and uses it at times with great suc-
cess as a substitute for musie, theo-
logy, statesmanship, advertising and
argument. Of late years it has be-
come impossible to feed in public
without .being assisted by noise.
There are few stranger sights than
that of a New York man
pleasantly at a guest across the table,
while close behind him a reformed
boiler-shop worker is committing per-
sonal assault on a snare drum, a tri-
angle, a bass drum and a xylophone.

Anti-noise societies are now being
formed all over the country, and if
they sueceed-in their crusade we may
have to pay fifty cents a day to see
the home team play ball instead of
standing outside the fence and keep-
ing the run of the game by the rise
and fall of the mad-house chorus in-
side. :

Commanders of :
Canadian Troops.

Thirty-seven Thousand of our Sol-
diers in the Trenches ,and 40,000
More Ready for the Front.

Toronto, Sept. 6.—Sir Sam Hughes,
Minister of Militia, who was a guest
of  the Toronto Exhibition Directors
to-day, in an interview, confirmed the
appointment of General Turner, of
Québec, to command the new Second
Canadian Division, and the reports
that if the Canadians went into action
as an army corps of two divisions,
General Alderson, commanding the
First Canadian Division, would take
command of the corps, and that Col.
A. W. Currie, commanding the Sec-
ond Brigade First Division, would
take command of the First Division.
He added that it was the policy of the
Militia Department to appoint officers
with experience, at the front to new
commands, and if a Third Canadian
Division were to go into action Gen-
eral Mercer would be offered com-
mand of it. :

There. are at present, he said, 37,-
000 Canadian troops in the trenches,
and 40,000 more in England, waiting
to go to the front. Two divisions in
action would mean abqut 50,000 men.

At the directors’ luncheon Sir Sam
delivered a brief but inspiring ad-
dress. He spoke of the gallantry of
all the Canadian regiments, notably
that of the 48th Highlanders, in hold-
ing the line in the battle of St. Jul-
ien. He delivered as a message from
the men at the front the following:
“Give our love to the boys and girls
at home, and tell them we are doing
our duty.”

“They have faithfully and nobly
performed their duty,” said the Min-
ister, “and they are determined to
stay on the job till they smash the
autocracy of the Kaiser. During their
whole arduous service there has been
not one reflection on ‘their honor,
their fearlessness and their determin-
ation.” =
