Prof. A. Proctor, English Astronomer, 
at a reception tendered him by the Lotus 
Club on behalf of American scientific 
men,in acknowledging the compliment to 
himself, called attention to several in­
stances of unseemly opposition by the 
Astronomer Royal and other English 
scientific men te a recognition of the 
discoveries and observations of Ameri­
cans.

In 1846 ho quitted Europe for tbe United 
States, where he has been connected with- 
several scientific institutes, having been 
appointed- Professor of Zoology and 
Geology in the Scientific School at Cam­
bridge, Mass. He has written largely cn 
Natural History and similar subjects, a:vd 
his death is a serious loss to the world of 
science.— Globe.

A GoodSign.—Itisa remarkable sign of 
the growing healthfulness ofpublic opinion 
to find that a number of the more re­
spectable hotel-keepers, those who really 
keep places with proper accommodation 
for the public, are in favor of reducing 
the number of licenses.
