‘We are prepared to-day to show to
the satisfaction of our readers and the
Government that the Council cannot
confer upon the Governor any such
power. - Any attempt to do so is ils
legal and unconstitutional—as was
ably-contended by Messrs DeCosmos
and Helmcken. The Queen in Coun~
cil has alone that power, and even
Her Majesty cannot exercise it unless
o Legislature of-the Colony inter-

; ested praying that its coasting trade

may be opened to the vessels of nas
tions other than British. The power
is specially reserved as a Royal pre.-.
rogative, and no permit issued by
His Excellency will be worth in law
the paper upon which it is written,
except Her Majesty’s consent has first
been signified in response to & prayer
of the Legislature. That there may
be no x’nisconceptim, we copy the fol«
lowing section from the Customs Con-
solidation Act, 16 and 17 Victoria,
Cap. 107 :

That there may still be no miscon-
ception on this poiat, if the reader
will tarn to the Union Act (Sec, 5),
he will find that Governor Seymour
has conferred upon him all the “powers
and authorities vested in the Commis~
sioners of her Majesty's T'reasury, or in
the Commissioners of Customs. These
“powers and authorities” we find,
upon reference to 18 ‘and 19 Victoria,
Cap. 96, Sec. XVI., to be as follows :

them leave and shoot at a hat ; 1 afterwards
took two steps from the window where I was
standing, and a ballet struck the deceased
and fell on the floor; I then looked ont of
the window, when I saw Marrack running,
carrying the mueket; I came out of the
house when the men told me to return ; the
man who knocked at the door said something
but I did not understand him and made no
reply ; the child was not crying when the
man came to the door; when I came out of
the house I saw the man with the musket
ran towards the house from the field ; two
shots were fired at the hat, and another which
strack deceased and myself.

Gilbert 1. Carter, sworn—I belong to H
M S Malacca. Yesterday Mr Marr«ck and

I saw no
signs of its being inhabited. I did 'not see
Marrack knock at tbe side of the house, He
was four or five bundred yards distant when
the rif- missed fire. I did not see in which
directiou it was pointed when it went off, he
did not put it to his shoulder to take aim:

George Bellamy, Surgeon in charge of the
Royal Hospital, deposed to the natare of the
wound inflicted. When called to examine
the child at (’Brien’s residence he found a
bullet wound in the rightsice and another
near the navel, portion of the intestines were
protuding which he replaced, but death
resulted shorily afterwards from internal
bemorrbage.

section of the Customs Consolidation act gives
authority to the Comumissioners of Customs
iz England, to remit or return, if they shall
see fit, custems duties on goods warehouged
or about to be warehoused, if lost or destroypm
ed by unavoidable,accident. .The power of
the Commissioners of Customs in Eugland is
vested in.the Governor of the Colony here,
In the course of eight years, no such case of
loss or destraction of go0ds has happened
in the warehouses at New Wastminster, and
it is not very likely to be of frequent occura
rence in Victoria, but should such cases bap-
pen, they will be treated each op its own
merits, the law baving given authority to the
Governer to return or remit the duties, if
under the circumstances he in his judgment
shall find that it ig right to do so, -

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LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL
PROCEEDINGS.

[ Specially Reported for the British Colonist.]

Wednesday’s: Sitting.
New Westminster, March 9th,

The Council met at 3 p.m. Present— Hons
DeCosmos, Barvard, Cox, Kobson, Young,
Pemberton, Frapklyn, Birch, (presiding)
Brew, Smith, Hamley, Wood, Southgate,
O’'Reilly, Stamp, Sanders, Helmcken, Ball,
Trutch, Crease,

The Postal Act was read a third time and
passed. ;

The House went into Committee on the
Marriage bill, Hon Franklyn in the chair.

Hon Pemberton moved the addition of a
new clause by which clergymen will be
-entitled to a fee of five dollars for the solemo-
ization of each warriage. The House di-
vided on the resolution, which was carried
by the casting vote of the chairman.

Hon Helmcken—A very serious omission
has been made in the bill ; the clause entitl-
ing clergymen to a fee of five dollars was
well enough, but there was no penalty in the
bill to enforce paymeént:; under these circums
-stances, he should recommend the insertion
of an additiornal clange by which, in case .of
non payment of the fee of five dollars, parties
wouid™be imprisoned for three months, (great
laughter.) :

The Committee then rose and reported
progress.

The Oaths and Evidence bill next followed
in committee, hon Cox in the chair. Certain
amendments were passed, and the Committee
Tose.

Hon Wood said in relation to the Medical
bill which next came under consideration,
that the bill was in an excessively crude
state, and would certainly not pass the
House in its preseat form. He shonld there-
fore recommend, as an economy of time, that
it be referred to a select committee ; decided
accordingly.

Hon Barpard moved that an address be
presected to His Excellency stating that in
the opinion of the Council all hay, barley,
oats and bran used by packers and team-
sters for feed on the road should be exempt
ed from tolls.

Hon Barpard—All grain growing in
the Colony was at present free of charge,
but as a large quantity of foreign grown
grain was necessary, the toll was evaded,
and the foreign grain passed through as
home grown. The amount of toll proposed
to be remitted was small; but it would afford
immediate relief to those upon whom the
tolls bore heaviest.

Hon Ball did not eee the necessity for
temoviog the toll, the amount was small,
and the relief would not be felt, on the
other band farmers below Yale desired
protection, they had* established farms in
that vicinity on the understanding that
they were to have that protection.

Hon President/opposed tte motion, as the
tolls would be retiuced as soon as the revenue
would permit, and it was not advisable to
touch them at present.

Hon Robson—The $40 per ton on feed
‘was a very different matter to such an im-
post on merchandise ; to increase facilities
of obtaining feed for packtrains, &, was to
increase the facility of transmission of goods
to the mines. ;

Hon Smith—The remission of the ope
cent toll would afford immediate relief to
packers and teamsters , he thought that
farmers below Yale had quite sufficient
protection in the freight and cbarges on

“imported grain.

] Hon Helmcken understood road tolls were
under ccnsideration, and he thought would
be abolished in whole or in part this year ;
he did not see why gentlemen should feel
alarmed lest it should not meet with proper
attention. Every one knows that the
1evenue this year will be very large; he
rhough* that part of the road tolls might be
temitted without aflecting the revenue to
apy sensible degree.

Hon Birch thought the bome grown
grain quite sufficient to supply the demand
for that article at sale.

Hon Robsen was muach gratified to observe
the change that had taken place in th
views of the hon senior member for Victoria.
He (the hon member for Victoria) had been
warniog us all season that the revenue
would pot amount to the sum required by
the estimates, pow he saw the revenue
through a different medium. He (Mr
Rrbsor) was Celighted with the change, but
failed utterly to account for it.

Hon Helmcken—Since he had expressed
‘his opinion io reference to the probable
revenue, the tariff had beeon revised and the
“alterations there made had induced him to
alter his views. He thought the one cent
might be taken off without materi:lly dis-
turbing the revenue.

ORDERS OF THE DAY.
Hon Robson then introduced his motion re~
lating 10 Juries and Limitation Acts; he said
that great inconvenience and delay arose from
the difficulty of finding 12 men who could
agree on a verdict; the ends of justice were
often defeated from this cause, particularly in
civil cases ; he recommended the introduction
of 8 measure that would enable the Courts to
receive the verdict of a majority of the jury.
It often happened that some factious jury~
men held out persistently against the decision
of the remainder of the jury, thus creating
much delay and expense to suitors.. He also
proposed a revisal of the laws on the subject
of Limitation. It was most unjust that credit-

this Colony, and ‘take advantage of our laws
to do what they could not accomplish in the
country where the debt was contracted.
The statute of limitations was only three years
in California, whereag, here it was 6; men
bad often become liable for debts not arising
from any misconduct of their own, often from
good naturedly becoming security for a neigh-~
bor. He thought debtors under such circums
stances gshould have protection, or at any rate,
that debts should not be recovered here that
were outlawed in the country where they were
contracted. -

Hon Walkem supported the motion, he said
& system of persecution had been inflicted on
debtors by their Oalifornian creditors in many
cases. waiting till the debtor arrived in this
‘Colony before commencing proceedings. We
were absolutely keeping jails for California
creditors. The Act existing in Vancounver
Island had been framed to meet this abuse of
our institutions; but he was prepared to go
farther. He would propose a shorter period
for limitation in this Colony; say 5 years for
debts and promissory notes, instead of 6 and 5
respectively. :
Hon Wood explained the difference between
the law of contract and the law of the tribunal;
he deprecated the enjoyment by creditors from
California of rights here that did not exist in
the country where the debt was contracted.
Hon DeCosmos objected to our providing
remedies for the defective laws of other coan:
tries; he did not think it advisable to make
the California limitation of 3 years a bar, he
would only recognise the lex loci.

Hon Crease said that there were two acts in
Vancoaver Ilsland relating to that subject; it
was a very difficult .natter to legislate upon,
from the danger of interfering with mercan-
tile affairs; the time occupied in the transmis~
sion of goods made it hazardous to interfere
with the present order of things.

Hon Southgate —It would be a very difficult
task to alter the law to suit other countries.
In some parts of Germany the statute of limi-
tation was 10 years.

Hon Crease would not wish to seesucha
complicated matter dealt with hurriedly; they
were too near the end of the session.

Hon DeCosmos advocated the shortening of
the period according to the statute here;
thougbt 3 years long enough.

Hon Robson—It was imperatively necessary
that the law should be altered at once; why
should the whole Colony be exposed to the
inconvenience for .12 months longer? there
were impofant measures remaining to be car.
ried through the Council this session, and he
did not see why so necessary a reform in the
law should not be accomplished forthwith.
Hon Crease was opposed to a reductiop of
the period existing by eur. present statute,
short periods might do in populous countries,
but we were not yet prepared for such. an al:
teration. ; :
Hon Young thought the resolution shomld
go to the assimilation committee.

Hon Robson—The Act in reference to Juries
had worked very well in Vancouver Island; he
did not see why it should not be extended to
the whole Colony.

On division the resolution was carried.
Committee on Gold Fields Act, Hon Franke
lyn in the chair. Certain amendments were
deemed necessary, so committee rose and res
ported progress. !

The House went into Committee of the
whole, on the Indian Liquor law, Hon Ball
in the chair.

Hon Young proposed to exempt all steam
vessels and sbips of 1000 tons and upwards
irom the action of the law,

Hon Hamley thought the matter might be
left in the hands of the magistrates.

- Hon Southgate would exempt vessels of
over 150 tons, and thought the valus of the
vessel 100 great to admit of owners risking
confiscation which would be the case under
the present law.

Hon Robson opposed the exemption as
likely to induce large vessels to engage in
the traffic-

Hoo Franklyn supported exemption..

Hon Helmcken believed that no law
would prevent the traffic; Indians will
always get all the lignor they want.

Hon Hamley—No restructions would
prevent the sale of liquor to Indians for half
an hour.

Hon Robson said that hon members from
Victoria wished to engraft on the mainland
the vicious principles pursued on the Island.
The opposition of those hon members was a
mere trap'to catch a vote. The illicit trade
must be put down. The doctrines of the
members from the Islacd should not be
carried in that House; they were introducing
the thin end of the wedge in order to slip up
the whole legislation of the counntry,

Hon Young denied and repudiated the
opinions, expressed by the hon member for
New Westminster.

Hon Walkem—The charge made by the
hon member for New Westminster was noth~
ing but generalities involving the words
¢ clap-trap” “ thin end of wedge,” &c., and
generalities were always a sign .of weak-
ness; It was mere verbiage, he (hon Wal-~
kem) supported the amendment

The, amencment " was then added to the
bill in place of clauses;, 11 and 12, struek out

Hon Wood—People bud the strange idea
that miners were all men weariog - delapi~
dated hats and pantaloons patched with bread
bags. This was a mistake, = The miner was
often a capitalist, and he deprecated the ex-
istence of a law that wonld make the tenure
of mining property so brittle. Oapitalists
would eschew the country altogether. The
clause only allowed three days. Miners in
the upper country were always coosulting
the books in order to take ad vantage of these
accidental oversights to jump valuable
mining claims.

The amwendment was lost.

Hon Helmcken was surprised that the hon
and learned Solicitor General would attempt
to carry a measu:e against Government in
the face of the usual majority.

Hon Walkem—It is pot a Government
measure, 80 the hon gentleman’s assertion
falls to the ground.

Hon Wood could only enter a protest

Hon Wood proposed that claims should be
surveyed by Gold Commissioners when so
desired by the micers ; also, that the price
of miner’s certificate should be reduced from
85 on Vancouver Island, the diggings there
being poor.

Both of these amendments were losi.
The bill was then pronounced complete
and the commit'ee rose.

Hon DeCosmos moved that His Excellency
the Governor_be respectfully requested to
cause to be prepared and introduced an . or-
dinance respecting fences, with the following
provisions :—To empower the Governor to
establish fence districts in any part of the
colony on receiving a petition from twothirds
of the -freebolders and pre-emptors of any
proposed district; provided that the whole
number of the freeholders and pre-emptors
of such district shall not be less than fifteen ;
such petition to define what a legal fence
sha!l be for such district, but the definition of
such legal fence shall be subject to amend~
ment by the Governor in Council. Fence
viewers to be appoioted annually by the
Governor, with power to settle disputes re~
epecting fences. Owoers of land that join
each other in every such district or on the
boundary line of such district to be liable
respectively to make and keep in repair at
their own expense their respective propor-
tionate share of each bonndary or party
fence. No person in any such distriet to be
entitled to compensation for loss of any
cereals or vegetables by reason of their de-
struction by horses, cattle, hogs or sheep
belonging to some other person, if such per=
son claiming compeonsation shall not have
had his cereals and vegetables surrounded
by such legal fence; and other provisions
necessary to make such Ordinance operative.
Hon Robson seconded the motion; there
was a great want for some law of the kind,
and be hoped that it would be legislated
upon without delay.
Hon Pemberton supported the resolution.
Hon Fraoklyn—The measure was Joudly
called for, particularly in respect to Indians;
their insecure fences did not prevant the in«
carsions of white settler’'s pigs, and the cons
sequence was that some of those pigs bad
been shot. 'n one case lately an ox was
killed. Under these circumstances it was
not sutprising that much ill-feeling existed
on the subject. He thought the measure
proposed would méet the difficulty.
Hon Young—Iodians were quite prepared
to erect the necessary fences if they were
shown what was required. The appointment
of Government agents under the proposed
law wounld remedy this. &

Hon Helmcken moved that in the opinion
of this Council it is advisadle that the Cus-
tom~house should be at Victoria, where the
greatest amount of revenue, in the shape of
duties, is received. The measure would give
confidence below. It wastrue that the Cus~
tom-house would be taken there shortly,
under any circumstances, but the present
measure would prevent any uncertainty,
and trade would ga oo as usnal. :
Hon Robson opposed the resolution and was
at 8 loss to understand the object. —ﬁl,gtn,?.?,
Victoria a Custom-house already ?

Hoo Birch—The hon senior member for

Hon Helmcken—The knowledge was con«
fived to himself.

Hon Walkem—Tte removal of the chief
department to Victoria can do no harm.

Hon Hamley woald vote against any such
measure ; let that House attend to its own
busioess, the Governor would attend to his.

After some further remarks the resolution
was carried, amecded by the insertio- of the
word ¢ chief” before ¢ Custom-house.”

The Currency bill was read a second time
and then committed: Hon Franklyn in the

Hon Helmecken wished to be informed as
to whether the duties on goods landed in New
Westminster from Victoria were to be con-
tinued, and for how long ? Hon Helmcken
moved that His Excellency be informed that
the Council was prepared ‘to receive His
KExcellency’s message relative to the seau of
Government.

Hon Rcbson moved for return= of expendi-
ture of schools in Vancouver Island.

The House then went into Committee of
the Whole on the Currency bill, Hon Frank-
Iyn in the chair.

Hon Wood—It is impossible to make
English money current. It would be better
to abolish English currency altogether ; this
was the only place on the Pacific where
English mooey was current.

Hon Helmcken—It would be better to
scratch out the values in the bill affixed to
English coins, and allow the value to be ar~
ranged by the tradesmen themselves, There
would soon be nothing but florins in the
Colony. It was said there were about £1500
lying in the baok, so that it might be like
paying a premium to the bank of $300 or
$400 to 'make the florin worth 50 cents. Per+
baps it was a way Government had of raising
the wind,

Hon Birch—The hon Solicitor General
bad stated this Colony would soon be the
refuge for all the stray English money on the
Pacific ; he (Hoo Birch) would have no ob~
jection to that beiog the case.

Hoo. Robson had observed in the English
papers by last mail that a uniform cuarrency
was in preparation for the British American
Colonies, go that any measure in this respect
would ‘be ouly temporary. It would be a
great mistake to make the florin a legal
tender for 50 cents ; it would embarras busi-
ness and be a tax on consumers: According
to Mr Claudet, it was only worth 46 and a
fraction cents. -

Hon Macdonald objected to the value of
the florin being raised above what it was
worth in California, where it would only
fetoh 48 centss It would be better to remelt
and recoin them. They would be sent up
here for resale, and the Colony would lose
considerably.

Hon Walkem—Introduced a curreney bill
two years ago, when an altempt was made to
raise the value of the soveieign to five dol-
lars. The same priociple applied to any coin.
It was toe intrinsic value, not the legalized
valne that prevailed.

Hon Birch—It was stated that we should
bave all the florins. The coin had been
passing here for fifty cents Jduring two years,
and the Colony ‘bad not been flooded.

Hon Helmcken—It would be another
affair in Victcria, where a larger amount of
business was carried on, and .would prove
very injurions. They would find it out
sooner or later.

Hon Robson thought they should be con-
sistent ; the sovereign was reduced to its
proper value; the florin should follow,

Hon Walkem said & trader who would

Hon Hamley said be was not convinced ;

Hon DeCosmos—The hon Colonial Secre-
‘ary bad not condescended to give any in-
formation, though requested so 10 do by the
bon senior member for Victoria; he would
now address himself to the hon Aitorney Gen«
eral, as the interests of his constituents in
Vancouver Island required him. [le wished
to know if the duties were to be enforced
prior to the 19th November, 1866. He
would call the attention of the Press to the
daring act of official reticence. He compared
them to the officers of banditti, and could not
imagine for a moment how they could at«
tempt to levy duties prior to 1866 ; it was
like a tbeft in the name of Government. It
was all the same as putting their bands: into
his pockets. There was only cne thing on
their side, and that was doubt. It had been
as much as stated in that House that hon
gentlemen were fools to doubt the legality of
the imposition. He would now ask the hon
Attorney General if it was the intention of
Government to col'ect those duties, as in
such a case he would be compelled to p'ace
the matter before the Home Government.
He warned the Gov:roment that the people
of Vietoria, in Australia, had sent home Govs
eroor Darling for levying illegal duties. The
collection of the duties was an act likely to
bring the Governor into conflict with the
people ; all confidence in Government was
lost, and any attempt to legalise such laws
here would have the same effect as it had '
in sending home Govervor Darling.

Hon Birch—The language used by the
hon japior member for Victoria was extraors
dinary ; be should like to hearan explanation
of the word banaitti. . If the officers of the
Government bad been guilty of what the hon
member taxed them with, they were amen-
able to the laws of the land and shouid be
found guilty.

Hon Fianklyn had been accustomed to
debatcs in Australia, but bad never heard of
such language being used as that just spoken
by the bon junior member for Victoria.

Hon Helmcken moved that the Committea
de now rise and report progress, with leave
to sit again.

Hon Birch—After the language used and
the feeljng displayed, he should vote that the
Comumittee do now rise.

The question being put, the motion was
carried by a vote of 8 to 4, with leave to sit
again to-morrow.

After some questions and replies on the
part of several hon membars,

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LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL
PROCEEDINGS.

| Spteially Reported for the British Colonist.]

New Westminster, March 9th,
Saturday’s 8itting.

Present; Hons Sanders, Franklyn, Cox,
Pemberton, Stamp, Soutbgate, Smith, Crease,
Young, Ball, Birch (presiding), Walkem, De
Cosmos, Wood, Trutch, Helmcken, Hamley,
Barnard, Robson, O’'Reilly:

Hon Crease read report from the commit-
tee on Assimilation of Laws,
Hopn Helmcken rose to ask an explanation
from the House in relation to a pair of boots.
The House might think the question of the
most trivial characier, but he assured hon
members that it was of the most vital conse-
quence, although only relating to a’pair of
beots.  The boots were manufactured in the
eity of Victoria, and were a credit to the
country. He thought that Vancouver Island
was an integral part of the colony of British
Columbia, but -when' he - was told that duty
bad been changed on a pair of boots,the pro~
duce of one section on being carried to an~
other, he had much reason to doubt it. He
wished to learn from .the . proper authority
why the duty of $1 75, which was paid, had
beemicharged. | 3
‘Hon. Hamley. (excitedly) conceived the hon
member-for Victoria bad been endeavoring
to make an infinite deal out of mnothing.
Daties bad nev-r been charged twice except
in one case, and then they had been at once
returned. He objected to complaints of such
anature being made in such an improper
-Ianner.
Hon Helmcken said he had made the
complaint in a proper manner: The duties
had been charged, and be had a perfect right
to call the attention of the House to the cir-
cumstance.
Hon Robson said the statement of the hon
member for Victoria was quite out of order.
and questions being brought forward in such
an irregular manner would lead to endless
discussion.
Hon DeCosmos—The statement of the
complaint was quite in accordance with par-
liamentary usage, as it was calling the atten-
tion of the House to a breach of the law.
After remarks from several hon members,
Hon Hamley said the subject bad been
brought forward in an improper manoer, acd
he declined to give any explanation until it
was submitted in the usual way.
Hon Cox had a parcel sent to bim from
Viotoria containing a pair of boots ; he sent
to the boat forit, when the duty of $1 75
was, charged. He had no intention of
bringing such a trivial matter before the
House.
Hon President called the attention "of
members to the important business before
the House, and after the usuval form the
Council went into committee of the whole
on the Bill to prevent the sale of liquor to
Indians.
Hon De Cosmos said the bill was most ob-~
jectionable, it was almost word for word with
a similar bill tuat had been brcught before
the Legislative Assembly of Vancouver
Island, and then objected to, ‘It bad much
too wide a range and would apply equally to
the trade with the Souad ; it was not advisa-
ble to ioflict restrictions on trade, No
farmer residing on‘the coast would be able to
preceed to his farm. before .going to the
-Custom House : the bill would put the coms
mupity to serious inconvenience, be did not
think captains of vessels would be able to
obtain the required bouds.
Hon Woou said some restriction on the
sale of liquor to Indians was absolutely
necessary, 1t would prevent the shipment at
Victoria, which was now carried ontoa
great extent without-any one troubling hiw-
self about the destination. He had seen the
vile compound beicg carried about ‘the
streets; in oil tins; he denied that it would
interfere with trade at all, the objections to
the bill were merely fanciful; some bonds
were necessary.
. - ‘Hon Southgate believed the bill to be

wholly impractieable, a vessel taking a few
gallons for stores would require to give
bonds, as would also small vessels, and as in
the latter case it would be impossible, the
Bill .would put. a stop to the trade with the
Sound or elsewhere.

Hon Wood said that whisky sellers had
formed  a depot on Diiscovery Island, where
the Indians congregated to buy whisky, and
the most disgraceful scenes of riot and
drunkenness took place. .

Hon Helmcken said the bill was utter
madnkess, he was only surprised that such a
kill shouid be bronght before that house.
‘What were hon. members asked to do ? to
remedy one evil by perpetrating another far
worge. The bill would create a most in-
tolerable nuisance,as every boat would come
under the surveillunge of the Custom House.
If such apn absurd law passed every schooner
or boat would have to'give bonds; it would
ruin  trade as it woald be impossible for
some vessels to ply under snch restrictions.
The ouly effect would be to cause' American
vessels to carry cargoes across the Sound and
clear from Port Townsend for Sitka or else.
where, merely throwing the trade into the
hands of Americans, it would he productive
of many evils without the end desired } it
would ruin the trade:of .Victoria and drive
the people from the country by depriving
men of their livelihood.

Hon Stamp said the measure was unjust
and unwise. captains would be unable to
procure bonds,

Hon Franklyn said a law to do away with
the lignor traffic would be only a dead letter,
8 permit system might do, taking the
captain’s persoaal bond.

- Hon Helmcken said that it was well known
that the principal whisky selling was not .on
Vancouver Island, but on the northern coast
prncipally about Stickeen River.

Hon DeCosmos said the -men who now
take the respousibility noder tbe present law
would do the “sameif the present bill: was
passed, heuce the law would  be inopetative,
any:oue knewing the coast 's'uﬂiclemly could
easily evade Customs surveillance; it woald
only do injury to the coasting trade.

Hon Trutcb thought the bill in the present
form would embarass trade, and suggested
that wvigsels “going foréign or to Russian
America should be exemps from its provi-

———

Hoo ' Bireh thougbt (it might mees the
difficulty if the clause exempting foreign
going vessels was insarted.

Hon. Helmcken would oppose the measure
to the death; the Bill would not prevent the
traffic without the expenditure of large sums
for its suppression; the Americans would sup-
ply the Indians if we did not; they had no re-
strictions,

Hon* Trutch shoudn’t regret the Americans
taking the trade,and theught some restrictions
necessary. The Americans had preventative
laws,

Hon. Young could not see the difficulty that
troubled hon. members so much; there would
be no harm in opening the Indian trade to
Americans. The cost of punishing crime com-
mitted in consequence of the traffic was far
greater than the cost of means necessary io
prevent it. 'When the Clio was at Port Ruper
a schooner was lying there selling liquor to

Indians, which was very nearly productive of

a;most serious misunderstanding. If the law
had allowed of the schooner’s cargo being
seized the ‘danger would ‘have been avoided.
It would notinterfere with trade to require

every vessel to make known the destination of

her cargo; Captains had to go to the Custom
House uuder any circumstances.

Hon. DeCosmos—A small vessel could take
& eargo to a dealer at Comox, reship a portion
and when the whisky was got rid of could re-
turn to Nanaimo; thus complying with the law
and evading it at the same time; he Wwas. sure

that the Governor would not be in favor of

such a measure, and ‘'would ' veto it if passed;
be recommended postponement,

without ‘a permit, in such a case a vessel
could be stopped:

Hon Helmcken said there was nothing in
the United States law to prevent the traffic,
and that ip conversation with American officers
they stated that if any such law existed, it
would be ineffective; hon. members were pers
fectly mad on this Indian ligaor question, and
be thought it mere sentimentality. Indians
would always obtain all the liquor they wanted,
it would only tend to injure ourselves; boats
could only leave the harbor during office hours,
and would require to obtain a certificate from
the consignee to show delivery of liquor
when they came back.

Hon Walkem belonged to the sentimental
class, and thought the traffic shounld be sup~
pressed, but believed ‘that' the present Bill
would not answer the purpose; the machinery
would be too expensive and its provisions
would cripple trade. Ships when: buying
whisky bought other articles; a canoe could
be seized if without a cleatance; the police
necessary to suppress the traffic would be too
costly.

On the motien of Hon. Helmcken, the Bill
was postponed-

Hon. Walkem moved that the Governor bo
respectfully requested to lay before the Council
all papers and documents connected with the
grant or lease of the Grouse Creek Flume Co.
He said large grants of land had been made
to the Williams and Grouse , Creek Flume
Companies. The Williams Creek Flume Co
had complied with the terms of their charter
but the Grouse Creek Co. had not done so.
Through mismanagement the company had
kept the ground unworked, thus preventing a

number of industrious miners obtaining profit4

able employmen:. So far as the company was
concerned, the ground was practically abane
doned. The company had paid a man who
while he was supposed to be attending to the
interests of the company, was absolutely as~
sisting in breaking the charter; he knew for a
fact that the flume was not a Bed Rock Flume,
as it was 14 or 15 feet above the Bed Rock.
It was neither of advantage to the Company
or the men.. He cousidered that it was nec«
essary for the Government to tie down such
companies to the coaditions of their charter,
and in this case none of the conditions Lad
been complied with. 4

Hon DeCosmos seconded the motion only
with a view to enquire into the case as stated
by the hon member for Cariboo.

Hon Birch conceived that the hon member
for Cariboo had not adopted the proper course
in the motion he had brought forwara; if the
papers were required, he (hon Walkem) should
bave applied to him, and he would give him
all the information required. The greater
part of the documents ,were in Cariboo; none
of the flume companies had complied with the
terms of their charters, and for his part hedid
not see any advantage derivable from that
kind of enterprige. 1

Hon. Walkem after a few remarks withdrew
his motion,

The House then went into Committee of the
Whole, on Ways and Means. Hon Ball in the
Chair. Y

Clause K in the ordinance relating to licenses
was thea considered, and after some discussion
was amended as follows :

On owners of pack trains or freight wagons
having more than six horses, $5 for every gix
months.

On owners of pack trains or freight wagons
having less than six horses, $2 50 for every
six months;

Ou each keeper of a livery stable, $10 every

An additional clause was udded, imposing
8 license on cattle dealers of $50 for every six
months.

Tue Bill to establish a standard: of weights
and ‘measures was read a second time. The
House then went into Committee on the
Whole, hon Cox in the Chair After some
desultory remarks from several members rew
specting Clause 3, the whole of the Bill wag
passed as read.

The House then went into Committee of
Supply, with immediate reference to & Bill ap~
propriating the sum of $566,658 50 forsalaries
and allowances, and for services exclusive of
establishments. Hon. O’Reilly in the Chair.

Hons Helmcken and DeCosmos protested

against the Bill as not containing! the specific

uses to which the money wasto be applied.

‘The Goveroor might nispose of the money

voted under esch head, as he thought fit, and
the 'public was entitled to more detailed in-
farmation on the subject.

Hon Birch contended that the Bill was only
the necessary form required after the passiag
of the Estimates, before apnpropriating the
mouey; that the public was already in posses-
sion of all the particulars, which had appeared
in all the newspapers,

After some further unimportant discussion
the Bill was passed as read.

After the usual forms the House went into
Commiitee on Trades Licenses; hon Cox in the
Qhair. \

Hon Helmcken moved to report progress and
Committee rise,

On'the bon President resuming his seat

Hoa Robron propesed the second’ reading
of the Homestead Bill,

Hon Crease bad formerly opposed the bill
oc the ground that it was opening a way to
fraud. but after discussing the subject with
his colleagues he had coasiderably modified
his views on the measure and would not op=
pose the bill. .

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Hon. Young said no vessel could escape if

Hon Wood efplained the ohief features of
the measure, avd claimed for it an important
position in the march of improvement over
former treatment of debtors, and as a real
advantage to creditors, in leaving a man the
means of retrieving his position and paying
his creditors at a later period. In case of
attempted fraud it would be controlled by the
Baokruptey laws.

Hon Robson called the attention of the
House to the cruelty of allowing a man, with
a helpless wife ‘and children, to be turned
into the street at the request of some re~
morseless creditor. He said this would have a
tendency to bring permanent settlers to the
colony, and be an absolute advantage to
creditors as raising the ‘moral standard of
debtors. g

The bill was then read a second time.

Hon Walkem moved the second reading of
the Gold Fields Act.

Hoo Crease was surprised that the hon
member for Cariboo should coolly assume
the paternity of the bill.

Hon Walkem said the hon Atlorney Gen«
eral was welcome to the fruits of his (Hon
Walkem’s) labors if he so wished, but he was
nevertheless the author of the bill.

The hon member was called to order.

The bill was read a second time, and the
Housge then adjourned till Monday.:

ORDER OF THE DAY,

The bills to establish a standard of weights
and measuvres, and to appropriate the sum of
$566,669,30 for the contingent service of
1867, were read a thiad time and passed.

The House then went ioto committee of
whole on the bill relating to Licences and
direct taxes on persons, Hon Ball in the
-chair.

The several clauses were then passed with
certain technical amendments. A discussion
arose on the propriety of inserting the penal-
ty of imprisooment for nonpayment of fines
levied for offences against the act, Hon
Helmcken opposings The amendment was
lost on division, 11 t0 9.

Hon Helmcken observed that only one
elected member had voted for the elause.

Two messages f-om His Excellency the
Governor referrisg to the proposed Tariff,
and the administration of oaths, were referred
to by the Piesident ; the latter was taken
into  consideration by committee of the
whole, Hon Cox in the chair, It was then
moved that the Commitiee do report progress,
which was ca'ried, and the '‘Comm ttee on
the Postal Bill was then formed with hon
Ball in the chair. Several amendments
were then proposed.

Hon Robson proposed a uniform rate of
five cents on letters to and from all sections
of the Coleny. He said that miners might
not otject to paying 25 cents as had been
stated by honorable gentlemen, but the cit.
izens in all parts of the Colony should be
coosidered and be believed that a low rate
would produce more revenue than a high
one; high rates caused evasion of postage
altogether, ;

Hon Crease said the present was a Qnestion
of revenue, the low 'rate might do with a
large population, but under present circum-
stances it was impossible ; the lower rate
would not affect the number of letters gent
through the Post Office. . He was in favor
of a low rate, bat under existing ‘circum-
stances it was not practicable. :

Hon Walkem said that he had been mis-
understood in reference to his statement that
miners would not object to 25 cents postage ;
he merely stated that in reference to a week-
ly mail to Cariboo so much desired by miners,
and if a regular weekly service could  be
established, he tad no douzbt the miners
would willingly pay 25 cents for their letters;
he was, however, in favor of a five cent rate,
particularly if the weekly service was not
attainable.

Hon Robson—Miners don’t write much ;
three letters go up to Cariboo for every one
that comes down. 7

Hon Southgate supported the five cent
rate; it was possible that the reveoue might
suffer the first year, but ultimately it would
be benefited by a low rate.

-Hoo ‘Erutch supportéed the increased rate
in. Committee in order to secure a weekly
-ervice to Cariboo; with the double rate,
the Goveroment would have double the pre-
sent revenue, and would- thus be enabled to
8ecure the additional pumber of mails,

Hon Birch was decidedly io favor of cheap
postage; but could not see how it could be
accomplished.  a present, particularly in:
view of the udditional services; he conoeived,
bowever, that the honorable member for
New Westminster must be WIong respect-
ing the relative number of letters sent to and
from Cariboo; the revenue would not admu
of a low rate @t present,

Hon Helmcken contended that the five
cent rate would equally secure the addition-
sl service if the proper steps were taken.
Duriog the past year the express compa y
bad pot carried the mails up with the bigh
rates as often as they might have  done,
They would bave a *weekly express under
apny circumstauces, and could carry the mail
a! the same lime if required so to do,
Hon Walkem—1he express company ooly
carry up the mail matter according to con-
tract, the consequence was that letters fre-
quently lay in the New Westminster post
utfice 8 or 10 days. which was a great hard—
ship to the miners

Hon [leimeken supported a uniform rate of
five cents; atiy scale auch as’ that “propoded
by honorable Mr Young would.only: . complis
cate the post office regulations, he deprecat-
ed any atcempt to squecze the’last ‘cent out
of the uutortunate miners.

Hon Bireh could not understand how gen~
tlemen advocatiog the bigh raté in committee
should turn round and. support: a Jow . rate
now, He conceived the Colouy was not yet

revenue, it was a_fallacy to suppose that
high rates were the best means of raising
revenue. 8o far 48 the miners were con-
cerned it would be better to carry their
letters for nothing.

Hon Birch was ata loss to know where
the members of the select committee were,
who had recommended the h gh rate.

Hon Trutch was delighted with the grace-
fol maoner in which his colleagues of the
select committee bad turned round, and now
contended for the low rate.

Hon Cox supported the 25 cent rate and a
weekly service: he conceived without the
higher rate the additional services wonld
not be obtaioed.

Hon Walkem feared, despite the pathetic
speech of the hon member for New West~
mioster, that a five cent rate was not com-
patible with a weekly service ; he inferrad,
from what had fallen from the hon President
ol the Council, that Government had deter»
mined on what rate should be charged.

Hon Birch only opposed the low rate in
cousideration of revenue, he had no | deter-
mioed course to pursue.

Hon' Walkem said a weekly mail was
necessary if even higher rates weie - charged.

Hob Young said a weekly mail was not in-
congistent with a five cent rate; be believed
thata low rate would produce alarger revenue
than the higher one; double postage wonld
not'prodace double the revenne; he ' instanced
the increased duties on opium, which absos
lutely produced ‘less revenue than at the
lower rate of duty. 12} cents on foreign
letters coming into the Colony was altogether
too much as the payment ot a five cent rate
would be by stamps, the loss of these would
add considerable to the revenue.

Hon O’Reilly was in favor of cheap post-

age. ;
The House then divided, when the members
were 12 to 6 in favor of a uniform postage
of five cents on letters and two cents on
pewspapers throughout the Colony.

The bill was then passed.

Hon. Smith’s motion for the abolition of
the Road Tolls then came up for considera-
tion.

Hon. Smith- explained the hardship
and injustice of the Road Tolls, which fell
beaviest on the packers, and were likely to
compel them to stop altogether if not abol-
ished wholly or in part this year.

Hon Barnard, in seconding this motion

said the Road Tolls bore heavily on every
man in the upper country. Governor Doug-
las had been appealed to in 1861, when he
visited the country above Yale, aud in consid-
eration of a toll of one cent being -paid,
ordered a trail to be made; this, however,
did not meet the difficulty, and miners were
compelled to leave the country in conse~
quence of the scarcity of provisions. He
was again appealed to and visited the
country, when the present road was agreed
to in- consideration of another cent being
imposed. The road saved the country, as
miners were actually on their ‘way down,
but obtaining a supply of provisions returned
and develcped the Cariboo mines. The boats
plying in the upper country paid the toll.
T'be completion ct the ‘Yale road gave con-
fidence' to the people of that town, and
epabled them to overcome the delays goods
were subjected to by the other route; there
was frequently a delay of 40 to 50 days in
the transit by the portages; business men in
Victoria complained ‘of $100 license, but in
Yale ten men had' raised $80 000; =41,000
peing paid for tolls in that town, and
$38,000 at Clinton ' Packers can only obtain
cargoes on' agreeiog to pay tolls, which
amounted to a tax of 12} per ‘cent. The
pioneers of Yale struggled* against the diffi~
calty, but this was not ‘the only difficulty
they bad to contend against. The steamers
only went up to Hope, and the freight from
Hope to Yale was $5 per ton, they induced
the company to send their |the company's]
boats to Yale, bnt at an expense to the
peorle of Yale of $23,000. The tolls pressed
heavily upon them, and to add to their
difficulties, the bank was removed, and the
assistance they formerly obtained by this
means was now lost to them. He was
earnestly urged, by the people of Yale, to
use his best efforts to have the tolls abolished
as the only meaos of saving them. The tax
falls most oppressively on packers and team-
sters, who in many cases do not own the
cattle they drive, and those who own the
animals cannot raise money on them. Much
of the money paid for tolls and duties has
never been repaid to the packers and prob-
ably a -large portion may be lost entirely.
Business men at Yule were otliged to keep
$500 constantly in their safes to pay for
tolls which would otherwise be sent to their
creditors in Vietoria. The Hudson Bay
Co.’s agent was {requently unable to pay
their tolls, so great was the drain upon them
for this purpose;. The tolls, inclusive of the
bridge over the Thompson, amouaoted to 234
cents, or about $4  per - bbl on four; peopie
wrote these facts to their friends, who wonld
Dot come 10 @ country burdeved with such
imposte.

Hon members must recollect that wheun. the
Road Tolls were imposed freight to Cariboo
was 75¢; the present freight was on'y 10¢ ;
heunce, with the addition of the' Road Tolls—

goods. It must be remembered at what cost
the road had been built with borrowed money,
The interest amounted to $60,000 ; the Road
Tolls by the showing of hon members, were not
sufficient to pay the interest on the loan. If
the revenue was flowing in it would be well
enough to abolish the tolls. To attempt to
borrow money would be only exbausting the
eredit of the country. Taxes were high at
the time the tolls were imposed ; they were
equally high now. He was ready to admit
that the tolls should be abolished. Traders
did not pay the taxes; it was the miners.
1f we take off the Road Tolls and add to the
Customs, the miner would equally pay. He
should recommend ‘“overnment to take off
the whole or part when feasible. $200.000
had been borrowed in London, and the Road
Tolls were nominally pledged as security to
bondholders. The Government, theretore,
was not in a position to recommend the re~
moval of the tolls until they had been replaced
by some other security.

which was secured many privileges by the
United States ‘Government. Numbers of
ships were loaded with lumber at the Sound
Mills, when not one came this way, because
the advantages enjoyed by those mills enabl-
ed them to compete successfully with ours.
He should recommend $1 50 instead of $1
per thousand. .

Hon Young would be very glad to sup-
port the motion if he could conscientiously,

To remit the duties would be a great miss
take ; it was wrong in prioci le, pro‘ection
bad already be¢n exténded to the trade by the
duties levied. under the taniff. It would be
combining  protection ‘with ‘free trade and it
was impossible to grant the privileges asked
by the hon member for Lillooet, which was
to tax the whole community in order to sup-
portone tranch of industry, every tradesman
m.ght claim privileges with equal reason ;
the coal company at Nanaimo might ask the
same advantages and be fully as maoch
entitled. - Protection was not necessary to
the lumber trade, it ought to thrive as well
as elsewhere: ‘Would not the hon member
for Victoria district be asking for a bounty
on every ton of produce shipped from Viec-
toria? It was impossible to make exceptions
by sacrificing one to assist another.

Hon Robson did not -see how the hon
member could take exception to this particu-~
lar case, had they not offered a premitm
for the erection of a Quartz Mill ? the same
principle was involved in the one case as in
the other; this couid not be termed class
legislation, or, as the hon Mr Young had
stated, a bounty given to develop one branch
of industry at the expense of another., It
.was the duty of Goveroment to assist tke
mill owners 10 order that the Colony might
be bepefitted. The resolation, however, was
not in the proper form, as he could not admit
the propriety of remitting duties. He would
recommend the Government to allow a draw-
back something less' than a dollar; the
necessity could only last for two or three
years, the money so paid would only be like
seeds put into the ground which ‘would
bereafter produce increased revenue.

Hon Young voted for premium to Quarlz
Mill, which was perfectly consistent with his
refusal to grant a bounty on lumber.
Miners might as well ask tor a drawback
on every ounce of gold exported.

Hon DeCosmos had listened attentively to
hoo members on the subject under con=
sideration ; in the present circumstances he
was prepared to support recommendation  to
afford relief to lumber interests, but mot to
the extent of one dollar per thousand. He
wished to enable mill owners to manufacture
lomber io this city as cheaply as elsewhere ;
The local demand was not large; theie were
only three towns were any amount ot lumber
wag consumed, and that was pow chiefly
for repairs, viz Victoria, Nanaimo and ' New
Westminster. It was the misfortune  of this
country that loss so frequently followed the
investment of capital , he would like to
gee at least- one 'undertaking successful.
He would therefore propose a resolution that
details be farnished to the House, to enable
them to grant such reliet as a drawback to
the extent of duties paid solely. on: articles
used in the manufacture of lumber; - Other
Colonies allowed drawbacks for duties on
raw material. -

Hon Soutbgate said in the present stage of
the Coluny lamber mlls must be fostered.
It was to the interest of the Colony at large,
that the milling interest should be sustained;
and Goveroment could fairly remit the
duties.

Hon Crease said the arguments on the mo-
tion were roughly made and based on fallacy ;
they were not sufficient in themselves to
warrant the House, either the terms of the
motion or the ‘resolution, in acting in tLe
matter,  He would favor a drawback ii any
action was taken in the premises. He could
not see what disadvantages lumber manu-
facturers labored under bere compared with
those in the neighboriog territory, any advan-
tages they bheld over us were almost con-
fined to flour, bacon, and beans, and they had
other taxes from which we were free, such as
the Stamp tax, which more than countervail-

DELAYED DESPATCHES

Mexican News—Evacuation of the City
of Mexico.

S an Francisco, March 11.--The steamship
Sierra Nevada arrived this morning from
Mazatlan and other ports in northern Mexico.
A Mexican gentlewan who came on the
steamer from Mazatlan states that it was ra=
ported that the city of Mexico was evacuated
by the Freach troops on the 5th of Febuary.
Marshal Bazaine had issued a_proclamation
stating the reason for the Freoch forces
leaving Mexico: Maximilian went with the
French troops, and it ie reported he had stated
that he was compelled by the Freoch ' com-
munder to' leave Mexico, instead '6f row
mainiug and relying on the people, as before
promised. The troops at last accounts, bad
reached Vera Cruz, where the transports and
men~ol~war were making rapid progress for
their embarkation, after the evacuation of
the city of Mexico. The place remained
in the possession of the police, until the
7th, when Gee. Diaz entered and took
possession in the name of Juarez.

Europe.

New Yorxk, March 12.—The steamer Africa
from Southampton has arrived. Ia the House
of Lords, Feb. 25th, Lord Derby moved the
second reading of the bill to continue the
suspension of the habeas corpus in ireland.
Earl Russel gave a cordial support to the bill,
which he considered fully justified by the rex
cent events. He tommenied  strongly on the
Fenian leaders in the United States, and espes
cially deprecated interference of the American
Government in relation to trials of the Fenian
invaders in Canada.

LoxpoN, March 17—The Reform Bill which
is to be brought into Parliament by ‘the
Government to~-morrow, will give theright of
suffrage to rate paying householders after two
years residence, to men paying £10 yearly
taxes, or having £50 in a savings bank, or
£50 ip funds, and to all members of ‘the
learned professions, and graduates of a uni-
versity. The Bill also provides for a £15
franchise in Consols.

St, JorNs, Jan 31.—The Governor opened
the Assembly to-day, In his message he re-
grets that pauperism is so prevaleat, a fact
which is attributable to the failure of the fish«
eries. He recommends that the most stren:
uous efforts be made for the suppression of
pauperism. He announces that negotiations
will be opened with the French Government
in relation to our rights of granting mineral
and other lands, on the French shore, hitherto
declined by the colonial authorities. He de<
plores the failure of the potatoe crop, and
urges the necessity of planting crops not liable
to failure.
