The guahty of the
specimens obtained was good conpidering that
they came from the outcrop, If there should
yrove to be a large quausity of this coal here
it can hardly fail t5 become valuable 1 con-
nection with the deposits of iron ore at Grand
Rapid, coly afew wiles lower down.” Lignite
was also found on the Messsmabi. Dr. Bell of
the geolugical survey of Canada says: *“When
on the east coast of Hudson Bay 1 was pre-
sented with a number of small specimens of a
very fine variety of authracite said to occur
on Long Island: about four miles. from its
southern extremity. It has a bright lustre
and s highly cenchoidal fracture. Some one
has remarked that this anthracite has teen
probibly washed on shore from some vessel.
Among the reasons why this could not have
been the case I may mention that up to the
time of its discovery no vessel had ever car-
ried any anthracite into Hudson’s Bay. “An-
thracite if thrown in%o the sea. would sink.
The compasition of this mineral is different
from that of any other known variety, and
lastly it dues not occur on the sea shore at
all butin the interior of the island,”

It 1s quite .clear, therefore, that coal exists,
whether in paying quantitics or npot remains
to be seen. If in payinc quantities it would
pay to construet the above road through eveu
were thepe not  the agricultural,  forest and
mineral resources known to .exist along the
line of reute. It seems to me that a texsigory
so suituble in  every respect for settlemens
and pussessing the resources which ' are now
known to exist should not be allowed to lie
waste, but,should he_ opened up by s of
railway communiestion. As Ontario ds to be
the great gainer by adopting this policy.by all
weans let us push abead. PRocREsS.
