Bridget Suilivan Tells What Occurred on
the Eventful Morning—The Prisoner’s
Movements Previous to the Discovery
of the Bodies.

Fart RiveEr, Mass., Aug. 26.—'!!30 rea-
wons of the police for arresting Lizzie l.Sor-
den for the murder of her gray-haired
parents are being made clear. The second
day of her preliminary trial has brought
sut the most sensational evidence. -

Bridget Sullivan, the Borden family ser-
vant girl, has told enough of the occurences
of that fatal morning to Weave a strong
‘chain of circumstantial evidence against
the accused daughter. According to
Bridget’s story it seems unpossible for any-
one to have committed the murders but
Lizzie Borden. A

Under the lead of District-Attorney
Knowlton this Irish girl traced minute by
minute the happenings in the Borden house
that morning. Her dreadful story was
told.in a straightforward, honest way that
bore the impression of truth. There was
no hesitancy in her speech, no awkwardness
and no contradiction. e85

Bridget’s testimony is viul:*“-;U nless the
defense can show what Lizzis was
in at the time the murders were committed,
7 there can be scarcely any doubt of the hand

that deals the blows. During all of Bridget's

damning evidence Lizzie maintained that

inperturbability that has characjerized her

all along. With her black-gloved hand
resting on her cheek she looked steadily at
“the pﬁo-&cod irl recounting the details
that procodos the commission of the
crimes and never winced.

The demeanor of her sister Emma was
about the same. She heard all with bowed
head. Her face seemed to speak regret and
resignation. ‘ .

Farr RIvER, Mass. Aug. 27.—The ex-
amination of Bridget Sullivan in the Borden
case was resumed to-day. Witness said
somebody was sick at the house Tuesday
night. Mrs. Borden .said she and Mr.
Borden were sick all night. They had been
vomiting and looked sick. When Lizzie
came down she said she had been sick, but
witness did not notice thas she looked un-
well. She had never seen Lizzie in the
barn.

When witness came down stairs Lizzie
told her she heard her father graning while
she was in the back yard. When she eame
in she said the back door was open.

The witness was then subjected to a rigid
cross-examination by Mr. Adams and ad-
hered very closely to her previous story.

She went out Wednesday might, had a
key for the rear door and returned alone
about 10 o’clock; never had any man from
Fall River visiting her at she Borden house;
two or three months ago an out-of-town
man called upon her; the lamp was lit when
she returned Wednesday night; there was
no gas in the house. Miss Lizzie
said she was sick, but did not ap-
pear to have been sick.  Witness
then described what the family had
to eat Wednesdsy. Emma and Lizzie went
away the Thursday before the murder, and
Lizzie oame back the following Tuesday.
Witness didn’t think Lizzie left the house
on the Saturday after, the murder. The
day before they were sick they had friad
fish for-dinner, and warmed over for sup-
per. Wednesday they had the muttcn
soup warmed over that they had the day
before. . Jdt was the next day that they
complainéd of feeling ill. The night before
1 ate some of the mutton soup and the next
morning 1 felt a little sick apd went out in
the back yard o vomit. .

Wituess went several times to the barn
to get water for the windows. All the win-
dows outside were washed before witness
went inside. She had finished washing the
*windows nearest the hall when she heard
someone at the front door ; could not say
that doorbeil rang. When Mrs. Borden
wes in the house .she answered the bell.

An offlcial who stands heigh in- the Gov-
ernment counsels was asked by a United
Press reporter to-day his opinion concern-
ing the guilt or innocence of Lizzie Borden.
“T have no hesitation
in saying that I. believe her guilty of the
crime.” ’

Being pressed for the ground on which
his judgment was based, the official said it
was largely founded on the evidence of
Bridget _Sullivan, although developments
at the private examination which resulted
in Lizzie’s arrest were strongly condemn-
atory.

INJURED AT A FIRE,

A Falling Wall Oarries Two Firemen
With It

New Yomk, Aug. 27.—Fire broke out
shortly after 10 o’clock this morning in the
boiler room of Goldberg’s picture frame
factory at 124 and 126 Wooster-street. The
fire spread to the adjoiming buildings and
to several buildings in Primcess-street, all

o’clock the brick wall of the buildings at
124 and 126 Wooster-street fell outward,
and two firemen were crushed in the
debrie. Maurice Stack of Engine Com-
pany 27 was carried out. His head
and face were horribly cut and bleed-
ing, and. he was internally injured.
A fireman named McCloy was also rescued
from the ruins. The firemen were on the
firé escapes of the building, 120 and 122
Wooster-strees, when the wall fell and their
escape from death was almost miraculous.
All descended in safety. Five .other per-
sons were injured. They were Mary Ellen
Hanley, burns on head and face, will pro-
bably die; Mary Guonunenzo, slightiy burn-
ed; Jacob Langwasser, fireman, fell from
ladder and received a scalp wound; A.
Perry, slightly burned; and George Win-
ters, fireman, slight bruises. Loss $150,000.

When the flames had been sufficiently
subdued to permitientrance to the building,
it was found -that everything, from the
proscénium arch to the rear wallon Seventh-
avenue, had been consuméd: excepting the
brick walls. The roof above the s
entirely burned 'away. In audito
the five tieres that rese above the orchestra
still remained, but all the trappings of the
bexes, the upholstering of ‘the chairs, the
frescoes of the walls and domeshad vanished.
In the boxes and on the tiers above the iron
frame of the chairsalone remained, Further
than the entrance doors to the auditorium
the flames had not succeeded in making
their way. No trace of the flames was
seen in that part of the building fronting in
Broadway. S

The building is owed by a stock company
and is believed to be fully insured. - The
damage ‘is estimated av $250,000. The
structure will be rebuilt as soon as possible.

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LONDON ALARMED AT THE ADVENT
OF CHOLEBA.

Another Death at the Gravesend Hospl-
tal—The Medicgl Officers Keeping a
Strict Watch for the Gamma's Passen-
gers-The Plague Makes Its Appearance
at Rotterdam,

LoxpoN, Aug 27.—It was announced
this morning that another passenger who
arrived at Gravesend on the steamer
Gamma, which arrived Thursday from Ham-
burg, had died from cholera as the Grave-
send Hospital. Considerable uneasincss has
been created by the knowledge that some
of the Gamma’s ers are in London.
The wheresbout of all of them are not
known to the authorities, but a strict
watch will be kept by all the medical and
sanitary officials for the first appearance of
the disease. It is considered that an out-
break is inevitable.

INEVITABLE.

Fighting the Plague on the Continent.

BERLIN, Aug. 27.—Delegates from all the
Federal States held a conferenco at the
Home Office to-day | on the subject of the
cholera. The president of the police re-
ported that. not a single case of Asiatic
cholera had yet been certified to in Berlin.
Statements were read from Dr. Koch aud
Councillor Rants with a general report
covering the whole health condition of
Germany. Both the statements -and the
report were reassuring, although Prof.
Koch thinks that the worst period of the
epidemic in Hamburg and Altona has not
yet passed. H

The authorities of Hamburg and Altona
are blamed for concealing the presence
of the disease. The first outbreak oc-
curred in Hamburg as far back as
August 14, and at Altona August 19.
During a whole week vessels left Hamburg
under clear bills of health, although the
authorities knew the epidemic was steadily
growing worse. The Imperial health office,
recognizing the value of the utmost publicity,
is making arrangements to publish daily a
health record of Berlin. and other centres,
reporting all cases of cholera and the kin-
disease. Diarrabceal disorders and
dysentery, ‘which are rather rife there and
which are apt to alarm people, will havethe
especial attention of the doctors.

Mr. Edwards, the American Consul Gen-
eral here, has taken the necessary steps to
keep theState Department at Washington jn-
formed of the situationthroughout Germany.
The health officer promises to furnish him
with all the information he receives. Mr:
Chacrles F. Johnson, the consul at Hamburg,
was visiting Berlin with his family, when
he learned that Hamburg had been at-
tacked. He at once returned to his post.
Scrupulous care is now taken at Hamburg.
The inspection is extending not to emi-
grants alone, but to the crews of vessels
and all pulenﬁm To-night’s advices
leave every populous place in Germany free
from Asiatic cholera, exceps Hamburg,
where Prof. Koch’s predictions regiyd
the spread of the disease are being fulfilled.
The Plagne has now spread over the whole
¢ity #nd to the subur A doetor " with a
ni of assistants has Ieft Berlin to assist
the Hamburg physicians. The ambulance
service and the means for the rapid burial
of the yictims have been greatly eat-
ed. The exodus of the wealthier Hamburg
families is now proceeding on a large scale.
Many merchants would close their shops,
but are prevented through fear of adding to
the public depression, which wants iut
little to become absolute pamic. While
many have fled other prosperous citizens
are doing much personally and through
agents to relieve families who have been
stricken, or who are menaced through want
of nourishing tood. Donations of food,
disinfecables and  medicaments are
plentiful. = Brandy, im which the
mass of the people believe, despite
the doctors’ opinions te the contrary, is
supplied gratuitously, shough in small
doses, at many places. Never in the history
of Hamburg has the hand:of charity Leen
80 open.

The people of Berlin talk 6f forming an
absolute cordon around Hamburg, Altona
and the mouths of the Elbe. This isa
cowardly and panicky idea and would be a
merciless restriction upon those within the
cholera sphere, while in official opinion " it
would be ineffective.

A sharp watch is kept upon cases oceur-
ring in Hungary and Austria. A number
of cholera cases have beem reported at
Wienerneustadt, at Bollenau in Austria
and even in Vienna itself, where the ra-
pidity of the deaths is suggestive of Asiatic
cholera. The health officer here relies im-
plicitldv upon the official communicaticns
regarding the disease received from Vienna.

Two Cases in Glasgow, .
LoxpoN, Aug. 27.—The 8t.° James
Gazette says two cases of Asiatic cholera
have occurred at Glasgow. The patients
were German immigrants on their way
from Hamburg to the United States.

Chelera in Hungary,

Buba PestH, Aug. 27.—Hungarian news-
papers declare that a number of cases of
Asiatic cholera have occurred at the Iron
Gates of the Danube.

Seventy-Eight Deaths at Hamburg.
HamBURG, Aug: 27.—The official cholera
statistics show that up to noon yesterday
there were 183 new cases and 7g deaths.
There figures indicate a large increase in
both the mew cases- and the deaths. All
the schools are closed.

Returns From Russia.

81. PeTERsBURG, Aug. 27.—The official
revurns-show that throughout Russia yes-
terday there were 6930 new cases of cholera
and 8203 deaths.” In 8t. Petersburg 108
new cases were reported and 29 deaths.

ANTWERP, Aug. 27.—Five new cases of
cholera and ome death have been reported
here since yesterday morning.

Falling Off in Travel.

New York, Aug. 27.—The outgoing
trans-Atlantic steamships to-day ocarried a
very small passenger list, which is due to
the prevalence of cholera in Europe.

The steamer Russia arrived from Ham-
burg this afternoon and is detained at
quarantine. An ins ection of her passen-
gers has been made, but no indications of
cholera have been secured.

Rumeor of Cholera in Cuba.
Crry oF MExico, Aug. 28.—It is rumored
in Vera Cruz that there is cholera in
Havana.

Close Inspection at New York.
Nzw York, Aug. 28.—The steamshi

For some years now we have had 10
our provincial university a department of
political science and we would just like to
know how many of the students who have
taken honors in that department are able to
sit down and prepare a comprebensive mono-
graph detailing the various treaty obliga-
sions entered into between Canada &nd the
United "States. To discuss the situation be-
tween the two countries intelligently in the
present crisis one ought to know the facts of
every obligation by which we are bouund to
the States and the facts of every obligation
by which the United States is bouund to usa.
Men who are really posted on this subject
would ‘be of invaluable benefit to this
country just now. Their intimate know-
leige of the facts - would enable them
to lead and guide public opinion
and to be a check on a lot of the
wild talk we hear these days. Henceforth
futernational politics are bound to play &
big part on. this Continent, and the nation
which has the best.trained and best informed
publics will not come out second best in the
questions which arise for settlement. Our
law schools and our universities may find
food for reflection in this matter, and an
epportunity of rendering valuable aid to the

. sountry of ‘which they boast to be the chief
sentres of learning.

We were reading the other day the testi-
maonials of one of our graduates, who was
spplying for a position in connection with
the University, in which he said he bad been
working up & special paper on certain fea-
jures of Wat Tyler's rebeilion. That may
be all very well in its way, but we want our
students in political science and history to
be able in'the first place to expound the con-
stitution, the treaties and the interpational
mterests of our own country first and fore-
most,

A peculianty developed by the advens of
trolley car is the susceptibility to fright of
the dray horses of the C. P. R. and G. T. R.

But let them meet a trolley car in Front-
street and their demeanor immediately
changes. They prance and jump and make
desperate efforts torun away, while thorough-
