ATLANTIC AND LAKE SUPERIOR RY.

‘l‘:"ew Rallway From the oo to Cascapedia

With Fast St hips ia ©

MoxNTREAL, May 22.—Canada is to have
another grens railway if the latest project
is carried to a ful tion, I
will be called the Atlantic and Lake Su-
perior Railway and will be in direcs opposi-
tion to the Canadian Pacific.

The big scheme has been hatching for
many months, but it was not until Satur-
day afternoon at 4 o’clock that it took its
present tangible form.

At the last session of the . Dominion Par-
liament a charter was secured by which the
Atlantic and Lake Superior Railway was
given the right to exist. Its capitai was

laced at $10,000,000, with power to issue
ebenture bonds to the extent of $20,000,-
000.. Soon after this the route was chosen.

It is as follows:

Sault Ste. Marie to Ottawa—: robably
over the Ottawa and Parry Sound Kailwny.

Ottawa to Montreal—perhaps over the
Canada Atlantic.

Thence over the Montreal and Sorel
Railway, which will be extended to Levis,
and then inall probability by the Inter-
colonial and Baie des Chaleurs Railway to
Casca; The whole to be known as the

pedia.
Atlantic aud Lake Superior Railway.

The fact that the Government had prom-
ised o subsidy for a fast line of mail steam-
ers, and which the C.P.R.had failed to pro-
vide, gave the promoters of the new com-
pany sufficient courage to decide on an en-
deavor to Secure that subsidy. It was
pointed out that the route to Liverpool
would be 400 miles shorter than that now
used by the mail steamers.

Moatreal will give. $1,000,000 as a sub-
sidy towards the $5,000,000 which 1t will

‘cost to build the bridge to counect the

Canada Atlantic and the Montreal and
Sorel railway.

THE SWIFTEST AMERICAN CRUISER,

L Bhe’ll Be a Dandy to Run Away When

the Fight Grows Warm,

BosroN, May 22.—With forward torpedo
tubes buried deep in the sea and the water
pushed almost as high as her forecastle the
armored cruiser New York steamed across
the line to-day, breaking the world’s record
and/winning for her builders the largest
premium ever paid in any country.

When 21 knots was predicted as the
speed for the new cruiser many hoped, but
few believed,that her engines would gver be
able to drive such an immsnse mass of steel
through the water at this rate.

She crossed the line to-day with a speed
of 21.09 knets. It places the United
States in the van among the navies ot the
world, and gives the United States not
only the most powerful but the swiftest
armored cruiser.

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COMMISSIONER ~ MONAHAN ~ BACK.

He Takes Evidence in Varions Olties as
to the Quality of New Drange
wick Brown Stone,

Mr. John 5. Monahan, the commissioner
appointed by the courts to take evidence
in the case of Captain Neelon sgainst the
city in the CounrtjHouse matter, has return-
ed to the city from New Brunswick. In-
terviewed by The World last night he
said:

“I acted as sole commissioner both for
the city and Captain Neelon. But the city
decided not to present any evidence, and I
only heard the evidence of Captain
Neelon's witnesses. I have just retarned
trom the quarries ot Sackville, New Bruns-
wick, but no evidence was taken at the
quarries at all. Captain Neelon had four
witnesses there, but they were sick and tor
some reason that I do not know the other
was withdrawn,

“‘We traveled in-several of the American
cities, including New York, Buftalo, Boston
and Philadelphia, and I there'took the ovi-
dence of a large number of experts. It all
went to show that the stome from the
Sackville quarry was universally charac-
terized by the clay spots on account of which
A rchitect Lennox rejected the Court House
stone. It is the city’s contention that it is
possible by going to a proper depth to
guuu’y stone that is comparatively free

tom clay spots. The evidence of the

American experts was to the effect that it
bad been used in large public buildings and
that it had washed off in time and made an
excellent appearance.

“The case is a very complicated one for
this reason, that it is very easy to attack
any stone. No variety of building stone is
fres from faws of some kind. Captain
Neelon’s solicitors cau make out a ecase
showing that the Sackville stone is the best
building stone to be had and that it
is impossible to get it tree from
clay spots. I think that the ease
will come up in September, although an
effort will be made to push it on at the June
Assizes. It will last at least 10 days. The
evidence taken before me will then be pre-
sented to the court.”

Referting to the arrest of Pigott, Capt.
Neelon’s partner, at Newcastle, N.B., on
Saturday night, Mr. Mopahan said that it
was on a capias ona disputed debt of two
or thiee years’ standing. It was owed to a
stone merchant nnmedz.["iah and amounted
to $500. Fish had never taken any action
and Pigott thought the matter had been
dropped.

r. Wallace Nesbit, who accom-
panied the commission, has sent a
lengthy lettler to Mr. Lennox, in which he
reviews the evidence taken at Buffalo, New
York, Boston, Philadelphia and Sackville
and says:

““The commission has thoroughly satisfied | pay

me that the stone can be got in any quan-
tity, sélected in accordance with what your-
self and Mr. Hunter demanded. I think it
of very great importance that the city
should, if possible, take the stone from
Sackville, as there is no reason why
the business in the country should not be
developed and Canadian material used. I
was particularly impressed with the fact
that the quarrying industry in New Bruns-
wick might be developed if the stone were
put upon the market and put in a large
and handsome building, such as the court-
house, - .

“They say that they can put on for the
next two seasons any way from 200 to 500
men in New Brunswick, and I think you
ought to press the work on yourself and
give employment to the great number of
men that it will require in the city here.

“I may say that I saw a carload of stone
then on its way to Boston, which was not
as good as they conld get, and which, to
my mind, was free from defects as any
stone you could grocnre from a quarry, as I
am quite satisfied, both from the careful
enquiries I have made and reading on the
subject, that there is no stone but has
some kind of defect, the detect complained
of in this being clay spots, which is a de-
fect not affecting the durability of the
etone.”

After a five hours’ session last night the
City Council on a close vote decided to
award the Otto E. C. Guelich Company ot
Detroit the contract for the paving of the
streets concerning which so much interest
has beenmanifested during the last week.

In the report of the sab.committee the
Parliament-street paving,Queen to Gerrard,
was recommended to be given to the War-
ren-Scharf Company, the College-street to
the Trinidad Company, and the Dundas-
street to the Construction and Paving Com-
pavy. This report was passed on to the
council with the recommendation that it be
sent back for further cousideration.

When the report was presented Ald. J.E.
Verral moved that the lowest tender in the
case of each street be accepted.
‘ The di ion which d occupied
the greater part of the evening, almosy
every member expressing his views.

Ald. Shaw drew the attention of the
council to the fact that the Bermudez
asphalt used by the Guelich firm lacked
the recommendation of the City Engineer,
who knew nothing whatever of the merits
of that material.

Ald. Hallam cared nothing for the En-
gineer’s recommendation and was positive
he could bring evidence to prove that the
Bermudez asphalt was the best.

Ald. Hewitt announced that one of “the
other tenders was informal as well as
Guelich’s, which he thought brought the
council face to face with the fact that there
were but two tenders left to deal with,
putting the city in the position of protecting
and fostering the combine. .

Ald. Crawford advocated advertising for
new tenders as being the only clean way of
settling the difficuity.

Ald. Davies pleaded for the lowest tender
to be accepted in the interests of the rate-
ers.

Ald. Hill did not think the council was
gathered to consider which was the highest
or which was the lowest tender, but to. de-
cide which tender it was best to accept in
the interests of the city. He was ayerse to
seeing more work than was allotted them
by the Board of Works go to the Guelich
Company, as he considered this company

Ald. Baunders wondered how the chair-
man of the Board of Works could see his
way clear to award the Guelich Company
$32,000 worth of the work. He wanted to
hear a tangible reason why the Guelich
Company had not received either all or none
of the work.

Editor World: In your editorial comment
inSaturday’s World on some remarks recent-
ly made'by me in reference to the advocacy
by some of free trade with. Great Britain,
combined with unrestricted reciprocity
withethe United States, you state: “While
Mzr. Gregorv pointed out these absurdities
he fell into one equally as glaring. He
recommends unrestricted . reciprocity with
the United States, our present tariff with
Great Britain to remain in force.” If you
tarn to the report of my speech you mention
you will see that I did not advocate
unrestricted reciprocity with the United
States. I merely stated my. belief
that free trade with the United
States, while retaining our present market
in Great Britain, would be more beneficial
to our people than free trade with Great Bri-
tain alene. My own opinion has long been
that the political union of Canada and the
United States is the only way to secure the
removal of the tariff wall between us.
Such a union would do away with all diffi-
culties as to loss of revenue attendant upon
either free trade with Great Britain or un-
pestricted reciprocity with the Unpited
States. Our public debt also would be as-
sumed by the United States, so that we
should not require to résort to taxation to
meet even it, W. D. Grecory.
