Senator Sanford Said to Have $20,000 Slock
Within the past year this city has 

been flooded with glowing prospectuses 
of the Colorado River Irrigation Com­
pany, and the company had an agent 
here canvassing for stock subscriptions 
tor the concern. It ie stated that quite 
a number of Hamilton capitalists liave 
stock in it, the name of Senator San­
ford being prominently mentioned. It 
is stated'that the Senator holds $20,000 
worth, but as he ie out of the city at 
present the report could not be verified.

Apart from the Senators holdings it is 
said that in Hamilton men took from 
$15,000 to $20,000 worth of paid-up 
stock.

Among the Hamilton stockholders arc: 
Mr. Darling, the local representative of 
the irrigation company; W. A. Johnston, 
grocer, corner of Cannon and Steven- 
streets; Mr. William Voelker, tailor, Hun­
ter-street east, and Mr. Henry Reader, 
tailor, King William-street. There 
all, Mr. Darling says, 20 or 25 stock­
holders in Hamilton, including himself. 
Thel stock held by these men ran in value 
from $150 to $1000 or $1500.

There are also several victims among 
St. Catharines business men.

The Agent Interviewed
Last year John C. Beatty* came to Can­

ada with his irrigation scheme, and 
took offices in the Canada Life building 
in Toronto. Hé appointed Mr. T. B. 
Darling of 143 Grant-avenue as the com­
pany’s agent in this city.

“Some six weeks ago,” said Mr. Darl­
ing when interviewed, “Mr. John H. 
Compton of Boston, the head agent of 
the company, came to this city and ad­
vised me of the probable trouble. He 
also saw several of the shareholders in 
this city, St. Catharines and other places. 
He told me that he found a strong feel­
ing against John C. Beatty, and the com­
pany, but after he had explained mat­
ters to the shareholders, they agreed to 
continue their support of the company 
and give John C. Beatty a chance to. 
carry out his promises.”

feature .of the company’s scheme is the 
building of a canal to irrigate 1,600,- 
000 acres of land. The firtstj 14 miles of 
this canal Would have to be built 
through the Yuma Indian reservation.

The woman was 
on the “fifth line” grossing, And had bad 
ample warning, but seemed to stand 
dazed with terror, facing the ap­
proaching engine. The crew returned 
with the engine, and found ithe old ladv, 
about three feet from the track, dead.

Montreal, Que., Sept. 11.—SW special 

cable from London says: The Economist, 
in its railway article, says that it ex­
pects that the Grand Trunk Railway of 
Canada will default and, further in sup­
port, the paper says it is sure that by 
the end ol the year there will be a big 
deficit in the debenture interest. If a 
receiver cannot be appointed, says The 
Economist, the directors will probably 
be obliged to make an issue of deferred 
warrants.

BRITISH I It ABIC REVIVING,

Chambers of Commerce Would Like Beef- 
procity With Spain.

London, Sept. JJL—The Congress of the 
Associated Chambers of Commerce opened 
here to-day, Sir Albert K. Bollit pre­
siding. In his opening speech the presid­
ing officer said that all current data, 
concurred in promising a revival of 
trade. It was ona of the greatest of 
facts, that any movemetot causing a ré­
laxation of the tariff in America must 
be beneficial to British trade. What­
ever England had suffered through bad 
times, other countries had suffered more.

A delegate from the Newcsatle Cham­
ber of Commerce proposed a resolution 
declaring that British trade interests 
with Spain required that treaty rela­
tions should be settled wi,th the leadt 
possible delay. Thfc debate on this re­
solution disclosed tth#3 growth of a ten­
dency towards reciprocity. Several de­
legates urged an increase of duty upon 
Spanish wine until a decreased tariff 
upon English goods were accorded by 
Spain. The resolution was adopted,

Béylin, Sept. 11.—The bullet-proof .doatt 
will not down. Another variety,, similar 
to the invention of the Mannheim tailor 
has made its appearance before the pub­
lic. It is the creation of a cutler l|t- 
ing in Barmbeck and has been success­
fully tested in séveral German cities, the 
bullets of the army trifles having failed 
to pierce in. Several days ago an offi­
cial test was made at W'ilhelmshajren in 
presence of high military officers, which 
seemingly proved all claims for the in­
vention. The inventor offered to manu­
facture a bullet-proof covering for a 
war vessel able to withstand 60 pound 
projectiles, and, according to The Ham­
burger Nachrichten, has received the 
commission, which is now being execut­
ed in Wilhelms haven, under the direction 
of the cutler of Barmbeck.

THE FARM AND GARDEN
HINTS AND NEWS NOTES BOTH FOR 

CITY AND COUNTRY.

Original Articles and Frees Clippings
IVhleh Have Been Prepared Especially

for Our Readers.

All farm.» know that the principal 
value of bârnyard manure ia in the am­
monia, or nitrogen, it contain». The 
strong odor around a pile of fermenting 
manure is due for the most part to the 
escaping of nitrogenous or ammoniacal 
gae, and farmers generally use absorbent» 
ot come kind to prevent the escape oi the 
principal value ol the manure. None of 
the agricultural crops will yield satis­
factorily unless it has had a 1res supply 
of nitrogen during growth. How to get 
this supply of nitrogen for the crops is 
the principal problem in farming. It is 
very seldom that a farmer has all the 
barnyard manure be can use to advan­
tage, and thousands of tons of am- 
meniated phosphates” are sold and used 
every year, generally with profit to the 
user. Nitrate of soda and sulphate of 
ammonia are need in large quantities, al­
though they are high-priced. The sole 
object in using them ie to get the nitro­
gen they contain ior the benefit of the 
crops on which they are used.

For come years Chemists have been en­
gaged in trying to find some cheap prac­
tical method of extracting the nitrogen 
from the air, of which it forme three- 
fourths of the whole. There ie an un­
limited supply of nitrogen everywhere in 
the! air, and If the farmer could only get 
a little, as needed, his crops would be 
greatly benetlted. The Drug, Paint and 
Oil Reporter says that a method has just 
been perfected by which the nitrogen oi 
the air can be mostly extracted in so 
simple a manner that sulphate of am­
monia can be produced and sold for one- 
fourth the present cost. With the pre­
sent machinery and methods the expen­
diture; of a ton of coal produces over half 
a ton of sulphate of ammonia, and the 
rest of the air decomposed being for the 
most part carburetted hydrogen gas 
can be sold for illuminating purposes lor 
nearly the cost oi the process. The 
cheapening of one source of nitrogen will 
bet a great boon to all good farmers.

IT PAYS TO SPRAT.
Last, year at Geneva they tried the ef- 

lecta of spraying an old orchard with a 
diluted Bordeaux mixture, one pound of 
copper sulphate in about 11 gallons of 
water. Spraying began on May 2, when 
some of the fruit buds were bursting. 
Another was given on May 10, taking in 
some trees not sprayed the first time. 
Another on May 19, when the first blos­
soms were opening. Another on May 81, 
when the last blossoms were falling. At 
this time one ounce of Paris green was 
added to 11 gallons of water, a« it was 
on June 12 and June 28. Thus some of 
the trçes had six sprayings and the bal­
ance had five. Other trees near them 
were left unsprayed. The fruit was pick­
ed, assorted, packed and sold by an ex­
perienced handler of fruit. The results 
show an average receipt per tree from 
Seckels sprayed six times of $6.48 per 
tree ; trees standing by their sid 
sprayed 68 cents per tree *, Seckels spray­
ed five times, $5.70 per tree, and those 
unsprayed 98 cents;White Doyenne spray­
ed five times $6.55 per tree,those unspray­
ed 46 cents per tree. Cost of material 
for spraying and labor, 91-2 cents per 
tree each treatment, or 471-2 cents for 
five treatments. As a heavy wind blew 
off many of the pears about three weeks 
before they were picked, the showing 

i favorable for the spraying as 
it might have been. The trees were about 
85 years old, and the largest from 25 to 
80 feet high, and had received but little 
pruning for several years, which increas­
ed the cost of spraying.

If the 
work had - been done to best advantage, 
that is, 11 it had been undertaken all at 
once and carried out with such labor- 
saving'appliances as we have at our com-, 
mand to-day, instead ol fifty millions, it 
would not have cost us twenty-live We 
are not experts in canal making and we 
Would not like to make an estimate of 
what.’it would coet to deepen the system 
by the additional six feet. But judging 
from what has been done, and the con­
ditional under which it was accomplished, 
we would be surprised’to learn that more 
than 50 millions will be necessary to 
complete the work.
