Five Thousand Five Hundred Men Killed

IN THE BATTLE BETWEEN TROOPS AND };i:l{-‘
ELS AT VALPARAISO.

Valparaiso, Aug. 24.—The insurgents
succeeded in landing ten thousand soldie
at Bay of Quinteros, north of Valparaise,
where they started along the shore toward

their men-of-war and eight armed trar

ports, besides all the boats of their fleet pro-
vided with mitrailleuse, endeavoring to
surprise the city by rear attack. The Gov-
ernment force of 5,000 men was immediately
detached from Valparaiso and succeeded
in delaying the crossing of Aconcagua River
near the mouth, while a sufficient number
of troops were moving by rail to protect
Valparaiso and oppose the insurgents by
at least 15,000, with a prospect of further |
increase of forces from other quarters. The
Government succeeded in stopping the in-
surgents for forty hours with a loss to. the
enemy of about 3,000 of their choicest men,
notwithstanding the fire of the insurgent
fleet, besides that of the land force. This
operation enabled the Government to select
best positions for the 12,000 arriving troops,
although this advantage cost loss of half the
number of gallant division of 5000 men,
which contested the march of rebels and
their crossing of Aconcagua river. The
rebel fleet has been kept at bay by the fire
of Fort Andies, and insurgent forces are

men-of-war, while the government forces
are constantly receiving reinforcements
from interior. It is now thought the rebel
soldiers will all be found at any moment
without any possible way of retreat.

San Francisco, Aug. 27.—Antonio Varoo,
envoy of Chilian insurgents, yesterday re-
ceived a cablegram from Valparaiso that
fight had been renewed that morning and
that Balmaceda was losing.

Washington, Ang. 31.—The state depart-
ment received a dispatch from Consul Me- |
Creery at Valparaiso this morning, stating
that Balmaceda had turned the government |
over to Baquedano and fled. Canto goes to |
‘Santiagc to-night to assume control until |
the arrival of the Junta from Iquigue.
Good order prevails here. Another des-
patch substantially the same as the above |
was received from Admiral Brown. |

San Francisco, Aug. 3].—Private advices
from the city of Mexico say the outcome of
the war in Chili will tend to hasten the re-
volution now smouldering in Mexico.
Diaz is said to be the Balmaceda of Mexico
and is charged with the same offences
against haman liberties as is Balmaceda in
furthering his personal interests. Diaz is
charged with combining with foreign capi-
talists and accepting bribes from foreign
corporations in return for valuable conces-
gions.

LAST ACT OF A BLOODY DRAMA.

New York August 31.—The Herald's
Valparaiso special says: The Chanaral
regiment of the cougressioval army took
formal possession of Santiago last night and
practically the last act in the bloody drama
of the revolution closed on Saturday night.
As soon as the news of the defeat of the
government reached Santiago and people
knew that Balmaceda’s power was gone,
their enmity to his government burst forth.
Balmaceda’s house, the government news-
paper offices, and houses of several promi-
nent officials were burned to the groun
The police, fire department and army v
demoralized, and made no attempt to main-
tain order.

Los Angeles, California.

Eprtor Monitor,—-I often see articles
and - correspondence from Nova Scotians
who have left the old homes to seek. their
fortunes in far-off climes. All parts of -the
continent have had their turn, but Califor-
nia so far seems to have been left out en-
tirely, or else painted in such colors that
we here can hardly believe that our fair
land could have so many hard things said
of it.

With your permission I will endeavor to
give the many readers of the MONITOR a
slight pen picture of this part of California.

The city of Los Angeles, in which I‘ re-
side, is the metropolis of Southern Califor-
nia, and according to the census returns of
1890 has a population of a little over fifty
thousand.

The old town, or Pueblo de Los Angeles,
was founded in the year 1781, so is a little
over one hundred y old. But few of
the old land-marks remain, the principal
ones being found in the lower Spanish
quarter, which is known as Sonoratown,
and consists of half-ruined adobe houses,
roofed with tiles. (Adobe is a sun-dried
brick). The main portion of Los Angeles
is of modern growth, the population in 1880
being only 11,113. The result is a city
with broad, well-paved streets, handsome
public buildings, massive business blocks,
and elegant private residences. The finest
cable car system in the West outside of
San Francisco, an extensive system of elec-
tric railroads which will be in operation ere
his is read, two great trans-continental
tailroads, and, above all, a magnificent and
rapidly-developing country.

Los Angeles city is sitnated somewhat
like a hub, from which spokes, in the shape
of numerous valleys, radiate. The San
Galriel to the east, Santa Ana to the south,
Santa Monica west, and San Fernando
north, are the picturesque names by which
these valleys are known

North-east of the city about twenty
miles, and extending north-west and south-
¢ast as far as the eye can reach, are
the Sierra-Madre mountains, which act as
a barrier to the hot winds that sweep over
the Mojare desert. These mountains are
from 6,000 to 13,000 feet high, and are
very different from the north and south
mountains of dear old N. 8. Their sharp
peaks stand out against the sky in strong
relicf, and one may often see on them the
waving top of some old giant pine, which
from the valley looks like a cat spruce, but
in reality is perhaps one hundred and fifty
feet high and eight or ten feet in diame
The sides of the mountains are deeply
rated with canyons, most of which have
streams tumbling down their rocky sides,
which are fringed with gorgeously-colored
flowers and gigantic fer: Th streams
are cared for and their contents housed and
saved in a way that is little dreamed of
until one sees what wonderful effects are
gained simply by the nse of water. Land
that apparently would not furnish plant
life to a blade of grass, suddenly teems
with fertility and produces hundreds of
dollars’ worth per acre. But Iam coming
down fr the Sierras too quickly.

Angeles is known as Wilson’s Peak, and
has an altitude of nearly 7,500 feet, and is
becoming widely known as the site of the

Canada and the Spanish Markets.

It is now asserted that under the most
favored nation clause in the treaty between
Great Britain and Spain, Canada will not
have the same privileges as those the Unit-
ed States has acquired in the Spanish mar-
ket by the reciprocity treaty recently
negotiated. The matter was discussed in
parliament the other day and Sir John
Thompson stated that the Imperial author-
ities had intimated that,where a reciprocity
treaty is concluded with another nation,
privileges of existing treaties are not ex-
tended. Mr. Mills, who is an authority on
constitutional and international law, ex-
pressed a similar view. If this opinion is
correct, thé British treaty with Spain be-
comes practically useless so far as cur trade
with Cuba is concerned and must continue
to be so until the treaty expires, It ap-
pears that, by this treaty with Spain, Bri-
tain has bound herself not to enter into
prefevential trade relations with her colon-
ies, a provision which she w ill not be likely
to renew on the negotiation of another
treaty, unless Canada shall have the same
privileges of trade with Cuba as the United
States has received.

To lnko Peach Preurves.'

In making peach preserves, if you wish

if a deep color, use those which are yellow.
Select large, firm, perfect cling-stone
peaches. Pare them evenly and thinly,
cut in large slices and weigh. To every
pound of fruit allow one pound of white
sugar ; put the peaches and sugar in alter-
nate layers in the preserving-kettle, letting
the last layer be sugar. Cover the kettle
and set it away in a cool place until the
next morning. Set the kettle on the stove
and when the syrup is getting hot, remove
all of the fruit ; let the syrup boil gently
for half an hour ; then put about a quart
of the fruit and let it cook for ten minutes.
Remove it to a dish, draining the syrup
from it. In this manner proceed until all
of the peaches have been cooked ten min-
utes. Then begin at the first dish and re-
peat the ten minutes’ cooking for the con-
tents of each dish ; set the fruit in the sun
while it is awaiting its return to the kettle.
In this way proceed until the preserves are
done and beautifully clear. When they
can be easily pierced through with a straw
they are sufficiently done. ‘"Again set the
dishes in the sunshine and boil the syrup
down until it is rich and heavy; then set
the kettle off of the stove and let thesyrup
cool somewhat.

Put the fruit in the jars and fill up with
the syrup. Screw on the tops close and set
them away in & dry place. Every day for
ten days set the jars in the sun, then stow
them away ; they will require no further

care.

A Good Mouse Trap.

A few years ago I discovered what I con-
sider a very succesful way of catching mice
and while I never tried it for rats, am in-
clined to think it might prove very success-
ful. It don’t cost much, and as I don’t
like to keep a light hid under a bushel, I
will therefore publish it. Takea twoorthree
gallon jar and fill it about half full of water.
Place this jar where their miceship areinthe
habit of preambulating. Take a board two
or three feet long, one end of which place
on the floor and the other end on the top of
the jar. Take a handful of oats and eprin-
kle them on the water. These will not sink
and a little meal thereon will make it still
more tempting for the rodents. Sprinklea
little oats or meal on the board. After
their miceship have eaten this, like Oliver
Twist, they will want ‘‘ more,” and will
jump down on the meal and oats in the jar,
and being unable to climb or jump, will
soon perish in the water. Now, brother
farmers, give this method of exterminating
these pests a fair trial and I think you
will be well satisfied with the result. Of
course, the mice should be taken out of the
jar every day or two and more oats and meal
added.—Frank Leslie.

How to Remove Ink Stains.

Lemon juice readily removes ink from |
the hands. Diluted spirits of nitre, ap-
plied with a feather, takes ink spots from
mahogany, which should be rubbed over
immediately with a rag dipped in cold |
water, or a white mark will be left. Ink |
spots in linen fabrics should be wet with |
milk and covered with common salt before
the articles are washed. Another way to
take out ink is to dip the article in melted
tallow. Iunk stains may be removed from
white fabries by alittle salt of lemons, dilut-
ed muriatic acid, oralic acid or tartaric|
acid and hot water. All strongacids, how-
ever, injure the fabric, and the spots should
be well rinsed in cold water after they are
used.
