B. E. GULLISON.

Born in Brookville, Digby Co., N.8., in 1869, he made
a profession of faith in Christ under the preaching of
Pastor Qeu. B. Titus, and was baptized into the mem-
bership uf the Beaver River Church in 1885, by Pastor
J. 1. DeWolfe. Mr. Gullison left his home a year later
with the purpose of following the sea for a living. He
felt a strong conviction that he ought to preach, but, like
Jonab, he tried to run away from the Lord, and, of
courso, got into trouble-—though nat exactly in the same
way that Jonsh did. Being unwilling to preach and
aftaid to let God's will be done, he drifted far awny into
the darkness. He could not pray and hardly dared to
read the Bible. At length thé Lord conquered, and,
convinced of the foolishness of his action, Drir. Gullison,
one night on board ship in the morning watch while on
the louk-out, yielded the contest by a complete aur-
render. He says: *‘Itold the Lord I wou)g do any-
thing he wanted me to do. Blessed hour! What I
drended before now 1 longed for, viz., to become a minis-
ter of the gospel.” Mr. Gullison preached during the
summer of ‘87, and was licensed by the Beaver ﬁivor
Church. He spent three yoars at Acadia College, preach-
ing during vacation. Then he dropped out of college for
two yesars, preaching at Tancock for o yesr and at Buaver
River a year. On tho latter field he was ordained, in
March, 93. A prophet has not always honor *‘in his
own countey,” but Mr. Gullison was su highly esteemed
by the pevple when he grew to manhood that they
refused to lot him return to college, and called him to
minister unto them in holy things. Returning to college
he completed hia course and waa graduated in June, '95.
He has been pastor of the Lower Aylesford Church for
more than two years, and on that field has had a blessed
ministry. The church became deeply attached to him
and slso to his noble wife, 80 that it was with much
sorrow that they gave him up for the ‘work in India.
Prabably fow pastors succeed in so short a time in getting
such a str.ng held upon the affections of their people.
Mc. (rullison had no Foreign Miasion impressions until
he attempted to preach his first missionary sermon. He
could rot preach that sermon until he had told the Lord
and the people that he was willing to be a missivnary
himself. hile at Acadia, the volunteer pledge was pre-
sented to him, but he could not sign it. He was willing
but not desirois to be a missionary. Later on, however,
he wrote a pledge in the fly-leaf of his Bible, and
promised the gmr to go where he would send him. He
says that he does not believe in a first call to the minis-
try and a sccond one to the foreign field. When God
calls he calls once, and that call summons one to work in
any part of the vineysrd. The desire to spend his life
where his services were most needed, and his failure to
find any good excuse for remaining at home, decided him
as to the place where God would%;e pleased to have him
labor. o

fall of 1838, Hor first venture had been to the North of
Indin sy a Mussionsry of the Church of England Mission-
ary Society, now she went us au honorary wmissionary
of that suciety buaring her own expenses and thuse of

another lady. Ootocamund was the place.selocted for

thoir efforts. Though she was forty-seven years of age
yet she took up the study of Tamil and really mastered it
8 a8 to du eoffective missionary work. Her lotters home
toll of the romautic situation of her ield, of the moutain
climba, of many satisfaotory schuols of Mohammedans,
wha loved to recite Bible texts.  These however did not
tuke afl her tine, for she remembered Ll}u Kurasians in
har efforts nud also directed her attention to the Todas
an aboriginal tribe who were the lords of the hills, and
yet most unprinusing subjects of missionary effort.

The Todas were but a remnant of their former num-
bars ;. 1llenass, 10fanticide, disgusting heathen customs
combinad with the love of strong drink were rapidly
swouping them from the mountaine.  Many of the girls
were killad 1n infancy, the women wero fuw, so that there
was only one wife to each clan.  When Miss Wallinger
visited us hur face fairly benmed with joy as she spoke of
the wark atnony the Tudas. ** You know, " she said, ** that
the great body of the redeemor is to be made up from
evory kindred, tribe and nation,” and a>we must surely
expuct to 8 conversions amoug the Todns.”  Her asso-
cinta, Mise Ling, toak up the wurk among these people.
She learned to sprak the languagoe lusntly and translated
the gospel of Mark.

Before Macch 2ud, 1894, Miss Wallinger had moved
down to Coonour and stayed with an assistant missionary
who hud n nurses’ training school. Her friend n:ticed
that she was planning fur the future of her beloved Vilgirt
Mission, Aud alss that her thoughts seemed full of the
glories of heaven.  That same day symptoms of chilera
appeated an! in luss than twonty fuuc hours Miss Wall.
inger had passed awny.

Her inst lotter was to help a lady who was considering
foreign work. 1 do not knuw her,” she writes, *'or
what her age may he,”” but 1 do think that there is such
a variety of work that no one need fosl disheartened.

Tho ather old lady is well knowa to most of your
readers as A. L. O E., the author of many charming
books for young psopls.  Her real name was Charlotte
Maria Tocker. the third daughter of Henry St. Genrge
Tucker, a distinguished member of the Bengal Civil Ser-
vige. She was born in London, England, hawever, after
hor father had removed thither. Miss Tucker believed
tha* she had & miasion of the pen and though she waited
until her father's death in 1851, before giving her writings
for publication, yet for twenty-four years after that sha.
wrate industriously. Probably it was because her father’s
life had beon spent in India, and also that two of her

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brothers had gone there both of them Christian men (one
of them, the Judge at Futpehpore, was killed in mutiny)
that first lod her to desire to go tu that couutry.

She sailod for India in 1875, when b4 years of age, and
went first to Amritsar, and afterwards removed to Batala
where she cowmmenced active mission work, visiting
zenanns, which she kept up to the last and also helping in
school work there.

The life in Batala was one of comparative retirement
yot sho retained great onorgy and was roady at thoe nge
of 68 to go to the Andaman lslands ps a pioneer. There
wore maty bright and dark experiences in those last
eighteen yoars spent in India, but she waa taught one of
the hardest lessuna which missionary life teaches :  ** The
quiet abiding of God's time.”

During her last sichness they brought her to Amritear
to be nursed, Amritsar of-the-golden-temple, and here
on December 2nd, 1883, she passed intov the presence of
her God.

the lifs of a young married child in India, as it was told
at a meeting not long before. A little happy girl of
twelve, married as all Hiudu girls are at that age, and
waiting in her mother's house for the time when hur hus-
band should send for her, was taken by » man suppused
to bo a messonger from her husband, to a houso in the
city, where he attempted the most shameful indignities.
When she resisted he took her up bodily and threw her
out of & secund-storey window, nearly killing her. Her
sufferings in the hospital, the refusal of her ﬁuubnnd and
his mother to take her home, though protesting agninat
going to live with the Bible-woman, her ouly friend, had
moved Mrs, Porter with great indignation when she heard
the story, but she had tried to furget it, saying:

*1f Hindu mothers will follow so blindly the old
customs, they must expect their daughters to suffer.”

She had plenty of time to think of it us she drove hast-
ily over tho miles that separated her from her own daugh.
tor, perhaps wore braised in body, though not for want
of the tenderest care.

At last she caught sight of the ovor-turned phwston.
A puffing steam-roller uot far off expluined the nccident,
but there was no other sound. Her daughter was not in
sight. Was she beyond the power of speech I Imagine
her delight when, as she sprang from her carriage beside
the pila of cushions and springs, her daughter’s voice
groated her with the words :

“ 0, mamma! [ am not hurt, but 1 could not walk
home, and I felt sure Billy would run to his old bome
and let you know I needed you. How good of you to
come for me ! How thankful I am for such a dear, watch-
ful mother !

It would be hard to tell whether gratitude or penitence
wore uppermost in that mother's mind on her way home.

“* My daughter is thankful for such a mother,™ she
thought, **and all my hfe my Heavenly Father has
watched me day and night, going out and eoming in. and
not an accident or serious illneas hns befallen me.  Half
an hour ago. while I thought 1 had nothing especial to
be thankful for, and was saying [ could see no reascn for
a thank-offering, He was shiolding this dear child frow
the greatest peril.”

Mra. Porter had received her token. Nogift of maney,
no medal or certiticate could have been a surer taken
that she was called to give her teftimony of thanksgiving.
The Lord bad spoken to her, and {ﬁs message waa,
** Consider how great things I have done for you." Her
firat resolve was to make sare that poor Mrs, Brown re-
ceived her token, and on her way home she drove around
by the little unpainted home and put a five dollar bill
into that astonished woman's hands. *‘The Lord sent
me," she anid. **to tell you that I ton am grateful that
I have something to give.”

And on the day of the Thank-offering meeting she did
not ask her hushand for mnney, but she«ipened the inner
drawer in her cabinet and took out her last Christmas
present, a 8100 bill which had beon saved to buy a pic-
ture or a jowel. No offering wns cast into the basket
with a happier heart than that on the envelope of which
Mrs. Porter had written, ** He drew me with the bands
of love." — Miasion Stidies.

If only
we co/uld all, once, realize what ooustitutes real hard
times, even the ‘famine of the word of God’ which has
been ravaging this country for years, with how much
more zeal and earnestness would we send, with how
much more desire would this people partake of the
* bread of life.’

** October nearly gone and no rain yet, and the sky
looks as though * there was no more rain left in heaven.’
But we know there is, and at His command the showers
will come down to water the earth. At present He
withholds, and men's hearts ‘tremble within them
because of fear." Oh, that the people of India would
learn to whom to look in their time of fear !

** Have been going out with Misa Hatch for a week
now, and am beginning to realize the greatness of the
work that lies before your missionaries in this land.
We have visited in several caste houses and have been
well received. The women have listened, oh ' 8o engerly,
as Misa Hatch and Martha the Bible woman have told
them of the origin of ain, of the first mad act which

Deuar beaders of the Livk

An account of one of my Bible-women, Veeramma's
expericnces, as related by herself, upon wur recent
reunion after & month’s separation, which time she spent
tn her awn village aud 1 on tour with Miss Stovel, was so
interosting and inspiring to me, that I puas it on to you
with the prayerthat the siniple faith and devotion of this
one of the Lord's chosen vnes muy prave as refreshing to
you aa it did to me.

S8ome of you may not be aware of the destructive fluod
which visited this district in July, causing great distress
among tho inhahitants of the Hunded district.  Of these
villages, Veeranuna's was ona, hence her month's salary
of 4 rupees (a little over a dollar) did not loag suffice to
meet the needs of herself, ron, daughter-in-law and three
children.

As the afternoon was wearing away, a Kapu (or man
of the farmer caste), who was passing her house, re-
marked to a by.stander, ** That woman is always praying
and singing "
*‘ahe has been at it all day, although she has had no
fond.”

Upan hearing this the farmer ecalled Veeramum, and
inquired of her if she had really had no food that day,

*“Yes,” replicd the person addressed,

whereupou she replied, ' Yes,” (for anid she. ** 1 did not

want him to ridicule me.”) ‘' Tn my Father's house are
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many mansions, and one of them is for me. My Father
is rich. He owns everything, and can 1, His child, lack
apything 1"

Then unknown to Veeramma, the farmer called her
daughter-in-law, and gave her some rice.

True, it was not much, only sufficient for the ovening
meal, but it was all she had any warraut for in Scripture,
wherein we are taught to pray, **Give us this day our
daily bread.” But that was not all. The Father did
according to His ** excoeding abundantly,” and the next
morning, by the hand of this eame benefactor, sent them
a buffalo, the milk of which they were to have for the
keep of the animal, which, if they chuse to buy, they
might pay for at any time it was convenient. A day or
two afterward, a Mahommnedan ordered ghee (a crude
kind of butter), for which he pnid a rupee in advance.

At this time, when partly on accuunt of iniprovidence
and partly flood, followed by drought, how 1mpreuxvely
Veeramma relates these things to the glory of God, and
exhorts her hearers, who, ns a rule, attribute their dis-
tress to God's unkindness, to ‘' seek first the kingdom of
God and His righteousness, 526 all these things shall be
added unto them.

One such witneas for the Lord is invaluable in a land
whose inhabitants are conatantly saying,
your God 1

more.

During her stay in her own village, the Malas cele-
brated n feast to the goddess Gontamma, and as the Mala
hamlet is in cluse proximity to her house, this heathen
performance went on at her very door. Her righteous
soul was 8o grieved and vexed tn see the honor due to
her God bestowed upon a senseless, shapeless Jumyp of
mud, gaudily decorated with a few apots of red and
yellow powder, that as snon ae the ceremonies began, she
entered her house, clused the door, and far into the
night, until the unholy rite wae ended, she remained in
tearful prayer to God that He would grant to enlighten
the darkness of these benighted ones, and exalt His holy
name in that place. When her son, who was curious to
see what was going on in the street, ventured to satisfy
his curiosity, she strongly rebuked him, saying that
Christians should not behold the perpetration of such
unholy deeds nor tolerate such open insult to their God,
who alone is worthy to be praised. Those outside, hear-
ing her crying and prayers, ridiculed and said, ‘** s this
the time for tears when all are s0 merry 7" und in the
morning came to find out the reason of her strange con-
duct. You may rest assured she improved the oppor-
tunity. ’

8he also claima that a backslidden Christian, who was
very ill, was raised up by the Lord in anewer to her
prayer, that he repented and gave the Lord a thank-
offering.

Then the account of her trip to Vuyyurn caps the
climax. It took her and her sbn just three days to travel
twonty-four miles. In tho different villages by the way,
in her burning zeal for the Master and love for souls,
she would, much to her son's disgust, quite lose all con-
sciouaness of the flight of timg, of the increasing heat,
the approaching darkness, or of the necd of rest or foud,
and preach on and on, until her less zealous son, unable
to restrain his impatience longer, would by some remark
remind her that Vuyyuru was her destination, and then,
regardless of darkness or heat, or the entreaties of her
hearers to tarry, on she would start at a brisk pace,
never slackening until the néxt village was reached,
where the same was repeated. One village was reached
at midnight after all had gone to rest, but upon the
announcement uf her arrival, an sudienco soon gathered,
and without bathing or tasting food, she preached for
about two hours,

By the above you learn a little of the character of the
Bible-woman who worked with me, and whom I have
learned to luve as 1 love ao other Telugu. What a
powerful instrument the Lord has made of an ignorant
heathen woman of the luwest grade of an, at the best.
fearfully degraded society.

Let us pray the Lord to raise up many more such
witnesses for Himeell iu the heathen land.

“ Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done on earth as it
is in heaven." May the Lord hasten the day when the
kingdoms of this world shall have become the kifigdom
of our Lord and of His Christ,

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Extracts from Secretary's repogh for the year 1895.

On behalf of the Committoe I have much pleasure in
submitting A report on the working uf thia institution for
the vear 1805.

Strength.—The year opened with 61 scholars on our
rolls and closed with 69, the wmaximum number attained
during the year being 72. Theso figures compare favor-
ably with these of the previnua yenr, and are the highest
yot reenrded.  They might have beon still mors eatis-
factary, but for the fact that during 11 months of the year
the upper storey was in course of constructinon and in
consequance many applieations for admiasion of boarders
were rejocted.

Examinations. — At the Government Examinations held
in Decornber 1885, we sont up 3 candidates for the Lower
Secoudary and all passed ; out of the 7 seut up for the
Upper Primary, 3 passed fully, and 3 others in every

-zubject bul hygiene,

Curriendum, —Since the abolition of the Women's
Higher Examinatinrn we have practically worked as a
Middle School, although recognized as a High School.
Owing t paucity of funds we have beon unable to provide
the nacessary Chemigal and Physigal apparatus to teach
up to the Matriculation. Thu Coinmittes have in con-
seqquence decided to hold the Upper Secondary Depart-
ment in abeyance, and apply for recognition as a Lower
Sscandary School, until their pecuuiary position im-
proves,

Fers. —While strictly adhering to our original policy,

that of providing education free to children of indigent
parenta; a low rate of fees have been charged to such
pareats as are in a position to pay.  The amount collected
from thi« source during the yoar was Ra. 284.14.3.
. Boarding Depurtment. - The year opened with 16
boardurs and cloand with 15, maxitnum number attained
20, Owing to building oparations which accupied the
groater part of the year, and want of adequate accrn.
madation we were compelled to restrict the number of
admissicns to this department. In our previous Aunnual
Report we stated that we had roceived the generous
offer of a4 loan of 81.000 to enable us to put an upper
storey on the building. Wnork was commenced in Dec.
ember, 1894, and the building, completed in November,
1896

Wy would again draw the attention of parents to the
fact that this ia the ounly Protestant Girls’ Boarding
School betwoen Madras and Calcutta, and that the
Boarding fees charged, and food supplied (which is
abundant and wholesome,) compare favorably with those
of any other institution of its kind in India. The prim-
ary ohject of the Comdittes is to provide a home for
girls, where they may be brought under Christian influ.

“ences, and where uo pains are spared to give them a
sound moraf as well as intellectun! training.

The Committes have plensurs in recording their
appreciation of the valuable profeasional services render.
od to tha schonl. free of charge, by Surgeon Captain W,
C. Vickers, nnd his successor Surgeon Major E. S
Sarkies, Civil'Surgenns, of this station, to whom they
offer their yrateful thanks.

Finances-—Day Srhool.—~The yenr npened with a debit
balarice of Ra. 282.5-8 and closed with Ra. 688.0.5 in
debt. The Subacriptinns and Donations show a decrense
of Rs. 601.8.-6, compared with the previnus year. owing
prbbably tn many subacribors having loft the statinn and
some suhaeriptions being in arreara.  The income from
fees shows an advance of Ra. 120 13.9. With the oxcep-

tion of salarios of tesching staff and peon, and a miniety
of Miss Spooner’s pasgage money, the Day 8chool Funds
have not been burdened with any but legitimate charges.

Boarding Department. —The year opened with a credit
balance of Ra. 481-13 9 and closed with Rs. 698-14.5 tn
hand. This more than counterbalances the deficit in the
Day School funds, leaving a balance to the good of Ra.
32-4-0.

In conclusion we would eulicit the generous friends
who have 8o liberally helped us in the past, to extend
the same help to us in the future, and to assist us to
liguidate this fresh debt of Rs. 4,000,

This school supplies a very decided want. It has done
good work in the past and has exercised a healthy influ-
ence—nat only in this town, but alao in other remote
places whither our pupils have acattored.

We receive no aid from Government and are depend-
ent entirely upon voluntary subscriptions for our support.
The Home Board of the Foreiyn Mission Society of
Ontario and Quebec cuntributes cne-half of the Lady
Principal’s salary.

preached by the pastor of each church on Sabbath morn-
ing, January 10th ; of special prayer for the success and
enlargement of the Church’s Foreign Mission work, on
Wednesday ovening, January 13th ; of Interdenomina-
tional Rallies, on Thursday evening, January 14th ; and
of a Grand Mass Mecting, on Friday evetding. Jaunuary
156th. Where this programme is not practicable, the
District. Rallies may be omitted, and the Interdenomina-
tinna] Mass Meeting may be held on any evening of the
week mnst convenient to the local community.

6. That the pastar secure the co-operation of the
Christian Endeavor Socieries, Baptiast Yuoung People’s
Unions, Epworth Leagues or other Y. ). societies in
their churches, in insugurating this campaign of Inter-
denominational Rallies and Mass Meelings.

‘1 have sp-
peared unto thee,”* I send thee.” That is the beginuing
of all true work for God, and with God. The first fea-
ture of all genuine missionary service is Divine loader-
ship. When Coustantine was laying out tho {oundations
for that great city on the Bosphorus, and his attention
was called to the vast scale upou which he was project-
ing it, his quiet answer was: ‘I am fullowing One who
is leading me.” That is the spirit and motto of every
Christian disciple : * 1 am following One who is leading
me.”"”

Again, Dr. Pierson says: *' If those who cannot go
would go by proxy, they must consent to share the work
by sharing the prayers and solf-sacrifices of the 1wissiun-
ary. It is unfair to talk of taking partin the world's
evangelizition while we give a fuw shillings or pounds
or dollars a year, which cost us little if any self-denial,
and are sanctified by little prayer.

“Tn 1 Sum. xxx. 24— which wna the lamented * Han.
nington's text'—David urdained that, ‘as his part is
that goath down to the battle, s» shall hir part be that
tarrieth by the stuff; they shall part alike.” But wani-
festly they who wero guarding the stutfs were regarded
as equally taking share in tho battls, for they were
doing their part to make the victory sure. (Compare
Ps. Ixviii. 13, 14.)"

Again, ** Paul had the rare grace of continuance. Let
us remember that this implies tho scceptance of holy
sorvice as a habit of soul and life.  No oceasional, tran-
sient, asntimental, spasmodic activity supplied the con-
ditions : we must day by day, by God's help. continue
our work and witness.” . . . . . .

““If wo nre evor to have a really advanced movement
and permanent increase of missionary interest, co-opers-
tion and consecration, four conditions are abeclutely
necessary, each implying u definite habit un the part of
the diaciples.

*“1st. A habit of knowing about missions. Familiarity
with the great facta of u world’s need. Faots
arw like fuel tu the fire of true missivuary zeal. .

“2nd. A habit of gicing. We must get n new con-
ception of stewnrdship, learn to recognize all we have as
God's, because we are His, and our giving must be as
habitual as our praying, and as natural and necessary to
true, holy living. . . .

**3rd. We need n habit of praying. No motive power
in church machinery is 80 neglected. [t slumbers like
un uuused engine, which has only to boe set running and
connected with thousands of spindles to keep them all in
motion.  Peayer has turned every crisis of the kingdom.
How long will it take us to learn that the shortest way
t reach our fellow-man uext door is by way of the
throne of grace 1 . . .

“4th. We need a habit of loring. Unselfish benevo-

- lence is a lorson to bo learned only af the cross. To

love men as Christ loved, nut fur any beauty in thew, bat
despite all their wickedness and hatred to love then, if
80 be we may develop in them lovely qualities by bring-
ing them into contact with the God of Love ! Ah! that
is the soul of missions, and makes all lnbor light.”

DO FOREIGN MISSIONS PAY?

When peuple ask if foreign missions pay, it is clear
that thiy are ignorant of the facts. Oune evidence of
thetr succuss is their stupendous growth. KEvery yenr
there come from the varioua ficlds up}wnl: for more men,
and requests for larger supplies. ‘This means that the
work is upening up so rapidly, that so many opportuni-
Uios arv prosented, that the men and the menns at hand
are uttorly insufliciont for the work. This very growth
of mission work s the best possible proof that the work
1 prosperous.  These continual calls for help show that
the work of missions is a splendid success.

When vur Protestant missivus began, China wag hor-
metically sonlud. Tt was death to presch the Goapel in
Japan,  Indin was closed ngainst all missionaries. South
Atorien was controlled by the Church of Rome. The
unst adventurous wers deterred from ontering Afriea
Ama Manor was inaccessible.  How is it now { Said
Canon Farrar @ Of the five great divisiona of the mad-
ern world, Christiauity is dominant in three, widening
w the fourth, and in Africa has effected an important
lodgment. At the beginning of this century Sierra
Lenne was one of the most degraded placea on the faco
of the globe.  Ship londs of slnves were turned adrift,
and the place resked with every kind of abomiuation,
and fifty-three missionarivs aud their wives died in
twanty years. Now, under the bishopric of a native
tonee b slave boy, sold for a horse, returned as a bad
iargaiu, sold twice for rum and tobacco, then converted,
liburuted, ordained), the colony is full of Christian places
f worship.”

In Japan, two hundred years ago, it was said : ** While
the sun shall shine upon the carth let no Christian show

his face in Jupan.” This law was not repesled until
1872, To-dny it is said : **Our old faith _has lost its
hold. A nation cannot ive without religion.  This
raligion has Jesus Christ behind it, and we will listen.”

Not fifty yeurs ago Dr. Morrison, hiding in s cellar,
was translating the Bible into Chinese, snd in locked
rooms was preaching the Goapel to the few who could
listen. Now the Bible is resd in the various Chinese
dialects, and thero are ovar 100,000 Christians,

[n Fiji, fifty years ago, the natives were cannibals.
To-day, of the 120,000 inhabitants, 102,000 huve acgepted
the Christian faith, pud there are 800 goud churches.

In India heatheaem is practically dovmed.  So great
is the Christian intluence that Chunder Sen once said, it
was not the British Government that was ruling India,
but the Bible. There are now more than 2,000,000
converta.

The Bible was not translated into any hesthen lan-
guage other than the Gothic until the nineteenth cen-
tury. Now it is read in more than two hundred lnngunges,
atud in more than twentydfive times as many tongues as
wore heard on the ddy Y Pentecust.

In Burmabh, seventy yoars agu, there was not a Chris-
tinn. Now there are 100,000 converta.

The Friendly Islands had not a native Christian fifey
years ago. Now there are mure than 3,000 church mem-
bers, who give annually from their scanty store mure
than 815,000 for religinus objects.

Micronesia saw her first Christian canvort but little
more than twoenty-five years ago. Now there are forty-
soven self-supporting churches and five thousand church
members,

‘Says a missionary to New (uinea: **[ shall never
forget the firat night I lnuded in New Guines, and 1
should like to cuompare it with the last night before 1
left. T could see the tires through the coconnut trees ;
1 ¢ould hesr the drums beating and I heard the shriska
of the womeun. 1 knew there was heathemsmn and can-
nibalism all around. Seven years afterwards | sat on
the veranda of my little houso and saw a fire in the
cocoanut grove, just as on that first terrible night I
landed. But the swund that came fioating up the hill
was not shrieks of women. It was a Moody and Sankey
hymn, They were c¢ngaged iu their evening worship,
and after the prayer and the talking of the teacher,
came about two hours of the singing of Moody and San-
key hymna. They are very fond of them. This change
was brought about within eight years.”

In a church on oune of the New Hebrides Islands
there is n tablet to the memory of the famous mission-
ary, Dr. John Geddie, and on it are theso words :
**When he landed in 1848, there wore no Christians
here, and when he left in 1872, there were ne heathen.”

The famous Brahmin, the Rev. Naryan Sheahadri,
now a Presbyterian minister, put it very well, when at
a meeting in Philadelphia he said : ** 1 am often asked
if foreign missiouns pay.  As I look over this andience 1
am sura that they du, for I remember that your ancestors
wore degraded henthen when mine had a high degreo of
civilizatton. By the work of Christian foreign missions
your ancestors wers rescued, and your Christian civili-
zation is a result.” This is something we should never
forget—that the Christian civilization of Europe and
America is directly due to foreign missions.  He would
be heathen to-day if men had not left their homes and
crossed seas, and braved perils to bring the Gospel to
thosa who had it not. ell it is for us, who perhaps
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have little or no interest iu foreign missions, that Paul
orossed from Troas to Macedonia ; that missionaries
E:metmwd the forests of Germany; that Augustine
nded on the coast of Britain, and that the cross was
plauted on the shores of the new world. Our present
Christian comforts, conveniences and civilization can be
traced directly back to those tirst foreign missionaries
wha weat forth f{rom the gates of Antivch. Wo are
literally and personally debtors to foreign missions, and
we are thersfore in honor bound to tranemit to them
what has thus blessed us. Kvery Christian should be a
missionary. The obligation to preach the Gospel to
overy creature isapon all alike. If not, why not? If
we cannot personally go to the foreign lield, others
should represent us. We must go by proxy. If we
ive of our money, our time and our prayers, which may
ﬁe all that God calls us to give, we then Knve the lightest
and oasiest task. The command to go snd disciple all
the nations is w8 much to une as another. God has
raised up thousands of young men and women from our
seminaries and colleges, who are willing and anxious to
represent us in the different fields. Have we a right to
forbid them by withholding our offeringsi Ought we
not to be thankful that they are so ready to go for us!
But how shall they go except they be sent! Said a
returned missionary from China recently to a largs audi-
ence - ‘* It is not fair for me and my wife to leave our
pleasant homes aud dedr ones and go to distant China,
ang expose vurselves to self-denial aud privation and toil
to do Christ's work, while you sit comfortsbly in your
homes with no thought of us, struggling alone.” No!
it is8 not fair. It is cruel, unjust, wnchristian, thus to
treat those whom the Church has sent out to do work
which is as much ours as theirs,

The secretary of an English missionary society recently
acknowledged the receipt of a large Bum given as **sub-
stitute for service.” The idea is a good one and might
be followed by more such. In the late wdr, the man
who could not (or would not) go to the front, sent & aub-
stitute. So in this warfare against evil, this strugyle
with the powers of heathenism and sin, you can sen(% A
substitute if you cannot go yourself. We pray, '* Thy
kingdotn come.” D+ we help to make it come? Are we
doing all we can to anawer our awn peayer 7 Tuia a dis-
couraging fact that ministers have to stand up and argue
for this cause, and bey and implore Christiane bought
with the blood of Christ to give, in order to bring that
(tospel to others. There is something wrong about it.
A eounvert from Burmah was urged upon a certain ocea-
sion to address & congregation in respect ‘o their duty to
send out and support more wmissionaries. Aftor a mo-
ment of thoughtfulness he asked with evident emotion
“ Has not Jesus Christ told them to do it?"” .'* Oh,
yea ! was the reply, *‘ but we wish you to remind them
of theit duty.” **Oh, no!"” said the Karen, ' if they
will not vbey Jesus Chriat they will nol obuy me.” KEven
if foreign missions did not pay, there is Christ’s com-

mand, and we all profess to love and obey Him. The
eat commission has never been revoked. *‘Go we!"

1
fels uverwhelmed with the thought-~she bad never heard
of Jusus, the only Suviour. [ should never.see her again,
and she wae dywug, only perhaps a fow weeks w live. My
heart cried,

"0 GUD ! TEAUH ME, TEACH HER,”

and I tried in a fow simple sentences to show her her own
personal need, and Christ’s luve for her, snd power to
save her, oveu though she had not heard before. O, how
helpless, huw utterly helpless, I felt to make it plainer to
her, sud never shall [ forget the way sha louked 1nto my
face, the tears that kept filling my eyes being answered
by those which glistened on her vwn cheeks, and ssid,

black 1"

Gud only knows how much of His truth really entered
her heart, for her son was impatient to go, and we could
not keep her. The medicine was given her, and finding
the son could read, o Gospel was given to him, and they
went away.
