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IRELAND'S INFLUENCE ON THOUGH'T,

Tue followhng extrects from Jusin MeCarthy's recent
article in the London wagazine, Zime, on ** Ireland’s Present
Influence on Thonght and  Literature,” will interest our
readers -~

The iutelligence of Ireland is not asserting itself in Fuy-
lish literature just now to anything like the extent which it
did in the days of Burke, and Sheridun, and Goldsmith.
Aguinst these three names it wonld be hurdly poszble to set
the names of any three Bnglishmen of the suno time who
could be considered the equals of the lIrishmen, Nor, to
come to a later day, is there wny Irish poet with anything
liko the populanty w England which Thowmas Moore had,
or uny lrish sovehst whots read tn Buglish homes s Miss
Edgeworth was.  'The lush novel. 1 should suy, 15 almosy
absolutely unkuown m Englund now—1 mean the Irish novel
of the present.  fndeed, even in Iveland itself, the distine-
tively Jrish novel would seem to have all but disappeared. 1
know tluet theve nre twa or three writers, and perhaps move,
wha still mnke a good stund-up for the life of the distinetively
frish novel; but their stories are not vead in Great Britain
as the stovies of Ciarlton and Banim once were.  Gerald
Griflin, who wrote, snecording to my judgment, the best Irish
novel ¢ver praduced, dil not ke lus proper nurk in this
country, but he was much more widely rend thun uny lIrish
novelist of our time. Poor Gerald Griftin! Ins literary fate
was steange.  Tos marvellons vomance, ** The Colleginns,”
with its racking pathos, its passion, its humor, its mirth, its
tragedy, s absolutely true pictve of Irish hfe in ¢ Big
Honse ' and the eabin, its renderings of the pensant’s brogne
in all its varying tones of the different provinces, never, of
conrse, was 1ead in Englind by anything like so wide a civele
of renders as that which gathered round ¢ Charles O'Malley *
and ** Juck Huton.” But it came up again transmogritied,
translated !—+ Bless thee, Bottom, bless thee, thou awg trans.
lated £ It was set upon the melodramic stage as ** The
Colleen Buwn,” and on the lyric stage as * 'The Lily of
Killarney " —all the pathos and the poetry anl the reality
were knocked out of 13 the familiar old stuge Irishman wus
made to dunce and caper in it ; the stage parish priest was
substitated for the exquisitely tenthful and tenderly humor-
ons figure in the original—aml it swept the country, aud,
indeed, all the English speaking world. 1t was an Irishman
wha wronght the stroke of genuine and exnlted art—it was
an Irishman, too, who did the trick which canght the public.

Lum inclined to think that the still lingering forms of
purely Irish life out of which a novel could be made have
exhuusted their artistic effect. ‘The relations Letween the
landlord and the tenant, between the agent and the peasant,
formed, and necessarily formed, the greater part of the Irish
novelist’s stock-in-trade.  "*he pathos and humor, the comedy
and tragedy, avose like the mists from the land.  Even already
the state of things has changed.

Therefore the new lrvish novel
will hnve to wait for Uus new life and o be horn of it. A
work of fiction, if it s worth arything, does not die with the
conditions which gave it life. “Uhere are readers for + Uncle
Tom’s Cabin ** still, though the slavery system is gone. But
there could not be a vew ** Unele Tom’s Cabin ™ written now.
So of the old.fashioned Irish novel. It will have its readers
still.  But there would be little chance, indeed, now for 2 new
novel constructed on the old lines.  Some distant, free, and
huppy Russia will still, no donbt, read the novel of Tour-
guessiefl; bug it is not likely that in that far-off and happy
Russia there will be a new tale of * Virgin Soil.”

{ do not know whether there are now any great [rish advo-
cates at the Irish Bar.  Ireland may be prond of having given
to the inglish Bar its greatest living advocate, iu the person
of Sir Charles Russell. ButI do not hear of any advocates
with & fame at all like that of the Currans and Sheils and
'Connells, of a past time. 1 do not hear even of any men
who are compared with Whiteside and Butt.  Yet I think I
could point to men—young men somo of thent—who, if they
hnd nothing clse to do but to practico at the Bar, might be
as claquent and as powerful as any of thair predecessors.
There are some Trishmen in the House of Gommons whose

cloquence and whose debating power mamtain ndequately the
traditions of Irish political ovatory.  In eloquence nlone does
the Irelud of our day hold her own with the Treland of the
past.

Wit and humor seem to be imported now,
like milliotmires and hewesses, from the great Awmerican
Republic. 1 confess that I for myself am not sorry that
Irishmen have ceased, for the present at all events, to be the
buffoons and merry-mnkers of Linglund. | think we did
that work lony enough, and ought to give a turn to someone
else now.

The stage Ivishmen and the Irishmen of the music halls
are gentlemen who, while probably Cockney mn the fact thyt
they were bora within tho sound of Bow Bells 1 Lowdom, be-
long to u far more descended race than my countrymnen can
clann.  But we have no preat humorist of any order now.
We have no Charles Lever; we have no Sammel Lover; we
have no Futher Prout.  Yet no one at all acquainted with
the subject or the people will suy that the intellect of Ireland
has diminished of late years in the lenst.  There never prob-
ably was a time when so great a number of highly-gifted
young Irnshmen were consgicnouns before the world, "Then
we must not forget the unseen work that Irish literary in-
telleet is doing in the journalism of muny countries.  Inish-
men seew to be born journalists.  Here in Englind—especi-
ally Londan—there aeross the ocean in the United States und
Canuda—there neross the other ocean in Anstralia, the Irish
journalist is everywhere—writing, editing, contributing—he
1s dramatic eritie, litevary critie, war corvespondent, descrip-
tive writer, writer of political leading articles. In the Umted
States and Canadn and Australia it hag long been lus way
to rise into public hfe and high political place through the
ascent of jonrnalism, and of late we are beginning to see
soniething of the same kind happen in England, AN this
proves that the intellectual power of the Irish raceis not
diminishing or languishing, and even while we may vegret to
see it shredding itself away too much in leading articlos and
descriptive columns and paragraphs, it is something to know
that its influence is wore widely spread, more broadly felt,
than it ever was before.  Again, we have some lvishmen al-
most everywhere over the world now going iu for an entirely
new trade and taking to becoming millionaires. . . . We
may expect to see what is left of the lnndlord class living in
reconcilintion with the class who cultivate the soil.  We may
expect to see all orders and classes and parties co-operate in
the work of national re-organization. “There is the sort of
healthy rivaley which makes a commonwenlth great. I hopo
to see Ireland a great commonwealth yet in that exalted seuse.
No matter about ler size. I was once much interested by a
remark of Cobden to the effect that in his opinion the best
offorts of hamun intellect hud been brought cutin little States
which one could almost traverse in a day’s journey. Ireland
would be a State in that sense—not a little isoluted republic
or kingdom, but a commonwealth, governing its own domestic
affairs to the best of its capacity—n State as Massachussels is
a State—as Vigtorip uud New South Wales ure States,
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« THAT IS WILLIAM O'BRIEN."

We give n brief oxtract from a most interesting account of
the hononrs paid to Willimm O'Brien during his recent visit
to Rome. The story is told ns follows by the corvespondent
of the Dublin Freeman ;—

It is the evening of Good Fridayin St. Peter’s. The
polished marblea are bugmuing to nssumo a dusky hue in the
rupidly fuding light, The vast basilica scems still vaster in
the dimnese. ‘I'he gorgeous lnmps that are suspended around
the ** the Confession ™ of the Apostle ave extingnished ju uce-
cordunce with the Church’s ceremoninl, and the lofty hal-
dnechino is seen only obscurely in the twilight 1ays that enter
through the windows of the mighty dome, The canons are
chanting the Tenebrie Oftice in the large chora) chapel off
one of the aisles, and the solemm straing faintly reach the
curs of the vast throng that passes slowly up and down the
great nave,  In accordunce with tradional usage the Romans
wish to hear thesolemn tones of the * Miserere ™ in St. Peter'y
on Good Friduy night, and arve therefore present in greut
numbers. But the congregation is not made up exclusively
of Romans. Strangors who have come to Rome from every
part of the world to witness the ceremonies of Holy Week
form no incounsidernble purt of the vast assemblage.  Muny
ol these ure persons of importunce in their own country, but
Rowe, wineh blends variety into unity, strips them of therw
identity and confounds them with the motley crowd which her
attractions gather round her from the remotest ends of the
earth,  An oxperienced eye, however, might casily have
singled ont from the surrounding throng two figures that ave
walling slowly, arm in arm, up the great nave. One is tall
and ungainly, and shows evident traces o1 recent severe ill-
ness in his dengging gait.  The other is short, thin, and paie,
but is eusily recoguized by the Romun residents as no less a
personige than Mer Mujesty’s Ambassador to the Quirnal,
the Marquis of Dufferin and Ava.  His companivn, who is
no other than the Marguis of Hurtington, suddenly breaks
off the conversation, und dircets Lord Dufferin’s attention to
a slim figure that was coming toward them from before
* the Confession.” A careful listener might have heard him
say ;= That is Willimn O'Brien.  He was right, and it
may interest yonr readers to know that, thongh Mr. William
O'Brien, M.D., had at that moment been in Rome for more
than a week, Lord MHartington was the first to discover his
identity, With characteristic modesty Mr. O’ Brien had come
to Romic m strict ineoynito, undd with the express determing.
tion of leaving the Bternal City as seeretly and silently as
he had entered it.  As o matter of fuct Mr. O'Brien came to
Rome for the sole purpose of enjoying x little rest, of which
he stood in absolute need.  With this view he took rooms at
the Minerva Hotel, hoping to remain unrecognized.  Onthe
following day, however, (Holy Saturday), the ramor of his
presence i the Eternal City began to spread around., and he
waa visited by many distingnished persons.  Towards even-
ing, by special invitation, he paid < visit to the Iris"t College,
where he received a most enthusinstic reeeption from the
students. Nothing conid be more kindly than the welcome
accorded him by the venerable Rector of the institution,
Archbishop Kirby, and the Vice-Rector, Rev. Dr. Hassan,
both of whom complimented Mr. O'Brien on the eminent
services he had rendered to the ennse of Irelnud.  Mr. O'Brien
then visited the church, where he wazed with deep and
affectionate interest on the chaste marble monument that en-
closes the heart of ('Connell.

Later in the evening he was called on at his hotel by many
other persons, including Very Rev. Prior Glynn and Rev.
Doctor J.ocke of the Irish Angustinians. These gentlemen
bade Mr. O'Brien a hearty welcome to Bome and assured him
that the extraordinary sacrifices he had made for the cause
of Ireland found as deep an uppreciation in the Viternal Ciey
a3 anywhere else throughout the world.

On Euster Sunday morning Mr. O'Brien attended Mass in
the Chreh of the Miuervy, and inunediately afterwards drove
in campany with Professor Marucchi, Rev. Doctor Locke,
and Mr. Connellan to the Catacombs of St. Callistus. Pro-
fessor Marucchi is one of the most distinguished Oriental
scholars in Rome. A few months ago he was sent by the

Holy Father to represent the authorities of the Vatican Lib-
rary at the Convention of Oriental scholars in Stockholn.
He is, besides, an eminent archavlogict, being the author of
many works on the saered and profune antiquities of Rome.
Under his able guidunce Mr. O'Brien was ablo to pay a most
satisfuctory vigit to those interesting subterranenu cavities,
which may well be ealled the second eradle of Christinnity.
He followed with deep und reverent interest the Professor's
explanation of the monuments in the Chapel of the Popes,
and showed not only & thorough nequaintance with French,
the language in which the Prefessors spoke, but likewise
deciphered for himself with ease and clearness the varions
latin inscriptions written by St. Damasus on the tombs of
the martyrs.  The Chapel of St. Cecilia also offered mueh of
interest, and Mr. O'Brien was able to recall to memory the
virionts scenes, so beantifully depicted by Cardinal Wiseman
in « Fabiolun,” that took place there. DBut what appeared to
have struek hnn most of all were the various frescoed symbols
painted on the walls of several other chapels.  He followed
with the deepese interest the oxplanation of these symbolic
representations, and recognized their groat dogmatic import-
ance in proving the faith of the early Christinns.  Altogether
it was casy to see how profoundly reverent and intelligent is
the religious side of the character of the great Ivish patriot.
Later on Mr. O'Brien was the guest at dinner of Very Rev.
Prior Glynn in the convent of the Insh Augustiniaus at San
Carlo, in the Corso. The good Prior, though at short notive,
lind guthered togethier a goodly number of prominent persons
to meet his distingnished guest.  After dinner the hospitnble
Prior proposed the bealth of Mr, O'Brien.  He suid that he
felt it necessary on the present ocension Lo ke an exception
to the rule generally observed in Roman colleges of not hav-
mg after-dinner speeches.  ‘This was no ordinary ocension,
for they had to-day amongst them a man of whom the whole
Irish vace was proud, who had a place in the hearts of the
Ivish people throughout the world second to none, whose name
was the symbol of unselfish and exalted putriotism and hevoie
self-sacrifice.  When Mr. O'Brien was absolved, or at any
rate loused, from his bonds in Galway Jail last Chrismas the
patrinrch of Munster, the unchanged and unchangeable Arch.
bhishiop Croke, of Cashel, said of William O'Brien, in presence
of many thousands of admirers who hid gathered to see him,
that there was not a bishop or n priest in lreland that day
who did not envy him (the Archbishopy the proud distinetion
of having William ('Brien as his guest.  * 5o now [ sny,”
contimied the Prior. ** that there is not an Irishman in Rome
worthy of the name that does not envy me the high prvilege
of having here on this blessed Easter day one of the most
wrusted and beloved of the leaders of our ruce.  We welcome
him to the Eternal City with a joy we cannot adequately ex.
press. We welcome him to the City of the Popes, where
mnny an Irish exile found a home, and we pray.God fervently
that he be preserved for many a day nntil success crowns lis
efforts and brings freedom to our native land. It bug been
my good fortune during the past ten years of vesidence in Rome
ta welcome under the roof of our Irish house and to onr
humble board such distinguished Jrishmen as Michael Davitt
and John Dillon, withont naming others who deserve well of
out country, but 1 can sny with truth that 1 have never felt
more honored than 1 do to-day in welcoming William O*Brien,
Mr. O’Brien, in reply to the tonst, thanked the Prior and all
present for the hearty wdleome tendered him, and said that
that whatever he did was done solely to promote the cause
whieh all had at heart.  He felt, quite at howme in Rome, be-
cause it is the centre of Uatholic truth—a City that belonged:
io the whole Catholic world, and it is vain and foolish to re-
anrd Rome in any other light than as a cosmopolitan City.
11e then tarned hisdiscourse towards the relations that existed
between the Irish people and their clergy in the past, and said
that if in times cf persecution the Irish clergy stond faithflly
side Ly side with their suffering people, so to-duy, at the dawn
of a brighter era, the samo clergy ave standing by their people,
and are now on the eve of sharing with them thie fruits of their
mutual struggle.  Andif that straggle is not the point of being
brought to a successful termination, it is owing to the fact
that tho Irish clergy have entered heart and sonl into this
final fight for Trish legislative independence. ¢ Show e,
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suid he, ** a priesthood in touch with the legitimato aspirations
of the people and I will ghow you a truly Cnthaolic people.”
He vejoiced that the Prior quoted so happily the words of
greeting with which he was welcomed by the illustrions Aveh-
bishop of Cashel, and he could assure them that the day is
not far distant when the eause which hus fouud sueh wing-
nificent ndvoentes ns the great Archbishop of Dublinand Cushel
will be erowned with success.

Later on Mr. O'Brien, accompanied by the Prior and the
other guests, visited the Villa Ludovisi to see the work going
on there on the lrish Augustinian College and the new Na.
tional Church of St. Patrick. He was much pleased with
the site and the buildings, and hoped svon to see rising in
the Iiternal City a temple worthy of the great Nutional
Apostle und the Trish Catholie race throughout the world.
If circiminstances would at all pernut he wounld feel pleasure
in being present on next St. Putrick's Day nt the inaugura.
tion of the uew college. Ile afterwnrds was shown by Dr.
Locke through the church and convent of the lrish Iran-
ciscans at St. Isidore’s. He had o Jong and interesting in-
terview with Rev. Heury Dillon, a brother of Jolm Dillon,
who is 0 member of the Franciscan Ovder in that establish-
ment. Mr. Dillon has just been ovdained descon. After
visiting the hbrary and rooms of Father Luke Wadding and
other objects of attraction at St Isidore's, Mr. O'Brien drove
to San Pietro, in Montorio, to see there the tombs of the
Irish chieftains, O'Neill and O’Donnell, whose bhistory has
been so faithfully and cloguently penned by the late Father
Meehan. e was particularly pleased with the magnificent
view of Rome to be had from the pinzza in front of the
Chnrch,  The same evening Mr. O’Brien left for Paris by
the 9.50 express. A large gronp of enthusiastic friends and
admirers were at the station to wish him bon voyage.  The
totul munber would have been far greater were it not for the
fact that up to the moment of his depurinye but very few
were aware of his presence in Rome. M. O*Brien’s great
haste was due to the fuct that he wished to be present on the
following Saturday at the opening of New Tipperary. Asit
was, e managed to do a considerable share of sight-seeing
duving the week.  Mr. O'Brien is a classieal scholar as well
as u fervent Catholie, and from both standpoints found this
grand old city well worthy of a prolonged sojourn. He
hopes to renew his visit when he has more leisure, and re-
grets deeply the efforts made by the present civil suthorities
to strip the city of its venerable appearance.

Meditations on the Feni Sincti Spivitua,

MR. I'ALTON McCARTHY.

A late namber of Le Comedien contams a biographical sketeh
of Mr. I’Alton McCurthy MP. from the pen of Mr. Iswuel
Tarte, which will be read with interest. My, Tarte says :—

« My, ’Alton MeCavthy appesred in the House of Commons
for the first timo on Friduy lust since the great battle which
he waged upon the dunl lingnage question i the Northwest
tervitories. 1 am nlways astonished to find fannticism in o
mun like Me. MeCuarthy, us Ing tnlent and honesty i3 beyomt
iquestion,  He i one of the shining lights of the Canndinn
Bar, und his character is without w stuin. L not sufliciently
well nequuinted with him to suy that his edueation s completo
in matters of history wnd philosophy, but there is evidently
sometlung weong. st thut he is tao wuch engrossed in lus
studies ng o great lawyer 2 Hhs fricwls, in fact, give this as
un excuse for his poliend errors,  That a wan like Colonel
O'Brien may loge himself in religious and race hatred is easily
understood, ag it is only necessury to see him to nuderstund
the secret of his present attitwde, but Me. McCarthy has in
his eyes the light of a very superior intelligence.  He was
born in Ireland, nenr Dublin, wnd there veceived the better
part of Ins edncation. But was it in that conntry that he
received that germ of prejudice which hns warped his judg-
ment at a luter dute? This is quite possible, a3 Iveland 18
the howme par vavellence of discord nnd ervil and religions wrath.
Up to two years ago My, McCarthy worked hand in-hand with
the French-Canadinn deputution and cectuinly nothing in his
lnnguage and conducet of those days foreshndowed the attitude
he has assumed for some time pust. e was in hearty sym-
pathy with us at that time, and it was at my r1equest that he
made his Gonous parliamentary plen which ended i the dis.
migsal of Lieutennnt-Governor Letellier de St Just.  1le is
credited with spite against Sir John A. Maedonald, of whom
he was so longg n great fuvourite, and their former intinuzy has
given place to n complete political and personal estrangement.
Whatever may be the veasons for Mr. MeCarthy's present
conduct they are much to be regretted, as this man will never
play a grear vole in the Dominion.  ‘The races which inhabit
the several provinces of the Confederation are too anxious to
live in pence and havmony not to practice good will and tolera-
tion mmongst encly other.  As we get to know each other we
will understand this fuct a great deal hetter.  We are destined
to remain here beneuth the same sky and ander the sume in-
stitntions and what pleasure enn be found in cutting our
throats and hating cach other. Destiny has settled that we
shall live the same life, yet Mr. MeCarthy does not scem to
have understood that the duty of every wan with patriotism
m his breast is to work for the gradunl blending of these elo-
ments which form the base of u great Canadian nation. He
has the misfortunce not to know Irench, nor to be able to read
onr literature and our newspapers. Ile knows nothing of
our thoughts and he ighores our aspirations.  He judges us
by the extravagunt language of a few hair-brained fools who
no more represent our vace than does My, McCarthy himself.
The French-Canadiun veople love progress and liberty quite
as well as their fellow-countrymen of other races and creeds,
and the twenty years to come will make a most important
cpoch in the development of our people.  We do not have the
foolish pretention to establish here institutions for ns alone.
Why should we think of such o thing 2 Why should we wish
to isolate ourselves from our fellow-Canadians?  To prinmt
the laws of our conntry in the language of Bossuet and Hugo,
and to believe in the doguas of the oldest of existing churches
does not render us unworthy of political fellowsnip with those
whose mothers spoke the language of Shukespenre and wors-
hipped God necording to the rites of Martin Luther.  There
are very few countries where a wniformity of language and
religion exists, yet Mr. McCurthy has forgotten these virtues
so simple, yet so essentinl, to the well-beiug of our common
country where liberty of congcience practised in its broadest
form is so neccessary to attract strangers to our country and
inspire them with o full confidence in its future. The mem-
ber for North Simeee is 54 years old and he might have be-
come one of our respected leaders. e has become our ad-
versary and cnemy. IHe has destroyed lus politieal carcer
und history will judge him with a heavy hand beeause ro one
can with impunity place the peace of the country in peril.

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JOSEPH HAWORTLH : AND THE LATE JOUN
McSULLOUGH.

pupil of Charlotte Crimpton.”  * Ob, thut's it, ch!” smd
Booth.  «* Well, that hoy has genius, he'll be heard from yet.”

So he bas; only n few years have since passed and thero
are but few stars moro loved and applauded than Joseph
Haworth, In the days of Dr. Johu Grimm, Joseph Huworth
was born in old St. Mary’s parish, Providence, B, 1. It was
in 1856, third youngest of u family of seven. Very suon
afterwards the family left Providence and loeated in South-
bridge, Mass., one of the pretticst lowns in New Bugland.
It was in Cleveland, Obio, where the family had removed
early in the siv. s that Joseph first gave mdic.tion of his
special talents.  [ere, while a mere boy he was church or-
gunist, and soon tho public gave its plundits to th-o younyg man
who pleased it so weil at civic gatherings,  Among others
who were attracted by the display of elocutionary talents by
young Haworth was the famous Charlotte Crampton.  Spealk-
myg of this gifted woman, Macready said after seeing her as
Loady Mucheth ;¢ 1f ahie was but a few inches taller she wonld
be the most fumons actress of the world.”  So gifted was she,
so powerfully did she ennet her role, that even us one of the
witches in the opening sceno of Macketh, she was known to
have thrown so mmch effect as to rob the stars of all glory
and hold the audience spell-bound.  Under Chavlotte Cramp-
ton he soon grow apt in the use of his gift. At 17 he began
stage life, muking his debue nt Lonisville in 1874, So rapidly
did he wdvanco m his art and win popular favour, that three
years later, when but twenty, he scored u hit in the role of
“ Hamlet.” 1t wasat John A, Eslear’s Theatre in Cleveland.

Afterwards he beeume associated with Edwin Booth in
leading roles. To figure on the stage of the Fast at this time
induced him to visit Boston. lere he joined the Boston
Musenm Co., one of the first lending stock compnnies of the
country. ‘The characters of The Lioutscain in ¢ Pinafore,”
and Groseenar in ¢ Patience,” were his creation at this house.
Soon he gained favor with Bostoninns, who have learned to
call him ¢ Boston's favourite actor.” So intense grew his
popularity that it has given rise to the mistake that he was
born and bred in Boston.

It was at Mary anderson’s benefit that Haworth won all
hearts:  * Romeo and Julict” was played to a thronged
honse, Miss Anderson and Haworth m the leading roles.
Nine titnes he was recalled before the curtain.  Miss Ander-
son speaks of the event as one of the most remarkable in her
career.  We refer to it with great pleasure, for she, ** Our
Mary.” and he © Boston's Favorite,” ave typienl artists and
model Catholies. 1t was asked at that tinme how they scorel
so great @ suceess.  * Why, don’t you know, they are both
Cautholics.”  Mated in art, they are matehed in religion,
John M+Cullogh was at the zenith of his fame in these days.
He engaged Huworth as leading man. e appeared as fauo,
Cussing, el in the vavions leading characters with MeCallogh
for three years. It was a mild, balmy evening in April, cight
yeurs ago. The Gladintor was running at MceVicker's, in
Chicago. A erowded house vang with applanse.  McCualloeh
was at higbest. Thatstrange, wild speech tellmgz of the Roman
Crucifixion hml just ended 5 the (ladintor recoguizes his long
separated brother.  McCullogh threw himselion the shoulders
of Huwarth. There was u strange trembling that m:ade Joe
look up—~—he saw a face ghastly pale ; gread beads of perspira-
tion, like dew upon & marble bust.  So sudden was the shock,
Haworth stood speechless—that long, long mioment seemed
an hour till McCullogh moaned. * for God's sake Joe, give
me the next line,” and so be asked for line after line until ho
Leeamie so bewildered that be {urned on Haworth, « Why
man you're saying my lines and yours?” This was heard
through the house.  Wild shouts, Iusses, hurrals mingled in
uproar. The curtain fell upon « scene of laughter and deri-
gsion. It rosc upon the nextact. McCullough was himsell
again. He, the Gladiater is seated. McCullough stood

«\Why, he's a

grinning at his assassing, when he shounld have fallen fo the
gronnd,  Apain thunders of applause and hisses rolled from
the pit.  The enrtain fell,—to rise ? never again for the great
McCullovgh.,  Ile hnd played his lust part.  Never to strut
the boardsagain,  Next morning Spartacus und Vivginius were
rehearsed.  MeCullough drew cheers from his support by his
strong impersonation.  Fveryone wag surprised at liis regained
strength,  The appluuse ended--MceCullough was stering
vacantly ; paresis was doing its fatnl work, memory was play-
ing truant,  But a few months, and the great tragedian viag
cast ameng the world's great dead.

Haworth and McCullongh wete closely attached; his
lnst letter was written to Joe-—he treasures it ag the most
precious of souvenirs. ** You have n future my boy, ventire
only in the highest and greatest voles. Work havd, fame
and fortune must come to you,” were poor MceCnllongh’s lust
words to him. At present Mr, Haworth is writing the bio-
graphy of John MeCullough.  ‘T'hose who remember the great
actor, his generosity, tenderness of heart, commingled with
s0 many oddities await the productionr with great pleasure.
From the witty, sprightly pen of the generous, whole-souled
Haworth we expeet a high, and honest and intensely interest-
ing story of a great actor’s carcer.

Since the death of McCullongh, Haworth has starred in
many roles. After five others had failed to make ** Puul
Kauvar " acceptable Tlaworth drew crowdued houses that gazed
and listened enraptured to his magnificent impersonntion.
Heis a thovough artist.  1lis very stroke has n finely finished
touch. Divine Providence has gifted him with a varely
musical voice, over which he has gained perfect mastery,
Ihs cloeution is superb, smooth, natural, striking; now
strong in cmotion, now tonchingly pathetic, now playfully
hwmsrous, Hiworth is never tiresome.  He i3 possessed with
that inestimable gift of industry ; natnrally quick to grasp n
subject ; loving art with n deep passion, he is now aglow with
some new thonghts ; in physique n perfect athlete compaet
and sinewy.  The erown of all his gifts is the grand moral

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ARCHBISHOP CORRIGAN IN T11E HOLY

The following letter has heen received from Archbishop
Corrigan by a friend in New York: MOUNT CARMEL

-Btress af weathier keeps us willing pmisoners in this vener-
ated spot, and the enforced leisure permits the writing of
letters to onr distunt homes.

During the past week onr caravan has lived in the saddle
and in pudanquing, spending 1 long time in accomplishing
short journeys.  On Monday, Mavel 8d, we bade good-bye to
Jerusalam.  T'wo of our friends accompunied us for o couple
of miles vutside the walls ; and after a little time, gazing back
wistfully, we canght the Inst glimpse of the IHoly City.
‘The journey of cight miles to Nazareth ocenpied uearly fonr
days: bat the delay was repaid by the mauy memorable seenes
through which we passed i the interim.  Our caravan con-
sisted of three horses and three palunguins for ourselves, and
sixteen other horses or mules, with as muny attendants (in-
cluding our guide and the dragoman) bearing the luggage.
The roads ave practicable for horses or donkeys ouly, and in
places so bad that one one would prefer to walk than to trust
himself to a horse.  ‘The palanguin is a chair clmsily set on
two poles, each about fifteen feet long, and perched length-
wise between two mules. The locomotion is not even nor
pleasant, but less futigning than hovsebnek for those who are
not acenstomed to ride.

Nazareth is full of interest.  We said Mass twice in the
house of Our Lady whete she received the wondeiful tidings
that she was to become the Mather of God.  Besides this,
Nazareth possesses the site of St. Joseph's workshop, and the
spov where our Lord dined with Itis Apostles both before and
after “14is Resurrection.  From Nazareth we went to Mount
Tnbor, the scene of His Transfiguration, and thence by the
Mount of the Beatitudes, and the plain wher the mualtiplica.
tion of loaves und fishes took place. to the Sea of Galilee.
Sunday we suid Mass on the spot where our Lord gave St.
Peter the commund to ** feed His lamps and feed His sheep. ™
Monduy we went to Cana of Gulilee, aud yesterdry we came
to Mount Carmel.  Abont this historie spot, please read the
hird Book of Kings, chapter xviii.  The scene of the Sue-
rifice is higher up the mountain than the monastery, which
is bnilt over the cave of Elins and the sehool of the Prophets.

Theoretically, cuwp life 1s romantic and pleasant.  Prac.
tically, especially in rainy wenther like this, our earavan fonnd
it hetter to be protected by four walls.  Ouly two of the party
slept under a tent last night. The rest came up here ; at
this morning our compantons reported that the rain soaked
throngh the canvas, and made the night's repose anything
but comfortable. So they hastily concluded to substitute
five days’ halt in the Hospice for five days exposure to the
rain en reute {o Beyrout, which can be reached in a single
night by steamer from the port of Haifa, at the foat of Carmel.
So this bad wind, which 1s & blessing for the laud, for after
this month there will not be a drop of 1in until November,
gives us a needed rest and abundance of leisure to think over
the wonders of the Holy places, and to think of our friends.
1 should suy, rather, to write to our friends, for during the
long hours in the palanguin, with no one within reach to talk
to, one's thoughts natnrally revert to these who are far away.
Probably another month will pass befure we receive letters or
tidings from America. No newspapers here; no improve-
ments ; the traditious are those of it thousand or two thousand
yeirs ngo.

LEverywhere the greatest attention and kindness have heen
lavished on us.  Withont newspapers, somchow our move.
ments have heen noised abroad, and evervwhere n welcome
wag prepared for nz.  Just think of the bells of Cana ringing
fo welcomo our approach, and the parish priest, with surplice
und lioly water, waiting at the door of the church to receive
us ! while we had not the slightest wdea he knew aught of our
existence.  The Blessing of Our Lady of Mount Carmel on
you and your family.

TEMEPERANCE AND TOTAL AUSTINENCE.

We are not now and are never likely to be supporters of
the theory that total abstinence is of universal necessity.
We know that it is not.  The demand for a system of total
abstinence hns had its origin in the neglect of ordinary tem-
perance by many whose sing and follies were obtrndod upon
the notice of disgusted fellow-citizens.  Under such cireum-
stances it is not wondet ful that to some it seeined absolutely
certain that the only safeguard against gricvous excess would
be fouud to lie m general and entire abstimence from the con-
sumption of stimulunts.  As Dr. Walsh and his suffragan
prelates declire @ ¢ The word temperance hus come to be used
by mauny in an unduly restricted sense. It is sowmetimes, and
indeed not unfrequently, nsed ag if it meant precisely the
same thing as the words total abstinence. ‘Lhis, the clergy,
50 fur as may be necessavy, will be caveful to explain to the
faithfu), is 2 manifest error.  Temperance is one thing, total
abstinence ig unother, and it is essential to keep clearly in
view the difference between the two.  Temperance consists
in the avoiding of all excess. 1t is, therefore, of obligation
upon all. It is a Christian virtue, one of the four cardinal
virtues, as they are called, prudence, justice, fortitude, and
temperance.  All men are bownd to its observance ; for it is
imposed as of obligation by Him whose will is law to all.
Again Christiang, as members of the Church of Christ, are
specially ound to lits observance ; they aro bound to it by
the promises of their baptism.  Ifall our people were fuithful
to these baptismal promises and to the holy law of God, there
would be no uceed to speak to them of total abstinence.
Total abstinence on the other hand, 15 not imposed ovy man-
kind in general by any Inw of God. Nor is it imposed as of
oblygaticn upon all Christians by the promises of their baptism.
Yet, notwithstanding this, it is of obligation for many. 1t
is, for instance. of obligation for all those for whom its ob-
servance is, in practice, o necessary weans for the observanco
of the law of tempermce.  There are some, we must unhap-
pily say there are multitudes—for whom total abstinence in
tihis way becomes a matter of the strictest obligation.— Dublin
Irish Cathalic.
