The advantage of this sys-
tem will be that each bank will receive from the clearing
house in one check, instead of from the representatives, of each
bank, the amounts due.

Now we hear
of u process by which artificial maple syrup is manufactured
that can scarcely be distinguished from the genuine article,
Tho process consists of boiling clean corn cobs in water and then
using the water with a'nice article of ordinary sugar to make a
gyrup, The flavor was said to bo so close a resemblance to that
of mapie syrup that an expert could not detect the diiference.

‘It would be equiva-
lent to about 60 cents in the dellar.

MASSACHUSETTS FIRE ' INSURANCE.,

The Insurance Commmsmner of Massachusetts has Juat issued
the' forty-Grst annual report, dealing with fire and marine in-
surance. From it we gather that 181 companies are now. doing
business in that State and the commissioner points out that re-
cently many compames have been orgamzed to {all or go'ont of

business in a very shiort time, In the matter of fire insurance
the risks written during the past year aggregated a larger am. -
ount, with a single exception, than during any one of the last
25 years, and the premiums received by. the foreign and domes-
tic companies were the largest ever known. The losses by fire
were below the average of the last quarter of a century and in
proportion to the premiums received, the smallest during this
eitire period, During the year there were 11 new companies .
authorized and 9 withdrew from the field, for six of which re-
ceivers have been appointed. Thecommissioner deals at length
-with the question of over insurance as being the prime factor in
causing incendiary fires. . e points out that the statute at pre--
"sent provides for a penalty agalnst any company or agent effec- ..
ting insurance upon property for a larger amount than the value
of same. This, he holds, should be enlarged so as to makejta -

criminal offence with a much heavier penally than at present
provided. Hold the agent criminally responsible for~ any over-
ingurance and a Jarge proportion of the difficulty - -experiencoed
and the suffering by the companies would be at once remedied.

Consols no doubt went up to 114 in
part owing to the demand for them to meet heavy
speculative transactions made under the impression
that prices would fall below the figure in- Deceinber.

Tt was then thought by some that, the war-cloud was
darkening hefore a great storm, and Consols would -

have a heavy decline. But ramours of war have, and
even the certainty of it would have, nothing like the
depressing effect on these securities which such troubles
once had. England could raise all the money for a
prolonged war without appreciating the value of money
to anything beyond a trifling exfent, she has “got the
money” all ready for such an emergency. But, though
speculation inflated Consols to 114 the true cause of
their remaining so high above par is the growing mone-
tary resources of the British people. They are saving
at arapid rate, and their accumulations are flooding
financial institutions with money seeking investment
even ab two per cent. if thoroughly sound-securities are
got. The losses of British investors in the last ten
years in foreign loans and enterprises have been hun-
dreds of millions of dollars, so that, the people with

money are sick of the very n aines of forexgn bonds and’

companies.

At home too, in the_ old land, the decline
in land values has shaken faith in mortaages, by which
hewvy losses have been made owing to farms being
given up, country houses abandoned, and real eshate
throughout England havmv so heavily -declined in
value'in the last decade. Made timid then by losses

abroad, and distrust of one line of securities at home, -

which at one .time were in high favor, the British in-
vesting cl'lsses have turned to Government honds in

despair of securing any interest for their money be-"

yond the two per cent: which Consols will yield. There
are many who can yemember when these securities
could be Bought to net nemrlv 4 per cent., and even
then were only sought by trustees, and persons whao
could afford a S'lcrlﬁce to ensure absolute safety.

What is likely to. be the effect of this. increasing’

plethora of capital ? Obviously there must be going

on a serious lowering of the social ‘status of the very"
large class who in’ England hve upon inherited for-

fanes.

LIFE INSURANCE INVESTMENTS.

[t is to be inferred that the comparative immunity
experienced by the life insurance companies the world
over from the generally premiling dopression in busi-
ness, is in no little degree owing to the growing cheap-
ness of money, and the diminished rates of interest ob-
tainable for deposxts There was a time when life in-
surance was resorted to exclusively as a provision for
the wife and family after the death of the provider of
the household, but this, while still largely resorted to,
is not the feature or department of the business most
assuluously pursued and worked by the field agents of
the companies. Endowment policies are more to the

-mind of the business or professional man who, looking

torwmrd to a period when his euergles may begin to
ﬂuﬂ 1s ‘not unwilling to make provision for his declin-
ing years in this way, the safest possible kind “of in-
vestment which he is offered. The uncertainty, of
course, with which incomesare to be relied upon will
often occur to him, and this uncertainty it is which
st'indé in the way of a greater recourse to life insur-
ance on the part of those engaged in busmess or pro-
fcwonfxl pursunits.

Our Lughsh exchanges refer with swtlsfactlon to the
expansion in the volume of business done by life in-
surance companies during the last fiscal year. The
yearly advance in the total premium income of all the
companies, exclusive of those on the industrial system,

was nearly 4.60 per cent. as compared with an increase-

of 174 per cent. in the plevxous twelvemonths. The

" business of life insurance is' considerably affected by

the condition of trade. When business is depressed
and profits on a sniall scale, people are so intent upon
the necessntles of the moment, that it is difficult to in-
duce.them to think of what they regard as more or less
remote contingencies. In Hungland, the 1111provement

in business—which seems to be confined almost to that

country—has had a remarkable effect upon the pro-
gress of life insurance there, but this islargely due also
to the cheaphess of money there, which seems to be

mdmlly upploaclung the period of 2 per cent, con- -
* sidered so remote or improbable a few years ago. The
British companies have likewise been taking ]euves out

It is,
no doubt, a difficult task for insurance companies to
always obtain first-class undoubted securities for the
investiments they are obliged to make. All owr prin-
cipal Canadian life companies appear lo be making
good progress if we ave to judge by the reports and
statements made by them, and published in these
columns during the year. Others appear to be in-
clined to * hide their light under a bushel.” Itis to be
hoped that they have nothing more serious to conceal.

The bicycle craze still flourishes like a Norway pins,
while general trade is complaining of slow collections and a
scareity of money. ‘Tradesmen lere and there arve
blaming the wheel for the existing stringency.
When one considers the number now in mnse, and

the amount of money that must of necessity be re-.

trenched or boarded to pay for them; they would appear to
be not altogether in the wrong.

The struggles went on for nearly three hours, of and
on, a white stone used’ to mark the furthest point reached
until the whole length of the lawn was covered without
a mishap. A modification of the same plan may be success-
fully adopted by the solitary learner. A stout rope, stretch-
od bétween two trees or any overhead point on which the
learner can secure a firm hold which will enable him to -sit
upon his machine and place himself comfortably in a posi-
tion for a fair start. The rule for steering 1s exceedingly
simple, but its difficulty to the novice lies in’ the fact that,
despite its extreme simplicity, it requires the rider to take
instantaneously the exactly opposite course to that which his
natural impulse suggests. Supposing a rider feels himself
falling to the right, the natural impulse will cause him to
turn away from the divection of the threatemed danger—a
course which is instantaneously fatal; the rule, whmh is em- -
phasized by italics, runsas follows ;

—Tor 'example, if the rider feels himself falling to the right
he should pull the right handle towards him and push slight-
1y at the left handle, and after a swerve or two and a stagger
towards the opposite side, the balance is regained. Of course,
at first there is a strong and natural tendency to overdo this
corrective action, so that the beginner who turns his- wheel
sharply to the right to counteract an impending fall to- the
right finds himself the next moment falling to the laft, ow-
ing to his having overdone thisturn; and then, getting into
a wild and flurried state, of course he falls. A capable and
expert rider keeps his balance by following exactly the same
rule, but the corractive turn of the wheel is infinitesimnal, as
the balance of the body co-operates to a very great extent
with the maintenance of the equilibrium by means of the
steering. The natural tendency of the beginner, as pointed
out, is always to turn his wheel the wrong way, so he should
keep repeating to himself the maxim: “ Turn the wheesl

AN INTERESTING CASE.
Chief Justice Meredith rendered a decision last week in

Toronto, of more than usual interest, in a suit brought by the
Aylmer Furniture Co., against the town of Aylmer. In 1890 the
furniture factory in Aylmer was idle owing to want of capital.
Negotiations were entered into with some Woodstock citizens for
the purchase of the factory from the Aylmer corporation, The
property was finally bought by E. W, Walbourue, and a by-law
was passed by the town of Aylmer granting the projectors of the
scheme a bonus of $3,000. Walbourne gave a mortgage to se-
cure part of the purchase money. There was at this time some
machinery in the factory that had been used by the previous
occupant. Subsequently a company was formed known as the
Aylmer Furniture Co. Considerable new machinery was put in
for the purpose of manufacturing special lines of furniture and
that machinery is now in question in this action. The town
claims that the bonus by-law and agreement were not carried
out. The mortgage on the property became due and the town
refused to allow the company to take out the machinery which
they put in, claiming that the corporation held it under their
real estate mortgage. The point in dispute is whether the
machinery is realty or chattel property, Judge Meredith de-
cided in favor of the corporation and the plaintiffs were accord-
ingly non-suited. A stay of proceedings was applied for and
granted to allow the plaintiffs to go to the Court of Appeal.

FIRE RECORD.

The town of Ainsworth, B.C., was almost wholly wiped out by
fire, It started in the Columbian Hotel shortly before midnight
un Sunday, and help, with appliances for fighting the fire, were
scarce, It destroyed the Columbia, Ainsworth, Vancouver, Mc-
Leod and Club hotels, general stores, offices, and a number of
dwellings.

THE CANADA ATLANTIC.

To Mr, J. R. Booth of Ottawa, is due
the credit of having opened up one of the
most valuable timber sections of the prov-
vince of Ontario, by the construction of
the Ottawa, Arnprior and- Parry Sound
Railway, The road extends from Ottawa
to Parry Sound, and passes through a por-
tion of the province which is heavily tim-
bered, and which formerly was devoid of
railway facilities, The contract for the
last forty-seven miles has recently been
awarded, which when completed will give
the Canada Atlantic Ry. Co., of which the
Parry Sound is an extension, the shortest
railway and river route from the Western
States and upper lakes to the Atlantic
Coast, It will thus be able to compete
very strongly with the Amefican roads
carrying grain for shipment from New
York. The length of the principal Am-
erican routes is as follows :—Chicago 1o
Portland, via G.T.R,, 1,180 miles; Chicago
to Boston, via G.T.RR,, 1,176 miles; Chicago
to Boston via Albany, 1,036 miles; Chicago
to Boston via Hoosack Tunnel, 978 miles;
Milwaunkee to New York, 1,063 miles.
The principal grain route, compared with

-the new C. A. R, route is as follows -
Chicago to Buffalo Ly water, 880 miles;
Buffalo to New. York via New York Cen-
tral Ry., 450 miles, a total of 1,839 miles.
‘From Chicago to Parry Sound by watar,
452 miles; Parry Sound to Montreal, by
C.A.R. 870 miles, total 828 miles, or no
less than 511 miles in favor of the Cana-
dian route from Chicagoto the. exporting
point, A feature somewhat uncommon in
these days of railroad enterprises is that
the road has - no . bondéd.-indebtedness,
bouds neither having been issued or sold,
a fact that adds to the "credit 'due - Mr.
Booth, who has been the means of the en-

terprise becoming an'gccompl_lsl;gdfaotl.
