In his..address Lefore the last Annual Conven-
tion of the Church, in Central Pennsylvania, Bishop
Howe discussed at length the many reasons for
the slight increase of candidates for the Ministry
which 1s so generally deplored. In the cotrse of
his remarks be spoke as follows:

“One forbidding aspect of ministeriat life which
deters, I doubt not, many earnest young men from
devoting themselves to the service of the Church,
is tlle unreasonable demand which is often madc
by some ‘exacting people, of those who minister in
holy things, that they shall possess every gift and
grace which evor adorns the human chamcter.
And this requisition for super-eminent talent,
scholarship, oratory, tact, and worth, is perhaps
mdast frequently pressed by persons in those small
congregations, among whom, for lack of other
‘practical and uséful employment, there is time for
-much critical observation of ope another, and
especially of the minister, whose profession and
different social habits render him an object of par-
‘icular notice. Strange that people will not receive
as an axiom, “There is none perfect, no, not one.”
Few parishes are so conditioned and constituted
thtoughout of such elemenis that the ministers in
charge of them have teir tleals fully realized.
Something remains to be wished for, even in cascs
in which they appreciate their pastors, and do the
best they can for their comfort. If there be not
the mutual concession between minister and peo-
ple, that perfection is not to be looked for—that
some delinquencies will appear and must be tol-
erated. the pastoral relation cannot long continue,
and will not be happy or largely profitable while
it Jasts.

“Every parish has a right to require that its
rector shall be an upright and godly man, and that
whatever powers he possesses shall be devoted to
his holy calling; but that he is not as wise, as elo-
quent, or as popular in manners as his parishioners
desire, affords them no pretext for such a demon-
stralion as shall force his hasty resignation. Ifa
minister has goodness, aud earnestness, and com-
mon sense, he possesses the qualifications which
will insure success, provided he be seconded by
the prayers and co-operation of his people; and
(counting in the Providence of Gop as one of the
factors of parochial prosperity) they will not ordi-
narily profit by-the change, who shift off a gedly
devoted man for the chance of a more brilliant onc.

DENOMINATIONAL CHANGES.

DIENOMINATIONAL changes ave going on all the
time, and the last statistics of the Protestant Iipis-
copal Church show some suggestive changes in the
past two years. During this time sixty-five clergy-
men of other denominations have been ordained

_ vanced to the priesthood in that
Church. Of this number, thirteen were Congre-
gational, cleven Presbyterians, onc a Lutheran, two
Second Adventists, seventeen Methodists, twelve
Baptists, three Universalists, one a Unitarian, one
a Reformed Episcopalian, one a Moravian, and
one a Hebrew Rabbi. The Chicago News quotes
this, and concludes that “the Lpiscopal Church
must pay better salaries than the others,” an in-
ference not at all warranted, and which is every
way conspicuously inexact. The Nerthwoestern
Christien Advocale, commenting on the same
facts, says that “The worst symptoms suggested
by these facts is Protestant Episcopal decline of
spiritual power,” and it adds: **When a Church
ceases to provide its own clerical sons, and must
accept almost at once siaty-five ministers from
sister Churches, it shows thatsomething is radically
wrong.” Here again, the cart is put right in front
of the horse; for the secession to the Episcopal
Church is not made to supply that Church for its
own shortcomings, but rather these seceding Pres-
byterians, Congregationalists and Mcthodists, etc,
who are dissatisfied with their own denomination—
why, we will not undertake to say, though we might
guess. But if fifty Presbyterian clergymen were
to renounce Calvinism and join the Methodist
ministry, would the Northwestern say “ the worst
symptom suggested by this fact is Methodist de-
clinc of spiritual power?” e imagine that in
such an event it and all its brother * Advocates,”
its bishops aud other clergy, and the vociferous
laity, would hold a jubilee over such a “symp-
tom,” and go beside themselves for jay, while
praying for more of the same sort.

On the “ demoralizing and un-christian methods
in so-called Church-work” the pastoral has the fol-
lowing - * The church social, which has ‘in view
the promotion of Christian fellowship and unity ef
fecling in the church’s work, ‘is good and to the
use of edifying.’ 1t may and should be sanctified
by prayer, and the Master's presence iealized, as
at the oft-quoted wedding feast of Cana, where
‘ e manifested forth His glory, and His disciples
Lelieved on His.” Dut when the church social de-
generates into a daucing party, and ¢ the world, the
flesh, and the devil, which Christians have pro-
mised to renounce, arc employed in the name of
religion to attract young people and make a church
popular, I affirm that it dishonors the cause of
Christ, dissipates spirituality, destroys the morsal
influence ofa church n any community, and Is
justly condemned by the world itself. "~

“The practice of raising for church purposes by
means of socials, fairs, and other cntertainmenty
I positively object to, because it supersedes and
tends to destroy that principle of charity or love
which is fundamentalto pure and undefiled religion.
You must admit, in the language of wur collect,
that “all our doings without charity are nothing
worth.” It is the ‘very bond of peace and of all
virtues, without which whosoever liveth is' counted
dead before God.” Lvery member of a church is
presumed to have it, and is bound to give and help
for the love of Christ and His cause. If he will
give for some paltry pleasure that which he willnot
give directly for Christ’s sake, he is no living mem-
ber to the Church, and adds no real strenpth to it.
Every device which offers to Christian people’ an
cquivalent for their money is a compromise with
selfishness. It fosters and encourages & principle
which is contracting and deadly te a church’s pros-
perity.

% The remedy for the evil must be found in a
resolute adoption of the principle that all money
shall be raised by direct appeals to the hearts and'
consciences of the people, and no work undertaken
nor expenditures allowed which cannot be paid
for by free-will offerings. In this way only can we
hope to educate the people up te the Christian ides
of giving, and keep unpolluted the fountains of our
Church life.”

DIOCESE OF TORONTO.

Syxop Notks.
{IFrom our own Correspondent.)

You will Le glad to know that the Constitution of
the Church of England Temperance Socicty, of the
Diocese of Toronto, presented for adoption by Iiev.
Mr. Rainsford, and seconded by the Rev. Mr. Pear-
son, was unanimously adopied. Many good ard for-
cible things were said during the debate, notably
one by Rev. Mr. Lowis, that he, {a teetotaler) had
never stood at the grave of a drunkard feeling that
his (Mr. Lewis's) example had had anything to do
with the unfortunate man’s ruin, The most impor-
tant subject brought before the Synod was the New
Constitution which was presented for confirmation.
The Old Constitution had cerfainly many 4 Dhlem-
ish, and had it heen simply ainended there would
have been ne opposition.  But, instead of this, a
thoroughly new oue wus prepared and presented to
the Synod in 187Y. So unfavarable was ils recep-
tion, however, that it was sent back to the Com-
mittee and by them considerably changed ; so much
so, indeed, that it passed the Synod in 1850. The
following year it wasadopted, and, no doubt, would
have been confirmed this year but that just before
its adoption, certain changes were made very sud-
denly, without due time for roflection, the nature
of which changes having since become very appar-
enb, has just led to its being rejected. The two
chief objections to it were that it tended to centra-
lization—to place the whole government of the Di-
ocese in the hands of the Bishep with a few clergy
and laity, and the Hon. Edward Blake's pot schewe
of the represention of minorities. With hew little
favor these features werereceived is evident from the
fact, that instead of a majority of two-thirds for the
proposcd constitution, the clerical vote stood nineteen
yeas Lo sixty-six nays. This, of course, seitled the
matter ; but tho Iishop had the Lay vote taken, and
it stood thitty-three veas, twenty-seven nays, and
six lost votes; and this, too, when many parishes
(owing to the political elections) had no lay repre-
sentatives present, A large number who voted
nay did so with extreme reluetance, as the consti-
lion had the unqualilicd approbation of the Dis-
hop, whose impartiality and administrative ability
and zeal wo all esteem vory highly ; but they dread-
ed doing anything that would give those in author-
ity an opportunity of heing despatic. They have
no fear of there present Father in God; but they
could not tell how soon he might be succeeded by
one of & very different stamp, and se (hard as it was
to do so) they thought it better to reject the Free
Counstitutien altogether though it had many excel-
leneies. These notes would be fuller bul on the
thiMd day of the Syned I was called home to attend
the fuseral of a parishioner.

of the consecration service and Bishop Coxe’s ser-
mon. ‘
The consecration of the Rev, Kdward Sullivan,
DD., D.CI., as Missionary Bishop of Algoma
took place in St. George's Church 29th ult., the
festival of St. Peter, Apostle and Martyr. The
ceremony was preceded by Morning Prayer,
conducted by Rev. Dr. Warren, of the
Diocese of Pennsylvania, Rev. Canon Curran and
the Rev. J G. Iaylis, BD. The congregation con.
sisted not only of the leading members of Si-
George's Church, but of a large number of personal
frionds and adwmirers of the Dishop-Elect, together
with a large representation from other Christian
bodies. The visiting clergy were numerous. The
musical portion of the consecralion service was in
every way admirable.

WinNIPEG.—The Rev. S. P. Matheson, 13. D.,
Deputy Head Master of the Boys School, was in-
stalled to the Canonry of St. John's Catbedral at-
tached to the Professorship of Lxegetical Theology
in St. John's College, on the roth June. The services
took place in the Cathedral. Archdeacon Pinkham
as Senior Canon in residence, in the absence of the
Dean, having read the mandate from the Bishop,
took the newly appointed Canon by the hand, and
placed him in the stall assigned to him as Canon
of the Cathedral. This Canonry is in the gift of
the Church Missionary Society. His Lordship the
Metropolitan preached the sermon. In the even-
ing the Rev. Canon Matheson preached from the
words “He that winneth souls is wise.”

The Metropolitan intends to shortly begin a
visitation of the C. M. S. Missions in the Diocese.
A large part of the travelling will be by canoe, and
will be of a very arduous nature.

The elections for the Board of Diocesan Missions
is now in progress. Itis conducted.on a some-
what novel plan. The Board consists of the mem-
bers of the Executive Committee (ex officio) and
five clergymen and five laymen elected as follows:
A printed list is furnished of all persons in the
Diocese subscribing $2.00 and over. For $2.00
a person (male or female) has ene vote, and one
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additional fur c¢very five dollars.  These votes are
then cast for ive clergymen and five laymen on
the list, or a Jess number, and the voter sends i
his or her choice in writing to the Secretary, and
thuse receiving the highest number of voles ar
elected. As alarge number of women subscribe,
to a great extent the election is decided by them.

‘The University of Manitoba is on the model of the
University of London. There is no professorship
in the Untversity, but its functions are limited to
the examining of candidates for degrees in the
several faculties, or for certificates of honor, and to
the granting of such degrees and certificates. At
present three colleges are in conncction with the
University—St. John’s College (Church of fing-
land), St. Boniface College (Roman Cathelic), and
Manitoba College (Presbyterian,y  I'o this Wesley
College (Methodist) will soon Le added. 'The
Most Rev. the Bishop of Rupert's Land is the
Chancellor, and the Hon. joseph Royal, M. P,
D. C. 1., Vice-Chancellor. lach incorporated
College confers its own degrees in Divinity.  The
chair was occupied by the Chancellor, who wore
his scarlet robes, and among others present were
Hon. Jos. Royal, Vice-Chancellor, the Professors
in St. John's, St. Boniface and Manitoba Colleges,
Ven. Archdeacons Cowley and Pinkham and
others. The report of the late Examinations was
then read, from which it appeared that St. John's
College students had taken a large proportion of
the honors.  Flhe Governor-General's silver medal
was awarded to J. MacKay, of St. Jobn's College,
for Classical Honors, and the bronze medal for the
previous <xamination to [. A. Machray for first-
class in  Classics, Mathematics and Iotany.
Twelve graduates of other colleges were admitted
to ad eundem degrees.

DIOCESE O)F SASKATCHEWAN,

Tue winter Divinity Term of Emmanuel Col-
lege closed on the 28th April. IExaminations on
the various subjects of study were held in writing
daily during the previous fortnight, Twa valuable
Pprizes, the gift of Lieut.-Governor Laird, were pre-
sented- -the one to the Rev. E. Matheson, the
other to Mr. ]. F. Pritchard for proficiency in theo-
logical studies.

One of the native students, a Sioux Indian, son-
in-law of “White Cap,” the Sioux chief, was pub-
licly baptized by the bishop, in St. Mary’s Church,
Prince Albert, on Sunday, joth April. His wife
was baptized on the following day. He has been
appointed to teach the children of “\White Cap's”

_band, at their reserve, during the summer, and will
return to the college for further instruation next
winter.

Another native student of Emmanuel College,
Mr. David Stranger, a Cree Indian, was ordained
deacon by the bishop, in St. Mary’s Church, on
Sunday, 7th May. He bas had experience for
many years as interpreter and native helper in

Indian missions, and for the last two years has been
a student of the college.  Tle is licensed as a mis-
sivnary to the Cree Indians, in the district north of
Carlton.

Another student of the college will prabably bz
urdained dewxcon in the course of tire summer, with
the view of opening a new mission in the Cypress
[Lills district.

The Bishop is helding a series of confirmations.
He will be at Stanley Mission, Fnglish River,
about three hundred miles north-east of I'rince
Albert, on t1th June. The journey will be made
in an open boat Ly the rivers and lakes. e will
he accompanied by his chaplain, the Rev. Canon
Mackay.

"The first meeting of the Synod of the Iocese of
Saskatchewan will be held on Thursday, 3ist
August, in the hall of lXmmanuel College. Scon
after this the Bishop will go to Kngland to endeavor
to proeurc means for carrying on and cxtending the
work of Fmmanue! College. As he cannot con-
veniently De away from the d .»cese for more than
a few months in the present state of rapid change,
consequent on the formation of new sctllements, he
will not probably, on this visit, be able to obtain
more than a portion of the funds really needful to
secure the perinanent success of the institution.

Drocksan SyNom

The sixteenth session of the Synod, began with
morning service and celebration at 1o o'clock, on
Tuesday, 4th inst.

The Bishop was celebrant, assisted by the Ven.
the Archdeacon, and Canons Townshend and
Maynard. A large number of the clergy and Lay
Delegates were present.  The Bishop anneunced
that the Synod would meet for business at 2.30
p. m.; and at the heur named the husiness of the
Session Dbegan. The Rev. J. B. H. Browne
was unanimously clected clerical secretary.  Sixty-
seven of the clergy, and fifty of the Laity, were
present at roll call. A comuiittee on credentials
was appointed, and, awaiting their report, the Bis-
hop delivered his address. Iis Lordship began
by referring lo the familiar faces which had passed
away from earth since last Synod. notably the late
Rector of St, Luke’s. the Rev. John Abbotl; and
also Rev. Wm. Godfrey, Rev. H. . Almon, and
Rev. W.S. Gray. The Bishop next referred to
the changes from removals, and by the addition of
new men into th> Diocese to fill the vacant places,
mentioning cspecially the Rev. F. Partridge, the
new Rector of St. George’s, and the Rev, . R.
Murray, the new Reclor of St. Luke's.

Eight have been lost by removals, and four by
death ; while two have been received into the dio-
cese, and nine Deacons aud ten Pricsts ordained.
Iz31 have been confirmed, and the numbker would
have been much larger had not the clergy asked to
have the Spring Confirmations postpened until after
meeting of Synod. Reference atlength was made
to King's College, and an earnest appeal made
fer its maintenance. The eondition of the Funds
of the Diocese, and the smallness of the sularies of
the clergy, were dweltupon,and the hope express-
ed that the Laity would make greater cfforts to im-
prove the condition of those who minister to them
1a holy things.

The report of the Board of Home Missions was
read showing $4,125 received during the year.
Also the report of the Widow's and Orphan’s Fund
whose income for the yoar was stated to have been
83134,03. Rev. Canon Townshend gave notice
that he would' move a resolution with reference to
the condition of the B. H. M, and the small numb-
er of subscribers to'that Fund, and ask for a com-
mittee to epquire into the matter and to make sug-

gestions how it may be improved. Rev. J. D H.
Browne gave notice of molion to have the Synod
meet at intervals al places other than Halifax, Also
thal on one evening of session Synod should con-
stitute itselfl “ A committec of the whole on the
state of the Chureh,” to consider its condition and
to devise means for promoting its interests. Rew.
F. Partridge gave notice of motion for the ap-
pointment of a Conmmittec on Sunday Schools. The
report of the Church Endowment FFund Committee
and the Committee en Credentials werc read, and
the Syned adjourned.

DIOCESE OV FREDERICTON.

'I'he annual missionary meeling of the Diocesan
I3oards of Missions was held on Monday cvening,
July 3, in Trinity Chusch school-room. "There
were present on the platform His Lordship the
Bishop; Rt. Rev. Dr. Kingdon, Bishop Coadjutor;
Rev. Canon Brigstocke, Rev. Canon DeVeber,
Rev. G. M. Armstrong, Rev. G. G. Roberts, T. W.
Danicl, Xsq., 1. Barclay Robinson, ksq., and Rev.
Canon Ketchum. The meeting was opened with
the singing of the 29z hymn :—

HLord, her wateh Thy Charch is keeping:
When shall earth Thy rule oley.”
After which the Rev. Canon Brigstocke offered
pruyer.  Admirable and most stirring “addresses
were delivered by the Lord Bishop, Rev. G. M.
Avmstrong and Rev. J. R, Campbetl.  The Bishop
in his address speaking of Algoma said he did not
think it was fair 10 ask the clergymen to pay the
2300 assessed upon this diocese to support the new
nissionary Bishop of Algoma, as they had much to
do already. TIie proposed that some of the able
laymen in the diocese should agree 1o give cach a
certain proportion of this sum total. The sum of
£1,000 stg, had been promised for this mission
under certain conditions. He had also written to
cvery bishop in Canada asking them to give S10¢
each for this purpose, and he had so far heard
from all but one- “Thus the thing was set going
and there was really no saying where it would end.
He thought that they should not let this work go
back. There would of course be other clergy to
support in Algoma, as the district was growing in
population. When they saw how the messaze of
Gop was being spread among the heathen, with
such good results that they were coming in in
" thousands, they should bestir themselves to action,

'The Rev. G M. Ammstrong, gave some interest-
ing statistics in regard to the proportion of heathens
and religious beliefs to the population of the world.
He spoke of the vast amount of work done in ad-
vancing the Church of England in America. One
hundred yecars ago there was not a Bishop of our
Church outside of Great Britain.g Now, we have 65
in the United States, 17 in the northern part of
Awerica, 7 in the West Indies and Talkland [s-
lands, and in Australin r2, YThe Society for the
Dropagation of the Gospel had accomplished much
for the Church in the States just as they had done
liere, and he dilated upon the good work and Chris-
Lian advancement brouglt about in New Zealund

- by missionary effort aided by this Society. The
work of the Society in Iudia, Burmal, China, North
Africa and South Africa, were dilated upon and,
the truly Christian and sclf-sacrificing spirit of the
Bishops in these places eulogized. In the Islands

.of Madagascar and Mauritius a noble work was be-
ing carried en, and the Bishop's report of the work

~was most interesting.§In Palestine and Persia there
was much being performed among God's ancient
people, the Jews. In concluding, he hoped that
the peuplc would arousc to a deeper intevest in the
missionary work, which should not only begin at
home but should go abroad.

The Rev. J. R. Campbell, said the North West
Territory was receiving a large flood of emigration
with every passing month. Many of these were
our own countrymen and of our faith, and the ques-
tion was, should we. not look after their spiritual
welfare. He pointed out in one or two instances
where the the church had been remiss in not look-
ing out for the religious interests of the people, aad

lost them, as they would gladly have stopped in the

church which they loved had that church sent some

one to minister them. They were religous people
as a rule and embraced the church which minister-
ed to their spirvitual wants.  Should we allow  his-
tory to be again repeated in our North West?
A coilection was taken up.
Hymu No. 293—
O Spirit of the Living Goid,
Ta all the fulness of Thy grace,’
was then sung, after which His Lordship pronounc-
ed the benediction and the meeting was brought to
an end.

Diocesay CHUrCt SutIEYY.

General Committee of D, C. 8. met in I'vinity
schookroom at 10.30 aam. on ‘Tuesday: a good
number of clergy and lay delegales were present.
‘The Lord Bishop in the chair. Opening prayers
were said by the Secretary, Rev. Lanon Ketchum.
Names of clergy and lay delegates were called; a
large number were found to be present. When
the name of Rev, Mr. Davenport was called, Rev.
Canon DeVeber asked a question of the chair with
reference lo his position in the Society, and
whether hic was duly licensed according to the in-
tention of the Constitution. The Bishop declined
to rule that he was. Mr. DeVeber then protested
against his taking his seat, and asked that his pro-
test be entered on the minutes.

Sccretary read reports from  various parishes,
which contained a good deal of interesting infor-
mation. Dorchester sends an enlarged subscrip-
tion list, over %200, and also becomes self-sup-
porting. Yredericton sends increased subscription,
15. Grand Manan has a new church, which
cost over $1,000, and in addition to expenses cou-
nected with building, sends increased suhbscrip-
tions.  Moncton, total for Church purposes
1,800, also two purses were presented to Rector
during year, one of 8100 and another on leaving
of §rs52.  Mr. Hansen reports encouragingly

from New Denmark. Sussex hecomes self-sup-
porting, %100 subscribed for chime of bells. Sack-
ville contribution £61, and $250 paid off Rectory
debt during year. In St. Mary's, York County,
a stained glass window has been put in Church in
memory of Iate Dr. Gregory, by some of his
patients.  Chatham reported lively interest in
Church matters; anticipates an increase of $y0 in
contributions. Carleton promises $150. Westfield
reports contributions at least F1o0, for all purposes
over S1,000. Richmond contributes $r5o. St
Andrew’s more than 8250.  St, Mark's, St. John,

about &yo0o0. Trinity, do., upwards of #500. St.
lames’, do., F100. St Paul's, do., §z25.25. 8t
John Baptist, do., $500. Durton, over $100. The

Syxup F FREDERICTON.

The Synod opencd in Trinity Church school
room on Wednesday, July 35, at 9.30 a.m., the
Lord Bishop of the Diccese in the chair, with the
Bishop Coadjutor to his right,  After prayers, His
Lovdship said that as the oftice of Secretary was
vacant he had personally given the nccessary legal
notire ealling the Syned together. Ie then read
Rev. Mr. Partridge’s letter of resignation, and called
on the Synod either to clect a temporary or per-
manent Secretary.

Canon Drigstocke moved that Rev. 0. 8. Newn-
ham be appointed temporary Secretary, and that
a committee of two be chosen to whom be reforred
the credentials of delegates, &c., to be reported on
as soon as possible.  Carried.

Canon Drigstocke and Mr. T. B. Robinson were
named as said commiltee. After some time the
vommittee roported and the voll was called, show-
ing sixty-five clergy and sixiy of the laity present,

After roll call Rev, Canon DeVeber rose to a
point of order. He wished to protest agrinst the
Rev..J. M. Davenport, of the Mission Chapel of
St. John Baplist, beinz permitted to sit in the
Synod.  Me said he did not do so from any un-
worthy motives; if he was duly qualified he would
aceepl it cheerfully; if not, it was his duty to have
it ascertained. It is well known that that clergy-
man held the Bishop's license to ofliciate in a Mis-

sion Chapel in St. Paul's parish: He had protest-

ed against such license, but His Lordship had, in
the discharge of his duty, no doubt, issved the
license. Iaving sufficient grounds to doubt the
validity of the license, Lie raised the point if such
clergyman is duly licensed in St. Paul's parish,
and as such entitled Lo a seal.

The Bishop read the rules to show that all duly
Neensed clergymen should have seats in the Synod.
e was entitled to give thal licemse lo Mr. Daven-
port. He did not consider that the Synod’s duty
wils to question the Bishou's licenses. This ques-
tion aboul licensing had occurred in five other cases
in this diocese, and where protests had been made
by the Rector of the Parish, the Dishop thought in
all these eases the Church would be less injured by
granting licenses than by driving these people oub
to places of dissent. In Carleton and Shediac, it
was against the protests of the Rector. Applica-
tion was made to the legislaiure in some cases and
the legislature gave new parish bounds, but did not
touch the Bishop's pewer to issue licenses. He
wished to act with the Synod in all things possible,
bul in this easo felt it his duty to preserve all his
rights.

®After remarks from several of ihe momwbess the
Synod adjourned.

Aftermvon Session~—'Tho Synod resumed business
at 2.30 p. m., and immediately the discussion on
Canon DeVeber's point of order was resumed by
Mr. Almon, who declared that at the proper timo
he wouald move a resolution on the subject.

The Rev. L. 0. Hoyt moved that the Synod pro-
ceed to the election uf a Secretary, Carried.

Canon Medley was clected by a large majority.
Canon Medley thanked the Synod for the honor
conferred on him.

On motion of Cazon Brigsiocke, the standing
order was suspended, and Rev. W. A. Holbrook, of
Boslon, invited to a seat in the Synod.

On motion of Rev. Mr. Hoyt, Lev. Honry Jones,
of Maine, was also invited to a seat.

The Bishop, in welcoming the visitors, said he
was happy lo receive representatives of the Church
in tho United States, which we beld so dear. He
was glad to welcome Mr. Holbrook, hecause he was
to be placed in charge of the important Parish of
Trinity, while Lthe Rector visited his native land to
seck rest after much overwork. He welcomed Mr.
Jones as a representative of Maine, Who worked
close to us and often with us.

The two visitors briefly veturned thanks.

Mr. W. M. Jarvis moved that the following
gentlemen compose the committee :—Rev. Canon
Brigstacke, Rev. Canon Medley, Rev. Canon Ket-
chum, C. W. Weldon, G. S. Grimmer, E. B.
Chandler, G. R. Parker, W. M. Jarvis, Tho com-
plexion of this committeo e¢licited further discus-
sion, but eventually the names were accepted by a
very large majority.

The Synod adjourned till
Thursday.

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THE PASTORAI. RELATION.

The subject treated below by Bishop Huntington
i one which must force itsell more and more upon
the attention of the Church people of Canada, and of
tke Lower Provinces in particular. Lvery succeed-
ing year finds the 8. P.G. and other English grants,
which formerly were oar most important sources of
revenue, growing smaller and smaller, and soon we
must expect to be trrown altogether on our own
resources. Whether the laity realize it or not now,
they will soon become painfully aware of the fact
that the clergy are very inadequately paid by find-
ing their -parishes vacant and none to fill them.
We are confident that unless the laity contribute
more liberally, more in keeping with their improved
condition and with the jmproved condition of the
whole country, than they have herctofore done, in
the course of a few years there will be a majority of
the parishes vacant, or else filled by a class of men
very mueh inferior in many respects to our present
clergy., It stands to reason that (except in rare
cases) it will be simply impossible to induce men of
any ability and independence of character to enter
a profession in which they are charged “to {orsake
and sel aside all worldly cares and studies” while
the paltry pittance (we speak advisedly) they
receive scarcely enables them to sustain life. It
cannot be expected that men who have felt a call to
enter the ministry will remain in a Diocese which
eoffers them but littie even for their present wants,
and assures them of nothing for old age or for
educating their children, while in other Dioceses
and other lands & good living is to be had and
provision made for superannuation when old age
unfits them for the active, arduous duties of the
clerical life.

The laity ought not to be indifferent to the wants
of the clergy and to their present very unsatisfactory
and trying condition. I[n all our parishes every
effort should be put forth to raise the stipends of
the clergy to something better than a junior clerk-
ship in a retail city shop—than a boy’s pay—so
that their minister's mind may not be harrassed
with the worries and cares how the immediate
wants of his family are to be provided for. Of
course the clergy themselves would rather suffer—
and too often do suffer—than appear as beggars
before their people; but the laity ought not to
allow such a state of things te continue, which, if
mot soon changed, will uitimately bring disgrace
and ruin upon our bejoved Church.

The world is too fond of sneering at the ministry

when it hears of a man who has resigned a charge

PR

to accept another with a larger salary, but it
forget, or overlookssuch cases- by no meansso rare
—as that recently exhibited when Dr. Sullivan
refused 88,000 in Chicago to remain in Montreal
at $s5,000, or when the same gentleman accepted
the very arduous and responsible See of Algoma
with a less salary than he was getting as the rcctor
of a Montreal city church, with all the comforts and
advantages of city life ; or when Canon Carmichael,
of Hamilton, preferred to remain at his post with a
salary of &3,000 than to go to New York at
$10,000 a year. -Such cases (not so prominent, of
course), we say, are not rare, we could name many
in every Diocese with which we are acquainted.
But suppose that no such case existed—is it fair,
is it generous, for the laity (who can consult their
own interests in every act of their lives, who have
full Yiberty to engage in every venture which may
improve their worldly state) to criticize with a
sneer men who, with a family growing up around
them, see no way to clothe, feed and educate them,
or who look forward in a few years to old age
creeping on and no provision for a time when, per-
haps, people may want a younger man, or when
the physical or mental powers may need a rest?

Bishop Huntington's address touches upon these
points in a way which our laity would do well to
ponder. He says:—

Reflecting alone, as I do very oiten, on our
condition as a spiritual family, questioning with my-
self what in my own place 1 can do or say to
fulfil more perfectly my duty towaids you all, I di-
rect my thoughts successively, one by one, to all
the clergy and all the congregations. Flow many
of these brethven are quite handy in their ministry ?
How many are serving with a toleraably satisfac-
tory degree of freedom, contentment and joy?
How many regard themselves as “ settled” in their
work, shepherds abiding with theiy flocks, as hav-
ing homes with their people amidst personal ties,
which grow and strengthen from year to year,
with no apprehension of impending disturbance,
no forbodings of change, no anxious watching of a
cloud, which may spread and darken till peace is
gone? How many are studying the lists of vacant
rectorships reported from one Diocese or another,
and more or less privately asking what they have
to offer ; or counting the months that must pass, be-
fore the burden of narrowing means, increasing
debt, bitter opposition, unfriendly criticism, be-
numbiog apatby or coldness, or petty but ceasless
annoyance, will become intolerable, and have to he
thrown off from desperation? How many can face
fearlessly their domestic anniversaries. or greet the
new-born life given by God in the house, witha sense
of future security ? ow many have to take up and
go over again and again with the wife of worn but
uncomplaining spirit, that sore problem of house
hold economy which no arithmetic has terms to
solve—how to make one dollar In the hand do the
business of twoin the market? Directly across the
path of their devoutest effort to accomplish their
work as ambassadors and stwards of Christ, how
niany find obstacles laid by men or women in their
religious charge, who manage, by some inexplic-
able feat of conscience, to unite a lively interest in
the affairs of the Church with a persistent hindering
of all that the Church exists on the earth to
teach and to do?

I might alter the point of view, and count the
restless or dissatisfied congregations watching their
Rectors with a corresponding solicitude; some of
them afraid that a call from a richer or larger or
more cultivated or more attractively situated parish
will rob them of a trusted and beloved pastor;
some of them—or at least not a few godly worship-
pers and disciples in them—pained by inexcusable
pastoral neglect, or grieved to see proofs too plin
that the heart and tastes of the minister are actually
more In his professional ambition, his style, his in-
come, his literary luxuries, or his social relations,
or his field sports, than in the cure of souls ; some
of them shocked by his faults of temper or judg-
ment or self-will ; and others, having no real fault to

find, strangely considering whether there might not |

be, in some other parish, somewhere, a clergyman
that would afford them more entertainment, or put
more pew rents into the treasury.

It is not very easy to concieve by what marvel-
ous agility of either his moral or his mental nature
a * Messenger, Watchman, Steward,” so beset and
so termented, can obey that more than half inspir-
ed exhortation of the Office of Ordination to the
Priesthood, where he is directed, tor the sake of
“the ripeness and perfectness of age in Christ” of
all those committed to his charge, to “ forsake and
set aside all worldly care and studies,” and to “ap-
ply himself wholly to this one thing.” ’*As much
as ye may,” the Ordinal says ; but how much in
such conditions, “ may” he? Can he “feed and
provide for the Lord’s family,” as he ought, if ever-
lasting uncertainty is to distract him as te how and
where, doing his best, he is to feed and provide for
his own family ?

THFE ECCLESIASTICAL PROVINCE
RUPERT'S T.AND.

It may be well to direct the atlention, especially
of our readers among the laity, te the fact that the
four Diocescs in the Province of Manitoba and the
North-West "Territories, known as the Dioceses of
Rupert's TLand, Moosonee, Saskatchewan and
Athabasca, form a separate Ecclesiastical Province,
called the Province of Rupert’s Land, under the
Presidency of a Metropolitan, the present Bishop
of Rupert’s Land, the Archbishop of Canterbury
being the Primate. The Constitution cf the Pro-
vincial Synod is very similar to that of the Pro-
vince of Canada. We nole the foliowing points of
difference :  The clerical and lay delegates consist
of not more than seven of cach order. Unless
three Bishops of the Province are present at the
meeting of the Synod, and unless three Dioceses
are represented in the House of Delegates, all acts
of that meeting are provisional, and have no force
in any Diocese, unless they arc accepted by the’
Diocesan Synod. The Synod meets on the second
Wednesday in \ugust every fourth year, the next
mesting being in 1883. In case of a vacancy in
the Episcopate of Rupert's Land or Saskatchewan,
the selection of the new Bishops rests with the
Archbishop of Canterbury, until there shall be, at
least, twelve clergymen in the Diocese supported
either by endowment or by their congregations, in
which case the Bishop shall he elected by the
Diocesan Synod, subject to the election being con~
firmed by the House of Bishops. In the case of
Moosonec and Athabhasca, as long as the Bishops
ave supported by the Church Missionary Societys
the selection of the new Bishops rests with the
Society.

The Diccese of Rupert’s f.and is the Metro-
political See, during the tenure of office of the pre-
sent Bishop, and as long as the Bishop of Rupert’s
Lard is appointed by the Archbishop of Canter-
bury. This is subject to revision by the Provincial
Synod as soon as Rupert’s Land eleets its own
Bishop. With the consent of the Bishop of the
Diocese, the Provincial Synod may sub-divide aay
of the existing Dioceses. The Bishop may choose
which portion he will retain, and the Archbishop
of Canterbury appoints the new Bishop, unless
within the limits of the new Diocese ihere are
twelve clergymen supported by endowment or by
their congregations.  Application may be made by
any Bishop for an Assistant on the ground of age
or infirmity. If the Provincial Synod grant the
application the Assistant Bishop is appointed under
the same conditions as those laid down for Dio-
cesan Bishops. Ie has the right of successior,
provided that in the case of Rupert’s Land so long
as it continues to be the Metropolitical See, the

OF
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Assistant Bishop must be elected by the House of E
Bishops, aund has no right of successivn.  Assistant |
Bishops have seats in the Uppef House, but only
vote in the absence of the Dishob of the Diotese.
‘We have thus outlined the principal points of
difference, and we think the statement will be of |
interest to our readers, clerical and lay.

CAMEOS OF BRITISH CHURCH IHISTORY.*®

CHAPTER IIL.—Continucd.

The birthplace of Druidism must be placed on
the plain of Shinar, hy the side of that daving
odifice which the umsubdued pride of man songht
to raise up to heaven, but which only fwmnished a
new occasion Jor the manifestation of Gow’s omnipo-
tence and cnlive confrol over His cieatures. As
the branch of the Japhetic family which foimed
the Ce'lic tribes moved westwards atid northwards
from the original seat of the human race, its men-
bers earrfed wilh them the social institutions and
the traditionary faith of the patrinrebs; hoth of
which became gradually corrapted—the former into
the syslem of clanship ond vassalage, the latter into
the suprrstition of the Diuids; bot+ of which con-
nect tho British plains and hills, in spiritual and
scetal relationship, with the valley of the Euphrates,
and the patriaveh Noal,

Philosophy assisiz us in our researches as to the
migrations of tribes or mations. 1 poinls with a
Gertain amount of precision to the great generalions
who have long passed away ot some prehistoric
period, yet feft their marks indelibly printed on
the countries through which they passed.  Thus we
are able fo trace the cuccessions of that portion of
the fumily of Japheth, known by the name of the
Celtoe or Ielts “The immigration of this mighty
flsod, which swelled as it inuudated the various
countries over which it pasred, was “foreed onward
by the suceeeding deluges of the Tlomance, Teu-
tonic and Sclavonic peoples, Lill at length it was
driven forward into the far western extremities of
Burope.  In their turn, the Celtoe were divided
into the Gadlielic branch, and the Cymric: the for-
mer now repre ented by the 1so of Treland, the
(iaclic of the Scotch Highlinds, and the Manx of
the 1sle of Man : as the Jatier wave is traced in the
Welsh, and the Armoricmns of Drittany. The fur-
ther the streain from the fonntain hiead, the less
clear the waters, is a recognized law: and thus it is
not {0 be expeeted that the Divine truth which was
tanght by Neoah in his eapneity of “preacher of
righteousness” would he he!d equally pme by his
descendants; still many ages wounld elapse brfore
the primitive ereed would he tinetvved by a foreign
admixture. It is probable that this ancient faith
was held by the inhabitauts of the B itish [slands
for a longer period than the other countries throngh
which the Celtoe pas-ail, by means of the wministia-
tions of the Drutds; for from the pages of the
Kowman general we Jearn that young men from the
continent “who desired to gain o more acenrate
knowledge of that system, generally proceed thither
for the purpose of studyingif.” Its principal seats
in Brilain were Auglesen and lona, although as
many- as forly “euiversities’ imparted their in-
struction to these students.

The Druids appear to have tanght the exisience
of one Gop, to whom they zave the mame of //u,
Dia, Vs, Dhis, or Dhe: the former being the
Welsh (British), the latier tho Gaelic forms of His
soubriquet, with whieh has been compared the
[lebrew Joh and Julowe. In Scotland, another
name was applied to the Supreme Being, namcly
De 'al, which aantiquarians affirm to be 2 ¢rntraction
of Bea' nmil—the life of cverything,” or “the
source of all beings;” us in Trcland He was knowau
as Bel or Baa/ nanes which eonncet his worship
with that of the Pheenician deity, which hore the
same title, and also, what is more to the purpose,
with the Babylonian deity Befus, who was adered
in the tower of Babel. “What renders this affinity
more striking is. that the Pheenicians regarded their
Taal also as the formative or quickening priuciple

in pature, and that both they and the Druids jden-

tified tbis, their Supfente Deity, with the sun.
Anong the latlef, tho sun wiig also Balled Z¥rica,
whith is_ e¥jiliingd ds signilying ‘the essence of
fire;' and was applied to the otb of day as the
symbol of the Supreto Deity."”

Their practice of worshipping
trees has already been spoken of, as aldo the im-
mense structures which they rdised.  Avound the
eromlech ov Allap, a civele of stones was placed,
strrounding an area of from twenty to thivty yards
in diarmeter. There by the murmuring stream, ov
under the shadow of the eonsecrated groves, were
the mystic rites of the Druidic religion practised.
Caresar records they faunght “that unless the life of
man be given for the life of man, due propitiation
is not made to the deit o7 an evident allusion to
the Divino e talivnés; that any man or beast
which slew Lim that bore the image of Gom, should
sirely be put to death. Strabo aund Ciesar slale
that human victims wers offered in sacrifice, the
innocent and the guillty alike, whilo the

With fiigers QVeply. dred in howman goes

Awl, while the vl)utim slowly bled to <eath,

Upon the volling chords mng out Lis dying breatlh.”
The eaflicr historian adds that unimals were burned
with the men and woshen which formed their offer-
ing<, although they were sametimes shob with
arrows, or slain with the sword, when from the
quivering of their mascles, the priests made their
auguries,  Well may Uidjpso say:

“Tusatinte ave ye gods past al? bt vi”

“14 may te added;” e Pir Alexander truly re-
marks, “that the offering of human vietims is
characteristic of ihat whole class of ancient idola-
ez with whicl iraldism stands assveiated. The
worshippers ¢f the sun hove in all countries, and
in all ages, stained hix altar with bhuman blood,”
although the fire-worshippers of Persin may b an
exeeplion.

Twao festivals weve ohserved with special honours:
the Aeit-tin, ar ive of Goo, which wus e mmen-
orated at the Legiunivyg of May, the commencernent
of their New Year: aud the Sausd'/e or fire of
peace, which was Leld on All Hallow E'en. Traces
of hoth festivals have existed for hundreds of years
both in ¥eotland aud lreland, while the names of
places where furmerly the solar rites were solemnized,
still point out these memorialy of a by-gone genera-
tion of men.  DBesides these greater festivals, the
Diruids observed with dne solemnity the moen when
at Ler full, sind espoeinlly her sixth day. when they
they sought the wnks for the mistleloe. A Dos-
reliel was discovered several years ago at Autun, in
Frauce, representing a Callic Druid hiolding in his
right hand = creseent resembling the moon at this
age, “which,” says Montfaucon, “agrers so exastly
with that religious eave of the Druids not the cele
Lrate the ceremony of the mnistletoe except on the
sixth day of the woun, that L think it cunnot be
doubted Lut that this ereseent, which ts of the siza
of the moon at that ags, vespeets that rite of the
Druids.”  The mistletor *they eall by a word in
their own lwguage, which signifies ‘heal all,’ ™ says
Pliny ; “and having made solomn preparation for
feasting and sacrilice under the trev, they drive
thither twe milk-white bulls, whose horns ure then
for the first time bound.  The priest then ascends
the tree, robed in white, and cuts it with a golden
sickle. It is canght in a white mantle, after which
they proceed lu slay the victims, al the same timo
praying that Gob would render His gifl prosperous
to those to whom Tle had given it.” .

To reeapitulate what was said hefore, the Draid
tanght the radical distinetion between right and
wrong—

“The intuitive decision of a hricht

And thoroag )l edyged intellect to part

Lrror Trow erime”
the moral responsibility of man —

“Must delieately, hour by hour,

He eanvased Livman mysteries”
including the immortality of the soul; and focling

“TPhere’s smnewhat in the world amiss

Stall be ramiiddled by-amd-Liye,”
he further faught a futute state of rewards and
pnnishments, Ol their ethicul teachin a valuable
speeimen is preserved in the Triads.  From them
we gather that his views of moral reetitude were on
the whole just, and that he held and inculeated
mny very noble and valuable principles of con-
duct, Diogenes Laertius confirms the views the

tindergroves of

Triads givo of the instructions the prissts gave the
people:  “The Druids;” lie say3, “iittet theit phils
dsophy il enigriaiical sentences {teaching the falty),
{6 reverence the gods, to do nothing evil; and to
practice manly coutags.” Henee “tho impressio
left Ly 2 dispassioniate examindlion of the feinaing
o its theology, which have desctnded to ud it tha
Hicient Iritish lodgde —Bamely; thdl it Wag 4
tilghly moral, elevating and berelicent religion, &
superstructire not unworthy the principles on
which it asswmed to be built, and by which it
offered itsclf to be judged, “I'he truth against the
world’ (¥ Gurir erbyu y Byn )"

Tho Greeks or Romans did not believe mere in
tho existence of the happy fields of Elysium or the
gloomy roalms of Tartarus than the followers of the
Druids were persuaded of the existence of Fafk-
tnis— “the Isle of the Drave”—and of Lfwrin, ov
t1sle of the Cold Clime,” their notions of sulfering
being conneetod with intense cold.  The advantage,
however, was on the side of the follower of Druid-
ism, for ths dodirines of the future life ets
bronght t3 bédr wpon his mind ns 2 ﬁol,cihn,ma\_iiyg
and his lifo coincided with hig belief. The hilf
Lielief of the Ronians had, little éffoct in ouldilig
their conduet and the rewards of virtne dud tHE
punishment of vice after this life were ridiculed by
wany of their writers.  Valerius Maximus spesks
of their being so confident in their belief of a future
stale thal they loaned money to cach ather to ho
1epaid when titey reached the Ishind of the Drave.
#[ sliould ¢all theni fuols,” Te adls, “were it tob
that tlte stole:d Pytliaguras belidved the Sauwie a8
these men in trews.”

benevolent need not any of then hold orders in the
Church of Fngland ; il in the appointment of any
or all of the entive College stall neither Episcopal
license, elerieal qualification or clerical suffrage is
provided for, but literally prorided against (and
this none can deny)—~then a state of affairs is
divulged having no parallel in any stitution pre-
tending to Episcopal regime ; nor can a counter-
part be found in any Diocesan or Parochial
r rganization in the Mother Church of England or
clsewhere.

But I have followed the singular claborations of
“H much further than [ intended, e challenges
nol e fact of the indictment as gathered in my
former communization from Iegislative Act of
Incorporation and deliberately framed Constitution.
He virtually pleads guilty of all that was charged,
but secks for extenuations from all imaginable quar-
ters and absiruse disquisitions.  With him 1 might
feel dispused to break a lance and expose no little
sophistry, but the question itself is entirely foreign
to such a course and is capable of ranging on the
lower level of propriety, consistency and ordinary
worldly prudence and wisdom. At the present
stage of the existence of the College, and with a
“de faclo” stewardship, the object of every true
member of the Church will be to support and
strengthen it.  [tis not asking too much, if it is to
gather around it the hearty co-operation and affec-
tion of clergy and peeple, that it be placed on an
unquestionable basis, consistent with the genius of
Episcopacy and guarded by the defences which
every human institution requires.  Pleaders for
“trust” without legal obligations do not deceive
many in the common concerns of life, and where
innocently admitted, bring many sorry sequels.

“ The Trust which trinmphs over the Law' is
that which hesitates not to grant every safeguard
under the consciousness that the law of the spirit
will cheerfully outrun the law of the letter. We
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would specially commend this kind of trust to
“H.” and his allies; “ Cense, Philip, lo try to
govern theworld” was Luther's wise ddvite to a
friend. “Trust” the Apostolic charactet of the
Church of England; “ trust” the Clerical body who
have been sent forth in the Master's name;
“trust”’ the body of the faithful, not as wsurpers,
but as #o-workers; co-labourers and fellow-helpers
In the Vineyard of Christ's Church. This prin-
ciple will grant the head of the Diovese a distine
tive voice in the appointment of Principal and
Professors, and in the course of instruction; it will
equalize the clerical and lay representatives, and
if faith be still weak, it will 1ender consent of all
three components uccessary before binding the
torpotation as a whole. This principle wili recog-
fiie the wisdom and equily which shone 5o signally
o the founders of this Church of Canada, in which
the privileges of the laity are so aboundingly con-
cealed, in which morcover by the formal consent
of Bishops, Clergy and Laity; its external cxis-
tence,  the order, discipline and goed govern-
ment,” affecting “ all persons of whatever order
or clique, bearing oflice therein,” ar¢ fully and
completely merged in Synods, proving that in
every rightful sense, the Synod /s, as to external
representation, the Diocese, nothing less, nothing
more. ‘‘H1" has sustained my statement that “the
Theological College in itscognomen of Diocesan®
is not all itseems. “I'he Church at large and every
uaprejudiced Churchman will,I think. re afiirm that,
while ““ much bas been done, much more remains
to do;” and perhaps “ 11" may Dbe persuaded to
believe that * Churchman,” with many others,
would join at this stage of i's history to make the
College realize in all fulness, a possible future of
not ouly a Diocesan, but a Dominion character,
upon a basis hunowable to all, and reflecting in
purest rays — Apostolic Order, Seriptural Truth
and the Reformed and Primitive Church of Lng-
land.  So mow it e,

The same society is aboul to estab-
lish a museum at Schimalari, the Taungre of Dovotia,

It is very difficult to anive at the truth in regard
to Munkacsy’s “Christ before Pilate.” It is now
denivd that 1t has Been bought e:ther for the Lua-
embourg or for the gailery at Buda-Peith, his
native country.  Itis to be exhibited in London,
Berlin, and 3t Petersburg, and it is possible that it
may be brought to America.

Tt is determined that an American School of
Art Antiquitics and Literature be established at
Athens to be sustained by ten of our colleges,
cach of which will successively furnish a professor,
The work of the students will be confined to phi-
lology, archwology, and history, and the results
will be published at intervals,

The Assyrian discoverer, Mr. Rassam, reccolly
uncovered a lurge building near Bagdad, contaia-
ing several chambers, some paved with brick and
stone, and one had a floor of asphalt.  Many in-
seriptious were found on the building. and in one
of the rooms records were brought to light inscribed
on nearly ten thousand tablets, They areon their
way to lingland where they will be deciphered.

Many such instances could be given did time
permit, but we will pass on to glance at the work
of a great scientist of our day, whose writings wero
once thought to be entirely hostile to revealed
religion. That he was deserving of respect as a
most patient collector of facts, and original reasoner
upon them, seems to be beyond question, but it is
possible to separate his facts from his interpretation
of thent, Scientific truth {s one thing ; plulosophic
gpeculation is another. Many scientific men of
equal eminence dispute Darwin's conclusions, even
80 far as to reject the theory en:nciated in the
Origin of Species “'as a puerile hypothesis.” But
dét-his speculations be worth what they may; Dar-

win himself did not deny (at least in the Ofigin of|.

Species) that tae hand of the Lord had wrought the
wonders he observed in the carth and amongst the
fishes of the sea. Ife thus speiks in the conclu-
sicu of his book on the Origin of Species : “¥From
the war of nature, from famine and death, the most
eralted object which we are capable of conceiving,
fididely; the production of the higher animals,
directly follows: L'here is grandeur in this view ol
lifé having Lzen origindlly breathed by the Creator
into a few forms, or into one.” The grandeur of
the view may not be so apparent to ws as it was o
Mr. Darwin,  Whether it be true or erroneous is a
question to be settled by scientisws, and Churchmen
{as such) can look on the discussion with perfect
equanimity. When Darwin was carried to  his
resiing place in Wesiminster Abbey, two of our
goundest theolngians, one in St. Paul’s Cathedral,
and the other in the Abbey, spoke with apprecia-
tion of his labours. and discussed the relations

which the bhypothesis that is klentified with his
name beuars to Christianity. It may be worth
while to listen to a few of their words, for they
show the attitude assumed by truc Chwichmen
towards physical science. “The principle of sclec-
tion,” says Canon Barry, “was by no means alien
to the Christian  religion, but it was selection exer-
cised under the Divine intelligence.  And to man
was accorded the privilege of free will which
embled him to be a fellow-worker with Goo in the
great scheme of Providence.”  Canon Liddon
speaks as follows : “When the books oa the Origin
of Specivs and the Descent of Man first appeared
they were regarded Dy many religious men as
containing a  theory nceessarily  hostile
religion. A closer study has greatly modifiel
such impressions. [t is scen that whether the
creative activity ot Gob is manifested throwsh ca-
tastrophes, as the phrase goes or in progressive
evolution, it is still /fis creative activily.  The cvo-
lutionary process. supposing it tu exist, must have
had a beginni g ;who began it? 1t must have had
material to work with.  Wiao furnished it? Iuis
itself a law or system of laws ; who enacted them?
Even suppose the theory represents absolute trutl,
and is not merely a provisional way of looking at
thitgs, incidemal to the present state of knowledye,
these great (uestions are just as little to be decid-
ed by physical science now as they were when
Moses wrote the Pentateuch, but there are appar-
ently three important gaps in the evolutionary se
quence which it i1 wellto brar in mind, Thereisthe
greal gap, between the highest animal instinct, and
the refl-ctive, self-measuring, self analysing thougint
of man. There is the greater between life and the
most organized matter. Of this gap between vege-
table and animal life, Principal Dawson observes,
it can only Le filled up by an appeal 10 our ig-
norance.” “‘T'here is the greatest gap of all” con-
tinues Canon TLiddon, “ between matter and noth-
ing.” At those three points, as far zs we can sce,
the Creative Wiil, must have intervened otherwise
than by way of evolution out of existing materials.
to create mind, to create life, to create matter. But
beyond all question, it is our business to respect in
Science as in other things, every clearly ascertained

report of the senses, for every such report repre”
senits a fact. and a fact is sacred as having its place
in the Temple of Universal Truth.”

Just so; there may be rivalry and antagonism
amongst the seekers alter truths in different depart-
ments, but there is no discordance amongst the
truths themselves. When scientists parade their
speculstion {often hastily enunciated) as indubitable
truths j when they go out of their way to convey
insinuations against, or to speak comtemptucusly
of, other departmients of Enowledge, it may be hard
to refrain from retorting in similar language. Nor
is the difficulty confined to students of theology
and to firm believers in Revelation.  When Carlyle
denounced the favorite speculations of the day as
the “Gospel of Dirt,” he spoke with the natural
indignation of one who was deeply conscious that
there was a world of mind as well as a world of
matter against what appeared to him to be a sordid
and false materialism. No doubt it is difficult for
a Christian sometimes to preserve lis equanimity
in the presence of speculations that profess to be
bas.d wupon scientific facts, but are evidently
prompted less by a Jove of science than by hostility
to revealed truth. Jminence in physical science
is not an absolute safeguard against the use of self-
contradictory languago and the assumption of un-
scientific hypotheses.  We commend, and are
thenkful for, the patient investization of the sccrets
of Nature, but the explorer (even when not wrongly
Linssed) may be at fault in the interpretation of his
facts.  Jtis somet'mes said or implied that this is
only the case with theology ; thatit is not the case
with the natural sciences ; that whilst there is con-
fusion and error in the former, all is certainty in the
latter.  “fhia, however, is scareely true, It would
e more correct to say that in the natural sciences,
as in others, theories have been and are often mis-
tiuken for tucts, and that the progress of cvery
science pas been marked by errors ot speculation.
With reference to the very hypothesis we have been
looking at, on which =0 mich has been built as
upon an absolute certainty, Mr. Huxiey says, “l
adopt it, subject to the production of proof,” which.
as he admity, is not producible.  And Prof. Tyndall
allows that it may undergo considerable modifica-
tion.

A history of inductive sciences is just a history
of erroneous interpretations, each displacing the
ane preceding it, and destined to be displaced by
another as more fucts come to light after wore
elaborate investigation. Nor are scientists any
more than other men exempt from bias in favour of
their own theories or of the traditions they have
received.  History teils us how the old scientists
who concealed their ignoranee under the sonorous
phrase, “Nature abhors a  vacoum,” abhorred
Toricelli for suggesting the laws of atmospheric
pressure. [t tells us again of the opposition
Harvey encountered from physwologists when he
taught the eirculation of the blood It tells us that
the emission theory of light preceded the undulatory
theory, and, to take but one mure instance, that
theories of clectricity have hidto be continually
modificd or abandoned.

A word in conclusion.  Religion is the link
which binds together all the various forms of intel-
lectual activity, It supplies them with common
motives and gives them vigor which nothing eise
can supply.  Most of the leading scientific investi-
gators who are alse practical teachers (Sedgwick,
Agassiz. I'rank Buckland, Phillips and Dawson
amnngst others), are expressly agreed in this, that
if natural science be robbed of religious ideas it
becomes barren and repulsive, its  educational,
value decreases and it becomes cven less efficient
fur practical research.

The student of theology is bound by the pre-
cepts of Scripture itself to respect investigations of
truth in other departments of thought; and the
student of history, or archaology, or the natural
sciences may oe well assured that there is no incli-
nation on the part of the true Churchman to
undervalue pursuits of science—no disposltion to
reject clearly proven facts, however much they
may conlict with reccived opinions. The essential
unity of all kinds of truth is involved in the very
idea of a University, LEvery honest, earnest seeker
after truth is fulfilling in his measure the will of
Gop ; and though his face may be apparently
turned from Gop, though he may not have found

the road to Damascus, yet Ly the answer he
receives to his patient questioning of the earth and
the fishes of the sea, he is ever revealing to man
more clearly the will and purpose of the Creator.
May those earncst enquirers who Jabor on with
“ro1} of heart, and knees, and hands,” with little
thought of self, but with a burnihg love for Science
(there are such men in the world), Le led to see
the invisible things of the Creator with ever increas-
ing distinctness through the visible things He has
made, and to knov Him more perfectly than He
can be known in Nature through the Revelation of
His Word.

“Lixeept your rightecusness shell excecd the righteonsuess
of the Neribes and Pharisees, ye shallin ny cuee enter into

This must have seemed an hard saying to thosa
who heard it fall from the Master’s lips. IMow con-
scious must they have been that fhedr righteousness,
fav from ecceeding, fell far short of that of the
Seribes and Pharisees.  “\Vho then ean be seved 3
they might have cried, but Jesus goes on to show
them how the righteousness which He demands
from Ilis followers is this higher righteousness, yet
oue to which the humblest, luwliest soul may attain.
[t is once more, ag ever, the Law of Love which He
ineuleates, but awful is the warnipg which He
ulters tothose who will not take IHis easy yoke upon
them. Coming frowm the lips of Love itselt, it has
all the terrors of Ijivine justice. “Verily I say
unto thee, Thou shalt by no means come out thenco
till thou hast paid the uttermost farthing,” Not as
the Scribes and Pharisces, *‘going about to establish
their own righteousnes,”” but submitting themselves
“unto the vighteousness of Gop,” they wera to enter
the Kingdom of Gop, and by fuith hove and here-
after in the fuluess of {ruition were to live as the
sulijects of the King of Kings.

In the bereafter of that kingdom there are pre-
pared for those who love God such good things as
puss man's understanding. . . . ‘The koy to
that kinglom is love, love to God and man;” put-
ting forth works, as the living tres puts forth fruit.
Such love is the righteaus of which Christ speaks
which will exceed the righteousness of the Scribes
and Pharisees, such love is the fulfilling of tho
liw. We cannot of oursclves obtain it; it must he
poured into our hesrts from the source of lave.
And if we make rean to ourselves that without ic
we gannot enter the kingdom of heaven. we shall
seel it so earnestly, so passionately, that it zewst
be puts—our  Father will withheld no good ift
trom those who in faith implore it.  Let us dwell
earnestly upen the Master's words: “Lxeept your
righteousness shall exceed the righteousuess of the
Seribes and Pharisees y= shall inno wise enter into
the kinglom of heaven.”

Yisuor Bepew, of Ohio, has repeatedly urged
the clergy of his Diocese to preach annually a ser-
mon on Episcopacy; and the recent Convention of
the Diocese furthered the request by resolution,
recommending the sccond Sunday in October as
the day for such sermone.

1, Christ; 2, St. Paul; 3, St. Timothy; 4, “faithful
men;’ 5, ¢ others™;), the fewness of the links
nec:ssary to the connection of our living ministry
with the Founder ot the Church may seem a fact
of very tangible value  Of course we must admit
that there may be, as is charged against the East-
ern Church, a lifcless condition of spiritual things,
together with an unquestioned succession. But
purity of doctrine and zcal for work and progress
heing conceded, the Church, which has an orderly
succession also, must seem to the inquirer to have
the Best warrant for claiming to be of the Apos-
ties’ fellowship.
