According to the Statistical Vear Baok for 1890 (page 279), Cana-
da’s production of wheat has exceeded the quantity required for con-
sumption and seed in the nine years from 1881 to 1889 by 25,711,314
bushels, or an average annual excess of 2,856,812 bushels, a truly
magnificent quantity with which to meet Great Britain’s dewand?
It should be added that the crop produced in this colony hasnever,
up to 1889, reached fifty million bushels. Later figures are not at
my disposal. . :

From the above staicments,for which I have given the authoritics,
it would appear that, if Sir Charles Tupper be correctly reported, he
is cither woefully ignorant of the facts or else he wilfully deceived
his audicnce.  Britain admits colonial grain upon exactly the same
terms as foreign grain, and if Canada is in a position 1o supply Jahn
Bull’s wants why does she not send her wheat in something lii:e sig-
nificant quantitics, instead of allowing Russia and the United States
Lo supply alimost three-fourths of the total amotint required ?

Perhaps some of the advocates of the latest form of resurrected
protection, called ¢ fiscal federation,” will condescend to explain by
what method Canada can at once increase her wheat surplus for
export from four million cwts. to eighty-two millions.

cross the Esplanade boatwards for a
quarter of an hour or so; but never mind, the steamer
docsn’t leave till 3.40. ... Now we can
proceed. You have your choice of
steamers — cither the elegant, entirely
renovated. staunch and rapid upper-
cabin. side-whecl steamer Empress of
ZIndia, or the handsome and commo-
dious propeller Zalkeside. Both leave
at the same hour for the same destina-
tion. Port Dalhousie. and that is the
first stage of our journey,  All right—
Lnipress be it. We will even up our
patronage by coming back per Zake-
side. Allaboard, and off. Everythi g
very vomfortable here. and the officials
most  polite.  Pleasant company of
passengers. including, of course, the young lady who has
had a course at the Conservatory or College of Music.
and who kindly entertains us with selec-
tions on the upright piano. which, be
it noted, is a good-looking instrument
and not out of tune.  I"or a sicamboat
or hotel piano, this is remarkable.
We have no trouble putting in the time,
which passes only too rapidly. Here
we are running up the entrance to the
Welland Canal, and gazing in revercnce
at the venerable village on the right
bank. And now we discmbark and
take the train—or, to he precise. let the
train take us—to the town of Welland.
som¢ sixteen miles west, where in due
course we arrive. \Welland is not
strikingly like Chicago commercially.
It is chiefly noted as the home of the
Hon. Richard Harcourt, Treas-
urer of Ontario, but it does a little
business in other lines as well,
This completes the second stage
of our journey, and the third stage
is here awaiting us—the one that
runs to Tonthill, which is six
miles out.  The country through
which we jog at a leisurely pace
is, at this season of the year, de-
lightful to look upon, but it is
when we get within a2 mile or two
of Fonthill that we begin to real-
ize the title, “ Garden of Ontario.”
We are now high up on the “ mountain range ” to which
the cclebrated Hamilton mountain belongs, and in the

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heart of the fruit country.
For about five square miles,
including the charming town-
ship of Pelham, the land is
given up entirely to fruit
farms, and the views on every
side are such as to ravish the
eye of poct or painter. Ior
a mile or more the approach
to the village of Fonthiil is
lined on both sides by mag-
nificent maple trees, so close
together as to form a con-
tinuous archway, and when
we reach the village itself we
find it literally nestlingamong
trees and shrubbery. Its
population of some four hun-
dred is “wellbestowed,” some
in prosperous looking villas,
others in homesteads of venerable aspect, but all com-
fortably and happily, if safe conclusions may be drawn
from luxurious trees and vines, and the singing of birds on
cvery hand.  An ideal spot for a quiet summer rest, you
say.  And so it is—if you do not insist on boating and
hotel board, for there is neither lake nor public house in
the vicinity.  Some of the hospitable residents might be
induced to take summer bLoarders, however, and for
those who do not mind an inland situation, no pretticr
spot could be found for a holiday. The village and its
vicinity—the whole township
of I'ctham, in fact—furnish
innumerable choice bits for
the summer holiday-maker
who has a taste for landscape
painting.  After this intro-
duction the beautiés of Font-
hill will, we trust, become
known by cxperiment 1o
many Toronto people. That
such as take our hint may not
feel quite strange in the place,
we append portraits of some
of the local celebrities they
arc pretty sure to meet. They
will perbaps find Mr. Frank
Kinsman and Squire Dalton
putting up their historic flag-
poles on the village green; or Dr. Emmett smoking an
evening pipe on his lawn, or Mr. Morris bossing things
around the big nursery, or Pastor Cook holding forth in
the quaint old Baptist church, and any one of these may
be relied upon to bid the visitor welcome and make
things pleasant for him.

That only madc them
worse. Dorothy was quite hysterical when we got back
to camp.
