Thierry, of the French Opera, sang an
“ Agnus Dei,” which wan greatly appre
ciated. Mr. James O M:lley, the well-
known veteran of the Crimea, decorated
with several medals, snd who saw the
lnte Marshal in action, attended the ser-
vice,

After the second epistla the celebrant,
Rev. Abbe Colin, standing upon the
ultar steps, delivered a briaf but eloquent
address, in which he pail a gluwing
eulogy to the dead mnllier. He wsaid
that thanks to the action of the Club
“ La France” all present were enabled to
participate in France’s deep mourning
which bad well nigh extended over the
whole of Europs. There are some lives
wbich, when they comea to an end,
startle the world, Such a life had closed
with the death of Marshal MacMahon,
Duke of Magenta, All were gathered to-
day, statesmen, soldiers, judges and citi-
zens generally to pay a last tribute to the
memory of a great man and a great
Chriatian. It was pleasint to the Church
to be able to add her prayers to those of
the faithful on such an oceasion of sor-
row. This funeral pomp, which has been
g0 well expressed, is & great honor to the
merits of a gool man, the virtues of a
devoted chriaian and the valor of & hero.
It was needless to MacMahon'’s eulogy
to speak of his domestic virtues, the
simplicity of his life, which made of him
an idol in the country in which he lived.

May his
memnry be ever green in the unnals o
French-Canadian evangel'zation, After
all, there does appenr 1o be & necessity
for establishing & French Protestant
n-wspaper, if we are to give credit to
the sssertion of Rev. A. C, Amaron, as
recorded in the Witness of Oct. 25. Aec-
conling to the rev. grntleman, the
pumber of French Prolestants in Mont-
real amounted to upwards of 8000,
aud they had nine places of worship.

will now occupy our attention. In the
peroration of his sermen, “he compared
the Roman-Cathulic Church to & light-
keeper who had lighted bis signal lamps,
but had-forgotten to draw up the blinds
from the lighthoiise windows; and 8o
the light not shining forth as it had been
intended to do, ships were wrecked on
the surrounding rocks for lack of & bea-
con to guide them.”

,Bl'l- L’ti’e and Death Bed Contessiou De-
-~ soribed ~Mr. Laflamme’s Protes-
slonal and Political Career.

“The public ” says La Minerve, “ will
fearn with surprise of the death of a
. man who wag well known, who made a
great deal of noise and who left hia mark
wherever he passed, that of the Honora-
ble Toussaint Antoine Rodolphe La-
flamme. Another victim toadd to all
thoge taken away from us by the grippe.
Long since Mr. Laflamme suffered from
catarrh which left him no rest. The
author of these lines, who was personally
on the best of terms with him, saw him
for the last time in the Canadian Pavil-
lion at the Chicago Fair. He studied
the Fuir with a great deal of care, but
complained that it was very. fatiguing to
bim to visit such large buildings. He
therefore returned to ‘Montreal as soon
a8 ne could. Within the last few
weeks he gradually grew weaker, but
nothing indicated such an early end.
On the 30th of November, Mr. La-
flamme was still' at bhis office in the
New York Life Building. On that day,
feeling feverish, he went home to his
residence on Sherbrooke street. Last
Tuesday the grippe became complicated
with bronchitis, and his condition be-
came 8o serious that on the same day he
asked for the B. I'Abbe Sentenne, who
not being able to go, owing to iliness,
was replaced by M. IAbbe Deguire, cure
of St. James, to receive the sacraments
of the Church. He received the priest
with much cordiality, confessed humbly
and sincerely and promised public re-
aration if he returned to health. This
atter declaration was made out of the
confessional, in presence of tha priest and
& witness. All will ses the importance
of this. The sick man gradually weak-
ened and a few minutes to two, after an
bhemorrhage he quietly passed away.
Just before his death Rev. Abbe Troie,
of 8t. James, was hurriedly sent for and
administered the last Sacrament. As
soon as he realized his critical condition
Mr. Luflamme hastened '

which he dictated in & clear voice, and
with great lncidity. It was an impres-
sive scene. Hon. Judge Pagnuelo, one
of his neighbors, had been requested to
ack as a wilnes*. The will commences
by these worda: “I diein the Catholio

he plended before the Privy Council in
England, where he wasalwayas listened to
with the greatest respect. He nsver
spoke for the gallery, but only forthe
judges, that is to say, ad rem.

Lallamme entered Parliament at too
advanced an age to play a very striking
part. Itis & mistake to think that it
sullices for ane to be a great lawyer,to
become at a great politician ‘or o great
parliamenterian.

Sixce wo are touching upon the
criminal lJaw and criminals, we will re-
produce a few remarks of the Liverpool
Catholic Times on the subject of * Pun-
ishment of Crime.” They are not inap-
plicable even in Canada:

“ Mr. Hopwood, the Recorder of Liver-
pool, is a bumane, well-meaning man,
but whilst mercy in & court of law is
under certain circoumstances & most com-
mendsble gnality, to dirpiay it on un-
hefitting occasions may be seriously pre-
judicial to the interests ¢f justire. This
remark may, we think, he applied with
great propriety to the action of Mr.
Hopwood in what are known as *‘Fhe
Great Tobacoo Frauds” Here was a
case not of poverty-stricken persons who
yielded to temptation under the stress ol
want, but of a systematic course of
wrong-doing on the part of a tubacco
merchant named Wishart and his clerk.
who swindled the North Western Bank
out of & sum amounting to close on
sixty thousand pounds, Yet Mr. Hop-
wood, as prosecuting counsel, tonok upon
himeelf the responsibility of limiting the
powers of the judge by accepting the
plea of guilty on asingle count of the
indictment which carries the maximum
penalty of two years imprisonment and
tendering no evidence on the other
counts. We are not surprised that the
adoption of such a course should have
excited the indignation of Mr. Justice
Day and elicited from-him & stern judi-
cinl censure. If crime is to be repressed,
deliberate and hardened oriminais must
not count on clemency. The policy of
the Recorder of Liverpool ia condemned
by all who have any knowledge either of
police courts or the interior of the prison
at Walton. If thers has been a deorease
in the oriminal statistios of the city Mr.
Hopwood must not lay to his soul the
Rattering unction: that it-is due to hie
light sentences; it is really atiributable
to the energy of those who are rescuing
homeless and destitute chiidren and
thus lessening the raw material ol
crime.” :

The Russo-Turkish Alliance.

THERE is talk of & serious move onthe -
part of Russia to secure a formsl ex-
pression from Turkey of the alliance
now tacitly existiny between these two -
powers. Such would be a great misfox-
tune as far as the Catholic Church goes,
especially regarding our missions in the
East. The following from the Catholio
Times explains the situation very wells

“Theday alter the Treaty of San Ste-
fano was signed a representaiive of this
journal bad an intexrview with Midhat
Pasha, the exvizier. Asked what he
thought of the new situation created by
the surrender of the Porte to the Russian
invaders, the Pasha replied in the re-
markable words :—* Henceforth we are
the sllies of Russia, the involunta
allies, it 18 true, but the ali<s for a
that.” Explaining his idea further the
ex-vizier said that Turkey had looked in
vain for belp or protection from her
former allies in the west, and she could
not affurd to throw herself again across
the path of Russia and risk her very ex-
istence for the sake of the powers who
had abandoned her in ber hour of need.
Ever since 1878 Turkey has been forced
again and agsin to pay the utmost defer-
ence to the exigencies of Russian poliey.
Half the difficulties of the young Bul-
garian State arise from the Sultan’s
mability to recognize formally the new
state of things witbout the consent of his
powerful northern neighbor. And now
comes the news that Russia is making a
great effort to have the alliance devel-
oped from the present tacit agreement
into & formal treaty for mutual help.
Such a (reaty would be disastrous to the
Catholic mis-ions in the east, and at the
same time would be a heavy blow to
England’s positinn in the Mediterranean.
With Russian influence supreme in Asia
Minor, there would be an end Lo the pro-
gress that is now being made towards
the reunion of the Esstern Churches to
the Holy See, and the schismatic prelate
of Eteimiadzin wonld see his now weak-
ening gragp on the Armenian commu-
nities rapidly strengthened by the aid of
the Muscovite **secular arm.” As for
England, once a Rasso-French alliance
oan dictate the policy to be pursced at
GConstantinople, there will be a very
early message from the Sultan asking for
the speedy evacuation of his province of
Egypt. Buch a message would be the
herald of war.” |

CONVERSION NOT APOSTACY. _

Without COnve}alou Conldt Thers be &
Christian Church ?

It has ever been the history of the
Catholic Church that conversions are
Jdaily being made of men into her fold,
Indeed, the Church is founded on con-
version, and without it there conld have
been no Christian Church. In the early
times the Jewe had to be converted from -
the Mosric law, and the worhi from the
beli-fs of heathenism. In the present
stage of Christendom thers are senrts 1n-
numerable, each teaching a different |
doctride, and alt differing from the Cae
tholic Church, thangh when grouned to-
gather their doctrives in their nniver-
anl ty are the doctrines of the Cathelia
Church ; amd on their differences being
removed they hold unitedly Cathaolic
belief. o '

Evidently, as they teach different
dootrines, and as truth is one and in-
divigihle by its very nature, they. must
all of them be in error. ‘To persist in
error, knowing it to be errar, i3 most
illogical. Besides the Holy Ssripture
warns us against ihe teachers of false
doctrines, and threatens severe penal-
:,w? against the holders of heretical be-
iefa. v
Logic, therefore, and Secripture require
that s man must abandon error and all
doctrines which are founded on error.
He must, therefore, be prepaiel tn re-
nounce allegiance to any church which
he discovers to be teaching falsely, and
he is in conscience and reason bound to
join the Cutholic Church when he is cun-
vinced that it is the true Church, stead-
fast in the faith of Christ. ;

This ia conversion. Ta call it apos-
tacy is a misnomoar ; and no man of
gense will apply such a name tn the
sincere Christian who, for the sake of
truth, breaks away from althe loved
traditions of youth. The sectiries who
would make use of this term avainsgt
him only display their anger and disap-~
puintment ; and are gniliy of a grievous
«in against charity. They only prove
that betug in error themseives, they luve
their error andd hate the men who give
a nuble example of courage and Juve of
truth, '

Apostacy ie to renounce the truth, not -
error ; apostacy is founded on passion,
not reason; apostacy i3 inspired by im-
proper moltives, not love of 1ruth ; apos-
tney is a diegraceflul action, not the -
noble sacrifice of gelf auld the fearless
standing forth for God. The names of
apoatates have gone down (o histury in
opprobrinm ; the names of converts bave
illnmined its pages with hnonor. The
course that Newman and Manning have
purszed no man need fear to tread.

"Few of thove who rend Tom Moore’s
beantiful poews, hear his touching Irish
melodies, or sing those exquisite songs
of that “Bard of the Land of Song,” are
aware Lhat the “poet of all circles snd
the idol of his - own,” was not only a
genuine Cathol‘c, but that he had com-
posed several works upon the suhject of
Catholic faith. Being ill and very
much pressed for time this week we will
give a chapter from that author with,
here and there, a comment of our own.
From what we have said in the preced-
ing numbers of the system of mystery
and restraint which the Fathers of the
third and fourth centuries, but more
particularly of the former, thought it
politic to impose upon themselves in
speaking of the eucbarist, it will not be
deemed wonderful that there should
occur passages in their public writings
and disconrses, which, being intended
by them to be ambiguous, have fully
attained that olject; and that, designed
originnlly as such passages were to veil

.the truth from the unbeliever and the
heretio, they should, to eyes willully
blind, atill perform the same office. The
only wonder Indeed is, taking ail tbhe
oircumstances we have reviewed into
oonsideration, that the number of pae-
pages affcrding this sort cf handle to
migapprehension should have been 8o
inconsiderable ; and that, notwithstand-
fng all tho fastidious caution of the
Fathers on this subject, such & mass of
explicit evideuce so abundant and con-
vincing as, with any unbiassed mind, to
place the truth of the Catholio doolrine
respecling the eucharist beyond all
question,

“It was in the third century,” says
Moore, “when the followers of Chriet
were most severely (ried by the fires of
persecution, that the discipline of
secreoy with respect to this (the euchar-
jat) and other mysteries, was most
strictly obeerved. ‘A faithful conceal”
ment,’ eays Tertullian, is due to all mys-
teries from the very nature and consti-
tation of them. How muech more must
it be due to such systeries as, if they
were once discovered, coull not escape im-
mediale punishment from the hand of man.
(Ad. Nation, 1. 1) It moy be conceived
with- what puonliar force such a motive
to secrecy wonld be likely {0 act upon
minds naturslly timid,—such as that of
8t. Cyprian, for instance, whose indies-
position o martydom, however firmly
heat !ast met it, when inevitable, was
evinced on more than one cocasion
when he prudently withdrew himself
from ite grasp. We finq, accordingly,in
conformity with this . timidity of char-
acter, that among the observers of the
Discipline of the Secret, he is allowed to
have.been one of the most circumspect
and close.” . .

X4 ia indeed curious, not only as
" i Iluatrative of the character of the indi-
‘viddal, but as part of that kindred des-
tiny ~which . seems :to. have. attended
thiroughont, the two Cathelic dogmas of

‘the same: dautious St. Cyprian who, in
his public letter to the Proconsul of
Africa, thought it prudent to keep the
Trinity out of sight, should have been
also the individual who, by his evasive
language concerning the eucharist, has
been the means of furnishing the oppo-
nents of a resl,” corporal presence,
with almoet the only semblance of
plausible authority by which they sup-
port their heresy. Little did he think,
good saint, that & day would come when
this prudence, or timidity, would be
made to pass for orthodoxy, and when—
sturdy, & slicker as he was for the
supremacy of the Roman See—he shonld
attain the eminence, such as it is, of be-
ing the primesaint of Protestants.”

Even 8t. Cyprian, however, could not
help, on oceasion, letting the true doc-
trine escape: Thus he says that, in the
eucharist, “ we touch Christ’s body and
drink his blood,” and in an epistle to
Pope Cornelius, speaking of the viclim®
of persecution. he ssys: * How shall we
teach them to shed their blood for
Christ, if before they go to battle we do
not give them His blood.” Let us con-
tinue with Moore : “ It would be amus-
ing,—~—were not so awiul a point of faith
the subject of such trifling,~to observe
the self-complacent trinmph with which
& Protestant controvertist sits brooding
over one of these intentionally unmean-
ing passages of the Fathers, hatching it
into an an argument. It matters not
that the holy writer from whom the
paesage is extracted has, in a bundred
others, pregnant bolh with mesning and
with truth, borne testimony to the be-
lief of his Church in that mighty mira-
cle—the fulfilment of a God’s exprese
promige which takes place under the
veil of the eucharist, It matters not—
the one convenient passage is alone
brought forward again and again: the
proflessional controvertist must still show
himeself in the lists, however ¢ falsified *
his armour; and though selfdeception
is not alwaya practicable in such caaee,
the great point is still gained of deceiv-
ing others.”

(" His shield is falsified ” is a mean-

ing of the word which Dryden attempted

to introduce from the Italian.)

The argument drawn from the occa-

sional application of the words * type,”

“ gign,” * figure,” &o., to the eucharist,

we have already disposed of ; and =

large portion of the passages cited, as

favourable to the Profestant side of the

question, come under this predicament.

The fictitious persons
who discuss the question are Orthodoxus,
who represents & Catholio, and Eranistes,
the Euatychian, . Eran—~"1 am beppy
you bave mentioned the divine myster-
ies. Tell me, therefore, what do you call

-{invocation . Orth.~"This must not be

'gaid openly ; for some may be present
who are not initiated” Eran~—~* An-
swer, then, in hidden terms.” Orth.—
“'W_e call it an ailment made of certain

grolog” - Erqn—" And bow do you call

the Trinit yand ‘the ﬁeal i"rééenc’e", ‘that.

the.other symbol,” Orth—"We give i
& name that denotes a certain beverage.”
Eian—" And, after the conseoration,
what are they called?”’ Orth—*The
body of Christ and the blood of Christ.”
Eran—* And you believe that you par-
take of the body and blood of Chriat ?”
Orth.~* 8o I believe.” Eran—" Asthe
symbols, then, of the body and blond of
Christ were different before the consecra
tion of the priest, and after that conse-
cration became changed and are some-
thing else, in the same manner we Euty-
chians sy, the body of Christ after his
ascension was changed into the divine
essence.” Orth.—~*Thou art taken in
thy own snare : for, after the conseora-
tion, the mystical symbols lose not their
proper nature ; they remain both in the
figure and appearance of their former
substance, to ba seen and to be felt ae
before ; but they are understood to be
what they have been made ; this they
are believed to be, and ae such they are
adored.”

Wg have here three, no lers, important
points acknowledged then :—First—A
change into “sumelbing elee™ of the
tymbols afler coneecration.—Secondly—
A real presence of the body and blood of
Christ, and Thirdly—Adoration paid to
the sacrament in consequence. The on-
ly doubt the passage admits of is,
whether, contrary to the Catholic doc
trine, Orthodoxus means to assert that
the substance of the bread and wine re-
mains after consecration. The phrase
“ former substance,” which seems to im-
ply that & second sabstance has taken
the place of the first, might certainly
warrant the assuniption that the whole
passage was meant orthodoxly. On
turning to the works of this Father,
edited by Garnier, we find it to be the
opinion of that Jearned Jesuit, after an
impartial inquiry into the exact beliel
of the anthor, that Theodoret, had, on
the whole, & leaning to the consubstan-
tial heresy.”

Buch, taken at its very worsi, is the
full extent of that lapse from orthodoxy
into which, at most, two Fathers out of
the whole sacred bund of the five first
centuries, can be said to have fallen on
this sudject, and such the ouanium and
qnality of that evidence against the doc-
trine of the ancient Catholic Church
which every succeesive champion of Pro-
testantism brings forward, each triumph-
ing in the discovery of the same worn-
out fool's paradise. The true view
of such insulated instances of
heterodoxy is to be found in the follow-
ing remarks which the subject has
drawn forth from the editor of that
valuable compilation, ‘The Faith of
Cutholics.” Bhould it be conceded that
there is ambiguity in these expressions,
or that even the authors of them mesnt
to convey & senje, in our estimation
heterodox, how light must their author.
ity be, when balanced against the mas-
sive evidence of 80 many writers of their
own age, and of the preceding ocen-
turies 1" ' ' "

0t convse we must be abreast of the
times in Canada; it would not do to let
‘the citizens of the great Republic to the
. ‘s>uth of us'take every initinl step along
the way of progress. In the polilico-
_religions world of the United States ap-
-peared a montter of iniguily, bearing
upon iis brow the seal of bigoiry, with
the letters A. P. A, conspicuons in burn-
ing form. It would not do were we in
Canada to be sn far behind our neighbors
that we could not rival them in the
sphere of religious intolerance. Our
friends from beyond the line cannot
crow; we possess a real ding-dong,
politico-religious-intolerance association
of our own, It is calied the P, P. A.
Its promoters claim that one “ P stands
for Protestant ; but this we deny—which
denial we purpose establishing ina few
moments, \We areunder the impression
that the letters represent the words
# Pablic Plague Association.” Now this
P.P. A.is no myth, Iuis aliving factor
in the political ‘element of Canada,
There is no denying thisfaet. In two
recent contests in Ontario, the candidates
representing the Mowat government
were defeated, nnt because ihey sup-
ported that epecial government, not be-
cause they were memb:rs of & partionlar
pirty, not because of the pohiliea] plat-
form that they helld; they were defeated
eimply because this P. P. A. had worked
its way in amongst Lhe electors amd had
pointed out the great danger the country
was in on account of the « flices held by
the Cutholicy, and the privilegesaccorded
tn these adherenta of the chirch of
Rome. In & word Hon. Mr, Mawats
candidates were defeated by a factigp
that seeks to grasp the balance of power
and between the two great political par-
ties to wield sufficient inflence to pre-
vent even ¢ommon jastice being done to
Roman Cathulics in Canada.

Deeply we regret the result of there
two elections, but under the circum-
stances we bope that the fact of such an
Association existing in our midst will be
thoraughly understnod and that ev. rv
legitimate steng will be taken tocounter-
aat its avil influences. We are told that
the P.P.A. is an offgpring of the * Equa!
Rights” movements; it may be so, or
it may not. We have no doubt as 1o
Mr. Dalton McCurthy’s capabiiity of
getting such a movement on foot. Iis
principles harmonizs with those of the
#Equal Rights” party. “ Eqnal Rights
for me and mine; but when your share
is in qestion it is understood to be nil”

whose honeaty, uncenl.y, genérosity
and absence of any prejndice we
could depend our lives; and these men
weére Anglicans, Methodists, Presby-
terians, Baptists and members of other
secls, We have known some of these
men to vote for a Catholic against a
Protestant; others of them (o hire a
Catholic in preference to a Protestant,
whbea the latter had no better claim to
the position than hia Protestantism. In
fine, we do not and we cannot bglieve
that our Protestant fellow-citizens are
ready (o stand responsible for the-evil
apirit of the P.P.A. We may differ on
the principles of our Faith; we may
kneel in different temples and offer up
our prayers in varied forms; but we
bave all learned the great and Christ-
given precept, “love one another.”
From out the volume of Holy Writ the
honest minded, true-souled Protestants
of to-day, draw lessons of Christian per-
fection timt, if only put into practice,
would suflice to banieh much of the dis-
cord that reigns in the world. Tor
these r-asons we emphatically object to
an Association with euch narrowness of
soul and such meanness of epirit, cal ing
itself Protestant. 1We mean by this that
we do not helieve in having Protcslant-
ism—as a whole—saddled with the bigo-
try, intolerance, vileners, wickedness,
and un-Canadiap, un-Christian methods
of vhis hydra.

All the damsage that
these bigots can perpetrate is 1o make
the way of life more troublesome fur a
few honest Catholics. Perhaps a nnm-
ber of deserving employees may suffer
in consequence of this organizd hostility
t0 every person connected with our
church. Butevenlikethe Knownothing-
ism, the A.P. Aism and other ¢imilaxr
spasmodic outburts of irrational bigatry.
this P. P. A. will die a natural death,
strangled by the cord that its own fingers
ire twisting. Still it is to be regretted
that the morster ever were permitted to
make an appearance in Canada. We
cannut afford to be disturbed by fanatic-
ism of this kind. If we cannot all agree
upon the principles of Faith that are to
guide our lives, at least let us remember
that we all adore the same God, and the
same God has commanded us sl to love
eaoch other, We have need of broad
Christian cbarnity, and of inter-racial
respect, Living in a land where the
children of diffvrent races are destined to
walk side by eide along the way of life,
wod where the adherents of different
creeds are pluced in contagt wich each
other, year in and year out, we have no
room for the P. P. A, and we trust that
Proteslanta and Cutholtes will juin hands
to overthrow the giant of politizo-reli-
gious iniquity.

In order
to do o, we will consider the different
means or instruments used by Satan in
his constant attacks upon the Church.
They were : 1st The power and halred
of the early Pugans; 20d the jealousy
and the enmily of the schismatics anid
infidels ; 8rd the fury of the Muhome-
tans; 4ith the tidal-wave of rebellion
call the Refurmation ; Sth the influence
and operations of the Secret Societies.

In oountries where this is de-
pendent upon the vote of the people
their tendency is rather to profess sgree-
ment with 1the opinion of the moment
than to be themselves the exponents of
the principles in which they 1hemselves
believe. Now, Lhold to the right of a
nativn toshape its own destinies, whether
for good cr for evil. A statcsman must
nccept the popular verdict. He ought
not, however, t6 be ready to carry it into
effect in order to retain office, if he be-
lieves it to be injurious to his country.
His duly, in this case, is to point outin
what he considers it injurious, and to be
prepared to acceps the cold shape of
opposition, and there to await
patiently tha moment when what
he considers to be right becomes the
opinion of the majority. Those whosay
that the people are always right are as
goniemptible as were the ocourtjers of
Lonis X1V,, who bowed and grovelled
before him in the expectalion of some
crumbs from his table falling to their
lot. In no country are siatemen more
weak-kneed opportunists than in Italy,
and the consequence of their yielding to
evory popular cry, inatead of combating
it when they know its error, is that their
country has been bronght to the verge of
ruin. I[taly is an object lesson to all
those would-be leaders of men who prefer
the name of leading to the reality, and
who make office rather an end than a
means. It is pretty clear that, as a
League of Peace, the Triple Alliance has
proved to be a failnre. It never,indeed,
wag more than an allisance to secure to
Germany the French Provinces that she
hss acquired. With Continental Europe
divided into two armed camps, the dan-
ger of war is serions. If war does break
out, it is, as I have shown, very doubtful
whether Italy and Austria will stand to
their gontract with Germany.—Lo
Truth, .

Judge Arrington,16 wrile sentimental

“Bat you must remember that his
wife and children are Catholice.,” -

% Oh; yes'; ‘we all remember the lively
protcst made by the Judge on their be-
coming Catholics, For the instant, it
seamed ag if Madame and her children
were to have a separate establishment!”

“But this wns only for the moment.’
Every one knew there. was not a more
devoted husband and father than Judge
Arrington,” | . .

“ Which proved, conclusively, the
honeety and the wiolence of his opposi-
tion Lo the Catholiefaith. Hos has never
ci.angad, apparently, excepting in & ces-
sation of open oppoeiii-n: when all at
once we see him writing chivalrous
verees lauding the Blessed Virgin, which
might be very well for 8penser or even
Chaucer, but certainly . most extraordin-
ary for a notable jurist of this century,
who i® known not to be a Catholie, to
publish over his own name;” and the
paper contrining the offending poem was
tossed across the library table to the
gentle fuced lady oppusite, by a member
of the Cuicago B.r. ]

At the time of which we are writing,
two great pleaders stood forth in our
courts; both giauts as to mental and
physical ferce; both warming up 1nto
an eloquence which always seemed to
take » jiry by surprise, because of an
exceeding weight of . gravity in the face

All
this time, what of his wife? There was
no putting forward of theclogical sulici-
tude.

Our barristers seldom allow their
countenance to betray aurprise, but Lhese
three, none of whom were Catholice,
could harly conceal theirs, making
amends, however, by a reassurance ot
the pleasure they felt in seeing him thus
in full possession of himself, and even
adding a congratulation which was
forced from them in spite of prejndice,
by the evident sincerity and eve:: lofii
ness of his convictioma. They knew it
was ‘no mere sentiment which had
moved him to such a declaration.
