Brancbes of the centennial sssociation
are in working order in all the large
cities of the country, even as far wost as
San Francisco. .

In Boston the executive sommittee of
the association have delegated Mr. P. J.
Flatley, room $22 Tremont building, to
supply all pecessary information to in-
tending pilgrims, and to sccept on be-
half of the association deposite on pas-
sage tickets, etc. More then 200 persons
in Baltimore have slready signified
their intention of pariicipating in the
pilgrimage, and the same is true of
Pbiladelpbizg, Plitaburg and other large
citles,

The influence of the assceiation, and
all information in ita power to supply
will be placed at the disposal of every-
body who desires to make the excur-
sion.

The women
who can address meetings, quell
parliamentary riots, elect school
boards (schools for which they never
bear children); sirong women, with a
horrible but undoubted amount of fact
to beck up their theories with; women
who are up in their political economy,
and their sapitary plupbiog, and their
general information on men axad thinga
—these, we are asked to belisve, are
alone responsible for the advance of the
world in general and woman in par
ticular. .

The rest—the quiet, retiring, modest
women ; the women with the old-time
shrinking from publicity ; the mothers
of children, the housewives, the nurses
and care takers—these, it would seem,
are to be pitied and encourrged and
helped as those from whom no very great
or effectual work is to be expected. But,
unfortunately for the whole genus “"new
woman,” an “old” woman is found
her~ and there with amazing qualifica-
tions for stupendous doing and attaln-
ing, and with it all a sunreme contempt
for the brsgzen conceit which would
organize the sex into insniferably dis-
agreeable female reformers and unsexed
mischief makers.

Thousands of young women (thanks to
the ' Women’s Page” o! Sunday papers,
and the ** Heart to Meart Talke on Pil-
low-Shams” of the Bsk variety) are
coming to feel that, if they would be of
any use to the world, if they would resl-
ize their best and all, then they must
folliow in the wake of some local W. H.
U.T. L. Society of otherwise not very at-
tractive females. Shame!

I will wager at this raoment to one
loud-talking, masculine busy-body, who
is really ascomplishing anytbing of real
value for the world, there are scores,
thousands, « f modest, quiet women who
are doing better and truer work—and I
mean in the literary, scientific, aud socio-
logical fields too! .

For example, bere is an American wo
man who has done something. She hae
made $50,000 by her writings. She han
published thirty works ; she hus tounded
fifteen educational ipstitutions. She
has travelled, and speaks four or five
languages, from which she transiates for
great publishing houses. She bas raised
and judiciously expended hundreds of
thousands of dollars for her many civil:
izing projects. She is now sixty years
old, but still vigorous and untiring and
enthusiastic. )

Who is she? Surely, she must be
president or secretary of something?
Bhe must be a public leader?! A
radical? A terror to timid, hen-
pecked men? Not a bit of it. She
is a hnmble Sister of Mercy who with
her silent unknown community han
done more to turn the American wilder-
nees into a garden, to elevate and edu-
cate, than the whole pack of log-rolling,
stump-oraiing, careering Amazons in
ereation.

“Leaves from the Annals of the
Sisters of Mercy,” this noble woman’s
chief literary work, is a great book. A
oritic says of it: * There is nothing in
fiction to equal these volumes in inter-
est.

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In the current number of Current Lit-
erature, the editor induiges in the fol-
lowing expressior of opinion in regard
to Physicians young and old :—

There was s time when the first step
toward becoming a doctor of medicine
was the cultivation of a beard. The
young Imberbis forswore ihe razor as
soon as he decided upon the scalpel.
By persevering through tbe taunts of
years his patience saw the down chango
toineflectual, but lingering, tendrils, and
these at.lnst into something that passed
for & beard, though in reality it only ac-
centuated the youth of its wearer. Buy it
took more thnrn whiskers and a hardly
dried parchment diploma to procure
patients. It took yenrs of famine, then
more years of parsinony, before the
years of plenty could be hoped for.
People whose members, organs cr lives
are endangered, may belicve {irmly in
vivisection and experimental medicine,
bus they show a strange reluctance to
furnishing the material themselves.
They prefer to let somecne else be the
suiject. And in the case of a new phy-
sician, that stately word “practice” has
always had an ominous asound. As
young and auburn whiskers were always
& danger signal to those in desire of doc-
toring, 8o, conversely, & beard whitened
with the snows of many years was taken
to be a guaranty of accumulated wisdom
It was a better advertisement than a
European degree, and more convineing
than many testimorinls. About the
only advice that could be given a prom-
ising yovung _Eiculapiad, then, was
“Grow old as soon as possible.” He
sought no fountain of youth, but rather
a plunge into * the flood of years.”

But we have changed all that now.
The gray beard is no longer the badse ot
access to the sick room. On the con-
trary, the complaint goes up that King
Lear is being thrust quite out of doors by
& younger generation. - Now,the last two
or three decades of medicine or surgery
have borne results that deserve the
abused word ‘ epoch-making.” They
have revolutionized the groping-in-the-
dark methods of whole centuries, for
they have developed the germ theory of
disease with its corollaries of antiseptic
treatment, inoculation, isolation, muni-
cipal sanitation and any number of other
* 'ations.”” The great increase in the
pexrcentage ot patients saved from infec-
tious diseases, the glorious victories over
plagues that used to ravage whole con:
tinents. overpowering all human resist-
ance and yielding only to some chanege
of season, and even the complete repul-
sion of pestilences, such as that accom-
plished by the cholera "gnarantine of
some vears ago in New York; the enor
mous benefits of scientific sewerage, of

tenement inapection and street-cleaning ;-

the marvels of antiseplic aurgery—all
these and many other daily miracles of
the new school of physicians conld not
fail to captivate the public interest.
They bave indeed excited the whole
popnlace. Everything new is hailed
with extravagant prophecies, and- the
dire failure of this much heralded pan
acea or that specific does not seem to
abate the public confidence in anything
new. In consequence, the new physician
has the glamo.r of fresh methods about
bhim. Theelder doctor suffers from the
prejudice attaching to all things ‘“old.”
T'here is mnch talk nowof a so-called
“dead line " 1n the ministry—an age be-
yond whicb the congregation begius to
cry, * Retire and rest !"” which is almost
to say, ‘ Retire and starve!” “~Many
physicians are beginning to feel the pun-
1shment.of tke same idea. They must
adopt new methode, or pretend to; else
they are leid on the shelf, The young
man is to bave his vogue, it s¢ems. In
choosing, however, a physician, as in
choosing a wife, it is better not to judge
by general rules, but to choose for indi-
vidual reasons and aftersome familiarity
with the characiér of the one chosen.
The public has learned that the fact of &
physician’s being young does not prove

It were betier, perbaps, that ths
influence had been brought to bear.

When interviewed by a representative
of the Txug Wirxees, Mr Geo. W. Moore,

stated that the “ monkey’’ teature of the
advance advertirements wers never re-
produced on the stage, snd was merely
the creation of a New York poster artist,
who thought it a good drawing picture;

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF
EMPLOYERS.

Judge Arohibsld rendered judgment on
Saturday in the ceae of Parent es qusl,
vs. Soloman. This was an aciion for
$3,000 for an accident which occurred to
plaintifPs minor daughter while she was
employed atasewing machine in de-
fendant’s factory. The action was due
to the young girl’s hair when replacing
the band of her machine under the table.
The Court held that it is the duty of the
proprietor of a factory where sieam
power is used, and more particularly
where girls and young people are em-
ployed, to meke such regulations as
would be effective for the protection of
the working people from risk or accident,
and to see that such regulations are nod
only understood by the employees, but
are obeyed. - In the preeent instance no
proper regulations were made, and no in-
structions were given to piaintif’s
daughter, and, moreover, any regulations
thai were made were permitted to be
systematically disobeyed. Under those
circumstances judgment must go in favor
of plaintiff for 3400, amount of damage
proved. L B

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A Counnell and Board of Governors to
Comprise the Admiunistratien,

It in reasonable to expect that in the
near future there will be a project in-
augurated having for its aim a Greater
Montreal, which would be somewhat
similar to the recently accomplished ex.
tension of the municipal boundaries of
New York city. The Irish World, in are-
cent imsue,givesthe following interesting
outline of the administration which will
take effect at t.e opening of the new
yoar:—

Greater New York, the largest of
American municipalities, will, alter
Janusry 1, 1898, be governed in a man-
ner that has never before been tried in
this country. Hitherto our cities have
been managed as & unit. The vastness
of the new municipality, including us it
does a population exceeding that of the
United States when Washington was
elected President, requires that the prin-
ciple of local management should have
more extended application than would
be poasible under the old city charber.
The citizens of the northern portion of
the new municipality conld not, for in-
stance, be expected to be conversant with
the local neeads of the s uthern part of
Graater Naw York, some thirty miles
distant from them.

To obviate this diffinlty the city will
be divided intu tive bor.mghs. Tne Bor-
ough of Manhsattan wili embiace that
part of theold city known as Manhattan
Islandt together with Governur's Island
and the islands in the East River. The
Borough o Bronx will includte all north
of the Harlem River as far ns the old
northern city boundury. Tne Birough
of Brookiyn will ionchude the city of
Brooxiyn The Boruugh of )-1eens com:
prises that portion of Queens County to
be included in the new city. The Bor.
i)ugb, of Richmond takes in Siaten Is-

&L

_Tuese five boroughs, kanown collec-
tively as the city of New York, will
have sheir own legislatare, exe-utive
and judiciary. The legislature will gon
sist ol two houses kmown &5 the Council
and the Board of Aldermen, and together
will be atyled *“ The Municipal Assembly
of the City of New Yurk.” The Council
will consist of twenty eight members,
ang will be presided over by a president
elected on a general ticket, who will act
as Mayor duning the Mayor’s absence or
disability, posseasing all his powers ox-
cept removal or appointment. The
twenty-eight members of the Oouncil
are vlected hy districts as follows: Five
Council districts are formed out of the
pres: nt city of New York, three out of
Broukiyn, one out of the County of
Ricluuond, ard one out of the part of
Qeens County included in the city by
ine consolidation act. Each of the New
York and Brooklyn districts is entitled
w three Councilmen, and Richmond
aad (lueens $o0 one Councilman each.
I'be Liwrd of Aldeemen will conaist of
stxt)} membemm—one from each Assem-
biy diesrict in New York and Brooklyn
and one from she other places annexed
by tbe conauviidation act.

Tue legisiature shus formed form the

Each will
have its own pxemident, chosen by the
electors of enoh borengh, respectively,
who may be removad by the Mayor on
charges, subject to the approval of the
Governir of the State.

The moss important function which
these Presidents will be called upon Lo
exereise will be $0 convene ard preside
over the local boards of the borough.
There will be a looal board of improve
ments iz each of the twenty two Sena-
torial dissricte or parts thereof comprised
in the territory comaolidated into New
York. The local board will consist of
the. President of the Borough and of each
member of the Municipal Assembly, who
is & resident of such local improvement
district. The jurisdiction of shis- local
board will be contined to the disttict for
which it is conssituted, and is to have
power in all ceses where the cost of a
proposed improvement is to be met in
whole or in part by assessment upon
property in the district.

The opening, paving and grading of
streets, eLc., fall within tbe jurisdiction
of the local bosrd, which also has power
to bear complaints againat drinking
saloons, dieorderly houses, gambling

The election of Iast
Tuesday has supplied the new city with
the executive, judicial and legislative
officers, to whom will be committed the
duty of regulating the affairs of the
greateat of American cities, and the
firat of the new year will witness New
York entering on its new career under
auspices which promise it the primacy
of the world'a muniocipalities before the
twentieth century is very old.

CUBA ANSWERS SPAI,

Freedom Or Figint—There Can Be No
Compromise.

Manif. sto of the New York Caban Celony
to she Cmban Republic,

The Cuban colony in New York is
evidently determined to see if it cancot
force a fight between the United States
and Spain. It will accept no compromise
and wants fight to the death. At a re-
cent meeting in the Astor House it de-
livered a manifesto tothe Cuban Revolu-
tionary Governmens which contains the
following language :—

Nearly three years have elns)led since the
iniquisies and corruption of the Spanish
administraiive polioyimpelled she psople
of Cuba to launch themselves into a des-
perate war, that has been the wonder of
the world. From ths first moment the
Government of Spain inundated oxr ter-
ritory with soldiers, proelaimed she bar-
barous rigor of ite martial law, and de-
termined to drown In mseas of blood the
legitimaile sapirations of the colony,
weary of bribery, monopolies, outrages,
and dishonor.

With frenzied fury, amid the acclama-
tions of thc entire nation, the Spaunish
soldiers have endemvored to make of
Cubs a desert airewn with corpses. They
have laid waste o our fislds and have
killed our animsls, as if they purposed
to stamp out all life on our aoil. They
have butchered our unsrmed men, even
when found prostrate in bed, even when
protected by the sacred shelter of the
hospital. They have driven the familiea
from their homes and have huddled
them together in filthy and unwhole-
some places in order that hunger and
pestilence may complete the work of
iron and fire.”

The essential righta of & citizen may
be summarized inthe full liberty of suf:
frage, his sligibility without wily impe-
diments,and a system of individual gusy
aniees that shall protech him against sll
usurpation which may affect his person,
his goods, or hia civil capacity. So long
as there shall exist in Cubs & Governor
reaponsible solely before a distant power,
sustainzd by an army of which heis
Captain General, by an administration
of jnstice of which he is the inspirer,
and by a hundred thousand resident
Spaniards who regard him as their
supr'ne chief, all thess privileges
will be & mytk. If our own hissory had
not taught us the lesson during the s0-
called aonstitutional periods we have
the exsmple of Porto Rico before cur
eyes. The socalled reforms which
Spain granted to it recently, in order to
pacifv the spirit of protest and rebel-
lion which is agitating that island, have
servil 1o otber purpuse than to make
more «cure the mynupol v of Liue Spaniab
minerity wbich has barefacedly grasped
the sdministeation of the country, and
bas risen te power by means of the poli-
tical representation of Porto Rico.”

WAR TO THE KNIFE.

As has alraady been observed, Spain
purposes only to deceive the world and
to seduce the Cubans, who, guided by
the noble desire of peace, may not see
that this trapsaction is only & fruitful
source of new troubles in the near future.
But Spain has understood that in order to
give somecolor to her duplicity, she must
find assistance among some well known
sons of Cuba. The few at Havana, who
have lent themselves to serve as accom-
plices of the awful crime of the policy
symbolized by Weyler, no longer sunited
her purpose. Their discredit before the
eyes of their countrymen.is altogether
too mapifest. She, therefors, addressed
herself to another small group of Cabans,
who left their country in order not to
be present at her martyrdom, but who
did not have faith enough ih the effort of
her eons to free their native land [rcm
her assssins. Two or three of theae, it
appears, have lent themaelves to second
the wishes of the new Bpanish Cabinet.
‘Their names are mentioned in the char-
aoter of mediators between Spain and
the patriots, the object being to win over
the latter to a discussion of their differ-
enoces.

We do not wish .to judge the conduet
of these Cubans, because we do not know
their motives, snd we are obliged Lo con-
sider them honorable until the contrary
be proven to us.  But it is important at
this grave moment, and wa deem it a
‘patriotic duty, to declare in the. most
solemn'manner that whatever import-
