14 The monarch, Laogaire, being killed by lightning
somewhere on the plaios of Kilﬁare, the estates of
the kingdom assembled at Tara, in order to elect a
successor for that great prince, who had governed
Treland for thirty years, Tiwo rival candidates as-
serted their claims to the monarchy, One of these
was Oilioll, surnamed Molt, son of the reacwned
hero, Dathy.

Of these friends of Oilioll, the chief were
his fatber-in-law, Angus, king of Leath-Mogha, and
his own kinsman, Amalgaidh, king of Connaught, a
priace of great military prowess, who bad been vic-
torious in ne less than nine sea-fights, as historians
gravely assure us, These two princes carried all
before them in the supreme councils of Ireland at
that time ; and they having warmly espoused Oilioll’s
cause, the scale was speedily turned in his favor.

Of all the battles that had beea fought in the king-
dom for years and years before, the battle of Ocha
was at once the most disastrous and the most impor-
tant in its consequences. By it the monarchy was
restored to the race of Niall, by whom it was held
for several centuries aller; and so memorable was it
deemed that future annalists rade their chronological
caleulations for many an age, from “ the bloody Bat-
tle of Ocha.” - Alas! for the dark doom that rested
on the fortunes of Ireland, in those remote times as
in later ages:—

VWRECK OF A SPLENDID AMERICAN Bareue.—Drugh-
eda, Jan.22.—On this morning-a splended barque,
the Independence, of Bath, State of Maine, Captain
Marshall, was wrecked on the strand near Bettys-
town, unorth of the Nanny River. The vessel was
ceturning on her first trip to New Orleans from Liver-
pool. She was 1,300 tons register and 2,000 lons
burthen, having at the time -a crew of thurty
haads, and carrying 700 tons oi salt in bags. She
struck on the above strand about four o’clock, a. m.,
a brisk breeze blowing inwards at the time, and
which continued during the day.

It is impossible {or an unprejudiced person o have
tnuch iutereourse with the Irish, and not to perceive
thal they are a people singularly gifted by natare in
an intellectual point of view. The variety and rapid
suceession of their ideas, their apparenmt fucility of
resources, their readiness of wit, their vivacity of
imagination, aud thew {acility of expression cannot
but strike the most supe:ficial observer. [t is no ex-
aggeration to say that the most edveated mind might
oceasivnally derive valuable hints and suggestions
from the conversation of an lrish peasant, prompted
only by his shrewd native intilligence or mother wit.

On the other hand, if you had any esperience of
the conversational powers of Englishmen, has it not
struck you thal the intellectual contrast between them
and the Irish is remarkable to a degree? Have you
not been surprised at the Englishman’s barrenness of
ideas, his want of animation and of apparent interest
in things, his manifest deficiency of intilligence when
general subjects are spaken of, his want of any large
-sympathy, his want of unsocial taciturnity, or, to
speak more accuiately, his utter incapability of ex-
pressing the few ideas he -possesses with any clear-
ness precision, or force?

We shall not here speak of the men ol business or
the boors ‘of England; it were superfluons to say a
word in reference to their ideas, orto their manage-
ment of the divine faculty of speech. But well we
remember our astonishment the first time we enjoyed
the society of several Englishmen of eduvecation and
intelligence. -

When we had listened for sore lime ta these edu-
caled and inlelligent Finglishmen, we asked ourselves
the {ollowing questions.”

The naval and military preparations for the ensuing
vear have nocossarily occupied my serious attention, but
While determined to omit no effort which could give vigor
1o tbe operaiions of the war, I have deemed it my duty
not 1o decline any overtures which might reasonably
afford o prospect of & safe and honorable peace, Accord-

. ingly, when the Emperor of Austria lately offered to my-
self and my august slly, tho Emperor of the French, to
‘employ kis good offices with the Bwperorof Russia with a
“view to endeavor to bring. about an amicable adjustment
-of the matters atissue between the contending powers,
.1 consented, in concert with my sllies, . to accept the offer
'thus made, and have the satistaclion -to inform you that

certain conditiona have been agreed upon, which, I hope,
may prove the foundation of a genoral tresty of peace.
.Negotintions for such natreaty will shortly be opened at
Paris. In conducting these negotiations T shall be careful
not to lose sight of the objects for which the war was
- undertaken, and I shall deem it right in no degree to re-

Jn such & case correspondence i3 useless, and T
lost no time in offering to refer the whale question to the
artitration of any third Power, both sides agreeing to be
bound by the decision. That offer has not yet been ac-
cepted. ~ It has been renewed, and I hope that upon further
consideration, the Urited States Government will agree
toit. With respect to recruiting in the United States, it
wonld not have aided a friendly solution to. allude 10 it
from the tbrone, inasmuch as the correspondence must
have been produced, and the correspondence still con-
tinues. The most recent demands of the Government of
the United States arrived only two days ago, and are not
yetin & state to bo made public, The origin of the trouble
twwas this :~—4 At the beginning of the war, numerous fo-
reigners in the United Stetes applied to the British Go-
vernment for permission to join the army in the East. In

consequence, instractions were sent to the Government of
Nova Scotia to consider whether persons from the United

were notified to Mr, Crampton, who wa3 at the same time
informed that, anxious as England was for recruits, there
should be no violation of the muricipal law of the United
States. An agency office was opened, and, upon complaint
being rade, Mr., Crampton desired that it might te made
public that the British Government did not recruit or raise
soldiers in the United States, and so made .known his in-
structions to Mr. Marcy who then expressed himself satisfi-
ed.

It may not be
possible in the prosent session 1o effect all that you desire,
but I trast that some progress will be made in simplifying
the procedure and facilitafing the working of our Courts
by the adaptation of practical amendments.

I shonld see with great satisfaction the adoption by you
of any genera] measure which tended still more to abridgo
your legiglative labors, in provjding for the incorporation
and for laying down the conditions of private institutions
of every kind.

1 rogret to say that the presentments by numerous Grand
Juries, which I have directed to be laid before you, show
too clearly the want of improvement in the comatruction
and discipline of our Jails.

Your zeal in the cause of education is known and appre-
ciated by all the world. Tt is important to consider whe-
ther we eannot combine the reform of the juvenile offend-
ers with the punishment of their crimes. At the very
Jeast, it is incumbent upon us to take care that such pup-
ishment does not in itself afford fresh opportunity for de-
basing the criminal and instructing him 1n vice,,

. The Board of Audit constituted by the Act of last ses-
sion, is already at work, and it will, I trust, contribute to
ensuro s satisfactory ‘examination of the public accounts.

Witl regard to the Militia Act, the ready loyalty of the
inhabitants, both in Upper and Lower Canada, bas’en-
abled me to autborize the formation of numerous troops
and companies of volunteers, whose conduct and disci-
pline will undoubtedly do credit to the Province. I bave,
moreover, with the assistance of the .Adjuiant-General,
done.my best to carry out your wishes by organizing the
Sedentary Militia. ] ,

The Government, in pursuance of the wishes of the Le-
gislatire, have taken on itself to conclude a fresh arrange-
meont calcalated to secure & line of Qcean Steamers from
the St. Lawrence to England duriog the approaching sea-
son.

That the Timber trade bas been depressed i3 a source of
deep regret to me and to al) others who have at heart the
welfare of the Province, - I trust we are about to witness
its revival, and that the Commerce of Quebec and Moot
real will suffer but a temporary check.

Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly :

The accounts of the last year, and the esiimates of the
present, will be laid before you, You will find that, on
the whole, our finances are in a satisfactory state.

The people at large have reaped the benefit of those re-
ductions ju the custom duties which you made last year.
The dimioution in the receipts consequent on such reduc-
tions, nearly correspond with the calculation submitted to
you by my advisers, A large decrease has heen caused
by thbe Reciprecily Treaty with the United States; but I
corceive that any such apparent loss i3 more than com-
pensated by the increased commerce, and by the facility of
intercourse hetween the two countries.

It will be the duty of my Council to ask you, in the pre-
sent session, for such supplies for her Majesty as you nay
gee fit to grant.

> . Hon, Gentlemen and Gentlemen: .

The year just ended bas been one of difficulty and con-
flict in Europe. On this gide of the Atlantic we bave, by
the blessing of Providence escaped the direct ovils of
War.

In no part of the Queen's dominions, however, has &
deeper sympathy with ber arms been shewn, or more fer-
vent prayers for their success been offered than in Canada.
Our people have eagerly watched every turn of the contest,
and consisting a8 they do of men of French and English
origin, equal members of the same free community, and
loyal subjects of the same Queen, they have grieved at the
sufferings and exulted in the guccess of the Allied Armies.

Into the question of the formal right of the: Bishop
of the Catholic Church, in communion with the See
of Peter, to determine for the people committed to
their care, what is and is not, mortal sin, we will not
enter. For this would involve the whole question of
Church Authority. The first thing to settle is—
“ Do the Bishops of the CatBolic- Church hold their
authority to teach from God, or from man?’ If
from the former, then it is their right and their duty
‘to speak in God’s name ; and it is only upon the
hypothesis, that they are impostors ; that they do not
hold of God, that their action in pretending to de-
termining what is, and is not, sin, can be condemned.

their children from all evil associations, to keep
strict watch over their little ones, that neither then
faith nor morals be exposed to danger ; and that pa-
rents cannot neglect their duties without being guilty
of “mortal sin.””

Lastly—from the aforesaid premises, the Bishop
concludes—that—if it be the duty of parents to keep
strict watch over their children’s faith and -morals,
and that to negleat this duty, is  mortal sin”—and
if schogls, in which no religion at all, or a false re-
ligion, is taught, are dangerous to faith and morals.
Catholic parepts canoot send their children to suck
schools without exposing their faith and morals to-
danger—i.e.—without therefore neglecting their duty
as parents—which is “ mortal sin.”"— Q.E.D,

The same line of argument is equally applicable to
what ¥ A Protestant® says about that portion of the
Bishop’s letter which refers to the duty of parents
towards their children, with respect to Baptism.—
Either Baptism coofers some spiritual advantages
upon ifs recipient, or it does not. If it does not, it
must be worthless, a ridiculous piece of humbug at

course the man who with, or without having taken-
the pledge, drinks to excess, or so as to become in-

¢
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toxicated, is always guilly of mortal sin. But the
use of wine, or intoxicating liquors, in moderation,
as Our: Lord and His Apostles, when'on earth, used
them, is not, according to the Bishop’s Pastoral,and
the teachings of Christianity, a mortal sin—Brother
Stiggins to the contrary notwithstanding.

« A Protestant” having lavished so many of the
best feelings of our nature upon us poor Papists—
we regret that we cannot reciprocate, or pay him
back in kind. We haveno ¢ Astonishment” to spare
him ; for we know him, and all his tribe, so well, that
we are never astonished at ary amount of absurdity
of which “ A Protestant” may be guilty. We can
give him none of our # Indignation ; for, thank God,
our religion teaches us to moderate our passions.—
« Pity” for him we have none to spare ; for we re-
serve our pity for more worthy objects; and we do
not regard him with ¢ Contempt ;” remembering that
he is still one of God’s creatures, and an immortal
soul, though unfortunately « A Protestant.”

We do not mean to assert that all Puseyites were
animated by the cold materialism of ariping the gain.
Every one tnows how many brilliantexceptions even
Dublin can show in her Catholic University, and a
litle acquaintance with England will prove that
many hapeful and deluded men are still to be ¢ added
to thuse wha aie to be saved,” though they writhe in
the meshes of heresy. All these have been awaiting
the operations of grage aod reason, und those who still
wait will find the fold in (God’s own time., Ye! we
helieve that evea the very best of them commenced
their chanze fiom (he view of desnlate churehes, and
sought to tegain un ascendancy which they deemed
essential to the Ministry. They adopted a system,
without antieipating what it would demand of them,
and when they discovered what il required, they em-
praced it dike moen. - Far diflerent from the double-
dealers of enthusiastic mediieval tendencies, who,
when they saw the @ patron®? frowr, laid by the sur-

plice, who sought sn Blethodistical caut a substitute
for ¢¢ Penance® and the ¢ oblation.® Thereisa nnm-
ber—a farge oumber—still remaining, who are
asbamed to retrogiade, or who are sincerely >11u;_;-:
gling; but the ©spirit of Englishinen™ will sooi
teach them whatis the Chureh.  lo the words of a |
¢ yoble” Christian, as he is designated by a religious
paper— _' . . ‘

£ They have no right to drive mefrom my parish chureh, |
nor to compel me to jdin in novel practices repugnant to *
my conscience. | believe them to be Romish customs, and |
if they do not bear Popery, it may be grafted on them and |
thrive and flourish there, and £ will not submit to them.
Here [ take my stand, and neither fear nor faver shall
move e whilst the voice of duty bids me stay.”

What an absurd thing to altempt to feach meu au-
thoivatively afier leaving the Catholic Churchi on the
principle of every man for himself? The indepen-
dent eeutleman wbove quoted lelsthiiem see the mean-
ing of their own degima, aud that ait their Christia-
nity must be preached according to the, dictates of
the fellow who has the ‘strougest faction. How men
of education and sincerity can call this Cluistianity is
a puzzle.  Does aot Eogland want a creed?

Our contemporary, the Chureh and Sfele, i very
well satisfied with the ¢ form?® aleresaid, howerver,
A& valorons churchwurden lately walked into the
churchy, and, beldly striding onward 10 the Commu-
nion-table, he tore the « Christmas vroaments which
decorated the place all around. The Church and Stale
cheers him on, aud quoles—the Bidle? No sneh
teiag, but Ds. Lushinglon:—

“ They had the power now and they would make use of
it, said the churchwardens as they stripped off the flowers
and wreaths. Dr. Lushington’s judgment only embraces
the diocese of London. But we question very much if any
otber Chancellor will hiave the hardihood to deny the
weight of that decision iz a similar case; and we doubt
stitl mote if any Clergyman will venture, with that deci-
sion staring him in tho face, to go into court againsta
churchwarden who follows out its spirit and principle by
openly and boldly resisting all such innovations, and rc-
moving all such illegal decorations a3 have been condemn-
ed on the weighty authority of the Chancellor of T.ondon

diocese.” S . ‘ :
. And so Christianily meauns that the laity shall teach

the Clergy both Gospe! and Rubric, and that if the
Clergyman complain he’ll be brought before Dr.
Cushington ! We believe the doctor is an excellent
judge, certainly—kunows the civil and canon law,
minds his family as a good lawyer should, and could
seltle this controversy as well as the Bishop or the
whole ¢« Chureh. of England.” But the ¢ A.M. %/
-and-«¢ A.B.%s,”” and ‘¢ Reverend”’ gentlemen, who ate
allowed no opinion, they are 1o be pitied indeed, for
‘they want a creed. = ‘

“The extént o which the  spirit® of the ¢ educated
laity?? and the humiliation of the Clergy has progress-
ed only ‘equals the unbridled licentiousness of the

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iguorantpopulation., Aud,if there be no man, or body
of men, to whom they owe respect—il they see the
whole tribe of Parsons. vociferating one;agdiris!. the
other, and denouncing each other as heretics, il is
very natural that, pending the battle of the learned as
to the meaning of the Bible, they ‘should close the
sacred volume, and look upon Churchdum as a sham.
And s0 they dg; becanse England wanls a_creed. -

The Engtish Churchman will give “private judg-
ment* to aay one;who follows: itseif, which means
that each man may follow his own opinion as long as
he does not differ with our infallible contemporary.
Formetly the Churchman gave its ¢ cordial assem”
to various things which are no longer to be lolerated !
Moreover, the lamentations of the good editor show
that ¢« private judgment’ has been tigaling him badly,
and still threatens him with teavy blows. e very
properly, then, abolishes said  judgmeut,’ as far as
same Clergymern ate coucerned :— »

i Phere was a time when we should have given our ¢or-
dial assent to beth of these propositions, almost without
any qualification ; but that time is past, at least so far as
regards the fiest of these axioms. Our experience of the
last fow years leads us to the conclusion ‘‘ that, in days
like these, great liberty should nof be allowed in such mat-
ters,” for there are unmistakeable signs and proofs that it
would be converted into great license—in ather words,
that it would be extensively abused. e have not the
slightest doubt abBut it—tho evidence is before our eyes,
and therefore we caunnot, in commen fhonesty, avoid this
conclusion. It cannot give us any pleasure, nor any profit,
to form and express this judgmeat. On the contrary, il i3
most painful to us to differ.in this matter from those with
whom we have agreed, and still agree, we hope, in many
things, We have not wantonly or lightly taken this po-
sition. It has been forced upon us, and we feel that we
have no alternative. [f* great liberty” is to be allowed on
this subject, we may claim & share ir it for our own honest
convictions, founded, as we believe, upon plain matters of
fact.”

But if Aaglicanism has 1o creed at home, its foreign
possessions and achievements go far to redeem it
from opprobrium. We have the advantage of volumin-
ous ¢ reports,” containing astonishing revelations of
its power, state, and prospects. The ¢ reports,’’ slale,
and prospects cost the pious people of England some-
what over a million of money, we think, last year, and
as ¢ good Churchmen?® show their devetion only in
this way, and hope to put down Popery by the same
procedure, it is expected that next year they will be
very much more liberal. Besides picking a quarrel
with the Sisters of Merey in the Crimea, they an-
nounce the ¢ consecration of a Bishop” at Calcatta,
and this they say, furthermore : —

<« Will be a siriking and encouraging event. It will be
the first that hes ever taken place out of England, and will
he o speaking evidence and illustration of the true Cutholi-
city of the Church.” :

If the Church of Englaud have auy gratitude, the
¢ Society for the Propagation of the Gospel® shounld
be recorded as the weonder-watking power of the
nineteenth century which is most worthy of ¢ Protes-
tant support.”” It has realised something similar (o
the ¢ conveision’? of Connavght and the overthrow of
the Archbishop of Tuam, precise!y, too, by the same
holy means—only that its victory has been more ex-
tensive and less bothersome. Any one who is blind
enovgh to deny thal the ¢ cousecration” of a Cal-
cutla Bishop proves the ¢ aniversality?® of the Pro-
testaut Chudreh, will never see the beauly of the Re-
{ormation, and won’t pay a year’s subscription—and
any cne wha will admit the same is wonthy of being
a good Churchman, and having his name on the list
ofthe ¢ saints '

In the Crimea we Dave been told that the poor Ca-
tholic soldiers during the live-long night belfure the
battle gathered round the Priest, and on the bed of
death grusped his hiauds as their father. In the en-
thusiastic muaistrations of their office, one alter
annher, the Catholic Clergymen:fell, acd five of
them quietly repose in the same graves with their
belove! spiritual children. - Many a tear has been

shed over the scenes of tenderness which sprang from |

a devotedness which never tired on the part of God’s
Ministers, amd the yearning aflection which grew
stronger every hour on the part of the poor fellows
who surtounded them. There was a creed ia leacher
and hearer—nol 2 ereed by which they were named,
bat a creed by which they lived and moved. Those
who have read their lellers ¢ to dear mothers,® ¢ pa-
Ioved sisters® and <8 {rieuds,” will remember how
present God was in the poor meu’s souls, and how
they spake of the indomuable self-sacrifice of Mis-
sionaries like Father Wheble. Let us hear one of
vur Anglican friends whose enthusiasm has been
printed 1 a “repor?’ 1 —

“ That the work of & Chaplain to a hespilal is mono-
tonous, canuot be denied ; it wants Lhe variely of parochial
work lo moke it altogether pleasant, but that it is of its kind
as encouragiog, [ think I may bear testimony. [t is per-
haps nnwize to lock for much fruit.”

The reception by the ¢ flock? was not ver
the ardor of the shepherd:—

“ Throughout the whole period of my ministry among
goldiers T do not remember an instance where I was made
to feel out of my place; they always trested me with re-
spect, though with somewhat the distance of straugers;
but since the increase of Chaplains in the Crimea, they
look upon us as friands, and expect our visils as regularly
as they do the doctors.”

‘The lvllowing description of the Outawa River, ac-
companied by an excellent wood engraving, appeared
in the Ottawa Cilizen of the 12th ultimo:— ~~

This noble stream has its sources in the elevaled
land lying north of Montreal, Lower Canada, and the
Hudson Bay territory. [ts course is at firs! towards
the west for 200 or 300 miles, through a labyrinthof
lakes, some of them of large -size. "At the head of
Lake Temiscamirgue a turn is made lowards the
south, and from the foot of the same lake easterly.
From 1ts source 1o its mouth, tbe Otawa forms a
curve somewhat in the shape of a harse shoe—ihe
whole length of the valley beinz over 750 miles, and
draining an area of 80,000 square miles. The fol-
lawing are the principal \ributary streams of the Or-

Atthe bead of the Temiscamingue it receives the
Blanche, a stream almost ninety niles in length, and
which rises in the north. Thirly miles farther down
the lake it receives the Montreal River, coming 120
sifes from the north-west, the latter is the %anbe
ronte frum the Ottawa to the Hudson’s Bay. Six
miles lower, un the east side; it receives the Kee-
pawa, & river of greal size, passing’ thro® an‘'unknown
country and camiug {rom a lake whose length is fifty
miles.

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-:Frencu CovontzaTion.—Au artiole.in the Morifeur
gives some detzils concerning the progress aud pros-
pects of the colony of Nossibé. 1 says:—«i The
island of Nossibé is, as regards colonization; (he most
interesting point of the establishments which France
possesses on the coast of Madagascar, and which
comprise also Mayolie, Ste. Marie, ‘DZaocudzi, and
Pamanzi. I[ Mayotte and Dzaoudzi appear to be
more particularly calculated for. a centre of commerce
and a military position, Nossibé, from the exireme
mildness of its climate and the fertility of its soil, is
exclusively reserved for agricultural Tabors, colonial
roductions, and a barter trade. The soil of Nossibé:
18, in fact, fit for any kind of ¢ultivation, the vegeta-
tion there being most luxuriant and rapid. Coflee,
sésame, sugar-cane, and indigo grow there without
any very considerable care, and rice, patates, maize,
and maniec in & natural state. Provisions are so
abundant that they may be said to be given.away
rather than sold. A native feeding on manioc, patates,
or maize does net generally expend more than a sou
a-day. This abundance of all the necessaries of lile
has rendered the natives gay and healthy. As tothe
plantations of the Eurofeans, they also appear most
satisfactory, and promise well for the (uture, - Indigo
at fiist did not answer very well, but the mode of
plantation has since become better understood, dnd
the crop has been sufficient to keep four indigo facto-
ries well supplied. About 80 acres are now planted
with sugar-cane and the svil appears to be so pecu-
liarly adapted to it that the nalives begin to follow
the example of the French settlers, and cultivate it to
to some extert. A sugar manufactory hag recently
been established at Nossibé, with every prospect of
success. 'The sésame also appears to thrive well in
the soil there, and will doubtless produce good crops.
The facility with which tbe natives procured saffici-
ent Jood for their exislence before the coming of the
Fiench rendered them ai first averse from any kind
of labor, but their intercourse with the gew comers
has inspired them with wants which necessitale the
possession of money or the meaas of exchange, which
labor alene could procure for them. These wants,
which principally consist of woven geods, rum, house-
hold vtensils, and jewelry for the women, induce
them to give their laborto procare them. The ex-
penses ot cultivation at Nossibé are very small.” Ig
order 1o prepare 2} acres of Jand for iadigo, inclusiveé
of clearing, planting, &c., the outlay for'the first year
is 150f., and {or the second and following years 25f.
The indigo gives three or four cnttings, according to
the season, the three euttings yielding 100ib. Ebony
wood is delivered on the spot at .30f. the ton, and is
sold at Nossibé at 100f. ; sandal weod, fit for fine
cabinet-work in France, is sold at 200f. the tor'; 'tor-
toiseshell is very aburndant, and'is worth from.10f: to
‘15f. a-pound, average quality. - Tradeon the coaet of
Mozambique and on the eastern coast of Alrica'is
cartied ou.by means-of barter. - The principal articles
required are cotton goods, both white and, pricted, for
which a very extensive market might be opened ;
French muskets, gunpowder, cooking vessels in iron,
lead, gunflints, glass, jewelry, ‘&e;; would also Gad
an excellent market, these articles being now sepplied
by America. Nossibé has an excellent and well-
sheltered port, easy of aceess either by day or night,
and where all the materials for shipbujlding may be
procured :at very moderate prices. ln fact, there
sesms to be no doubt that this establishment may. be-
come an agricuitiral centré of great importance and
an excellent entrepdt for the trade of ‘Morzambique,
the eastern coast of Africa, and, above all,’ of Mada-
gascar.”’~ London Times. P

books. This accounts for our penitentiaries, alms-
houses, and taverns being crowded ; and, it not cor-
rected, may end in a majority.of our people becoming
entirely unfit for self government! ‘Thece consi-
derations call for the . zerious -attention of Chris-
tians, philosophers, stalesmen and. philauthropists.
Would it not be possible to remedy 'this e¥il by
supplying the -great mass  of hon-professors with
lectures, inculeating the truths of science and reveal-
ed religion, irrespective of sect or party, by causing
a number of fopular lectures to be delivered, in va-
rious patts of the city, mostly on evenings of judicial

~days, and occasionally on the Sabbath? Those on
tbat'day are not expected to be attended by church
aoers, but by those who, if they did not g0 to hear
those Jectures, would stay at home, or go elsewhers
in search of pleasure, amusement or recreation. Pe-
nal laws cannot prevent them from so doing; iet any
party atiempt it, and the next election would teach
them a lesson such as no etalesmau ot politician
" would desire 1o learn.
