OUTBREAK IN CORE, LIMERICK, TIPPERARY AND OLARE.

The first intimation of danger received in this city
{COork), was the sudden cessation of the telegraphic

ticed was the non.arrival of the Dublin train due at
iwo o'clock. At six this morning [Thureday, Mszch
7,] the misging mail made its appearancs, bringing
information of the moat startling charactey, Itap.
peared that between eleven o'clock 2z midnight a
party of Fenians struck apon the liyg of the railway
at Enocklong, which is the Lext atation to the Li-
merick junction, destroyed the telegraph wires, and
.-4gre up portions of the track on the up and down
Jines. From the former two rails were removed,
and of the latter upwards of half adozen, The
might mail from Cark was the first train to arrive on
the scene, from which the Ferians had by that time
departed, having probably gone to' join one of the
larger attacking parties. The engine, tender and
van passed safely over the broken part of the track,’
but the earrisges followicg were overtursed, and the
" train brought up. The'engine and van were des-
patohed at once to the Limerick Junction with the
passengera and gave information of the danger.

Such was the intelligence brought in at 6
o'oloock—news which at once made it apparent that
s dangerous emeufe had taken place. Soon after
the arrival of. the train Mr. Fennessy, Trafic Buper-
sntendént on the line proceeded toward Mallow with
8 staff of laborers to be prepared to repsir any part
of the-line that might be damaged: After his de-
partnre the telegraph wires were broken between
Oork and Mallow. .

TBE RISING IN MIDDLETON, CASTLEMARTYR, &C.

Fénians were:to/be scon. T

Castlemartyr, Wednesdasy Night, March ©,—This
town wag, during the last few hours of yeaterday
and the first six of to-day, the scene of extraordinary
and little expected excitement. The district, in-
cluding Cloyne, Middleton, Castlemartyr, and Bal-
lymacoda has,from an esrly period in the bistory
of Fenianism, been krown as one of its greatest
strongholds, and the constabulary of the locality
bave long held the opinion that, if a risiag did
occur, it would ba the scene of the first disturbances.
1n its own action, howcver, it bag shown o systema
tic moion of action thet contrasts strongly with the
late futile attempt in the county of Kerry. Last
evening the constabulary here and elsewhere ob-
served certain indications in the demesnor of the
workicg men that excited the guspicion of something
wors than ordinary being *in the wind,’ and eveots
proved the correctness ot their surmiges.

The first proceeding, in poiot of time, of an ag:
gresaive character, that I have learned, tock place
st Knockadoon, about six milea from Youghal, on
the coast, where there was n coastguard station,
Ag early
a8 five o'clock last eveaing, the coast guard was at-
tacked by a body of armed men, numbering abous
60, led by a borseman. They were well armed.—
The coast gusrds surrendered ju the face of over
whelming numbers, end they were with the excep-
tion of one gick man, taken prisoners and marched
off, the Fenians carrving off with them all the arms
and ammunition ic the station, They then marched
toward Mogeely, on the Youghal Railway, & distance
of 14 miles, and there set their prisoners at liberty,
proceeding themselves in a north easterly direction.
It js supposed they were joined at & place cnlisd
Lady’s Bridge, a shors distance from Castlemartyr,
by another party from that locality. Hare they are
6180 believed 10 have been joired by the Castle-
martyr party.

The precise circumataneds of the occurrence in Mid-
dleton are these : A few minutea before 11 o’cleck the
Feuians assembled in the main strest of (he town as
alrendy stated ; end, after the interview with the
gentleman who miatook them for police, they moved
down the bridge close by the Natioaal Bazk, and
here they drew up on the left side of the approach to
the bridge. The patrol—coansisting of Actiog Con-
stable Greany, Sub-Constabies O'Donnell, Sheedy
and O'Brien~ passed on toward the bridge on the
other side of the road. When they had passed
olightly beyond the Fenianas, they were chailenged
by, it is believed, Dalv, their leader, and called upon
te gurrender in the name of the Irish Republic. The
police were then close to Mr. Green's gate, and the
Fenians wers but & few yards away from them, as-
sembled four deep. When the police did not obey
the call, Daly seized Sub-Constable O'Donnell’s
rifle, and presenting a revolver at his head, fired.—
O'Donnell at the same time pushed Daly slightly
from him, and thus caused the pistol ball to glance
round the back of his head, the powder sizgeing his
hair. At the same moment, the party of Fenians
fired a volley. A ball entered Bub-Constable
Sheedy’s breast, low down near the stomach, ot the
right side, and after running a short distance up the
Chapel road, he fell and bled probably to death.—
The other voliceman fled in the same direction, and
O’Donnell, who was wounded it the head took shel-
ter in & house. .As the others fled, the Fenians fired
after them, and the Acting Constable had a number
of extraordinary escapes. Bullets prazed the back
of his hand, pagsed through bhis cap, touched his
knee, and cut the edge of his ammucition pouch.~
He, with Sub-Uonstabie O’Brien, got round by Mr.
.Green's house, and, having taken shelter there till
morning, got back to the station, escorted by, Mr.
Green, who has great influence and popularity in
the town. Afrer Sheedy fell he was stripped of hia
rifle and accontrements. Daly took Sub.Constable
©'Donnell’a rifle with bim. Greany and O'Brien re-
tained theirs. The gate and wall in front of Mr.
Green's residenco wers marked with tha volleya of
‘bullets fired by the insurgents, and, szbsequently, a
dozen revolver cartridges were found on the footpath
there, as well as two large hand grenades with fuses
attached. The cartridges were patent make, manu-
factured by Gladstone & Go. of London. It iz aleo
said that the first apsembly of the Middleton Fenians
was at the Qork road, where . they formed in three
divisions, but being there surprised by the police
they scattered, and subrequently met at the house of
& peraoa of some position in the town, at the door
of whioh a sentry was posted, and’ all peraons enter-
ing closely scanned. Thence they are believed to
have proceeded to the.Bank Bridge. The police say
they were only armed with pistols, but a gentleman
who passed cloge to them Bays they had rifles and
swords. After the enconnter of the bridge, they are
eaid to have gone oy Ballinaourra toward Castlemar-
tyr.. The firing in Middleton is. described as being
as regular as that of :disciplined troops. Another
circumetance stated js that suspicions-looking
strangers, wearing cloaky, were seen in Middleton
early in-the evening, and they are believed to have
come from the direction of Qork. Qars heavily
laden are also -kuown to have passed through the
town about 1 o'clock, " Constable Greany found,

At Castlemartyr the arrival of the Fenians, who
‘included ‘the Middleton party (it-is believed) took
.place about 2 o'cleck this morning, A haggsrd
belonging to-Mr, Walker, near the village, was set
on fire, it i pelieved a8 & ruse, .but.the police,- five
men - under’ Constable 0'Counell, having 'recon-
noitred, thought they saw more than ' a mere fire in
the affuir; declined to render any assistance, return-
to.their barracks, where they made every preparation
to teaist an attack, They bad not long to wait for
it, when a large body of men—pgome say a3 many as
500, but it wasjmpossible to'state. eccurately, the
night was 80 dark—drew up before the station, after
having. been'directed. by some person, in gtentocial
tones to'go and attack the police station at once.—
Having arrived before the station, somebody called
upon the police to surrender. The party kad come
Ain with baggage, all the men seemed to wear ‘haver-
sacks containing provisions, and as well as thepol ice
could see them through the windows, they had rifles
and fixed bayonets, whichthey carzied *sloped,’ in
true military style, They koocked saveral tmes at
the door of the barracks. Receiving no reply they
commenced firing, the bullets entering pretty thickly
through window shatters, etc. The Fenians called
out to the villagers, who looked out of their window,
to keep in tkeir heads. The police returned their fire
with interest, and it i3 thought with effect. The
Feaian leader, Timothy Daly, who had come on from
Middleton, was found, when the police had departed,
lying dead abous 10 perches from the barrack, in the
line of retreat. He would seem to have been shot
throogh the body, near the heart. He wore giey
_trowsers, blue jacket and vest (all.plaln) and a
gquare-peaked cep. Round bis waist were & leather
belt end cage, intended for & revelver, and over his
shoulder was a strong canvas haversack, containing
bread; It was fastened with a gilt button, bearing a
barp. He had dropped a ssven-chamber revolver
where be was shot.

The party retreated immediately after Daly was
ghot, and were pursued towardsthe bridge by the
police ; but they mades stand, forming a breastwork
at ths bridge, and the police though it more prudent
to retire to their quarterz.

The Fenians are then supposed to have retired
towards Kileagh, in which direction the Baliymacodsa
party - wouald also appear to have gone, failing to
mee: the Middleton men. . Discouraged, itis sup
posed, at the faituce of the attack on the Castlemartyr
Station, the Ballymacode and Lady's Bridge parties
weant off towards Killeagh, whither they were follow-
ed by the Middleton and Castlemartyr men it is be-
lieved.

After leaving Castlemartgr, the Fenians called at
the houses of Rev. Mr. Halloran, Mr. Newton, Wil-
liam Ahern and Thomas Geuld, from allof whom
they demanded and obteined arms. They took s
pistol from a mao named Thomas Hennesy, at Liady’s
Bridge.

The line of retreat of the united Fenian forces of
thia district i3 concluded o ba ovar the hilis sonth of
Killeagh, near which station the railway telegraph
wire was cut, The point for which the insurgents
are supposed to havs departed is Tallow.

The two deaths which heve oceurred in this district
leave fiftecn childrea fatherless. Sab Constable
Skeedy had been twenty years in the service, and
was a man of excelleat character. Ha leaves a wife
and seven childrea.

Daly, the Fenian lerder, who wag shot, was & car-
penter by irede. Ha was s well-built man, five feet
seven inches bigh, and was A person of considerable
intelligence. He had long been suspected of com-
plicity 1o the Fenian movems=nt. He leavesa wife
and eighs childrea.

1N THR FIELD AT DUBLIN.
(From the Dublwy Freeman's Journal, March 6.3,

Tap Muster.~Ths movement in the cily and
connty of Dublin la3s night and this morning, seems
to be the result of genmeral arrangement and great
nctivity smong the Fenians. The govermment and
the military and polico authorities were on the alert
yesterday, axd made careful disposition for the pro-
gervation of veace and order.

Several arrests were mede yesterday inthe city.

It would appear that a number of hoases, chiefiy
drinking houges ia the city aud suburbs, were ap-
sointed a8 the meeting places for small bodies of
Peniang, under subaltern officers. “umbers of men,
belonging to the labouring classes, withsome ap-
parently of the poorer artisans, were noticed pro-
ceeding in twos and threes through the strees be-
tween nine and ten o'clock last night, and gatbering
at public houses. These men generally carried each
& bundle, as of food and clothes, and the majority of
tkem had piatols or pike-heads concealsd under their
coats. .

The police took possession of one public house, and
placed a guard upon tke door.

Parties of police from four ‘o six end eight strong,
and armed with swords, were sent out to patrol the
streets and watch and harass thede men, and there i3
little doubt their close surveillance matermlly con-
tributed to prevent the free and facile working of
the plana of tse leaders of these audacious and wick-
ed efforts to excite insurrection nad proveke slaugh-
ter. .

The general rendezvons sppears to have been in
the coustry sbout Crumlin acd Tallaght. The
Ratbwines, Rathgar, Roundtown and Circalar reads,
Oork street and the South Oircular road to the caual
bridge, leading to the Crumlin road, were traversed
before midnight by groups of men, all coaverging to
the same district in the fielde. Various estimates
are given of their numbers, but the differences in the-
estimates made by persoas who saw them at different
times may be explained by the supposition that they
geparated into divisions exteadiog overs consider-
able tract of fields iu that quarter of the county.

Shortly before tea o'clock last night a body,. ap-
pearing to be about 500 strong, Wwere seen on the
Temple road. near Palmerstown flelds. They were
stationsry, and seemed to be awaiting reinforcements
or orders. :

Another statement we bave heard is that between
700 and 800 men were assembled near Caumliz, and
they were armed Wwith gans, pistolsand pikes. In-

A strong force of police advanced against the
Fenian bands, who had retired across the fields, but
not until the public sncceeded in capturing about
forty of theic numbers. In additien toths Scots
Grays d detachmentof the 92nd Highlanders was
geny to Crumlin, but on tkeir arrival taey could not
discover the Fenians, who, it was then stated, had
gone off in the direction of Tallaght.

Some of Lhe men taken 1o the felds and on the
roads had londed revolvers, daggers and dirks. The
iatter were made of common sheet steel, were. well
sharpened, and bore the stamp of a Dublin firm.—
Thew were evidently got up more for use than show,
for the handles. were formed of .two: pieees of wood
bound round the haft with pieces of waxen cord. A
few Awmetican officers’ sworcds were also foand, while
others had nothing Yetter than shoemakers’ knives,

On the Naas road.the police stopped and seized a
«cart, on searching which they found four aund. five
men lying concealed au the bottom.

The police station at Ardagh, in the west of this
ecuaty, was attacked last night, and & sarrender de
manded, which being refuzsed anp entrance wag at-
tempted. The police opened fire upon the assailaats,
and repulsed them with some loss,

Reports from Clare announce that the coast-guard
station nt Kitbahs, near Kilrusk, was attacked last
night, and the arms taken. Ope m3an wounded. In-
surgent party marched towards Kilrush. A report
from Tipperary states that a skirmish occurred at a
place called Cokehill lest night, and 150 armed Fe-
niang passed Grenaue polire gration. Mr. Massey J.
P,, of Kingswell House, was taken out of his resi-
dence by the rebels, but aliowed 10 return again un
molested.

The Kilmallock accounts have been confirmed,
and news has just come that sub-inspecior Milling, of
Kilfinan, and & party artived timely to the assistaace
of the Kilmallock police.

were unable to say whether they were not a military
force. The police bad previously received orders to
fix bayonets and load, and to be prepared for attack,
They were ordered to fire in case the parties refused
to surrender,

The demand {4r surrender having been made, the
leader of the band eaid to his command, *Now, boye
now,’ and immediately a - discharge of about eignty
guns took place. but withons resalt as regards injury
to the police, not & man of whom was toucded, The
police had knelt down, and the bullets flew over thier
heads. The return fire from the police was instantly
given, snd with some effect, one man having been
mortally wounded and another receiving a fleek
wound on the right thigh.

The nian who was mortally wounded is supposed
to be an attoraey’s clerk, named Stepken O’Donohoe,
who resided avith bis father and brothers at Werberg
street, The ball entered Lisright lung and wenr -
through the back. He was attended this moraning
by the surgeon of the Fifty.cecond, whko was ou:
with his regimernt and afterwards by Dr. Beward, but
the wound was of that character that surgical aid
was anavailing, and the man died this morning at ten
o’clock, His body is at present at Tallsght station.
The other wounded msn also lies there. He is gaite
& young man, He i3 supposed to here been a work-
man oamed Byree, who had been cmployed at Mr.
Ireland's establishment, on Ellis’ quey. It is believ.
ed that eeveral others of the perty were wounded,
bat no other wrunded men were foand by the police.
Possibly they were broaght on by their own party.

A very extraordinary circumatance occurred after
this affair. So much affirighted, it would appesr,
were the Fenians, that many of them “hrew awsay
their arms and fled with all poesible heste from the
sturdy police. Among the arms fonnd were about n
dozen rifies, several bayonets, revolvers, pikes, swcrds
dirks, &¢. The ammunition seized consisted of seve-
ral bucdred weight of ball cartridge and percussion
caps, of which there was: an enormous quantity in
canisters, which were placed in boxes, bags and
baglets. The police arrested sixty Gve of the party,
and filied the litcle station, The village of Tallaght
temsined pretty qniet during the remainder of the
night, but it ig believed that four or five thousand men
saceecded in reaching Tallaght bill, wich was the
appointed rendezvoua,

The Lnncers arrived at Tallaght at half-past six -
o'clock this morning, and captured eighty three of
the insurgents, The Feniana digpersed in all direc-
tions before théir approach, ruaning as the people in-
formed me like hares,

A correspondent of the New York Herald who was
present at this ‘ batile’ adds the following confirma-
tion of the ulfair. .

The constabulary of villages through which the Fe-
nians passed on their way were were quite powerless
to interrupt them, but information was forwarded to
the garrison, and troops demanded. Previoas to
the arrival of the latter & collision took place batween
the Fenians and the coustabulary of this village. A
band of 300 to 400 collected vear the barrack: Evi-
dently they did not know the strength of the garri-
son, which waa but fourteen men- The latter turned
out, and &3 it was a very dark night, the Fenians
were unable to distinguish their nnmbers. .

After mutual demands of surrender, the Fenian
party advapced to the attack. They fired in the dir-
ectio: of their opposers, but ag the Iatter were on
tkeir kaees the shots passed over their heads. The-
volley was returned, and, after sowe smart firing, the
Feniang retired, leaving several severely wounded on.
the road.

They reformed ucnder shelter of some houses and
were prepariog to renew the attack when the dash of
horsea in Lot speed on the road from Dublin warped
them that it was lime to retreat. They zave a part-
ing volley to their opponents and retreated towarcs
the kili distriet,

The troops gave chase. .Artillery, lancers and
dragoons dashed at headlong speed after the retreat-
ing Fenians Tho latterin their haste castaway arms,
accoutrements, food, clothing, or anything that could
impede their flight, and succeedipg in evading their
purauers.

Other troops were soon on the scens, and - pursued
tho Fenians by each of the branch roads. The latter
woro not armed 80 they did not attempt to fight, but
escaped to the mountajns., Since I commenced writ-
icg I learn thatoneof the wounded Feniang hae died,
anotber is dying and five are severely wounded.

The counl:y is in a state of the most intense ex-
citement. Thke troops have succeded in capturing
neorly a hoedred stragglers, but the main body have
escaped 1o the mountaine. The troopa are still pur-
suing them, and will continue to do so8!l this day.

Tbe sight i3 most harrowiog at present — women
and children iuquiring for their husbands and fdthers;
the groans of the wounded, for whom there ia no ac- -
comomdation in this little country station.

The men captured are nearly all arme@—with re- -
volvers, daggers and dirks. A few American officers
sworde have been picked up. Several green fiags,.
with mottoes, bave been captured, The Fifty seccnd
regiment, a company of lancers and four pieces of
artillery at present occupy ths village.

The Guards aud another troop of Lancers are io
pursuit of a body of one thousand five hundred, re-
ported to be moving towards the Kildare road.

BATTLE IN THE STREATS OF DROGHEDA.

About twelve o'clock last night a body of Fenians,
neatly one thousand 1n number, nssembled in the
Potato Market at Drogheda.

These men were fully armed. A body of the polics,
thbirty in number, advanced upon them, snd ware
received with a volley of musketry. The police
returned the fire, and a faw men wers wouanded.

The Feniana, upon having recesived the return fire,
ilad, and the police arrested twenty-five of the insur.
gents, one ot whom who had died.

The telegraph wires on the gection line were cut,
but they have been since repsirsd.

Eighteen arrests were made thiz day on board one
of the steamboats, There iB considerable excitement
snd snxiety. Reinforcements of millitary are bourly
sxpected.

ARRIVAL OF THE PRISONER3 IN DUBLIN.

The military and police have arrived at the Castle,
Dublic, from: Tallaght, bringing with them 140
prisopers.  With the exception of about ten or twelve
they are all miseranle, wretched looking men and
boys, There are four or five very well dressed,
gentlemanly looking men, supposed to be leadera.
‘They look like first class shopmen. They were mar-
ched into the Upper Castle yard equare, and his
Ixcellency and stafll walked areund them with great
interest. The cart of Reilly the cooper, of Abbey
street, was brought in with a large quantity of well
raade up ball catridges, On the cart were twelve
{irat cless Enfield rifles, with bayonets fixed, which
wrere dropped by the insurgents. The number of
wounded is said to be sever,

The wretched captives seem weary and worn out.
They drink with awfal avidity water ordered for them
0y the anthorities. '

The captive Feciane were divided into two bodies
-—one pumbering eighty-ais, the other sixty-seven
meu. They were guarded by a strong force of
infantey and police. The Lord Lieutenant, Lord
Qlonbrock, the Hon Gerald Dillon, Oolonel Lake,
Xr. O'Farrell, police commissioner, and several
government officials remained in the yard a consider-
able time inspecting the prisoners. Superintendant
Ryan and a staff of the detective police indentified
ceveral, and the names and addresses.of all were ta-
lcen down.

Great crowds of people bave collected at Jork Hill,
Dame and palace streets, but no excitement prevails ;
they seem to be merrily actuated by curiosity.

FENIAN REINFOROEMENTS.

(From the Dublin Freeman, March 6—2 p m.)

Two thousand insurgents are reported to be kang-
ing about the residence of Lord Hawarden, near the
Dundrum Station, on the great Southern and Weatern
line.

It hag been ascertained that from the commercial
houges on the north gide of the city one hundred and
Live young men are ‘missicg'—some of-these men
volding bigh positions in the respective houses.

police barrack was. left unmolested. In Cagtlerar-
tyr'a baodfal of men easily beat.of the allack made

by the afsailants, who were in the. proportion of
twenty <o'one. In Kilmallock -the defeat was mora’
decisive the -loss greater. - ‘Where: the Feniauns and
the constabulary came -into collision in Tipperary,
‘the undiscrplined men” were' nnable to sustain the
attack of their disciplined asaailants. Here is purely
ample proof that the force of the rebellion is mot
sufficient to’ resist the mere police force alone, and
yot tha leaders of this wretched business propose to
cope with the strength of a great empire. Wa can-
not 100 much deplore the cutrages which this wild
and wanton enterprise have already involved. Blood
has been shed, lives have been sacrificed on both
sides, anguish and ruin hove been brought upon the
iznocent, and for what? The most chimerical dream,
an illusion whith the stern 1eality of a fow days will
suffice to dispsl. Whant will become of the anthors
of all the misery, we shrink from contemplating. As
yet the government Las not exeried its powers ; but
when it does.so, what resiatance can be offered?

He regietted that the
Orown had determined not to send up bills in regerd
to the loes of the two livea &t Dungarvan during the
lnte_election, 88 by so doing they wonld have sat in
motion an inquiry which might bave eincidated the
circumstances connected with that unfortunate o¢.
currence.

Chist Justice Monahan, who opened the assizes at
Mulliaga: yesterday, found Westmeath in a,very un-
satisfactory state, a great many crimes having been
committed with impunity, Recently an agrarian
outrage had been committed, but such was the state
of territorism existing that the victim, whe kad been
almost murdered, declined to furnish any informa.
tion. Oases of malicious burning and sending threat-
ening -letters had also occurred without any person
being made amenable. He did not attribute this to
any want of vigilance on the part of the constabulary
but he must add that the state of the county required
the serious attention ot the grand jurors. Thers was
no civil business of auy kind for trial,

The grand jury of Kerry, on the motion of Mr.
Ooltemsan seconded by the Kuight of Kerry bave re-
solved unanimously to raise ® subscription for a testi-
monial to Oongtable Duggan, whose heroic - canduct
they praised very warmly. They passed a vole of
thanks to the Rev, Mr. Magin, who remonstrated
with the insurgents, and gave waraiag to the police.
The magistrates of Killarney were likewise thanked
for lhair energetic conduct in connexion with ths late
outbreak. Willismu Walsh, alizs Donovan, ard Patk.
Ludd, the two men arrested recently in Pasaage by
Head constable Hoare, guapscted of complicity in Fe.
nianism, were brought up on a second remand, at the
Tuckey-street Police station, Cork, on Saturday last,
where a private iovestigation was held into the
charges against them, They were again remanded.

Sir Rowlacd Blennerhasset, foreman of the Kerry
grand jury, addressed his brethren on Thursday on
the subject of the Fenian conspiracy, and the prompt
action of the Goveroment in putiing down the recent
attempt at insurrection. He appealed to every
Irishman, be he & Fenian or & Fenian asympathi-
zer, whether he considered he was really doing
any gervice to his country by helping this move-
ment— a movement which could do nothing elss but
bring strife and cootusion into Ireland. The whole
effect of it mast bs to hinder the development of our
commerce, paralyze our trade, and even.to effact
serivusly the national credit; and thercfore, putting
it upon the mere point of patriotism, it was & most
criminal and a most un-Irish thing for these persons
to continue in theline they have taken wup. As
regards the Goveroment itself, itis the first Irish
Government they heve had for a long time.” Num.
bers of its members are Irishmen, and certainly ia
the commencement of their career they have acted in
the mosy ganerons manuer, snd decidedly with mercy,
Thers would be no opposition to this resolution,
thapking the Gavernment for the prompt and ener-
getic menner in which the acted atso critical a
moment. The Knighbt of Kerry, iz seconding the
resolution, asked what they would think if the Go-
vernment put one.million of fresh taxation upon them
and whether they thought £1,000,000 would repre-
gent the loss which the country had sustained by the
Fenian movement, He ma2ntioned the case of an
English commercial traveller who cams expecting
his usual orders, amounting to £2,000, buthe could
not got orders fo amount to £10, They could not
too heartily thank the Government for its exertions.
He wished ke could believe the movement was less
serious than it is. Butthey had reason to think that
it was sympathized with to an exteat that was very
nupleasant. He espressed his great admiration
for the address of Bishop Moriarty, who had put the
saddle on the right hurse, condemuizg not only the
Feniang, but those who had encouraged that most
1njurioua conspiracy. Mr. Ooltsman next addressed
the grand jury., He said that the abjects of the
Fenians were communistic—to level all ranks of
sacisty and destroy property. He was sorrcy to say
that the conspirscy was far more extenled than
people imaginad, but he trusted that Irishmen would
sce the fruitlessnes of attempts at rebellion, and when
they did, the inevitable result would be the prasperity
welfare, and happiness of their country. The resolu-
tion passed nnanimously, .

Toe ANGLICAN ConrFesstoNAL Mocksp.—At A most-
ing of the Nationsal Protestant Iostitute in the Han-
over-equare Rooms, the other day, the Rav. James
Ormiston, of St. David’s Islington, gave a report of
n personal interview he hed with the Rev, A. H.

For aome time he had to wait, and while so doing he
heard the whispering of another man confessing
within the *sacristy.’ ' Presently his own' tura came
and onettering, he found Mr. Mackonochis,vepted jn
a gurplice, with, he thought, a violet stole, and eat~
ed in & veritable confeasionalubox,- with ~hole,&o:,
after the.Romish pattern, -The conversation opened

with Mr. O's-intimation that be wiiled to

special confession. Mr. Mackonocohie, with much|
blandness; bade him to kKneel. He'could not do this,’
but he placed.himself in -a posture whick was not:.
exactly kneeling, and the ¢ Oonfiteor’ was dictated.

but not wholly repeated, by ‘ths intending confessor.
These pralimivaries over, “he explained that-the con-
fession which he had come to make was a epecial
one, and he kad therefore written it out beforehand,
a3 follows :=~* I have but too imperfectly. discharged
my solemn ordination vow of being ‘ ready with all
falthfal diligence to banish and drive away all er-
roneous and strange doctrines ‘eontrary to God's
Wu_rd,’ ond especially the damnable. doctrine now
main‘ained by those priests in the Ghurch commonly
called ¢ Puseyites,’ together with their Popish prao-
tices, whereby they are sesking to dethrome the
blessed Gospel of Goid’s free grace, and to set up in
itd atead ‘the burniug lies’ of Antichrist. In read-
ing this, he (Mr. 0.) spoke, not in & whisper, bat
loudly, wishing to be heard in the chancel. Mr,
Machonochie hasked him, He (Mr. O.) then asked
for absolution. The reply was, ‘you are not sio-
cers,’ He protested his fall sincerity. He did, both
then and now, feel that he had come short in his
duty in the fulfilment of . taat solemn vow, ¢ Then,’
said Mr. M., ‘ You must confess your whole life.'—
He (Mr, 0.) asked on what suthority this demand
was made, when he had previcusly been allowed to
be heard in special confession. . The only anthority
assigned was the rubric of the communion service,
*Open his grief, &c. Moreover he (Mr. M} sat
there as ¢ God's priest’ tIf’ he added (thinking to
ingpire terror), ‘you sre sincere in the confession
you.have made you are guilty of mortal sin.” He
(Mr. 0.) rejoined, pointing out the authority wd-.
duced, and then bringicg the interview to a close
by offering his card. Mr. M, rejected it. He (Mr.
0.) then left the church which he had entered,
dowed down and crushed with a sense of the evil
which this awful system is working. The rev. gen-
tleman proceeded to say that, haviog determined on
& full exposure of what had passed, he had that
morning written to Mr, Mackorochie, inviting him to
the present moeting, that he might thers and then
give any explanation he thought desirable. The in-
quiry whether ke or eoy other authorised representa-
tive was present met with no response. Mr. O.
proceeded to speak at further length upon the exist-
ing crisis of cur National Protestantism, and was
followed by others. The meeting finally expressed
by a vote taeir approval of the course he had teken,
only one dissentient hand being beld 'up.— S¢. Jumes
Chronicle.

County MeETiNG AGAINST RiTUALIsy.=~On Thurs.
day eveaing (says the Standard) ono of the largest
and most infivential meetings ever held ia Dorset-
shire took place at the Shite Hall, Dorchestor, under
the presidency of the Earl of Shaftesbury, to protest
ageinst Ritualistic practices in the Diocess. Lord
Portman, the Hon W H B Portman, M P, M: Gerard
Sturt, M P, Mr Floyer, M P, Mr C W Dighy. MrJ H
Csleraft (high sherifl), Mr Mansel, Mr Eliot, aad
other county magistrates were present. The follow-
ing protest was unsnimously adopted by the meet.
ing:—* Resolved, that we, the Protestant laymen of
the county of Dorset, have watched with deep
anxiety the increasing introduction iato which tke
churches of our land of ornaments and Ritualistic
practices almost ideatical with those of the Church
of Rome, These ornsments and practices were re-
jected by our forefathers a3 inconaisteat with, aod
repugnant to, the scriptural simplicity of Protestant
worship. We have heard with deep slerm tbe as
sertion of sacordotal claims and doctrines essentially
at variance with the principles and teachings of the
Retormed Ohunreh of England. These opinions bave
beea opealy profeeted, and especially ia our own
diocese, by men who at their ordination pledged
themselves to maintain the pure doctrines of Gospel
truth. Jmpelled by these convictions, we hereby
publiciy and solemnly proteat agarnat such Ritnalia-
tic novelties, such priestly claims, and such unscrip-
tural doctrixes as tending to undermine the Protest-
ant foundations of the Estabiished Church, and en.
danger within these realms, the very exiatence of tie
Reformation itself! In tne course of hisspeech the
ncble and extremely silly old peer who occupied the
chair entertained the Dorsstshire mind with such
nonsense 29 that ¢ the women were the cause of the
wkhole of the mischief of Rituelism'—a statement
which (adds the roport) was received with loud and
prolonged cheering. * But for them,’ his lordship
said, ¢ the Ritualists would never get nccess to the
houses of the puople, there to drop the first words of
mischief inlo the ears of tha thoughtless and soung.
Without the women they would moke no prozress at
all. If they were drivea to aceept something; if
they must make & concession in & Romanistic sense,
let them make it with this condition, that every con-
fessor should be a woman; and when that became
the law of the Church there would at once be an ecd
of the confessional.’ This peer (saya ‘ DebrotV') is a
patron of thirteen liviogs.

It is not long since many good Eaglish people were
shocked at hearing of the vast infant mortality caused
by the French system of hired nursing. Dr. Lank-
ester had already told wus that London wa3 by no
means immaculate in this respect, but the French
account certainly showed thatas to this particular
wickedness we wore behind our neighbours. Sach
comparitive merit we are aiill entitled to claim, bat
our excellence does not go much further. The mor
tality of illegitimate children in England i3 some-
thing iike 75 per ceat., or rather more than 50 per
cent, over that of the legitimate. Some part of this
excess must be attributed to the fact thatillegitimate
births take place mesatly in the lowest ravk, and in
the midst of privations, But that competent inguiries
trace the fact of it to another source is evident from
the remedies suggested by a depotatian, consiating of
Dr. Tyler Smith and othsr eminent medical wen,
who waitod on the Home Secretary last Mandsy.
They obviously assume that tke shame and incon-
venience of rearing a bastard ckild tend directly to
the murder of such children, and they enumera:e tho
main causes of illegitimacy a3 being indirectiy the
cause of infaoticide. These are: the overcrowding
of the houses accupied by the Iebouring classes, the
public hiring of eervants in Scotland and the North
and West of Englahd, 1ue gang system of agriculture,
and the promiscuous living which takes place during
hop picking, cider makiog, and harvest seasors. Un-
pleasont as the prospect i3, we are plainly invited to
consider that many people of the lowest ¢lass in Eng-
land can hardly bave an opportunity for sin without
committing it, and will geldom bear its consequent
inconveniences withont treing to escape from them
by murder.—S¢, James's Chrouicle (ultra Protestant’
organ). :

To-day, at about half-past one o’clock, a troop of the
§th Hussars, under the -command of Captain Ken
nard, arrived In -this towa by special train from
Uoventry, and during the afternoon two telegrams
were received from the Home Secretary giving in-
structions for the swearing in of gpecial .constables,
Letters had been received by the Mayor (Sir John
Morris) and by the chief constable threatening the
life of Sir John and the destruction of his works ;—
and it had been conveyed to the mayor's business
maoager (Mr. T. M. Fuller) thatss many as 100
{rishmen had aworn to deatroy hiz (Mr. Faller's) pri-
vate residence, and likewise 10 take his life, Evi-
dence wes fortacoming in support of the statement
that four men were waylaying him on his return
home on Wednesday night, but that they wers pre-
veated from carryiog out their murderous purpose by
his having been passed by & neighbor at' the point at
which they were in waiting for him. Durlpg all
Thu:sday pight Mr. Fullet’s premises were guarded
by a detachment of police. These threats against
Sir John Morris and his manager are due to the
views which the Irish entertain that the mayor sym-
pathbises with the lecturer.

The magistrates to-day resolved to isaue the fol-
lowing proclamation signed by the mayor ;=

“ The magistrates have been advised that they
have no legal power to etop the lecture of Mr.
Murphy to-night. Notwithstanding, they are of opi-
nion that the placards issued by him respecting that
lecture arc most offensive to a large body of the in.
habitants. The magistrates ars taking eflective
measures to preserve the peace; and they call upon
the inhabitants not to countenarnce, by their preaence
in the streets or elsewhers, any assembly by which
the peace of the town i3 in danger.”

The offansivensss referred to-by the mayor's pro.
clamation is the advertisement of to-night's lecture,
which ruog :—¢ The Qonfassional Unmaaked; show-
ing the Depravity of the Priesthood and the Immo-
rality of the Confessional, To this, it is added :=—
¢ Ladies not admitted to the lecturs on the confes-
sional, except those who frequent it; por geatlemen
under twenty-one years of age.’

At about the same time as this announcemant ap-
peared, there came out one also from the lecturer
and his friends, in whick they say :~

‘ Protestants of Wolverhampton. I8 Paopery to
rele in your town? Is the glorious freedom of
speech, transmitted to you by your fathers, and
goaled, in their blood, to be lost? Show your inter-
egt by your support. Dr, Armstrong (rector of
Borslem). will take the chair to-night, Come in
.crowds.'

Towards the lecturer and his canse a large amount
of sympathy has. been expressed by the Protestant
working men, all the operatives at everal manufae-
tories haviog come forward and volunteered their
services to protect the lecturer during the evening.
and arrangements are made v the lecturer and his
party to admit between 500 and GO0 of these men, all
armed by some weapon of their own choosing, by
the side.door of the Lall.

Irish miners are to come {nto the tawn to-nigkt
from Bilston, Willenhall, Portobello, and elsewhere,
and an iron-master has calied at the police ststion
to intimate that Irish emisenries have been to his
works to-day, to invoke the presence to-night of the
Irishmen in his emplcy.

Auother dispatch late at night said—The town has
been pa'rolled by n strong force uf special consta:
bles and military throughout the night. The hall
wae well guarded, and thowsands of people were
congregated. The people were very violent in speech.
Threats of firing property. A rush at the hall'doors
wes defeated, and many bludgeons were taken from
the Irish., Three thousand persons were admitted to
the lecture. The imposing forcs of military and po-
lice overawed tke turbuleat, and no serious violsnce
took place. The strests were cleared soon after ten
o’clock.

By the Emancipation Act Oatholics wore excluded
from five offices —from the Regency, the Liord Chan-
cellorakips ot England and Ireland, the Lord Lieute-
pancy of Ireland, aud fram representing Her Majesty
a$ the Presbyterian Aszembiy at Edinburgh, The
Offices and Oaths Bill proposes te allow & Catholic
to be either Lord Chancelior of Ireland or Lord
Lieutenant. The measure was of course opposed by
Mr. Newdegate ; Mr, Whalley acted bis asual partin
support of it, and a faint remonstrance was3 raised by
the Solicitor-Gan. tor Ireland, but the Bill was uther-
wise received with a singular degree of assent, and
the second reading was passed by the large mgjority
of 195 to 93. The most important speech of the eve-
ning was that of Lord Naas, who, thomgh spealking
in his individuel capacity, lent the weight of his
authority to the general principles of the Bill, He
accepted the proposal 8o far as concerned the Lord
Chancellor, but objected 1o give up the Lord-Lieute-
nancy. Mr. Gladstone anawered with effect that the
same arguments applied to the one office a3 to the
other, and after such a concession on the part of a
leading Conservative the opposition to the Bill was
ot course fruitless. We must go back forty years
in order to appreciate the full significance of the
change ; but when we consider that within the me-
mory of mouy members of the. House Oatholics in
Ireland were excluded from every office, and dis«
abled from almost every privilege, it is cartainly
gomewhat starding to find n proposal.carried by two
to one which admits them co two of the highest of-
ficea in the kingdem. When tkis Bill has passed, as
it must now be sooner or later, it will be possible for
a Oatholic to bae the representative of Her Majesty in
Ireland. This is nudoubtedly a complete renuncia-
tlon of Protestant sscendancy. Whea & Catholte
nobleman receivo3 the Protestant Archbishop of Dub-
lin at his /crees, even Qatholic jealousy may be con-
ciliated. At all cvents, the members of the two re-
ligions will then be on a perfect footing of civil
equality, and when the Eastablished Cburchis no
longer in any degree the representative of a political
gupremacy the grievance it occasions may, perbaps,
be regarded with less animosity, and may be the
more raadily compromised. But, without going be.
yond the present measare, the trenstormation ap.
pears complete. The Oatholics were formerly oat-
casts; they may now represent the source of all law
ang all authority in tbeir conntry.— I'imes,

NEWS OF THE WEEE.

There seems to have been no renewal oi distur-
bances in Ireland. The Government continues
to make arrests, and 1t occasienally manages to
Jay hold of arms, secreted by the disaftzeted.—
The . States journals hither{o most favorable to
Fenianism admit the late nsing o lrefand to have
been a complete failure ; and indeed the police
alone, without the intervention of the regular
troops, were almost sufictent to quell it. The
prisoners will be tried before the ordinary civil
tribunals. There 1s nothing of any importance
1o report from the Conticent ot Europe : great
anxiety 13 felt, however about the IKastern
Question.

The - colossal power of Prussia, able now to
turn against France all the forces of Germany,
is creating much uneasiness amongst the subjects
of Lows Napoleon, who by no means relish the
idea of seemng therr country reduced to a second
rate Power. They see now the folly of which
they were guilty m allowing Austra ‘to be
crushed by her rival : but the encouragement by
them given to the casse of the Revolution in
Ttaly, compelled them to abstan from offering
any effectual resistance to the ambitiovs desigus
of the ally of Victor Emmanuel, m last year’s
war. This then 1s the first instalment of France’s
punishment for her Italian policy.

ST. PATRICKS DAY AT KINGSTON.

Yesterday, the Aaniversary of Ireland’s Patron
Sawnt, was universally ebserved by the Irishmen
of Kingston as a day ot celebration in bonor of
St. Patrick, The Grand Procession formed
front of the City Hall at ten o’clock, where the
Kingston St, Pat.ick’s Society were joined by
the St. Patrick’s Seciety of Portsmouth, and
numbers of Irishmen, all of whom had been gen-
erally mvited to take part in the proceedings.—
The Procession moved'through several ef the
principal streets en route to St. Mary’s Cathe-
dral, headed by the Uaion Fack, the St, Patrick’s
Juvenile Band, the bandsone baoners of the dif-
ferent societies aud schools being terspersed
atong the lime. The pupiis of the Christian
Schools to the number of 130, or woare, came
fiest with therr splendid band, uumbering over 40
performers, all i uniform, headed by their drum
majer, who on this occasion wore 2 new rich
green unitorm, trimmed with gold ; be carried the
staff of tus office in true military style. Tuey, as
usual, attracted the greatest share of attention
from the crowds who thronged the streets, and
were well marshalled by Master Devlip, a band-
some youth, well mounted, and clad in green uei-
torm. The playing of the favorite band attracted
universal admiration. It is astonishing that, al-
though some of their best players leave every
year, they have bees able not only to maistaw
its efficency, but alse wuprove, as every one who
heard them playing last St, Parrick’s Day can
attest; They bad also a Fife and Drum Band,
improvssed by the indefatigable Brather Arnold,
whe played alternately with the other band. Next
came the Portsmouth Society, whieh was pre-
ceded by Mr. Scott’s Band, aud the Parent
Society of Kingston by the Band of the 14th
Battalion of Volunteers, which played most
