Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

In meeting you again at the commencement of another session of Parliament, it
is my first duty to express the deep sense of our gratitude to Divine Providence for
the many blessings which Canada has received during the past year, and particularly
for the exceptionally bountiful harvest in Manitoba and the North-west Territories.

It was very gratifying to note the cordial reception tendered by all classes of the
people, to the Prince and Princess of Wales on the occasion of their-visit in Septem-
ber and October last, the only regrettable feature being the limited time at their dis-
posal, which prevented their visiting many important centres of population. It is
however a great satisfaction to know that their Royal Highnesses enjoyed their tour
through Canada and carried away the most pleasant recollections of their visit to
this part of the Empire.
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* The assassination of President McKinley, has elicited a universal feeling of sym-
pathy and sorrow throughout the civilized world and, though Canada has happily so
far been free from crimes of the character, the close proximity to the United States
may make it advisable to join our efforts to the efforts of the United States and other
nations and to provide by legislation for the adequate punishment of those who, either
by speech or writing, incite fanatics to the perpetration of such horrible crimes.

The returns of the late census will be laid before you and, while the absolute in-
crease in the number of population is not so great as might have been expected, the
evidences of growth in wealth and in the general tokens of prosperous development
are highly satisfactory. There is good reason also to believe that the increase of
population during the latter half of the decade has been very greatly in excess of
the average of former years and that in the near future we may look for a much more
rapid growth than occurred during the period covered by the last two censuses.

Application having been made by the Canadian Pacific Railway Company for
approval of an increase of its capital, to meet the demand for additional rolling stock
and other improved facilities, for handling the growing traffic, my Ministers availed
themselves of the opportunity to stipulate that the long pending question of the power
of the Governor in Council to regulate the tolls of the Company, should be submitted
to the Courts for a judical decision. The correspondence and other papers will be
laid before you.

The inventor, Mr. Marconi, having met unexpected obstacles to the carrying on
of his experiments in wireless ocean telegraphy in a sister colony, my Ministers deem-
ed it expedient to invite him to continue his operations on the coast of Nova Scotia,
and they availed themselves of his presence in Canada to enter into negotiations result-
ing in an arrangement through which, should the project prove as successful as is
hoped for, the Government and people of Canada will enjoy the benefits of the
invention on very favourable terms, including rates for transatlantic messages very
much below those now existing.

I am pleased to inform you that the display made by Canada of her produects, at
the several expositions at which they have been exhibited during the last year has
attracted much attention, and has already resulted in many inquiries and orders for
our goods.

I may also congratulate you on the satisfactory condition of the revenue and on
the steady and continuous expansion of the general business of the country as evi-
denced by the increased volume of exports and imports.

- With the view of still further facilitating and developing our trade with other
countries, it will probably be found expedient to increase the number of our com-
mercial agencies, and Parliament will be asked to consider the desirability of making
additional provision for that purpose.

I have also pleasure in informing you that the Governments of Australia and
New Zealand have accepted an invitation from my Government to attend a conference
in London next June for the consideration of trade, transportation, cable and other
matters of intercolonial corcern, and it is hoped that the meeting may lead to an
extension of Canadian trade with those important portions of His Majesty’s Domin-
ions.

I have further to advise you that my Government, having caused inquiry to be
made, has reached the conclusion that the establishment of direct steamship service
with South Africa would enable Canada to secure in that country a profitable market
for her varied produects, and, to that end, will endeavour to arrange for such a service.

His Majesty has been graciously pleased to invite the Premier to be present at the
ceremonies attending his Coronation. It is to be hoped that the presence of the lead-
ing statesmen of the several colonies upon this occasion will afford an opportunity
for the discussion of subjects of mutual interest which may considerably affect the
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development of our trade and commerce in the near future, with the mother country
and with our sister colonies.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

Librarians of Parliament on the state of the Library of Parliament, for the year
1901. : :

The same was then read by the Clerk, and it is as follows :—

To the Honourable the Speaker of the Senate :

The Joint Librarians of Parliament have the honour to present the following re-
port for the year 1901 :—

During the recess the Librarians have endeavoured to complete several important
collections which had lately been in arrears. In the field of natural sciences, advance
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is so rapid that works which were up to date a few years ago, are now almost behind
time. At a considerable expense they had to be replaced by the latest editions.

Through our exchanges with other British Colonies, the Librarians have been
able to collect valuable data and statistics on every part of the distant dependencies
of the Empire. The vast amount of information contained in these give a very com-
plete idea of the great resources of the Colonies in the different parts of the world.

Statistics from the United States have also been procured .from Washington ;
among them the bulletins of the Census Report of 1900, and also the numerous Gov-
ernment Reports from many States, their consolidated laws and results of researches
of scientific commissions.

All these valuable additions to our national collection have been classified and
placed on the shelves in the best manner compatible with the limited space—always
growing smaller—to be found in the Library.

The Americana section of the Library has also received its quota of works out of
print, which are more and more difficult to obtain owing to strong competition on the
part of foreign libraries. Among the books and documents bought for that section, dur-
ing recess, are to be found twelve volumes of the Transactions of the American Anti-
quarian Society ; also a photographic copy of a valuable map deposited in the Congres-
sional Library at Washington ; it is designated as a Plan of Quebec, the Capital of
Canada, in North America, with the bason and part of the adjacent country, showing
the principal encampments and works of the British Army, commanded by Major
General Wolfe, and those of the French Army, commanded by Lieut. General the Mar-
quis of Montcalm, during the siege of that place in 1759.

Through the obliging courtesy of Colonel Neilson, a copy was secured of certain
letters exchanged between Louis J. Papineau and Pierre Bedard Joseph Moquin, a
celebrated lawyer of his day, and John Neilson, M.P.P., and editor of the Quebec
Gazette. These interesting letters, written during the years 1826 to 1836, bear on the
political situation of that troubled period of our history.

It sometimes occurs during the session that some Members will borrow books for
friends living at a distance—a practice contrary to the interests of the Library—and
that when these books are called for, the names of these parties have been forgotten.
The Librarians respectfully request that, at least, the names and addresses of the
persons favoured with these loans be given so as to insure a possibility of their return.

A large number of important works have been presented to the Library since last
session. A list of those donations will be found annexed to the present Report, and
also the list of the Canadian publications deposited in this department under the
Copyright Act.
