As to-this it caînnot
be denied that the figures here given night be
subjected ta a liberal discount, nad yet lresent
no very contemptible showing as the profits of
a year's business.

. The death by suicide is reported of Ben-
jamin 0. Bogart, of New York, Treasurer, at
the time of bis demise, of the New York Pro-
duce Exchange. Mr. Bogart, who, witlh tie
exception of a single year, hlad held this honor-
able and responsible position since 1801, was a
gentleman highly respected in the circles in
which, he moved, and leld ta be worthy of every
'confidence. Yet it now appears that he is a
defs.ulter in the sum of $535,000, and it wias the
impending disclosure of this fact through his
inability ta follow hie directions of the Finance
Committee.and transfer the sui of $31,5o of
the Exchange funds from one bank ta another
that lad; ta the rash et of self-destruction.

Vc are not advised as ta flic cause ta which
tfhc insolvents attribute their misfortune, bat
we note an atteipt ta trace it ta the olpera-
tions of the tutritf in tlat sugar lias been made
so costly relatively with tha confectionery
manufaetured fron it. It is one of the diflicul-
tics and vèry grave offences of a paternal sys
tain of goverînent, tuat it gives a color of
justice ta all such efforts ta inpute blaine, and
so serves ta establiuli in thl miid of the com-
mercial community a false standard of indi-
vidail responsibility. Yet it is really quite
unfair to thrust the burdens ofiîsolvents, even
theoretically, upon the Governent. Every
niai is rightly called ulon to conduct his

For soie tiie past the law Lalis
not been strictly coiplied witlh, and ltterly the
ietlhods of the trade lasve becomie so lax hit
seime of tIe largest dealers are reported doing
their owu ilipecting to t very great extent.
Much of itis iiinîspect.ed leather lias beei
inarkiel in hie nsuial iinniiier as if inspect-
cd, and many buyers laive iindoubtedly been
deceived thereby, particilaîrly ais the usIal
charge for inspection has appeared in the bill
ofsale. The injustice, to say nothing of the
moral aspect, of this irregularity is apparent.
The Iouses sibiitting their leathier to otlicial
inspection stand at a disadvantage, even ait-
luitting thatthose not so doing liave eidea-vored
to inspect fairly for t lieiselves. Owners, in the
nature of things, muay be expected to give theim-
selves the beniefit of every doubt in the imatter
of allowanîice in veiglit for moisture and as to
grade. The meeting, which was well attended,
was leartily in titvor of inspection, and found
nio fasult cither with [lie present regulations or
the mode of tlheir execuîtion. A commîittee was
finally appoinîted, coîisisting of relpresentatives
of thie tree distiiet interests iivolved, aid were
instructed to report fulty as to a renedy for flhc
abuses in question at ain adjourned moeeting to
be held on the 27th inst.

FINANCE AN<D NSURNCE EYIEW.

MONTREAL, JANUARY 16, 1879.

BEET SUGOAR.

Wre have received lately more than one
communication on the subjeet of the ci-
ture of beets, and we observe that there is
a determination to make an effort to in-
troduce this industry into the . Province
of' Quebec. We do not pretend to be
able to for'm any reliable opinion as to
the possibility of cultivating the beet
successfully and umanufacturing it into
sugar, but we do know that those wlho
recommend the enterprize admit that its
success ivill depend on a renewal of the
pledge given several years ago by Parlia-
ment, that no. excise duty should be
imposed on tlIe manufactured article,
and likewise on a subsidy being given
out of the exhausted treasury of the
Province of Quebec to encourage the
enterprize. In the speech delivered by
Mr. Chapleau, the Premier of Quebec, at
the recent banquet in his honor, lie is
reported to have said:

" We have latterly. heard somethinmg of
" the manufacture of beet root sugar. I can
" announce, Mr. Chairman, to this meeting
"l that that company is now inot only es-
" tablished, but it will soon have a rival,
." and I ý do not doubt that before a year
" we shall .see three or four such coin-

panies engagéd in that branch of indus-
" try."

Il certainly appears to us strange hat
the advocates of beet culture never seen
to take i their calculation the effect of
the success of their scheme on the re-
venue of the Dominion. The consumption
of sugar in Canada is in round figures
105,000,000 lbs. the duty on which has
been, under the old tariff, something over
$2,500,000 or about one-fifth of the entire
custons revpilnue. Our rougli estimnte is
made f'om (lie old tarif', and ve fear that,
notwithstanding the increase in the ad
valorein rate, the great falling off, oving
to the substitutionoflow-pricedçsugars,will
seriously impair the revenue. IL is to be
presumed that the Minister of Finance lias
calculated on a considerable loss, but lie
will hardly be able t trille vith the sugar
duties.

The duty per lib., it wvill be observed, lias
been nearly 2. cents. If the new compa-
nies about to be established expect any
success, they must turn out a considerable
amount of sugar. Every 100 tons of beet
root sugar sold in Canada will cause a loss
to the 'freasury of about $4,000 ut the
reduced rate, to say nothing of the bounty
given on its production out of the local
treasury. If our legislators in Quebec
are insane enough to pay out of an ex
hausted treasury a subsidy to divert the
industry of the people from their present
occupations to others which require pub-
lic aid, ve can only hope that the eyes
of those who are taxed for these subsidies
ivill at Jast be openlec. IL is, hovever, a
very different question fron a Dominion
point of view'. If it be found practicable to
cultivate hlie beet in all the Provinces of
the Dominion by means of local subsidies,
and the other provinces follow% in the foot-
steps of Mr. Chapleau, the consequence
ivill simply be the loss of at least .52,000,-
000 of revenue which the Finance Minis-
ter, will, we imagihe, have trouble enough
in replacing. Tf, on the contrary, the
other Provinces should bo so obtuse as
not to perceive the wisdom of taxing the
masses of the people, in order to encour-
age a few dozen individuals to undertake
an enterprise which is in itself unprofit-
able then the practical result will be that
the consumers of sugar throughout the
Dominion will be taxed about 2 cents per
lb. for the benefit of the Quebec coin-
panies, ivhose enterprises have been an-
nounced by -Mr. Chapleau as if they wvere
conferring a great favor on the publie.

'We confess that wme doubt whether it
will be possible to get the consent of
Parliament to the continued exemption of
beet sugar froin taxation. At all events, the
subject requires grave consideration ; and

there is no lse in ignoring the fact that
the success of beet sugar manufacture
means the loss of our principal branch of
revenue. A great deal has been said of
late about encouraging trade with the
WesL Indies, but the beet sugar product
is likely to prove a damper. The duty on
West India sugar is about 40 to 50 per
cent. ad valorein, and it will have to com-
pete ivitli an article net only free of duty,
but iidecd by a subsidy from the public
treasur-y. Anud then, to cap bihe climsax of
absurdity, we are about to give another
subsidy to establisi trade with Brazil, a
sugar-producing colony, while ve are sub-
sidizing an industry for the very purpose
of obstructing it.

'l'le advocates of establishing the man-
ufacture cf beet sugar in Canada are of
course anxious to obtain the greatest pos-
sible amountofencouragement; but, ifany
reliance is to be placed on the statenients
of those mlio profess te be experts, there
w'ould be ample profit to those undertak-
ing the business without any sacrifice of
revenue. IL must not be supposed thatour
remarks are directed against any reason-
able encourageinen 1 to Lhis new enterprise.
The question is-Whal is reasonable ?
Now, wvhen the enterprise was established
in France the tax on beet sugar vas so
regulated as to leave the duty on cane
sugar about 50 per cent. more than on
beet, and, accorling to Ihat standard, the
bee sigar should pay an excise ta- of
fully I cent per lb. The exemption froni
taxation in France wvas for a period of
four years, wvhich is certainly a more rea.
sonable proposition than ten. Theamount
of protection lias vairied at difl'erent Limes,
and at present the duty on French colo-
nial sugar is actually less than on bcet.
We are by l no imeans sanguine that the
beet sugar projectors will take warning,
but on one thing they may rely, vhicis s,
that beet sugar will be made in Lime the
subject of taxation for Dominion purposes.

APATITE SUPER-PHOSPHATE.
The manufacture of super-phosplhates

from Canadian apatite suggests difliculties
whici have caused much disappointinent
to the manufacturing chemist, and de-
preciation of the article. The grading of
quality lias hitherto been neglected, but
is conducted witl geater care and better
results now, and, if further vigilance is
observed in the picking and cleaning, the
umaterial will b all that can be desired, ls
far as the handling at the mines Cari
render it. There are, hovever ollier
drawvbacks that néed attention froin'the
exporters ere the trade can beome iriore
remunerative to buyer and seller. Ship-
ping in the rock is attended with many
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disadvantages which have an important
effect on the value of the phosphate. The
cost of handling from barge te car and
thene te ship is higher than it would
be if the material vere reduced to
powder and packed in barrels lined with
paper in the same way as cement ;
freights would be less on the more coin-
pact shape of the goods than lu the pre-
sent rougi and awkward condition ; on
arrival at Liverpool or London buyers
would not have the option of unfairly
selecting samples for analysis; and in the
ground condition there vould be no0 oppor-
tunity but to select parcels that vouldi
give ajust representation of the bulk. in
the sanple chosen for the analyst. Pos-
sibly otier iiproveients night be imade
in the physical condition of the groind
apatite that would facilitato the decom-
position when brought under the action
of the 'sulphuric acid. The hard and
crystalline character of the rock is objected
to, both because of the cost of grinding
andi the dilliculty of attacking the whole
of the lime present; for, unless this bec
done, the tribasic phosphate is only par-
tially decomposed--thse . result being a
diminishied yield of phosphoric acid in the.
soluble condition. if the crysials coulîl
he reduced after treatmsent in the grider,
m ida brought into a condition of sinooth
powder by some chemical method before
applying the sulphuric acid the power of
absorption would be perfect, and the wNhole
of the pihosphoric acid could be super-
phsosplhated. If such a result could ba
achieved the Phosphate trade vould enter
on a nsew career entirely. Ilowever', it
vould be a great gain te have it shipped im

a finely ground state as thiereby we should
obtain tise ful value o the materiail.

The honme manufacture .of super-pios-
plate of isigh strength is ne easy task, and
can hardly ,e accomplished unless ti
appliances are inproved in a n ay that
-wili enable the operator te reduce thei
crystals te fine powder, or te mix other
articles with it that will give betterresults
in working. In Great Britain, whiere all
varieties of phosphate are used, the charges
can be graied im such a vay as to imake
the loss on Canadian rock very smal.
Tlis the Canadian imay be ixed with
a phosphato differing in physical charac-
ter and chemical composition. in the
fluor apatites, te which class all the Caiia-
dien phosphates hitherto discovered be-
long, the fluoride of calcium ranges
fron 4-5 te 7 per cent., while the carbon-
ate of lime present is from 0-5 te 15 per
cent .only. The presence of fluoride of
calcium is very objectionable, net only in
its waste of acid but from the tact of its
being unaccompanied by carbonate . of

linie. Althougi carbonate oflime is also a
destroyer of the sulphuric acid, it does
not vaste so much, having only 40 per
cent. of calcium, vheress the fluoride bas
fi129 per cent. Notvithstanding the loss
of acid froi the presence of carbonate of
lime, there is a certain relative advantage
in its presence which; cannot be claimed
for the fluoride of calcium. As soon as
the sulpliuric acid comes.in contact witis
the pulverized material the -carbonic aci i
evolved acts as a mechanicil agent in
forcing open the particles and keeping
them in motion until the chemical action
of the acid has spent itself. The effect of
this action is seen in the super-phosphate
made: after a few Iours drying a sample
made from material containinga moderate
percentage of carbonate of lime is beauti-
fuîlly honeýy-coibed like a loaf of bread,
while saipies from materials in whicli
this compound is absent present little or
ne such results. An analysis of a few
samples will illustrate this clearly.

Tise msanufacturing cheinists of Great
Britain have tise cominand of a great vari-
ety of material, embracing specimens from
the English cousnties, .France, Spain, Po'-
tugal, Geranany, Nkorvay and iussia; each
differing from the other in physical char-
acter and chsenical constitution, saine
being soft and absorbent with aminimssum
of impui-ities, while others are laid and
crystall ine. iTn vorking thsese phosphates
seme are used alone, wybile it is funid more
acvantageous te' use others in the imixed
condition ; Canadian apatite and Cain-
bridge coprolite make a good mixture for
econoimy of voiking, the apatite having
little or no carbonate of lime, while the
Cambridge coprolite, from its highs per-
centage.to this compound, yields a very
liglit and porous superphosphate ; whei
isxed in the proportion of one part alia-

tite te two of Cambridge coprolite, con.
taining 15 per cent. of carbonate o limse,
the mixture vould have 10 per cent of
carbonate. On pouring the ground ma.
terial and suphuric acid into the mix-
ing cylinder, the combineid action of
the beaters on the revolving spindle,
and the evolition of the carbonic acid s'a-
parated froi the carbonate of lime, gives
tie sulphuîric acid greater freedom of ac-
tion ; and a more complete decomposition
of the Canadian phosphate is effected. The
chienical change occurring is as folIows:

perhaps fluoride of silicon, (SIF4 ). The
volatile gas is condensed in the exhaust-
towers adjoining the nixing shed, and
represent a los te the manufacturing
process. After a few hours the iixture
dries up and is ready for the disintegra-
tor or pulverizing and screenin machine.

In the United States the manufacture
of fertilizers from phosphate !S also carried
out with more economic results than here,
where the native rock is used alone, oi in
conjimuction wivth bone phosphates. Tie
Sou th Carolina and Land Rock phosphate
can be ground to a greater degree f fine-
ness, and are more easily and coipletely
decomposed than apatite.

If the superpiosphsate manufacture is
establiished in this Province, it will be a
mnatter of considleration what method of
working should b followed. The hone
mnaker will isot have the saine chmoice of
niaterials for grading anci mixing te secure
the greater economy im working. Al-
though he can obtain bone.black as a
source of phosphate, yielding carbonate
of lime, froin the sugar refineries, it is an
article requiring much care and skill in
preparation and needs caution in select-
ing. After drying and grinding, it may be
mixed in such proportion as to suit the par.
ticular purpose for wbich it is intended
but its value vill depend on its sitability
for grading the apatite. A fair idea of the
solubility of apatite may be gatieried

from the figures obtained a-fev years ago
by a Mr. C. P. Williamas, an English che-
mnist. His experiients gave the follow-
ing results

The mean result of several experiments
made by Mr. R. Warrington, F.C.S. Eng-
land, showed that part one of pure tribasic
phosphate dissolved in 6788 parts of water
saturated ivith carbonic acid. In the
above figures ve do not cnow whether
the apatite used ras. Norwegian or Cana-
dian. If Norwe-gian, then the Canadian
wotild require even more ivater te dissolve
it, owing to the presence of fluoride and
the crystaIline condition of the rock. The
facts evolved by these experiments will
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be of great value in instituting similar tests
on Canadian soils. They siould, however,
be undertaken for experimental purposes
only, and by persans having technical
knowledge and special experience, and
not with a view of obtaining any imine-
diate commercial advantage in farming.
It vould be unvise ta encourage the exs-
tensive use or ground apatite nitil same
very definite facts have been establisied
by its employment in the field. Already
there has been an outcry against the
superphosphate madle solely from native
rock; the farmers in Western Ontario, not
having obtained by its use tie uniform
results given by bone, guano and. blood,
have looked upon it with suspicion. If
this lias been the s'esult with the manu-
fad.tureci apatite, it is fair, ta assume that
the phosphoric acid in the raw mate-
rial, from its degree o? hardness and insol-
ubility, will be much less available. 'To
be of any practical value these experi-
ments should cover periods of three, four
and fve years on plots having the three,
four and five course rotations, and on
othaers where continuous cropping aI' the
same plant eau be practised. The Aber-
deenshire experiments should not be
folloved tao closely, but a scIemeadoptedl
that ivould embrace the use of two or
three atiier kinds of raw minerai pls-
phate-with bone asi, bane meal, blood,
animal charcoal, guano, fisl serap, nitrate
of soda, sulphate of ammoinia and German
Kainite used singly, nixed or in competi-
tion with these articles in various combi-
nations ta suit the several puiposes ta
which they are applied. If the composition
of each parcel was determined by analysis
it would give still more exact iand reliable
information. If the experiments of' M'r.
Wiiliams have any authority nve should be
inclined ta recommiend a mixture of apa-
tite, puiverized by Newel's process, in
combination witi fish scrap, or dried
blood, and Gernian Kainite or sulphate of
potasli, it would give the largest and nost
satisfactory results. Thus, ta prepare the
mixings in decimal p'oportions, let us
commence with a three-course rotation,
taking roots, barley and clover on a fine
soil, with a mediunm snoiv and rain fail,
using the mixture in 500 to 800 fbs. ta the
acre:

The German Kainite yielding about 30

per cent. of sodium chloride (NaCl), the
mixture vauld not need the addition of
common sait, but a little girsumn might
be added as a source of sulpurie acid the
first year, for the benefit of the roots.
The increasing export of ail the agricul-
tural products of the Doninion gives a
growing importance ta the question of
plant fertilization. The annual snow. ail
and the pulverizing action of the frost on
the soil in libeî'ating new' sources of plant
food will but postpone the period of
exhaustion. It is impossible for a soil to
resist for any lengti of time the impover-
ishing effects of the enornmous exports of'
its food products without a returi to it of
the inorganic eleients of lealthy plant
lire. The experiments of professors Tan-
uer, Church, and Cameron have establish-
ed a very close connection between con-
stitutional disease and imperfect nutri-
tion. Agriculture, , to bo permanently
profitable, must be scientific, and in ae-
cordance with the principle of income and
expenditure everywhere exemplified in
nature. As in mechanies the evolution of
energy will be il proportion ta force
emrployed, and in animal vigor and
streîigth of iace in proportion to the kind
and nianner of feeding, so in plants.
Constitutional strength can only be sus-
tained and promoted whien the natural
laws, dinderlying ail physical phenomena
are iniderstood and obeyed. Deteriora-
tion in a race of plants is a calanity ta be
avoided by every possible means, and the
means are placed within the reach of
every one desiring tiieir use in the native
sources of phosphate.

ADVERTISING ADVENT'URERS.

The story or the wooden nutmegs finds
freslh illustrations coîîstantly, varying in
their importance and scope, not accord-
ing ta the gullibility of the public, for that
would appear ta be an ever dependable
and illimitable quantity, but -in close
ratio ta the general attaininents, in con-
nection with unbounded cunning and
knavery, of each newv adventurer. It
would seem only necessary ta supply on
the one hand large ambition, good con-
nections, or, in def'ault of these good pre-
tensions, sone knowledge of business and
Io scruples ; and on the other hand that
wonderfui storelhouse of credulity, the
people, stands ready ta supply, witlout
consideration, treasure in any amount that
may be asked for. Lottery swindles have
long been among the nast popular and
successl'ul of known devices for.filchîing
fron the masses, and, in a more obscure
way, policy shops have served-the same
endi but feeding tosatiety upon Kentucky,
Louisiana, Texas and other state lotteries,

not forgetting the quasi ecclesiastical an-
terprises in the Province of Quebec,
lias dulled the edge of the public'appe-
tite for these expensive luxuries, render-
ing it only the more eager for nev sensa-
tions, as recent developments abundant-
ly show.

Mr. Buckwalter, of New York, is a man
who understands ail about tiiis. More-
over, lie is a man fitted by the very
qualifications wve have namedl ta take
advantage o? the situation. lIe is well-
coineceteci, and some years ago acquired
a good knowledge of the niethods of
operating in stocks through lauiching
into the business iimnself, and failing. This
was in 1876. The naine of Buckwalter
then suddenly disappears from the record
of Wall street lire, but shortly after-
ward the firm of Lavrence & Co. is
established, and later on, we know not in
what order of succession, Adais, Brown &
Co., Allen, Jordan & Co., and Barnes,
G arrisoin & Co. Ail of these fs1rms and the-
character of the business carried on by
theni are now widely, if n'ot well known
for they were severally the most extein-
sive advertisers of any who attach ta thseir
style the sounding description, " Bunkers
and Brokrs i " and they were all-Buck-
Walter.

No readers of the Joun, A1L know throngh
its coimins of the exact wording of the
artful advertisements of this many-named
adventurer, but ail know of their tenoa,
for more thian once have ive taken occa-
sion ta warn the public againist ail such
fraudulent scienies. Specifically was this
the case in our article on "Bogus Ad-
vertisements," page 551 of the present
volume ; and it may be interesting ta state
in tiis connection that the returnied ir--
mittauce ta whiclh reference is therein
macle was from, this very hlouse ofLavrieice
& Ca. Buckwaiter simply advertised, in
the most inviting way that lie could de-
vise, ta engage in blind pool stock oper-
ations, accepting nmargins in any amount
down ta $5, and giviiig therefor a pro rata
ilnterest in the pool. Lt was claimed that
combining and concentrating operations
in this way gave the aivertisers a con-
trolling influence upon the market, by
reason of the magnitude of Ltheir deaings
and through prompt action in taking asd-
vantage of the fluctuations profits were,
so ta speak, forced out of the mav of
speculation ; leastwise, the chances in
favor of success were multiplied ta the
borders of certainty. It need hardly be
added that ia stocks were ever bouglt
or sold ; that the business of the several
firis -olBuckvalter was simnply ta advir-
tise and address circulais and divide up
amongst two or three parties, (for the
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business vas too large for one man to run
it unaided,) the gross receipts from all
sources, less the current expenses for,
office rent, clerk hire-a single clerk for
each office, to answer questions and divert
suspicion, and a number of girls to fold
circulars and address envelopes-and ad-
yertising.

The astonishing part of all this business
is not that it was undertaken and for a
time flourished, but that it was carried on
so long, so openly, and finally attained
such really magnificent proportions. For
a long time the New York Stock Exchange
had been putting forth its best exertions
to bring about a disclosure of the swindle,
but the deep cunning and well.Iaid plans
of the rogues engaged therein finally de-
feated their every endeavor. For be it
known Mr. Buckwalter employed high
legal talent, pretended to the last ta bc
engaged in legitimate business, and lived
in higi style iu the suburbs of New York,
where lie was comnmonly knowni oi re-
garded as a ivealthy and reputable banker.
It remaincd for Postmaster General Key,
an oflicer who has don much good ser
-vice in his department under the JHayes
administration, ta bring this swindle ta an
end, as lie did the Texas lottery, by dis-
covering and declaring the decoy circulars
sent through tie mails ta bc in violation
of postal law' and regulations, and forth-
with seizing and confiscating all that came
into his possession. The .Nlew York Times
followed up this blow wi th an historical ex-
posé of the whole affair, and now, we uncer-
stand, this " Othello's occupation's gone,"
but we do not learn that restitution is ta
be made ta the victims, ai' punishiment
neted ont ta the swincler.

We have spoken of the really magnifi-
cent propertions ta which this business
attained. Let the figures speak for tieim-
selves: In July last the receipts of Lawr-
rence & Co. were over $27,000, iii Augus.t
$24,000, and in Septenber over $20,000;
in November the receipts were reduced
ta $18,000 and in December ta $12,C000, by
reason ofnewspaper publications denounc-
ing the fraud on suspicion. In addition
ta the foui concerns nanied, there were
engaged in the saime business, and more
or less closely connected w'ith Buckwalter,
apparently as parasites, four other ficti-
tious concerns, namiely, Charles- Foxwell
& Co. Thatcher, Belnont & Co. i Siipson
& Co., and Hleati & Co. 'Tlie receipts of
the aiglt houses, numbering only threIe
or foui individuals, are estimsated from all
the facts knon'n at not less than Q75,000
per month. The expenses foi' advertising
nust have been very large, and are stated
at $40,000 a ayea' foi' Lawrence & Co.
aidne, yet on this basis they would be in-

considerable conpared with the receipts.
It is useless lere ta point a moral. . A

young man called upon us sonie time aga
in .eference ta aise of tiese concerns, and

e then fully expressed ta him our con-
victions, as we have at different times,
thougli witl more reserve, made them
known ta all our readers; yet ire are satis-
lied that the par'ty went straight alead in
lis own iTay, forwarded lis money, and,
as sure as lie did so, that is the last lie
knows about it--unless inîdeed the
"bankers and brokers" asked him for
morae; for, w'hen they found in their toils
a very innocent, they would advise him
with nsany regrets of the lass of his ma-
gin through a most unfortunate. and ex-
traordinary turn in the iîai'ket,aiicl suggest
that another venture would surely restlt
diiYerently, oilering special inducemients
ns a practical expression of their niortili'
cation over the issue of the first spiecula.
tion. It is useless, wve say, ta point the
mnoral ; yet we cannot leave the subject
witholiut directing attention ta the fact
that the fountain-lhead of the errai ini this
as in all similar afl'airs is not ta b. found
either in the credulity of the public ai' in
the knavery of adventurers, fo, these
factors msay always be counted upon ta
enter, îinto any problen that nay be pre-
sented. 'l'le real evil lies in the tod eager
desire ta get rich suddenly, a disease for
vhich na specific cure is yet advertised.

There nay be a 1oyal or easy road ta
wealth, but it is not open ta the public;
there may be a philosopher's stone, if iwe
are ta set munch store by recent experi.
nients mn crystallizing carbon ln Eingand,
but It will hardly be found in our day.

TUE 3YSTANDER.

WVe resume our notice of the first numn-
ber of The Bystandeir, ande[ )ve deeply
regret ta have ta call attention to what
under the circumstances, we caln only
characterize as a usendacious charge
against the mother country, one, however,
quite in accordance with the whole course
of the writer. We shall copy the passage
in 'Tie Bystander, which lias led us tause
what we admit ta be strong language.

"After all, wliat produced thé deficit
" which these newv duties ,of ours were
igrequired ta fill? hlsat but iisperial
" aggrandizement i England chooses

ta have a .railroad ta carry her
«troops fron falifax ta Quebec, and she
"chooses that another line should lie uiun

across tise acontinent ta tako lin British
"Columbia, a province separated fiom
"Canada by the nost adamantine barriers
"of nature. Tie outlay on these objects
" causes our expenditure ta exceed Our

" revenue, and the additional taxes thus
"' render'ed necessary are imposed by
le English ambition on itself."

''lse charge embodied in -the foregoing
extract from The Bystander was firstmuade
by Mr. Goldwin Smith in a paper pub-
lished in the London Fortnightly Review,
and was promptly replied ta by Sir
Francis -Iiicks, iho pointed out tiat
both the public works for whicl, Mr.
Goldwin Siniti lad iheld England res-
ponsible hadl been originated on this side
of the Atiantic, and that England liad
ner'ely consented ta lend its aid in tie
fori f a guairantee at the urgent solici-
tation ofCanada. Mr. Goldwin Smith re-
joined, and comiplaiied of being miscon-
strued. Hie said:

" I did siot cite the titercoloniil and
<" Pacific Rlaihvays as instances of the

interfereice,mitchl less othe unwarrant-
able iiterfereice of the Colonial Oflice
with Our public works. I cited themi as

" instances of tie influence of the Im-
perial connection in prompting is toa

" undertakings fromî which, if w'a were
"guided by oui on interests and oui

o awn couînsels, wrisdoi mîsiglit teachli us to
" abstain. h'ie lusperial character of the
" Lwo worls vill scarcely be udisputed
"whnlien eachs has reccived an Iniperial
"t guaiasitee. It will scarcely be disputedi

either Lhat both of tieni are rather
" political and mlilitary than commercial.",

Ta this Sir Francis lincks rejoined in
an article conti-ibuted ta the Canadian
Monthly, in February, 1870. With regard
ta the charge against England, of iaving
iifluenced the construction of the Inter-
colonial Rilavay, he quoted froi. the
British Noitth Aierica Act the follow.ing
preamble ta the clause sehating ta that
work:

IJnasmuci as the Provinces ofCanada,
"Nova Scotia and Newv Brunswick have
"joined in adeclaration that the construc-'
" tion of the Intercolonial Railway is
" essential ta the consolidation of -the

union of British North Anierica, and ta
"the assent thereto of Nova Scotia and
" New Brunswick, and have consequentily

agreed that provision should be made
" for its imediate construction by the
" Governiment of Canada, thes'efore, &c."

With reference ta the attemspt ta fasten
responsibility on the Imperial Govein-
ment for the Plicife liailiway, on the
ground of its beiig given a guarantee, the
sane wiriter rejoined :

I So, in the opinion of Mr. Goldwii
"Smiti, it is consistent with propriety
'<and fairness ta represent ta the Canadiai
"people that they have been ' led by I--

perial influence? ta undertake what he
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"represents as unnecessary public wvorks,
"because at the earnest solicitation of the
"Canadian Government the Imperial Gov-
"ment had the generosity to give it a
"guarantee, and thus te enable it te raise
"money on more advantageouis terms
"than it could otherwise have cloue. i
"nay observe with regard to the Pacific
" Railway, that it is net strictly correct to
"describe the Irmperial guarantee as given
"to tiat work. There is no groind for
" supposing that an application for a
" guarantee for that work on its mnerits
"vould have been granted. The guaran-
" tee was given expressly on twogrounds,
" ist. On the condition that Canada aban.
"doned her claim to aguarantee promised
"some years previously for' the erection
Sof' fortifications; and 2nfd. As a con-
pensation for losses incurred by Canada
in repelling the Fenian invasions."
Nýo attempt was subsequently made by

Mr. Goldwin Smith, so fa' as ive are awni re,
te establish the charge which lie preferred
against the Imlperial Government, and
w'hicih w'as so satisfactoriily refuted. It is
difficult te believe that The BytCaider
can be unacquainted with the controversy
on the subject referred to, ivhich Mr.
Goldwin Smiîth provokeil, and w iicli we
are bound in charity to believe h woldci
not have engaged ii, had lie been more
conversant with the history of Canada
during a period long antecedent to tiat
of bis own residence. ''ie Bystander bas
reopened the controversy, and lias made
distinct charges against the Imperial Gov-
ernment in the passage that we hlave
quoteal in the commencement of this arti-
cle. At a time w'ien efforts. are being
made te create dissatisfaction witi British
cennection, it cannot be permitted that
those who, like The Bystander, assume te
be instructors of the people, shall deliber-
ately misrepresent facts which ought to
b known to the whole community. We
maintain that during a long series of years
no just ground of complaint can be estab-
lished against the Imperial Government,
and if we were te undertake to review the
events of a period long aitecedent tO that
from whici Canada hias enjoyed practical
independence, ive should in strict justice
be compelled to place the responsibility
of the misgover'nment that existed for'ty
or fifty years ago on the shoulders of' a
colonial bureaucracy rather than on those
of the Imperial ministers. ,We deeply re-
gret te observe the persistent efforts
which are being made to excite hatred te
the Crown and Goverûment of Great Bri-
tain on' the most frivolous grounds, and
we must only hope that every charge ad-
vanced will be frankly met and discussed
on its merits.

CANADIAN FORESTRY.

( Contiued.)
BASSwOOD.

Bfassvood (AmericanLime)Felia Amer
icnna, is the lightest of all forest trees
and its use is general. Furniture and
cabinet-wareof ail description is nanu-
factured froin it. It is also much use .
in panelling and w'ainscoting. The wvood
and bark are very leguiminous. It yields
a large percentage of potasi. (HIofimian's
analysis gives 35.80).

BUTTERNUT.
Butternut. Inglans (Cathartica

Cedai' (order ConiferS) Cupreosus, Pinus
Cadrus.

Wiite. TIugac Occidentalis.
Red. ubrita Thyoides.

This is one, and the miost ancient of the
coniferie or conebearing trees. Its anti-
quity is co-eval w'ith the earliest mention
of foi•est-tiees. It is one eo tie most dur-
able and useful of oods, eitier w hen sub-
merged, or used in the open air; siene its
vailue as beaims and supports for msills,
for piles anid f'or under dainag. It is
also usel tor posts and for fencing, foi
telegrapls poles and for shingles. The
finer sort is used for panelling and for
cabinet-ware, fancy boxes, &c. h'lie bark
possesses valuable properties, and is used
in dyeing and in miateria umedica.

cIERRiY.
Clherry. Cerasus.
Black. Niger Ceretini.
Red. Rubra.
Cioate. Borealis.

The vood of the black cherry takes an
excellent polish, and it is ianufactured
into an endless variety of fancy voodwoik.
For the cabinet maker the varieties of the
cierry w'ood, both wiild and cultivated,
are valuable adjuncts to his trade. Gun-
stocks made from the roots of this wood
are muci prized, as they are finely grained
and taike a high polish.

The extract of wild cherry, is said te
possess valuiable medicinal properties
and is very generally usedl for cozugis,
colds and pulmonary complaints.

ciEs'i'rr.
Clestnut. Fagus.
BL-ack. (Castanca).

This tree is not supposed to be indige-
nous to Canada, and is chiefly valued as
an ornaimental tree.

Cypress (conifero) ''Txoiiiimi.
Lofty deciduous trees, often 120 feet

high. The wood is used in making
shingles. It is alse sawed into boards and
used for general purposes.

Elm. U niils.
White. " Americanus.
Red (slippery). ' " Filva.

Tle ivoo1 is used in louse and siip
building, in the naking of kinaves for
wheels, foi piles, and foindation pieces
for mills, for ox-yokes, sleds and swingle
trees, and for other multitudinous pur-
poses in wood manufacture. Its durabi-
lity and imperviousness renider it adinir-
ably adapted for, under drainage of ill
description. The asies of the lm yield
a large percentage of alkaline salts, ani
the results of Wriightson's analysis gives
nearly 22 per cent. of potash. Tlie bark
is highliy micilaginous, and is said te
possess valuable . iedicinal properties,
especially the bark of the " Slippery
Elmn."' It is a highly ornamental troc,
and is much admsired for the beauty and
symmetry of its gIowt.h.

Fir Conifera).
Silver or Balsami.

The bark of the
oak is more valiable than any other for
tanning purposes.

The forest trees of the order Coniferm
includethe pine, the spruce, the fir, the
cyprus, the cedar, the larch and some
othérs.

In eco-
nomie uses the wlite pine(Pinus Alba), as
a yood, is perhaps the most valuable, and
commantis the highest price. Masts, bow
sprits and spirs of all sizes are macle from
it. In ship building, in house building and
in the furniture warahouse its use is gener-
al. Red pine is applied to thesame uses as
tle white pine, the wood, however, is of
less value. It is wiell adapted for flooring,
and is much used for the decks of vessels.
Yelloi pine is very finely grained. It is
used for the flooring of houses, for masts,
yae'ds, booms and sprits, w-hile saine of
the finer sorts are used for building of
cabins of vessels, giving a very pleasing
shade when oiled or vartnished. The ex-
ports of vhite pine in 1873 were (square
timber) tons 380,554, value $3,973,518 i
red pine, tons 40,959, value $400986,
while. in deals, planks and boards the
amount exceeded $17.000,000, making a
total of upwards of $21,000,000.

OUR ARTICLES ON AGRICULTURE.
Our friends the country smerchants do

not, we ÇaUcy, require any statement fron
us in explanation of the frequent appear
ance in the JouiA OF CoMMERcE po
articles largely relating to improvements
in agriculture. We may say that the
writers are not without practical experi-
ence on the subject. The only fertilizers
hitherto employed to any extent in
Canada besides fari-yard manure is
gypsum (plaster of Paris), and this- is

chiefly used on clover crops. If other

prepared fertilizers comle into use, as
eventually they inust, the country store-
keeper, whose interests present and pros-
pective we htave always before us, will
doubtless find occupation in their distri-
bution, and further profits in the produc-
tive results on the neigliboring farins.
Changing the seed, as las been practised
for some years in many sections, will not
restore the wheat. producing quality to
the soil. Besides the use of phosphates,
it is to be iopei that ere long sonie econo-
smical method will be devised of utilizing
for manure the drainage of our cities.
The amount of waste contnitted in waslh-
ing the sew-erage into our rivers, stteams
and lakes is enormouus. In this wve should
talce a lesson froni the Parisians, n-ho in
other respects also allowv notihing te be
wasted.
