It Is with the first—as
representing the true surplus exported
by this country— that we have to deal.

“These figures prove conclusively that
Great Dritain and her dependencies

If we analyse the distribution of the
principal constituents forming these
totals we Iind some intercgting data,
more espeelally as to the division of the
large items of each of the great sulb-
divisions between the British Empire
and our only other large customer, the.

He may range - the
whole carth ; but justice is constantly
on hils heels, a.nd alded by all tha ve-
sources of modern sclence, rarely falls
to come up with him eventually.

Much of the swiltness and certainty
Mhich marks the punishment ot erime
wowadays I8 due to the action of the
‘guarantee. companies. It 1s for this
reason that thelr bonds are preferred by
all large Imstitutions whose employecs
oceupy positions of trust and cénse-
quently of temptation. Large employ-
erg know that private bondsmen are us-

ually friends of the person whose hon-

esty they guarantee, and are hence less
likely to search him ont should he prove
anworthy o! their trust., With the
guarantee companies It s a mere mat-
ter of busimess. They Insure a man’s
honesty as tney wenid nig life or his
1imbs, for a fixed premium, and, in
order.to minlmise their chances of loss,
they vigorously hunt down every de-
faulter whose dishonesty Involves loss
o thelr shareholders, It §s the kmow-
fedge of the nhswprving and merctless
chase that these companies will Inevit-
ably ltqnugumtc it he defaults thab

keeps mimy o weak or sorely-beset man

from yielding to temptation. Nempesia

THE CRY OF “HARD TIMES.”

The growing clreulation of American,

newspapers In  this country—large-
ly because of their boldness--has pro-
babiy been one of the chlef factors in
giving consistency: to the impression
that the unsatisfacory condition of
trade and Industry in the United States
has been rbproducpd to a greater or
less extent in Canada.  Man Is an imfit-
ative animal, and even shrewd and self-
reliant Dusiness men are influenced
by the views of others; more especial-
ly when these views are put before
them in the columns of one of thegin
tavorite mewspapers. Naturally then,
the constant ery of hard times, and fin-
ancial depression, appearing day after
day In the American press, had its ef-
fect more or less upon their ml.nds,_ and
they insensibly began to talk “hard
times” themsiﬁ?&é,, until people took it
for granted that times reaily were hard
here and proceceded fo malke that state-
ment an exeuse for cutting down! their
cxpenditure and not paying their bills
promptly. )

.Even the managers of the joint stock
companics made reference to the “de-
pressed condition of industry, and the
unsatisfactory state of the.finanecial
outlook.” Butb we notice‘ from the an-
nual reports that every oue of these
companies paid their usual dividends,
most of them carried a saug sum ol
their reserve funds as well, one or two
paid a bonus in addition to the avid-
end, and one had the honesty to come
out and say that the year just past

was the most prosperous in the history -

of the Institution. This does’ not look
as if the depression talked of had mueh
foundation in fact.

If, when the Budgat is brought down, its
inriif clauses do not confatin some provision

‘ulncture, nvill be grievously disappointed.
There are certain low grades of naps and

THE CANADA BANK NOTR CO.

“Phe Canadn Bank Note Compagly have
succeeded in extricating themselves from
their difficulties by seeuring a com-
promige at 50 cenly in  the dollar,
cents in cash  and 10 cents in .twelve
months, unsecured, from f{heir creditors.
They claim to have lost heavily by the
fire that oceurred on-ibeir premises last
year, ng they only reeeived $27,000 Irom
the insurance compunniés. In the last two
months they have lost between $7,000
and $8,000 by bad debts, nnd as they had
hecome entangled in Iitigation as well
they deemed it bebtér to meet their cre-
ditors at once. The total liabilities are
placed at $70,000, of Which $20,000 is
due to the trade. The assets, valued at
$90,000, nre composed of presses, litho-
graphic supplies, paper, ete,, which would
shrink very considerably if foreibly real-
ized wpon.

ENGLISH POTATOES.

It is singular that, owing to the cheap- ‘

ness of ocean freights, English potato ship-
pers are able to undereut the
farmer in the New York market. Yeb such
is the fact. 'The Ireight from Tondon to
New York is only 20 cenis per bag on an
average, while the rail freights Irom nor-
thern or central parts of New York State
10 the city are from 27 to 3G cewts per
bag. In addition the English potatoes
pay 25 cents per bushel duty; yet eveny
then they ean be placed profitably-in New
York, as-is evideneced by the fact that
three-eighthis of 1he whole supply of that
city is derived from Great Britaim From
October Lo Febroary 215,965 sacks of Buyg-
lish potatoes were landed at that porty, For
thewhole year the imports of British po-
tatoes into the United States were 4,061,-
000 bushels valued at §$2,000,000. In wddi-
tion 1o this Canada sent 800,225 bushels,
valued ot $259,176. O those, 628,854
bushels werd sent by Prinee Edward Island,
361,758 Dbushels from Nova Scotin, and
114,165 Lushels from New Brunswick.

of imercased (conomy in the operations of
many Ameriean railroad systems.

The first and most uselul eriticism upon
this tendency is that carrying it out in-
volves a deterioration of the physical con-
dition of the properties. It is urged, in
other words, that the mecessary mainten~
amee of roadbad and cquipment is neglect-
ed for the purpose of making a bettor
show with met caynings, This, il general,
would simply be postponing the work in
question till o more cofivenient time,with
the chance meanwhile that the deteriora-
tion of "the proparty itsell would render
the cost greater than any immediate or
apparent benefit would justify. There is
no doubt that such a policy has been pur-
sued t0 some extent on many lines. Others,
again, have suspended the providing of ad-
ditions or improvements to their plant
where the cost was to be defrayed from
eamings and not from capital account.
Apart, however, from such methods rail-
road managers, particularly in - the west,
have_discovered other effectunl weans, oi
leduclng the ratio of their companies’
eXpenses.
