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RECIPROCITY AND U. 8, POLITICS,
As sgainst the contention that-the
completion of the reciprocity arrange-
ment will have the effect of limiting
Canada’s fiscal independence amswer
is made that the simultaneous removal
‘or meduction of the tariff rates involv-
ed by voluntary legislative act in no
way impadrs the might of the Dominion
to replace or restore them at its plea-
sure, The reply is plausible super-
ficially, but is unsatisfactory in sub-
stance and faot for a double reason.
First, because parllamentary approval
is being sought to what is really a
bargain made between the "govern-
menits of Canada and the United States
and secondly because the new depar-
ture in fiscal policy must necessarily
create a new relationship and a re-
' gdjustment of trade exchange which
cannot be disturbed without injury to
any special interest that may happen
10 benefit. Even from this viewpoint
the question can properly be ‘asked:
Why not leave well alone?
Legislation consequént on a bargailnd
between the home of a foreign govern-
. ment is not at all in the same cate-]
- gory as legislation proposed and pass-
el in the ordinary way. Thecretically
@ subsequent parliament may have the
power to revert to the earller condi-
tione, but other factors have been in-
troduced than those of a purely intern-
al! character. Interference with a mu-
tual arrangement assumes the appear-
ance of an unfriendly act amd the
moral obligation to respect it cammot
be sharply distinguished from that im-
posed by formal treaty. What is all
the more 1o be regretted is the fact
that all the concessions Canada ha®
yvielded at the expense of disturbing
her whole fiscal arrangements would
have been obtained without any bar-
“gain had President Taft not gucceeded
“in securing the aid of the Dominion
Government in his strategical move-
ments against Democratic supremacy.

CANADA AND THE U. 8. TARIFF.
'In a front page featuré The Globe
announces that the United States Gov-
ernment is prepared to admit meat and
flour from Canada free from import
duty and without reciprocal conces-
glons. If this is true, it simply dis-
closes how unnecessary and unwise
| were the negotiations into which the
Dominion Government allowed itself
to be inveigled. President Taft has
done his utmost to stave off general
reductions in the United States tariff
by means of the reciprocity bargain
and evidently he is prepared to go a
stage further. But why should the
Canadian Government lend itself to a
policy conditioned by Republican aif-
ficulties? Had it waited and allowed
the Democrats of the United States a
free hand to formulate their polley,
there need have been no bargain and
Canada would be free to act as best
sluited her own circumstances and re-
quirements.

THE PUBLIC INTEREST RULES.

Public ownership is not so much
concerned with the means as the ob-
ject. As the readers of The World
know, we have not considered it at all
essential that the operation of public
services should be relegated to elected
bodies. Administration by a commis-
sion of experts in the public interest
fulfils every requisite of public owner-
ship, which must adapt itseif to pre-
vailing circumstances. The real point
is whether public services and utilities
shall be operated in the straight in-
terest of the people or for private pro-
fit. About that to-day there can be
little controversy. Whatever agency
¢an best result to the public advantage
is the one to be preferred. The World
is pot wedded to any one method so
1ong as the object is attained.

RECIPROCITY AND CANADIAN
FARMERS,

It is motable that more than once
members of the Dominion Government
have dodged bghind the platitude “we
must consider the welfarg of the ma-
jority of the people” when replying to
the recent deputations that have call-
.ed upon them at Ottawa.

Without hesltation the claim of pre-
cedence is conceded to the farmers of
the Dominion. Not only are they now
far in the majority, but every proba-
bility points to their maintaining their
claim to first consideration. In our
own Province of Ontario there is more
virgin land, good, valuable agricultural
land, than there is of unoccupled, poor
or worn out land in the whole of the
TUnited States. Then regard the un-
developed agricultural wealth of Que-
bec, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta
and Britigh Columbia.

What are the astute Americans
grasping after? Unhesitatingly the
gaswer is. the wealth of Canadiaq

of the Western States had a bitter
experience some  thirty years ago;
they became so. > they could not
afford to wear socks or buy blankets.
"At a meeting in Kansas a disconsolate
farmer (not even a politiclan) sug-
gested that the departed buffaloes
had thrived ;t?here; why not cattle?

of politicians; unfortunately, there are
& number of ne'er-do-wells who are
easily stampeded.

The farmers of oufr’ western prov-
inces mainly depend upon the wheat
crop; the allurement tp their minds
is the. higher price they will receive
for wheat. Do they stop to consider
that all the best of the spring wheat
they can raise has a market of its
own? The milling trade recognize that
they must have hard spring wheat for
the 'best grades of flour; therefbre
they are prepared to pay the price for
standard grades. The Ldverpool mar-
ket sets the price; Minneapolis and
Duluth are often menipulated mar-
kets, but they do not rule. The World
calls the attention of all farmers east
and west to the heavy loss they will
suffer should the Canadian milling in-
dustry dwindle. The United States
will receive the grain free, but will
they allow bran, shorts and offal to
come in free? Not a bit of it. They
know that the feeders of live stock
must have bran and shorts, therefore
they are striving to cripple the milling
interests of the Dominion. g

Worthy of close consideration are'
the closing words, written and duly
signed by United States Secretary of
Agriculture James Wilson:

We had reciprocity with Canada
not many years ago. That was ab-
rogated more thru temporary sen-
timental considerations than from
any other cause. Sjnce that time
the Canadians have been rapidly
building up their country albng all
lines.

The pith of his long letter was in
his last words.' Apparently the pros-
perity of Canadian farmers has ex-
cited the cupidity of the dollar-wor-
shipping people %o - the south of us.
Depend upon it, the schemers on both
sides of the line are not seeking the
welfare of the farming community.
T_here was no uncertainty over the is-
sue in the late elections in the United
States. The clear demand was ‘“the
commodities of life at lower cost’’; the
principal items are meats, bread and
dairy products. The large cold storage
houses are now compelled to let go
quantities of these articles balow cost.
The price this week at Chicago for
renovated butter is not half the price
a year ago. The moneyed ‘interests”
have found out that the current is too
deep and strong and as a last resort
they are bending all their influence to
rope in the Canadian farmers, so that
all the burden will notf fall upon Am-
erican farmers.

Reécall the ancient fable of the dog
with a good bone in its mouth coming
to a deep stream of water, and seeing
the reflection of the bone, at once it
dropped the bone it held.

WESTERN ASSURANCE COMPANY.

_In another pert of this issue of The
World will be found the statement for
the year ending 31st December, 1919,
presented at the annual meeting of the
shareholders of the Western Assurance
Company.

A “DOCTORS’ TRUST”

Suggestion Made by Chicago Professor
Before Medical Association,

CHICAGO, March 2.—In an address
before the American Medical Associa~
tion to-day Prof. Charles R. Henderson
of the University of Chicago advocat-
ed the formation of a “deoctors’ trust.”
He said that thru such an agency ‘“‘the
public would be freed from quacks and
charlatans.”’ :

“Free competition in each calling has
limits of usefulness,” said Prof. Hen-
derson, “A doctors’ trust is desirable
on certain conditions: it must admit
all who are competent; it must use
fair tests to exclude all others and its
charges must not be prohibitive to the
poor.”

Did Not Like the P .

Revie his political career, Mr.
German rveferred to the election in
Welland in 1891, whén the issue was
reciprocal trade with the United States,
as opposed to the national policy of the
Conservative party. At' that time he
did not altogether like the proposition.
Conditions were different sthen; times
were hard, and thére was commercial
stagnation, and the farmers were wiil-
ing to accept almost anything as a
panacea for the evils that existed.
Mr. German pointed out that on Tues-
day night the minister of agriculturs
had stated that “he pérsonally was
pléaséd that the Liberal party did not
succeed in 1801." .

He did not like to go that far, and
Mr. German added to Concervative
cheers; that he doubted if many Lib-
erals in their hearts wanted to go that
far at the time.

A Reversal of Policy.

Continuing his argument to show

-

that the Liberals had abandoned reci-
procity as part of their fiscal policv,!
the member for Welland said that the
budget speech of 1897 “was for modor-'
ate protection and a staple tariff,”” and |
the different interests stood by that
slightly modified form of the national|
policy. i

At this point Mr. German declared
that he took exception with the oppo-
sition cry that reciproc¢ity meant ‘an-
nexation to the Unitéd States. He had
done business all his life with Ameri-
can citizens, and never found himsealf
impelled toward annexation. ‘“Theloy-:
alty of Canada i¢ founded on Some-_
thing more substantial than commaeor-
cialism, and something more enduring-
than dollars and cents.” (Liberal
cheers.)

“And having said that,”” added Mr.
German, “I am afraid T have said all
that will give any consolation to my
hon. friends around me.” (Opposition
cheers.) >

Mr. German then proceeded to pin
the government down to g policy of
protection. Mr. Fielding had reiterat-
ed thé policy adopted in 1897 and in
subsequent elections.

Prosperous Under Moderate Pro-

tection.

“I believe, sir, that it was the very
fact that the business people of this
country found, by reason of the state-
ments of the minister of finance, that
the Liberal party as well as the Con-
servative party inm this country, stood
by a fair, moderate, protective tariff,
and a stability of tariff that brought
about the businéss conditions we have
had here lately.”

When he resignéd, his seat in cheé
legislature to contest Welland for the
federal house, reciprocity was not ani
issue, and subséquently. In 1804 and
1908, not a word was said of recipro-
clty. The staple policy of the govern-
ment had enabled the eountry to make
rapid strides in commerciagl progress.

Would Jeopardize Home Market.

So there had -been'
ne demand for reciprocity, there was
no need for any great revision, and in
the face that there had been a “boit
of thunder out of a ¢lear sky as clear
as the noon-day sun, (Conservative
cheers) and we geét' an agreement
sprung on the party without consulta-
tion and on the country without en-
auirv.”

Mr. German thought the prime min-
ister should have received the propos-
als from Washington with the same
courtesy ' that he received the fruit!

Should Have Consulted Business
Men.

Mr. German supported the argument
that the government had no mandate
from the people to enter into the agree-
ment. It would. he said, have beén the

business men of the country before
taking this step. Mr. Fielding, he be-
lieved, had acquired a better under-
standing of bué&iness conditions in
Canada than any minister since con-
federation and vet had blundered. The
ministers had goné to Washington to
make the agreement.. and when they
came back with it, they told Liberal
members that they must support it or
be classed as men who were not good
party men. He would doubtless be put
in that clags himself, because he would
have to oppose the agreement.

The member for Welland could not
understand why there - should have
been any great haste about the pro-
posals. The people of the United
States had decidéd only recently that
there must bé a reduction 'h the du-
ties. Would it not have been better,
in view of these circumstances,to have
waited for the new congress to come
in. THIS CONGRESS WOULD PROB-

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would affect the business interests of
the country, Mr. German said that the
business men had expressed their opin-
fon emphatically.

_Too High a Cost to Pay.

Mr. German was dubious as to the
benefit to be received by the farmers.

“After giving his approvel to the op-
position argument, that the agreement
would affect the raflways of the coun-
try, Mr. German declared that the
right kind of reciprocity treaty would
be one which includes the countries of
the British Empire. He did not think
that so long as Canada taxed British
goods the people of Great Britaln would
be taxed themselves for our benefit.
He suggested that the premier take
the minister of customs to Great Bri-
tain next summer and frame that kind
of a treaty.

‘ U. S. Wheat Via 8t, John.

Yet last year, out of 26,000,000
bushele that went by the United States
19,000,000 went thru Fort Willlam. It
was simply one-hdlf of the wheat 2e-|
ing shipped from 8t. John was Ameri-
can wheat. He thén reviewed the at-
tempts of the railways to improve their!
thhru routes. and declared when these
were all completed there would be no
question as to the carrying of Cana-
dian wheat by Canadian channels.

Mr. Carvell thén turned to the fruit
question, and suggested that any mem-
ber, whether Grit or Tory, go down to
the Annapolis Valley and ask the farm-
ers what they thought of this agree-
ment. Personally he belleved that it
would treble in quantity the produc-
tion of the valley. _

Dealing with the general aspects of
the agreement, Mr. Carvell sald that
the interests opposed to it were en-|

deavoring to make out that it con-s
stituted a wide measure of free trade.
The opposition, he though, was holler-
ing to keep up their courage. As for
himself, he would be glad to see it
twice as wide.

Mr. Carvell said that there was an
organized attempt to defeat reciprocity
by the flnancial and institu-
tions, some of ‘the railways, and the
boards of trade ‘of the country.

Down in New Brumswick the interest
on ‘borrowings had been put up to
sevéen per cent., the reason given by
the banks being that tljey could make
more by placing the money on call in
New York.

W. 8. Middlebro (N. Grey), the only
straight line Conservative who ha$
epoken on the tariff deal this ~week,
made a fighting revly to Mr. Carvell.
He, dealt with the argument by that
gentleman that the United States mar-
ket would be open to Canadian farm-
ers, by pointing out that if both
United States and Canada were ex-
porting countries, the only market
avallable was the one that took the
surplus of both, and In Canada’s case
it was the motherland. :

No Comparison Possible.

He criticized the govermment for not
aiding the chilled meat industry, thus
depriving Canadians of a large mea-
sure of employment in handling cattle
in the abattolirs. With regamd to
wheat, if the price in the United States
was made in adjustment with Liver-
pool values, where was the bénefit to

the farmer? There was no ground for

a comparison with trade econditions in
Great Britain and <Canada. BEngland
had established herself as a manufac-
turning nation under protection, and
the industries had progressed to such
an extent that protection as far as
manufactures was concerned, became
of no use.

“Now,” sald Mr. Middlebro, “if that
argtiment is good for England, then I
submit that the reverse is good for
Canada.”

Taking “history for an example, the
member for N. Grey sald that no
political revolution was ever brought
about except by discontent: likewise
no fiscal revolution. In 1840 the cry
was for cheaper bread. In 1857 there
was a cry in Canada for relief. “But
there is no. discontent in Cahada to-
day,” he declared, ‘‘and there s no
ground whatever for the fiscal revolu-
tlon these hon. gentlemen are intro-
ducing,”’

How It Would Work Out,

After referring to the internal pres-
sure on political parties in the United
States to reduce the high cost of
living, Mr. Middlebro declared that
either the United States had granted
us this treaty bhecause we had given
something in return, or they would
thave done it in amy event.
Canadian farmer perchance ehould get
higher prices in the United States for
his produet, which he did not admit,
then there rwould. be a corresponding
increase in Canada and in the cyele
of matural events the daborer would
demand more wages, and the manufac-
turer, consequently, higher prices, and
in the end there would be serious dis-
ruption.

He quoted extensively firom con-
gressional , showing that the
object of the United States to get into
the Canadian market was entirely for
the pupose of exploitation.

Method by Which Firefiies Generate
Light,

A study of the luminescence of .the

firefly, and especially of the chemical

problems involved, by F. Alex. McDer- .

mott of Washington, D.C., has brought
forward several very interesting points.

So far as is now known, says this
investigator, says Popular Mechanies,
two constant chemical factors, water
and oxygen, are necessary for the pro-
duction of light byna living organism.
The third necessary faator, the sub-
stance oxidized, may be, and probably
is, variable. The luminous organ of
the firefly comsists of two layers of
material under the outer transparent
covering. The inner of these two lay-
ers consists mainly of guanin, a com-
pound similar to uric acid, and this
probably serves as a reflector.

The outer layer consists of a mass
of cells, normally of a pale yellow
color. Both layers aré pénetrated by
innumerable minute trdchéae (ducts)
which unite in the Interior of the in-
sect to form larger passages and run
together in the outer layer of yellow
cells, forming a network somewhat re-
sembling the finer veining of a leaf.

It is -practically certain that I(n life
these passages are filled with ajr, and
it .seems probable that. the photogenic
process is accompanied
tion of carbon dioxide and the con-
sumption of the oxygen of the air.

Photographing . Moving . Pictures in
Natural Colors.

The only successful moving plctires

in natural colors so far produced have

been by the Urban-Smith process.: The

they act as color screens and filter
wut successive rays of colored light
that are not needed.

Screens of two colors—red and bluish
green—are used in taking the pictures
and reproducing the scenes. The nega-
tive films are taken alternately thru
red and green light filters and are
then printed on the positive film.in
the usual way.
| For throwing the pictures upon a
white surface' the projector has both
the ordinary revolving shutter to cut
off -the light while the film is moving
and a second revolving shutter—of red
and green gelatin—thru which all light
to the film must pass.

The combination of the red and green
without any film is a bright yellow,
but the cut-off shutter is nrade semi-
transparent and of a deep violet color,
|and the revolving color screen. has
narrow uncolored segments between
the red and green. By this means the
yellow from the red and green is-made
almost white.

FIRE LOSS HIGH IN CANADA

ge is $2.70 Per Head Against 83
Cents In Britain. '

The annual meeting of the Mutual
ire Underwriters’ Assoclation of On-
tario was held in the Temple Bulilding
vesterday. Over 100 delegates were pre-
sent, and of these there were about 78
representing companies that cover all
of Ontario and carry risks for ths
farmers exclusively at $8 and $10 per
$1000 for three years. ¢

In his annual address President Wil
llam Purvis stated that in 1809 there
were 213 péople burned to death Im
Canada, and a fire loss of $19,000,000,

with an average of $2.70 per head of
the population. He contrasted this
with the fire losses of Great Britain,
wheré.the percentage was 33 cents per
head, and for the whole of Arierica
$2.20 per head. In Chicago lasL year
1000 fires were caused from matches.
James McEwing, M.L.A. spika on
the proposed changes in the Insurance
Act. He intimated that there should oe
a competent fire marshal. appsinted
by the governmeent, whose special busle
ness would be to investigate fires.
