The French line steamer 
LaBourgogne, steaming at a ra te of 17 knots an hour, crashed into the 
British steamer Cromartyshire, off Cape Sable, and shortly alter the 
collision sank. -

The. Bourgogne had on board 525 passengers and a crew of 220. 
Of these only 165 were rescued. The disaster to the Victoria in the 
Mediterranean some years ago, the wreck of the Elbe In Hamburg Har­
bor, and the wreck of the Drummond Castle off the. coast of France in 
the Bay of Biscay, not to mention the loss of the Boston a good many 
years ago, and the loss of the E utopia off Gibraltar, are all discounted 
by this great calamity.

“The steerage passengers were In the 
same plight.

by stSfiggllng Men, 
few of whom except the firs* to start and 
the very strongest were able to reach the 
deck. Not more than 300 people succeeded 
In reaching the deck. The rest were all 
penned up below and met with a horrible 
death.

“I returned to my wife and we went to 
one of tihe lifeboats which was being 
launched. There waa a tremendous rush 
towards It, and in spite of shouts from 
the officers to take on first the few women 
who had managed to reach the deck they 
were dashed aside and the boat almost 
swamped by the crowd of men. I was just 
pushing my wife Into the boat when a half- 
frantic steerage passenger palled her back 
and she was Immediately lost In the crowd. 
The boat put off, loaded to the water’s 
edge, and many who failed to get Into her 
fell Into the water In their attempts. Five 
of the boat» were swamped alongside and 
their occupants thrown Into the water. A 
great many of these clung to floating debris 
and were picked up by the boats of the 
Cromartyshire. The scene waa one of the

Philadelphia, Pa„ July 6.—Twenty-eight

Standard qgf Matriculation.
Dr. Gllmour, warden of the Central 

Prison, sent a communication to Dr. Bray, 
which was read to the Council by the regis­
trar. The warden said;

"The College of Physicians and Surgeons 
demand that a matriculant must pass In nil 
the subjects at one time. Toronto Univer­
sity matriculation, which Is accepted by 
the other arts and sciences, allows a can- 
d date hredlt If he passes In a certain num­
ber of subjects, and if he fall In some he 
can take a supplementary examination ; but 
not so with the Medical Council, who de­
mand all or none. To my mind this is a 
most vexatious qondltlon, and makes cram­
ming Imperative. If a matriculant fall in 
one subject only he Is compelled to spend 
another year on his matriculation or leave 
his native land to study and practise his 
profession; whereas It he could take one 
subject a* a supplemental examination, as 
he could In a law or arts course, It would 
work no Injustice. Tbe present standard 
Is not too high, but this one condition is 
most arbitrary and unfair. In all examina­
tions after the matriculation, tbe Council 
adopt th« plan I advocate. Why not make 
the principle general; or simply accept the 
Toronto University matriculation, as re­
quired for law or arts?

"At the last meeting of the Ontario Medi­
cal Association Dr. Ferguson of London 
moved a resolution condemning cramming 
In the schools, but any action along this 
line by medical men is a satire while the 
Ontario College of Physicians and Surgeons 
maintain the present demand from matricu­
lants. The present maVioulntlon Is vast­
ly different to what it was a few years 
ago. I advise the high standard, but with 
a fair division of the work required. If yon 
agree with iny view and can aid In attain­
ing them, I shall be grateful to you.”

Alcohol previously admin­
istered saved fatal results In the use of 
chloroform.

Dr. Eddy of New York, who has the face 
of the editor of a comic paper, didn’t be­
lieve that chloroform was used ln the Gar­
den et Eden. "It doesn't produce a deep 
sleep, and besides,” said the' doctor, amid 

ch laughter, "you can't perform on 
operation under chloroform alone and there 
doesn't appear to have been more than one 
person there." He believed the anaesthetic 
was hypnotism. [Laughter] He himself 
used ether in preference, but each'problem 
should stand for Itself. Dr. Fulton of Kan­
sas believed that ether was *ror times safer 
than the use of chloroform. <X>r.

l!Il ; NEGLECTING A GOLDEN OPPOR­
TUNITY.

The Dominion of Canada is more 
talked of in Great Britain than any of 
the other colonies. The British press is 
giving unusual attention to Canadian 
affairs, political, industrial and générai. 
Our varied resources are being discussed 
on all sides. If British capital does 
not now find its way to Canada in abun­
dance it will be the fault of Canadians 
themselves. For the first time in our 
history Englishmen are voluntarily tak­
ing an interest in this country. Hereto­
fore We have had to run to London and 
seek the investor. The tide is now 
turning. The investor has begun to 
seek us, not to any great extent as yet, 
it is true, but the prospects for the 
immediate future in this respect are 
Very encouraging. The situation is on 
the whole most favorable for Canada, 
but it is" very disappointing that the 
Government has made no attendit to 
take advantage of the opportunities that 
are spread out before us. Instead of 
seeking to reap an advantage and ob­
tain something subetantial for Canada, 
the Government has adopted the very 
reverse of this policy. The Govern­
ment not only makes no demand for an 
equivalent for our concessions, but the 
Premier has put himself on record as 
being emphatically opposed ito the idea 
of seeking any such equivalent. We are 
to concede advantages, but must not 
even" hint of receiving concessions in 
return. The Postmaster-General is con­
sistently following out this idea in his 
scheme for penny imperial postage. He 
admits the penny rate would not pay, 
but Us adoption would have a strong 
tendency to bring the different parts of 
the Empire into a closer political nnion. 
The idea! is all right as far as it goes, 
but why 
measures
kse, when Imperial federation could be 
much better effected by methods in 
which not only Canada but the whole 
Empire would profit? Instead of advo­

"In the early spring suckers In Immense 
schools run up the Sanlt Ste. Marie *nto 
the numerous small streams, where they 
deposit their spawn. They are followed 
by brook front In droves, and among them 
are specimens larger than can be foil id 
anywhere else In the Northwest, 
trout are after the sucker spawn, and 
leave the upper waters of the streams 
after the spawning season is over. While 
following the sucker these trout afford 
rare «port to the angler, and catches with 
five and six pounders among them have 
been made. By the end of May the trout 
have returned to the deep pools of the 
Sault Ste. Marie, and the larger ones will

ÎS IO the fly lnere nor elsewhere 
until the next sucker spawn ng season. 
Now and thon a big one will be tempted 
by an attractive minnow on the hook, but 
Bi°,L ,rf<1''enily enough to make anything 
either Interesting or exciting."
