Buffalo, Sept. 16.—Leon F. Czolgosz, allas

Fred Nieman, was indicted this afternoon
by the County Court grand jury for th»
crime of murder in the first degree, in
fatally shooting President William MecKin-
ley at the Temple of Music, In the Pan-
American Exposition Grounds at  4.15
o’clock, on the afternoon of Sept. 6.
When ‘arraigned before Judge Edward K.
Emery in the County Court at 5.36 o’clock
the prisoner stubbornly refused to answer
questions repeatedly asked of him by Dis-
triet Attorney Penney as to whether he
had counsel or wanted counsel. The Dis- !
trict Attorney then suggested that, lnas-
much as the defendant refused to answer,
counsel should be assigned. Judge Emery
assigned Hon, Loran L. Lewls and Hon.
Robert Titus, formfr Supreme Court Jus-
tices, of this city, whose names had been
suggested by the Erie County bar.

Czolgosz will probably be arraigned again
to-morrow morning to plead to the indict-
ment,

Judge Emery directed the officers to
notify the attorneys and remove the pris-
oner.

(zolgosz was handcuffed to the detec-
tives, who started out of the court room
with him.
but found the exit barred by four strong
policemen. Outside the court room door
the prisoner was surrounded by 12 police-
men with clubs drawn, and under com-
mand of Captain Michael Regan, Jailor
George N. Mitchell and several deputy
sheriffs, The prisoner was hurried down-
stairs and into the basement, whence he
was taken thru the tunnel to the jail,
across Delaware-avenue. Whether he was
left there for the night or taken elsewhere,
the police refused to say.

District Attorney Penney stated as he
left the court room that Justices Lewis
and Titus would be notified and given an
opportunity to talk with the prisoner, and
that he hoped to arraign Czolgosz te-mor-
row morning to take his plea to the In-
dictment. The district attorney will also
notice the trial of the prisoner for next
Monday momlng\at 1:0 o'clock in Part IIL
of the Supreme Court, that being the open-
ing day ef the September term.

Funeral Train With Body of the Mur-
dered President Reaches
the Capital.

CROWDS GATHER ALON@ THE KOUTE

Solemn Scenes on the Removal of
the Body to Washington--Mrs,
McKinley’s Fortitade,

‘Washingtom, Sept. 16.—Thru a living lane
of bareheaded people pstretching from
Buffale up thru the Alleghenies down on
to the broad valley of the Susquehanna
and on to the Marble City on the banks
of the shining Potomac, the nation’s
martyred President to-day made his last
journey to the seat of the government,
over which he presided for four and ome-
half years. The whole country seemed to
have drained its population at the eides
of the track over which the funeral train
passed. The thin lines thru the mountains
and the sparsley settled districts thicken-
ed at the little hamlets, covered acres In
towns suddenly grown to the proportiens
of respectable cities, and were congested
into vast maultitudes In the larger cities.
Work was suspended in field and mine and
eity. The schools were dismissed, and
everywhere appeared the trappings and
tokens of woe. A million flags at half
mast dotted 'hillside and valley, and form-
ed a thicket of color over the cities And
from almost every banner streamed a bit
of crepe. The stations were heavy with
the black symbols of mourning. At all the
larger towns and cities, after the train got
into Pennsylvnnll! militia men drawn up
at “Present arms’’ kept back the enormous
crowds.

Viewed in f$ilence,

The silence with which the countless
thousands viewed the remains of their
hero and martyr was oppressive and pro-
found. Only the rumbling of the train
wheels, the sobs from men and women
with tear-stained faces, and the doleful
tolling of the church and other bells broke
on the ear. At several places, Willlams-
port, Harrisburg and Baltimore, the chimes
played Cardinal Newman's grand hynih.

Taken altogether, the journey home was
the most remarkable demonstration of uni-
versal personal sorrow since Lincoln was
borne to his grave, Bveryone of those
who came to pay their last tribute to the
dead had an opportunity to catch a glimpse
of the flag-covered bier elevated to view
in the observation car at the rear of the
train.

There was no other bit of color to catch
the eye on this train of death. The loco-
motive was shrouded in black, the curtaing
of the cars in which sat the lonely,stricken
widow, relatives of the President, cabinet

rons blow at the indnstries of Denmark.
The men were not convinced: but they ok-
pressed their thanks for the advice—which
they did nnt Intend to adopt—tenderecd
them by His Majesty in such a kindly and
well-meaning way.

Is New Bread Indigestible?

A writer in The London Lancet disputes
the commonly-received opinton regarding
the injurionsness of new hrend. e says
stale bread, when broken between the
teeth, resolves Itself Into gritty particles.
which, if they were not softened with
saliva, would be mnext to impossible to
swallow, consequently man thoroly masti-
cates stale bread, and in doing so impreg-
nates it with saliva which partly digests
mand adapts Itto the abhsorptive action
farther on in the alimentary tract. But
new bread, being soft and plastic. is more
apt to be ewallowed without mastiention,
or. in other words, bolted. 1t is in this
act, he thinks, that the Injnry exists and
not in the character of the bread. Hot
rolls would be jnst as digestihie as stale
ones if they were properly mastieated. He
refers In this connection to the dog as a
teacher of an important physiological les-
son. This animal bolis meat, but eats
bread, hecanse the mouth parts are able
to do little towards the digestion of meat
beyond reducing it to a convenlent ‘form
for swallowing. He, however, seems to
overlook the fact that the dog’s teeth
are illy constructed for chewing., and that
this is most llkely the renson for his ex-
peditions disposal of meat.

Another curious fact which he calls at-
tentlon to is that stale hread Is not more
dry than new. Thig Is shown by submit-
ting stale bread for ashort time to a hich
temperature, Under such conditions it be-
comes soft and plastic, regaining its new-
ness, and this despite the fact that some
molsture must be driven off in the opera-
tion. He thinks this Is explainable on
the supposition that In new bread there
is free water present. but that in stale
bread, while It = still there. 1t s In a
state of true chemleal combination. In
general, he concludes, it 18 a sound phy-
siological plan to thoroly masticate every
morsel of food before swillowing it.

time, while in Canada, Is taken wn with
gome ceremony or other. The Duke’'s visit
to Washington to attend the fuueral of the
late President would upset the arrange-
memts that have been made in a score 2
different places, and 1t would entail con:
siderable expense and disappointment, We
venture to say, however, that Canaalans,
from the Atlantie to the Paciic, will
gladly put up with the inconvenience that
would be occasioned by the Duke’s visit:
to Washington, knowing full well that his
participation In this ceremony would ex-
ercise a wonderful influence in bringing tha
two great branches of the Anglo-Saxon
race still cloger together.

interdependence and fellowship Dbetween,
the TUnited States and Great Biitain thnt';
has been growing up during the past few,
years would reach a fitting climax if events
could be shaped so as to permit the Dulks
to take part in the solemn ceremorny that
l: to be enacted at Washington on Thurs-
day. .he Duke would accompiish more for
his country and for the world by going to
Washington than by sticking to his Cand.
dian itinerary. The Duke would run littie
risk of personal violence In visiting Wasii-
ington. Even if there were a slight Trisk,
it would be only fitting that he should
undertake it In so nbble a cause; but we
might leave it to the awakened caution of
our neighbors to see to It that no harm
came to our distinguished visitor. JIf M
transpires that the Duke can see his way
to attend the funeral, the event Wwill be
the most notable feature of his trip round
the world, not even excepting the opening
of Australia’s first Parllament.

NO MYSTERY ABOUT IT.
The mystery of where tile Boers in Sotith

Africa get the arms and ammunition to
continue the war has puzzled the British
authorities. John Bull always was slow te
understand such things. It has been a
puzzie to Englishmen to explain where
all the Boer soldiers came from all thrn
the war. Away over here in Canada 1t
has been apparent to us that Great Britain
was fighting all the riff raff of Kurope;
that Dr. Leyds was engaging men, and
that German, French and Duteh vessels
were carrylng them to Africa; that H\!&
sian, German, French, Dutch and Seandin-
avian officers were helping Kruger and
Steyn and their party; that Transvaal geid
has been used  to pay these Euroﬁ,éaﬁ
mercenaries; while British money has been
going to support the Boer women ang
children; and that British loyalistg ™I
South Africa have suffered more hardships
than the traitorous Dutch, who, proflss
ing to have been robbed, have all alo
been alding Britain’s enemtes and clafin-
ing damages after allowing thcmselvepjto'
be “robbed.” -And yet wonder 1§ expressed
about the exhaustless supply of ammuni-
tion to the guerillas! It is as plain as
the nose on a man’s face that the supphies
are going in from the same sources a8
the men have gone in from. Kruger, Leyas
and the other Boersare looking after these
things at the European end, and so long
as Great Britain can be hoodwinked into
paying a large share of the expense In-
curred by those carrying on the war
against her, so long will the fight con-
tinue. Kitchener's proclamation, « which
took effect on Sunday, and which taxes
Boer farmers and others for the support
of thé non-compatants now in British
hands, may shorten the period of resist-
ance, but the time has come for more
strenuous measures than that. The sooner
the guerillas are given their true status
and treated as brigands the better for all
legitimate interests. Cape (Colony and
Natal rebels and European mercenaries are
responsible for the war now being waged,
and the most rigorous measures on the
part of the British authorities are now
justifiable.

THE DANGER IN CANNED FOODS,
The canning of meat, vegetablcs and fruit
is carried on more or less extensively
all over this counfry. The industry Is
{ncreasing and its possibilities in an agrl-
cultural country like (Canada lare very
great. It Is important therefore that the
industry should be encouraged In every
possible way. It s undoubtedly true that
a prejudice exists against canned- foods
hecause of an alleged danger of poisoning
thru the imperfect sealing of the tins.
In the interests of the industry, not only
must this danger be eliminated, but the
public mind must be relieved from the
suspicion of danger. On the whole we
believe great care is exercised by the
canners of this country in the preparation
of their goods for the market. Un-
fortunately, however, cases of alleged
polsoning, fatal and otherwise, are from
time to time reported in the papers, and
business suffers greatly therefrom. In
order to ascertain reliable Information as
to the danger from, canned foods, the In-
land Revenue Department sent circulars
to 4000 medical men thruout the Dominion.
Replies were received from 1313, or one-
third of the total number. Of those who
replied - 254 or 19.3 per cent. gave an
affirmative answer to this question, viz:
“Have any cases of Iillness, apparently
attributable to the use of tinned foods,
come under your notice within recent
years?’ The chief analyst estimates from
the replies that the number of cases of
disease attributable to this cause averages
138 per annum In the whole of Canada.
Of course fatal cases form but a trifling
percentage of this estkmate. In fact the
cases that terminated fatally are placed at
but 15 for a period of seven years. While
these statistics are not very alarming, they
are sufficiently so to warrant the exercise
of gredier care In the preparation of tinned
goods. Suggestions are made by various
members of the medical profession for
eliminating all possible danger. These
 suggestions include the inspection of fac-
tories, cans and products; the use of glass
and earthenware vessels instead of tins:
stamping on {every tin the date of packing
and the name of the company; the prohibl-
tion of the sale of '‘canned goods after
a_certain period, say from six months to
two years; keeping the cans In cold
storage, instead of allowing them to be
exposed to the sun, as often happens, on
grocers’ shelves. It is perhaps more in

SCARCITY OF FISH.

Mr. Willlam H. Day, Powles' Corners,
writes us, taking some slight, altho not
very serious, exception to our article on
the above subject in The World of recent
date. Mr. Day must surely be a fish m-
spector, and a recent appointee at that,
of the Ontario government, so sanguine 18
he that the fish in our jnuland lakes have
greatly increased rather than decreased
within the last five or Six years, it ap-
pears that a few years ago the lunge reg-
ularly gathered in the neighborhood of
Sturgeon Point Hotel, that they might be
more conveniently caught by summer tqur-
fsts, but now that the hotel is burned
and there are few, if any, tourists, the
fisa retire to the weedy reccsses of the
lake and can be caught only by the expert
angler. As evideunce that there 1s fish 1o
abundance, he submits the most astound-
ing tish story of the scason—to wit: With-
in the present season three boats actually
returned to shore, after several hours’
fishing, with all the lunge the law would
allow their decupants to gather In. That
is a most remarkable achievement for the
year 1901, most remarkable, but pales be-

when the mere novice could gather the
Himit every morning and evening, and that,
too, in the off season In July. : Reports
reach us from nearly all the hitherto
famous fishing grounds in Central and
Northern Ontario, and. all haye the same
story to tell. The illegal slaughtering of
fish in the spring, just before and during
the spawning season, I8 depleting our
lakes. We maintain there can be no legitl-
mate fishing in winter. Under pretence

‘| ot fishing within the regulations, the fish-

erman cuts a hole in the ice and drops his
baited hook into the water, but stands
with spear and snare ready to slay every
fish that seeks the air. We have heard
repeatedly that more fish are slaughtered
along the shallows, particularly of Lake
Stincoe, just as the ice breaks up, than
the hundreds of tourists’ that visit our
lakes catch during the whole open sea-
son. The department cannot stop this
eyil altogether, but it can minimize it by
appointing extra guardians during the
spawning season. It is senseless to ask
why a-fish that has escaped the wiles of
the angler in August and has lived to the
season when it can and'will, If left alone,
propagate Its own specles is more valu-
able than the one caught in the open sea-
gon. If Adam had died before meeting
Eve, Mr. Day would not be now champion-
ing a system of fish protection that every
fisherman knows needs improving. As to
Sturgeon Lake, it is a wonder it s not
teeming with fish, and it is a greater won-
der that Scugog has a lunge left, since the
bullding of the mill at Lindsay. ¥ish en-
tering Sturgeon Lake generally stay there.
They find it very difficult to return, and
they also find it difficult to make  their
way to Pigeon Lake, save when a boat is
being locked thru the canal or they come
by chance upon a small sluice in the
dam. We do not wish the fish protected
in the interest of the summer tourlst or
any other special class, but rather in the
interest of the whole community, and par-
ticularly that portion of the community
that makes its living by fishing. 'I'te law
against the selling of lunge or bhass was
a boon to them,” Formerly they received
from three to five cents a pound for their
fish, now they ask from six to eight cents,
and find no difficulty in disposing of their
catch. There are other changes that, if
made, they would find equally as hene-
ficial. ’

Of the causes which keep the trees and
flowers awake nights the botanist says
that, in the first place, there is the matter
of noise in all its forms and the ¥vibration
which goes with the constant activity of
Plants and flowers of all Kkinds
sleep best away from the glare; so0 the
lights of a city, which shine all thru the

{ night, must contribute to this interterence

with vegetable sleep. Blectricity, inde-
pendent of its use for lighting purposes,
has a bad effect upon plant life, seemingz
to make trees and flowers irritable and
nervous and to break up their constitution.
But, above all, a plant must bhave sleep:
g0 don't wake the geranlums or disturb
the slumbers of the sunflower.
