HOW IT HAPIENED.

Peterboro, Dec. 14.—Evidence  sub-
mitted at the inquest touching the
death of James, Catherine and Frederic
Rogers, which was caused by their
being struck by a C.P.R. train on a
crossing at Havelock on the 6th mst.,
went to show that the crossing where
the accident happeped ~Wwags a source
of danger to the public: As a result
the jury\recommended some mea s of
protection being placed on the crossing
at an early date. In the matter of the
cause of death they eoncluded it was
accidental; Willlamf’Gffffiths and T. H.
Cumming, both of Havelock, said they
thought the buildings on each side of
the street on the north side .muffled
the sounds of approaching trains, and
that it would be impossible for a man
driving a spirited team to turn within
the time a train would be sc2n oming
around the curve, -assuming that the
rate of the train was as fast as usual.

Walter Rogers, a bright 12-year-old
lad, and the only surviving member of
the Rogers family, told how he was
driving with his father and mother and
Brother Fred when the accident hap-
pened. The jury went to the resi-
dence of William Griffiths, where the
little fellow is confined with a frac-
tured leg as a result of his awful ex-
perience. Propped up in bed he told
how they were driving along and on
reaching the crossing his father whip-
ped up the horses and said : “Get up!”
He saw the train coming just as they
got to the track. It was coming fast,
and in an instant was upon them. He
did not remember anything more until
he was picked up behind a wood pile.

Edward Tregaskis, engineer on the
train, and Alex. Milne, brakeman,swore
to the ‘bell having been rung as the
train approached the crossing. Their
evidence was corroborated by a num-
ber of villagers.

article B30, pepple: . Thus the  iaout of
1600 men’ 18 jeopardized in the hope of giv-
ing employment to 30 men. It is only the
matte which is shipped to'the Statea - This
is the amalgum left after the base :aniner-
als have bheen removed. To treat this
matte sulphuric acld, salt cake aud other
reagents are required, which are not avail-
able here. Therefore; an export duty wiil
retard the mining of copner and nickel wery
materially without contributing in anyway
to the prosperity of the country.”

Mr. Gordon’s remarks must be taken with
n grain of malt, for In the first place the
International Nickel Company does 1ot any-
thing like control all the nickzl deposits of
the Sudbury district. The Clergues and
uthers own ceposits in that sectioi which
are probably more extensive and ore
valuable than those in the grip of the
aforciald ally ef the United Statos Steél
Corporation.

And in the second ‘p‘laf-o. inasmuch as the
Sudbury nickel fleld contains the only
pickel deposits in Ameriea and, exeepting
only those of far away New Caledonia, the
only deposits in.the world, the Canadian
government would seem to be in a rather
sirong position and will not Hkely he hull-
dozed- imto foregaing an export Aaty on
nicke] ore or matte. Canada his long
encugh fed United States industries with
her raw materials, and the Ottawa adm'nis
tration will do well to cepsider all the
prguments in favor of an export nty be:
fore they decide against such a welicy.

The meeting for religions and soclal re-
form was addressed In the Teronto Opera
House yes‘erday afternoon hy W, A. Doug-
lass on the rubject, ‘‘The Religion of the

Labor Problem.” After sketching rapidly
the marvelous triumphs that man has won
in the mechanical arts, the next great tri-
umrph, <aid the speaker, will be ot in the
department of the material or phys'cal, hut
in the department of the religious. We
want a religion which will never he satis-
fied until it has succecded in giving to
every man an honest day's pay for an hon-
est day's work: we want a religion which
will devate its utmost energies not to the
higher or the lower criticism, but to the
solution of the problem, ‘“How can we suc-
ceed In establishing the reign of the golden
rule and the overthrow of the iniquities of
the presént-day rule of geld.

The speaker then proceeded to point out
that when population increases in any centre
two th'ngs inevitably follow : First, labor
multiplies houses, furniture, crops and oth-
er commedities. The miversal aim of
labor §¢ to maultiply produets. Second,
population must inevilably, as it Increases,
divide the land. Between maultiplicat on
and divisicn there can be no similarity,
and our laws must learn to recognize this
essentinl distinetion. Thru the Ignoring of
this distinction we inevitably split soclety
in twain, allowing one portion to “gain
greater and greater riches by the continuous
spoliation of the other portion, 1bus an -
fving the possibility of the idcal brother-
hood that Christ came to this world to
establish.

You have received. notice of the proposed
arendiments to the constitution and rujes
of the games, and the changes suggested
arc: probably the most radical that the
union héas ever: been called upon to con-
sider, and I trust ¢hey will receive your
mast capeful consideration.

the ball back after a down or after the

¢hibs, especially those in the intermediate
and. junior series. on account of the diffi-
cmty in towns of getting sufficient pliy-
ers, and algo on account of the traveling
expenses.

Burnside Rules Adopted.

The meeting wus not as large as former
years, but it did net lack any of the en-
thusiasm. ‘The most I{mportant question
for many years came up, it being that of
clkanging the rules of the play, whereby
the play will become more open and the
old scrimmage done away with, . This
question was settled on a vote of 20 to B
in favor of adopting the snap-bek sys-
tem, There were many arguments from
both sides. The representatives from Ot-
tawa were more than adrerse-to the new
rules, as was Mr. Harpell, from Queen's,
but as the vote skows, not only the Toron-
to teams, but +hose of

the general opinion that It wou'd be ens’er
for smaller places to get 12 ien than- 15.
as it has been. Then the new rules will
popularize the game jn every Wwav. it be-
ing more open, and giving the ‘public a
chance to see *he pnlay. The new rules
will only require 12 men, and the ball
must be snapped by the centre man on
the forward line.

The team in possession o? the ball must
galp 10 yards in three downs or forfeit
the hall.
the snap-back In possession of the ball at
all times, and the gqoarter in receiving it
must not bhueck the line, hui may run, kick
or pass the ball. All goals kicked, whither
by placement, drop or free, will only count
two points. In a]l kicks the opponents
mnst stand ten yards from the kicker. The
throw in from touch is abnlished by the
new rules and the hall must be taken out
5. 10 or 15 yards and snapped hack.: These
are the changes and the executive will
meet to put them in conformity with other
rules now used.

Eastern Delegates  Against,

The castern contingent were the “only
‘delegates that spoke against the adoptimn
of the snapback code, Hal McGivern (Of-
tawa) saying it was a. terrible n¥istake to
use these rules, as it was nothing more or
less than the American game.. Mr. Har-
pell of Queen's safd  that-it wonld be
areatly to Toronto teams’ advantage, bhot
would keep outside clubs from jolhing the
rnion. This idea was dispelled by several
representatives from smaller places speak-
ing in favor of the “change. -Mr. Dooley
of St. Michaels said he’ had played the
American and the Burnwside game. The lat-
{er was his choice and in his opinion there
could be no off-side interference worked in

It was recommended that the Canadian
Union adopt the new rules and on £ Vot
of 19 to 4 it was decided to play under
them, whether the Canadian Union adopted
them or not.

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THE HAGUE TRIBUNAL.

Now that The Hnague Arbitiation
Court has successfully handled the
first case referred to it—the “Pious
Fund” dispute between the republic of
Mexico and the Roman Catholic Church
of California—one observer thinks that
the sphere of its activities is on the
eve of indefinite enlargement. The next
case to come before the court involves
the famous house tax in Japan. This,
says The Literary Digest, has long
been a burning question in Tokio, es-
pecially to tenanis of real estate. They
deny the government’s right to make
them pay any money that" is not called
for in their leases. This statement of
their position, is, however, merely gen-
eral, as there are technicalities in the
‘dispute which molify individual cases.
“Then there are other disputes. The
South American Journal (London) calls
attention to the number of cases aris-
““ing on this continent?

“The Permanent Court of Inter-
rational Arbitration. which is now
in scscion, has referred to it for
solution no fewer than seventeen
questicns. eight of which relate to
Latin America. They are as fol-
tows:

Engiand and Brazil: Delimitation
of Guiana frontiers.

France and Verczuc'a: Indemn-
ity to French subjects for losses sus-
tained during the revolution.

France and Chile: Exploitation
of guano deposits,

Ttaly and Peru: Interpretation of
the treaty of commerce, concluded
between the two countries.

Jtaly and Guatemala: Rights of
Itaans in Guatemala.

United States and Salvador: Re-
clamations with regard to the So-
ciety of Commerce of Salvador.

United States and Mexico: Right
of possession over the ecclesiasti-
cal funds of California. (Adjudi-
cated.)

Bolivia and Peru: All questions
pending between the two countries.”

The court, as will beé seen, has quite
enough to do, for some time to come,
at least. But that the tribunal has
difficulties to flace and vercome, few
will be €0 sanguine as to deny. In
the first place, the premises at The
Hague, occupied by the court, are said
to ‘be so confined as to be inadequdte
to the transaction of ‘a great amount
of businesrs. This physical difficdlty
could, of course, readily be gotten
over by the securing of more commo-
dious guarters, but the second obstacle

Ac-
cording to a French paper, the babel

nations interested are not likely to
agree to the adoption of the French
or any wother tongue, as the “language
of the court.”

Then, on general principles, the court
has many enemies. ‘“It is an’ open
secret,” says The London Review of
Reviews, ‘“that at least some of the
governmenits who signed the conventicn
under the constraining influence of tue
(Czar's prestige and pcpular enthusiasm
for the cause, it
The Hague court were dissolved.” And
The London Spectator spcaks thus of
“the grand difficulty of arbitration as
a worldwide system’:

‘““The contestants do not complete-
ly trust the impartiality of the ar-
bitrator, and their want of con-
fidence, even if founded on iznor-
ance, impairs or destroys respect
for his decision. It may be possible
to construct a court which will be
universally respecied, but it has
not been domne yet; and there is
one difficulty in the way of doing
it which nobody mentions,but which
diplomatists know to be real. A
decision may affect such masses of
property that bribery on a great
gcale will often be tried, or what is
nearly as bad, suspected. The court
may be impeccable, but it must
trust experts, who may not be.”

By a perusal of these extracts,which

we must credit to The Literary Digest,
the reader will learn something of the
current arguments for and against The
Hague tribunal.

Efforts are being made by Cana-

dian farmers in Ontario to demon-
strate the commercial practicability of
feeding range cattle for the markst.
If this attempt proves successful there
will be added to the live stock in-
dustry of this province a source of pro-
fit to farmers scarcely realized by
them to-day. The experiment has
been undertaken under the direction
of the Agricultural Department of
Ontario. Twenty-four steers from
Assiniboia have been placed in feed-
ing lots at Guelph. Half of them .re
in charge of the Agricultural College
and the rest on the farm of Major
Hood. For three months these animals

cord will be kept of every pound of
food consumed and every pound of
flesh gained by them.

Range cattle are those bred on the
vast plains of the west, which have
nevér received any feed other than
the wild grasses common to the
prairie.

tened for the market at a reasonable
figure. The railroads are a great fac-
tor in the development of this busi
ness since they have established a
“feeding in transit” rate, by which an
owner of a great range in Montana
may ship a train of rough cattle to the
Chicago market, with the privilege of
unloading the stock in the corn belt,
which it traverses; there the ani-
mals may remain from three to five
months to be fed corn and reshippel
on the thru rate and on the same
billing on which they started from the
range lands.
side-tracked at a village in the corm
belt of Nebraska, Kansas or Iowa,
where he distributes the cattle among

five to five ‘hundred, according lo
their capacity to handle the herds.
‘Contracts are signed requiring the
farmers to return the stock at the re-
ceiving station on a given date, three
to five months hence. Their profit is
determined by the weight the animals
have gained between the time th:y
recéive them and the date of their re-
turn. Sometimes they receive so much
a head for feeding and handling, bat
both parties to the contracts favor th:
commission basis since the transaction
along that line makes profit an in-
centive for intelligent work.

Under this system the stock is driven
miles to the different farms, the farm-
ers practically sell their corn in their
barnyards and they are not forced fo
invest cash in the herd. To them th:?
system is preferable to that of buy-
ing feeders, since they can only make
a profit after all equal to the weight;
ithe cattle take on during their feed-
ling. The Ontario farmer will hardly
be expected to raise corn to promoie
such an industry, but silo food is the
| finest “finisher”’ known to the stock
}man. and the Canadian farmer is an
{adept in the construction of silos and
| in the distribution of food on a profii-
| able  basis. The Guelph experiment
}vp!‘omises to teach a lesson that will
:mean large profits and a new industrv
| to the farmers of this part of the Do-
fxninion. The increasing range herds of
| the Canadian Northwest must be fin-
ished for the market somewhere. This
finishing cannot be done in the range
country, and we hope it will more and
| more be done by the farmers of On-
tario.

THE NEW THOUGHT OF JESUS.

No Authority for Bellief That Saviour
Was More Than Man.

|

“The New Thought of Jesus’™ was

the theme of a most interesting dis-

 course in the Unitarian Church Sun-
| day evening by the pastor, Rev. J. T.:
Sunderland. He remarked that in none

of the gospels of the disciples of Jesus
was there authority for the general be-
lief among Christians that he was
more than man—that he was in reality
| God. First, dealing with Mark's gos-
| pel, he pointed out that it represented
Jesug from beginning to end as

and in every way as fully man as him-~
self or his hearers, It was worthy of
note that the story of the miracu.ous
birth of Jesus was not to be found in
that gospel, and the inference was that
the 'story came into existence in the
inteival between the lime of theé writ-
ing of that gospel and the subsequent
ones by the other disciples, especially
as it was known to be the age when
legends sprang up in great numbers.
The whole story of Mark was that of
Jesus as a man, suffering the disap-
pointments of man and being limited
in his knowledge of affajrs. If Jesus
was not man simply, but God in hu-

man form, then there was practically

ncth'ng intelligent in the gospel.

It would, perhaps be askad, “Was
Jesus an ordinary man?’ That aid
not fcllow. Shakerpeare was the great-
est poet of ages, but Skakespeare was

a man; Newton and Darwin were lottyl
mountain peaks in the realm ¢f human-

ity, but they were men. Jesus was
likewise a man, but such a one as had
enriched the people of the world be-
yond the measure of words. It was he
who taught the people of the warld
that the kingdom of God was to come,
not by observation, but by those quiet
! influences that touched the heart and
As to whether Jesus was
the Messiah or not, if we meant by
that word someéth'ng high and noble,
then we could trutbfully apply it to
Jesus.
No Other Than Man.

From the other gospels no man cculd
show that Jesus ever entertained the
conception that he was other than
man; that he believed himself chosen
and raised by God to do an extraordin-
ary work for man. This was as equal-
ly certain as that he was chcsen to
fulfil. the Messianic jdea; but there was
nothing certain to show that he re-
garded himself as God. Now and then
he called himself the son of God, and
he taught his disciples to ¢all them-
selves sons of God. -He used ' the
words son and man, referring to him-
self, evidently, for the purpose of re-
moving any suspicion that he believed
himself more than man. He ex-
claimed on the cross, “My God! my
God! Why hast thou forsaken me?”
Was it not a make-belief to have a
God speak like that? No; from be-
ginning to end Jesus spoke and acted
like a human being. He tecognized

God always as his superior, and him-

self as ‘His inferior; and that his wis-

: dom and strength came from one high-

er than himself. If he had been God,

he would certainly have made the mat. |

ter as clear as light on that point, ee
that there would be no real doybt
about it. If so, he was undér the
weightiest of conceivable obligations
to let us know. Why did Jesus teach
his disciples not to pray to him, but
to his Father who was in Héaven?
That in itself showed that he did not
claim himself Geod. v

Deification of Jesus,

Continuing, Mr. Sunderland ' dealt
with the deification of Jesus, stating
that he was lifted little by little in
the minds of his followers until finally
the idolizing process resulted in their
proclaiming him as God. That deifica-
tion was respeonsible for 2 period of
turmoil in the Christian church, in
which innumerable divisions of the
people occurred, and instead of the
loving words of Jesus being cheyed,
the people revelled in bloodshed and
dieaster, brought on largely by a mis-
conception of his teachings, Uniticians
wanted to help thes Christian church
to get the true religion that Jesus gave
the world, and to get it thru the eim-
plicity of his pure love and faith.
Jesus, as man, made the strong weak
and. the sad glad, and his prayers had
come down thru the ages as the sweet
bread of life, and tending to create
the kingdom of God among men. By

Monday, when it is expected a new |
president will be elected. It is said he
will be named by the banking syndi-
cate which will finance the Consolidat-
ed Lake Superior Company. In. the
meantime, Theodore C. Search, vice-
president, is acting head of the com-
pany. He said to-day that a collateral
loan of $£3,000,000 would probably be
arranged by Monday, and that there
would be no bond issue.

Mr. Search to-day issued a statement
in which he said the company finding
itself in need of money had practically
arranged for a loan of $£3.000,000 when
the break came, upsetting the plans of
the directors. It sas necessary, in
consequence, to negctiate a new loan.
Mr. Search also stated that President
I.ewis resigned, not because of friction
in the Board of Directors, but to leave
the company free to act as it saw fit.

HOPES FOR IRELAND.

Horace Plunkett Paints a Bright
Future for the Island.

New York, Dec. 14.—There are three
Irishmen in America to-every one left
across the sea, declared Horace Plunk-
ett, the Irish leader, at a meeting of

the Academy of Political Science, held |
Library |

at the Columbia University
last evening, and for that reason, he
<aid, there should be no-abatement of
interest in this country over the settle-
ment of the Irish question. Speaking
on the subject “The Economic Sfitua-
tion in the Island,” he declared it to
be much improved, and said it is destin-
ed to improve still ‘more.

“The Irish people,” he said, ‘“lack
some of the qualities that have made
England successful, but they excel in
what are known as the associative
qualities.”

He then outlined the system under
which the farmers of the country have
been organized into associations und'r
the direction of the Agricultural Board,
of which he is the head. Having the
best dairy land in Europe, there are
now 325 creamerieg in operation on co-
operative principles, and all highly sue-
cessful. is plan, which is being car-
ried out in other industries, he said, is
a revolution in former methods and
bound to become practically universal
in the island.

Members of Canadian Institute Ad-
dressed on the Ontario Corundum
Belt by G. D. Mills

HOW THE MINERAL IS WORKED.

How It Occurs and How It Differs in
many Ways From Inferior
Abrasives.

One of the most interesting addresses
delivered before the members of the
Canadian Institute so far this season
was that on Saturday evening
Samuel D. Mills, mining engineer of
this city, upon the corundum belt of

Ontario. Dr. Coleman, president ot

the Institute, occupied the chair, and
in introducing the lecturer congratu-
lated those present on having an op-
portunity of hearing a discourse upon
the existence and aevelopment of one
of the province's richest resources,
torming an industry of the greatest
importance within a remarkably short
period. Mr. Mills expiained that the
belt in Ontario extended from Mon-
mouth Township on the south side of
the Irondale, Bancroft & Ottawa Rail-
way in a northwesterly direction to the
Townships .of Carlow, Raglan ana
Monteagle in Hastings County.

The Corundum Belt.

This extensive region was known as
the corundum belt, but that did unot
infer that corundum was to be found
in all parts of it indiscriminately, but
merely as a belt because corundumn
might be searched for there with
some probability of finding il. His
lecture was the result of a two week’s
trip thru the district, one of the main
objects of the trip having been an
examination of the Craigmont works,
the property of the Canada Corun-
dum Company, and the largest develop-
ed corundum property in Canada. He
quoted freely from the geological sur-
wvey reports and also from the reports
of the Bureau of Mines, and at the
same time called attention to the im-
mense work being done by these dif-
ferent departments. He deplored the
scanty provision made by the govern-
ments of the country for this class of
waluable work, the delay invariably
experienced in the publication of the
results being due to a short-sighted
policy of economy.

Great Cutting Qualities,

fThe mineral oxide was described by
the lecturer as the oxide of aluminum
in its purest form. Its economic value
arose from the fact that it possessed
a hardness Inferior only to that of the
diamond and from its peculiar cleav- |
age, which caused it to break into;

How the Mineral Occurs.

Mr. Mills explained that corundum
occurred in crystals varying in sizes
from small bird shot up to four or five
inches in diameter, enclosed in a mat-
rix of felspar rock. The rock, altho
known as syenite, might for the most
part be better termed a corundum por-
phyry. It.differed from emery, in that
the latter was intimately mixed with
iron, which destroyed to a certain ex-
tent its cutting properties, and there-
fore made it an inferior abrasive.

The lecture was illustrated with
views of the scenery of the belt in
question. Specimens were also shown |
of corundum in its crude state, and in
manufactured products, such as
abrasisve wheels, corundum cloth, etc.

for 1910. 'The governments 'also had
agreed that at a future date a pen-
sion fund be established for widows
and corphans from the proceeds of the
tariff revenues,and accepted the Herold
motion, according to which animals
and meats will not have mnimum
duties and the duties on grains as
changed from the committes’s figures
to those of the govelnment, except
malting barley, the duty on which is
increased from 77 cents ta $1, and that
other barley will be without a mini-
mum duty.

While the government’'s original fig-
ures on grain are resiored, the com-
mittee's increasez in other sections
stand, including heavy advances on
arimals and meats above the govern-
ment’s figures. The former, therefore,
bedcme a general tariff, which will be
enforced, except’ where commercial trea-
ties may be made.
