No Modification of the Prin-
ciple of the Original
Clause. and - You Can’t
Find the Concession to

Ottawa, March 20.—(Special.)—A com”
promise has been effected between the:
government and the western Liberals,
and the autonomy bill, with a modified
separate school clause, will be ‘brought‘
before the house for its second reading
on Wednesday. The notice of the
amendment, which was handed out late
to-night, is technical in its characteri
and can only be clearly understood by !
reading it together with the Northwest
ordinances of 1891,

Briefly the settlelﬁnt is this:

Separate schools are imposed on the
new Provirices of Alberta and Saskat-
chewan for all time. The minority in|
these provinces retains the right of
self-taxation for separate schools, and

it is entitled to a rateable share of pub-
lic lands and moneys for the support of
its schools, provided they are managed
in accordance with government reg:i-
jations- The difference between the se-
parate school clauses in their original
fcrim and as they will be presented o
the house on Wednesday is in words
rather than in meaning. THE QUES-
TION OF SEPARATE SCHOOLS,
OR NO SEPARATE SCHOOLS
WHICH WAS THE REAL ISSUE AT
STAKE, HAS BEEN DECIDED IN
FAVOR OF THE QUEBEC HIER-

Scores Still Again.

The hierarchy scores still another
point in, that the separate schools will
not have to be self-sustaining. They wiil
have a proportional share of public sup=
port. True, the public support is made
conditional. The separate schools must
submit to government inspection, they
must employ only regularly certified
teachers, they must confine religious
teaching to the half hour between 3.3
and 4 o'cloek, and they must allow such
pupils as so desire to absent themselves

These are the essential regula-
tions authorized under the Northwest
ordinance of 1891, and which it is as-
sumed, will continue in force when the
territorieg are converted into provinces,

But it must not be forgotten that all
these regulations, making. as they ap-
pear to make, only a mildly objection-
able form of separate schools, are sub-
ject to change. The hierarchy, in its

ORIGINAL CLAUSE.

Ottawa, March 20.—(Special.)—
Clause 16 of the autonomy bill, in
its original form, was as follows:

The provisions of section 93 of
the B.N.A. Act, 1867, shall apply
to the said province as if, at the
date upon which this act comes
into force, the territory comprised
therein were already a province,
the expression “the union” in the
said section being taken to mean
the said date,

2. Subject to the provisions of
the said section 93, and in continu-
ance of the principles heretofore
sanctioned under the N.W, Terri-
tories Act, it is enacted that the
legislature of the said . province
shall pass all necessary laws in
respect of_education, and that it
shall therein always be provided
(A) that a majority of the rate-
payerg of any district or portion
of the said province, or of any less
portion or gub-division thereof, by
whatever name it is known, may
establish such schoolg therein as
they think fit, and make the neces-
sary assessments and collection
of “rates therefor, and (B) that
the minority of the ratepayers
therein, whether Protestant or Ro-
man Catholi¢, may establish sepa-
rate schools therein,” and make
the necessary assessment and col-
lection of rates therefor, and (C)
that in such case the ratepayers
establishing such Protestant or
Roman Catholic separate schools.
shall be liable only to assessment
of such rates as they impose upon
themselves with respect thereto.

3. In the appropriation of public
moneys by the legislature in aid
of education, and in the distribu-
tion of 'any moneys paid to
the government of the said pro-
vince arising from the school fund
established by the Dominion Lands
Act, there shall be no discrimina-
tion between the public schools

_ and the separate schools, and such
moneys shall be applied to the sup-
port of the public and separate
schools in equitable ghares or pro-

portion,

PROPOSED AMENDMENT.

Ottawa, March 20.—(Special)—
The proposed amendment is as
follows:

Section 93 of the B.N.A. Act,
1867, shall apply to the said pro-
vince, with a substltﬂyon for sub-
section 1 of said section 93 of the
following sub-section:

(1) Nothing in any such law
shall prejudicially affect any right
por privilege with ;espect to se-
parate schools which any class
of persons have at the date of the
passing "of this act, under the
terms of chapters 29 and 30 of the
ordinances of the Northwest Ter=-
ritories, passed in the year 1901

(2) In the appropriation by the
legislature or distribution by the
government of the province of any
money for the support of schools
organized and carried on in ac-
cordance with said chapter 29 or
any act passed in amendment
thereof or in substitution there-
for, there shall be no discrimina-
tion against schools of any class
described in the said chapter 29.

(3) Where the expression ‘“by
law’” is employed in sub-section 3
of the said section 93, it shall be
held to mean the law as set out
in the said chapters 29 and 30,
and where the expression “at the
union” is employed inisaid sub-
section 3 it shall be held to mean
the date at which this act comes
into force.

Ottawa, March 20.—(Special.) — T‘he
special committee appointed to enquire
into the telephone question held its
first meeting this morning, with eight
of the eleven members present.

In
addition to this the committee express-
ed a desire for information as to the
operation of telephone gystems in the
United States, Australia, Scandinavia

.and Denmark.
Add to Tax Bills.

Sir William emphasized the import=
ance of the rural telephone, and said
his idea was that telephone systems -
should be organized “uider ‘authority
of the Dominion government by the
municipalities, which could . collect
charges by adding them to tax bills.
it was generally admitted by members
of the committee that the dcovelopment
of the automatic telephone is -all

important to the progress of the rural
telephone service. The ' postmaster-
general seems to be very much in ear~
nest in taking up the telephone ques-
tion, and he will do hi best to have the
committee report at this session of par-
liament, :
Can Overide Phone Patents.

He intimated to a member of the coni-
mittee that the question of phone pa-
tents: was not worth consideration,
gince the government could override
any patent. Sir William promised to
furnish the committee with a report
obtained by one of his officers some
vears ago.

W. F. Maclean suggested that some
one should be employed to make spe-
cial enquiry into the phone situation in
the United Kingdom. It was necessary,
he said, that the committee should have
facts as to the working of the different
systems.

Sir William Mulock said he intended
to summon officers of the Bell Tele-

Sir William suggested “that  tural
phones might be brought within reac¢h
of rural residents’'thru machinery pro-
vidéd by the municipality.” By co-op-
eration, the municipalities could create
municipal -services and: place, the
charges in the tax bills, assessing, of
courge,-only’ phone subseribers. This
would save ' the government a lot of
trouble. The municipality could apply
to the government to establish a sys-4
tem in a certain disétrict and the muni-
cipality could deal with the indivigual.

Mr. Maclean.'said the phone and’ the
telegraph ‘and the parcel post should
be centred in the postoffice, and the
municipal services should be connected
one group with another and also the
trunk lines. i

QUEBEC'SV COMEDY.

cense for an ordinary drinking place
on any part of the igland, but a big
hotel like this would be a pretty safe
place.” :

“It is not right to call it a drinking
place,” said’ Mr. Roaf. ‘“We want to
bring people here from the States. They
do not want drinking places, but when
we get people here who spend $25 or
$50 a day in Toronto they are people
who, if they like a bottle of wine, wish
to be where they can get it.” :

Mr. Roaf: We want a hotel license,
but that is—a _matter for the license
commissioners. - We do not desire to
have this permit if we cannot have the
right to secure a llcense.

Controller Spence, however. insisted
that no tavern licéense be granted, and
was supported by the mayor and Coén-
troller Hubbard. Controller Shaw also
took Controller Ward's more liberal
view, but the draft lease will go to the
council, with ‘a provision against Hquor
being sold on the premises. The pro-
moters® will go no further with the
scheme unless the aldermen strike out
the objectionable clause.

UINNED BY GAGH PAYNEN

Race for Wealth and Lust for Power
as it is Seen by Prot. Wyckoff
of Princeton.

The Canadian Club had for its guest |

at luncheon yesterday a distinguished
American sociologist in Prof, Walten
"Wyckoff of Princeton, Who spoke on
“Industrialism.” He asked, is industri-
alism furnishing a remedy for the prob-
lems it has created, or is it involving
us in deeper economic problems? Is 1t
quickening the higher life of society, or
it is stunting the better side of life? To
solve these problems he became an un-
skilled laborer and traveled to Califor-
nia, earning what he could by the
work of his own hands, assisted
with a certain amount of knowledge.
He concluded that industrialism is on
trial; but, that from the advance it has
made it is possible to forecast some-
thing of the verdict.

Industrinlism has effected a cleavage

in industrial society, a condition in
which capital administers the instru-
ments of production; the employe is en-
gaged in that production. Industrialism
has attempted the cash payment and a
link between capita] and labor isg th2
contract wage. While society was di-
vided ‘intp ‘strata, there were links of
common responsibility. Industrialism
has cleft soélety in twain and has at-
tempted to link it together by cash pay-
ments. Industriallsm has taken the arti-
san of the early domestic industries ang
separated him from the instruments of
his subject. It has degraded him from
the artist to make of him a machine
tender,

Industrialism has abolished serfdom
and -instituted the modern wage sys-
tem. We find a whole area of the in-
dustrial world under the operation of
an unregulated parasitical crage, Chat-
tel slavery was in many respects supe-
rior to this sweater industry.

Wealth and Poverty.

Viewing art, education and religion
as characteristic of industrialism, he
sald the centreg of clvilization reveal
a hideous contrast, the vast majority of
laborers -being in tenements of sordid
ugliness, nothing to beautify their sur-
roundings or the outlook in life; on the
other hand, there is an ostentatious d's-
play of wealth. What ig mere chatac-
teristic of this than the modern sky-
scrapers, inspired by a lust for gain?
If one goes into an art gallery in Paris
he sees a technique superior to the Ita-
lian renaissance. We have things now
which years ago they.had not. Educa-
tion to-day is a development on techn-
ical ground. Students go into it and
train for as the athlete goes into a race,
It is a race for wealth. If the world
lastg ten million years longer, it will
still remain true to the teaching in the
words of the Nazarene, “God is a spirit,
They who worship Him must worship
Him in spirit and in truth”; but in con-
trast with this view of religion, we
