MULGRAVE, N. S., Dec. 7.

—The first death to be
reported as due to the bliz-
zard occurred here when
Michael Keating, 68, Collec-
tor of Customs, dropped dead
of apoplexy while fighting his
way through the drifts to his
office, yesterday.

EW YORK, Dec. 7.—North-
eastern States and Eastern
Canada today counted a toll of
17 dead from record breaking
early season low temperatures
and snowfall of the past few
days, which also caused ice
blockades that threatened to tie
up lake and river shipping for
the winter.

There were 12 dead in New
England alone, while New York
recorded three, New Jersey one
and Nova Scotia one. Consider-
able suffering was also reported
and the larger cities spent thous-
ands of dollars for the removal
of snow, which in places reach-
ed a depth of 12 inches. Rail
and automobile traffic is rap-
idly approaching normal, how-
ever.

All seven members of the crew of
the three-masted schooner W. M. Rein-
hardt were rescued by breeches buoy
early today after the craft had been
driven ashore at Race Point during a
gale near Provincetown, Mass.

A. P. Paterson, author of “The,
I'rue Story of Confederation,” which |
has created a Dominion-wide impres-|

He outlined the events leading up to |
the appointment of the Duncan and |
Freight d&tates commissions. Much of}
the credit for this was due to the un-.
tiring efforts of Mr. Sclanders, he sgid. !
He referred to the statement of Hon.
W..S. Fielding made in 1903 when that
honorable gentleman stated that it was
time that the Maritimes were accorded |
fair treatment. The appointment of
the two commissions was the first step
in- that direction, he said. Extracts
from speeches. in parliament were
quoted by the speaker, who stated that
every member of the House had
pledged his support to the cause of the
Maritimes. The desire to give the
Maritimes their proper place was shown
by the reception accorded A. M. Beld-
ing and J. D. McKenna on their trip|
gcross Canada. He referred to the
agreement necessary between the Mari-
time Provinces, Ontario and Quebec
before Confederation could have come |
into effect.  That agreement, he said,
should be used in the judging of the
case of these provinces. The agree-
ment was formed in London between
representatives of the provinces and the
Imperial Government and should be
used as the basis of the treatment to
the Maritime Provinces that is due
them. A country, he said, should be
built from the seaboard inward.

In referring to the remarks of the
speaker, President Simms said that it
was fitting that on the eve of the open-
ing of parliament these  facts
should be brought before those present
in order to create a better understand-
ing. The generating power beh!nd the
fight for Maritime Rights, he said, was
Mr. Sclanders and Mr. Patterson. He
then called on Walter Wilson, who was
born in Saint John and who for some
vears was president of the Peace River |
Board of Trade and who at present is
vice-president of that body.

L. W. SIMMS

Mr. Simms in his annual address
who spoke as follows:

“It is hardly two years ago that a
group of citizens of -this city got to-
gether round a dinner table and spent
several hours facing in the frankest
manner the serious, yes alarming, sit-
uation obtaining not only in our city
but in the whole of these Maritime
Provinces.

“This was no case of men with in-
sufficient to engage their attention,
seeking a pastime. Many of these men

! were literally fighting with their backs

to the wall for the continued existence
of the enterprises upon which their
livelihood and that of their loved ones
depended.

“The war boom had brought a false
hope that chronic handicaps had at last
been removed. The long depression

had been faced courageously in the be- |

lief that it was one of those waves of
adversity that would pass like others
had done with the turn in the econo-
mic cyele. Possibly it was the unpre-
cedented gravity of thes crises in the
experience of these men that led them
to look deeper and farther afield than
they ever had before.. There was
brought home to them the fact that
while other communities also had their
troubles, serious eneugh, arising out
of this depression that, overshadowing
the dip in the curve that we strove to
overcome in common with our neigh-
bors, there was another declining
curve, covering a span of upwards ot
half a century, that was not to be
found in any other comparable com-
munity but was peculiarly ours.

“Not all of this dinner group were
then members of the Board of Trade,
but all recognized that whatever they
might find to criticize in the past this
was the omly logical organization or in-
strument through which to work in
any attempt to surmount these deep-
seated and chronic impediments.

EXECUTIVE OBTAINED

“You will recall that those who were
induced to make possible our forward
movement by special subscriptions cov-
ering a three-year period were not
promised any program save that we
would endeavor to obtain the best exe-
cutive to be had in the country and
that under his direction we would
spare no effort to first find and then
remove the obstructions to the progress
vital to our communities’ very life.

“That we were eminently successful
in finding that outstanding executive
has been brought home to us with ever
increasing conviction and satisfaction.
That this has been recognized not only
in Saint John but throughout our three
provinces, was strikingly demonstrated
at the recent annual xr}cciing of the
Maritime Board of Trade 2t Truro,
where his appointment as secretary
grew out of a spontaneous desire on the
part of all present that he should be
thus placed in a position to the better
continue that co-ordinating and inspir-
ing influence that had played such an
fmportant part in crystalizing and pro-
moting the successive efforts that led
up to the action of the Dominion Gov-
ernment in the freight rate enquiry and
the appointment of the Duncan Com-
mission.

“Reference has been made to the
three-year period of our forward move’
ment.

“We have never lost sight of Lthe fact
that our first responsibility was to our
own local community, but more and
more it has come home to us that our

WORK OF MR. SCLANDERS

“As your president has watched the
untiring devotion with which Mr.
Sclanders spared not himself to labor
in our cause, he has realized how little
he has done personally to deserve the
great honor you have conferred on him
in breaking a wise precedent of long
standing to elect him for a third term.
Probably the best service he has ren-
dered was to impart to Mr. Sclanders
at times when the task was heavier
than usual, the confidence and faith
that we all have in him.

“It should not be forgotten that Mr.
Sclanders’ services for the three most
valuable months of our year were lost
to the board this fall during his ser-
vice as secretary of the Duncan Com-
mission.

“Again this year as last I find it ex-
| ceedingly difficult to select from the
| mass of interesting activities those
items which can be included within
reasonable scope and have made no
aettempt to place them in the order of
their relative importance.

“Because industry ‘illustrated, per-
haps better than any other feature, the
nature of the difficulties with which
Mr. Sclanders has been confronted, it
is given first place in the brief refer-
ences here listed.

“Probably. nothing could do more for
Saint John than new industries. This
was one of our chief objectives in our
forward movement. Mr. Sclanders was
directly responsible for bringing several
ixlnlportant industries to the border
citfes.

INDUSTRIES SOUGHT

“While realizing that our chances for
success in bringing important new en-
terprises to Saint John will be in-
creased an hundred fold when the re-
liefs we are confidently expecting from
the Duncan report and the Railway
Commission enquiry are realized, we
have not been .altogether idle regard-
ing both actual and potential pros-
pects.

“Negotiations have been in progress
with three concerns, any one of which
would be a distinct asset to Saint John.
Two of these are of a decidedly hope-
ful nature, but are not developed to
the stage where a definite reference to
them would be wise. We can say,
however, that within a week important
executives of a prominent manufactur-
ing concern have paid. -a second visit
to Saint John and have expressed their
definite desire to locate a branch plant
here that would take on almost imme-
diately from 100 to 200 employes and
if successful would in less than five
years’ time employ up to 800.

“These men made a significant state-
ment when they said, “This industry
| can only succeed by meeting the com-
| petition of plants elsewhere. Our costs
{ for labor, transportation, taxation,
| power, etc., must be on a par with
| that obtaining in other manufacturing
| centres.”

their statements have been very en-
couraging. However, what we most
require if progress is to be made, and
what—so far as can be ascertained—
we have never had, are a few experi-
enced prospectors. . It is to such .men
that all countries owe their mineral
development. But, unfortunately, the
Mining Act of the province discour-
ages rather than encourages their ad-
vent, and must be revamped along
lines which have done so much for
Ontario, Quebec, Manitoba and Brit-
ish Columbiia. Nova Scotia is appar-
ently alive to the matter.and/is now !
revising her Act upon which the Act
of New Brunswick is modeled.

“The whole trouble would seem to
be that we have no confidence, in the
importance of our mineral resources.
Otherwise, the present Act would have
been thrust into the discard long ago.
However, our government is now in-
terested and will, doubtless, right the
matter promptly.

“The Board has made a study of
the various mining ac¢ts operating
throughout Canada, and is respectfully
convinced that the complete revision of
our Act must precede any material
mineral development in this province.
A few substantjal mineral discoveries
in this province would prove a quick,
cheap means of adding to’ our popula-
tion and prosperity. Think of what
minerals are doing for Ontario and

Quebec.
AGRICULTURE

..“Our Board deems .it of the, highest
importance that it should adopt a sin-
cerely: interested and helpful attitude
toward agriculture, .and this it has
consistently done. Our conviction is
that the agricultural possibilities of our
province are capable of remarkable ex-
pansion. and  that, upon such expan-
siofi the general prosperity of the
province materially depends. We feél
that .the problems of the farmer are
not him and his only, but are equally
ours—for, beyond all argument, the in-
terests of commerce and agriculture
are inseparably interdependent.

Conference of Farmers and- Busi-
ness Men—Therefore, in pursuit of our
end, we are arranging for a conference |
of farmers and business men at this |
city during January. On the 17th of
December fourteen leading agricultur-
ists will meet at our offices to com-
plete arrangements for the conference
and to. decide as to the.matters.it will |
deal with, It is our confident belief
that this effort will bear most valuable
fruit. i

“Agricultural Supply ‘and-Demand—
Over a year ago we compiled statistics
to show that New Brunswick was an-
nually ‘importing from other ' prov-
inces about seven million dollars worth
of products which her own .farms
could raise to advantage. By ‘ham-
mering away at this fact we have grad-
ually driven it home. It is a fact that
has gone far to imbue the farmer with
renewed courage.

“And, speaking of productioh, it is
stated by one of our leading -agricul- |
tural authorities that the farms®of this
province are not now registering an
average production of much more than
one- tenth of their possibilities under
ordinary farm practice.

SHEEP FARMING

“Nzxt spring we have arranged for
a large and influential corporation to
investigate the advantages of our prov-
ince for the establishment of sheep
farming on a large scale under the
guidance of experienced-Old Country
shepherds. - If we can show our: con-
ditions to be as favorable for the suc-
cessful conduct of this industry’ as we
believe we can, the corporation have
undertaken to go ahead.

In the case of an
ordinary tramp, it means about $1,000
extra per voyage—a rather ‘serious
handicap, which we contend the ex-
cellent casualty record of the route
does not justify.

“Prior to the past year, this pre-
mium was double the present rate
| during winter. However, the board
managed to induce its modification to
the present figures.

WEST INDIAN SERVICE.

“The withdrawal by the Royal Mail
Steam Packet Company of the two
steamers heretofore plying between
Saint John and Halifax and the West
Indian Islands of the eastern group,
and Demerara, left but two steamers
in the service, which was thus reduced
from a fortnightly to merely a month-
ly one. For such reduction, the sub-
stitution of two C. G. M. M. steamers
does not compensate, as these providc
no suitable mail and passenger serv-
ice. The board has made strong rep-
resentations to the“government as to
the seriousness of the delay in
filling the obligation to improve
service between Canada and the West
Indies. Our West Indian committee,
under the chairmanship of Mr. A. F.
Blake, has also interviewed Hon.
James Malcolm, Minister of Trade
and Commerce, and gone thoroughly
into the whole matter with that gentle-
man. In our opinion, the West Indian
service should be handled by a pri-
vate shipping concern subsidized by

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W. C. Milner Writes

on Maritime Problems

(Toronto Globe)
The following is the first of two letters
by Dr. W. C. Milner of Wolfville, N. S,
dealing with Maritime Province problems.
TO the Editor of The Globe: Certain causes
for depression in the Maritime Provinces that
| have not been dealth with in the Duncan report
are worth considering by those who are studying
the industrial conditions down here. We are
criticized for not adopting steam when wooden
vessels declined.

Over twenty years ago the City of Halifax and
the Town of Dartmouth united in a well-consider-
ed printed appeal to Parliament to relieve the
business of steel shipbuilding from the incubus of
i protective duties which placed the business at a

serious disadvantage in competition with British
. shipbuilding. This was followed by the shipyard
owners of -Quebec, Toronto, Collingwood, etc.,
| offering to build steel vessels if a bounty was given

At that date the annual consumption of steam
vessels in the coastal, protective, harbor, river and
| canal services equalled 50,000 tons. By standard-
izing the work, giving each a specialty, the builders
had confidence they could create a steel shipbuild-
| ing industry; vards were to be established also
! in Halifax and Saint John. The matter was dis-
cussed in Parliament more than once.

W. F. Maclean, M. P., in the debate on Feb. 10,
1908, in advocating a bounty, asked: “What better
agent could our Empire

deaf ears. The rural constituencies of Ontario
were not concerned with shipbuilding or intensely
interested in the welfare of the Maritime Provinces.

Such
is the supreme wisdom of our Ottawa rulers.

Trade Diverted to West.

Until the completion of the Intercolonial the
Cities of Saint John and Halifax as well as the
| farming districts enjoyed rate prosperity. Farmers
{ had a ready market for their products and the
. wholesale houses of these cities supplied the stores
in the small towns and country villages and took
their produce. When the line was opened travelers
from the commercial houses of Montreal and To-
ronto suddenly invaded their territory in shoals;
a country trader not visited by them was a rarity.
| It was not many months before the wholesale
dealers of the Maritime Provinces found their back
i country cut off by wholesale houses west.

The result was disastrous to them. Halifax
had twelve wholesale dry goods houses alone that
went down. Country traders, shipping their pro-
duce instead to the cities and thereby paying for
their purchases, were obliged to rake and scrape
! up the cash for Montreal and Toronto houses. A
home market for such produce fell off, and then
the incentive for production ceased. Farm property
decreased in value; farmers’ sons and daughters
commenced to flee from the country; flourishing
settlements were almost decimated; farmhouses
! were boarded up, and fields grew up in thistles
For lack of a working population,
| wages have advanced to a point te be a serious
| handicap to farmers. Lack of enterprise and
initiative, as charged, had nothing to do with
conditions that were beyond the control of the

people.

Coal Prices Soar.

Probably the price of coal—two or three hun-
dred per cent. greater than in the State of Maine
beside us—was the most potent cause of hard
times here. St. James Street, Montreal, interests
obtained control about twenty-five years ago of
the Cape Breton coal fields held by the Dominion
Coal”'Company. Previously the price of coal in
Halifax was $3.50 per ton. St. James Street worked
both the coal fields and the Maritime consumer
to the limit, raising the price from $3.50 to $12
per ton, while the low prices in Boston and Mont-
real remained undisturbed. This increased the
cost of living to every family and was destructive
to industries depending upon it for heat and
power. An increase of even a dollar a ton on a
million tons means a tax of a million dollars. As
the local consumption was nearly two millions of
tons, the enormous tribute paid by the people to
St. James Street can be imagined.
| It was impossible for the coal company to work
! hoth the mines and the Maritime consumer with-
out official protection. As the Government per-
sistently ignored all representations as to local
increase in prices, suspicion has arisen that the
company in its profiteering had a sleeping partner.

The absorption of Maritime banks by Montreal
and Toronto has also been injurious to the Mari-
time Provinces. Farmers need capital as much
as any other industrial class. Formerly every
community possessed one or more moneyed men
who made a business of loans to farmers on time—
gencrally on mortgage. Short-date banking loans—
60 or 90 days—do not give accommodation to a
farmer building a barn, buying machinery, break-
ing up land, etc. To secure such capital as deposits
at 3 per cent. was one purpose of the banks when
they established branch offices in every moneyed
locality, and many millions that would have been
available to farmers have gone to swell the bank
deposits at Montreal and Toronto.

Quaint Ceremony in Con-
nection with Buccleuch’s
Estate

LLONDON, Dec. 7—The Duke of
Buccleuch is the richer by $2.50. On
the Eve of St. Martin, his appointed
agent, before the sun rose observed
all rites of an ancient charter and, in
an open field, took the “Collection of
Wroth Silver.”

Hundreds watched the scene in the
meadow on Knightlow Hill, which is
capped by a Druidic tumulus. In the
middle of the mound is all that is
left of the Knightlow Hill Praying-
cross, into a weather-smoothed cav-
ity of which the “silver” is dropped
each year.

A 7 am., the agent called for ‘Si-
lence” turned to the east and, in a
solemn voice, read from a large leath-
er-bound book:

“This is the Charter of Assembly
of all those liable to the tax.

“The Wroth Silver is now due and
payatje at Knightlow Cross before
Sun-rising.

“Non-payment thereof entails for-
feiture of 20 shillings or a wild white
bull with red ears and a red nose.

“As you throw your dues into the
hollow of the cross each is required
to repeat the words “Wroth Silver,”
which is quit-money.

Then came the names of the 23
parishes, and places liable to the tax.

*“Arley, one penny.”

Arley’s penny dropped into the hol-
low of the cross, and was followed by
the dues of other places, ranging from
Radford Semele’s 8c. to Leamington
Hastings’ 25c¢, and Harbury’s 80c.

NO EXTRA CHARGE

Commodities Shipped in Fibre
Containers at Usual Rates

MONTREAL, Dec. 7.—No addition-
al charge of five cents cubic foot or
ten cents per hundred pounds, will be
charged by the steamship lines, in the
Canadian Trans-Atlantic conference,
for the transportation of commodit-
ies packed in fibre containers, which
was to have applied as from January
1, 1927, until further investigation has
been made.

The conference, which waived this
contemplated charge temporarily, an-
nounced on Saturday that bills of
lading, covering commodities moving
from Canadian Atlantic. ports to
United Kingdom and continental ports
on and after January 1, and packed in
fibre, veneer or plywood containers,
will be endorsed with the following
clauses:

“Packages insufficient in strength—
insufficiently protected—it is agreed
that the shipper assumes all risk of
loss and of damage not occasioned by
negligence of the carrier.”

COOLIDGE URGES
TAXATION RELIEF

Presidential Address to Opening
of Congress Touches on
Farm Matters,

Associated Press.

WASHINGTON, - Dec. 7—Some
form of temporary tax relief, and “a
sound solution,” if possible, of the
farm marketing problem were urged
by President Collidge today in his an-
nual message to Congress.

He left the specific methods to the
legislators themselves, stipulating only
that a prospective $383,000,000 treas-
ury surplus should not be regarded as
warranting a permanent tax revisiom,
and that in approaching the farm re-
lief problem Congress should shun any-
thing savoring of price-fixing.

The President also suggested that
steps should be taken “at an early
day” to transfer the Philippines from
the military to- the civil branch of the
government; proposed that something
be done to end the ‘great inconvenience
and expense’ caused by lowering the
level of the Great Lakes; renewed his

stand for the protective tariff and for
complete observance of prohibition;
again pledged his administration to
economy; and laid down a long list
of other suggestions, although conced-
ing that in the short session no ex-
tensive program of general legislation
would be possible.

The message contained no mention
of the World Court, a subject which
he said in his Kansas City speech he
would not again submit to the Sen-
ate. Nor was there anly direct ref-
erence to Mexico.

TESTS OF QUALITY

Recently, investigators in the Uni-
versity of Missouri, Mrs. Eva M. Davis
and Hannah A. Stillman, have at-
tempted additional tests to find out
what proportion of vegetable and
fruit juices would be equivalent to or-
anges in growth promoting qualities.

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8,000 Youthed Cross Members
Work For Fellows In Province;
Supervisor Tells of Journey

“I.Serve” is the motto of the Junior
Red Cross and very nobly are the 8,000
Juniors of New Brunswick serving
those less fortunate children of the
province who are in need of remedial
care. 5

Miss Jessie I. Lawson, Junior Red
Cross supervisor, who has just returned
from visiting several provincial cen-
tres in the interests of Junlor work,
spoke yesterday  of a number of the
cases of handicapped children for whom
the Juniors are providing care and with
whom she was in touch during her re-
cent trip. While in Woodstock she had
taken up the case of Wilfred, the four-
year-old boy, who had been listed for
treatment at the time the provincial
survey was made by the Junior Red
Cross with the co-operation of the Ro-
tary Club and the Department of Edu-
cation. The family had been deserted
by the mother and Wilfred was one of
four or five children. The father was en-
deavoring to be both father and mother
but Wilfred had physical handicaps
and when first located was a pitiful
case indeed. He could not walk or
talk or feed himself. He was taken to
the Woodstock Hospital about the mid-
dle of September, where he had his ton-
sils and adenoids removed and under-
went special treatment.

A marvellour improvement was ef-
fected and he was able to walk, to talk
a little and to feed himself. He has
heen transferred to the General Public
Hospital in Saint John and efforts are
to be made to find a home where he
can have personal care and supervision
for some little while longer.

AT ST. LEONARD

At St. Leonard, Miss Lawson looked
up another pitiful case, little Geraldine,
a four-vear-old child, who was badly
burnt lasu April but as she lived re-
mote from doctors and medical care
she had received no proper care. The
unhealed sores on her back and chest
were terrible to look at. A big scar
on her face was twisting it out of shape
and a raw ulcer under her arm had
heen so painful that through holding
her atm away from the sore spot the
<kin-of the upper arm had grown on
in the chest. The little girl wasbrought
tn St. Leonard because the Red Cross
nutpost hospital was opened there and
after several days of treatment she al-
readv showed great improvement. It
would be some months before she
would be fully recovered, however. But
<he, too, was receiving ecare through
the Juninr Red Cross fund.

At Fredericton, Miss Lawson ar-
ranged fot a speclal eve clinle at which
ten children from Plaster Rock at-
tended. The children traveled all that
long distance accompanied by Miss
Agnes Joynes, instructor of the Red
Cross Fnme niirsing ~ classés - that
community.

Mr. Kirkpatrick told the company,
that, weather permitting there would
be from 12 to 15 tramp steamers here
in December for grain and there would
need to be close co-operation on the
part of all concerned to see that they
got quick despatch and that regular
liners were not held up because of
the new business offering. This busi-
ness would, he felt, tax the facilities
of the port to the utmost and if the
port was to get more business and
handle it expeditiously more berths
would have to be provided at once.

The harbor master suggested that as
far as possible, the tramp steamers
coming for grain use Berths 15 and
16 and this was agreed to. It was
also said that grain could be loaded
lat night to hurry along loading oper-
ations.

ROMANS COINS ARE
FOUND IN ENGLAND

Noted Historian Says Discovery
May Cause Re-writing of
History

LONDON, Dec. 7—Professor R. G.
Collingwood, the greatest living au-
thority on the Roman occupation of
Britain, in an interim report on the
large number of Roman coins found
at Knott End, Fleetwood, in Septem-
ber, states that the imporfance of the
discovery is so great that it may
necessitate the entire rewriting of the
history of Roman Britain.

There are a number of coins struck
in Rome among the hoard, and thesc
are not only a rarity, but are exceed-
ingly important because they are like-
ly to throw light upon the problem
of “coin drift,” the new theory
amongst archaeologists who maintain
that the speed of travel of coins in
those days could be judged just as
today the progress of a bottle flung
into the sea may be forecast.

Two coins bear the names of the
Emperor~ Valerian and Salonius, and
were minted in Rome, so that by the
“coin drift” theory the date of the
occupation of the northwestern regions
of England by the Romans may be
definitely fixed, and it is likely to
revolutionise all previous ideas on the
subject.

QUEBEC IS LEADER

Of 20,141 Canadian Babies,
One-third Born in Quebec

OTTAWA, Dec. 7—Of the 20,141
babies born in Canada last May,
more than a third, 7,207, were born
in Quebec Province. In the other
eight provinces there were 995 births
less than in May, 1925. Comparison
with last year cannot be made in the
case of Quebec because no vital sta-
tistics were kept then. The decrease

in English-speaking Canada is dis-

tributed proportionately over 'the
eight provinces, showing that the de-
crease is steady from year to year.
The addi‘ion of Quebec to vital sta-
tistics area has resulted in an in-
crease proportionately in deaths
among children under a year old.

On
future occasions of this nature which
are being planned for, opportunity will
be given for members to bring any
matter before the board that should
have our attention.

“In this connection, and at the sug-
gestion of J. D. McKenna, several Mari-
timers who have achieved outstanding
success in other parts of Canada, have
been invited to address our members.

Ward J. Pitfield, president of the Royal
Securities of Montreal, and A. J. Nes-
bitt, of Nesbitt, Thomson & Co., also
of that city.

“True Story of Confederation,” in the
interval prior to the publication of the
Duncan Report, cannot fail to bear in-
valuable fruit.

NEW DAY OF UNITY. IN TRADE

“Up to this time, while much splen-
did work has been done by indivi-

dual Boards of Trade in all the im-
portant centres throughout Canada,
there has heen no chamnel through
which they ¢ould articulate with a
national voice.

“In the Maritime Provinces, the
Maritime Board has likewise failed
to furnish such a channel due to in-
adequate service being available and
Its sponsors lacking the support of
important local Boards in any pro-
gram proposed. .

“Consequently the local Boards of
Trade have' confined themselves
very largely to matters of local con-
cern. Each Board has occasionally
had recourse to its local representa-
tive to bring some matter to the at-
tention of the Federal or Provincial
Government, but these representa-
tions were frequently feeble and in-
effective.

“If the new  Canadian Board of
Trade realizes its pessibilities, every
local Board of Trade will have the
opportunity to take on an entirely

new significance in our future na-
tional developments.

“We sometimes fail to appreciate
that the Parliamentary system of
government first evolved in Great
Britain, and with but minor varia-
tions, adopted by all of the democ-
racies of today, is but a child of
yesterday in the light of the thous-
ands of years of human experience.
No one will claim that the last word
in efficacy has been said in any of
these systems of Government. No
one can view the proceedings of any
legislature without feeling that the
Party system fails to reflect the con-
structive spirit of co-operation that
men are more and more feeling is
essential to progress in any field.
Thers must be some solution to be
found to offset or bring into balance
the tremendous waste of time, ener-
gy and resources .so evident in party
strife.

“Men are becoming increasingly
impatient over the futile strivings
that occupy such a large place in
partisan manoeuverings. It is safe
to predict that a representative sys-
tem of government which, whether
it be Civie, Provincial or National-
involves the yielding of such a large
degre of initiative to a small group
of men, for a protracted period, must
and will be supplimented in some
adeqnate way that will bring the im
mense latent resources of construc-

responsibility in various walks of
life to Bear continuously on the eco-
nomic, social, yes and political prob-
lems of the day. It is obvious that
with rather rare exceptions, we have‘
failed to induce men of large capaci-
ty and administrative experience to
become representatives in the ?cal
or larger fields, and that therelore
there are many more men of this
calibre without, than within the cir-
cles of government.

GOVERNMENT FUNCTIONS

“There are still to be found those
who would have Government assume
responsibility for every last function
in human relationships which volun-
tary agencies can be induced or com-
pelled to relinquish. The, trend to-
day lowever, is rather back to the
principle advocated in the middle of
the last century by John Stuart Mill
that ‘“nothing which can be done by
the voluntary agency of individuals
gshould be left to the state.” Under
this conception the chief end of gov-
ernment, whether  Civic, Provincial
or Federal is to insure security and
stability for the community.
ordinate to this is the provision of!
services for the commonwealth, With
economy and efficiency as the domi-
nant notes of government in arrang-
ing for the provision of these services,
the application of these principles,
not homage at the altar of either
private or public ownership theories
should determine its course.

“The government that has the
clearest conception of its responsi:
bilities, will be one who will keep its
machinery at the irreducible mini-
mum, consistent with its commission
and will inspire its citizens to an
active sense of responsibility by chal:
lenging them to their highest exer:
tion of initiative, co-operation and
self reliance in caring for all com-
munity interests that are not funda-
mentally a necessary government
function,

“On the other hand, this concep:
tion puts to the test the spirit exist-

Sub-|

ing in each community and through-

work together, to arrive at a com-
mon mind and give effect to their
conelugions. Herein lies the oppor-
tunity in the future for the Boards
of Trade and Chambers of Com-
merge, first in the loeal fields and
in co-operation, throughout - the
length and breadth of Canada.

CONCEPTION BROADENS

“We have conceived of the terms
trade and commerce in too narrow a
| sense in the past, If such a board or
chamber consists of a little coterie of
men who entertain g sense of possession
of an organization that they have built
up for expediting the grinding out of
dollars in their respective enterprises
or where they may air their empty and
irresponsible views om problems they
do nothing to forward, then such men
should be swept aside and others se-
lected who realize that in a very real
sense a Board of Trade belongs to a
whole cotnmunity, holds in trust a
stewardship that concerns not its mem-
bership alone but the poseibility to in-
fluence for good or ill every citizen of
the territory in which it operates.

Liberal Nominee From Vac-
ant Seat Likely By
Acclamation

BATHURST, Dec. 6—Clovis T.
Richard, barrister, of Bathurst,
was chosen at the Liberal conven-
tion today, at Caraquet, as the Lib-
eral nominee to represent the coun-
ty of Gloucester in the provincial
legislature to fill the vacancy made
by._the elevation to the portfolio of
Postmaster-General in the Domin-
ton cabinet of Hon. Dr. P. ¢J.
Veniot, former representative of
the county in the provincial House,
As it has been agreed between gov-
ernment supporters and the opposition
that there would be no contest for a
Liberal nominee, a saw-off having been
made with respect to the by-election in
Saint John county, Mr. Richard will
be elected by acclamation on Dec. 11,

MADE UNANIMOUS.

Mr. Richard’s nomination was made
unanimous after a vote was taken on
his name and that of P. P. Morrais, of
Lower Caraquet, the former receiving
63 ballots and Mr. Morrais, 17.
Speeches were delivered by the candi-
date who thanked the gathering for
the honor conferred on him, and by J.
A. Doucett, M.L.A. The secretary, J.
Aurel Allain, read a letter from Hon.
P. J. Veniot and one from Senator O.
Turgeon in which they expressed their
regret at being unable to attend the
convention.

OTHERS NOMINATED.

As soon as the convention got down
to business, Herbert Reid, of Stone-
haven, was nominated by Henry Scott
but Mr. Reid requested that his name
be withdrawn. John G. Robichaud was
also proposed but Mr. Robichaud de-
clined to allow his name to be placed
before the delegates. DP. R. Leger, M.
L. A., then nominated P. P. Morrais
and in doing so stated that in the ab-
cence of Mr. Morrais from the county
he was acting on his behalf. Clovis T.
Richard, barrister, of Bathurst, was
nominated by Louis P. Duguay, sec-
onded by William G. Fenwick. These
two names were placed before the dele-
gates and on a vote Mr. Richard re-
ceived 63 and Mr. Morrias, 17. On
motion Mr. Richard’s nomination was
made unanimous.

local packing plant has already dem-
onstrated, as did the canning plant
operated here last season and which
will operate next season on a larger
scale. Undoubtedly, our agricultural
outlook is brightening. From now
on better things may be reasonably
anticipated.

HOPE FOR IMMIGRATION

“Then, in the vital matter of immi-
gration, surely there is now much more
reason for hope than there ever was.
No one will question that. Our claims
have been admitted by all the powers
that be. At last, after many, many
years, we have succeeded in attracting
earnest attention to our crying need
for new people.

“There is also the nationalization of
our port, upon which our great. rail-
ways are at one with us, and as to
which I confidently believe our people
are unanimous. Surely, this is most
hopeful. Nothing could mean more for
us. Nothing could so quickly open
up for us a new vista of great promise.

“Again, we have, at last, clearly de-
fined our freight rate handicaps in a
very able brief, which is now on the
knees of the gods, and which we have
every reason to believe will prevail to
our material advantage by enabling
for us a much.wider domestic market
than we ever had. In the three-score
years—since Confederation—have we
ever had such solid cause for hopeful-
ness in this most important direction?

RATES READJUSTMENT

“It follows, too, that a satisfactory
readjustment of our freight rates will
remove the main obstacle now ob-
structing our industrial development,
which is hopeful indeed in a commu-
nity so seriously requiring substantial
additions to its pay roll.

“True, our lumber industry is now
passing through a transition, and is
destined ere long to emerge as a pulp
and paper industry. To that end re-
markable progress has been recorded
during the past year. while still great-
er things are in the wind. Here, too,

The resolution said it had been re-

“If this be true,” it said, it “was
inconceivable that so large a sum of
money would be expended without ex-
pectations of personal gain.”

In the first there
were two little tots. The second had
three children, and the third had eight.
The plight of the first was the plight
of the others. She had about a hatful
of 'soft coal in a paper bag, her whole
stock of fuel. In answer to a question
she showed me a piece of bread about
as big as a man’s clenched fist, her
whole stock of eatables. The father
of the eight children had been so far
fortunate as to start work at his trade,
that of a carpenter, last Saturday
morning. He will be paid forty-five
cents an hour. The man he works for,
however, has a custom of keeping back
five days’ pay from each of his em-
ployes. It is hoped he will not insist
on this in the present instance. These
are just three cases which I am con-
vinced could be dup.icated again and
again in our city. The past summer
was such a poor one for work, and
there are still so many men unable to
find employment. Let all do their best
to alleviate the distress; at least try
and fill up the Empty Stocking Fund
and so ensure these poor children a
touch of gladness in their bleak ex-
perience.
