BANDIT AND

MESSENGER
DIE IN DUEL

Make Wild Street Battle in
New York in Day-
light, '

DARING ROBBERIES

et

Outlaws Get $50,000 in
Gems and $12,500
Payroll

(Canadian Press.)

New York, Oct. 11—Two daring
daylight robberies, in one of which a
robber and a messenger were killed in
a gun duel, yesterday netted bandits

$62,500.

The first occurred in Columbus
avenue yesterday, when five robbers
sent a wrapped brick crashing through
a pawn shop window and escaped in
an automobile with $50,000 in gems,
while communicants ' were pouring
from a Catholic church nearby. Clerks
fired at the bandits, but missed, and
taxis and private cars which took up
the pursait were forced to abandon the
chase pecause of the heavy trafiic.

The second robbery occurred yester-
day afternoon in West 18th street in
front of Rothenberg’s department
store, when two messengers, bound. for
a bank with $12,500 to deposit, were
held up by four highwaymen.

Fatal Duel,

Alexander Oliker, one of the mes-
sengers, fired and killed Harry Cramer,
one of the bandits, when the gang
“drew” on the départment store em-
ployes as they appeared on the side-
walk. Cramer, with- a bullet wound
in the temple, staggered to the middle
of the street amd fell dead.

His three confederates returned the
messenger’s fire, and Oliker fell, with’
his jugular vein severed. Even as he
fell, he snatched at the money bag
which the bandits had torn from the
hands of his companion, David Vogel,
but his grip failed. Still clutching the
bag, the thugs fled to a waiting car
and escaped.

Before departing, the bandits fired
again and again in every direction.
The front of the store was pock-
marked with bullets, and a score of
employes narrowly escaped injury.

in accordance with assurance given by
Mr. Sanderson, but saying nothing
more. The Mayor said this tclegram
aid not contain as much information
as he had hoped.

Mayor Fisher went on to say that J.
D. P. Lewin, solicitor for the N. B.
Electric Power Commission, told him
the necessary formal application  had
been made. The agreement had been
made verbally with the N. B. Power
Company and later the formal appli-
cation was made.

Commissioner Thornton said his in-
formation from Mr. Pooler and the N.
. Power Company directors was that
no formal application had been made.

Commissioner Wigmore said they
must find out at once who was re-
sponsible. The press had reported that
Hon. Mr. Smith had expressed surprise
that the connection with the N. B.
power plant had not been made. The
sitvation was not fair to the citizens,
and the responsibility must be fixed.

Commissioner Frink said the city
had a contract with the N. B. Electric
Power Commission to supply the city
with power, and the commission should
have either told the city they had made
an agreement with the N. B. Power
Company or that they were unable to
do so and would get the current else-
where. The city did not care where
they got the current, but it should be
supplied under the contract. It was
an extraordinary condition of affairs,
and should not be tolerated. They
must have a contract or no contract.

Commissioner Wigmore agreed with
the last speaker that everybody knew
there would be a shortage unless heavy
rains came, but in a conference with
the Premier and Hon. Dr. Smith they
liad replied they were prepared to carry
out their contract, if necessary going
to the length of expropriation. The
Premier, he said, had violated the con~
fidence of the people, and the respons=
ibility rested with the government it-

PUBLIC OWNERSHIP
OF ELECTRIC LINES

C. D. Emmons Cites Experi-
ences of Detroit in Muni-
ciapl Control.

Atlantic City, Oct. 11.—(By A. P.)—
Public ownership was scored as “so-
cialistic and in nine cases out of ten
saturated with politics and ineffici-
ency,” by C. D. Emmons, of Balti-
more, president of the American Elec-
tric Railway Association, addressing
that organization in conveniion here.
Several thousand electric railway men
from all parts of the world were pre-
sent.

The problem before all who would
preserve a prosperous, sane nation is
te demonstrate to the unthinking the
falsity of demagogues who advance the
socialistic causq and the ruin that lies
in adoption 03 their nostrums,” Mr.
Jmmons declared.

The Detyoit municipel street railway
JAitvation was cited by Mr. Emmons as
«n example of the inability of munici-
pal control advocates to keep their pro-
u.ises. There, he said, city officials
proclaimed, at the end of a year’s muni-
cipal operation, that they had made a
“profit of $1,000,000 under a five cent
fare” only to be compelled to admit,
u few weeks later, that the so-called
“profit” was gone and that a fare raise
and a new bond issue would be neces-
sary to keep the lines running.

“The people of Detroit were promis-
ed the five-cent fare, extended serv-
ice, the finest equipment and payment
for the property out of earnings, and
no more bond issues by municipal con-
trol advocates,” he sald.

“Such promises are easily made, but
not easy to live up to. Were it pos-
sible for a municipality to employ

Having done that, the duty of the pub-
labor and buy materials at lower prices
than privately owned companies must
pay, demagogic promises might be kept.
But one_rannot escape facts, and the
fuct in the case of Detroit is that when
it became necessary lo increase the
weges of employes of the Department
of Street Railway, those in charge of
the railways could turn only to the car
riders for the additional money, and
they increased the fare to six cents,
plus one cent for a transfer. They did
right, but they did nothing different
from what every privately owned pro-
perty hes had to do in similar circum-
stances.

“In this connection I think it is time-
ly and proper to state again the atti-
tude of the Association toward pub-
lic ownership. That we are opposed to
it is common knowledge, but why we
are opposed to it may not be under-
slood by the public. Our opposition
is not because we fear the loss of our
property—the laws of this country pro-
tect all enterprises from confiscation
without payment of the full value of
the property taken. Our opposition is
not due to fear of loss of profits, for
some of the largest railways in the
country have made no profits for sev-
eral years.

“Why, then, are we and all other
business organizations, opposed to pub-
lic ownership? Because it is foreign to
and in conflict with the fundamental
principles of the American govern-
ment; because it is socialistic; because
it is, in nine instances out of ten,
wasteful, saturated with politics and
inefficiency, and because, once it is es-
tablished as a principle, it means the
end of the representative form of gov-
ernment and the beginning of socialis-
tic government,

“The public in most communities has
come to understand that the street rail-
way companies are making every ef-
fort to provide adequate service, and
that they cannot do this unless a fair
deal is accorded them by the people.

“We have no quarrel with the pri-
vate automobile owner and we have no
quarrel with the bus except when the
bus enters territory that is rightfully
that of the electric railway. 1 say
rightfully because the states and com-
munities, in giving the companies the
right-to do business in the streets, re-
tain to themselves the power to regu-
late service and control rates of fare.

OUR SHARE OF $1,36,614,000.

In cash, in subsidies, lands, stock and
bond purchaseg and in payment of de-
ficits the peoplc of Canada—including,
pemember, thosc of the Maritime Prov-
inces—have put into Canadian railways
the sum of $1,861,614,000 according to
figures recently compiled at Ottawa,

We in the Maritime Provinces have
paid our share of this enormous total
according to our wealth and popula-
tion. Our credit as taxpayers is pledg-
ed for our share of any of this sum
which is represented in the national
debt. An eighth of it would be $170,-
000,000 in round figures. Roughly,
that is our contribution, The total is
staggering, and it does not include pro-
vincial or municipal payments. As
these latter do not affect the argument
they may be ignored and consideration
given only to the Maritime share of the

WHO GOT THE MILLIONS?

The Attorney General of Ontario is
now being reminded very forcibly that
_ over and above ‘the prosecution of the
Home Bank president and directors
it is his duty to.show who got five or
six million dollars which the depositors
and shareholders have lost, not to men-
tion other millions which are expected
to disappear as the realization of the
bank’s remaining assets are proceeded
- with. Somebody persuaded the Home
Bank to advance $1,143,000 to the
South New Orleans Light and Trac-
tion Company, which just now is pay-
ing neither interest nor sinking fund
charges, and the character of the loan
is well established by a description of
the street railway which has been pub-
lished in Toronto for the edification
of the Canadians whose money went
tnto it. Here is the picture:

PORTS EAST AND WEST.

The familiar doctrine that Canadian
ports and railways should handle Can-
adian trade was preached once more
by Hon, Ernest Lapointe, Minister of
Marine and Fisheries, at the opening
of the new Ballantyne pler in Van-
couver a few days ago, and on this
occasion, too, striking figures as to the
progress of the ‘western port were giv-
en, Canadian exports through Van-
couver in 1915—the year ended March
81—were valued at $14,118,000. . In
1920 the figures were $87,647,000, and
during the year ended March 81 last
the figures reached $61,718,000. Hon.
Mr. Lapointe predicts a wonderful
future for Vancouver, and with reason.
He speaks of the new pler and the
elevator now in process ot construction
as the first step toward providing the
far greater facilities which the flow of
trade will necessitate.

As to keeping Canadian trade in
Canadian channels, the Minister of
Marine made this reference:

“The building of the Panama Canal

has created an alternative route for
grain shipping which should prevent
any congestion on the Great Lakes and
Fthe St. Lawrence ports and should keep
for Canadian ports, Canadian railways’
and Canadian labor the handling of
Canadian’ products.”

This business of keeping the hand-
ling of Canadian products, and of our
imports too, for Canadian ports, Can-
adian railways and Canadian labor is
of profound interest in the Maritime
Provinces. It is not a plan that was
invented for our benefit. It is a policy
to which successive federal gov¥m-
ments, Liberal and Conservative, pledg-
ed themselves because they said it was
the best constructive policy for all Can-
ada, They said it was sound ftom both
the practical and patriofic standpoints.

So it was, and so it is. And the
way to keep Canadian traffic in Cana-
dian channels is to keep it there, It
is destructive of that policy to route

traffic through foreign harbors, to

build up alien ports at the expense of
our own,

The Prince of Wales, if he
was asked his opinion, might "adhere
to the idea that it is about one of°the
most difficult of positions, and that Is
why he is taking the opportunity of
visiting his Canadian ranch to be away
from all the trappings and ceremonies
of State for a brief respite. An ex-
amination of the chart now peing made
for the career of his small nephew, the
son of Princess Mary, reveals state-
craft, for although this youngster is
only six months old, he is to have his
future profession mappea out and set-
tled on without the chief participant
in the picture having a say therein.
He will have his playmates selected
for him from the nursery to manhood;
his hobbiés chosen—although he may
be allowed in after days, to pick for
himself a wife. But if he follows in
the footsteps of his Uncle David, who
is an intensely human and very matur-
al young man, he may set at naught
all the aspirations of his well-wishers
and diverge very materially from their
set programmes, And if he does he
will be merely illustrating the glor-
ious examples of history, for his great-
grandfather and. his great uncle, the
Duke of Clarence, did likewise. 1t
will be recalled that ghe Duke of Clar-
ence, when he was at school, wrote to
his grandmother, Queen Victoria, for
some pocket money. Insteﬁd, he re-
ceived by return mail a letter of ad-
monition, which also counselled the
strictest economy,

The result was he sold that letter
to an autograph hunter’ 1or a sum of
money which far exceeded the modest
demgnd he had originally made to the

when his brother King George remon-
strated, the Duke said:—*“You go whis-
tle ‘God save your granamother, and
leave me alone.”

QUEBEC NOT ILLITERATE.

Teronto Star)

The recent statemert of a Montreal
Rotarian at Sherbrooke that Canada,
next to Russia, is the most illiterate
land, and that 70 per cent. of Canadian
illiteracy is in Quebec, has called forth
a .protest from the Montreal news-
paper, La Presse.

L.a Presse points out that the domin-
icrr bureau of statistics credits Quehec
with having 76 per cent. of its children
from 5 to 18 years of age registered
in elementary schools in 1920, while 96
per cent. of those from 7 to 14 were
similarly registered. The actual attend-
ance in Quebec is about 75 per cent.
of the registration, a percentage ex-
ceeded only by British Columbja. La
Fresse further asserts that recent stat-
istics show only 12.66 per cent. of
illiterates in the ‘province and 9.71 per
cent. in the city of Montreal. Young
folk under seventeen years who work
in factories, etc., are examined by the
provincial authorities, and this dis-
closes only 4 per cent. illiterate. “In
Montreal, where about 15,000 young
men and women have been subjected
‘to the examination, the percentage
among French-Canadians is one and a
half per cent.”

The figures given by La Presse com-
plctely refute the statement attributed
to the Sherbrooke speaker. They were
already discredited by the reference to
Canada as the most illiterate land out-
side Russia—a remark so far from the
truth that many readers had already
concluded that the address was misre-
ported.

FIRPO PAPERS
ARE NULLIFIED

Boxzer Relieved of Obliga-
tion to Become Citizen
of the U. S.

i

New York, Oct. 11.—Luis Angel
Firpo, South American heavyweight
has officially repudiated any intention
of naturalization in his application last
week for United States -citizenship
papers, made peace with himself and
felt relieved at being re-established as
a true son of the Argentine. Accom-
panied by Promoter Tex Rickard, At-
torney Hyman Bushel and Guillermo
Widner, his secretary and interpreter,
Firpo visited County Clerk James A.
Donegan in the County Court House
and pleaded with tears in_his eyes for
the return of his application for first

papers.

The South American giant explained
that he had no thought at any time of
renouncing his allegiance ,to Argentina
and insisted that he thought when he
signed the application that he was ap-
plying for a certificate “such as is is-
sued in Venezuela and in some other
countries” to foreigners at a port of
entry, when they are about to tour the
country.

Firpo previously had appeared before
Merton E. Sturges, Chief Naturaliza-
tion Examiner for the United States in
this city, and County Clerk Donegan
| sent Eugene Schwartz, his general clerk
to represent him at a hearing in Mr.
Sturges’s office. At this hearing Wid-
mer explained that he himself was not
|an American citizen and had lived only
!a few months here, adding that he
| thought, as did Firpo, that the Argen-
tine heavyweight was recelving a cer-
tificate. Firpo’s eyes were moist when
he explained, through Widmar, that he
never entertained any thought of sur-
rendering his citizenship in the Argen-
tine and declared he flew into a rage
when he discovered, upon closg inspec-
tion of the first papers, that he had |
renounced allegiance to the Argentine
republic.

Mr. Sturges and Mr. Donegan, un-
able under the law to withdraw Firpo’s
application for citizenship, consented to
give the Argentine boxer a letter cer-
tifying that they believed he signed the
application under a misapprehension
and the subject of Firpo’s citizenship
was settled forthwith.

Firpo now is engaging himself with
the task of settling his business affairs
in order to permit his departure for
South America as quickly as possible.
According to Billy McCarney, who ar-
ranged Firpo’s barn-storming tour in
advance of the Dempsey bout, the
South American has engaged passage
subject to cancellation, on three differ-
ent ships. Firpo has booked passage
for boats sailing on Oct, 15, 18 and 20,
all going direct to Buenos Aires. It is
Firpo's intention to sail on the ship
leaving Oct. 15, if he can arrange his
business affairs accordingly. If not, he
will leave later. Widmer has engag
passage on a ship sailing from here for
South America on Saturday.

THE COUNTRY BOY.

(Manitoba Free Press.)

Some humorist has remarked that
the first essential to success is to select
the right kind of parents. Judging by
statistics which have been compiled at
various times it looks as if it would al-
so be necessary to select the country
as a birthplace. A very large per-
centage of prize winners in colleges
come from the farmg. The majority
of merchant princes and professional
leaders get their start in the cointry or
small towns. The majority of the
United States Presidents, it is said,
were farm bred. This makes a good
case for the farm as a factor in na-
tional life. Yet how- often the whole
rural world is looked upon with more
or less disdain. The city head is apt

to say to the country foot, “I have no
need of you.” Or it is as if the branches
of the tree said, “We have no need of
the roots.” ;
There is no intrinsic superiority of
the rural world over the urban. If
rural conditions offer more for the
nascent boy life than urban the reasons
should be patent to all who can look
a little below the surface. Some of the
reasons offered by way of explanation
to the country boy’s success are that he
has learned to do things; all kinds of
things, some pleasant and some dis-
agreeable. He learns for the most
part. to do them cheerfully. His chores
come night and morning, rain or shine,
mud or dust. His sense of duty is
well disciplined. When he comes into
contact with city life he is not likely
to ask for favors. He knows how to

be his own servant and solve his own
problems. His physical backbone is
developed, and in many cases where his
ambition to mave onward is strong, his
moral backbone is likewise developed.!

OIL AND WAR.

- (New York Evening Post.)

A special correspondent of the Boar
ton Transcript knows how the next
war will be brought about. “The
greatest war of all, for which Europe
is now preparing, may nominally be
fought upon any one of half a dozen
issues—but the secret fundamental is-
sue will be the fight for oil control.”
is a fairly common prophecy,
based upon the .assumption that the
world supply of oil is now known, and
that the methods of using It will re-

main about the same as they now are.
There is no scientific support for either

assumption. Neither has it been prov-
ed, in general, that economic necessi-
ties absolutely dictate national policies
and that unequal distribution of some
such necessity as oil will necessarily
result in war. i
Discovery, development and inven-
tion move much more rapidly nowa-
days than Governmental policies. In-
stead of donning the mantle of pro-
phecy to predict that this country is
going to exhaust its oil supply within
a few years and have to pay enormous
sums abroad, it seems to us much more
reasonable to predict that within a few
years some satisfactory way will be
discovered to use our enormous Sup-
plies of lignite so that a large part of
the interior market now depending

upon fuel oil will no longer need it.
Either prediction is a guess, but the
more optimistic guess seems to be the
safer because we know the lignite ex-
ists and no one knows how much oil
there is. The greatest experts in petro-
leum geology admit that “oil is where
you find it.”. Only recently new fields
have been developed in California at
depths that couldn’t have been drilled
15 years ago. How shall we dare to
guess what will be possible 20 years
hence?

Forecasts of oil exhaustion frequent-
ly stress the fact that salt water has
appeared in some of the Mexican oi1
fields, the greatest in the world. But
the known oil lands of Mexica are
| barely touched. Those now developed
are so near the coast and have pro-

duced such enormous quantities that

lit was not commercially profitable to
'develop fields far inland. What appear
|to be some of the greatest oil lands o>
earth lie far in the interfor of South
America, but the world supply is so
ample that the expense of piping oil
(from those remote places does not at
present make development profitable.

There are diplomats who use such
situations as the world distribution of
oil fields for a basis to prepare for
future wars, but their plans can all
be knocked into a cocked hat by some
grimy individual known as a wild-
catter who happens to bring in a gush-
er in a region uncharted by the diplo-
mat. =~

"Construction work in Ontario has
attracted much of the labor which for-
merly went into the lumber-woods.
This year there appears to have been a
movement to Ontario started by a few
and followed by a rush. Gloucester
County particularly the Caraquet dis-
trict is said to have sent many men to
Ontario. The resulting scarcity is
felt by firms with headquarters at
Rathurst. Search for men farther
south in the province also has been
productive of little response.

Improvement in this point is expect-
ed as the gutumn advances. Construc-
tion worlk'will decrease as the weather
becomes colder and more men will
offer for work in the woods. The re-
turn of many from Ontario is expected.

In addition to the construction work
mentioned, the New England States
have atracted many during the year
and Detroit also although the move-
ment toward the latter city was check-
¢d some time ago.

As a result of labor scarcity the cut
of lumber in the province will not be
as great as anticipated, Inability to
secure crews at this time of the year
will mean that valuable time will be
lost even if the men are available later.
At one time it was believed that one
hundred million feet and more would
be cut in Restigouche County alone but
those operating on contract and direct
find themselves greatly handicapped. _It
is still believed however that there will
be a cut larger than the average.

BANDITS FREE.

BANDITS KILL STATE
TROOPER; ONE ARRESTED

Dead Man Had Been

Investigating Hold-Ups

" Between Saratoga and Glens Falls—Wounded
Man Left in Vestibule of Doctor’s Office.

Albany, Oct. 11.—Roy Donivan of
Troy, a State trooper, is dead, and
_Geo‘rge Haupt of Albany is in a Troy
hospital with his arm so badly shatter-
ed that it will have to be amputated,
as a result of what officials believe
was a bandit ambush set for State
troopers, who for more than a week
have been investigating hold-ups on
the road between Seratoga and Glens
Falls,

Haupt has a police record and was
recently married. Matthew W. Slavin-
ski was also arrested having confessed
the police say, that he was with Haupt.
Slavinski names a third man, who is
now being sought. A charge of mur-
der, first degree, will be placed against
Pi;aupt when he gets out of the hospi-
tal.

As Donivan and two other troopers
in their automebile came up to a car
stopped in the road near Wilton, north
of Saratoga Springs, they were ordered
by the occupants of the car to “stick
them up.”

A flashlight was directed upon the
troopers’ car. Donivan reached around
the windshield and fire a shot in the
direction of the flashlight. Two other
shots were then fired from the rear
of the other car. Donivan called out
that he was shot and crumpled in the
road.

The man who had the flashlight
jumped into the bandits” car which was
turned quickly and sent ahead. The
troopers, however, got the number and
telephoned to all nearby towns and
troopers to be on the lookout.

Forty miles south of the point, where
the shooting of Donivan occurred, other
State troopers discovered the automo-
bile heading toward Albany. This was

tgre hours after Donivan had ben kilk
ed,

Just before 7 o'clock the bandits’
automobile came into view at Latham’s
Corners, going forty miles an hour.
The troopers hailed it, but the men
did not stop. Several shots were fired
by the troopers, who immediatcly took
u‘gii the chase but were soon outdistanc-
ed.

An hour later two me~ carried a
third into the office of Dr. H. T. Wy-
gant in Watervliet, not far from Lath~
am’s Corners. They rang the bell and
rushed the third man into the vesti-
bule and then left him in a heap. The
man was Haupt, who was weak from
the loss of blood.

Five bullets had pierced the mach~
ine which the men left in front of the
doctor’s office. Haupt was taken fto
the Leonard Hospital in Troy. He de-
clined to identify himself, but later in
the day his wife and sister appeared at
the hospital and identified him.

State troopers from the Troy bar-
racks joined forces with the Watervliet
police in a search for the other ban-
dits. .

After the killing of Donivan the
troopers placed his body in an automo-
bile and took it to Saratoga Springs.
There it was prepared for burial.

Haupt was arrested in Albany in
1919 for stealing an automobile. He
was placed on probation and the in-
dictment against him was dismissed.
Later he was arrested for burglary and
grand larceny, but the indictment
found against him was also dismissed.
In September, 1920, he was arrested for
having a stolen car in his possession
ond for this he was sentenced to the
Elmira Reformatory where he served
thirteen months.

Twenty-four-ounce Loaf of
Bread Seils For 80,000,000
Marks

1

| Berlin, Oct. 10—The veople of Berlin
' awoke this morning to find the dollar
“at two billion marks” and tonight
went to bed with the knowledge that
-the mark fell to 6,5600,000,000 in un-
official quotations late in the day, with
little hope that the morrow will bring
improvement.

Prices were as wild as the mark
quotations and shoppers who had to
have food and other necessary supplies,
rushed madly from 'market to market
in an effort to get some. There was a
great variation in the price scales in
various parts of the city, and utter con-
fusion.

Although dealers, generally quote
prices on larger articles in gold pfen-
nigs they vary greatly in their quota-
tions and use such a sliding scale in
converting the gold price into paper so
that the public is frantic. From hour
to hour today the prices varied with
rumors of the mark’s further fall and
housewives were dazed by the stag-
gering sums asked for foodstuffs. The
people, especially the old persons, are
wholly incapable of comprehending the
size of the bills.

A tweniy-four ounce loaf of bread
sold today for 80,000,000 marks, but the
price tomorrow will be 110,000,000.
Butter was 600,000,000 marks today for
a iwelve ounce pound, but scarce.
Potatoes brought 7,500,000 marks per
round and grapes 100, ,000 marks
per pound.

DFFERS ARE MADE
0 THE DOMINIONS

British Declare That Object
is to Boost Development
Schemes at Once

London, Oct. 10—The British Gov-
ernment submitted further proposals
to the economic conference this after-
noon. Yesterday they offered the Do-
minions an increased tariff preference
on certain articles, today the offer was
one of fiscal co-operation in develop-
ment schemes.

This afternoon’s offer comes under
two headings, the first applying more
particularly- to corwn colonies 1 A
guarantee of interest and capital in-
vested in development schemes; (2)
An advance of part of the interest over
a period in respect to anticipated
schemes put in hand before normal
time.

Are an Extension.

The proposals are in reality an ex-
tension to the Dominions and the
crown colonies of assistance which the
British Government has been giving
local authorities and public utility com-
panies at home. To the offer, condi-
tions are attached. These are mainly
that the enterprises assisted must be
for the general development of public
utility similar to those assisted in
Great Britain; that development would
obviously have to be accelerated by the
adoption of the scheme; that orders
will be placed in Great Britain; that
there would have to be some form of
joint responsibility with the overseas
governments.

Sir Philip Lloyd-Greame, president
of the Board of Trade, who submitted
the British proposals, declared that the
object was to get development schemes
in hand at once.

“It is not philanthropy but busi-
ness,” said Sir Philip; “it means that
settlers get their chance and Great
Britain will get immediate otGers. We
want to speed up.”

HALT WAR, AIM
OF LLOYD GEORGE

Thousands Throng Around
the War-time Premier on
Visit to Toronto

Toronto. Oct. 10—A message of em-
pire was delivered today by David
Lloyd George, the war-time Prime
Minister of Great Britain, during his
visit to this city whose contribution
to the world war was one of the most
notable in the entire Dominions.

Expressing thanks for the aid given
in the war by Toronto and Canada,
he made a plea for unity within the
Empire and among all its constituent

arts, that Great Britain may be strong
n critical days. .

Conditions in Europe, he conlinued,
were sucn that he feared unless some-
thing intervened there might be anoth-
er catastrophe.

“That's why I want to see the
British Empire strong, mighty,” he
declared, “so that when the cry of war
goes up the British Empire will say
halt, and then the cry of war will
stop.”

The address was delivered in Massey
Hall before a representative and dis-
tinguished audience in which sat Sir
Robert Borden, the war-time Premier
of Canada, and other public men of
Canada. An added touch was given
by the singing .of “God Save The
King” by Dame Clara Butt of the
Metropolitan Opera Company.

Lloyd George at the meeting devoted
himself to a discussion primarily of the
achievements of the British Empire in
the world war. Great throngs greeted
the former premier upon his arrival
here and during his_entire visit, at city
hall where he appeared during a drive
about the city so many crowding be-
fore him that he was forced to use a
huge megaphone to convey his words
but with only feeble success.

South End Executive Decis-
fon Last Night—Some
of the Plans,

The Brooklyn Eagle of Sept. 28 rec-
ords the death of a famous life-saver
who was a cousin of J. J. McGaffigan
of this city, and a nephew of the late
Charles Kearney of Florenceville, N.

The article is as follows:—

“Hugh Francis Doherty, 60, of 295
Hoyt street, a former noted life saver,
who received two Congressional medals
for heroism, and who was also active
in Republican politics in this boro
for many years, died Wednesday of
heart trouble at his home, 205 Hoyt

street.

“He was a well known figure for
many years in the Gravesend Bay,
Coney Island and Fort Hamilton sec-
tions, and was at one time commo-
dore of the U. S. Volunteer Life Sav-
ing Corps. He had a record of saving
more than a dozen lives, and in 1908
was made a member of the American
Cross of Honor. In 1912 he was award-
ed a medal by State Controller William
Sohmer in recognition of having saved
four lives during the year. In 1898 he
rescued a youth who was knocked off
a yacht in°® Gravesend Bay in a
thunder storm and a year later per-
formed another rescue of 2 man drown-
ing a mile off shore. Mr. Doherty also
received six testimonials from the life
saving corps -for acts of bravery and
also received a medal from the N. Y.
Benevolent Life Saving Association.
He was presented with one of the Con-
gressional Medals by former Congress-
man Fitzgerald. i
