beginning of an extraordindry eﬁidemic
of nose bleeds, which so far numbers
its victims only among children under
twelve years. of age.

Many parents report that their young-
sters have been attacked late at night
with severe pains in the head, and that
these often result in blood pouring from
the nose.

So far ‘as can be. ascertained this
strange disease is a form of influenza,
for the patient usually complains of hav-
ing a bad cold- and of being stiff prior
to the nose bleeding.

KELLY CASE

Privy Council Allows It-—
Case Over Manitoba’s Par-
liament Buildings.

.

London, Jan. 24—(Canadian Press)—
The judicial committee of jthe Privy
Council today allowed the appeal of the
attorney-general of Manitoba against
John Kelly & Sons, contractors, of Win-
nipeg, who constructed a portion of the
parliament buildings in Winnipeg. The
Manitoba government petitioned the
Privy Council to sustain the award of
$1.207,361, with interest at 5 per cent
since July 1, 1914, given by a Manitoba
court against Thomas Kelly & Sons for
alleged faulty construction of the new
parliament buildings. The Manitoba
Court of Appeal cut the lower court’s
award down to $615,213 on October 4,
1918, thus reducing the total to about
one million dollars.

CHINESE CONSUL

People of Orient Eager to
Take Advantage of West-
ern Education.

(FUNERAL OF

Hon. Chilien Tsur, Ph. D., the new
Congul-General for China in Canada,
was entertained at a banquet and rece; ®
tion by the Chinese students attending
the University and members of the var-
jous Christian Missionary Societies at the
King Edward Hotel, Toronto, the other
night, on the occasion of his first visit
to Toronto. The proceedings were of an
informal, but exceedingly enthusiastic
pature. Rev. R. P. MacKay, of the Pres-
byterian Foreign Mission Board, presid-
ed, and with Sir Robert Falconer, Presi-
dent of the University of Toronto, cor-
dially welcomed the distinguished visit-
or. Sir Robt. Falconer expressed the
opinion that closer co-operation between
the missionary colleges and the univer-
sities: for the bringing of Chinese stud-
ents here to complete their education was
most desirable. Similar views were ex-
pressed by Rev. C. A. Seager, Provost of |
Trinjty College. Principal T. R. O’-
Meara, of Wycliffe, and by Rev. Dr.
Endicott, general secretary of the Meth-
odist Foreign Mission Board.

Dr. Tsur, in response, after expressing
appreciation of the warm welcome giv-l
en him,sald the value of ‘westérn educa- |
tion was highly prized in Chjna with
the result that many of the leading mer-
chants and industrial magnates of that
country - were defraying the expenses of
sending promising employes to the Uni-
versities of Canada and the United
States. It was perhaps unfortunate that
the greater number went to the States,
as they would much preféer to come to
Canada if given the opportunity. Dr.
Tsur declared that China would ‘heartily
welcome graduates of Canadian univer-
gities to .aid in the development of the
country. If the Canadian people would
stretch tie hand of friendship across the .
Pacific Ocean he could assure them it:
would be warmly grasped by the people
of China. Rev. Gilis Eadie, and Rev.
Mr. Sybill, two Chinese missionaries, also
spoke, while Mr. Chester D. Martin,
United States Consul in Toronto, extend-
ed a welcome to Dr. Tsur on behalf of
the consular bodies in the Dominion.

Mr. Herbert ‘Phillips invited the Rot-
ary Club yesterday to consider the
hydro-electric question a8 if there were
po New Brunswick Power Company in

existence. This appears to be the na-
tural way to approach the question.
Cheap power is offered at the city’s door
—how much will it cost to deliver it
throughout the city? Mr. Phillips took |
twenty-one Ontario cities that had ar I
swered this question in their own case, |
averaged them and: showed that the cost}
here could be made low enough to cut;
the price the consumer pays in half.
Accepting that basis, what possible ar-
gument can there be in favor of adding
to the price? The: New Brunswick
Power Company and its predecessors
mever considered the interests of the
eitizens, and will not do so now. 1f
they were willing to give the citizens
the full benefit of the cheaper power
end light now available, there might be
some ‘object in considering them in this
connection, but has anybody heard that
they are willing to do so—although if
they were given the distribution they
would be getting the cheap power for
their street railway? Must the con-
sumer of electric light and power carry
also the burden of the street railway and
the gas plant and the watered stock?
. The company was capitalised for 3
water power it did not develop. Must
he public, which did develop the water
power, hand over the proceeds to the
eompany?

BUT WHAT ABOUT THE EAST?

The Toronto Globe concludes a long
editorial devoted to the grievances of
the western provinces as follows:

“Perhaps, -in addition to considering
each question, tariff, railways, etc, by
jtself, we should have a general coun-
¢il of the nation on the \western situa-
tion. There might be-mdt only a full
parliamentary discussion, but a confer-
ence between the federal and western
provincial governments, and some effort
at co-operation. We cannot afford to
allow the west to remain discontented
because of lack of any relief that is
available.” !

Ontario has discovered, then, that
there is a discontented west. How has
this knowledge come to Ontario? The
west has made itself heard. It does not
sit down in. its discontent as we do in
the maritime provinces, and nurse its
grievances in silence. Read what the
Globe says about it:

«“The western situation keeps crop-
ping up in various forms. There is a!
demand for tariff reductions, for the con-
trol of natural resources by the pro-
vinces, for lower railway rates and even
a movement for secession, perhaps not
formidable, but important as a symptom
of discontent. At present the railway
question seems to be uppermost. The
‘Canadian Council of Agriculture has
adopted a resolution declaring that fall-
ing prices and lack of markets have
brought about serious conditions in the
west, most farmers being unable to meet’
their obligations, and many unable even
to purchase the bare necessities of life.”

Going into details the Globe says that
while the prices of farm produce have
dropped to a pre-war basis or below it,
freight rates have increased sixty .Jper
cent., exacting a toll on the western
grain crop alone of $17,000,000, as esti-

So far as Ontario and Quebec
are concerned, it is their own affair, but |
the maritime provinces are themselves |
suffering from the same disabilities de-;

We gave up our natural market,
we are penalized by high freight rates,
-we cannot develop industries, and our
ports are not developed. If there is to
be a round table conference the far east
of Canada as well as the west must be
heard.

THE FAR EAST.

Japan has removed another source of
worry in regard to the far east. She de-
clares she has no designs on Siberia, and
is prepared to withdraw her troops when
order is restored in that region. This
attitude is satisfactory to the conference.
An English delegate’s comment is thus
reported:

“While his government’s interests'in
Siberia were perhaps_less than those of
other powers, it did desire .to see &
square deal and adequate protection for
the lives and interesis of people in Si-
beria who were lawfully there. There
were a group of rights, he said, belong-
ing to the Russian state as such, besides
the rights of the large number of non-
Bolshevist Russians and those of more
than 10,000 Japanese who settled in Si-
beria before the war. The conference
knew very well, the British spokesman
added, what had happened to other peo-
ple similarly situatedi who fell undep
the control of the Bolshevists.”

The significance of the last remark is
plain. It i8 not with Japan a case of ag-
gression, but of a square deal in Siberia.

With regard to China, a correspondent
of the New York Evening Post says that
three days of discussion of the open door
in China have resulted as follows:

(1) No power will hereafter seek to
secure any province of China as its ex-
clusive sphere.

(2) No power will hereafter seek a
concession for a monppoly in eny given
trade or industry in China.

(8) China pledges herself to grant no
province as a spectal sphere to any one
power, and to grant no onopoly in any
line of trade or industry to the nationd.l‘
of any power.

(4) A board of reference is to be es-
tablished in China for investigation of
the facts and  to report on any case
brought before it under the above agree-
ment. ¢

It was originally proposed to have ex- |
isting concessions in China to the vari- |
ous powers examined, “but France ob=
jeoted on the ground that action might
impair the validity of contracts and hP]
jure private interests holding property |
rights, and the matter was dropped, the'
Chinese delegation reserving the righti
to bring it up egain. On the whole the
Washington conference is doing a great
deal to clarify the situation and remove .
the fear of a future clash of interests in |
the far east.

Give France time, give Europe time,
and Europe will realize that she has
more to gain by common sense disarma-
ment than she has to win by armament
and international rivalry, declared Phillip
W. Wilson, American -representative of
The London News, in addressing the
Toronto Canadian Club this week on
“The European Crisis.”

It was a serious international condi-
tion of affairs that Mr. Wilson unfolded
for the benefit of club members, and he
frankly confessed that it was filled with
apprehensive possibilities. But he dis-
agreed entirely with Sir Philip Gibbs,
he said, that there was any likelihood of
France and England entering into armed
conflict. What he pleaded for in effect
was diplomatic patience, friendship and
kind words from . Britons to Frenchmen.

It is pointed out that at the tithe ‘the
law was passed in 1829 holding
British subjects may legally perform
matriage ceremonies in the province, the
proportion of French clericals was much
larger than today, and the provisions
of the law were undoubtedly known and
respected. As the years drifted by and
the statute beécame overlooked, the pro-
portion of non-British clericals receded,
as did also the parishes they controlled.

Itislocally declared that chief intet-
est in the situation which has arisen will
be felt among those of Protestant and
Jewish faiths. During late years it has
been customary for clergymen to come
to Canada from the United States, and
conduct martiages in what’they believed
to be conformity with the law, but while
still non-British in their citizenship.

So far the Baptists appear to be the
only people who are absolitely immune
from the resurrection of this old statute,
for a law passed in 1913 making it
legal for Baptist ministers to petform
marriage ceremonies whether they were
British citizens or not.

Lenin himself admits that “the social-
isfle system of state barter of industrial
and agricultural products has proved a
failure,” and adds, “Truly the strength
of capitalism is a peril, but what reac-
tionary measure has not been perilous?”
Lenin and_ his associates have played a
game and lost. Their “experiment” has
ended in failure.’ Those yho struggle in
other countries after the dangerous and
elusive shadow of Communism would do
well to halt and ponder before it is too
late. Mistaken idealism has resulted in
thousands of Russians being starved to
death for one thing. These dead cannot
be brought back to life. Russia’s Soviet
government stands condemned by those
who created it.

Life’s Development Injurious-

ly Affected, Says Buffalo
Optometrist.

Defective eyes are likely to develop
the person who owns them along lop-
sided lines, Dr. Eugene G. Wiseman of
Buffalo, told the members of the Ontario
Optometrical Association at the closing
session  of their convention in Toronto.
Dr. Wiseman said that 80 per cent. of
all “images” are registered on the brain
through the eyes and if the eyes were
defective these images would be distort-
ed, abnormal and not clean-cut, and, as
these images have much to do with
shaping on¢’s life deviopment, that devel-
opment would tend to be lop-sided.

Dr. Wiseman advised the use of
blood pressure tests as one of the points
of diagnosis. Often the need for glasses
had a bodily cause as well as that of
eye-strain and vice-versa, and he believ-
ed the use of blood pressure tests by
both eye specialists and physicians was
advisable,
