Winnipeg, Feb. 4—A resolution calling, 

for votes for women in Manitoba was 
turned down by the legislature yester­
day on a straight party vote. Twenty- 
three Conservatives opposed the motion 
and the opposition mustered a vote of 
twelve.

The resolution was Introduced by G. 
J. H. Malcolm of Birtle, and was sup­
ported by the opposition leader, Nor­
ris, and other speakers from the. left of 
the house.

Premier Roblin closed the debate, de­

claring that he did not consider the time 
was ripe for the introduction of equal 
suffrage. He would regard the carry­
ing of the resolution as a vote of want 
of confidence in the government.

William Ferguson, a Conservative 
member for Manitoba, introduced a re­
solution for the abolition of all club 
licenses and refused to withdraw at the 
request of the attorney-general.

T. H. Johnson, Liberal member, In­
troduced a resolution to the same pur­
port.

Arm Torn Off and Face Fearfully Mutilated— 
Body Found Near Track at Hillendale (Canadian Press)

Baltimore, Md., Feb. 4—With a part 
of his "forearm substituted for new lops, 
Ross Alien, a young Canadian in » hos­
pital here, seems to be in a favorable 
way to have practically the whole of his 
face newly shaped. When he entered the 
hospital about two mobths ago with Ms 
face disfigured by an accident in 
mill five years previously, his nose and 
lips were missing.

A section of flesh shaped to the form, 
of his forearm substituted for new Ups, 
in December and a grafting juncture 
made with the lip base. The nrm was 
bound about the head until the graft­
ing was complete. This consumed about

two weeks when, sufficient adherence 
having taken place, the Up section 
severed, from the arm and the Up shap­
ed. The same procedure was foUowed in 
the upper lip treatment, a section of the 
arm flesh being grafted across the up­
per gum and the arm strapped to Al­
len’s head and shoulders until this sec­
tion, too, had taken hold.

BUILDING FOR JANUARY.
The building permits issued by the 

inspector, James Carleton, during Jan­
uary totalled $10,(WO, including three 
new dwellings at $8,000 for one and $2,- 
000 each for the others and a new ware­
house valued at $8,000.

During January 1918 the value of the 
permits issued was $509,100, but as this 
included the $500,000 permit for the C.

Club was held in the Y. M. C. A. boild-Following List Ottawa, Feb. S—West and east locked 

horns at the first government caucus of 
the session, "held today. Ever since the 
defeat of the Liberal free wheat amend­
ment last Thursday there have been 
ominous rumors of insurgency brewing 
among the Manitoba Conservatives, who 
on that occasion obeyed the party whip, 
and voted against the proposition for 
which their own provincial legislature 
had pledged itself.

J. A. M. Aikins, member for Bran­
don, was the chief spokesman for the 
insurgent western members. Mr. Aikins 
made a speech of fifteen minutes’ dura­
tion and emphasized the various condi­
tions which made it expedient and even 
imperative upon the part of the govern­
ment to remove the - wheat and flour 
duties.

He declared that the government had 
prevailed in Manitoba last election 
through an appeal to loyalty, which had 
overcome the desire of the people for 
the southern market; that appeal could 
never be used with effect again, and he 
did not hesitate *o state that unless the 
government granted the request, Mani­
toba would not return a government 
member at the next election. He de­
clared that the granting of the demand 
would not prejudice seriously any east­
ern interests.

Eastern Conservatives, who spoke,were 
inclined to make light of the demand.

Several rural members from both 
western and eastern constituencies ex­
pressed the opinion that a reduction in 
the duties on agricultural implements 
was both desirable and expedient. The 
discussion was not encouraged by the 
ministers, however, and the proposal 
was strongly opposed by such represen­
tatives of the protected interests' as W. 
F. Coekshutt, of Brantford, and others.

The Riley horse case is over for a 
time at least.
