London, Oct. 10.—On the battle line in France, the German and French re­

ports agree there has been no change In the situation, although the French say 
they have made some little progress near St, Mihiel and In the Argonne. It le 
however, on the other wing, in northwestern France, and across the Belgian 
border that Interest centres. Here a battle is in progress on a line from Las- 
signy northward through Roye, Bray-Sur-Somme, Aras and Lens while the 
cavalry is operating north of Lille.

Wednesday: "Arras has been the pivot 
of a fierce battle which, commencing 
Thursday, was still in progress when I 
was forced to leave the citadel three 
days later.

“In that period I was fortunate 
enough to penetrate into the firing line, 
and the experiences are such as will 
never be dimmed in my memory. Like 
the movements of so many pawns on 
a mammoth chess board was the feint­
ing with scattered outposts to test the 
strength of the enemy. I saw the action 
open with the skirmishes at Vitry En 
Artois and, next morning, one of the 
hardest battles which make a link in 
the chain flung right across France of 
the gigantic battle of rivers was being 
prosecuted before my eyes.

“The days that ensued were full of 
feverish motions, 
throbbed with the flow of an army, and 
all the tragedy which war brings. There 
were moments when its cobbled streets 
were thronged by streams of wounded 
from the country beyond. Guns boom­
ed incessantly, a fitting requiem to the 
sad little processions which occassion- 
ally revealed that some poor fellow had 
sacrificed his life for the flag which ac­
companied him to his grave.

The last few days have seen the fight­
ing advance to the inner line of forts 
and along the Scheldt, principally at 
Schoonaede. At the last named place, 

fighting occurred for several days, 
but the superior artillery of the Ger- 

gradually forced the Belgians back 
until in the last day or two the fighting 
had reached practically to the suburbs 
of Antwerp.

On Wednesday, Oct. 7, came reports 
that the Belgian government was mov­
ing to Ostend, and that day also brought 
reports that the population was fleeing 
in terror and panic toward the Holland 
frontier.

The 11-inch mortar

Essen. In respect of size, weight and 
destructive power this piece marks the 
climax of a rapid development of heavy 
ordnance capable of being transported 
with an army and quickly emplaced for 
the reduction of permanent fortifica­
tions, such as those which were reduced 
at Leige and Namur.

Up to the time of the Russo-Japan- 
ese War, a distinction was made be­
tween heavy and light siege units. The 
latter were mounted upon wheeled car- 
riages, and they were capable of being 
moved with an army on the march. 
The heavier siege units, say of from 
9-inch to 11-inch calibre required speci­
al means of transportation. The massive 
parts, such as the gun and its carriage, 
had to be conveyed by standard gauge 
railway or by ship to some place ad­
jacent" to the field of operations, whence 
it was customary to lay a light mili­
tary railway or devise other special 
means of transporting the bateries to 

I the locations assigned to them.
I Before the mortars could tie erected 
land placed in working order, it was 
necessary to provide heavy masonry 
foundations, of sufficient area and mass 
to withstand the heavy shock of recoil. 
It can readily be understood that this 
preliminary work entailed the loss of 
much valuable time.

This was the method employed by 
the Japanese in the reduction of Port 
Arthur. This enterprising people 
the first to employ 11-inch siege guns 
for the reduction of permanent fortifi­
cations. They dismantled a large num­
ber of their coast defense mortars in 
Japan; transported them by sea to the 
port of Dalny; laid a light military 
railroad from Dalney to the base at the 
hills encircling Port Arthur; built 
heavy concrete foundations; and erect­
ed upon them the mortars and their 
gun carriages. It was these siege pieces 
which assisted in the sinking of Rus­
sian ships in Port Arthur, and contri-

17233-10—12BOOT MAKING A REPAIRING bids war and in many ways they have 
been very successful. Both sides ha-ÿ 
used aeroplanes largely for scout work, 
in which they have proved invaluable. 
By finding out positions and giving the 
results of their observations to the men 
on the ground, they have enabled the 
gunners to get the range of the enemy’s 
points of vantage. The advantage of 
such work is apparent. The Germans 
have employed both dirigible balloons 
and aeroplanes for the dropping of 
bombs on French and Belgian cities, in 
doing which they have succeeded in 
alarming civilians more than anything 
else. Unfortified places have thus been 
attacked and non-combatants residing 
therein have been killed or injured. The 
British have used their aircraft for at­
tacking purposes also, but have observ­
ed the recognized rules of warfare, con­
fining their bomb-dropping to entrench­
ments or airship sheds. A daring Brit­
ish aviator succeeded the other day in 
wrecking several Zeppelin hangers ard 
an equally daring fellow-scout stamped­
ed a lot of artillery horses by dropping 
a bomb in their midst. It is in scout­
ing rather than in attacking, however, 
that the aircraft have so far shown their 
worth.

Times office.ly- It will be seen from these figures the 
authority for which is Henry Wood- 
house, the editor of Flying, that the Af- 
lies in craft of the air are considerably 
stronger than Germany and Austria 
combined. It is to be remembered that 
the respective governments are increas­
ing the number of these flying machines 
and balloons as rapidly as possible at 
the present time. This is very necessary, 
as the strongest of them are frail and 
the hard usage of war is calculated to 
play havoc with their delicate parts.

It requires courage of the first order 
for a man to go up in an aeroplane or 
a dirigible to sail over an enemy’s posi­
tion. Death faces him then in most vio­
lent form and to be seized with panic or 
nervousness is fatal. Yet the flying men 
are daily risking their lives in rendering 
sen-ice to their respective armies. Sir 
John French, in a recent message, paid 
great tribute to the British Flying Corps, 
the members of which, he said, could 
not be too highly praised for the valu­
able information they were gathering at 
tremendous personal risk. These men 
had established an individual supremacy 
most damaging to the enemy. This com­
pliment is from a man not given to 
boasting. It is proof that in the air, as 
on land and sea, Great Britain’s task is 
in brave and capable hands.

The attitude of the German nation 

under the stress of war has made It 
abundantly clear that the common peo­
ple, as well as the “cultured” ones, are 
little less aggressive in their arrogant 
Prussianism than the Kaiser and his 
military caste. The Allies have to fight 
and crush the Prussian military system, 
it is true, but they have also to fight 
and crush the Germanic reliance upon 
the doctrine of force. That involves the 
breaking of a nation fed for forty years 
upon the idea that the Germans were 
God’s elect, appointed to conquer and 
dominate the world. It involves the 
tumbling of German national pride into 
the dust. When the war opened it was 
thought to be no more than just to 
draw a distinction between the temper 
of the German people and the ambition 
of the war lords. We were said to be at 
war with the one, but not with the 
other. A lot of nauseating clap-trap 
was uttered respecting the desirableness 

I of avoiding harsh words that might 
hurt the susceptibilities of the German 
people. One Scottish official, speaking at 
a great meeting, suggested that Britons 
should say nothing that would make 
difficult the resumption of friendly re­
lations with the German people after 
the war. The barbarities of the Ger­
mans in the field have pretty well put 
an end to this maudlin talk. Not only 
the devastation of priceless art treas­
ures at Louvain and Rheims, but even 
more the outrages upon defenceless wo­
men and children, the killing and maim­
ing of the wounded, the utter disregard 
for the humanities in the treatment of 
non-combatants suspected of injuring 
Germans, stamp the German soldiery as 
scarcely better than the perpetrators of 
the Armenian massacres. Intellectual 
Germany stands brazenly bebjpd all this 
along with proletariat Germany. Gross 
outrages, brutal vindictiveness, callous 
conduct by German soldiery in opera­
tions cannot be added to the already 
heavy burden of responsibility upon the 
back of Prussian militarism. Germany’s 
culture has not made the mass of her 
people less brutal, and her militarism 
has not made them much more so.

nOrchardists Face Anomalous Home 
Conditions With British Market 
Demand Uncertain—A Quebec 
View

“Just what will become of all the 
Canadian apple crop this year is rather 
a serious question at the present,” said 
Peter Reid, secretary of the Pomodogic- 
al Society of Quebec, at the Queen’s 
last night, “There is a good crop of the 
finest apples we have seen in years, but 
prices are low and the market just about 
as tricky as it could Jje, both in Canada 
and Great Britain. It is not at all un­
likely that as a result a considerable 
quantity of fruit which would be of 
great value to the poorer people of 
Montreal and other cities will be prac­
tically wasted simply because there is 
not sufficient machinery to bring the 
fruit to the people at any sort of com­
parison between the price the grower 
gets for the apples and the final charge 
made to the consumer.

Mr. Reid commented on the price - 
charged for apples by the basket at 
some shops in Montreal as compared 
with that paid the grower. Baskets of 
Wealthy, a fair, eating apple, with little 
lasting qualities, were being sold at 75 
cents in the stores. The apples were eas­
ily bought within forty miles of Mont­
real for $1.25 a barrel. A barrel would 
easily make over a dozen such baskets 
with the result that by the time the 
consumer got the fruit it had increased 
in cost nearly a thousand per cent, al­
though grown within a couple of hours’ 
journey of the consumer.

“It is felt by orchard owners that 
there must be something wrong when 
they have thousands of bushels of mag­
nificent fruit practically wasted within 
a few hours’ journey of Montreal, while 
in the city of Montreal there are thous­
ands of people who find they cannot 
afford to buy the apples at the prices 
charged,” said Mr. Reid. “There have 
been efforts at co-operative selling, so 
as to put the apples grown within easy 
reach of Montreal on the market here 
for small buyers at prices which would 
enable even the poorest to eat an apple years 
once in a while. These unfortunately “Prices for these,” said Mr. Reid, 
have so far failed, since they have gen- aroUnd $2 and $2.50 a box of a
erally only started when the crop was little over a bushel.

any approach to accuracy what would 
have been the fate of the French army 
if the English force had not succeeded in 
escaping from the enveloping German 
movement, or, worse yet, if there had 
been no English force there at all. On 
the mere face of things either hypothesis 
would seem' to have spelled an irretriev­
able disaster for the French, though it 
is to be borne in mind that General 
Joffre, if he had not had the small, but 
splendidly efficient English army to de­
pend upon, would in the nature of things 
have made other and possibly effective 
dispositions of the battle lines.

Yet enough has already appeared to 
show that the command of the sea which 
alone made possible the transfer of the 
British troops to the continent was of 
an importance almost impossible of ex­
aggeration. The naval historians will 
one day be declaring that this war, al­
though fought on land, was decided at 
sea, or with slightly more accuracy, in 
the shipyards in which England con­
structed such a fleet that the Germans 
did not dare to contest with it for the 
command of the sea.—Springfield Re­
publican.
