Has Recalled ThemQuebec, Aug. 18—A convention of 
delegates from all the boards of trade 
of the Province of Quebec will be held 
at Chicoutimi on Aug. 25, 26 and 27 to 
consider the high rates of marine insur­
ance on the St. Lawrence.

It is contended that the rates are 
driving two-thirds of the Canadian 
steamers to American ports. With the 
improvements made in the river and 
gulf, the board of trade cohtends that 
it is time the rates were reduced.

One of the advantages of the com­
mission method of carrying on civic 
business is shown in the fact that the 
water and sewerage department is now 
near the completion of the programme 
of renewals which was mapped out for 
this yëar while, bnder the old system, 
the work would seldom be much more 
than started by this time.

One of the latest pieces of work und­
ertaken by the department is the re­
newal of the water main in Sydney 
street between Duke and Britain. The 
existing pipe is an old one and has been 
found in bad condition. It is badly 
clogged by corrosion and with sediment 
and in some places was entirely block­
ed. The main had been laid in a rather 
casual manner and when difficulties in 
til» form of rocks were struck they 
were overcome by the simple expedient 
of carrying the pipe around them in­
stead of removing the obstruction. This 
is being remedied while the new pipe 
is being laid.

In Canterbury street, where the re­
newal of the water main is almost com­
plete, the pipe has been made more ac­
cessible by placing it at a depth of only 
six feet below the surface instead of 
fourteen feet, as formerly. The old 
pipe was laid when the level of the 
street was eight feet lower and stairs 
were needed to make the connection 
from Prince William street. As the 
street was filled in the pipe was buried 
so much deeper.

While other renewals are being made 
twenty fire hydrants of a new type are 
being placed. These are of an improved 
type which T. McAvity & Sons have 
been shipping to western towns for 
some years hut which are being used 
here for the first time.

Mattewan, N. Y, Aug. 17—Harry K. 
Thaw, slayer of Stanford White, escaped 
from the hospital for the criminal in­
sane at 7.45 o’clock this morning. A 
dart for liberty thorugh an open gate, a 
dash in the open door of a powerful 
automobile that stood quivering outside 
and a flight like a rocket for the Con­
necticut state line, thirty miles away, ac­
complished his escape.

Tonight he was still at large, and the 
hospital authorities felt certain that lie 
was outside the state. Once beyond its 
boundaries, Thaw is free. Only months, 
perhaps years, of litigation can bring 
him back to Mattewan, and then only in 
one event—that he be adjudged insane in 
the state to which he has fled.

Five confederates manned the car in 
which Thaw escaped, and a big black 
limousine, which trailed it past the 
asylum gate. Police have their descrip­
tions and the names under which they 
registered at a local hotel Friday night, 
and are seeking them.

The hospital authorities believe Thaw 
has fled to the shore of Long Island 
Sound and boarded a yacht waiting with 
steam up, to rush him to Europe.

A reward of $500 for Thaw's appre­
hension has been offered by Dr. R. F. 
C. Keib, superintendent of the asylum. 
Howard H Bamum, the attendant at 
the gate past whom Thaw flashed in his 
break for freedom is under arrest, and 
other arrests are expected to follow in 
the rigid investigation begun by Dr. 
Keib.

Barnum, sole attendant at the gate, 
was the only one in the courtyard when 
Thaw made his appearance. Thaw had 
been a “trusty” at the institution, so 
that nothing was thought of his being 
there. Suddenly he dashed past Bamum 
and before he could be stopped had 
thrown himself into a big black car, six 
cylinder and sixty horse power, 
ing just outstde the gate with a smaller 
one, a limousine right behind it.

cut border line at a rate of seventy miles 
an hour. Immediately telephone and 
telegraph wires were pressed into ser­
vice in an effort to stop the fugitive but 
it was useless and finally the endeavors 
were abandoned for the time.

What has been known as the million 

dollar sardine plant at Chamcook, New 
Brunswick, has been closed after a very 
brief existence • Of a few months and 
most of the 500 employes have returned 
to their homes. There exists some be­
lief that operations will be again com­
menced later, but this is in doubt.

The enterprise was a vast one and to 
the sardine experts on this side of the 
line its failure appears to have been pre­
dicted from the begining. Everything 
was on a vast scale. The factory was of 
reinforced concrete construction and all 
the equipment was thoroughly modern. 
It required enormous receipts to keep 
pace with the outlay and these apparent­
ly were not forthcoming. The factory 
was unable to secure a sufficient num­
ber of fish to keep its operations in full 
swing, and yet was obliged to have a 
vast number of employes ready for work 
when the fish were obtainable.

The sardine market has not been of 
the best in recent years and in several 
seasons the factories on this side of the 
line have been operated at a loss. It has 
been impossible to secure prices that 
were commensurate with the expendi­
tures. The' factories have been obliged 
to pay high prices for the herring and 
had to keep on canning or else lose their 
markets and they have also been bound 
to keep their contracts with the weir 
men.

The first and main cause of the failure 
at Chamcook seems to have been that : 
the factory was on too vast a scale and 
subject to too much expense for progress 
in an industry that is really active but a 
few months in the year.

New York, Aug. 16 —Since October, 
1912, when the Balkan war broke out,

the eve of a bull market, the whole situ­
ation has been depressed on account of 
hoarded gold, heavy war expenditures, 
and consequent drastic shortening in the 
supply of capital.

Inasmuch as the depression was 
brought about by money strain, it was 
natural to expect an important recovery 
when that strain was relieved. It has 
been relieved by the attitude of the 
treasury officials ; and the dangerous 
squeeze this autumn, the prospect of 
which in June produced panic conditions 
is now no longer anticipated. There is 
reason to believe that we will now re­
sume the movement towards recovery 
and prosperity which began previous to 
October ef last year.

With a tariff and banking bill enacted, 
the way will be open for increasing busi­
ness and greater prosperity. The Euro­
pean situation is mending and hoarded 
gold will slowly come out. We may 
look forward to a year of comparative 
ease in money. With all these things 
materializing, it is natural to expect 
evntual advancing prices for securities.

From a conservative standpoint a re­
action in the price list has been due for 
some time. The confirmed reports of 
great loss in the Corn belt, which the 
market has been resisting, will aid such 
a movement. Many large short accounts 
have been covered during the week, de­
priving the market of that much buy­
ing power. Commission house business 
has not been large and investors are not 
yet very aggressive, though optimistic 
of the later future. A readjustment in 
prices of iron and steel is taking place 
and has not yet reached the stage to in- 
luce new ordering, 
copper metal is distinctly bullish. Under­
lying conditions are sound, but until 
crop totals are pretty well assured and 
the tariff and banking bills become actu­
alities, so that a settled basis is furnish­
ed for operation, the market must be 
expected to be sensitive.

Ottawa, Aug. 18—The report of Gen­
eral Sir Ian Hamilton upon the Cana­
dian militia, in the light of his recent 
inspection of that body from coast to 
coast, has just been made public by Col. 
the Hon. Sam Hughes, minister of 
militia, to whom it was addressed. The 
report is very exhaustive and, both from 
a technical and literary viewpoint, it is 
an admirable work. It is different from 
that made three years ago by General 
French, but comparisohs between the 
two are ingeniously avoided.

Many nice things are said of the mili­
tia, and likewise there are many criti­
cisms. The recommendations are under 
eighteen headings. The more important, 
it would seem, are those (1), suggesting 
the formation of a strong reserve force 
by thé simple process of enrollment, in­
volving no service in peace, but prepar­
edness for war; (2), the deficiency of 
stores and equipment; (8), the reform 
of instructional schools.

Laurier at His Best

Sir Wilfrid, who gave all evidences of 
having profited by his repose of the 
past few months, made a speech which 
was declared by several of his followers 
and colleagues in the house as one of the 
most vigorous and eloquent- in years. 
While many of the younger men were 
“wgshed out” by the torrid, temperature, 
and had in consequence to plod with 
difficulty through an effort of twenty 
minutes or so, the veteran leader kept 
on for four times that spacé of time 
without any apparent fatigue. There was 
something of the old resonant voice and 
graceful poise which were characteristic 
of the Laurier of the old days.

Sir Wilfrid dealt with the naval ques­
tion, and in rounded sarcasm dealt with 
the incongrous position of the National­
ist “patriots” who, falling down before 
the patronage trough, had been, he said, 
traitors to all their pre-election promises. 
He made merry at the expense of the 
Conservative extremists, whom he de­
clared to be made up of the imperialists on 
the one side and the Nationalists on the 
other. They together constituted a body 
of which the Imperialists were the head 
and the Nationalists the tail; or to use 
another figure, said Sir Wilfrid, they 
might be described as an equipage 
drawn by a bull and an ass—he naively 
added that he would not say which was 
the ass.

Sir Wilfrid also recalled the Imperial 
conferences of 1902 and 1909, pointing 
out that the course which lie had follow­
ed therein had been to fight for the 
preservation of the autonomy of the 
country. This course, he said, had been 
sanctioned by the Canadian parliament 
without a dissenting voice.
The Naval Question.

As to the naval question, said Sir 
Wilfrid, though the Nationalists hud 
begged to have only twenty of their 
number elected promising in that event, 
they would soon have the “damned” 
question settled, ' it was now a more 
burning question than ever before.

Sir Wilfrid also scored the closure as 
a death blow, dealt at the constitutional 
liberty of the people by the Conserva-
