Canadian Shareholders,

It is mot believed here that Mr.
Steel’s death will affect the status of
Canadian shareholders. The question
of the disposition of the Canadian as-
sets did not rest with Bteel, but with
the recently appointed receivers.

Steel was born in ‘Middletown, Pa.,
in 1878, He was employed by a chain
store corporatien in 1918, when he con-
ceived the ideas of branching out for
himself. ,

Spectacular Rise. i

disposed of more than $20,000,000 in
L. R, Steel, Incorporated, and its vari-
ous subsidaries.

'stock sales, the L, R, Steel Realty De-
velopment, handling all leases and real
estate owned by the various branches
and other interlocking corporations,
both in Canada and the United States.

The people of this Prov-
ince have declared against the sale of
liquor for Jocal use, because it is in-
jurious to the individual, the home, and
the state. How, then, can they justify
a policy which tends to debauch their
neighbors? If it is necessary to appeal to
Ottawa to have the business stopped,
The Times is convinced that the Gov-
ernment oi this Province has more in-
fluence there than any group of per-
sons whe may be makilg 'a profit out
of a disreputable trafficc The appeal
of the people, therefore, is not to Ot-
tawa, but to Fredericton, for the Prov-
incial Government can get action at
Ottawa more quickly than they can
possibly do. Nor should there be any
reluctance, in view of the feeling in
the Province, as expressed by yester-
day’s delegation to the capital, and as
expressed very emphatically by popu-
lar vote, in taking the mattgr up with
Ottawa at once.

Pre-
mier Veniot made it clear that such a
conference is essential, not only in re-
lation to boundaries but the future of
the Valley Railway and other matters
relating to transportation on the C. N.
K. The sooner the conference is held
the better pleased the people of this
Province will be, and the visit of Mr.
Thornton to Fredericton is a good
omen.

MAN PIERCED BY STEEL
ROD THROUGH BODY LIVES

Metal Touched No Vital Organ and
. . Full Recovery Is Assured,

London, March 10—(By Mail).—A
man whose body was transfixed by a

steel rod has been successfully oper-
ated on in the Western Infirmary,
Glasgow, notes “The London Daily
Mail”

The man, Robert Fenton, was work-
ing at a steam hammer, when a steel
ros shot out of the machine and pass-
ed through his abdomen. He was ad-
mitted to thednfirmary with the ends
of the rod protruding four inches from
the back and front of his body. When
with great difficulty the surgeons had
removed the rod it was found that
by great good fortune no vital organ
had been pierced. Apart from wounds
to skin and muscle, Fenton is unin-
jured in any way.

A similar but even more remarkable
accident happened in London ' in
March, 1921, when a steel rod 3%, feet
long pierced the body of Mr. George
Neal, a lift engineer, from shoulder to
knee. -3t was withdraw and he was
able to leave hospital in five weeks.

Condemnation
Of Revenues From

Liquor Sales

Prof. W. C. Klerstead, of the Uni-
versity of New Brunswick, a well
known student of taxation, writing in
the Journal of Political Economy, of
the Chicago University, deals with
the pretence that it might be wise for
a province to faise revenues from
liquor sales in the following terms:—

“Viewed as a purely fiscal measure,
governmental distribution and sale of
intoxicating liquors has little to com-
mend it above the one fact that it does
secure the revenue. A tax upon the
consumption of a commodity of this
character certainly’ does not gener-
ally fall where there is ability to pay,
and cannot be just in its distribution
or socially valuable in its results. It
violates Smith’s canon of taxation, to
‘take out and keep out of the pockets
of the people as little as possible over
&nd above what it brings into the pub-
lic treasury.’ To qbtain $8,000,000 of
revenue, British Columbia or Quebec
must sell liquors to the amournt of
$15,000,000, since . provincial profits
cannot exceed 20 per cent. of the gross
sales price. Of the remaining 80 per
cent.,, the greater portion goes to the
Federal Government in excess of cus-
tom duties.

It is wise for a province to divert
so large a portion of the incomes of
its people from the ordinary indus-
tries to.establish a public wholesale
and retail liquor industry? Govern-
\mental sale must find its justification
as an effective method of social regu-
lation and control, as a means of ob-
taining law enforcement and prompt-
ing sobriety and public order. Does
the incentive for gain in the distribu-
tion of intoxicating liquors act upon
our hard-pressed Provincial Govern-
ments much as it did upon the pri-
vate retailers of other days and de-
feat the ends of regulation and con-
trol? It would be unfortunate if Pro-
vincial Governments should turn for
revenue to the sale of ligquors and de-
lay the adoption of adequate taxa-
tion and of effective methods of tax
administration. Of course if the liquor
trafic is legalized its taxation is justi-
fled as repressive in nature, and as the
taxation of a luxury.”

SLEEPING SICKNESS.

“The U. S. Public Health" Service
has no statistics in regard to the pre-
valence of encephalitis lethargica, popu-
larly known as sleeping sickness, that
are sufficiently reliable and complete
to warrant a statement as to the ex-
tent of the disease throughout the
United States,” says Surgeon General
H. C. Cumming. “The disease is re-
portable’ by physicians in comparative-
ly few States; and in the larger part of
the country the only data available are
based on newspaper reports. More-
over, the disease is rather easy to con-
fuse with some other disease; and its
prevalence is therefore likely to be un-
duly magnified. Thus, in an investiga-
tion made by Dr. H. F. Smith, of the
Public Health Service, of the 1918-19
epidemic, twenty-two per cent. of the
supposed cases had to be excluded as
being really cerebro-spinal meningitis,
cerebral syphilis, brain abscess, tuber-
culous meningitis, evilepsy, poliomye-
litis, hysteria, or acute alcoholism.

“The disease appears to be only dif-
ficulty communicable. Not a single
secondary case is known to have oc-
curred in. the immediate families of
the patients reported in 1918-19, al-
though some 900 persons were exposed.

“The fatality is rather high. ~Of the
159 cases studied by Smith death re-
sulted in forty-six, or twenty-nine per
cent. |

“It is interesting, though perhaps not
significant, that the peak of the out-
break of 1918-19 was reached-in New
York City in January; in Virginia in
February, and in Louisiana, "rexas, and
Illinoi§ in March. In California the
largest number of cases reported in any
one month was in April. Whether this
progress was related to the season of
the year or was merely a result of the
spread of the disease is not known.
Comparison with the present spread
may thrown some light on the subjeet.

“The disease is slow in development
and long in duration.
convalescence is variable; in some cases
recovery is completed within two weeks
after 'the subsidence of the acute
symptoms; but in others it is prolonged
and leaves its record on the mind, on
certain muscles, and on the nerves of
the cranium. The mental troubles,
thowever, usually passes off eventually.

“The appearance of encephalitis in
epidemic form has, except for one epi-
demic reported from Austria, always
been preceeded by an epidemic of in-
fluenza. Forty-six per cent. of the
cases studied by Dr. Smith had had in-
fluenza and fifty-four per cent. had not.
The influenzasattack rate has been
ascribed to the lowering of the vital-
ity of the patients by the influenza; but
has also been explained as being really
due to another attack of influenza
which has invaded the central nervous
system of the body. Whether or no
there is any connection between the
two diseases has not yet been estab-
lished.”

Boston, March 21—The naval collier
Orion, which arrived here today, will
be decorated while at this port with the
Portuguese Order of Chevalier of the
Tower and Sword as the recognition by
that government of the Orlon’s stccess
in fighting off a German submarine at-
tack on Ponta del Gada, in the Azores,
on July 4, 1917.

The collier was anchored inside the
breakwater at Ponta del Gada when
the submarine began to shell the port.

The collier returned the fire and
pressed a counter-attack which drove
the submarine off.

Although several persons saw the
dog’s plight, they were unable to help,
and it seemed as though the animal
would be drowned, but another large
dog, a playmate of the police dog,
went to the rescue. It ran down the
river to the nearest clear water, and
when Vehrig’s dog came to the surface
the rescuer rushed to the edge of the
ice and pulled the other animal out.

Mrs. Catt Ends Tour
0f South America
In Suffrage Fight

(New York Tribune)

Mrs. Carrie Chapman Catt has com-
pleted the South American tour which
she tindertook this winter as the head
of the newly-organized Pan-American
Association for the Advancement of

‘Women.

A cable received by Miss Rose Young
yesterday stated that Mrs. Catt would
leave for Hurope from Venezuela
Saturday, arriving in Rome in time for
the international suffrage convention,
May 11 to 19. The cable read:

“Covered Brazil, the Argentine,
Uruguay, Peru, Chilé, Panama and
Venezuela. Suffrage is still largely an
academic question down here,  but
‘Brazil has undying organized suffrage
movement. Assisted in organization
or various state suffrage alliances.
Suffrage spirit quickening in many
states and the suffrage fight won’t
stop until South American women
take their place beside North Ameri-
can in political freedom.”

Mrs. Catt spent the fall in ap ex-
tended tour of European -countries,
where the wartime promises of states-
men to the women of their countries
have not been lived up to. She is hop-

serve to hasten the coming of suffrage,
especially in Italy and France.

She will returry to this country in
June, but she has announced that she
will not again hold the office of presi-
dent of the International Woman Suf-
frage Alliance, which she has held con-
tinuously for twenty-one years. ,

A book recording Mrs. Catt’'s ex-
periénces in the suffrage movement in
this country, covering thirty years, is
about to be published. It will deal
especially with the “interests” that
fought woman suffrage.

HISTORIC FAKIRS

(New York Tribune.) -

Both frauds and hoaxes are sure
to be the outcome of these discov-
erdes in Egypt, and already there is
a movement on foot to head off the
fabrication of choice scarabs and ele-
gent lapis-lazuli relics labeled “direct
from the tomb of Tut-Ankh-Amen.”
The archaeological societies all over
the country warn against this danger;
a bil just passed by the New York
Legislature will provide fines or im-
prisonment for persons who “forge or
manufacture any archaeological ob-
ject deriving its value from its sup-
posed antiquity,” and especially for
any who “manufacture and sell ar-
ticles falsely représenting them as
coming from the Pharachs’ tombs.”
Such a law, if made retroactive and
operative everywhere, would cover
“relic” frauds innumerable, not all of
whichi have been unmasked. '

Desire to profit from the interest in
relics is as old as the search for them.
At times the profit is no more than
that of the personal prestige likely to
be conferred by some new revelation
\of antiquity, as in the case of the
“Pompey Stone,” dug up near Syra-
cuse and provided with a faked in-
scription indicating the presence of
white men in New York state as early
as 1587. Another find of alleged arch-
aeological value was the “broken sta-
tue of a woman,” excavated last year
at Yonkers, N. Y. from Beneath -a
water main that had not been disturb-
ed for thirty-eight years; the experts
pronounced it to- be “the work of a
Greek master” and “probably 2,000
years old,” yet it was never promoted
to the dignity of exhibition and has
gone inta history as “nothing more
than a ‘plant’” Far more celebrated
in the annals of fakedom was the hoax
contrived by a wag of Binghamton,
N. Y., for the humiliation of a friend
who had too strenuously maintained
his belief that “there were giants in
those days.” A “giant” was fashioned
out &f stone, carefully treated to give
it the appearance of great aga, and
then buried where it was sure to be
“discovered.” So well had the work
been done that many authorities in
relics accepted it as genuine and “of
great antiquity.’ “Periods” were even
assigned, yet it went into the long rec-
ord of fakes, and we remember it to-
day only as the notorious “Cardiff
Giant.”

Fake relics born of the sense of
humor, with a good laugh lurking in
the’ background, are also on the list.
Perhaps the most side-sp.ittihg of them
was that evolved in 19th century Eng-
land just outside the old town of Ban-
bury. A learned society selected the
place as well suited for archaeological
research, and the work of exploration
had hardly more than begun before the
experts unearthed a stone bearing the
mysterious inscription; “Seogeh sreve
ereh wcisume vahl lah sehs se otreh
nos gnir dna sre gnif rehnos gnires
rohyer ganoed iryd alc nifae esots
sorcy rub nabot es rohk co caed ir.”
The most erudite member of the party
failed to make anything of these words,
and after weeks of discussion the
savants were forced to the conclusion
that they werc dealing with an un-
known race. Finaily somebody sug-
gested a backward interpretation of the
inscription, and straightway the secret
was out, for the new version showed
how cunningly the old nursery rhmye
had been concealed: “Ride a cock
horse to Banbury Cross to see-a fine
lady ride on a grey horse. Rings on
her fingers and rings on her  toes, she
shall have music wherever she goes.”
And in that Banbury episodé¢ Dickens
found the materials for his “Pickwick
Papers” story of the stone which car-
ried an inscription ali seekers after
relics will do well to bear in mind:
“Bill Stumps, His mark.”

BOSTON NAVY YARD :

This famous slogan in the interest
of reforestation has found itsireverber-

ations in the Senate hearings on the
nation’s timber and wood pulp supply,
and still more audibly in the decision
announced yesterday that a bill prof
posing a national ferest policy will be
introduced early in the next session of
Congress. It is to prepare such legisla-
tion that a Senate committee is about
to set out on a country-wide tour of
investigation; that it will return with
evidence overwhelmingly on the side of
improved methods of conserving our
trees and dealing with our timber
lands is a foregone conclusion.
Meanwhile Senator Wallace, whose
figures are confirmed by Arthur New-
ton Pack, a well-known tree expert,
has gone far to bring out the urgency
of the situation. When America was
discovered forest totalling 850,080,000
acres covered large areas of the east-
ern and southern states. As a result
of settlement, lumbering and neglect,

have gone into recent estimates as “de-
nuded and idle,” and there are also
245,000,000 acres of “very sparsely
lumbered land which is capaable of in-
tensive tree cultivation.” Of the orig-
inal timber supply of 5,200,000,,000,000
board feet there remains not more than
1,600,000,000,000 board feet of second-
growth timber and stubble. . The acre-
age cut annually is about 10,000,000
feet, Every year millions of feet are
{ost as a result of forest fires, to say
nothing of timber wasted or wantonly
destroyed. i

Louisville Federal Judge De-

| nounces Seizures Without

ten to Leave Kentucky.

t : ;
Louisville, Ky., March 22—In a° de-
cision in Federar Court for the west-

ern district of Kentucky, Judge Walter
Evans ruled that dry agents cannot stop
and search automobiles for liquor with-
out a specific search warrant.

Declaring that the prohibition law is
“not the supreme law of the land,” the
judge issued instructions to a jury in
his court to acquit Robert Meyer of
charges preferred by dry agents that he
had performed illegal transportations of
liquor.

Meyer's constitutional rights were in-
vaded when his car was searched and
he was arrested without a warrant, the
judge ruled.

This decision, it was said by P.
Green Miller, | Chief of Enforcement
Agents in Kentucky and Tennessee,
makes impossible the enforcement of
prohibition here.

N Twenty-five per cent. of the liquor
cases before the Federal Court are for
automobile transportation of liquor, he
added,.and ninety-five per cent. of the
whiskey sold in soft drink stands is
brought to them by automobiles. Judge
Evans’s decision stops all interference
with this traffic, Mr. Miller asserted.

Removal of a large part of the Fed-
eral prohibition force from the Western

District and to Tennessee will take
place because of the Court’s ruling, Mr.
Miller declared. “In the future,” Mr.
Miller said, “a policeman or State of-
ficer will accompany Federal officers on
all raids so that the cases may be tried
first in the State courts, I purpose to
file cases in magistrate’s and police
courts, and afterward try the Federal
court.” : “

W. Sherman Ball, United States Dis-
trict Attorney, said today it was an
‘impossibility toswear out a search war-
rent in the case of an automobilist
“There never have been and never will
be search warrants in
cases,” he said. “Before the warrant
can be sworn out the name of the place
of the offender must be ascertained, No
right exists to detain a motorist while
this is being done, and he can be in the
next county by the time the warrant is
prepared.” .

Judge John R, Hazel of Buffalo, in
Federal Court heré declared that pro-
hibition agents have absolutely no
right to enter a home without a war-
rant and asserted that “such methods
must be discontinued at once.”

Judge Hazel characterized methods
of prohibition agents attached to the
Syracuse office as “extraordinary pro-
cedure in flagrant violation of the Con-
stitutional rights of citizens,” and di-
rected the preparation of papers in a
motion to punish William Brennan, in
charge of enforcement in the Syracuse
district, for contempt of court.

Judge Hazel’s action followed a hear-
ing on three Utica cases. He ordered
ihe immediate return to Gus Pucci of
Utica of sixty-four gallons of liquor
seized in a raid upon his home without
a warrant by Federal officers. He also
ordered the return at once of four trucks
seized from Eli Cramer and John Falvo,

turned by formal order of the Court.

“THIRST STRIKE” IN DUISBURG

Duisburg, March 21.—(Associated
Press).—The Germans -in Duisburg
and elsewhere in the Belgian occupied
area have gone on a thirst strike. This
is due to the adoption by the Belgians
of the rule, “no tax, no wine,” as a
method of inducing payment of the
recently imposed tax on wines, liquors
and tobacco.

Kelly Raps Irish
Republican Chiefs

Colonel Thinks Soviet Is Aiding
Their Efforts.

_Ne‘w York, March 22.—Bitterly ar-
raigning the leaders of the Republican
movement in Ireland, as well as Irish-
Americans here who gave them aid,
Col. J. Sherwood Kelly, British army,
retired, who arrived on the Carman
of the Cunard line to visit ffiends, de
clared that De Valera’s present meth-
ods were worse than the atrocities al-
leged to have been committed by the
British 800 years ago. De Valera,
whom he said was not evem an Irish-
man, was being supported by funds
raised by misguided Irish-Amerieass,
dccording to Col. Kelly. He believed
the Bolshevist Government of Russia
also was supplying aid in the hope of
breaking up the British Empire.

“The so-called  Irish- Americans
make me tired,” he said. “Either they
are Americans, in which case they are
not Irish, or else they are Irish and
English citizens and should not be fos-
tering internal strife. e

“Most of the Republicans don’t even
know what they are fighting for. They
killed Michael Collins after he had ob-
tained for them what had been the
goal of loyal Irishmen for years.”

Col. Kelly, it was said, possesses
more decorations, with one exception,
than any other officer in the British
army. He served in the war with the
Inneskillen Fusiliers, one of the oldest
Irish regiments. At the close of the
war he went to Russia for a time,

Proposed New Sections—
Lighting of Vehicles De-
bated.

onsideration of a draft of traffic
by-laws, presented by Commissioner
Thornton as head of the department
of public safety, occupied the entire
time of _the Common Council meeting
in committee this morning. Some of
the sections proposed proved very con-
tentious and- only part of the draft
was discussed.- Some new sections
were introduced.

Section 6 providing that a vehicle in
turning to the right into another street
shall, when its, width will permit, keep |
as near to the right curb as possible
was changed by substituting the
words “when the width of the street
will permit.”

Section 13, a new one, reads as fol-
lows: No one shall drive a vehicle so
covered in or constructed as to pre-
vent the driver thereof from having
a sufficient view of the traffic follow-
ing and at the sides of such vehicles.

Section 1 of Article 2 legalizes the
use of “stop lights” on the rear of
motor cars.

Horn-Blowing,

Section 4, regarding the blowing of
horns was amended by adding the
words, “street intersection.”

Vehicle Lighting.

Section 9 is a new section providing
that vehicles other than motor  cars
shall carry and keep burning between
sunset and sunrise two lighted lamps
showing a white light ahead and- one
showing a red light to the rear. The
rear lamp may be omitted if provision
is made in the backs of the two front
lights to show red lights, which ecan
be plainly visible' from the rear. The
section caused a great deal of discus-
sion. It was decided to let this section
stand. ‘ \

Another new section was that call-
ing for a light or flag to designate an
overhanging load of six feet or more
on a vehicle.

Right Of Way. X

To the section giving the right of
way to police, fire department, ambu-
iance, mails 'and the N. B. Power
Company’s emergency’ wagon was add-
ed a provision giving the right of way
to the emergency wagon of the water
department, and the - emergency
vehicles of the Power Commission of
the City o¢f St. John.

Section 4, Article 3, provides that
vehicles shall draw up to and parallel
with the curb on the approach, of fire
apparatus, y

Bection 5 requires the motorman of
a @treet car to bring the car<to a stop
on the approach of fire apparatud. .

Section 6 requires drivers of vehicles '
on streets traversed or to be traversed
by fire apparatus to use care.

Section 7 gives the right of way at
intersections to drivers on the right.

Section 8 gives the right of way to
those passing aleng public streets over
those coming from a private way.

District Attorney Persists in
Shielding “Marshall” —
Millionaire’s Name Does
Not Matter, He Says—
" Pair Met at Cafe.

New York, March 22—After thor-
oughly checking up the circumstances
surrounding the murder by chloroform
of Dorothy Keenan, artist’s model, at
her apartment at 144 West Fifty-sev-
enth Street early last Thursday morn-
ing, the police have decided the slay-
ing and the theft of $10,000 worth of
the girl’s jewelry was the work of
some one thoroughly acquainted with
her habit in ‘entering and leaving the
house and her custom of having quan-
tities of expensive jewelry about. !

They point out that the slayer eas-
ily could have concealed himself in the
house until the early hours of the
morning when the girl was alone, and
after gaining entrance to her room
with a master key, administered the
chloroform. It is .possible, the police
say, that some of the model's men
friends engineered the crime.

The chloroforming, they say, was a
clumsy job, but was plotted, as the
serial number on the label of the bottle
was cdrefully scratched out to destroy,
any clue it might afford., :

It was to assure themselves of the
correctness of this theory, it was
learned, - that the girl’s mother, Mrs.
Anna Keenan, and her two brothers,
John and Francis, were questioned by
Inspector Coughlin and Captain Carey
at Police Headquarters, The examinu-
tion of John Keenan, the older of the
brothers, to whom Dorothy had given
a taxicab a few months ago, lasted
almost the entire day.

The police did not reveal his evi-
dence, but it is understood to have
been of much aid. John, it is said, had
no sympathy. with his sister’s mode of
life. It was because of his objection
to her bobbing her hair that she left
her home two years ago the police
say. ) / :

Divorced Husband Examined,

 Another development in the case was
the questioning of KEugene I. Oppel,
the model’s divorced husband, by Act-
ing District Attorney Pecora. Oppel
said he married Dorethy in 1912 and
was divorced by her in the latter part
of 1913, He said he saw her for the

¢ |last time in the earlier part of 1914,

but had heard later from her family.
Oppel is a salesman, ©= According to
Mr. Pecora, he has satisfied the author-
ities he xnew nothing of‘ the girl’s
death until the details had appeared
in the papers.

Albert E. Guimares, to whom the
model gave jewelry and clothing, ob-
tained a reduction in his bail from
$10,000 to $2,500 in a hearing before
Magistrate Smith in the West Side
court. He is charged with illegal pos-
session of a pistol. Further argument
in his case has been set for March 29.

The police expect to obtain valuable
clues from the dead girl’s strong box
in the Forty-second Street Branch of
the National City Bank. Permission to
open the box was granted her brother
John by Burrogate , John P. O’Brien.
The mother and brother, accompanied
by a detective, went to the bank late
in the afternoon. What they found
was not made known.

“Marshall” Still Shielded.

 Mr. Pecora continues in his refusal
to reveal the identity of “Mr, Mar-

shall,” the mysterious Boston' million-

aire, who was the last man eeen with
the girl before she was 'discovered slain
at noon last Thursday. “Marshall’s”
story that he left the girl’'s apartment
after a champagne party about 2 a.m.
Thursday morning by elevator has
been contradicted by the elevator oper-
ator, John Thomas, who says that
while “Marshall’s” companion, “Mr.
Wilson,” came down by the elevator,
he did not see “Marshall” again that
night or morning.
Mr. Pecora said he preferred to be-
lieve “Mr. Marshall” and exonerated
the latter, although he admitted he had
not verified his story or’ questioned the
elevator operator on the conflicting
points. . .

“Mr. Marshall has described his
movements that night fully,” said Mr.
Pecora. “He asked to be examined by
the authorities because he got the im-
pression from the newspapers that the
police were holding Guimares as the
man who had been in the apartment
with the model that night. Knowing
that he was the man, Marshall did
not want another man to suffer on
his account and so made a glean breast
of the mattér to us.” °

“You know that his testimony
about his leaving at 2 a.m. has been
contradicted by Thomas, who says he
took no gne else up that night except
a Mr. and Mrs. -Graham, who live
in the house?” Mr. Pecora was asked.

“Yes, and I believe Mr. Marshall.
He tells me he came down in the cle-
vator. He was preceded by his secre-
tary, Mr. Wilson, by about an hour
and a half. There is no question of
shielding anybody here. Mr, Marshall
has a family and large business In-
terests. I believe him to be innocent
and there is no reason why a man’s
family and business should be jeo-
pardized. I will tell who he is only
when I think the occasion warrants.
Nelson Olcott, his counsel, telephoned
me and said that I might do as I
wished if the matter was emibarrasing
me. I see no reason to change my at-
titude.” %

Traffic By-Laws.

Copies of the amended street traffic
by-laws were presented at yesterday’s
_Common Council meeting for consid-
eration of the members before act-
ing on them. Probably the most im-
portant change is that referring to
the rule that the vehicle on the right
has the right of way at street in-
tersections,  This, practice has been
found very effective in other cities in
eliminating collisions,  Under it all
the driver of a vehicle has to do is
to watch the vehicle at his right
band and give it the right of way. The
section setting this forth is Section 7,
Article 8, and is as follows:

“Every driver of a motor or other
vehicle approaching an intersecting
way shall grant the right of way at
the point of intersection to vehicles

pproaching from his right except that
vhenever traffic officers are standing at
z:h an intersection they shall have
right to regulate traffic, thereat.”
Section 19—Motor vehicles may stand

‘at the following places and such

other places as may from time to

time be designated by the Chief of

Police, for a period of four hours:

(1) Along the south side of King

square between the white lines

painted on the roadway, except in
front of the roadway leading
through the centre of the square.

(2) Also on the north side of King

square in the space designated be-

tween the signs. :

(3) Also along the easterly side of

Canterbury ‘street between Princess

and Duke streets,

(4) Along the southerly side of|!

. Market square between Prince Wil-

lan and Water streets. !

And shall stand in a single line at

an angle of forty-five degrees with

the roadway with the rear right
wheel at the curb.

Amendments' to conform with the
change in the rules of the road are
included in the copies. Other minor
amendments are made,

Fire Protection.

A basis for agreement on the matter
of the city giving fire protection to
Beaconsfield was presented at yester-

day afternoon’s Common Council meet-
ing and was approved by the council.

Commissioner Thornton proposed
that a pumping engine be purchased
by the city and stationed at No. 7
Engine House, West St. John, and
that six non-interfering fire alarm
boxes ‘be installed in the district pro-
posed. Two men would have to be
employed for the new engine and it
would be necessary also to purchase
more hose. He figured the annual
maintenance charges as follows:
Wages, two men, $2,800; hose, $1,400;
gasoline, etc, $100; maintenance, $300;
interest and sinking fund on engine,
$1,360—a total of $5,960. As it would
not be necessary . to purchase hose
every year, the annual charge would
be about $5,000. Mr. Thornton pro-
posed that the taxpayers of the dis-
trict served, pay fifty per cent. of the
snnual charge—or about $2,500. As-
sessment for this amount would be
made on the district. He pointed out
that-only the hydrant district. would
be served by the department as it
would be useless to go where there
were no hydrants.

Commissioner Bullock said the city
should make sure of payment from
the district, but Mr. Thornton re-
plied that this would be taken care
of in the agreement,

Commisioner Wigmore favored the
proposal because it also increased the
fire protection facilities on the west
side,

It was decided finally to notify the
Beaconsfield committee that the Coun-
cil would be favorably inclined to con-
sider an agreement on this basis and
Commissioner Thornton will get in
touch with the committee and report
back as ‘soon as possible.

Accepts Tender,

The tender of the Imperial Oil Co.,
Ltd.,, of $25.50, plus sales tax, for 300
tons of asphalt, was accepted at yes-
terday’s council meeting on recom-
mendation from Commissioner Frink.

Applications for the erection of
signs from the Jones Electric Radio
Co., Ltd., and from the Walford Cafe,
447 Main street, were passed on to
Commissioner Frink with power to act.

MOTOR CARS FOR
SHORT LINE USE

New York, March 22—Railroad ex-
ecutives ‘are looking with more favor
on the substitution of motor cars for
stegm-drawn traing to be used .in the
passenger services of short lines, ac-
cording to statements of the American
Short Line Railroad Association, which
has compiled figures showing the rela-
tive costs of the two services. ;

The operation of a motor car varies
from nineteen to twenty-five cents a
mile and of a steam drawn car from
sixty-five cents to $1. The lower fig-
ure for the motor car service is for
smaller cars seating twenty to twenty-
five passengers. These require for their
handling only one man, r:v‘lile the larger
cars, seating from forty-five to fifty-
five passengers and providing for their
baggage necessitate the services of two
men. An important factor in favor of
the motor car service is the extremely
low maintenance cost. Some cars have
run from 800,000 to 400,000 miles and
are still in good condition.

SENATOR McDONALD
ADVOCATES EXTENSION -
OF HOTEL SYSTEM
Senator McDonald, yesterday sub-
mitted to the Senate a proposal to ex-
tend the Canadian National Hotel sys-
tem to the Maritime Provinces and to
develop the tourist trade in this part
of the country.

God Save the King.

K. D. 97 To Testify
Against Reds

Leader’s Alleged Activtiies at
Raided Convention. o

St. Joseph, Mich., March 22— (Asso-
ciated Press)—“K. D, 97.” Govern-
ment agent who rose so high in the
Communist Party of America that he
attended the national convention here
last August as a delegate, will take the
stand in ;the Berrien County Court as
the chief State witness against Wil-
liam Z. Foster of Chicago, charged
with criminal syndicalism. The cryp-
tic symbol of the Government hides
the identity of Francis Morrow in the
records of the Department of Justice.

As Government under-cover agent at
Camdem, N. J., Morrow entered the
ship yards and then joined the Com-
munist -Party under the name of Ash-
worth, By that name he was known
to Communist leaders, but at the
Bridgeman convention, where all dele-
gates used assumed names and were
forbidden to disclose their true identity,
he used the alias of Day.

The State expects Morrow to tell of
a speech said to have been delivered at
the convention by “Comrade Borden,”|.
the alias which the prosecution claims
concealed the identity of Foster. He is
also expected to describe the actiivities
of “Comrade Brooks”, who the State
will attempt to prove was Arnold Lose-
gsky of Moscow. Losevesky, the State

aims, came to America five days be-
fore the convention as the personal rep-
resentative of Nicolai Lenin, Russian
Dictator, and of the Third Internation-
ale. As “Comrade Brooks,” it is claim-
ed, he was one of the leading spirits
in the convention held in the lonely
sand dunes twenty miles from St.
Joseph,

Maurice Wolff, Department of Justice
agent, who was on the stand when
court adjourned Friday, will be recall-
ed to continue the identification of
thousands of papers seized when he;
and other Government agents raided
the meeting, Morrow will follow Wolff
on the stand.

The whereabouts of another of the
missing defendants in the ‘criminal syn-
dicalism cases here,(forty-four of whom |,
bave never been apprehended, was dis-
closed when Federal agents learned Al-
fred Wagenknecht of Cleveland, for
whom a warrant has been outstanding
since last September, had been arrested
in Connecticut on a charge of forging
passports.

It was also announced that Robert
Branigan, former Department of Jus-
tice agent, who is a defense witness,
has been released from the Lowell
(Mass.)" jail, where he was a prisoner
on a local charge.

The defense claims Branigan, while a
Government agent, was like Morrow, a
spy in the Communist ranks. The Com-
munists, Foster’s attorneys say, moved
their secret headquarters in New York
to keep the Government from finding
them, and Branigan, supposed Com-
munist leader, in reality a Government
agent, was the man delegated for the
task of ‘watching them.

Moscow, March 6—(By Mail)—When
calculated on a gold basis bread is now
cheaper in Moscow than in almost any
other city in the world, and Musko-
vites, after five years of bread short-
age, or the consumption of \weird and
ache-producing substitutes, now are
revelling in a diet of their favorite
foodstuff. Black bread, which forms
the staple diet of most Russians, can
now be obtained in the markets at the
ruble, equivalent of about two and a
half American cents a pound. A year
ago the pay of the average workman
was hardly sufficient te buy two or
three pounds of bread a day, while
now, the most poorly-paid man can buy
fifteen or twenty pounds and gorge
himself and his family to the full.

White bread costs nearly three times
as much as black bread, but nowadays
one may See poorly-clad men and wo-
men carrying huge loaves of it
through the streets, bound home to in-
dulge themselves in a luxury which

The scale of living in Moscow has
greatly improved over conditions pre«
vailing a year ago, and with the ex-
ception of certain refugee camps, nearly
every one in the city now has enough
to eat.

Muskovites say that this is the first
wintér since 1916 when they have been
able to keep their houses warm enough
for comfort. The fuel supply of the
city seems adequate, and wood is no
longer rational.

SECRET OF GREAT HAWAII
KING’S GRAVE KNOWN TO 3

Burial Place of Kamehameha is Guard-
ed by Oath Made Years Ago,

Honolulu,, T. H., Feb. 8—(By Mail)
—The last resting place of Kameha-
meha I, Hawaii’s first and greatest
King, is known to three persons and
the location was not a secret that per-
ished with the deaths of the attendants
at the monarch’s funeral rites, as popu-
larly helieved, Frederick W. Beckley,
Hawaiian historian, told the Hawaiian
Historical Society at its last meeting
here.

Kamehameha, a warrior chief of the
island of Hawaii., was the first to con-
quer all of the islands in the group. He
united them into a kingdom with him-
self as monarch. According to' the
popular legend his body was secreted
after death and the attendants were
sworn never to reveal the location.
_Kamehameha died in 1819 at the age of
eighty-three years.

“I myself have seen the place where
Kamehameha’s bones lie,” Beckley told
the society. “There are two other per-
sons living today who know his last
resting place, These are an old Hawaii-
an, in the Federal service here, and an‘]
aged Hawaiian woman on the wind- |
ward side of the island of Oahu. This |

information has been handed down
through my family to the oldest son. It!
is a sacred trust of honor and is not to

be revealed. The common supposition
that Kamehamehid’s remains were
moved /by King Kalakaua is false.
Those were the bones of a lesser chief.”
. Beckley’s statement, which aroused
great interest, followed the reading of
a paper on “The Passing of Kameham-
cha the Great,” by Dr. W, D. Wester-
velt, authority on Hawaiian legends
and history.

According to-Westervelt, Kameham-
eha was the first Hawaiian chief who
refused to permit the sacrifice of a
human being in an attempt to save the
chieftain’s life. When relatives and re-
tainers attempted to sacrifice a man to
propitiate the gods to spare the King’s
life, Kamehameha forbade them, say-
ing, “The man belongs to the chief.”

Westervelt said that Kamehameha’s
last words were: “E na i wale no oukou
i kuu pono” (The right which I have
done ye cannot undo). :

FIRST PHONE SUBSCRIBER -
IN COUNTRY IS TRACED

Preacher Agreed to Pay $8 a Year
for Sérvice Back in 1877,

New York, March 22.—Local tele-
phone men have come across the first
advertisement of a telephone company.
It was published in July, 1877, iin the
newspapers of New Haven, Conn. This
advertisement made it clear that sub-
scribing for a telephone in those early
days consisted in leasing an instru-
ment and mot in buying service as is
the case now.

“The proprietors keep the instru-
ment in repair without charges,” said
the advertisement, “and the user has
no expense except the maintenance of
the line. It needs only a wire between
the two stations, though ten or twenty
miles apart, with a telephone at each
end.”

Despite this inducement and the
further inducement that “the outside
of the telephone is of mahogany, finely
polished, and an ornament to any room
or office,” only one subscriber resulted.
The Rev. John E. Todd came forward
and agreed to pay 818 a year for a
telephone. He is belleved to be the
first subscriber in the world to a com-
mercial exchange.

According to several telephone offi- |

cials the trouble was not with the ad-
vertising nor with the matter of string-
ing lines. The public simply had to be
shown that it could not get along with-
out telephones. Therefore, the records
ghow & canvasser was sent out to make
personal explanation of the telephone

Tax on Grain Fixtures to be
Paid on Money Value of
Trading Done on Winni-
peg Exchange.

(By Canadian Press)

Winnipeg, March 22—The tax on’

tn_iding in futures on the local grain ex-

change as proposed by the Provincial

. Government will be levied on - the
money value of the trading done and
not on the bulk of grain involved in the
transactions, according to a statement
obtained yesterday.

The actual levy will be slightly less
than two cents per $100 and produc-
ers of grain are to be exempted from
paying the tax. This clause is to pre-
vent an undue burden falling upon the
producer who sells his grain in the fall
and immediately purchases futures. No
other trading is to be taxed.

cations that further expansion has tak-
en place, particularly in production,
which has now become the point of
chief interest in the present economic
situation, Business men and econo-

mists are watching carefully the trend

of production and credit expansion. As
long as the two progress evenly, they
feel things sre on a sound basis. At
the first indication that credit expansion
is outstripping production, however, it
is likely that wild alarms will be
sounded. ;

There is room for considerable argu-
ment and difference of opinion on the
subject of whether the ecountry has en-
tered a period of “secondary inflation.”
Continued price rises are regarded by
some as proof that inflation is in
progress, Others, however, merely re-
gard the upward move in prices as an
adjustment following- the depression
during which prices sank below the
levels normally indicated by natural
economic laws, G

Apparently both production and
credit are expanding evenly at pres-
ent. Production in general is between
90 and 100 per cent.of capacity and is
vnlikely to expand much further be-
cause of the shortage of available
labor. In many industries it is re-
ported that prodnction has about
reached its limit, due to the inability
to obtain additiona} workmen.

Prices continue as a factor of un-
centainty.  Ingeneral, prices are still
advancing, although several of the
basic, raw materials are believed to be
at or near their peak for the move-
aent. During the week price changes
were comparatively slight and more
recessions were roted than has been
the case for some time past.

The upward movement in prices Is
pow manifesting itself more strongly
in finished commodities than in the
raw materials. ‘Chis is a natural de-
velopment, of course, and was antici-
pated, On the ether hand, there is ¢
strong _desire on the part of both
manufacturers and distributors to keep
prices from advancing far enough to
influence the consumer to retrench fn
his buying. A notable-example of this
was found during the week in the
opening of fall lines of men’s cloth-
ing by two Jarge manufacturers, ene
in Chicago #nd the other in Phila-
delphia, when the prices named ran
about on a par with the prices of a
year ago, despite subsequent advances
in wool and woolen and worsted mate-
rials, What influence this action will
have on the rest of the trads, where
advances of from 10 to 80 per cent.
were contemplated, is questisnable. It
illustrates, however, that “he- large
producers feel that big volume can
only be obtained at present through
attractive prices.

HENRY FORD PAY
AL FRWS DEBIS

Magnate Personally Pays
Four Million. Dollars to
Creditors.

Detroit, March 22.—All debts of the
Lincoln Motor Company have been
paid in full by Henry Ford, who took
over its assets at a receiver’s sale or-
der by Judge Tuttle in the federal
court. :

Ralph Stone, president of the Detroit
Trust Company, who served as receiv-
er, announced today that cheques for
claims totalling more than $4,000,000
had been mailed to creditors by Mr.
Ford personally.

Following the payment of preferred
obligations against the company, the
receiver was able to pay creditors only
47Y% per cent. of their claims. It is the
remainder; or 52Y% per cent. of the
claim of creditors that has just been
paid by Ford.

Ford also reimbursed the seven
directors of the defunct company who
had indorsed the company’s paper.
They had taken up the paper in banks
by paying the differences above the
421, per cent. gllowed by the receiver.

Nash,

The Lincoln Company was organized
during the war, the Lelands retiring
from the Cadillac Motor Company to
direct the new enterprise, Manufacture
of Liberty motors for Government
aircraft was the speclalty of the com-
pany during the war.
