WE WANT DEEP-WATER WHARVES.

The great lack of the city of St. John 
at the present time is the lack of deep 
Witer wharves -with warehouses and 
railway connexions. The only deep 
water wharves we now have that have 
railway connexions are the Sand Point 
wharf, which is only 180 feet long and is 
witbpuk. a warehouse, and the Inter­
colonial Railway wharf which has room 
for pnly two large vessels, only one of 
which can have the benefit of a ware­
house. The Long wharf will be a third 
deep water wharf with railway and ware­
house when it is dredged to the proper 
depth, but at present it only affords 
sixteen feet of water at low water, 
spring tides, which is not enough for 
even an ordinary freight steamer. 
The new Corporation pier and Pet- 
tengill’s wharf may have railway 
connexion at some future day, but at 
present this desirable result seems to be 
distant owing to the opposition of the 
people of Sydney ward to a railway pass­
ing through some of their streets. But 
even if the Long wharf, the City wharf 
and the I. C. R. wharf were in the best 
possible position to accommodate ocean 
steamships there would still be a lack of 
what we most need, wharves for the in- 
transit trade of Canada. This trade 
which amounts to from $20.000,000 to 
$30,000,000 a year needs to be conducted 
in the most economical manner, and in 
such a way that St John can compete 
successfully for it with New York, 
Boston and Portland. So long as 
the tolls on the railway bridge 
for all freight are equal to the 
haulage of that freight a distance of 
125 miles, the competition of St. John 
with New York and Boston becomes 
difficult or impossible, and the advant­
ages of our favorable position are lost 
Either,then,the bridge must be made free 
of tolls or we must have deep water 
wharves and warehouses on the west side 
of t^ie harbor.

The incident which took place yester­
day at Kingston, Ont, in regard to the 
United Slates flag is one which will prob­
ably be the means of directing the atten­
tion of the people of Canada to the fact 
that they have been too liberal In times 
past in permitting the use of a foreign 
flag in this Dominion. It appears that 
the Canadian Order of Foresters, in ses­
sion at Kingston, engaged the steamer St. 
Lawrence to take an excursion down the 
river to Ganouque. The steamer is own­
ed by Folger Bros., who are American 
citizens living at Kingston. All their 
boats are flying the American flag. “A” 
Battery band was to have accompanied 
the excursion, but Colonel Cotton gave 
orders to the bandmaster not to go on 
board unless the American flag was haul­
ed down. The owners would not haul 
down the flag, therefore the band went 
back to the barracks. Every one will say 
that Colonel Cott m did right The St 
Lawrence,
United

consequently ought to display the British 
flag, without regard to the nationality of 
her owners. She stands in precisely the 
same position as the City of Monticello, 
which is also American built, but which 
has now become a British vessel. How 
would the people of St John like to have 
to sail under the American flag between 
St John and Digby. Even Mr. Howard 
D. Troop would hardly have the assur­
ance to ask this. The steamers of the In­
ternational Steamship Company are 
American built and registered, but while 
they properly carry their national 
flag at the peak they carry the 
British flag at the fore, thus 
showing the International character 
of their business. This good custom has 
been followed by the New York Steam­
ship company, whose fine ocean steam­
ship, the Valencia, displays the British 
flag at the fore. The managers of the 
Winthrop, on the other hand, showjheir 
contempt for our flag by paradli g an 
American jack at the fore where the 
British flag should be

ments under the Common Council, 
into accepting the harbor com­
mission scheme and providing a 
number of these obstructives with fat 
offices. But although the construction 
of a dry dock must be postponed for the 
present, the need for deep water wharves 
is still as great as ever. Mr. Leary pro­
poses to hnild a portion of those wharves 
which were embraced in his larger 
scheme, taking from the city a reduced 
subsidy and agreeing to have the work 
completed in time for next winter’s busi­
ness. The wharf which he now proposes 
to build will be at the extremity of South 
Rodney wharf, running down to the har­
bor line, a distance of 300 feet and then 
along the fcurbor line north and south 
600 feet, forming an elbow, with Lerths 
for steamships both outside and inside. 
The outside berth on the harbor line 
will be 500 feet long, with a depth 
of 27 feet at dead low water, 
spring tides, and will be capable 
of accomodating the largest freight or 
passenger steamship afloat The inside 
face of this wharf will be 340 feet long 
and will be dredged to a depth of 20 feet, 
so that it will be capable of accommodat­
ing any ordinary freighter, and steam­
ships of the Damara and Ulunda class. 
The outer face of the wharf on Rodney 
slip will be 300 feet long, with a depth ot 
27 feet and capable of accommodating a 
very large freight steamer, the inner face 
will be 200 feet long with a depth of 20 
feet and will make a snug berth for a 
West India trader. The wharf will be 
100 feet wide and in the centre of it will 
be a range of warehouses 50 feet wide, 
in two blocks, with a total length of 
600 feet, giving a floor area of 
30,000 square feet, or sufficient to accom­
modate the entire cargoes of four such 
vessels as would lie at the wharves. 
Through this warehouse and beside it 
the tracks of a railway will run connect­
ing both with the New Brunswick road 
and the Shore Line. Such is the system 
of wharves which Mr. Leary now pro­
poses to build for a subsidy of $5000 a 
year from the city for twenty years, 
which is equal to an immediate payment 
of $62,500. Engineer Holt who went 
over Mr. Leary’s plans with great care 
calculated the cost of this block of 
wharves at $256,771 and the estimate of 
Mr. St George Boswell,who also examin­
ed them was substantially the same. The 
contribution of the city therefore would 
amount to less than one quarter of the 
cost of these wharves, and would come 
in such a form tha* the people would 
never feel it. We think that in view of 
these facts the Common Council will 
have no difficulty in deciding that Mr. 
Leary’s amended scheme is a good one 
and worthy of their support.

Mr. Murray who answers the queries 
addressed to the Montreal Star has been 
giving ihe readers of that paper some 
very misleading information in regard to 
population figures, 
having asked the question what was the 
population of Great Britain, the United 
States and Canada, at the last census. 
Mr. Murray gives .the figures of the 
British census of 1881 correctly enough. 
The population of the British Islands, 
including the Army, Navy and 
Merchant seamen abroad, was 35,241,482. 
Mr. Murray then gives the popu- 
Dtion of the United States in 1880 
at 49,983,763, which is correct, if we ex­
clude Indians and Chinese from the 
enumeration. But he then proceed? to 
give an estimate of the population of the 
United States which, according to the 
late government actuary was 62,021,000 in 
1889 and is, according to the present 
actuary, 66,000,000 this year. There are 
no data whatever for an estimate of the 
population of the United Stales, owing 
to the neglect of figures of vital statistics 
in most of the states, and the failure to 
record the numbers of those who emi­
grate back to Europe. Yet Mr. Murray 
gives the estimate of an actuary of the 
present population of the United States 
for which no proper basis exists and 
neglects to give an estimate of population 
for the British Islands which can be 
easily ascertained from the vital statis­
tics and emigration tables which are 
most carefully kept. The estimate made 
by the British Registrar General of 
population of Great Britain and Ireland 
for June 1889 was 37,808,892. If to these 
figures were added the army, navy and 
seamen abroad we would have a total of 
38,025,000 for 1889. The present popula­
tion of the British Islands is probably 
38,400,000.

It is, however, in respect to the census 
of Canada ^that Mr. Murray makes the 
worst blunders. He says :—

The population of the chief cities of the 
Dominion in 1881 was; Montreal, 200,000; 
Toronto. 166,809; Quebec, 64,350; Hamil­
ton, 43,072; Halifax, 40,000; Ottawa, 40,- 
000; St. John, N. B., 27,110; London, 26,- 
960; Winnipeg, 22,098; and Victoria, 
16,000.

These figures are all absurdly wrong. 
The population of Montreal was not 200,- 
000 in 1881 but 140,706; the population of 
Toronto was not 166,809 but 86,415; Que­
bec had not 64,350 inhabitants but only 
62,446; Hamilton instead of 43,072 which 
Mr. Murray gives it had only 35,961 people 
in 1881. Halifax had 36,100 the same year 
and nôt 40,000; St John had 26,127, in its 
old limits and 41,353 in its new limits, 
instead of 27,110 which Mr. Murray gives 
it. Winnipeg had not 22,098 inhabitants 
in 1881 but only 7,985. London had 
only 19,746 people instead of Mr. 
Murray’s 26,960; Victoria had 5,925 in­
stead of 14,000. Mr. Murray is a nice 
man to answer statistical questions. 
The Moncton Times, which ought to 
know better, swallows all Mr. Murray’s 
figures without question.

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for 

a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and 
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for 
irregular inspections of the same, which may be 
made at any time when deemed necessary by the 
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on 
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs 
or "impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in 
the performance of his duty under said Act, or 
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights 
and measures for inspection when calk d upon to 
do so by an inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors of Weights and Measures for verification foes, 
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de­
mand from the officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate ("Form 0,6” with the words 
"Original for the Trader” printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these official 
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years, and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard

. them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an 
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob­
ability, have to pay over Zagam their verification 
fees.
