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I London, July 23—Madalarl Dhiragaria, 

the Indian student, who on the night of 
July 1 shot and killed Lieut. Col. Sir 
William Hutt Curzon Wyllie, and Dr. 
Cawas Lalcaca, was today found guilty 
and sentenced to death at the conclusion 
of a trial of less than an hour’s duration, 
in the Old Bailey Police Court. During 
the recital of the occurrences in the Im­
perial Institute on the night of the trag­
edy the prisoner sat in the dock listening 
unconcernedly and only once broke his 
silence by saying "Whatever I did was an 
act of patriotism/’

At the close of the evidence and in reply 
to the query if he wished to question any 
of the witnesses, Madalarl said No, add­
ing that he wished only that the 
ment in justification of his act, which he 
made in the police court of July 10, should 
be read. Ibis wae done, and the veidict 
of guilty and sentence to death followed 
m a few seconds.

As the lord chief justice concluded m 
pronouncing sentence, the prisoner drew 
himself up in military style and saluted, 
He said:

"I thank you, my lord, I am proud to 
have the honor of laying down my hum­
ble life for my country. Your sentence of 
death is perfectly illegal. You are all pow­
erful and can do what you like; but re­
member we will have the power some day. 
That’s all I have to say.” *

Houston, Tex., July 22.—;Eighteen per­
sons dead, eighteen seriously hurt and a 
property loss exceeding a million dollars 
is as far as can be ascertained at a late 
hour tonight; the toll exacted by yester­
day’s hurricane along the Louisiana and 
Texas coasts.

Passenger trains from twelve to fifteen 
hours late arrived here from the coast 
districts today.

Details of the disaster in the south­
western part of the storm-swept district 
are still meagre as wires were stripped 
from the poles and railway communica­
tion fcodtintiés imposable.

The territory around Bay City seems to 
have béén the centré of the etofm' which 
moved southwest from Galveston. For 
hours a seventy mile wind swept across 
the Bay. City region carrying everything 
before it. Velasco, a small town near Bay 
City, is reported demolished, but with no 
accompanying loss of life and nobody in­
jured. Every building was unroofed or 
partly demolished and the town tonight 
lies in four feet of water. The residents 
are escaping in boats.

not driven. In the new religion there will

Kenosha, Wis., July 22—State troops 
at Milwaukee are in readiness tonight to 
proceed at once to this city in event of 
any recurrence of the rioting which broke 
out here today when the N. R. Allen 
Sons Company reopened its tannery plant, 
the employes of which had been on strike.

The rioting today began when the 
guard attempted to disperse strikers who 
gathered in numbers about the entrance 
of the plant to jeer at two hundred or 
more men who remained at work.

N. Champagne, Member of the 
Capital City Board, Says the 
System has Worked Well.

New Brunswick

Napoleon Champagne, a member of the 
board of control of the city of Ottawa,was 
in St. John yesterday, at the Royal. In 
conversation with a Telegraph reporter he 
said that the system of government by 
board of control has been in force in Ot­
tawa now for two years. Under a provin­
cial statute it has still three years to run 
and at the end of that time it would take 
a two thirds vote of the council to revert 
to the old system.

He said be did not believe the city of 
Ottawa would willingly do away with the 
board of control now as, taken all in all, 
the results were more satisfactory and 
economical than before.

There had been a good deal of opposition 
to the introduction of the board of control 
system in Ottawa, in great part from the 
French and Catholic element who were 
afraid that they would not have the same 
amount of fair play under it as they had 
enjoyed formerly.

Alter two years experience, however, 
M. Champagne considers the city would 
not willingly return to the old regime. He 
is the only Catholic representative on the 
board and the only French Canadian. Pre­
vious to the new order of things he was 
always the alderman from a hrench ward 
which for sixteen years had always re­
turned him with a big majority.

The mayor of the city at the present 
time is Charles Hopewell, who has a sal­
ary of $2,500 a year. Besides M. Champagne 
the members of the board of control are 
George Wilson, Robert Hastey and James 
Davidson, who receive $1,000 a year sal­
ary. Besides the board of control there 
are sixteen aldermen who are elected from 
the eight wards of the city and who 
without pay. The board of control, in con­
sultation with the city engineer, brings in 
a report of work which ought to be done 
and it requires a two-thirds vote of the 
aldermen to upset the report of the board.

Although the population of the city of 
Ottawa is growing every year, Mr. Cham­
pagne said, it has not been found neces­
sary to increase the rate of taxation. The 
members of the board of control occupy 
much the same position as cabinet min­
isters on a small scale. M. Champagne has 
charge of the finance department; George

The first difficulty, came when six cap­
tains of coasting vessels on ttie American 
register were ordered to move from St.

It is claimed that these men became nat­
uralised in order to get their jobs in the 
first place, hut. owning property in New 
Brunswick they stayed right at home 
where they were born and brought up and 
had an American citizenship for business 
purposes only.

Somebody appears to have notified Ot­
tawa of this new regulation and a Can­
adian official is coming down the line to 
look us all over and see what he can see 
and ascertain just how much' trouble would 
be made if a similar order should be made 
on the other side, requiring certain Amer­
icans who live in Calais but who work on 
the Canadian side to get across the line, 
stay there and become naturalized or else 
retire from their various business pursuits.

It is even hinted that this ; movement 
may run further up and may include the 
whole border clear across to the Pacific. If 
reports are true that would deprive the 
United States of a large number of her 
citizens for it is understood from Canadian 
government reports that not less than 
15,000 American farmers have taken up 
land in th^ Great Nothwest.

London cable saya:
Harold A. Richardaon.of London (Ont.), 

has been here for the past two years in 
connection with an improved process for 
the manufacture of armor plate. Seen by 
a representative of the Canadian Asso­
ciated Press at the Hyde Park Hotel, Mr. 
Richardson said he had scored a great 
success in the tests of his armor plate by 
the British naval authorities, which ter­
minated on Saturday last at Whale Isl­
and.

The test consisted of a six-inch armor 
plate being fired at by a 9-2 inch gun 
at the short distance of 120 feet, an ar­
mor-piercing capped shell being used. 
Though this was a very severe test, the 
shell made no impression on the armor 
plate at that distance, the plate, on the 
other hand, shattering the shell into a 
thousand fragments.

Mr. Richardson estimates that his pro­
duction is at least 125 per cent better 
than German armor plate, and declares 
that it ought to prove of inestimable 
value to the admiralty, with whom he 
has been negotiating for some time past.

He intends to give the old country the 
sole benefits of his patent. He has al­
ready purchased a site here for a plant, 
and says he is backed by big men. He 
dails for Canada on Saturday for a short 
holiday. He hinted that the admiralty 
was holding over the armor plate for the 
new Dreadnoughts until the result of the 
test* of hie invention was known.

Judgment of Messrs Pender 
and Hatheway

>

AMERICAN CLOTHING HOUSE,
A meeting of the council of the board 

of trade was held this morning, the main 
object of which was to discuss with W. 
Frank Hathewày, M.P.P., and James 
Pender, matters that would come before 
the seventh congress of chambers of com­
merce of the Empire, at Sydney, Australia, 
next month. Messrs. Hatheway and Pen­
der will attend tjie congress as representa­
tives of the St. ’John board. The meet­
ing opens on September 14, and Mr. 
Hatheway will leave here on July 29th, 
going via New York, while Mr. Pender 
will go direct to Vancouver about a week 
later, and take the steamer from there.

There was an informed talk this morn­
ing about the various subjects which ap­
pear on the programme for discussion, but 
it was felt that as none of the subjects 
were of great interest locally, the repre­
sentatives from here could be ■ relied on 
to use their own judgment as to the atti­
tude they should take.

The council also discussed several mat­
ters that have occupied attention before, 
among them the question of an improve­
ment in the present insolvency law. It 
was felt that the provincial law should be 
amended or that a general law for the 
dominion should he adopted. The main 
feature objected to in the present law is 
that an insolvent merchant cannot be 
closed out at once, but has about two 
months after a writ is served on, him in 
which to sell out his stock, leaving very 
little for the creditors.

Those present at the meeting were: W. 
E. Foster, president; J. Hunter White, H. 
B Schofield, James Pender, H. C. Scho­
field, W. H. Thorne, W. F. Hatheway, 
George E. Barbour, V. F. Burditt, and 
Secretary W. E. Anderson.
