Suit Filed at Pittshurg involves
Two Prominent Families

Pretty Young Nurse, Protege of the Dis-
tinguished Physician, Named
as Go-respondent.

PITTSBURG, Pa., July 9—Suit in=
volving two of the most prominenti
families in Pittsburg has been filed
against Dr. Joseph Z. Dickson, well
known as a surgeon of rare skill and
a pre-eminent outhority on surgeryy
by Mrs. Dickson former leader among
the younger set of Sewickley and
Pittsburg matrons. A

Jessie Ray, a pretty nurse and pro<
tege of Dr. Dickson, is named as co=
respondent, it being alleged by Mrs.
Dickson that her husband maintained
two establishments. The suit will not
be contested. Wade Chism, acting for
Dr. Dickson, declared today: — “Dr.
Dickson loves children. He wanted
them. That was the cause of the
whole trouble.” ;

Dr. Dickson, it is charged, spent
hundreds of dollars educating the
pretty nurse and then established her
in the home of his father, Prof. James
Dickson, at Clinton, Pa. The latter is
widely known as an educator and id
regarded as a strict churchman. He
allowed Miss Ray to retain quarters
in his home, where she received fre=
quent visits from Dr. Dickson.

The divorce proceedings mark the
culmination of a romance which waa
a society event. Ten years ago, Dra
Dickson, then just beginning to ac«
quire the great scientific reputation
which has since become world widey
married Miss Mary H. Summerville, of
Sowickley. No children came of the
marriage and this displeased the hus—
band. ‘Then the physcian met Miss
Ray, employed as a nurse in Passa-
vant Hospital, where he was at the
time a surgeon. She was skillful and
this caused her frequently to be called
on to aid Dr. Dickson in the more dif-
ficult operations.

Five years ago Dr. Djckson decided
that his pretty - assistant required a
post-graduate course in nursing  and
sent her to an institution at Mount
Union, Ohio. It is said that he de-
frayed the expenses of her course
there. :

Dr. Dickson made frequent trips to.
Clinton for periods of several days,
but his wife thought his visits neces—
sitated by professional duties or that
he went merely to see his father.

Her reply caused Mrs. Dickson to
investigate the relations between her
husghand and Miss Ray, which ended in
the filing of a suit for absolute di-
vorce. Mrs. Dickson left the residence
of her husband and returned to the
home of her parents in Sewickley.

Although only forty-one years oldg
Dr. Dickson is well known throughout
the United States and Europe. He has
been called to Europe several times to
take charge of especially difficult
cases of wealthy patients.

His Majesty was accompan-
ied by aides-de—camp, and the ascent
was begun towards noon, two guides
. preceding the royal alpinist.

The first part of the ascent—as far
as .Portella, 5400 feet—was accomplish-
ed without difficulty. Beyond this
point the road. was obstructed with
snow, which covers the summit of
the mountain.

The ascent was now not only diffi-
cult but dangerous, but the king in-
sisted on proceeding.

Steps were first cut in the snow by
the guides, but new difficulties arose,
snow fell, and the guides warned the
king - that it would be impossible to
reach the summit of the mountain, if
he was to return, until long after
rightfall.

As it was impossible to telegraph
that he would be late back, his ma-
jesty, much against his will, gave up
the idea of proceeding.

His majesty passed
the night there at a simple inn, and
returned to Rome yesterday morning
by motorcar.

Any person who is the sole head of
a famlily, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter-section of
available Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli-
cant must app-ar in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for the district. Entry by proxy may
be made at any ‘agency, on certain
conditions, by father, mother, son
daughter, brother or sister of intend-
ing homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own-
ed and occupied by him or by his
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good stunding may pre-empt a quar-
ter-section alongside his homestead.
Price $3.00 per acre. Duties.—Must re-
sride six months in' each of six years
trom date of homestead entry (includ-
ing the time required to earn home-
stead pstent) and culiivate fifty acres
extra.

A humesteader who has exhausted
{ his homestead right and cannot obtain
a pre-emption may take a purchased
Loinestead in certafin districts.

FOUR GERMAN SHIPS
T0 CARRY TRAINS

S e

Novel Service fo he Staried Belween Poris
in Germany and Sweden.

LONDON, July 9 — Four modern
British built train ferries, a service
with which will shortly be inaugurated
by the German and Swedish govern-
ments between Sassnitz (Germany)
and Trelleborg (Sweden), separating
which is a stretch of sixty-five miles
of oopen sea.

The first of the four has just been
completed by Messrs. Swan, Hunter
and Wigham Richardson, Limited, of
Walker-on-Tyne. This vessel, ¢the
Drottning Victoria, is 370 feet long by
fifty-one feet beam, with a draught of
sixteen feet four inches, and engines
of sufficient power to enable the jour-
ney between -the two ports being ac-
complished within four hours.

The train will enter the after end of
the ship from a specially constructed
quay and landing stage made to suit
exactly the form of the vessel, so as
to, insure perfectly smooth running
and safety in embarking and disem-
barking. A complete train of eight or
ten coaches will be carried on board
on two paralled lines, and during ship-
ment entire steadiness will be obtained
by a system of trimming tanks. By
arrangement of ring plates and
screws the cars will be secured to the
deck, and spring buffers will prevent
any tendency to moving endways.

To add safety in entering or leaving
harbors-the Drottning Victoria has a
rudder in the bow as well as, the usual
one in the stern, both rudders being
steam controlled from the captain’'s
bridge, where also there are electrical
indicators to show the angle at which
the rudder is inclined.

The ferry is sub-divided into an un-
usual number of water-tight compart-
ments, which with the stone Lloyd
bulkhead doors make her practically
unshrinkable in case of collsion. Risk
of danger in fog is lessened by an ar-
rangement of submarine signals,

In addition to being a train ferry
the Drottning Victoria will accommo-
date a considerable number of passen-
gers and fresh air will be constantly
pumped to every part of the ship.

The official trials of the vessel have
this week taken place off the Nor-
thumbrian coast.

The new service will be inaugurated
on Tuesday next In the presence of
the German emperor and the King of
Sweden and reductions will ensue in
the journey times between Stockholm
Chrstiania, and Hamburg, Berlin, and
the continent generally. .

CATCH THE TOURJST.

During all those yvears in which the
Maritime Provinces have been adver-
tised as a resort for summer tourists,
St. john has realized that the great
majority cf visitors coming here omn
wvacation do not spend any more time
in the city than is necessary. In a
sense this is natural, for persons com-
ing from the New England and East-
ern States seek rest at the beaches or
by the shor: and not often such com-
paratively slight relaxation as is af-
forded bty a visit to a town the size of
8t. John, Hence the great majority see
in this city only a transfer station to
the rural districts in which they have
chosen to spend their few brief weeks
of freedom.

Yet among the thousands of tourists
who pass through ' this place, coming
and going, there must be a fair pro-
pertion who would, if sufficient attrac-
tion were offered and proper advertis-
ing methods adopted, remain here for
Jor ger periods than are now the rule.
It is true that the Tourist Association
is an admirable ald in this respect, but
all that this organization can attempt
will be rendered futile unless St. John
ftself provides those attractions which
delight the seeker after pleasure.

There are many ways in which St.
John can help itself in this respect.
More than anything else, cleanliness is
the great requisite, and certainly we
can claim no credit for the general
appearance of our town. The childish
policy of the street department, which

-expends thousands of dollars annually

fn uprooting those tufts of grass—Land
knows they are few enough—which
manage to struggle through the rocky
street, and which permits suffocatihg
alouds of dust to swirl and carloads of
refuse to litter our streets, must be
wery radically changed before this
eity takes on that cleanly appearance
#0 quickly commented upon by the
siranger.

The action of our civic fathers, who
fn an overwhelming desire to cover
their reckless expenditure in other di-
rections by a display of petty economy,
have reduced the annual grants for the
maintenance and development of parks
end squares, means a tenfold greater
Joss to St. John than the amount of
money represented as saved by.the re-
ductions mentioned. Even King Square
which ought to be the beauty spot of
the city at this time of year, is barren
of anything excepting some beds of
fresh earth and numerous groups of
sticks. The only plants, apparently,
which this city can afford, are the com-
moenest and cheapest, the ones which
begin to bloom about the time of the
first frost.

And today the usual hay crop is be-
ing gathered in the Loyalist Burying
Ground.

This is not the way to make the city
attractive; it is the natural plan by
which visitors are driven away. As a
city we should endeavor to realize more
fully the value of the tourist trade,
and appreciate the extent to which it
may be developed. Surely it is to St.
John'’s advantage to hold here for as
long as possible all the people who can
be persuaded to remain. One week of
tourist trade at the present season
sbculd be worth not a cent less than
$25,000. This much money could be put
in circulation every week, if our peo-
ple went after it, but -under
corditions it is doubtful if visitors
from the United States spend more
than $2000 in a week, certainly not any
more.

WELSH BANDS CELEBRATE
AN ANGIENT FESTIVAL

Opening Geremony of the Roy-
al National Eisteddfod of
the Little Principallty Takes
Place in London.

LONDON, July 9—In a pretty glade
in Kensington Gardens, near the Ser-
pentine, the Welsh bards celebrated
yésterday ‘morning the ritual of the
Goreedd, 'which’' marks. the opening of
the national eisteddfod.

According to the ancient tradition,
th2 rifes must be performed “in the
face of the sun, the eye of Hght,” and
though the somber skies made it im-
possible to carry out, the letter of the
law, it was fulfilled sufficiently in the
spirit by the performance of the rites
in a druidical circle erected in the op2n
air.

The circle consists of unhewn stones,
outside of which three others are plac-
ed. In the center of the circle is the
Maen ILlog, a large stone supported on
three others.

A trumpeter, standing wupon this
stone, sounded the Corn Gwald, thus
formally opering the Gorsedd, and the
prayer of the Gcrsedd was recited iIn
Welsh.

The bards, in their blue, green and
white robes, prusented a striking spec-
tacle, and the insignia of his office ren-

dered Dyfed, the archdruid, a notable!

figure. With his flowing white robe,
oak-leaf crowm, and golden torque of
horse-shoe shape, he was Impressive in-
deed as he mounted the Maen Llog
and cried aloud thrice in a voice of
thunder the fcrmal challenge, “A oes
Heddwch?” (Is it Peace?)
“Heddwch!” the assembly shouted,
and Dyfed sheathed again the eight-
foot sword which, in symbolic rite, he
had half drawn from its scabbard.
Speech-making in Welsh followed,
and then the bards and onlookers troop-
ed off to the Albert Hall, where the

| éisteddfod met.

ALL ENGLISH RECORDS

Makes Circular Flight of Nearly Two Miles
With His Machine.

LONDQN, July 9—S8. F. Cody beat all
English records in ‘aeroplaning last
evening at Aldershot By making a cir-
cular flight of nearly two miles.

on Laffan’s Plain for &90 yards and-
rose into the air. It flew straight ahead
witihh a regular undulating movement.
The conditions were ideal for a fight,
only a breeze blowing. :

For about 1000 yards the aercplane
was only fifteen feet from ‘the ground.
It then mounted to nearly forty feet,
gliding again to an altitude of from
twenty feet to twenty-five feet. Rising
once more to forty feet, Mr. Cody
commenced the turning movement. At
first the machine faltered, but as the
aviator . tilted the elevating planes
more steeply it mounted quickly, and
inclining gracefully, swept round.

At varying elevations and with per-
fect steadiness the aeroplane complet-
ed a circle with a circumference of 1000
vards or more. This accomplished, Mr.
Cody brought the machine upon an
even keel again, and, at a height of
from twenty-five feet to thirty feet,
sped Lack to the starting. place, com-
ing to the ground within a few yards
of the spot whence the flight was com-
menced. ;.

The flight lasted several minufes, and
the approximate speed was thirty miles
per hour. The aeroplane was under per-
fecf control during the whole flight,
which is much in advance of Mr, Cody’s
previous best flight of one and a quar-
ter miles without a tura,

Mr. Cody afterward explained the un-
dulating motion of the machine in
flight: “It is because my power is too
low,” he said. “My engine is one of 50
horsepower, but the elevating move-
ment checks my speed.. I propose at
once to fit an engine of 80 horsepower,
and then I hope ‘to make Jlonger
flights.”

VANDERBILT TO HAVE
BIG FLOATING PALAGE

Will be Wonder of Thames. - -

LONDON, July 9—One of the special-
ly interesting features at Henley re-
gatta next month will be A, G. Van-
Vanderbilt’s new houseboat, which is
one of the largest and most tastefully
appointed ever seen on the river. It

| is 96 feet long without the tender, and

trawler L’Aigle was wrecked in a gale

Salvage opera~
tions are at present in progress upon
her, and this week while engaged in
salving the boilers of L’Aigle, a diver
of the salvage steamer Mallard discov-
ered beneath the sunken trawler the
remains of an older vessel. Investiga-
tion proved these remains to be un-
doubtedly those of the Ramillies whose
loss with over 700 lives was one of the
greatest disasters in time of peace in
the annals of the British navy.

Carefully exploring the sea bottom in '

the vicinity the diver found scores of
guns and hundreds of round shot

partly embedded in sand and incrust-.

ed with rock and rust. It was decided

to salve one of the guns, and this was ;

successfully accomplished. The gun

which has been brought to the sur-

face is of iron, 9 feet long, with a
4-inch hore.

One side of the weapon has been
worn away with the action of pebbles

and shingle washed over it by the tide ;

to such an extent that at themuzzle
the thickness of iron is very little,
and for its whole length the metal has
the ‘appearance of being gradually
filed away. Even the trunnions which
originally took its weight on the gun-
carriage have been worn to spikes.
In contrast to this the top nart of

the gun shows not the slighgst sign'’

of wear. Its perfect preservation is
due to the fact that it was embedded
in sand and shingles, which formed a
complete protection. On this part of
the gun is the touch-hole, and stand-
ing out in bold relief are the letters
G. R., surmounted by a large crown.
The touchhole is quite clear, and the
bands running round are well pre-
served.

The remains of the Ramillies lis
amongst huge boulders in six fathoms
of water, but a great deal of the metal
which lies about in profusion, has be-

' come incrusted to the rocks.

The Ramillies, a 74-gun ship, while
making for Plymouth during a
severe gale on February. 15, 1760, mis-
took Bolt Tail for Rams Head, a
headland marking the entrance to
Plymouth sound. Getting 100 close in
shore she became embayed, and was
obliged to anchor.

Gradually she was |

driven ashore by the gale and, strik- {

ing the rock, was pounded to pieces
by the fury of the waves.

Of 734 souls on board only 25 men
and a midshipman were saved. Tra-
dition has it that one of the crew
warned the- captain that the ship was
in Bigbury Bay, but was put in irons
for what was regarded as an act of
insubordination. .

TORPEDO DESIGNED
FOR SAVING LIFE

s

Projects Line From Shore to Ship or From
Ship fo Ship

o

LONDON, July 10. — Considerable
success attended theé experiments

made yesterday at Portsmouth with,

an aerial torpedo designed for life-
saving purposes.

Colonel Unge, the inventor of this
line-throwing apparatus, himself gave
a demonstration of its value before
Admiralty officials at Whale Island.

Four torpedoes were discharged at
ranges of 300, 325 and 350 yards, the
objective being a ship’'s mast,

The torpedoes reached their mark
with unerring and consistent accuracy,
the life-line resting upon the stays,
notwithstanding that a very high wind
was blowing.

It may be of interest to recall that
during the latter part of 1907 Mr.
Lloyd-George, then president of the
Board of Trade, caused to be appoint-
ed a sub-committee to deal with the
proposal that British ships should be
compelled to carry some efficient ap-
paratus for throwing a life-line from
ship to shore or to another ship.

The immediate reason for the form-
ation of the committee was the ter-
rible disaster which occurred to the

| liner Berlin, off the Hook of Holland,

in February of that year, when nearly
150 lives were lost within 200 or 300
yards of the shore.

The primary object of the TUnge
aerial torpedo was for use in war, and
the military rights have been acquir-
ed by the famous German firm, Messrs.
Krupp.

For life-saving purposes from ship
to shore, ship to ship and shore to
ship the rights have been acquired by
Gustaf Roos, of the Normal Powder
and ammunition Company, of Hendon.
Mr. Roos superintended the trials
yesterday with Colonel Unge,

In the course of a very few seconds
the torpedo was fixed upon the launch-
ing tube and fired by means of a small
electric battery.

There was a hiss, a puff of smoke
and the torpedo was seen in two or
three seconds landing the stout line
with undeviating exactitude at the
objective.

One of the most valuable qualifica-
tions of the Unge aerial torpedo is its
portability. The torpedo, when fully
charged, welighs some twenty-eight
pounds.

It rotates within & collar by means
of a turbine action at the bottom. The
ignition takes place at the top, the
gases escaping in a slanting direction
through the miniature blades of the
turbines, and thus giving at the same
time a powerful impetus to the tor-
pedo and a strong rotary action which
segures absolute accuracy.

It is to the collar mentioned that
the line is affixed by a swivel,

WINTER TOURIST RESORT

Hotel Managers Tire of Emply Rooms Filled During the Sum-
mer by Various Sporting Events. That Atiract Americans
to British Metropolis — Ambassadorial Home
Meets With Favor. |

L. LONDON, July 9.—When Americans
come to London this time of year and
stop at hotels of the best class they
usually feel quite at home. Everything
in the way of luxury and convenience
that they are accustomed to is at their
command, which is more than can be
said for the second rate hotels.

Then they heard tales of how poorly
the balance shests of these hotels show
up at the year’s end, and this causes
no little wonderment. Just now every-
thing is jammed to the limit and

dilly turn away more persons in one
day than they could house in a week.
Even the monstrous Hotel Cecil is full
to overflowing.

It would seem that a good hotel in
London must be a veritable mine, but
it is not. You see, the season is so
short, from June to October, and thw
hotels by virtue of the demands of the
Americans have to be so elaborately
equipped to get the business that the
cost of the upkeep during the dull
months eats up the profits. i

The hotels that are full foday will be
four-fifths empty during November
and December, and this condition has
led to the inauguaration of & move-
ment among the hotel managers here
to attract more winter business.

LONDON AS A WINTER RESORT.

London is to be boomed as a winter
resort, and it is believed that much
good trade may be created thdt way.
It is not thought that London will
stand very high as a wintering place,
but the movement is likely to attract
Americang if the south coast resorts
are propertly made a feature and Lon-
don contents itself with being the dis-
tributing point for the traffic.

New arrivals are coming dally in
thousands, a strong return movement
having already set in from the Con-
tinent, and hundreds of Americans ar-
rive daily on the way to their homes,
and the lobbies #ing with tales of Eu-
ropean wanderings, both serious and
amusing.

Mr. Edgar Selwyn of New York, who
has arrived after a four months’ tour
with Mrs. Selwyn through Egdypt, the
Holy Land, Asia Minor and Turkey,
has collected a rare fund of experi-
ences in Constantinople.

Archological Research Laying

DIGGING THE MIGHTY
MOUND OF BABYLON

e

Sare Marvelous Culture,

P el

Nebuchadnezzar Oastle—~Great Work Thal
German Excavalors are Doing on the
Plain of Mesopotamia,

————

Accross the dead flat of the Mesop)-
tamian plain, seamed with ancient wa-
ter channels, sun-drenched and arid,
heaves itself up a mighty mound. There
is no need to ask its name; as certain-
ly as if temple and fortress wall still
crowned its summit you know it to be
Babylon, the northen mound that vet
bears the famous title Babil. The city
walll stretches out southeastward from
it. then turns back sharply toward the
Euphrates, wall and river inclosing in &
huge triangle the arear of the town.
Great mounds, covering the sites of
palaces and temples, lie near the river,
and by the water’s edse, buried In
palm trees, stands the hous in which
the German excavators have lived and
worked for the past eleven years. Upo1
the traveller who enters its hospitable
doors there falls a sense of thanksgiv-
ing for the best fruits of civilization,
studious activity, hard won learning,
and that oven-hearted kindness which
abolishes distinctions of race and coun-
try. As he watches the ‘daily task of
the little group of men who are recove-
ering for us the long-buried history of
the past he will scarcely know how to
divide his admiration between the al-
most incredible labor entailed by their
researches and the marvelous culture
that their work has laid bare. “Only
to the wise is wisdom given, and
knowladge to them that have under-
standing.”

NEBUCHADNEZZAR'S PALACBE.

Within the latest mound, the ksar or
castle as the Arabs call it, lie the re-
mains of Nebuchadnezzar’s palace. An~
other eight or ten years’ work will be
needed to complete the ground pian of
the whole structure, but enough has
been done to show the nature of the
house in which the King rested. It is
built of large square tiles, stamped
with his name and bound together with
asphalt. The part which has been ex-—
cavated consists of an immense irregu-
lar inclosure surrounded by thick walls;
one of these (it forms the quay of a
canal) is called by the workmen ‘the
fattest of 22"—i. e, it is 22 metres
across. Another reaches the respect-
able width of 17 metres; but usually
the royal builder was content with five
or slx metres, and even less. Within
there is a bewildering complexity of
small courts and passages, with cham-
bers leading out of them, all the more
pewildering, because in many cases the
bricks have disappeared.

Babylon was used as a quarry by
Greek, Parthian, and Arab; and the
walls must be traced by means of the
spaces left behind after the removal of
the building materials. The ordinary
man when he sees a hole in the ground
{s inclined to state roundly that it is
a hole; but he must go more cautious-
ly here. His hole is not a hole, but a
wall. The small courts and chambers,
no doubt occupied by retinues nf offi-
cials and servants.of the palace, forro-
ed a bulwark of defense for the King.
His apartments lie behind a court,
paved with double layers of tiles. From
the court a doorway leads into an im-
menge oblong chamber, in the back
will of which is a niche for the throne.
This is believed to be the banqueting
ball in which Belshazzar made his
feast, and on a fragment of th2 wall
facing the throne you may see, if you
please, the fingers of a man’s hand-
writing the ominous message. Behind
the banqueting hall are the private
chambers, and behind all a narrow
passage leading to an emergency exée
by means of which the king could es-
cape to the Euphrates in the last ex-
tremity of danger.

PARLIER BUILDINGS.

Nebuchadnezzar's father, Nabopolas-
sar, had build himself a smaller but
still very considerable dwelling which
occupied the western gide of the
mound. This Nebuchanezzar destroy-
ed, filled up the halls and chambers
with rubble and masonry, and laid out
his own palace above it. A wide in-
clined road was constructed, so that
he might go down in comfort and
watch the progress of the work; it
was gradually filled up as the walls
rose, but was brought to light again
as the upper structures were destroyed
by the excavators in order that the
lower might be reached. They have
thus recovered the plan of both build-
ings. Above the Babylonian walls lie
remains of Green and Parthian settle-
ments, each of which has to be care-
fully planned before it can be swept
away and the lower strata studied.
And more than this—work is at pre-
sent carried on in a mound which
formed one of the most ancient parts
of the city, and the excavation pits
have been sunk 12 or 15 meters deep
to dwelling houses of the first Baby-
lonian empire. They pass through the
periods of the Parthian and the Greek,
through the age of Nebuchadnezzar
and of the Assyrians, and each stra-
tum must be leveled and planned beé-
fore the next can be touched.

Add to this that the most
walls were constructed of sun-burned
brick, scarcely distinguishable from
the closely packed earth, and some
idea can be obtained of the extreme
difficulty of the work. The oldest
Babylonian houses which have been
uncovered themselves rest on rubbish
heaps -and ruins, but deeper digginig
is impossible owing to the fact thas
water level had been reached. The
Euphrates channel has silted up sev-
eral meters during the past 5,000
years, and thé primeval dwellings are
now below It. While we are <tanding
at the bottom of one of these pits a
workman struck out with his pick a
little heap of ornaments, a couple of
copper bracelets and the beads of a
necklace that had becn worn by some
Babylonian woman in the third mil-
lennium before Christ, and were re-
stored at last to the light of the sun. {

Here can be seen the sculptural block
which used to lie among the earth
heaps until a French engineer built a
pedestal for it and set it up
sentinel above the ruins. It is a col-
ossal lion standing over the body of &
man, who lies with arms uplifted. The
man’s head is broken away, and the
whole group is only half finished; but
there is something terrfbly sinister in
the aspect of the great beast with the
helplesss human figure beneath his
feet. It is as though the workmen of
the King had left for all time an image
of destiny, stepping relentlessly over
the generations of mankind, beiore
they themselves passed into its
clutches. All along the east side of
the palace stretches the . Vin Sacra,
contracting at one point only its splen-
did width thag it may pass through
the gate that stands midway betweeen
the house of the King and the temple
which is attested by a cruelform in-
scription—is the most magnificent
fragment that remains of Nebuchad-
nezzer’s constructions.

Four or five times did he fill up the
Via Sacra and raise its level by several
meters, and each time he built up the
brick towers of the double gate to cor-
respond. The various levels of the
pavements can be seen on the sides of
the excavation trench. The towers
rear their height unbroken, a stupen-
dous mass of masonry, strong as iron,
decorated on every side with alternate
bulls and dragons cast in reljef on the
prick. The cable strength of the bulls,
stepping out solidly with arched nedk,
contrasts with the slender, ferocious
grace of the gragon, and the two com-~
panies form a body guard worthy of
the gate of kings and gods. Along the
walls of the Via Sacra marched a pro-
cession of llons. Fragments of the
bricks have been found and put to-
gether in Berlin. They, too, were in
relief, but covered with fine enamel,
the colors laid side by side without the
intermission of any cloissons. This art
of enameling is lost, and no modern
workman has been able to imitate it.

THE TEMPLE OF ISHTAR.

On the east side of the gate stands
the little Temple of Ishtar, raised on
a high platform, from which you- look
down on to the plain where once lay
the city . The temple is built of sun-
dried brick, probably in accordance
with hieratie tradition, which held to
the ancient building material used by
remote ancestors, who were wunac-
quainted with the finer and more dur-
able burned brick. Small courts with
side chambers lead into an inner ‘‘holy
of holies,” where in a niche stood the
symbol or effigy of the goddess. Be-
hind all there is a narrow, blind pas-
sage, which was probably used by the
priests when they confounded the com-
mon folk with their sacred hocuspocus.
The Via Sacra pursues from the gate
its stately way, skirting along the
edge of an immense open court that
lay between the palace and the temple

of the god Marduk, and turns off at an |

angle to the mound wherein that tem-
ple lies. It has not as yet been exca~-
vated, but a huge pit sunk In the
centre of the mound ha slaid bare the
walls of the entrance court, built of
sun-dried brick. The excavators hope
to continue their work here; it will be
no easy matter, for the mound was
evidently thickly inhabited in the
Grek and Parthian periods, and its
uper levels donsist mainly of refuse
heaps.

When the workmen cut down through
them to reach the temple gate, the
stench, combined with the stifling heat
of the pit, was 8o intolerable that thes
work had to be discontinued for sever-
al days till a breeze arose and made it
posible to proced with it. The exca-
vations are carried in through all the
summer heats. Prof. Koldewey is un-
fortunately paying a penalty for his
tireless energy. He has been unwell for
some months, owing to his exertins
during last summer, ani all who have
benefited by his generous. hospitality
and realized the enthusiasm which in-
spires his labors will wish him
speediest of recoveries. He has, in-
deed, brought the ancient world close
to us. But how fleeting was all this
magnificence! A hundred vears and
less saw the rise of the Second Baby-
lonian empire, its triumph and its fall,
Cyrus ravaged great Babylon, and scat-
téred its wealth like the chaff of the
summer thrashing floors. “The wolves
cry in their castles and the jackals in
the pleasant places.”

ISLE LA MOTTE, Vt., July 9.—The
Lake Champlain tercentenary celebra-
tion, arranged jointly between the
States of New York and Vermont, af-
ter a week of oratory and pageantry,
beginning at Old Crown Point, N. Y.,
closed today with ceremonies on his-
toric Isle la Motte, where years ago,
in the shelter of Fort Ann, the earliest
Christian service in the history of Ver-
mont was held.

Thousands gathered today to listen
to addresses by Governor Prouty, of
Vermont, Governor Hughes, of New
York, Lieutenant de Vaisseau Benoist
d-Azy, naval attache of the French
embassy at ‘Washington, who was
commissioned by Ambassador Jusser=
and to represent France; the very Rev.
F. Prevel, and Wendell P. Stafford,
justice of the Supreme Court of the
District of Columbia.

State Senator Henry E. Hill, of Buf-
falo, secretary of the New York com-
mission, joined Governer Prouty in
welcoming the visitors to the island.

The prayer and the benediction were
by the Rev. John M. Thomas, presi-
dent of the Middlebury College, Ver-
mont. Barlier in the day solemn high
mass was sung in the chapel of the
shrine by Bishop T. M. Burke, of the
Roman Catholic diocese of Albany, N.

One of the impressive ceremonies of
the day was the unvelling of a tablet
erected on a giant boulder along the
roadside not far from the shrine on a
knoll overlooking the lake. It is a
gift to the state by the women of the
patriotic societies of Vermont.

Mrs. Clayton N, North, of Shore-
ham, state regent of the Daughters of
the American Revolution, prasented the
monument to the state, which was ac-
cepted by Governor Prouty. The dedi~
catory address was by President
Thomas, of Middlebury College.

Mrs, Elxira Sarah Warner Parker,
of St. Albans, great grand-daughter
of Nathan Allen, was present. Sha
placed a wreath on the boulder.

JUMPING THIS WEEK

Cents per Box —Big Shipment Ex-

The local strawberry market
been cutting up this year in accord-
ance with the usual habits of that
uncertain commodity.

Last Saturday the berries were sell-
ing at 18 cents a box’'and as late as
Tuesday the price held to 16 cents.
Then came the deluge. Cn Wednesday
every boat arriving at Indiantown

carried immense quantities of the ripe |

red fruit. This was the first big con-
signinent and it was so big that it
flooded the market. At Indiantown
the wholesale prices ran about 5, 51-2
and 6 cents per box, and late in the day
sales were recorded as low as 31-2
cents per box. In the city the berries
were sold at from 8 to 9 cents.

On Thursday the prices continued
fairly low, the fruit selling at 8 to 10
cents in the city and at 7 and 8 cents
in the North End.

‘With the news of the low prices or-
ders began to pour in on the grocers,
and as another shipment as large as
that of Wednesday was expected yes-
terday the dealers readily booked large
orders at low prices.. The boats ar-
rived as usual, but for some reason
which no one seemed to know, they
brought, amonig them, scarcely half a
dozen packages of berries.

This resulted in a sudden increase in

the wholesale price and many of the {

orders were left unfilled. The prices
will hold firm today, but those that
are left over will bé sold low tonight
and on Monday. There will be no
shipments to speak of on Monday and
Tuesday, but on Wednhetday another
big shipment should arrive.

As this will be about the helght of
the season the prices will likely be
about as low as they will go, and
housewives who are planning preserv-
ing operations will want to get thelr
orders in early.

WILL START TODAY
T0 BUILD ABOIDEAU

Preparatory Work Has Pro-
gressed Satisfactorily

e

A Big Undertaking With Many Difficulties
in the Way-—To Employ More Men
as the Work Proceeds.

l\ An enormous work is being carried
on at the Marsh Bridge. The con—
struction of the aboideau has caused
great activity and daily there are a
great number of visitors to witness
the work. During the past few weeks
splendid progress has ibeen made.
+Clark & Adams, the contractors; are
i thoroughly satisfied with the way in
which the work is' proceeding.

The preparatory plans at the bridge
are practically completed. Today the
contractors will start in earnest at
placing the concrete wall. There are
a number of difficulties encountered on
this job, but the workmen are sur-
mounting them.

The flow of water from the creek is
gradually being stopped. However, at
a great depth there is as yet some
water. Two pile drivers and a steam
concrete mixer are constantly employ-
ed. The contractors are building a
coffer dam and filling it with mud. It
is necessary to make the dam of suf-
ficient height to stand the high tides.

On the upper side of the bridge the
piling has already been driven and ex-
cavations have been made permitting
the work to proceed. There will be a
great improvement as a result of the
contract. The old fashioned Marsh
| Bridge aboideau will be replaced by a
i thoroughly up-to-date one. A number
' of new sewers will have to be installed
' as the result of the changes made.

The workmen will reach a depth of
twenty-eight feet. The dimensions of
the wall in feet will be 200x8x28. The
piling will be strongly placed on both
sides.

J. A. Adams, of Clark & Adams, in-
formed a Star reporter that as the
i work of placing the wall and general
improvements proceed, employment
would be found for more workmen.
Everything is in readiness to start to
erect the wall today.
