His grace’s life in the house of com-
mons lasted thirty-four years; and may
be said to have been uninterrupted. It
is true that he lost his seat for North
Lancashire at the general election of
1863, when Mr. Disraeli’s first adminis-
tration succumbed; but he was im~
mediately afterwands returned for the
Radnor boroughs, having first accept-
ed the office of postmraster general in
Mr. Gladstone’s new ocabinet.

Not that the Marquis of Hartingen
of those active house of commons days
otherwise escaped the cough as well
as the smooth of parlHamentary life.
After his definite split with Mr. Glad-
stone over the home rule question in
1886, his camdidature in‘ the Rosendale
division of Lancashire was bitterly
contested; his abandoned .Gladstonian
friends succeeded in pofling 3,949 voles
as against 5,399 cast for the strayed
marquis, who, however, declined to
give more than “outside support” te
the conservative govermment, which
he and his liberal unienist followers
had helped toplace im pewer.

That is another secret of the duke's
popularity; he would ever so much
rather be without office than with it.
‘At the present moment there are two
men alive, and no mere, who have
served the office of prime minister in
these islands. ‘There i ohe man alive
who has refused it—refused it twice;
would probably refuse if a third time,
if they were to offer it him. Among a
generation ceaselessly wrangling for the
loaves and fishes, a man who can af-
ford to walk along Plccutmuy with his
head high in the air, and positively
staring at nothing at all, as does his
grace, refusing premierships and such-
iike bagatelles whenever they are
thrust in his way, may lay claim to a
higher title than that of duke—one
man out of millions in' his time and
generation.

TRUR DISTENCTION.

It is just this mest lewable “Don’t
care” attitude about him, combined
with the inherited Cavendish mouth,
that mo beard can afequately hide,
which enables caricaturists and para-
graphists to palm himr off as an ex-~
ceedingly tired noblemamn; when he
neither is nor looks anything of the]
kind. In reality, what the writer of
paragraphs who sees the duke out
walking takes for extreme weariness,
is merely good manners. Dukes don't
gaze open-mouthed into open door-
ways, or stop to watch you fighting
your eabman; at all events, this duke
doesn’t. 'When fill-bred people tread on
his heels, or swerve neediessly in front
of him and put him out of his stride
and tread om his toes, it s conceivable
that he does not blaze up into a pug-
nacious “Manners, sir!”’ but keeps um-
concernedly on his way.

This has his mode of pmgress
through 1i taking his fill of office;
because he had to, and tasting to the
dregs the vanity of ‘it. Nearly forty
years ago he wa.sa.londottheaﬁmh-
alty and under-secretary. ot war within
the same twelve mnnf.hs. -on .the, re-
construction of Lord Russell’s second
administration, .in February 1866, he

- took charge of the war office. His
tenure of the office of positmaster-gen-
eral in Mr. Gladstone’s cabinet lasted
‘from 1868 to 1871, when he became chief
'secretary for Ireland; amd chief sec-
retary he remained until Disraeli tri-
umphed in 1874.

THE LOST LEADER.

Then Mr. Gladston2 made up his
mind that he prefarred Hoamer to the
house of commons; the ‘world was in-
formed that the ex-prime minister
would mever go back to. Downing
street any more. He resigned the
leadership of the liberal party, and
Lord Hartington resigned in his stead.
For five years ithe latter labored at
about the hardest task that has ever
fallen to the lot of political man. Dis-
raeli- sat opposite him f€or twelve
months of the time. was the
least part of the tm.:élle‘:fnd in any
case the Duke of Davonshire is not a
successful foil for ba.:lmce. whetber
heavy or light.

LORD KITCHENER.

A Graphie Deseription of the m’m
in Which Our Cavalry and
Artillery Won Glory.

Lieut. Morrison writs to the Ottawa
' Citizen a very interesting account of
the fight near Belfast on November 7,
in which the Canadian Moufited es,
Royal €Canadian Dragoons, and. , two
guns of D battery, Royal Can Ar-
tillery, were engaged. Extracts from
his letter are as follows:

BHELFAST, Nov. 9—We returned
vesterday with General Smith-Dorrien
after two days of ‘“extremely hard
fighting” (vide officlal report) south
of here, at Witkloof and Liliefontein,
on the Koomati river. - On the sec-
ond day the Canadians fought one of
the most spectacular actions of the
war, and I suppose it would not be out
of place to say that we won much
glory, seeing that a number of us have
(been mentioned in despatches and sev-
eral V. C.s may come out of it. The
satisfactory thing about it was that
it was a purely Canadian affair—Can-
adian mounted troops pitted against
five times their number of mounted
Boers. We fought a hard fight,
against an enemy whose dash and
bravery exceeded anything yet dome
by the Boers in this war; we “epulsed
a well-planned attack, which, df it had
been successful, might have meant a
serious disaster to British arms, and
our losses, while heavy for¥the num-
ber engaged, were wonderfully small,
considering the odds we fought against
and the wild melee that followed the
charge and repulse of the Boers. The
fight was one of ‘the finest military
spectakcles of the wgr. One Canadian
trooper, who was severely wounded
and lay on the ground watching the
charge and fight at close quarters,
which concluded the engagement on
the second day, said he would not have
missed being wounded for the privi-
lege of being a spectator of the scene.
Anything more thrililng or fine in the
military spectacular way has not been
put on canvas.

November 7 will always be a memor-
able day for the Canadian mounted
troops. The ord&rs came for the return
to Belfast, with our men as the rear
guard under 'Colonel Lessard, and
once started we had trouble of our
own. The Boers became very impud-
ent. For miles around we could see
them in small parties working towards
us and passing behind the kopjes go-
ing in a direction so as to get on the
left flank of the convoy. Meanwhile
our guns were hammering. away, but
as fast a9 we drove them off {me ridge
they appeared at amother. e Boers
commenced to press us and I moved
my guns back alternately to a better
position. Up to this point we were
holding our own nicely on the rear-
guard, thanks to Colonel Lessard’s ex-
cellent disposition of his force. Though
the Boers were numerous we were not
worrying much because we had fought
together enough to entertain a sub-
lime conviction that the dragoons, our
guns and the Colt could go in on one
side of the Transvaal and out the other,
but in previous fights we were not
hampered in looking after a big trans-
port column. 5

BOERS CHARGE THE GUNS.

It was, I should judge, about 11
o’clock, and we, of the rearguard, had
been hand at it for three hours when
a Boer appeared on a ridge on the
might rear with a large looking-glass

our position towards the left flank.
At this time the tail of the transport
column had not got over the ridge two
miles back, which was to be our next
position, and the réarguard was in the
condition of being “in the air.”’ Just
for a joke we laid a gun on the man
with the mirror, ranged for 3,600 yards,
and dropped a shell so close to him
that he disappeared in the & ust. He
threw the mirror from him as if it was
red hot, and piked for cover as fast as
his legs could carry him. Everybody
roared ‘with laughter. Immediately
afiter a courier ¢ame hot foot from the
right rear (the opposite end of our line)
to say that Lieut. Cockburn, who was
holding that corner with twd weak
troops, was belng heavily pressed. Col.
Lessard ordered me to take a gun and
go over and help him. Leaving Corp.
Kerr in charge of No. 5 gun, I started
off with No. 6 as fast as we could go.
It was over a mile and a half across,
some of it up grade. Things were ce: -
tainly hot over there when we arrived
The Boers were swarmming up from the
southwest and coming on with deter-
mination. As we unlimbered and went |
into action the Mausers began to in- |
cise the air around us. As our shells'
began to drift into the Boers they dis-
mounted and took cover, but still con-
tinued coming on—rushing from cover
to cover and firing. I asked Lieut.
Cackburn to extend some mbre men
further to the front to keep them off
the gun until we put some shells into
them. He did so and we kept on soak-
ing in shrapnel. We had no: iired a
dozen rounds when Colonel Lessard
came galloping across from the other
flank, and as he got up he shouted:
“For God’'s sake Morrison, save your
guns!” It was certainly warm around
there, but I did not see any other cause
for serious alarm as we were holding
them micely, but the colonel’s manner
sugested that there was something up.
I asked if I would fire another shell or
Hmber up. “Limber up!” he shouted,
“They’'re coming down on our flank to
cut us off!” And he pointed toward
our left rear. One glance was enougli.
For over half a mile backi or our lefty,
flank the Boers were swarming over
the hills from the west. Good old
Cockburn looked too, and without a
wond he turned and shoved in the rest
of his two troops against the enemy
we had been firing at. Not a man
hesitated. One chap as he jumped off
his horse and unslung his rifle looked
at me with a cheerful grin and said:
“I guess we can see our finish, sir.”
Col. Lessard rallied all the rfen who
were left and rode toward the left
flank to try to hold back the flanking
force. They were a mere handful and
the Boers were in force.

A MILE-LONG BOER LINE.

Meanwhile I sent my mounted or-
derly, Gunner Gamble, to hurry up
the other gun on the far side of -the
plain.’ It was already well on its way
to the ridge, but not giing fast cnough.
No. 5 limbered up smartly o=ond we
ridge,

which wil our next yoalftion. We had
not gone ﬂtty yards before the Mau-
8¢rs began to =ing Hark from the
tomb! They also came from another
direction. I turned in my saddle and
saw a sight the lik> of which had not
been seen before !ni this war. Square
across our rear a line of Boers a
mile long was coming on'at a gallcp
over the plain, firing from the horses.
It looked like the evectazular finale in
a wild west show. They were about
1,600 yards away, but coming on ra-
pidly shooting at our gun, most of

~them, to try and stop it. I looked up

the plain to the ridge we had to reach
and I thought indeed we saw our fin-
ish. The Mauser bullets streamed
around us and the eo-called explosive
bullets cracked in the air on every
side like miniature shrapnel. On we
went, the driver’s whip going and the
Mausers cracking. Every moment I
expected a horse to go down, but still
our luck held with us and they were
not gaining. They were firing from
their horses and their aim was wild.
Theém~my, poor old hocses began to
fag. They slowed from a gellop to

~& trot and graadully “rom a trot to a

walk. And we were barely two-thirds
of the way to the ridge yet. The
Boer line was coming up on us ra-
1idly, 8o I judgad the time had arrived
for case shot. We haltad and went
into action. They were too far off
fcr case (its extrame range is 400
Yards), so I gave thom shrapnel at
1.200. It smashed thraough the line and
burst @ hundred yards behind ‘them.
Thos> immediately opposite to us scat-
tered to the right amd left, but still
came on. I gave them another at
800. It burst about 500 yards in front
of them and the shrapnel bullets made
a wide gap. But the iine still came on.
Off tu our left I saw the little Colt
gun overtaken and then I realized
that it was no good trying to stand
th>m off, because even if we cleaned
cut those behind us the long line
would still envelop our Aanks and
Sswamp us. So we limbered up and
started again. 1 dismounted my gun-
ners to lighten the gun, and the horses
having had a. brief respite while we
were in action, broke into a tiot again,
the gunners running alongside, pull-
ing on the traces. We were bound
they woull not get a Canadian gun.

SAVING THE TWO GUNS.

General Smith-Dorien ealled me to
him and asked me if I had lost any
men. Old company § was looking
pretty tough. Tke horses were stag-
gering where they stood, some of them
wounde-l. The gunners, completely
exhausted, wers lying over the seats,
two of them bleeding from the lungs
with their exertions in bringing the
gun out. The generzl asked me if I
could .cross the spruit and take up a
position on the hill beyond and stop
the enemy, who were streaming along
out left flank acros sthe spruit. I
said I could. My other gun had got
out ahead of us all right. We crossed
the spruit and up the slope on the
other side as far as the horses could
stagger and went ints action again.
The Boers had come on top of the op-
posite ridge on either flank and were
firing down into the transport at the
food. We cleared them off there as-
sisted@ by two guns of the 84th that

now came up. The Boers streamed'

along on our left flank across the spruit
trying to cut us off again, but we

- shelled them back. While we were in

action here I had my ammunition
wagon teamg-brought back and hooked
on to the guns and we were ready for
business again.

When I tell you tha: we went
through this without having 2 man hit
you will think I have exaggerated the
affair, Well, I have not. I cannot ex-
plain it and nobody who saw the thing
can.

MENTIONED IN DESPATCHES.

Col. Lessard, Col. Evans and myself
were mentioned in despatches by Gen-
eral Smith-Dorrien and the Canadians
were highly praised. As we came into
Belfast next day a train load of
Tommies cheered us. In his report the
general said, speaking of the action:

“Col. Lessard ‘with the Canadian
Dragoons and two Royal Canadian
guns, the latter under Lieut. Morrison,
covered the rear and I have no praise
too high for the devoted gallantry they
all showed in keeping the enemy off
the infantry and convoy.”

He referred to the Boer charge as
“am event unprecedented in the war.,”
He also referred to the great dash dis-
played by Col. Evans and the C. M. R.
in seizing the Boer stronghold earlier
in the day and holding 300 Boers at bay
until the latter were dispersed by the
artillery.

A GERMAN OPINION.

Berlin Paper Styles the Amendment of the
Hay-Pauncefote Treaty a “Slap
for England.”

BBERLIN, Dec. 28.—The Kreuz Zeit-
ung, conservative, the chief wmouth-
piece of the government, and whose
editorials are often prepared by gov-
ernment officials, devotes two long
articles today to the Nicaragua canal
controversy, pronouncing the  Davis
amendment of the Hay-Pauncefote
treaty a ‘“slap for Engla:

“Treaties could not be more reck-
lessly brushed aside than they have
been in this case by the United States
senate,” says  the Kreuz Zeitung.

| “This disregard of the law of nations,

which had already been manifested
during the peace megotiations with
Spain, is in the highest degree re-
‘grettable. It is a counterpart of Eng-
land’s treatment of the Boer Republic.

“President MoKinley’s administra-
tion has been placed in a highly dis-
agreeable position, inasmuch as the
action of the senate is a grave pro-
vocation to England and it #s impos-
sible to face the anti-English feeling
in the country. The administration
could not thus wound Yankee pride.

“If the president adopts the sen-
ate’s position, England will have a
moral right to prepare a Fashoda for
the United States, but judging from
previous experiences, she will not do
so. The present tone of the British
press towand the United States 4is in
striking contrast with its ferocious
tone toward France in 1898.

LONDON, Dec. 25.—An army order
‘has been issued from the war office,
stating that the secretary of state has
decided that a special war @ gratuity
shall be issued to all the troops,
whether imperial or colonial, employed
in the operations in,South Africa. The
date on which this gratuity will be
issued to forces generally will be noti-
fied hereafter, but the conditions of
the grant are now published with a
view to the immediate settlement of
the claims of deceased officers and
men, and of those who have complet-
ed, or may complete, their service with
colors before instructions are given as
to the-general issue of the gratuity.
Every officer, warrant officer, non-
commissioned officer and other soldier
employed in “he South African com-
mand between Oct. 10, 1899, and such
date (after the date of the present
army order) as may hereafter be no-
tified in army orders, will be entitled
to this grant, unless instructions to
the contrary are issued in any par-
ticular case.

‘The gratuity will be issued upon the
following scale, according to the rank
of the recipient upon the date of this
order, or the date on which the officer
or soldier previously ceased duty in
South Africa. Officers will be allowed
the benefit of local or temporary rank,
and soldiers of any rank, sanctioned
in establishments, in which they have
acted:

GREAT STRIKES ARE FAILURES.

Review of Those Which Have

Since 1877.

Occurred

The rule for years past has been that big
strikes are big defeats for the strikers. That
of the street car men in St. Louis in 900
was an abject failure. More men were in-
volved in it (a little over 3,500) than too
part in any previous strike of street T
transit workers in any country, and it
ted longer than any other contest in
field. A strike which involved more
sons, that of the building trades of Chi
also took place in 1900, and was likewl
astrous for those engaged in it. A e of
huge proportions among the collieries of
‘Wales, and another among the miners of
Austria, have occurred in 1900, -both of
which were failures for the sl‘r‘lkers, al-
though some slight concessions were made
in the Austrian case.

Ope of the most widespread labor contests
which ever took place was the general rail-
road strike of 1877, which- extended through
many ststes east and west, which lasted
three months, which resulted in the destruc-
tion of immense amounts of property and
the loss of more than 100 lives, and in which
the militia and the regular army had to be
employed to suppress disorder. The strikers
were everywhere beaten. The same was the
case in the strike on the Missouri Pacific
railway system in 1886; on the Chi g
lington and Quincy in 1888; on the New York
Central in 1890, and in that of the employes
of the Pullman Car company in 1894, which
involved the American Railway Union or-
ganization under Eugene V. Debs, in which
the center of disturbance was in Chicago.
This resulted in the sending of federal
troops by President Cleveland to that town,
against the protest of Illinois’ governor,
Altgeld, to protect United States property.

The list of strikes among the ¢oal miners
in the United States is leng, and repeats the
tale of disasters told in the vast majority
of labor wars. All of those in Pennsylvania
and adjoining states in the seventies and
eighties, in which ' the Melly Maguires took
a hand, were failures. Se was that which
took place among the mine workers of the
whole country early in 1894, .just before the
Pullman contest began, and which involved
more miners (200,000) than any other which
occurred in the world before or since. That
among the anthracite miners in Pennsylvania
has thus far been less disastrous to its par-
ticipants, but bids fair to be only a littie
less so than were most of its forerunners.
The formidable list of the labor disturbances
in the United States in the past quarter of
a century, which bave been destructive to
the strikers, injurious to the employers and
costly and embarrassing to'the general pub-
lic, constitutes a powerful argument in favor
of the creation - of some tribunal by the
state similar to the Austrian board of arbi-
tration, to which these’ disagreements can
be submitted, and whose findings will be ab-
solutely blnding upon both parties.—Leslie’s
Weekly.

TWEEDIE.

cester County, Hon. Mr. Tweedie said
to the Star today that a paragraph in
a morning paper did an injustice to
tte health authorities up there, as they
nhad exercised all possible vigilance.

«gome three months ago,”’ said the
premier, “the discase was all stamD-
ed out in Restigouche and Gloucester.
Along about the first of Sepfember a
wcman, wha had been living in Wis-
consin, returned to her former home
near Bathurst. After some time she
was taken ill, and sent for Dr. Meah-
an, of Bathurst, who is also cHairman
of the board of health. On arriving, he
noticed that one of her children was
ill of small-pox. He immediately took
steps to ascertain what persons had
visited the house, and, as a result, it
was found that eight eor ten homes
required to be quarantined. Unfor-
tunately, a girl named Egan, of Poke-
shaw, had jvisited the house and had
gone home, and Dr. Meahan was not
told about her. She spread the disease
there. As soon as Dr. Meahan heard
of it, he notified the provincial secre-
tary. I went up to Bathurst an& con-
sulted with him, and we sent also for
Dr. Lunam, of Campbellton. The two
doctors took such steps as seemed
necessary. Instead of dbeing careless
the “#act is that Dr. Meahan gave UD
his Bathurst practice and went into
the district to treat the patients and
has been there two months and more,
Peing also in consultation all the tima
with Dr. Lunam.- He has also kept the
provincial secretary continually ine
formed as to the state of affairs. I feel
that this should be said in justice ta
Dr. Meahan and the authorities.”

IMPORTANT TO FORESTERS.

A Former Member Takes Action
Against Supreme Chief Ranger
Oronhyatekha.

NEW YORK, Dec. 28.—A motion of
great interest to the Independent Ord-
er of Foresters has just been argued
before Judge Blanchard in the supreme<
court, special term, In an action
brought by Dr. Charles Coulter against
the Foresters.

Dr. Coulter alleges that he recently
brought suit for $100,000 against Su-
preme Chief Ranger Oronhyatekha and
Supreme Secretary McGillivray for the
use and manufacture of a medical in-
strument whereof he was the patentee
and owner, and that they took advant-
age of their official position to cause
Dr. Coulter to be dropped from mem-
bership and to cancel his life insurance
policies without mnotice. It is asserted
by Dr. Coulter that they have also
threatened his attorney and witnesses
L with expulsion from the order and
cancellation of their insurance policies,
and he asks for an Injunction to re-
strain the order ’a,nd its cflicers from
this alleged intimidation :nd cancella~
tion.

In the motion it is alleged further
that the order is manag3d by a num-
ber of Canadians, head»d by Oronhy-
atekha in an arbitrary and extrava-
gant manner. Affidavits from vanious
Canadian members of the executive
couneil were read by counsel denying
i{he allegations in the plaintiff's affi-
carvits.

Behind all the litigation, say the
Canadian members, is a scheme to re-
-nove the executive council, composed
of Canadians, and substitute in their
places residents of the United States,
also to remove. its headquarters from
Toronto to this city.

* VIOLENT GALES.

Big Loss of Life and Property in
the English Channel.

The Fiercest Storm for Many Years—Con-
tinental Service Suspended.

LONDON, Dec. 11.—There has been
a . succession of storms and violent
gales in the channel and considerable
damage has been wrought ashore. The
telegraph lines are down in many pla-
ces. The British bark Pegasus, from
San Francisco for Queenstown, found-
ered off Penarth Roads. One man of
the crew was landed at Cardiff. = The
fate of the rest is unknown. While
the British bark Queen of Cambria,
was being towed into Falmouth, her
tow line parted and she was blown
across the bows of the British bark

head. The Queen of Cambria was cut
down to the water’s edge. She was
beached and is leaking.

off Lavernock Point, but she was sub-
sequently floated and towed to a place
of shelter. When- she grounded 'her
boats were made ready for lowering,
and the falls of one of them carried
away, precipitating five men into the
water.

One man out of the crew
of thirty-five men was saved by a life
boat.

Some time before she struck, the
Primrose Hill dropped her anchors,
but mountainous seas were running.

A terrible accident took »lace near
Taunton. The breakwater at Watchet
harbor yielded to the force of the gale
and became a wreck, permitting a tre-
mendous sea to have full play against
the shipping in the harbor. Several
vessels broke adrift; two fsundgred,
and five others were driven into a
hopeless tangle between a vier and a
wharf, where they lay grinding each
other. Their masts and bulwarks
speedily went and  their hulls were
greatly battered. The damage will
reach many thousands of pounds.

Thé Austrian bark Capricorn was
driven ashore mear Bude, Cornwall.
Nine of the crew were drowned, one
was saved, and four are still on board
with little likelihood of being rescued.
Two other vessels are ashore on the
Cornwall coast.

Several were stove in at Ilfracombe
harbor. The bark Ragna was wreck-
ed off Trevine, near Cardiff, three of
hert crew being drowned and nine be-
ing rescued by rocket lines.

H. M. S. Black Prince, at Queens-
town, end H. M. S. Teaser, at Ports-
mouth, were both badly damaged.

Incessant reports of innumerable
shipping casualties show that .the
gale was one of the worst known in
many years.

In addition to some vessels, not yet
identified, which have been vrecked
or placed in great danger, the fate of
some of the cross-channel mail steam-
érs is in doubt. For instance, the
Great Western R. R. Co.'s steamer,
plying between Milford and Water-
ford, is twelve hours overdue, and no
tidings Of her have yet been received.

It would be impossible to enumerate
all the minor casualties. . i

THE QUEEN'S LOVE OF MUSIC.

The Queen’s:love of mausic is widely
known, writes a London correspond-
ent, but few people outside her own
circle are aware that her majesty, as
a singer, could have once held her own
in the professiomal 'world. Her voice,
a mezzo-soprano of charming quality
and sweetness, was cultivated to the
utmost by Signor Lablanche, the fam-
ous basso,, who for 18 years was the
Queen’s teacher. Her majesty is ad-
mittedly a critical listener to singing,
which is not surprising - when one
learns that she herself was educated
in the very best school of singing, her
voice being cultivated . on the old
Ytalian method, which is almost a lost
art in the present day. Her talent
for music was of a high order, and
she was a most satisfactory pupil, al-
ways anxious to improve and do all
the necessary practising to achieve
proficiency in singing scale passages,
ete. The Queen had the highest opin-
fon of Signor Lablanche, and treated
‘him as a friend, as did also the Prince
Consort. Once, when taking a lesson
from him, the teacher could not find
his pencil to mark a certain passage
in her majesty’s song, upon which she
handed him hers, and when he re-
turned it, desired him to keep it as a
souvenir. It is still treasured in the
Lablanche family.

Her majesty’s vocal repertoire was
a varied one. She sang the arias of

plicity and effect; rendered ' sacred
music with much feeling and solem-
nity, yet was equally successful in op-
eratic songs. She was very fond of
the duet “La c¢i Darem,” from Don
Giovanni, and frequently sang it with
Signor Lablanche. A good all round
musician, she played the pianoforte
cxcellently, could read well at sight,
and her perfect ear was a delight to
her singing master. The = Queen’s
voice was absolutely true; she was
never the slightest shade flat or sharp,
and having acquired the best method
of production, her . motes remained
fresh and sweet long after her youth
was past. Of her children, Princess
Beatrice and, of course, the late Duke
of Coburg, were the most gifted musi-
cally; though all the royal family are
good judges of musiec. .

Andrew Carnegie hes established a
large number of public libraries, he
owns the largsst locomotive in the
world and his name has besn published
in most of the papers, but there is an~
other and a surer way that he has fin-
ally hit upon for the perpetuation of
his memory.

J. H, Thomison. The gentlemen talked
over the possibility of establishing
these industries in the two provinces.
The members of the government seem-
ed deeply interested in the project and
promised to do all they could to pro-
mote the establishment of the same.

Mr. Burrill told a Sun reporter that
he was satisfied the government would
do all it was dn their. power to do to
help along the scheme at the ap-
proaching session of the legislature.
It was hoped the manufacture of steel
plates would be begun at Sydney
within six momths. If the required
assistance were givaa by the dominion
government and the governments of
the two provinces there was a possi-
bility that St. John and Halifax would
begin the construction of steel ships
within a year. The establishment of
these plants meant the expenditure of
five millions of dollars in the two cities
and the employment of 2,000 or 3,000
men.

St. John has built many wooden ves-
sels which were the equal of any ever
put afloat. St. Jokn men have man-
aged vessels for years, and suocess-
fully too.

Renews Suspended
Heart Action.

Has Eleetric Power — Diseovery
Announced by Professors
Loeb and Lingle in a
Pamphlet.

Search of Ages is Ended — Though
They Deeline to Diseuss It, They
Are Convineed of Reality of
Their Find.

(Chicago Times-Herald, Dec. 26.)

Salt, just- plain, everyday salt, or
sodium - chloride, as the chemists call
it, is about to take a new place in the
world, for two University of Chicago
professors working in the quiet of their
Jaboratories have found that it is the
jong-sought-for elixir of life. They
have found that sodium chloride, or
salt solution, when graduated to the
right proportions, will cause a heart
which has once ceased to beat to take
up its rythmic action and do its work
again. In other words, they have
found that a certain salt solution will
revive life that is extnect.

After alchemists have failed to find
the quintessence of life in their many
fanciful combinations, after adventur-
ers have failed to find their mythical
fountains of youth, and scientists and
scholars from time immemorial have
4ailed to find the reason of the heart
®eat, 1t has remained for Professor J.
Loeb and Professor D. J. Linagle, two
modest and hard-working professors at
sthe University of Chicago, to find that
salt, the commonest thing in existence,
nas in it the magic power of giving
li€e to a heart that is stilled.

1T MAKES THE HEART BEAT.

The key word to the whole discovery
38 what these scientists have termed
«jons.”” Professors Loeb \and Lingle
have been experimenting all summer
eon auricular and ventrizular muscle
and have found that certain “ions” or
elostric currents in the salt solution
gurnish the life-prolonging principle
which works on the heant muscles
through the blood. The salt in the
blood ‘n certzin proportions they have
discova-:d to be the cause of the heart
»eat.

The results of the experiments of
the Chicago professors have not be-
eome generally known yet, as they are
preparing the story of their summer's
work for publication. Both profes-
sars have adopted the process of eli-
mination in working out this result
from the various theories that have
been advanced by scientists for the
past ten years, and have found by
sareful experiments on the hearts of
various animals that salt and its
“ijons” make the magical thing which
philesophers have been seeking for cen-
turies.

Just what caused the heart to nul-
sate has been the subject of specula-
tion by philosophers and scientists for
many years. There have been various
theories ~dvanced. Professor J. A.
Hall of the University of Michigan has
maintained that it was the proteids in
she Dblood that caused the heart
rhythm. Professor Ringer advanced
4he theory that it was the nerves in
the heart that caused the action.
Others have held that the beat was
caused by the blood in the heart. Pro-
fessor Kroenecker of the Geneva Uni-
versity, Switzerland, holds the same
theory as Professor Hall of Michigan.
During the last two years physiologists
have decided that it is'something in
$he blood that causes the beating and
they have worked on this hypothesis
with telling results.

After a long investigation Professors.
Loeb and Lingle determined +hat cer-
tain salts were the cause of the 4ac-
tion, but to eliminate all the possibil-
ities and get just the right salt was a
problemx which has required many ex-
periments and much patience. For a
long time scientists disagreed om
which salt of three it was.

This is the status of the investiga-
tions when Professors Loeb and Lingle
of the Univarsity of Chicago took hold
of the work. . Different physiologists
nad maintained respectively that ome
of the following three salts found in
the blood was the cause of heart ac-
tion: Sodium ohloride, :alcium - salts
and potassium salts. With “he results
of the other investigators at hand, the
University of Chicago men set about
to find just which was the ‘right salt,
end they have decided by successful
sxperiments that sodium chloride is
the only salt which will cause the ac-

tra.l.meclum, as has been supposed for
years, but is physiologically active.

TESTS ON A TURTLE. "

Professor Lingle’ took Professor
Loeb’s theories and tested their truth
in regard to the tuntle. In his experi-
ments he gave special attention to
three points: * #

1. Will ventrizular tissue beat rhy-
thmically in solutions of nom-conduc-
tors, or, in other words, is rhythmio
activity an fon effect in heart muscle ?

2. If the stimulus of this'rhythmical
ection is an ion, is (t the calcium or
sodium ion ? "

3. What is the role of other ions
with® respect to ventricular rhythmic
activity ? S

Vivisection is frowned upon at the
University of Chicago, and the turtles

rificed to the advancement of science
had their heads cut off in the most
painless manner possible. A turtle’s
heart does not stop beating until some
time after the animal has been decapi-
tated. In making these experiments
atrips of heart tissue containing a cer-
tain amcunt of blood were cut from the
ventricle and they = were quiescent
from operative violence. The first ex-
periments were made with strips cut
from beating ventricles. Later experi-
ments were made on beating strips
and strips stopped by other means
than by operative violence.

Prof Lingle has set forth his conclu-
sions in his manuscript as follows :

‘1. The results of Dr. Leob’s expeni-
ments on rhythmic contractions  in
stripped muscle and Gonionemus tissue
apply very closely to the ventricular
tissue of the turtle.

“2. Sodium, and not calcium, is the
stimulus for rhythmic coatractions in
the heart. AN

“3. A pure sodium chloride solution
has an injurious effect on heart tissue.

‘“4, Calcium, and possibly potassium,
salts improve the rhythm by neutral-
izing this injurious actlon.

5. Hearts will not beat rhythmical-
iy in solutions of nonconductors.”

When the theory of Professors Loeb
and Lingle was bronght to the %tten-
tion of leading physicians and sur-
geons of Chicago yesterday, they dis-
played a deep interest, but preferred
to withhold their opinions from the
public until the experiments of these
sclentists have been thoroughly digest-
ad by “he profession, or, better, until
a demonstration has been given to
prove their claims. While all recog-
nize the great value of sodium chloride
as a constant element in the human
system and its many beneficial uses in
medicine and surgery, this new hypo-
thesis which would establish the chem-
ical as the life power is too broad in
its scope to be accepted ar rejected at
a moment’s notice.

BROADENS AN OLD PRACTICE.

One well-known surgeon who dis-
cussed the theory in an informal way
said ‘that the stimulating powers of
sodium chloride have for years been
taken advantage of in cases of exten-
sive hemorrhage. If during an opera-
tion enough blood is lost to endanger
the patient’s life, it has been found
advantageous to introduce normal salt
solution into the circulation equal in
quantity to that lost. This solution
must be at the temperature of the
body or somewhat higher to do away
with the danger of shock. Not only
is the saline solution used in cases of
hemorrhage from an operation, but
where there 18 4r2at loss of blood from
aother causes.

Some surgeons prefer to modify the
simple salt solution with the addition
of sugar or other nutritive agents. Ex-
periments apon the lower animals,
such as rabbits and dogs, have shown
that where one-half of the entire quan-
tity of blood has been lost the animals
left in that condition died, while those
in which salt solution replaced the
lost blood lived. .

With the advances made by scien-
tists in recent years in the use of so-
dium chloride for the stimmlation and
preservation of lfe processes, those
surgeons who were questioned on the
matter say that the profession at large
would not be greatly surprised if its
gtill greater powers shall be demon-
strated.

FAME OF PROFESSOR LOEB.

Professor Loeb has become very pro-
minent among scientific men both in
Europe and America within the last
five years on account of the large
amount of original researsh -sork that
he has carried on.

During the last year he has been
prosecuting work with regard fo the
artificial production of life at Wood’s
Holl, Mass., which has drawn the at-
tention of the whole scientific world.
Prominent scientists from all the great
universities of the country have visit-
ed him in his laboratories and have
fnquired into his plans and methods of
work.

Professor Loeb has demonstrated
that young can be produced €rom
pigeon eggs which have never had the
life-giving principle of the male im~
parted to them. He is continuing his
work on the artificial production of

Professor Lingle, in his pamphlet
concerning the discovery, says:

“Ganle, Ringer, Howell and others
maintain that the origin of the heart’s
rhythmic beat must be sought among
the inorganic constituents of the blood.
The latest theory to explain this ac-
tion has been advanced by Howell,whq
holds that to produce rhythmic con-

tractions in heart tissue this; interac-

tion of three salts is necessary—sodium
chloride to maintain osmotic pressure,
calcium salts to produce tone and act
as the real excitant, and potassium
salts to cause relaxation and neutral-
ize the excessive action of the calcium
salts. .
A TYPICAL BXPERIMENT.

“The idea of the rhythmic activity
of the heart being a function of the
$niorganic ealts of the blood is indirect-
1y supported by some work by Profes-
sor Looeb. He has shown that rhyih-
wic contraction can be produced at
will in stripped muscle of the frog by
the action of a single salt solution, thus
eontradicting  Biedermann’s theory
that a mixture of salis-is necessary.

“This effect he believes 1s. produced
not by the salt itself, but by ions, be-

eause it occurs only in solutions of

electrolytes—substances - that dissoci-
mte. Among the ions that are found in
the blood he thinks t+hat those of eo-
dium are the producers of rhythmic
activity. They constitute the primary
stimulus. A pure solution of sodium
chloride or common salt is not a neu-

called “parthogenesis.” It was while
at work on parthogenesis that Profes-
sor Loeb “ound what could be done
with salt water. He took vea urchins’
eggs without fertilization and develop-
ed young in sodium chloride.

Professor Loeb graduated from the
«Abiturienten Examen” in Berlin in
1880. He took his M. D. from the Uni-
versity of Strassburg in 1885, He was
an assistant in physiology in the Uni-
versity of Wurzburg 1886 1o 1888. From
here he went to the University of
Strassburg to occupy % similar posi-
tion from 1888 to 1890. He had charge
of the biological station in Naples
from 1889 to 1891. He Wwas in 8sso-
ciate in biology in Bryn Maswr College,
‘Bryn Mawr, Pa., from 1891 to 1892. He
was called to the University «f Chi-
cago in 1892 as assistant professor of
physiology and experimental biology
-and has risen to be head of this de-
partment.

PROF‘ESSO. R LINGLE'S CAREER.

David Judson Lingle, associate pro-
fessor in physiology at the University
of Chicago, graduated at the Univer-
sity of Chicago as an S. B.in 1885, ' He
was an assistant in sclence at Beloit
College from 1886 to 1887 and studied
in Johns Hopkins University ‘rom 1887
to 1889. From 1889 to 1890 he was as-

sistant professor of biology in Tulane

THE MODERN BULLE?

A Story of the War in
South Afriea.

If you look in a report made by Eng-
land’s greatest surgeon, you will find,
under “Case No. 10,” a ooncise and de-
tailed account.of a builet wound. The
course of the ball is traced with scien-
tific accuracy and exactness. We are
told how the ~merciful IHttle pencil
shaped nickel steel Mauser bullet pass-
ed through the body of “Case No. 10,”
but who “Case No. 10" is, and under
what circumstances he received the
wound—that is ne part of the sur-
geon’s report, and so'jt does not ap-
pear. In the old days when the tear-
ing, shattering leaden bullets did the
fearful worw, Case No.10 would mnot
have been a surgeons case; he would
have been in the obituary list. As it is,
thanks to the cleanly perforating bul-
let which cauterizes its own wound, he
is now alive and well, though shot in
what used to be regarded as a vital
spot. This is the actual story of how
Case No. 10 happened:

It was at the sec battle of the
Tugelg, Jan. 23. Dalton, R. A. M. C.
(whi mea, Royal Army Medical
Corps), had been called off to attend
to a wounded officer lying on the flank
of the army, the main body of which
was already  falling back across the
death plain over which it had endea-
vored to advance against the hidden
rilemen who lay among the rocks.

It was quite late in the afternoon
when he reached the spot, and on the
way the attendant stretcher bearers
had picked up a badly wounded man.
In a corner among . the rocks the sur-
geon found the wounded officer, Capt.
deRougemont. Near by him lay an-
other wounded man, and so Captain
Dalton found himeself in charge of e
iittle dressing station all his own. He
knew de Rougemont well, and as he
bent over him, he saw that his friend
was badly wounded, shat thropgh the
abdomen. The other man lying near
had & wound of the same character,
while the third man, who had been
carried alorng in the stretcher,was shot,
if I remember in two places, through
the head and lungs.

The cartain bent over his stricken
friend. He saw that the ball had gone
straight through him; yet he felt sure
that with great care his life might be
saved. But the ambulances were from
four to five miles away, and it would
be almost impossible 10 drive one over
the rocky, uneven ground. A glance
at the other man showed that his case
was a severe one also. Three c¢asual-
ties all in the category of the danger-
ous, wovld spa2ll small hope to the
friends at home who would read the
returns in the papers. Three casual-
ties and only one stretcher. The men
who carried it were not members of
a regular bearer company, but two
Tommies who had been nressed for
the nonce.

The surgeon had got out his band-
ages and was applying the first aid as
quickly and as deftly as ne couid,
when one of the men standing by
shouted suddenly :

“My Gawd! Look! Here they come !”

Capt. Dalton rais2d his head in time
to see about forty Boers. all mounted, '
ride into sight above the crest of the
little hill, 200 yards or so in front. He
only glanced at them, for he thought
they must have perc2ived what he was
doing, and, despite. ithe recciminations
that had been indulged in, the Red
Cross had always been respected. He
felt himself safe under the protection
of the little bandage around his arm.
So he went on with his work. = There

came a volley, and the captain feit a|

shock go through him. Pausing for a
minute, he looked down , at himself,
and perceived that he was wounded in
the same place as the officer whom he!
was attending. One of the Soldiérs
was shot dead, and the wounded man
lying on the ground had received a
second bullet through the chest. The
other stretcher bearer nad been shot
through the arm, near the shoulder,
and had fallen behind a rock.

They were all casualties now, him-
self included. But, somehow, it might
have been the effect of training, or it
may have been the surgeon’s abstract
interest in the case, he continuéd
working, . stanching. the Dblood and
binding up the wound of his friend,’
determined to work as long as he was
able., The Boers approached. They
got off their horses and were standing
close about him, and he fell slowly
back, and lay looking up at them. The
anger that came over-him made him
speak in slow, cold ‘tones.

“T, 00k what you have done,” bhe
said. ‘'You have shot me, a surgeon,
performing his duty and you have

fired upon the wounded: Do you call|

that war?”

“We're very sorry, sir,”’ said a mid-
dle-aged, bearded fellow, in good Eng-
lish. ‘“We didn’t see who you were.
‘We thought you were lying there and
were about to fire on us.”

The others wstood about silently,
leaning ewkwardly egainst their sad-
dles. The man who was slightly
wounded through the arm stood up;
he began to swear. The captain Bi-
lenced him, and te .sat down on the
rock mursing his wounded arm. And
now comes the gtrangest part of the
story, and one that, if it had not beev
verified, would be hard to believe. The
Boers bent over and examined the
wounded mman. They shook their
heads. The captain felt his senses go-
ing, the weakness was becoming over-
powering. Some one spoke”in Dubch
and a horseman mounted. The capr
tain looked wup and slowly asked:
“Who is in command here?”

“Well, I suppose I am,” said a low-
browed rufiian, who' spoke English.

“Well, for heaven’s sake, let the
slightly wounded man go and get help
for us.” .

“He's our prisoner,” said the beard-
ed one. “We've got to take him along;
we can’t stay here.”

“Surely you’re mot going to leave us
in this plight.”

There was no answer. = The next
thing the captain remebered was some
one tugging at his feet, and then hs

heard a sound of horses’ hoofs going
away over the rocks. He lost con-
sciousness. When he came to himself
the sun was down behind the hills and
tte ocold evening shadows were coming
on. He knew now what the tugging

gone!: Capt. de Rougemont, lying be-
gide him, was talking.

“Dalton,” he said, "can you hear
me?”

“Yes.

“We're in 2 bad way. What shall
we do?” :

“Don’t move, it’s the only thing that
will save your life. They may find us
in the morning.” p

Just then a groaning came from
where the other wounded man was
lying.

“Water,” he moaned, ‘“water.”

Dalton raised his voice. “Lit stil,
my lad,” he sald. ‘““Water is the worst
thing for you. Lie satill. ‘What is
your name?"”

The man gave it and his number,
and the captain could almost imagine
that a salute ‘accompanied the an-
swer,

“Can you see those other men?”

“Yes, sir; they’'re both dead, sir.”

The soldier’'s agony was sunk in the
soldierly training. '

“Keep quiet and lie still, I tell you.
Try to forget your thirst. Moving
around will only make you worse.”

The soldier did@ not reply.

A strange thing of it all was this:
There had been no bitter words ex-
pressed against the action of the
‘Boers. It had been passed by as if
by tacit consent. The inhumane part
of it, the surgeon perceived, was not
intended for torture; he saw that the
enemy had regarded them &all as being
practically dead men.

To describe in detail that mnight of
horror would@ be too harrowirg. Capt.
Dalton knew that his only chance in
living was in remaining absolutely
atill. Since he had laid himself down
he had hardly moved a musde, but
poor de Rougemont had bDegun to
wander. He 'began to shout: to the
stable guard, and insisted that the
horges were tethered over the hill. He
raised himself on his elbows and cal-
led aloud time and again. Dalton
pleaded with him in wvain. He would
not listen to reason.

In the meantime, the temptation of
thirst, = that overpowering, dreadful
agony of the wsorely wounded, had
been too much for the soldier. He
hiad mamnaged to crawl to the body of
one of his ¢ompanions and had drain-
ed the dead man's water bottle. In a
few minutes his agony had increased
threefold, and he tossed, rolling and
writhing to and fro among the rocks.
In a few minutes he was silent, and
the doctor knew that relief had come
to him. Capt. de Rougemont was be-
ocoming weaker, but a dreadful thirst
was 'on him, too. His water bottle
was by his side; despite the surgeon’s
remonstrances, he took a drink. It
seemed at first to ‘help him, for his
mind ceased wandering, and then—but
why go on? Harly in the morning his
moaning ceased.

Dalton was etiff from lying in the
same position. It was bitter cold, and
his flesh quivered. He felt the thirst,
too, but his will power was strong,
and strange to say, the overpowering
weeakness was leaving him, and his
brain was clear to think.

Dr. Potts, the treasurer, reported a
short time ago that $930,000 had been
promised:. He seemed to be confident
that the full round million would yet
be reached. Others, however, are not
a8 sanguine as the treasurer.. Now
when the fund was inaugurated it
was thought that it would greatly
strengthen the connexional interests of
the church, such as the missionary,
educational and the supeérnumerary
fund in ithe east and the superannua-
#ion fund in the west. Evidently this
i’ going to be done to very limited ex-
tent. So far omly about $200,000 have
been promised to these objects. The
greatest relief will come to churches
that have been struggling with heavy
debts. Many of these debts will be
‘altogether removed, while others will
be reduced to a comsiderable extent.
Doubtless the . liberation wof large
sums of money previously paid for in-
terest will indirectly benefit the con-
nexion at large. It looks, however, as
if the Methodists who have always

I boasted of their connexionalism are

going to be outdone in this respect by
the Presbyterians, who are supposed
to be more congregational in practice.
Dr. Potts has not_yet so far taken the
public into confidence to teil how much
has been actually paid ic on account
of the fund. This is unfortunate; for
a weekly or a monthly statement

would have been a powerful stimulant |

and appeal in #tself. And this method
has resulted - in marvellous success
where it has been adopted by the Wes-~
leyan Methodists in England. ‘Weekly
returns of payments by circuits have
been published and scanned with as
much eagerness as the returns of a
general election; and have no doubt
largely contributed to the success of
the movement there.

Listen to Theie Bploved Pastor's Eloquent | I
Farewell Address After Fifteen Years
of Faithful Service.

At Germain ‘stréet Baptist ckurch
Sunday evening every ‘seat was filled
and chairs had_to be placed along all

~t.l:ne aisles to accommodate.; the great

numbers that assembled: to hear Dr.
Gates’ last sermon in that church after

a pastorate of fifteen years. On the
platform with the pastor were Rev. S.
MeC. Black, D. D.,, and Rev. John

Special and appropriate
music was given by the choir, a selec-
tion was given by the Germain street
qwmrtette and a solo, “Home T1ics,” by
Prof. Titus.

Dr. Gates took for the text ‘of his
discourse 1. Corinthians, i. and 18: “For
the preaching of the cross is io them
that perish foolishness; but unto us
which are saved it is the power of
God.”

He graphically sketched the circum-
stances under which' the epistle ‘was
written and showed how Paul's won-
derful ‘gospel story seémed as foolish-
ness to the bigoted Jew and to the cul-
tured Greek. It was even so with the
worldly-wise of our own day, to whom
the simple message of salvation also
seemed as foolish bécause they were
perishing, 'To those, however, Wwho
were saved the gospel was =still "the
power of God” in St. John as in old
Corinth.

And only the gospel story, Le said,
should be preached from our pulpits.
He had no sympathy with those who

sought to fill their. churches with dis- |

courses on politics or sociology on the
plea that they are striving for the bet-
terment of the race. There was na
other hHope for the raising of the world
than the gospel. Man cannot be Tegis-
lated into miorality, he =aid. To
change the existing state of things we
must have new conditions, and to
establish new conditiong we viust have
new men with new natures, and the
gospel is the only instrument by which
this revolution can be accomplished.
The gospel is the panacea for all *he
ills of the body politic and social, and
more earnestness and power s needed
in its delivery. During his stay in St.
John, the speaker said, his vulpit had
been dedicated solely to the nroclam- i
ation of simple.gospel truth.
