A nurafter of reasons are given, and 
some very important statements are 
made about the question of car short 
age in the judgment preceding the 
order which is In part as follows:

"It cannot be denied that thç 
age equal to, if not greater tha 
ol' last year is Imminent; and, unless 
some steps are taken to secure an 
adequate supply of cars, traffic will be 
seriously handicapped during the ap­
pt caching winter and spring until the 
opening of navigation. Evidence was 
submitted to the board by the appli­
cants, showing an unreasonable de­
tention of a large number of cars at 
many of the principal traffic centres 
of the country. It is urged by the rail­
way companies that the unnecessary 
detention of cars by -shippers and con­
signees not only handicapped the rail­
way companies by depriving them 
of cars which would otherwise be 
available for traffic but also causes 
congestion by blocking team tracks 
and private sidings in terminals. It 
is also contended that at least fifty 
per cent, of what Is called railway de­
tentions, that is the unnecessary hold­
ing of cars In terminals by the rail­
way companies, is due to the blocking 
of these terminals by the unnecessary

Favors Immediate Gift.
Dr. Neely followed. He was followed 

by W. F. MacLean, the most interest­
ing portion of whose speech was an 
utterance on the. naval situation. He 
was in favor of an immediate gift, and 
also in favor of a Canadian navy. He 
also favored a closer alliance between 
the Mother Country and the dominions, 
looking to complete unity in Imperial 
defence and the possession by Can­
ada of a proportionate voice in shap­
ing Imperial policy.

The permanent policy, he said, could 
be worked out by conference and care­
ful consideration, it should not be 
worked out according to an exact 
mathematical plan, as Mr. Bourassa de­
sired. but worked out In reliance on 
the Instincts of the people. He be­
lieved In a Canadian navy, because be 
believed in sea power as the backbone 
cf natural life. If Canada was to be a 
part of the Empire, she must have sea 
power. She must build ships, man her 
ships, fight her ships.

"Hear,” shouted the Liberals.
"Therefore," said Mr.MacLean, "Can­

ada should go in for compulsory naval 
service.”

The Liberals suddenly ceased ap­
plauding.

Mr. MacLean went on to say that 
within the lives of the rising genera­
tion, the centre of the Empire would 
lie between the two great oceans, the 
Atlantic and tlie Pacific.

Mr. MacLean went on to assail the 
Canada Pacific "melon."

Mr. Sinclair, of Quysboro, made an 
interesting divergence from the Laur­
ier naval policy. He was in favor, he 
said, of a Canadian navy, built, and 
manned In Canada, under the control 
of the Canadian government for the 
defence of the Canadian coasts, and 
In time of trouble coming, he would 
say automatically under the British Ad­
miralty. He went on to deny the exist­
ence of any emergency.

Under the title "Men of Mark in 
Westmount,*' the Westmount News 
publishes the following article on a 
gentleman who has many friends In 
St. John:

Plato, In hi# “Republic," declares 
that among the factors which make 
for the development of an Ideal state 
"Musical training I» a more potent 
instrument than any other." And the 
reason assigned id this: "Because 
rhythm and harmony find their way 
into the secret places of the soul
...................... Imparting grace.
making the soul graceful of him who 
Is rightly educated, or ungraceful of 
him who Is Ill-educated.” If, therefore, 
"sweetness and light" are the die 
tlngulshlng characteristics of the 
noblest manhood and womanhood, and 
music makes for these traits, then any 
man who contributes to the spread of 
musical taste, la a public benefactor; 
whether It is done In the name of 
philanthropy or primarily as a matter 
of business. 4low often the claim 
of philanthropy Is only a cloak tor 
business? No one, however, can 
charge the subject of our biography 
this week with sailing under false 
colors.

Af­
ter five years in this line he added the 
selling of pianos and organs, and with 
such signal success that lie dropped 
the sewing machines entirely and 
centrated his energies on the musical 
Instrument business. It was his good 
fortune In securing the exclusive Can­
adian agency of such high grade piano­
fortes as the “Knabe," that gave the 
momentum to the splendid business he 
has built up; for he secured the pat­
ronage of the best people in the Dom­
inion : federal and provincial premiers 
Judges,leading musicians, etc. The firm 
of Willis â Co. la now under Royal 
patronage, having supplied three pi 
anos to His Royal Highness the Duke 
or Connaught at Rideau Hall.

After twenty-five years oi' selling. 
Mr, Willis decided to manufacture; 
and the company's factory 
Therese—when the .extensions are 
lompleted- wHI turn out about 4,000 
pianos per anum, upon which this leg 
end can be inscribed "Made In Cana­
da.” The Willis building In Montreal, 
opened la 1911, Is one of the finest 
business structures tn the uptown dis­
trict of the Metropolis.

As In Scotland, so in Nova Scotia. 
It la the dream of most mothers to 
have their boys1 ministers; and Mr. 
Willis was intended for the ministry; 
but although he missed the pulpit, he 
has ever been a devoted son of the 
church. He Is an Anglican, and one of 
the most active Bplscopallan laymen 
on the Island of Montreal: being a 
member of the Synod, governor of the 
Diocesan College, and on the Angll- 

commtttee of the Lavtnen's 
slonary Movement.

In the dedication to Plcton's “Oliv­
er Cromwell," Is this noble legend: 
"who ever regarded public service as 
the end for which a man is born," 
and "recognised In devotion to hu­
manity the practical worship of God." 
This Ideal seems to ha vu been that 
of Mr. Willis also: for in addition to 
his active %terest In religious move­
ments, he finds thus to act as a gov­
ernor of the* Western General Hospi­
tal, Protestant Hospital for the In­
sane, and Children’s Memorial Hospt 
tal: and this public service has been 
rendered quietly, and without osten­
tation.

Mr. Willis has resided In West- 
mount nearly twenty years, and bus 
been importuned more than 
stand «s a candidate f\>r Aid 
the City Council; but has hitherto de­
clined this form of public se 
the same time he has taken more 
than a passive Interest In civic Im­
provements, notably In the public 
parks movement. Recently he headed 
a deputation to certain members of 
the city council, pleading with them 
to take up the Question of securing 
more open spaces In the eastern sec­
tion of Westmount. particularly one 
at the corner of Sherbrooke St., and 
Olivier Avenue.

Mr. Willis Is another example of 
the large number of upright, prosper 
ous, business men of Montreal, who 
have made Westmount their home; 
and who are loyally determined to 
maintain Its civic rights, and to make 
It Indeed a City Beautiful.

The Labor Tax.
The mayor brought up the question 

of the labor tax. He referred to the 
memorial of the Shipping Federation, 
protesting that the by law had out­
lived any condition» that may have 
justified It, and that in view of the 
government money spent, here the 
port should be thrown open to all Ca 
nadian laboreis. He read his reply 
to the Federation, in which he said 
the city could not see its way to pro 
vide outsider# with all public faclll 
ties without expecting them to pay 
something to the upkeep of the city 
services.

He referred to the circumstances 
under which the tax was adopted, 
the uproar and turmoil caused by 
bringing laborers here in car loads 
No doubt, be said, men coming here 
to work consider it a hardship when a 
constable asks him for 57.51». But 
these men come in competition with 
our own people who contribute to the 
rates. Things may have changed, 
but the principle of the tax remains 
tbe same; those who share In the 
benefits of the city service» should 
pay for them.

At the meeting of the common coun­
cil yesterday the mayor protested 
against calling the labor tax a head 
tax; made a statement showing that 
Montreal, which has been held up as 
an example, taxed business and trade 
about six times as much as St. John 
does, but suggested that consideration 
might be given to the question of re­
ducing the tax from $7.60 to $5.00. 
The matter was laid over.

The Mayor said that when the la 
bor tax was adopted here the laborers 
of the city were paying a tax of $7.50 
Now many only paid the poll tax of 
$5.00, and some got off without pay 
ing taxes at all. A man could hardly 
expect to come here and work with­
out paying the poll tax. but perhaps 
he ought not to be asked to pay more 
than the laborer living here.

New York, In 
their" weekly stock letter. In dealing 
with the market outlook, have the fol­
lowing to say:

The stock market has for some time 
maintained n heavy undertone which 
Is perhaps accounted for by the fact 
that foreign rates are the highest in 
some years, with our own money mar­
ket quoting call money at 13 per cent, 
up to 20 per cent., and renewals at 11 
per cent. up. Money Jumped rather 
suddenly to 12 per cent, from 6 per 
cent., where it had been ruling for 
some time. This Is explained by the 
withdrawal (pending the comptroller's 
«•all for statement) of the funds of 
country banks from loans, putting the 
burden upon the metropolitan banks. 
This is a reversal of the operation 
which relieved the New York banks 
a few weeks ago. when country banks 
did just the opposite thing from what 
it is doing now. The country bank de­
posits were withdrawn and put into 
call loans which the New York banks 
formerly held. While this did not in­
crease the supply of money. It never­
theless reduced the deposits against 
which reserve had been carried, and 
consequently by decreasing the per­
centage required, enabled the banks to 
show a better percentage of reserve.

Tire market met with support at the 
lower levels and prices quickly rallied. 
The decision was unexpected to many 
persons, and the first Impulse was to 
sell, but on second thought there was 
a decided change in sentiment. Ixisses 
were largely made up. and the Harri­
man issues scored their best figures 
for the day. Union Pacific preferred 
was bought heavily and at one time 
showed a gain of 6% points. The up­
ward movement was attributed to spec­
ulative buying on theory that tht« 
court's ruling would necessitate a dis­
tribution of Union Pacific’s holdings of 
Southern Pacific. Some of the Harri­
man bond issues also advanced In the 
belief that their retirement might be 
made necessary as the i>art of ad­
justment which must now be made. 
Southern Pacific collateral fours at 
one period registered a gain oil 6% 
points, and Oregon short line fours of 
three points. The court’s decision, how­
ever, opened up so many possibilities 
for speculation as to the effects of the 
readjustment, that one trading ele­
ment was confused and movements of 
securities were erratic, 
close the market became heavy again.

The effect of the unfavorable bank 
statement of last Saturday was shown 
in the continued tension In the money 
market, fall loans rose steadily from 
an opening at 10 per cent., until 12 
per cent, was reached. Later the rates 
fell back to 6 per cent. Engagements 
of a large share of the South African 
gold offered In I,ondon today by New 
York bankers did not serve to quiet 

prehensions as to the future course 
money rates.
