WEST POINT HAZING, -

More Evidence of Tactics
Adopted to Cadets.

MADE TO EAT SOAP.

This the Testimony of Relatives of
John Breth, Another Cadet Whose
Death Was Caused by lllness
Alleged to be the Result of the
Hazing Process.

Philadeiphia, Jan. 7.—According to the
testimony adduced before the congression-
al investigating committee, which is in-
quiring into the charges of hazing at tie
West Point Military academy, Oscar L.
Beoze, of Bristol, Pa., and John l.
Breth, of Altoona, Pa., had a rough time
of it during their “pleb” year at that
institution. The star witness of the day
was former Cadet Anthony J. Burmham,
jr., son of Judge Burnam of the court oi
appeals of the state of Kentucky,
who was Booze's tent mate while in
camp. The commitiee also heard for the
first time testimony in regard to the
experiences of Breth from the lips of his
father, brothers and sisters.

The committee will probably conciude
its work here toomrrow and will begin
the taking of testimony of the cadets at
West Point on Wednesday.

The case’ of John Breth of Altona, Pa.,
who died from an ailment, which it is
alleged, hc received indirectly as a re-
sult of hazing at West Point, was then
taken up. :

The first witness called was Dr. k.
Goodman of Altoona, the Breth family
physician. Dr. Goodman said Breth en-
tered West Point in June, 1897, and died
last October. His physical condition be-
fore entering the National Military acad-
emy was excellent. Dr. Goodman treat-
ed him two wecks after he came home
from West Point for hemorrhoids. Last
October he again treated him for typhoid
pneumonia, from which he died. Young
Breth never told Dr. Goodman anything
about hazing at West Point. All the in-
formation the doctor had, came to him
from the boy's family. Tt had been re-
ported that Breth was compelled to eat
soap at West Point. The doctor knew
nothing about it, but if the boy had
eaten soap, it would have explained his
physical condition on his return home.

Samuel J. Breth, father of Cadet Breth,
testified that his son was appointed by
Congressman Hicks in March, 1897, and
was dismissed from the academy because
of deficiency in mathematics in January,
1898. Mr. Breth said the faimly had re
ceived letters from the som in regard to

the hardships at West Point. The father
learned that John had been “Choo (hoo-
ed.” On his deathbed, the father said,
the boy went through the “Choo Choo-
ing” motions. Harry Breth, the brother,
was called and offered to submit coples
of extracts of letters he received from
John. The committce decided that it

| wanted the originals which are now at

the Breth home:tead in -Altoona, and in

‘order that Miss Rosa M. Breth, a sister

might return home and send them to the
committee, her testimony was taken. She
received a letter from her brother wih.le
iie was in West Point hospital in which
he said the surgeon told him he had a
light attack of nervous prostration from
overwork. Johkn, however, told other
members of the family, when they visited
him at West Point, that his condition
was due to hazing. On his deathbed he
told me that *“West Point is the cause
of the breakdown in my health.” He
mentioned the names of Bender, Wood
and Younge as being “awful hazers.”

Wm. A. Breth, another brother of John
Breth, testified substantially as follows:

“When John came home he told me
that he had to do so much “eagling”
that he often became exhausted. A cadet
named Bender made him sit on the point
of a bayonet until he fell off. e was
made to sit on it again and during this
operation Bender played a violin. On
another occasion, a hot July day, after a
hard day’s drill, he was compelled to
don a rain coat and hold out dumbbells.
One night he was dragged out of bed,
leaving the bed clothes behind him and
was dragged over rough stones in the
company street. My brother consider-
ed West Point Military academy the best
place in the world, but said the, upper
class men ran the place.” -

Lucien H. Alexander, secretary of the
board of examiners for the admission of
law students to the bar, was called to
testify as to Booze's application for ad-
mission and got into a legal tangle with
the committee as to whether.Booze pass-
ed the examination. Mr, Alexander ex-
plained that the courts of Philadelphia
had made a rule that the matter of how
a student came out of an examination
should not be made public and he consid-
ered he would be in contempt of court
if he divulged the information. The com-
mittee decided that he must choose be-
tween being in contempt of the court of
Philadelphia or the United States house
of representatives and he was given until
10 o’clock tomorrow to decide.

Mary (. Breth, another sister of Breth,
was called and corroborated the testimony
of other members of the family. Miss
Breth also said that her brother, in
speaking of hazing, said he ‘“often ate
soap and chewed rope ends,” at West
Point.

At 6 o’clock the committee adjourned
until 9 tomorrow morning.

THE MAIL ROBBERY.

The Bag Stolen at Mdncton
Had Registered Letters,

FORTY-FOUR OF THEM.

Thirty-four Contained the I. C. R.
Cheques and Ten Had Cash
Amounting to $70 -- The Bag
Was on a Truck Covered by Two
Sacks of Newspapers for an Hour.

The disappearance of mail matter from
Moncton on December 13 last is still sur-
rounded in mystery. As far as can be
ascertained no suspicion is attached to any
of the post office officials, the theory being
that the bag was stolen off the truck at
the Moncton depot, where it remained un-
guarded for about one hour awaiting the
night train for Campbellton and other
points north. ’ :

The courier who conveyed the mail from
the post office to the station on the night
of the robbery avows he placed the bag
of letters on the truck and covered it with
two bags of newspaper matter, and this
statement is credited, according to the in-
formation at hand.

When the mail was taken aboard the
train the bag was first missed, but the
mail clerk did not report its absence until
the following morning. An explanation
of this delay is that there was no method
of communicating with the post office
authorities the night the bag- was first
missing.

The missing sack contained a large num-
ber of letters, 44 of which were registered,
34 containing checks from the I. C. R.
treasury department for which payment
lras been stopped, and 10 other registered
letters containing, as far as can be learned,
about $70. !

I. C. R. Detective Skeffington is at pres-
ent working on the case. Owing to the
recent express robberies some suspicion is
directed in a certain direction, but it is
not even known if the party in mind was
in.

ANETEN CHLOREN LOST THER

The Rochester Orphan Asylum Burned--Little Ones Carried’fk
Out, Some Unconscious, Some Dead--Two
Nurses Also Succumb,

Rochester, N. Y., Jan. 8.—Fire broke
out in the hosptal section of the Roch-
ester Orphan Asylum at 1 o’clock this
morning and the flames spread rapidly.
It is now known that 10 of the childven
perished and it is feared that many more
victims may later be reported.

The fire was first discovered by two men
passing the asylum. They hastily sent in
an alarm and then turned their attention
to the work of arousing the nurses and the
children.

A terrific explosion was next heard and
in a moment the entire hospital section
was in flames. On the arrival of the fire
apparatus a general alarm was sent in,

calling out the entire department. The

smoke began to pour out of every winddﬁ
in the main building and the screams and
frantic cries of the children ' could ’
heard. The work of rescue began with
will, children and nurses were carriec
from the building all in an unconsciov
condition, some- dead- Ambulances from
this city, St- Mary’s, Et;r.éﬁpathic and
Hahnemann hospital- were summoned and
the victims were removed to the uvenl
irstitutions.

There were 109 children at the hospital
and a corps of about 30 nurses and at-
tendants. Two of the women attendants
are among the dead. The origin of the
fire is not known at this time. The prop-
erty loss will probably exceed $20,000.

France to Take Belgium.

Paris, Jan. 7—A despatch received here
from Brussels, says the military com-
mission which is studying the reorganiza
tion of the defence of Belgium has been
informed, in support of the government’s
project, that General Zurlinden (the for-
mer French minister of war), proposed
in 1897, to the Superior War Counecil, that
France annex Belgium, and that the Bel-
gian minister at Paris notify his govern-
ment of this fact.

The despatch adds that Great Britain
at that time was indifferent, while Ger-
many was inclined to acquiesce, regarding
the suggested annexation as France’s com-
pensation for the loss of Alsace-Lorraine.
The statement has caused a sensation in
Belgium and has attracted much atten-
tion in France.

Baron D’Anothan, the Belgian minister
hefe, in an interview, denies that he has
attributed such a declaration to General
Zurlinden. He admits he sent his gov-
ernment cublings from newspapers mak-
ing similar assertions, but he- refrained
from comment on them. The minister
adds that thwoughoult his career he remem-
bers no incident tending to affect the
neutrality of Belgium, except at the time
of ‘the French Empire and its schemes
regarding the leflt bank of the Rhine.

Brussely, Jan. 8.—The denials of the re-
ported designs of France upon Belgium

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THE VATICAN'S POLICY

Toward the -French Republic—Pope Leo
Discusses the China Situation.

Marseilles, Jan. 5.—Archibishop Favier,
the head of the French mission in North
China and vicar apostohc of Pekin, ar-
rived here today from the Chinese cap-
ital after a shont visit to Rome where he
discussed with the pope the situation in
China. In an interview with a corres-
pondent of the Matin regarding the con-
versation’ he had with the pope, Dec. 3,
in the course of which his holiness made
a highly important statement, of the vati-
can’s policy toward the French republic
Archibishop Favier said: “I can affirm
that Pope Leo XIII is well disposed to-
ward France and has not the slightest
intention of resorting to the severe meas-
ures which have been mooted, and that
there is no question of a diplomatic rup-
ture. His holiness said to me: ‘I love
France with all my soul.””

Mgr. Favier added that the pope would
never withdraw his protectorate over the
Christians in China from France and that
any effort of Germany to this end would
The archbishop is an
optimist regarding the Chinese situation
and expresses the, conviction that a set-
tlement of the difficulty will shortly be
reached. He proceeded for Paris where
he will confer with M. Deicasse, the min-
ister of foreign affairs.

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THE CADET BOOZE HATING.

Evidence of the Young Man’s
Parents

Mother Wept While She Told of
-Her Boy's Sufferings -- Medical
Testimony--A Brother Cadet Tells
of Being ‘Hazed Because of His
Religion 4

Bristol, Pa., Jan. 4—In the inquiry into
the death of Cadet Booze, in answer to a
question Mr. Booze said there was no
hereditary disease in his family.

“In what quantities did you son say
he took tabasco sauce?”’ asked one of the
committee.

“Qgcar said he had to take a spoonful
at a time.”

“How soon after he came bome did he
complain about his throat?”

“About a month or six weeks.”

Oscar, the father said, was ut*ended at
different times by six physicians from the
time he resigned at the academy until
his death. The young man had never had
any throat or pulmonary troubles previ-
ous to going to West Point. Oscar’s eyes
did not trouble him before he went to the
academy. :

He said his boy was up to the average
in his studies and that he was proficient
in mathematics. According to Mr. Booze
Oscar was a good-natured, gentlemanly
fellow, and a lover of athleties.

Chairman Dick then asked: “Why did
you not make official complaint to the
superintendant of the academy of your
son’s treatment?”’

“I was really afraid to do that because
of the upper class men.”

“Do you beliéve your son
sult of hazing at West
Booze was asked.

“I firmly do,” was the reply.

“Then why did you not make official
complaint ?”

“I did not wish to have any publicily
and did not know at that time the seri-
ousness of the case, nor that there was
any redress.” *

Mrs. Sarah E. Booze, mother of Oscar,
said that her son was in rugged health
when he went to the academy, but when
he left he was broken down in health and
never was in good physical condition after-
ward. He complained much of pains in
the stomach. Mrs. Booze wept as she de-
tailed the suffering of her son.

She sa’d Oscar sent a letter home each
week. In the fourth letter Oscar began
to complain of ill-treatment. Mrs. Booze
said she sent the letters to her son,
Horace, in Buffalo, in the hope that he
would go to the academy and try to get
®viter treatment for Oscar. She said that
Horace destroyed those letters.  After
Oscar had written home for permission to
resign Mr. and Mrs. Booze visited him' in
an effort to induce him to remain at West
Point. He resigned, she said, because of
his ill-treatment, but in his resignation
paper he gave the weak condition of his
eves as the reason.

“Did Oscar ever describe to you how
he was compelled to'take hot sauce?”’

“He never did.”

Philadelphia, Jan. 4.—Dr. J. S. Cchen,
a throalt specialist, was called at the night
session which was held in this city. He
tedtifiead to Booze's coming to him on
Aug. 4, 1900, with a well developed case
of tuberculosis. He did not think the
swallowing of totasco 'sauce could pro-
duce tuberculosis. A cicatrix noticed
mights have been in the throat for several
years. If tuberculosis was present in the
throat the adhesion could not have been
healed. He said that if Booze had been
treated for acute laryngitis and tobacco
sauce was administered to lim a month
after ho was pronounced cured it would
have injured "the throat.

Dr. James Wallace, of Philadelphia, an
eve specialist, said Booze told him Le
resigned because his eyes troubled him.
lll-treatment, he said, might have had
vome effect in weakening the boy’s eyes.

Nigmund 8. Albert, who was a class-
mate of Booze, was then called. Albert
was forced to do 150 “Iagles” and was
a’so hung by the hands from an iron bar.
He never saw anyone hazed, but knew
from hearsay that olher cadets were be-
ing treated like himself.

Abbert said he was more severely hazed
than other cadets of his class.

1le was asked why and answered:
“Principally of my religion.”

Aibert, who is a Hebrew, said he re-
s'gned from the academy partly because
lifte there was unbeareble and partly be-
causa he disliked military life.

Albert finally believed that he was
osdtracized at West Point because of his
being a Jew. He destificd that he had
been called ‘“‘a damned Jew” by Cadets
Mever and Jordan  of the third -class.
Albert at first refused to give the names
of these boys.

Montreal, 6.— (Special)—A  big
meeting of shareholders of the Vietoria-
Montreal Insurance company held here
Saturday afternoon, decided to wind up
the affairs of the company as soon as
possible and conclude the existence of
the Vietoria-Montreal.

Hon. William Pugsley, the president,
was in attendance and, on behalf of the
directors, submitted reports showing tlhe
conipany to-have paid out $115000 in
losses since the beginning of the business
in the spring of 1899, and present out-
standing liabilities of $69,000. The books
show American agents and the late man-
agers, Messrs. Thos. A. Temple & Sons,to
owe thie company $50,000. The directors’ re-
port did not speak of this as a valuable
asset. It is estimated that the share-
holders may get back about a third of
the money they have paid Afor stock.
It is believed that 75 per cent. of out-
standing calls against stock can be col-
lected. As the calls amount to $272,565
this will realize about $200,000.

There is a further asset of $50,500, a
deposit with the government, making a
total of $250,500. The liabilities are $92,-
339, to which must be added $25,000, the
estimated cost of re-insuring risks heid
by the company, or a total of $117,339.

This, taken from the estimated assets,
leaves %133,161 for the sharcholders, or
about 32 per cent. of the subseribed cap-
ital of £41€.900. .

The company will wind up its affairs
if the creditors are willing to wait. 1f
any of them. press their claims the Vie-
toria-Montreal will go into liquidation.

FOR LIFE THROUGH ‘ANGRY SEA.

e

Captain Kerr and Crew of Schoorier Lily
Make Miraculous Escape from Death in
Breakers Off Orleans.

o

Additional particulars of the wreck of
the schooner Lily, which was. bound to St.
John with a cargo of coal, show that Capt.
Kerr and his crew had a narrow escape
from death in the breakers off Orleans.

The schooner, laden with coal, tried to
weather the Cape. She went away in a
mild westerly breeze, hut a freezing north-
westerly gale coming up about midnight
drove her back for shelter. The wind
shifted to northeast, and straining in the
heavy seas, the Lily soon sprung aleak.

“We realized that the only hope of-sav-
ing our lives was in beaching the vessel,
if possible,” said Capt. Kerr. “We cut
away the ice forward and let the chain
#iip, and as she fell off we succeeded in
getting up a piece of the jib.

“She drifted toward the land, but to
our horror she fetched up on the outer
bar. Our condition was now still more
perilous than before, and we feared she
would break into picces. The breakers
were running all over us.

“All we could do was to make one
desperate effort to reach the shore in
our yawl. It was a most perilous at-
tempt, but we resolved to make it, for
remaining there meant certain death to
us all.

“We came within an inch of being over-
turned before getting -away from the ves-
sel, and also several times while drifting
in towards the land. It was a frightful
experience on this short trip from the
vessel to the surf line and the memory of
it will go with me to my dying day.’

“We made it safely, however, but saved
nothing but our lives, for which, however,
I am too grateful {o grieve over the loss
of the vessel and our effects at present.”

Before the men on the doomed vessel
took their desperate chance in the boil-
ing sea the Orleans life-caving crew made
several plucky attempts to launch their
lifeboat and go to the rescue. All their
efforts were ~wain, however, the surf
throwing the boat. back on.shore. Once
the men thought they were launched on
their heroic work, but a big comber hurled
the boat end over end, and the crew had
to fight for their own lives.

Eight Men Lose their lives on
Sunday

IN MINNEAPOLIS

Roused from Sleep they Went
to Death--Hemmed ln: on
all Sides by Raging. Elames,
They die by Suffocation
--List of Dead and Injured.

M:nneapoljs, Minn., Jan. 6.—Eight men
losttheir. lives in a fire at 115 Washing-
ton. avenue, at 3 o’clock this morning:
The fire had its orvigin in the rear of the
Standard Furniture Co. The men were
overtaken by an intense volume of smoke
in ‘the Harvard hotel, which occupies the
second, third, and fourth floors of the
building and death in every instance was
due to suffocation. When the men, were
found in various parts of the house, a
man named Erigkson was dead and, the
seven others were unconscious.

dhe fire was discovered by Chas. Han-
son, who immediately apprised Geo.
(’Connor, the night clerk, and the two
men set about to awaken the lodgers
Hanson devoted his attention to the
second floor, while O'Connor rushed up
staivs. The men, were all sound asleep
and. in several instances it was necessary
for O’Connor' to. break in the doors. In
the meantime he gave the alarm and the
warning soon . spread.

What took place in the dingy rooms
and narrow hallways will mever be
known. It was a case of every man rush-
ing for his own life. Nineteen of the
twenty-seven lodgers were successful but
the others were unable to beat their way
through the oilsmoke and fell in their
tracks where they were found by the
firemen. Many of those who escaped
came staggering out on the snowy side-
walk like drunken men, barely making
their way through the deadly smoke and
heat and only partially clad.

rapidity that it. was impossible to reach
the loaded cars standing upon the side
track before-they had. all become a: mass
of fire. As the fire gained rapid head-
way, fanned by a stiff northwesterly wind,
the situation became very threatening and
a second,’ third; fourth and finally a fifth
alarm was -sounded, bringing engines and
other apparatus from the distant sections
of the city. Imméhse clouds of dense
«moke from the fire settled like -a pall
over the entire city, and thousands-of peo-
ple were attracted to the scene.

The Canadian Government
Will Exhibit

AT BUFFALO FAIR

And Will Put Up a Building--Mr.
Fortin  Will Not Have His !n-
solvency Bill Next Session --
Doctors Will Discuss Steps to
Stop Tuberculosis.

Otitdwa, Jan. 4.—It is understood that
the Canadian government has decided to
make an exhibit and put up a building at
the Pan-American exposition in Buffalo.

The grant will not be large but Canada
will be creditably represented. Ontario
and Manitoba have already decided to
exhibit ‘and it is probable that some@of
the other provinces will follow suit.

Mr. Fortin, M. P. for Laval, who was
in the city Wednesday, states that he has
decided not to reintroduce his insolvency
bill in parliament. In his opinion there
is not as strong a demand for such legis-
Jation as there was two or three years
ago, when he first introduced’ the bill.
Times have greatly improved in Canada,
and, morepver, the provincial laws gov-
erning the distribution of the property of
‘nsolvents seem to provide all that can
be done in the way of legislation. Eminent
legal authorities are unable to see how
the position of creditors in insolvency
cases could be improved by a dominion
insolvency law.

The position of tradesmen in this coun-
try is different from that of tradesmen
in Great Britain. In the latter case the
tradesman puts capital into his business,
and if he becomes insoivent turns over his
property to the official receiver. Many
Canadian tradesmen, on the other hand,
commence business on borrowed capital,
and transfer the notes of their customers
to the banks as collateral security for the
advances made. In the évent of an as
signmnelt taking place, there is no prop-
erty to rank on other than the collateral
security in the hands of the banks. 1f
legislation should be enacted that would
prejudice the position of the banks, it
would be open to them to stop making
advances. In any event, lawyers wiho
have given the subjedt deep attention,
are unable to see how the difficulties of
the situation can be cured by law.

The modus vivendi in respect to United
States fishing vessels on the Atlanitic
coast has becn renewed for another year,
that is for 1901, by the dominion govern-
ment by order in courncil. The act pro-
vides that United States fishing vessels
may for the year 1901 purchase bait, ice,
seines, lines and all other supplies and
outfits. It. also makes provision for the
transhipment of catch and the shipping
of crews. The fee charged for such
licenses is to be $1.50 per ton on actual
registered tonnage, and the term there-
fore to expire on the 3lst day of De-
cember, 1901.

The English-speaking Primacy.

(Jolm Fiske, in the A‘U;u:t'i‘c Monthly.)
In the time of Charles I. there were
about 5,000,000 pdople in the world
speaking the language of Shakespeare; at
the time of our first national ‘census there
were about 12,000,600, onesthird of them
in the United Siates; today there are
more than 120,000,0000, three-fifths cf
them in the United States; and there are
children new .going to school who will
live to see {lis vas-t number trebled. The
ta-k of erganizing socigty politically, so
thai such imunense communities might
grow up peacefully, preserving their lib-
ertics and affording ample opportunity
for the varied exercises of the human
faculties, is a task which baffled the
splend:d talents of ancient Greece, and in
which the success of the Romans was but
partlal and short-lived. We believe that
the men who used the mingled speech
of Alfred and of William the Norman
Lave solved the great political problem
better than others have solved it. If we
except the provinces of the Netherlands,
the Swiss cantons, and such tiny ecity-
dtates as Monuco and San Marino, which
retain their andient. institutions, there is
not a nation on earih making any pre-
tense to freedom and ecivilization, which
has npt a constitution in great measure
copied, wititn the present century, either
from England or from the United States.
Thus, whether willing'y or not, does the
civilized world confess the primacy of
the English race in mattiers political.

A MYSTERY SOLVED.

Robert Callender Had Committed Suicide.

—

Providence, R. I., Jan. 6—The mystery
of the disappearance of Robert Callender,
who lefit his father’s home in this city
Monday afternoon, has been. solved by
the finding of his body-on a meadow on
'tr]le crest of a-hill just over the Boundry
line of the city in the town of Cranston,
this afternoon. He had shot himself in

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A PUBLIC DISGRACE.

Thus the Campbellion Telephone Describes
a Recent Occurrence in Which St. John
Readers Will be Interested.

A disgraceful incident which has been
the theme of conversation in town this
week was enacted at the Commercial
Hotel about 6 o'clock Monday night, dur-
ing which a stranger and guest at the
hotel, Mr. George MecArthur received
anything but courteous treatment, and has
brought the severest criticism of the citi-
zens down on the parties who were the
perpetrators in the affair. And to give
color to a decidedly one-sided fracas, the
St. John Sun comes out with a despatch
which would leave the.inference that .it
was a drunken row-—which would be bad
enough—but was in reality decidedly
worse as it was the case of a number of
men overpowering one man and pnder
circumstances that were anything but
justifiable.- Following is the Sun’s version
of it: i

The Sun’s Campbellton correspondent
wired as follows under yesterday’s date:

“Contractor George MecArthur of St.
John, had’ an altercation with Willtam
Murray of Cross Point, P. Q., a few days
ago. At the time Murray was under the
influence of liquor. This afternoon Murray
and some friends were at the Commercial
Hotel and met MeArthur, and a fight en-
sued- It is said that McArthur's injuries
were of such a nature as to render medical
assistance necessary.”

Being led to believe by. the reports
which were in ecirculation that this was
not correct we interviewed eye witnesses
of the scenes, and the facts do anything
but add to the credit of all concerned,
except Mr. McArthur, who, a stranger
in a_ strange land, was compelled to de-
ferd himself.

Tt appears that on Friday evening last
Mr. Murray, who the Sun correspondent
refers to being exteremely anxious to get
into an altercation with someone made it
unpleasant for two prominent gentlemen,
guests at the Commercial Hotel, one of
St. John, and the other of Quebec, and
these gentlemen had to make themselves
“scarce.” He next came in contact with
Mr. McArthur, and as that gentleman was
not disposed to vacate the house wherein
he was a gue:t, he received three distinct
blows from Murray before he retaliated,
which he finally did in a most decided
manner, the result of which left his op-
ponent with rather a disfigured counten-
ance, and things around the hotel assum-
ed their normal condition.

The second scene of the this little drama
was enacted Monday evening about 6
o'clock. Mr. McArthur was quietly read-
ing the St. John Globe in the little office
on the left hand side of the main hall,
waiting for the tea bbll to ring, when
several gentlemen drove up to the hotel.
Among the party was a brother of the
man Mr. McArthur had “done up,” also
that unfortunate individual himeslf. Al-
most as soon as they entered the hotel
the first man walked up to, Mr. : Mec-
Arthur and deliberately kicked him on
the left cheek below the eye, and this
was the first intimation that Mr. Me-
Arthur had of any trouble. ~ He then
noticed another gentleman following Mur-
ray in his shirt sleeves, and before he
could pick hiriself up received some
severely rough handling. He endeavored to
escape into the hall but found the door
locked and Tiad some little trouble get-
ting out. He immediately left the hotel,
which he intended doing before the pro-
prietor expressed himself as being sorry
for what had occurred the last evening,
he decided not to leave, and now express-
ea regret that he did not.

That such actions should be perpetrated
in a civilized town like Campbellton is
certainly to be regretted. We are pleased
to note that Mr. McArthur ‘is none the
worse of his experience and was to work
as usual Wednesday morning, where he is
in charge of the construction om the new
1. C. R. round house. He has had many
call to see him who have been very pro-
nounced in their opinions of the affair,
and are no ways modest in giving vent to
their opinions of such actions, by a num-
ber of men of whom better should be ex-
pected.—[Restigouche Telephone,

The Births, Deaths and Marriages Regis-
tered During the Last Year.

—

The births, deaths and marriages regis-
tered with Mr. J. B. Jones, the registrar,
for the past year numbered: Births, 1,129;
deaths, 775; marriages, 384 This record

7753
does not represent all of the births,

deaths and marriages in this city during
the past year as the clergymen, physicians
and others are not prompt in filing their
reports, and it it is expected that some
may be received this month for December.
The registrar says there seems to be a
more general compilance with the law
than formerly and that the fact is doubt-
less due to the better knowledge of the
parents on whom the duty devolves re-
specting the registering of the births. The
returns of deaths are usually made by
the undertakers, while the. marriage
records are made by the clergymen:
_It may be stated for general information
that returns for births should be made
by the parents, many of whom have been
relying on the physician to make the re-
port. While the law requires physicians
to make reports of births, they are not
required to give the full returns required
by the act, as for instance, the name of
the child and the maiden name of the
mother. The physician is simply required
to register the date of the birth, the
father’'s name and address. More detailed
particulars are expected to be made by
the parents.

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BADDECK ROMANCE,

Washington Lady a Recluse
In Cape Breton.

SHE HAD SHOT A BOY

In Frightening Him . from Her
Father's Orchard -- As - Punish-
ment to Herself She Left Society‘
to Live Alone -in Cape Breten
--Will Wed a Baddeck Doctor.

o

rashington, Dec. 31—Miss Elizabeth
Mpore Flagler's self-imposed penance—
five years of seclusion at Cape Breton—
beginning immediately upon the expira-
tion of her term of three hours in jail
for shooting end killing a negro boy
caught stealing fruit from the Flagler
family grounds on Columbia Heights, has
yielded to the ardent demands of Cupid.
Her mother, Mrs. D. W. Flagler, today
announced that the manriage will take
place next -June.

The man who has convinced Miss,

Flagler that it is not well for her to
continue a recluse is Dr. G. W. McKeen
of Baddeck, Cape Breton. It is not stated
whether the marniage will take place there
or at the Flagler family home in this

city.

Miss Flagler's act of “involuntary man-
slaughter,” as the court interpreted it,
occurred in August, 1895. She is a daugh-
ter of Brig.-Gen. Daniel W. Flagler, who
was at that time Chief of Ordinance of
the United'States army. She was attrac-
tive, aged 25, and a favorite in society.
Her victim was Ernest Green, a negro
lad employed at one of the departments.

Miss Flagler saw some one breaking
the branches of pear trees in the grounds
surrounding the Flagler residence. She
warned the intruder away. As he did
not comply with her demand, Miss Flag-
ler seized an army revolver belonging to
her father and fired it, her friends said
with no other intention than to frighten
the plunderer away.

The bullet passed through - the boy’s
body, killing him almost instantly. As
Miss Flagler's parents were absent from
the city, she sought a friend of the fam-
ily and surrendered herself to the chief
of police.

The negro residents of the city were
much incensed by the verdict of the
coroner’s jury exonerating Miss Flagler
from amy intent to harm the boy. - After
a vast amount of agtation she was in-
dicted, and in the following February the
case came to trial.

The proceedings were conducted with
great secrecy. Tlhey amounted to a piea
of “guilty of involuntary manslaughter,”
uwpon which Miss Flagler "v‘v-as fined $500
and sentenced to three hours’ imprison-
mentt. This result ‘was by arrangement
between the distriet attorney, Miss Flag-
ler’s counsel and the court.

Stylishly garbed, Miss Flagler stood up
to receive her sentence. Her father was
by her side. She paled when sentence
was rendered. Half an heur later she was
driven in her father's carriage to the jail.
She was accompanied by ‘4''friend, Mrs.
Winthrop, who remained in the corridor
during the term of imprisonment.

No cell confined Miss Flagler. She did
not remove her bonnet, but sat in the
ma ron’s rcom. Gen. Iagler smoked a
cigar in the warden’s private office. The
general, having notified his daughter that
they would be home in time for luncheon
the fair prisoner made no experiment
with the prison fare.

During all the period following the
shocting Miss Flagler’s friends knew that
che suffered intense mental anguish. At
times they feared that her mind would
not bear the strain. They were much
d'stmbed to see that the light semtence
brought only temporary relief. Return-
ing home after her imprisonment, Miss
Flagler brooded and would not be com-
forted. She could not be induced to divert
herself in society.

Presenitly she announced her intention
of going far from the scene of the tragedy
in her life—to become a recluse and to
expiate a deed which, though unintention
al, had cost the life of a fellow creature.
She chcose Cape Breton, Canada, as the
place of her penance.

For years Miss Flagler has lived in that
out-of-the-way corner of the earth, mak-
ing brief visits at short intervals to her
Washington home, but never recallmg to
tlie sceal cirele in which she had once
moved so much as the fact of her exist-
ence.

But in Cape Breton Miss Flagler did
not breod id'y over her trouble. Within
a few weeks she had become the idol of
many a poor fisherman’s family. She gave
the fathers malterial assistance, advised
the mo.hers, made garments for the chil-
dren, nursed the sick and made life seem
brighter to every one she met. All her
time ‘and energy were devoted to this
work, ‘The color returned to her cheeks.

Miss Flagler was not long left to work
alone to better the condition of the poor
fishermen and their families. Very short-
after her arrival Dr. McKeen, inspired
by her example, did two kindly deeds
where he had done one before her arrival.
Presently everybody knew that if Miss
Flagler did not soon become the wife of
the doctor it would. not be the doctor’s
fault.

Dr.McKeen’s courtship was ardent and
persisient. For nearly five years it con-
tinued without producing any apparent
change in Miss Flagler’s penitential at-
titude. *She aided him in his work among
the poor as he had aided her; but she
could not see that marriage would fur-
ther her scheme of exp:ation.

Today’s announcement is the first evi-
dence of Miss Flagler’s belief, either that
further penance was not required of her
or that marriage was not a bar to future
good work.—[Island Reporter.

Pekin, Jan. 5—Ii Hung Chang has suf-
fered a relapse and because of the seri-
ous effects of this and his great age, 1t
ig feared that he will be unable to act
as pienipotentiary in arranging a settle-
ment of the troubles in China and that
the difficuity and delay in securing a
sucessor may cause the postponement for
a time of the negotiations.

Victoria, B. C., Jan. 6.—Copies of the
North China Daily News received by the
steamship Tacoma have a long article on
the plot by Korean Boxers to massacre
foreigners and follow the recent Boxer
programme in China in Korea. The Seoul
correspondent, of ‘that paper says that
without question there have been orders
to every prefect to this end during Nov-
ember. The French are demanding a con-
cession in south China for having sent
gunboats to Canton at the -invitation of
the viceroy to protect that city during the
southern rekellion. The Japanese, embol-
dened by this French request, have al<o
asked for concessions and the Germans
are expected to do likewise.

The Canton correspondent reports that
Sun Yat Sen, a southern rebel leader, of-
fered to surrender and the viceroy re-
ported that pardon would be given if he
shall bring in the heads of Kang Yu Wei
and Lung Ki Chiew.

Big Railroad Deals.

Chicago, Jan. 5.—The Chronicle today
says: President Albert J. Earling, of the
Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul railway,
yesterday, sold his 20,000 shares of stock
in the road. The line has passed into
the control of J. J. Hil, J. Pierpont Mor-
gan, and John D. Rockefeller. |

Today Mr. Barling enjoys the distine-
tion of being president and general man-
ager of a company in which he does not
own a single share of stock. He has
made a profit of $840.000 on his stock and
does not know whether he is to be retain-
ed in an official capacity by the new man-
agement. Earling was not the only big
Chicagian to part with his stock.

Marshal Field is reported to have dis-
posed of his stock amounting to $3,000,-
000. The Alexander Mitchell estate part-
ed with $2,000,000 wonth and the heirs
of the late George T. Smith are said to
have disposed of $5,000,000 more.

Earling’s stock was sold for $3,040,000,
going off at $152 a share. The other pur-
chases are siid to have been at the same
price. Earling bought his stock at $110
a share two years ago, shortly before he
became president of the road. The total
purchases made yesterday by the Hill
interests are reputed to be in excess of
$15,000,000.

The St: Paul line will' pass over to the
Great Northern under lease, it is said,
whereby the preferred stockholders will
be guaranteed 8 per cent., common stock
for two years and 7 per cent. there-
after.

Hearty, frequent,
well-chosen meals, and much bustling
about in the open air, are absolute es-
-entials to a cure.

“The prime cause of rheumatism is
indigestion, and though you maoy eat
prodigious .meals, if your stomach does
not assimilate what is given it, you are
quite as poorly nourished as the man
who gets but a crust a day.

“As to what you can and cannot eat,
here is a rule: Of meats you must deny
yourself heavy, dark flesh. Under this
head is itemized mutton, venison, goose
and anything that is cut off a p'g.

“Devote yourseif to chicken, lamb,
game sweetbreads, brains and the more
delicate fish, when simply cooked and
served without rich sauces. Avoid lob-
ster and crabs, but enjoy oysters and
clams, and refuse every fried fish.

“Of vegetables never touch tomatoes,
cucumbers and all salads that have a vine-
gar dresing, for an inadequate
is busy manufacturing all and more pow-
erful acids than the stomach can endure.
Eat lightly of potatoes, dried beans or
peas, and raw onions, but let yourself
indulge frecly in green beans and peas,
carrots, turnips and weil cooked greens.

“For all the starch your body needs
rice is the proper source of supply. An
abundance of well-cooked rice is WO
all the bread and beans and potatoes put
tocether. ; /

“Strawberries, raw pears and raw ap-
ples are cut from the rheumatic, however
wholesome they may be for others;
strangely enough, where grape and orange
juice will set a man’s joints to throbbing,
he can help himself safely and freely to
lemonade and iime juice.

“Almost a sweeping denunciation may
be made of all lLquids save water and
beer, claret, port and champagne act as
a sort of poison on the rheumatic sys-
tem, and though whisky and brandy,
gin and rum are not so injurious, if taken
sparingly and at long intervais, they are
best abjured and water and milk sub-
stituted.

“] am willing to say that where min-
eral waters are mnot easily obtained, any
pure water, taken at the rate of two or
three quarts a day, has an equal salutary
effect on the system. It must be pure,
however, and filtered, if there are any
doubts about its cleanliness.

“This liquid, taken slowly, in smal
tumblerfuls, and for the most part be-
tween meals, will largely serve the pur-
pose of mineral water. Not more than
a tumblerful is wholesome at each meal,
and it is best not to take the water just
before going or immediately after getting
into bed.

HOME TABLE HINTS.
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Various Ways in Which Meat and Game
May Be Prepared. g
Salt pork may be called a cheap food,:
but as it supplies nutriment chiefly ¢
the form of fat, it should be eaten with
foods which have a large amount of pro-
te.d or muscle-making materials, such as
peas, beans, grains, ete. The New Eng-
land dishes of pork'baked with beans, or
boiled, as in bean porridge, are types _of
cheap and nutritious food, especially suitr
able. in cold weather and for those who
exercise or labor in the outdoor air-
Fried salt pork—Fried salt. pork is a
eandby with many a farmer’s family, and
particularly with lumbermen  from whom
we haye many a suggestion as to ‘the hest
method of cooking this convenient dish.
No wonder we do not relish the: hard,
brown and sometimes burned slices, strong
with salt and sometimes rank in flavor

from having been long out of the brine, |

which are often served at‘city tables. It
needs the appetite which country air and
country life beget to make one crave a
meal of this miscalled plebeian food, and
when you have once feasted in the per-
fect product which many of our farmers
prepare the memory of the firm, white
glices, nicely cooked and crisp, with not
a hint of scorching, sweet as a nut and
just salt enough, will make you long for
‘the next annual visit. The lumbermen
generally parboil the sliced pork a few
minutes, then remove it and pour off the
water, and much of the salt goes with it.
Cook slowly and uniformly, moving it
atout and turning it until it loses the
transparent appearance and is slightly
crisp.. Gash it in the edge to prevent
curling. Drain it well, pour off part of
-the fat, leaving perhaps two tablespoons-
ful, then add one cup of  milk or part
cream, and when boiling stir.in a little
thickening, or the flour may be stirred
directly into the hot fat and then the
milk added, if we follow modern methods.
| With nice mealy potatoes, baked to a
turn, the crisp pork and cream gravy
makes a noutishing dish and desirable
change from our too frequent beef and
mutton.

_ Fried Pork with Apples—After frying
ipork as directed in the preceding recipe,

core several apples without peeling, cut in |

one-third-inch. slices across the.core,. and
cook them carefully in the hot fat until
soft. 1f done in the oven you will avoid
the spattering of grease on the stove.

Belgian Hares—The growth of, the Bel-
gian hare industry brings the cook face
to face with the problem of preparing this
aspirant for public favor for the table.
This hare has not.reached the markets of
the east in any gquantity, but in the west
it is a reliable food product. Speaking
generally, the rules for cooking the ordi-
nary hare or rabbit will apply to the
' preparation of the Belgian, the great dif-
ference being in the size and meatiness of
the- animals. - As in cooking game, it is
rwell to first parboil old animals before
| beginning to cook them in:a sfew or
otherwise. If there is a flavor that - is
objectionable, add a few sliced potatoes
or onions to the water used in parboiling.

Stewed Be'gan Hare—This is the sim-
plest form of a stew, but it will be found
excellent. Cut one hare into small joints,
put them into a stew pan and add two
i large onions, six cloves and a small tea-
spoonful of chopped lemon peel. Pour in
sufficient water to cover the meat, and
when the hare is nearly done drop in a
few forcemeat balls, to which the liver
has been added, finely chopped. Thicken
‘the gravy with flour and butter, add a
large tablespoonful of mushroom catsup,
give one boil and serve. :

' The Belgian hare is also well suited to
! making pies, and the receipts given for
| rabbit p.es or chicken pies may be fol-
i lowed with good results.

Brown Mutton Stew—This is one of
the best of stews and yet seldom made.
In many sections the Irish stew has al-
most altogether supplanted it, yet lacking
much of its merit. The breast or shoul-
der of mutton is generally used for this
stew. Put the meat with a lump of but-
ter in a pan, and roast to a nice brown
in the oven. Transfer to a saucepan,
cover with stock, and let boil; cut a car-
rot or nice sweet turnip into regular
shaped pieces, and let them boil with the
mutton. Also prepare a few small onions
and put in the stew whole. Add some po-
tatoes, pared and cut in the same shape
as the other vegetables. Season with salt
and pepper and a little table sauce. This
stew should have a nice brown color. 1f
the sauce is too thin, thicken with a lit-
tle flour. If lamb or very fat mutton is
used for this stew it is sometimes best to
remove some portion of the fat before
cookine. \

Number of Species of Plants.

In the ecentury now closing, according
to Professor S. H. Vines, F. R. 8., the
number of recognized living species of
plants has increased from 10,000 of Lin-
neus w 175,596, made up of 105231 How-
ering plants, 3,352 ferns, and fern allies,
7,650 mosses and moss-like plants and
89,263 fungi, lichens and algae.

It has no hinges and
does not swing open, but turns over
on its inner end, which leaves the
passage open. The gate should be
made first, as upon its dimensions
depend those of the remainder of the
device. Make it of light luinber, on
the same plan as any other gate, ex-
cept that the inner post should bs
of heavy, hard lumber, say 6 in.

wide and 115 in. thick, and should"®

extend about three-fourths higher
than the rest of the gate. Although
there is no weight to be supported,
the gate must have a brace, else it
will become twisted in lifting.

Now take the measurement of the
diagonal of the gate. At the place
where the swing post is set for
hinge gates, two posts, 7 in. square,
are set about three ft. apart, so
that their height will be 3 ft. great-
er than the diagonal of the gate.
Botween these posts, at the bottom,
is placed a roller, which must fit
loosely so as to produce little fric-
tion. The lower inner corner of the
gate is fastened to this roller and
is braced vertically and horizontal-
ly, on both sides.

On the tops of the posts a two-
inch board is nailed. To this board
are hung two stationary pulleys,
about 2 ft. apart. Two and one-
half feet further down the posts, on
the side opposite the gate, is bolted

a piece of scantling, to which two
more pulleys, also stationary, are
put the same distance apart as the
first two. At a distance of about
20 ft. on both sides of these posts,
other posts, only one shown in the
illustration, are sct, a little lighter
than the first, but as high as the
sccond set of pulleys above mention-
ed. Near the top of each post an-
other pulley is fastened, but to ‘a
block, so that the pulley will be
about 4 in. from the post.

Two ropes, heavy enough to lift
the weight of the gate, are fastened,
one on each side, a few feet from the
outer end of the gale and are run
over the pulleys as shown in the il-
lustration, Just below the last of
pulleys on each side, a
weight is hung, heavy enough that
both weights will in a great meas-
ure counterbalance the weight of the
gate. Below  these weights the
ropes extend to the ground.

'o open the gate, give a steady
downward pull on the rope. This
will lift the gate to a point where
it will be almost balanced, but mo-
mentum will carry it beyond, and it
will fall slowly over on its inner
end. To close the gate, the opera-
tion is repeated on the other side,
and the result is the same. If the
gate does not .fall well in opening,
it indicates that the inner post is
not heavy enough, and weights
should be attached at a. If, on the
other hand, the gate does not fall
well in closing, the weight is toeo
heavy at a, and a part of the post
should be sawed off. If it does not
fall well, either in opening or clos-
ing, the Wweights on the ropes are
too heavy, and should be lightened.

Making Farm Homes Attractive.

You have a pretty good house and
fairly good farm buildings, you
have a good farm and are making
some money, but your home prem-
ises are a libel on your profese
sion. Of all places on earth the farm-
house should be the pleasant home;

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small wild animals the farnier
prives himself of protection for his
crops. It is a fact that the iarmers
of Pennsylvania induced the Legisla-
ture of that State to place a bounty
on the heads of hawks and owls as
a means of protecting barnyard
fowls. More than 100,000 of these
birds of prey were killed. The as-
tounded ornithologist of the United
States Department of Agriculture es-
timates that the destruction of so
many of these birds entailed a loss
in Pennsylvania in a year and a
half of not less than five million
dollars. The field mice and other’
small rodents multiplied in the ab-
sence of hawks and owls, and had
their own way with the crops.
This and many like experiences
show  the need of a more general
education for farmers, and give am=
ple warrant for the public support
of colleges of agriculture. The mul-
tiplication of certain small birds,
owing te the bounties placed on the
heads of owls and hawks, means the
destruction of beneficient worms.
The worm which the robin and some
other birds fancy most as food is a
worker of incalculable service to the
world. Without it we should have
no trees to  bring the rains, no
green pastures on which the cattle
feed and on which the eye rests with
delight. On cvery acre of fertile
land more thams ten tons of dry
carth annually passes through the
bodies of worms and is brought to
the surface. The whole superficiel
bed of vegetable mold passes through
itheir bodies in' the course of every
few years. ‘‘By these means,”” said
that great observer, Mr. Darwin,
“‘fresh surfaces are continually ex-
vosed to the carbonic acid in the
soil and to the humus acids the gen-
eration of which 1s probably hasten-
ed during the digestion of the many
half-decayed leaves which the worms

consume:”” Thus the worms render
the soil fit for vegetation. ‘‘When
we behold a wide turf-covered ex-

exclaimed the great natural-
ist and evolutionist, ‘‘we should re-
member  that its smoothness, on
which ‘so much of its beauty de-
pends, is mainly due to all its in-
cqualities having been slowly level-
ed by worms.”” These lowly work-
ers are voiceless; mankind regards
them merely as fish bait; yet they
serve a purpose in no way less im-
portant than that of the noiser small
birds that devour them alive and
wriggling.

COLLISION AT SEA

Lunenburg Schooner Crushed
By an Ocean Liner.

ABANDONED LATER.

The Crew Were Taken Off by the
Steamer, Which Wa$ the North
German Lloyd Liner Kaiserin
Maria Theresia -- The Schooner
Was the Favia.

New York, Jan. 6.—The North German
Tloyd stmv Kaiserin Maria Theresia,
which arrived today was in collision with
a small sdhooner in mid-ocean and dam-
aged the schooner so badly that the crew
abandoned her. All hands, the captan
and five seamen, were brought to this
port.

The -great liner left Bremen Dec. 27,
Southampton 28th and Cherbourg 29th
and had very stormy weather throughout
the passage. Heavy westerly gales and
high confused seas prevailed with heavy
snow and hail squalls. On the morning
of Jan. 4th the steamer suddenly sighted
a_small vessel dead ahead and, although
the steamer was given a prompt sheer the
stern of the liner swerved and struck the
little craft on the port side, carried away
the main rigging, maintopmast and fore-
sail.

The steamer was stopped and stood by
five hours until finally the crew of the
schooner asked to be taken off. The ves-
szl was not leaking, but her rigging was
so damaged and coated with ice that re-
pairs at sea were practically impossible.
A boat was sent from the steamer and
the captain and crew, six in all, were
tuken off the disabled -craft.

It was then learned that the little ves-
sel was the schr Favia, of Lunenburg, N.
S., bound to Boston with a cargo of
frozen herring. The steamer was mnot
damaged. Captain Richter says that the
schooner showed no light and that the
weather was stormy and rough at the
t'me of the collision. The captain of the
schooner admits that he showed no stern
light and that the weather wus not very
clear. :

The schooner was deeply laden
under very little sail. The mate of
schooner says he saw the steamer
proaching fully 20 minutes before she
struck but supposed that they could sce
the schooner. le therefore made no el-
fort until too late to attract the atten-
tion of those on the bridge of the stcam-
er.

RESTIGOUCHE ELECTION PETITION.

Time for Filing Preliminary Objections is

Extended.
- On application made to  him
on behalf of James Red, M. P,
the responrdent in the matter of the

Restigouche clecdtion petition, Iis Ilonor
Mr. Justice MecLeod has extended the
time for filing preliminary objections, te
the 22nd inst.

The ground on which the appilication
was made was that the respondent in-
tends to apply to set aside the service of
the pet'tion for the reason, among otbers,
that no notice of the presentation’of the
petition was served as required by the
controverted elections act, the conten-
tion on the part of the respondent being
that, by filing preliminary objections, he
would waine the objection to want of
service of notice. What purported to be
a copy of notice was served, and not
an or.ginal as is argued thou'd have been
done.

Two other objections are taken, one be-
ing that the affidavit obtained by the
petitioner extending the time for service
wis insuffivient; and the other that the
papers are entitled in the supreme court,
instead cf the clection court, as prescrib-
ed by the rules.

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HEROES OF TODAY.

The Gallant Life-saving Crew—Some Sta-
tistics.

]

No class of public servitors lead a more
eventful and adventurous life, or are call-
ed upon more frequently to perform
deeds requiring a high degree of personal
courage, than the members of the life-
saving crews stationed along the coasts
of our lakes and seas. The fact that these
men are paid for their services, and that
daring deeds are a part of their regular
line of duty, does not detract from their
truly heroic qualities nor from the ad-
miration justly due‘to men of this stamp.
Many instances go on record every year
where these life-savers go far beyond the
strict limits of required service in their
efforts to readh and save persons in dan-
ger of death in the waves. According to
the recent report of the superintendent
of the life-saving service, out of 2,655 per-
sons whose lives were placed. in jeopardy
by reason of marine disasters last year,
2,602 were saved and only 48 lost. Be-
sides the number of persons saved from
vessels of all kinds there were 595 others
rescued, who had fallen from wharves,
piers, and other positions of extreme
peril, many of whom would have pewshed
without the aid of life-saving crews IKive
hundred and fourteen of those were res-
cued from dwelling-houses, outbuildings,
and other elevated places submerged
wholly or in part by the terrible flood
of the Brazos River in Texas, July 6th
to 12th, 1899. The investigations made in-
to the details of every shipwreck involving
loss of life, and into the conduct of the
life-saving crews, show that no life was
Jost through lack of prompt and faithful
efforts on the part of the life-saving men.
More than one-ha'f of those who perish-
ed iere lost by reason of their unwise
attempts to reach the shore in their own
boats instead of remaiming on board due
wrecks.—[ Leslie’s Weekly.

TO STOP FIGHTING.

Tien Tsin Despatch Says Von Waldersee
Has So Ordered.

Shanghai, Jan. 5.—A despatch received
here from Tien Tsin says Field Marshal
Count Von Waldersee has notified his
staff to cease hostilities, but that some of
the commanders have not been informed
of these instructions. It is explained that
they are in the field after Boxers. Prince
Ching and Li Hung Chang have agan
urged Count Von Waldersee to ask the
commanders to desist from hostilities.

Shanghai, Jan. 6.—It is reported from
Sian Fu that the Empress Dowager has
ordered General Feng Tse Tsai, com-
mander in the province of Yun Nan, to
proceed with his army to the Yang Tse
Valley and from that section to move

northward. His force is said to consist
of 15000 men, armed with modern
weapons.

Count Von Waldersee, it is asserted, has
arranged with Prince Ching and Li Hung
Chang that the allied troops are not to
operate in the prefectures of Shun e,
Huang Ping and Ta Ming, in; the province
of Chi 14,

RUSSIA AND CHINA,
Said That a Treaty Between the Countries
Will Be Made.

London, Jan. 6—A special despatch from
Pekin under yesterday’s date says:

Chinese
source Rusva has artanged to make a
treaty with China at St. Petersburg. The
(Chinese minister there has been appointed
to act for China.”

Tsondon, Jan. 7.—“The outlines of the
usso-Chinese agreement regarding Man-
churia were settled with Li Hung Chang
in December, 1899,” says the Vienna cor-
respondent of the Daily Telegraph; “and
prior to that Russia had concluded trea-
ties .with the Bmirs of Bokhara and
Khiva and the Shah of Persia, arranging
for neutmality or for military assistance
in the event -of difficulties arising between
Russia and any Asiatic power. In. fact,
all the steps toward the practical ac-
quisition of Manchuria had been careful-
ly prepared.”

“Reports have been reccived here from
Sian I'u,” says the Shanghai correspond-
ent of the Standard, “that General Tung
Fuh Siang's 14,000 troops have mulinied
at Ku Yuen Chou, in the province of
Kan Su, and that Genewal Feng Tse
Tsai’s army has been sent from the
province of Yun Nan to suppress the
rebellion.”

The Vienna correspondent of the Daily
Chronicle asserts  that = Russia, in her
agreement with China undertakes to de-
fend the latter against any attack on her
forts.
