The worst we see
about the Inter-Colonial contractors is that
many of them are members of Parliament,
and are therefore in & position to collect
their claims, even if these be slightly on
the bogus side. So far as the awards of
contracts were made public at the time, it
was not known that members of Parliament
were contractors, but it now turns out that
many of them are interested in these public
works. In our Province itis understood
that at least three of the Commoners are in
this position, namely, Mr. Pickard, of
York, Mr. Costigan, of Victoria, and Mr.
Renaud, of Kent:—and there may be
others. Such a state of things is not con-
ducive to pure legislation. It looks too
mauch like turning the popular confidence
inte dollars and cents and pérsonal gain.,
Bat, then, politics is rapidly becoming s
special department of commerce ; men are
devoting themselves more and more to it as
they would to Hardware, Dry-goods of
Shipping ; and of course they must be re-
munerated outside of the moderate allow
ance of sessional pay and mileage.

What Hanging is Like.

A MAN WHO KNOWS HOW IT IS HIMSELF.

The number of persons who, having been

At this critical moment he con-
fessed that he had some notion of taking
his head out, and getting off the chair
But ¢ ’amour propre vis a vis de lusmeme’’
sustained him, and he very slowly kicked
away the chair. The immediately conse-
quent sensation wag, he states, ¢ yery
strange.”’” From the soles of his feet to
the crown of his head *¢ a'sort of geveral
mixing up of the fluids of the body’’ en-
sued. Suddenly there flashed before his
eyes a sparkling, dancing light of a colour
which he finds it difficult to deseribe, but
in which blue and sombre red predominat-
ed.

She was in company with
the schooner ‘“ R. A, Ford” off Cape Cod,
also bound for this port with a cargo for
the same work.

The Miramichi Bridges.

The Ottawa Free Press relates that, *‘Mr.
Light, C. E ,of the Inter-colonial Railway,
has tested and proved the foundation origi-
nally selected by him for the suspension
bridges across the Miramichi river suffici-
ently sareé for all purposes. The foundation
83 hard pan with twenty feet of mud above
it, and thirty feet of water.
