The FLocal Legislature.

FREDERICTON, MARCH 8.

Mr. LaBillois presented a petition

from 183 residents of Restigouche,
praying that the bill to render valid,
the connty valuation for 1883 may not
become law.
The House met again in the even-
ing and considered the grant asked to
make up the deficit in the exhibition
account.

Mr. Wetmore contended that the
administration had acted unconstitu-
tionally in allowing & large commis-
sion to control the exhibition instead
of ‘leaving it in the hands of the Board
of Zigricultare, who were, he contend-
ed, vested by statute with power to
hold the exhibition. The new build-
ings that were erected cost $28,000 and
other items pointed to extravagance,
and with that he charged the Gov’t.
The receipts were very large and in-
stead of a deficit, the exhibition if
properly managed would have pre-
sented a surplus.

Hon. Mr. McLellan believed the
Exhibition had been conducted well
and economically. Every cent. paid
would be found in the accounts,
where members might examine and
scratinize them. The last speaker
found fault with the cost of the new
buildings. He would ask him who it
was that institnted these :buildings?
It was the old Government, and the
confract for them had bekn signed
before the present administration
came into power. Expenses in
machinery Hall als), to the extent of
$3,681, had been contracted by the
same parties. It was true there was
a deficit, bnt the country has a per-
manent building and considerable
plant to balance that.

Hon. Mr. Blair followed, who dur-
ing his address said greatthanks are
dae to the late Dr. Elder for the in-
terest he took in it, and in the working
out of which, more than anything
else, he lost his life.

FREDERICTON, MaRrcCH 10.

Their discassion over the Exhibition
item was continued, during which
Mr. Adams said he thought the Board
of Agriculture had been badly ‘treated
and the premium lists sent around the
coantry before the board knew any-
thing about it. The detailed accounts
should bave been submitted and large
sums were placed for police charges,
fireworks and other items that savor
of extravagance.

The item passed.

FREDERICTON, MARCH 11.

Bill introduced in amendment of
act establishing a police force in town
of Newecastle. House resumed sup-

ly:—
’ yi‘he item for Deaf and Damb insti-
tation passed.

On item for schools in poor districts,
Mrs Ellis called attention to the fact
that the University of New Branswick
costs the people of the Province large
sums of money and the resunlt ‘is cor-
respondingly small. Last year there
were only nine graduates. For some
reason or other, the people were not
in sympathy with it and it was not
exercising that inflnence which it
ought upon the best theught of the
couutry.

Hon. Messrs. Blair and Mitchell and
Messrs. Wetmore and Hanington as-
cribed it to two reasons: 1st, that the
denominational institutions establish-
ed in the Province enlisted the sym-
pathies of the people more than the
university did, and there was also a
prejudice not yet entirely done away
with on account of the manver in
which the institation was established.

Mr. Stockton thought, as the Pro-
vince pays this money to support this
institution, and as the people are not
in sympathy with it, the scholarships
should not be attached exclusively to
it, but given to the successful compe-
titors and allow them to choose what
college they pleased.

Mr. Adams believed the property of
the country should not be taxed to
make any man’s son a Greek or Latin
scholar. He was in favor of a good,
fair and legitimate education being
provided but was opposed to allowing
money to be spent on any University.

The itom passed.

On item for Exploration and Survey
of Crown lands; and for inspection of
Fisheries; and for representation at
the Forestry Exhibition to be held at
Edinburgh.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said the Gov’t
considered it was advisable that the

Forestry Exhibition in order that its
woods may be shown.

FREDERICTON, March 12.
Mr. Wheten introduced a bill to
amend an act relating to the regulation
and qualification of physicians and
sargeons.
The House went into committee on
the bill to amend the Act appointing
a police court in Newcastle, White in
the chair. Park explained that the
object of the bill was to enable 14 gas
lamps to be erected in the town. The
bill was reported without amendment.

Park gave notice of motion for fall
returns of lumber sales.

The bill introduced by Mr. Wheten
provides that Sec. 38 of an Aot made
in the 44 Vic., intituledsan Act
relating to the registration and quali-
fication of Surgeons be amended by
adding thereto at the end of the said
section the following: ¢ And every
person who shall have, previous to the
passing of this Act, obtained a degree
or diploma in medicine or surgery
from any legally chartered medical
college or university in any county
where sach is recognized, and shall
practice medicine or sargery in any
Province in Canada for a period of 15
years previous to the passing of this
Act, and shall prove the same by affi-
davit to be sworn to before any Com-
missioner for taking affidavits to be
read in the Supreme Court of this
Province and filed with the registrar
of the Council (which affidavits any
such Commissioner is hereby author-
ized to take) and shal! have become a
resident of this Province shall be
entitled to register and receive a
license to practice under the Act upon
filing a memorandum of  his name and
place of residence, with his post office
address, in the Provincial Secretary’s
office at Fredericton.”

FREDERICTON, March 18.

Mr. Barchill introduced a bill to
amend Act to counsolidate and amend
the several Acts relating to the South
West Boom Company.

The House then went into supply,
Mr. Barbarie in the chair.

On-the item for expenditure under
Free Grants Act, Hon. Mr. Mitchell
said the grant asked for was the same
in amount as that of last year, and
would, he thought, meet all require-
ments.

The item passed.

On the item for interest, Hon. Mr,
McLellan said it was intended for
payment of interest on temporary
loan. The amount asked for was $7,-
000, which, he considered, would be
sufficient to pay the interest on sums
already borrowed and also on some
which may be required until they get
their subsidy Or are enabled to float
debentures.. The Dominion Govern-
ment had loaned money to their pre-
decessors at four and a half per cent.,
but had refused them, so they have to
borrow money from the banks at six
per cent.

Mr. Hanington—Did you apply to
the Dominion Government for ad-
vance?

Hou. Mr. McLellan said they did,
and while he was at Ottawa in Feb-
ruary last the Finance Minister said
they treated the Province just as they
did Quebec.

Hon. Mr. Blair said that while at
Optawa in October last he explained to
the Finance Minister that the Province
had procured some legislation at the
Jast session with a view of funding
the floating debt, but the provisions
were unsatisfactory, and legislation
would be introduced this winter reme-
dying it, and he asked him as a matter
of finance to do as formerly had been
done, and if there was any regulations
forbidding it to make an exception for
this half year and advance the July
substdy at four per cent. Afterwar
a requesl in the form of an Order (i,;
Council was sent, bat no satisfactory
answer received. The Government
was obliged to borrow money, not to
pay the debts that it contracted but
obligations left by its predecessors.

way known as Basteru extension since
May 1876. He explaincd that wben
the Eastern extension was first under-
takan the Home Secretary agreed that
it should be made a portion of the I.
C. R. if they were to give a guarantee
of interest on £3,000,000 sterling, as
the British Government had agreed to
do under arrangement ; that the Cana-
dian Government refased to take it as
a portion of the road unless at a sum
of $894,000, being $24,000 per mile of
the [. C. R. in New Brunswick; that
under a threat of building a parallel

the road, they were compelled to
cept the offer; that since that time it
has been ascertained that instead of
the I. C. R. costing $24,000 per mile it
has actnally cost about $40,000 per
mile, entirely destroying the base of
settlement. He showed that New
Brunswick had to pay the contractors
Clarke, Bustin & Co., $644,000 of that
sum, leaving only $250,000 for New
Brunswick, although New Brunswick
had to pay the contractors $400,000
being $150,000 more than New Bruaos-
wick received. He explained that the
Government had since entertained
claims on the I. C. R. to the contrac-
tors that were at first refused and paid
them; that New Brunswick had made
great sacrifices to develope the coun-
try by means of railroads, some of
these roads were truly Intercolonial,
otaers feeders to the Intercolouial to
the advantage of the Dominion road;
that New Brunswick had, in fact, ex-
pended in railwayssince Confederation
in money, and lands computed at $1
per acre, and roads constructed for,
che large sum of $6,000,000, He
hoped for these considerations that the
clanse of $150,000, with interest,
should be psid without delay.

He said the sinking fand of Canada is
larger in proportion to its debt than
that of any other country and is a
serious incabus, which in his opinion
it is not necessary (o increasse. He
hoped the suggestion would receive
the mature consideration of the
Finance Minister before again goirng
into the money market to obtain a
loan. Sir Tilley said he did not think
the proposed change would be ad-
visable, as our debentures would not,
in his opinion, sell so well without the
security of a large sinking fund. He
thought he would in this matter follow,
not the snggestion, but the example,
of hisillustrious predecessor. Having
passed all the items under the head of
Civil Government, Sir John annonnced
that the bill to amend the Indepen-
dence of Parliament Act would be
brought to morrow, and the House
adjourned at 11.15 p. m.

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RAILWAY MEETING AT FRED-
ERICTON.

A mass meeting of the citizens of
Fredericton was held on Friday even-
ing to discuss the Miramichi Valley

way. The Mayor presided.
Mr. E. Jack, in a carefully prepared
address explained the nature of the
land through which this Miramichi
road would pass, its advantage to
Fredericton and the northern coun-
ties. To the Miramichi lumbermen
this ‘road would be a saving of 21
cents per thousand feet making $10,-
500 in all on the portaging akone of
one season on the amount of logs cut
between Boiestown and the I. C. R.
He also stated that the construction
of the road would be the means of
“enabling lumbermen to reach com-
paratively easily the uncut lumber
land on the head of the Little South
West Miramichi. He aiso showed
that the province would get by the
building of this road $10,500 in ad-
ditional revenue from its lumber
lands, and pointed out the great ad-
vantage it would be to the fishermen
of the Northern counties, who do a
business of between one and two mil
lions of dollars annually. - Mr. Jack
explained that an effort was being
made by St. John to divert the Mira-
michi Valley Railway from Blackville
past the head of Grand Lake to
Apohaqui and leave Fredericton out
in the cold. £
~ Julius L. Inches, Mr. Neill tand
others showed that the St John
Board of Trade were endeavoring to
get a subsidy from the Dominion
Government for a line from Apohaqui
to the head of Grand Lake and thence
to McLaggan’s mills. A resolution
was passed authorizing the appoint-
ment of a delegation to take the re
solution to Ottawa to press on the
Government the desirability of the
early construction of the Valley Rail-
way via the Nashwaak and Miramichi
Valley. Magor Fenety, James S.
Neill and L. W. Johnson were ap-
pbinted. Ihese gentlemen leave for
Ottawa to day. .
The facts brought to light at this
meeting will not be a very great sur-
prise to the people of Miramichi. It
bk 'all along been feared that at-
tempts would be made to divert the
Valley Railway to connect with the
I. C. R. wia Grand Lake, and now
that the ball has beea set in motion
it is hard to say what may be ‘he re-
sult. The opposition of St. John,
backed by Sir Leonard Tilley is per-
haps more formidable than may ap-
pear at the first glance. Bat does it
not strike our people most foreibly,
as well as the people of the Nashwaak
~and the citizens of Fredericfon, that
the greatest and most imminent dan-
- ger to their interest lies in the con-
.struction of the line as an extension
of the Chatham Branch Railway along
the Southern side of the Miramichi
- River. Apart from the fact that the
line along the Chatham Extension
route is not in the general interests
of this County, and cannot be sup

I with solid arguments in its
favor, the people of Fredericton have
a direct interest-in the construction
of the line by the route known as
No. 1 of the late Mr. Buck’s survey.
or a8 pear it as possible, along the
Northern bank of our river. The
people of Fredericton long ago gave
their decision in favor of the Northern
route, and wisely too—and during
the intervening years nothing what-
ever has transpired to effect a change
of opinion. Mr. Geo. F. Gregory,
the defeated candidate in York, and
Solicitor for Mr. Gibson., is well
aware of this fact, as evidenced hy
him at the meeting in Fredericton.
when he suggested the propriety of

'T'rue, the Gib-
son Company disavows any such in-
tention, but who can te]l what may
be the upshot of the present agitation
in St. Johu. The people of Fred-
ericton and all interested in a line to
that city via the yalleys of the Mira-
michi and the Nashwaak may as well
look the danger squarely in the face.
If the legislation now sought by the
Gibson Company be granted the
danger wi'l be intensified, for if by
any combination of eircumstances a
divergence of the line to Grand Lake
is to be effected. it will scarcely be
dotie after the southwest Fas been
bridged at considerable expense, at
_Blackville or elsewhere. These who
support the Gibson line may argue

at any length they please in favor of’

their pet theories, and may attempt
to show that there is not the remotest
danger of the line being carried
across the country to Grand Lake
sud away from the Miramichi and

the Nashwaak Valleys, but columns!
of long winded vaporings and persis-
tent misrepresentation will not dis-
guise the fact thav the paper which
speaks for Mr. Gibson in Frederic-
ton, during the recent campaign in
York, warned the electors of Stanley
what might be the result should they
lend their aid to elect Mr. Temple as
against the Candidate (Mr. Gregory)
who received Mr. Gibson’s support.
They were warned that should they
do so the railway might be built in
another direction, where it would be
of no use to that settlement. That
threat, combined with the agitation
now going on does not augur well
for the future, and the people of
York, as well as other counties deep-
ly interested in the speedy construc-
tion of the Miramichi Valley Rail-
way, will do well to see to it that
their representatives in the Legisla-
ture do not endanger the interests
of their constituencies by support-
ing the application about to be made
for a change in the Subsidy Act of
1882. The only safeguard is in the
construction of a line whelly along
the northern bank of the river. Mr.
Blair, whose sympathies are with
Mr. Gibson in this railway under-
taking, will- do all in his power to
secure the change, because it is his
interest to do so. Our only hope is
that those members of the Gov’t who
have already voted on two occasions
in favor of the Act as it now stands,
will have the manliness to stand true
to their convictions, no matter what
influences may be brought to bear to
effect the change sought by Mr.
Gibson and his associates.

To Mortimore.

On Thursday last two rinks of the
Newcastle Curling club proceeded to
Mortimore by the accommodation train,
intending to play the Mortimore curlers
in the afternoon.

pointing out the process of manufacture
and describing the working of the ma-
chinery in operation. This factory has
been a gr-at benefit to Weldford, from
which place it is distant a little more
than a mile, as evidenced by the rapid
growth of that village. It gives employ-
ment to between forty and fifty men
about the establishment, and indirectly
furnishes labour to many others, particu-
larly the settlers in Kent and Northum-
berland counties, who get out large
quantities of bark. We have only to say
that the expenditure for bark alone
every day of twenty four hours is in the
vicinity of two hundred dollars, to show
that this enterprise circulates a large
amount of money annually. The visiting
curlers were much pleased with the tidy
and well-kept appearance of the various
buildings, machinery, etc.

The Legislature.

The doings ot the Legislature during |
the past week have not been of a nature |
calculated to increase the respect enter-
tained for that body. Some of the de-|
bates have been characterized byfabusive
and most unparliamentary expressions
not at all creditable to the gentlemen
who indulged inthem. It is to be hoped
that the leaders in the Billingsgate ex-
hibitions will refrain from such unseemly

dency of which is to lower the Legisla-
ture in the estimation of the people.

The * snarl” was mainly between Hon.
Messrs. Blair and ~ Hanington. The
Government had, it appears, paid the
balance claimed by Mr. Blackhall for
coach hire auring the visit of the Marquis
of Lorne to St. John—a claim which the
late Government would not pay in full on
account of the exorbitant charges. In
defence Mr. Blair said that certain mem-
bers of the late administration had cer-
tified to the correctness of the account,
upon which the balance had been paid.
This Mr. Hanington denied, and read to
the House telegrams from Hon. Mr.
Landry showing -that the late Govern-
ment did not certify Blackhall's bill be-
yond what they paid themselves, and
also that he (Landry) had not recom-
mended the payment of the balance.
And if, as alleged, the amount asked was
three times as large as it ought to have
been, the balance should not have been
paid. Such recklessness only goes to
prove the hollowness of the promises of
reform and retrenchment made by
Messrs. Blair & Co. Inpointing out this
as well as other acts of extravagance in-
dulged in by the present Government,
Mr. Hanington aroused the sleeping lion
in the leader, who manifested his venom
on the very first opportunity, and in a
manner well calculated to lower him in
the eyes of the public.

A ‘* Scene.”

On Friday, when the House went into
Supply, Blair claimed the right to ad-
dress the House, notwithstanding that
Hanington had not finished last night
when the committee rose.

Hanington objected to any member of
the Government interposing. He had
an undoubted right to the floor, and the
Attorney General had no right to inter-
rupt. Evén in comimon courtesy such
an interruption should net be allowed.

Barberie, the chairman, reported the
matter to the Speaker, who ruled that
Han.ngton had not the right ot priority
to the floor of the House in committee.

BLAIR.

then took the floor stating that it was a
plan laid by Hanington yesterday after-
noon to bring charges, so that they
could go to the country without Blair’s
answer. He complained most bitterly
of Hannington’s inference that he would
not accept Blair’s statements. He then
went over the question as to Blackhall’s
bill and said that Elder told him he had
arranged the matter with Landry. Not-
withstanding Landry’s statement hestill
believed there was a certificate from him
in writing. Quinton had said he had
heard Lapdry say it was to be settlel;
McLellan says Elder told him it had been
arranged with Landry; Blackhall under
oath before the Public Accounts Com-
mittee said Landry promised to see
Elder and arrange the matter and that
Landry subsequently told him that the
matter was arranged with Dr. Elder for
the account to be paid on a deduction of
fifty dollars. Blackhall.also says the
late Government had never declined to
pay the balance of the account. Blair
then went through the account and con-
tended that Elder was justified in making
the payment, even if he had not Landry’s
certificate. He then produced a mem-
orandum of the Government in council,
as follows: 2nd Feb., 1880, before Coun-
cil: Blacikhall charged $731.80, allowed
$500. Hamm charged $100.30; allowed
$90. Golding charged $74.50 allowed
$60.” This memorandum never came
under his (Blair’s) observation and he
contended the $500 was paid to Black-
hall on account. He contended if this
memorandum of the Council was to be
conclusive, it should have been in the
Auditor General’s office and not put
away with papers. In dealing with
Landry’s telegram, he said it was not a
question of veracity, but of reccllection,
and he believed if Landry was here and
heard Blackhall’s statement, he would
agree with it. He then referred to the
old question of the bills of the Vice-
Regal visit which he characterized as ex-
travagant in the extreme, and said
charges of extrava:ance could not come
with any force from Hanington. The
prvesent Government have not been guilty
of any extravagance. He denied that he
had said there was a certificate. of
Landry’s attached to Blackhall's bill, and
any statement in the public press to that
effect was without his authority, but he
thought that Elder would have taken
such a certificate from Landry. In com-
cluding this portion of his speech, he
applied tne foulest language to Haping-
ton, stating:the defects of his character
had prevented his rising to any position.
He had been condemned alike by the
House and deserted by his friends, who
directly he was defeated, decapitated
him. He ought like a howling dervish,
to cover himself with sackcloth end
ashes. He had hoped that Hanington’s
illness would have cleansed him from
some of the foulness of his heart.
Throughout the whole of the latter por-
tion of his address he addressed Haning-
ton as ‘ fellow” and *‘ person,” and not
as ‘‘the honorable member.” Blair
then denied that the Government had
been guilty of any extravagance since
they had been in office and went into a
lengthy financial statement wh'ch was a
rehash of McLellan’s budget speech. He
contended there was not a deficit of over
seven thousand dollars.

Hanington in reply said he did not be-
lieve the kind of garbage that Blair had
uttered could be acceptable to his sup-
porters, but if they appreciate it he
(Hanington) was not responsible for-it.
He did not believe the people of York
were honored with the presence or con-
duct of Blair, as they were fair niinded,
Christian people and Blair had spoken as
if he were the representative of black-
guards more than of honest men.

One of the andience said : ¢ Hear, hear.”

Blair drew the attention of the Ser-
geant-at-Arms to the fact.

Hanington said the same thing had
been done by persons the other nighs
when Blair was speaking.

The Speaker was called in, took the
chair and complained of John Black’s
conduct in crying ¢ near, hear.”

Hanington said Blair's conduct in
calling in the Speaker was done to inter-
rupt him, but he contended it was be-
neath the dignity of the House to take
notice of Black’s conduct.

Ellis said it was not in the province of
any person outside the rail to interfere
in the proceedings of the House.

Wetmore agreed and drew attention
to the other evening, when Blair had
friends outside the rail who had applaud-
ed, but now Blair saw a man who was
hostile to him and takes advantage of it.
He said the motion was actuated by
malice. Other persons outside the rail
had done the same thing. It wasa gross
and palpable attempt to take an unfair
advantage.

The Speaker said it was a violation of
Parliamentary duty. He thought the mat-
ter might be dropped, but hoped the
audience would take warning and not
again interfere. The Speaker then with-
drew.

Blair, while the Speaker was in the
House, said Hanington had said he
(Blair) was a representative of black-
guards.

This Hanington denied, and the mem-
bers agreed vhat what he had said was
that Blair was acting as a representative
of blackguards and not of honorable
men.

Hanington resuming, said excitedly:
Wait till the conntry gets its hands on
him; it will:teach hi u to have recourse
to such tricks as that! The libels of a
petty cligue could not remove him (Han-
ington) from his position—such a clique,
dead, rotten and stinking as it is. Blair
[says, “I am no gentleman.” Just im-

lagine a Blair talking to a Hanington

about being a gentleman! ! ! Blair said
a moral taint hung on him (lianington),
but Blair had better go to his own office
to see where a moral taintshangs. Blair
brings these miserable, sneaking, under-
hand charges that I forsooth am no
gentleman. The right to judge comes
well from such a man. I have the re-
spect of honorable opponents, but God
grant that my conduct as a gentleman
shall never be judged by one who is a
blackguard and a slanderer.

Ellis rose to order.

Hanington drew attention to the fact
that Ellis had not risen to order when
Blair was speaking. He went on and
said that he should be sorry to be judged
by Blair's standard of a gentleman.

Blair here proposed the Speaker should
be called in.

McAdam said this was done to break

The Speaker was called in and Ellis
drew attention to the words used by
Hanington—*¢ a blackguard and slander-
er.”

Blair moved that the words be taken
down.

The Speaker pointed out the proper
course was for the chairman to take
down the words and report them. He
trusted the debate would be carried on
with moderation. He then left the chair.

Hanington continued: If the Govern-
ment supporters were satisfled with
Blair’s conduct that afternoon, he would
not say a word. Blair does not know
the meaning of the word gentleman; he
bad shown that by alludingto a matter
of private hospitality, but he could not
expect more from a man who had by an
accident been pitched-forked into a posi-
tion. He pitied a peor, contemptible
creature, who could allude to a private
entertainment at his house. He drew
attention to attempts to smother up the
discussion. The Government had actual-
ly sunk so deep in oblivion and far be-
low public opinion as that, but let him
tell the Government that falsehood will
not wear. Referring to Blair’s observa-
tion as to his illness, he stated that Blair
had acted in a way that would not stand
before God or man. He then referred to
the statements as to Landry and said the
committee would know whether Landry
was a man worthy of credence. He had
read in a poor miserable little journal
called the Gleaner that Landry had signed
a certificate of the correctness of Black-
hall's bill. He pitied the poor and con-
temptible position that Blair had put
himself in. Blair had tried to put all the
blame on Hanington, but he felt sure
York would not appreciate such conduct.
He despised the miserable insinuations
made against him without cause, but his
conduct woul stand the test of the tu-
ture. Does Blair think he is perfection
when he would so misrepresent me as to
say, “Haningon had said Blair was a
representative® of blackguards.” Blair
had better not refer to the way in which
the late Government was defeated.
When the late Government was defeated
he (Hanington) declined to take the
leadership of the Opposition, and he did
that because his health and business
would not allow him to do so. He then
referred to the Qleaner, and asked, is it
not an organ of the Government?

Blair (interrupting)—No, it is not!

Hanington—Well if it is not, then the
editor must have heard in the House
Blair’s account of Blackhall’s bill being
certified. Blair now denies all authority
for the Gleaner’s statement. He refer-
red to theflle of accounts handed to him,
which did not contain Blackhall’s bill
and strongly eommented on its not being
produced, for it showed on its face the
deduction which was made by the late
Government. The minutes of Council
dated 2nd Feb. go to show that the late
Government had decided not to pay
Blackhall any more. He dared the Gov-
ernment to produce from the Board of
Works the letters written by Landry to
Blackhall.

Blair—(interrupting)—I never heard
that the late Government had refused to
pay Blackhall any more.

Hanington—(continuing)—Mark that !
Why in 1880, White of Carleton asked a
question in the House and Landry in re-
ply said three or four accounts had not
been paid in full, but the Government did
not inténd to pay either claimant any
more, and yet after that Blair says he
never heard it. Yet this Government of
reform after this pay this account. Isit
likely Landry would stultify himself by
certifying the bill, after making such a
statement in this House. It may do for
Blair to attempt to hide this matter from
the public by abusing him, but they will
judge him. He then drew attention to
the fact that the floating debt bill of last
session would not work. That was nice
legislation for a reform Government!
No wonder the Government had to com-
plain of the late Government’s extrava-
gance, when they actually paid bills
which for years past the late Govern-
ment had refused to liquidate. He pitied
Blair for the exhibition he had made of
himself. It would be a treat to hear of
the Government taking some responsibi-
lity, for when any question was raised
as to their cenduct they turned round
and said ‘ it was the old Government
that was at fault.” They tollowed in the
old Government’s footsteps in all they
did and had not sufficient ability to see
when they were going wrong. After
condemning the action of the Govern-
ment in not being able to prepare a bill
to fund the debt which would work, he
resumed his seat.

A notice of a meeting - was given by
Councillors R. Savoy and A. Adams to the
ratepayers of the said parish, for the purpose
of giving them an opportunity ¢y hear an
address from the Hon. M. Adams (Who was
down to Tabusintac on private business) on
public questions of the day.

EVENING SESSION.

In the item of great roads and bridges,
Ryan made a long explanation.

Hanington asked for information as to
the college bridge over Memramcook
river, Westmoreland. He drew atten-
tion to the fact that the temder was for
$748, yet O’Brien the contractor, sent a
bill for $1,987.24. O’Brien also acted as
supervisor and LeBlanc as inspector.
There was not anything to show thatany
alteration was made im the contract.
He pointed out that the bridge was done
just at the time of Killam’s return for
Westmoreland. He pointed out that the
Government had no authority to build a
passenger bridge at Fredericton, but
they have authority to build a n,
railway and carriage bridge. If they
simply build a passenger bridge, it will
injure Fredericton, as that city might
become a great railway centre if there
was a railway bridge at the city, but if
the bonus of fifty thousand dollars
was spent in bhwlding a passenger
bridge it would take away the object of
railways coming into Fredericton to
cross there. No bridge could be built
for fifty thousand dollars to stand the ice
freshets.

Blair explained he did not agree with
Hanington’s view of the law. It is the
intention of the Government to intro-
duce a bill to anthorize them to issue
debentures to build the bridge at Fre»
dericton. He admitted the number of
guard piers had not yet been decided
upon. He thought the bridge would
cost about sixty thousand dollars. The
Government would be guided by the ad-
vice of competent persons. He thought
it undesirable to build a passenger and
railway bridge, owned jointly by a com-
pany and the Government.

Ryan explained as to the bridge over
the Memramcook River, that the cen-
tract had never been returned to the
office, and the contractor had sent in an
account for $1,978. He then instructed
$750 to be sent the contractor. He then
decided not to pay anything more with-
out the sanction of a Committee of the
House.

Killam desiring to make some explana-
tion, the House adjourned at 11.15.

It is in course of compilation
now, and when completed in manuscript
the Government will endeavor to see and
have it printed in the Province.

Mr. Stockton said he had been furnish-
ed with a statement which showed that
400,000 books were annually imported at
a cost of $247,650—a very large sum for
foreign publishers. There were 44 dif-
ferent books used in ithe schools, exclu-
sive of singing books and cards, and.not
o:;ekof these is published in New Bruns-
wick.

LoNpoN, March 13.—A despatch
from Graham, dated Osman Digma’s
Camp, 1140 a.m., says:—The camp
of the enemy has been taken after hard
fighting. Over 70 British were killed
and 100 wovnded. As the British
advanced, men sprang up scmetimes
within two hundred yirds of them
armed with spears and brandishing
hugh shields. These would charge
upon the British at breakneck speed
until the latter’s bullets laid them low.
The British stormed the works where
the rebels were in force. The blacks
held out their shields and epears
against the bullets and bayonets until
the trenches were like one grave. It
is reported that over 1,000 rebels were

lled.

The British forces advanced in two
brigades which were thrown into the
form of squares. A seriesof encoun-
ters followaed. Soon after leaving
Zariba a great body ot rebels charged
the leading equare, spearing many of
the British. The “sailors inside the
square immediately closed upon them
and the rebels were repulsed with
great—salaughter. The advance was
again resumed, when immense hordes
rushed upon the British from both
sides. A ferrible struggle ensned.
The Arabs fought with the greatest
pluck aud bravado, but nearly all
were killed. The second brigade met
with an obstinate resistance, and was
at one time repulsed. The Gatling
and Gardner guns {1l ivto the hands
of the rebels and were only recovered
after a severe fight, when the British
gained poéseseion of the rebel camp.
The Hussars made a forward move
ment and cat off the rebels’ retreat to
Sinkat. It is hoped they will save
there the families of the massacred

808.

A pumber of rebels still Fover
around the camp and fire when the
cattle are being watered. The native
guides bolted when the squnare was
broken. Farther fighting is improb-
able. The battle raged two and a
halfshours. The rebel loss is estimat-
ed at four thousand killed and six
thousand wounded. The rebels under
cover of the smoke crept close up to
the British lines and dashed against
the marines, the Sixty-fifth and Black
Watch regiments, throwing them

selves upon the bayonets of the British |

giving and receiving. Great confusion
-epsued. The Sixty-fifth began to
retreat, crowding upon the marines,
when all became inextricably mixed.
Gen. Graham and staff did their
utmost to rally the men, A-sistance
from the other brigade prevented a
disaster. There were many narrow
escapes among the officers. The horse
of Gen. Baller was shot from under
him. The pluck shown by the rebels

‘ is onexampled. The rebels entered

the second square upon their hands
and knees, beneath the muzzles of the
gatling guns ard then commenced
slashing with their weapons, doing
terrible execution. The British were
no match for them at close quarters.

ELucky Joe Wiilson’s Escape.

NE SUCCESSFULLY FEIGNS DEATH AND
18 CARRIED OUT OF PRISON IN A COF-
FIN.

Lexomr, N. C., March 6.—COne of
the most adroit escapes known in
criminal history was effected to day
by Lucky Joe Wilson, the chief of a
gang of desperadoes who have infest-
ed this State. Wilson was after
many. fights, caught and seutenced

to ten years in the penitentiary. On

Tuesday his counsel obtained an ap-
peal io the Supreme Court. Early
this morning the warden of the jail
entered his cell ard found Lucky Joe
lying on his mattress, which was
covered with blood, as was the
prisoner’s shirt and mouth. His
eyes were wide open and staring, his
jaws fallen, and his limbs cold.
Help was summoned, and the body
was carried from the cell into an
outhouse, laid out for burial, and
placed in a plain coffin. The mother
and sister of Wilson stood by the cof-
fin and bewailed his untimely end.
At dusk this evening, when every
one had left the apartment, save his
gister, she was horrified to see the
corpse.rise from the coffin, put his
bands ominously on his lips and bolt
from the room. She screamed and
fainted. The ruse was not discover-
ed until au hour afterward and Lucky
Joe has succeeded in eluding all pur-
suit.

A visit to his cell proved how art-
fully the escape had been planned.
Wilson had killed a chicken and
saturated ' himself with the blood.
Then ripping open the mattress, he
concealed the chicken in it. He had
scraped a lot of snow and ice from
the cell window, and kept his bhands
and feet well frozen in it, and when
he heard footsteps in the corridor he
threw the snow intoa bucket.
Therefore, when the jailor entered,
be found Wilson’s feet and hands so
cold as to leave no doubt of his
death.

Forvest Land.

Tae VALUE oF RETAINING A PORTION
oF THE LAND 1N FOREST.

Forest land perpetually sends up-
wards, in spring and summer, from
leaf and soil, vast columns of vapour,
which, added to by condensation from
the atmosphere, falls again in
showers. This moisture it obtains
by the spongelike formation of its
bed, which does not, like a field,
allow the water to run away over its
surface, or just under it, but holds
great quantitiee to part with them
steadily to the clouds above, and to
the invisible water-courses beneath
the soil, from whence springs arise
and rivers are fed. To preserve
woter-courses and also to maintain
fertility it is necessary to keep some
wooded land, and to preserve it in &
coodition to yield these benefits.
This can be done ‘in Ontario by the
simple means of excluding cattle,
when three things will follow : "The
young undergrowth, keeping grass
out will cover and preserve the for-
est soil in good condition. Fresh
trees will be ready to replace the
present. A growth will arise that
will not blow down.

We Lave still throughout the Pro-
vince a portion of woodland on most
farms ; on many, it is true, a smally
but on many a large portion. It is
now, while we yet have such, that

1T IS TIME TO ACT

and save the vast expenses of re-
planting by using that which will
replant itself, and grow for us with-
out labour, and much quicker, trees
fitter for our purpose than any we
could, though with great labour and
long time, reproduce when the forest
is gone.

What is to be noticed as a most
important point is that these present
woodlands naturally have the
water holes, as tLey are called, being
very often springs, to which cattle
resort to drink. For this purpose
the forest is left open to them, and
they destroy the yonng trees, and
bite off the first shoows which spring
from the self-sown seeds. An ox
will press dewn a sapling twenty
feet high, till he gets the top near
enough to bite oft the leaves and
young branches. Bat, if cattle were
excluded from part of the forest, and
the path to the spring fenced, that
spring, fed by the protected wood,
will yield quadruple the supply of
water. On the other hand, where-
ever cattle are allowed range the
forest will be rendered so bare of
undergrowth that the springs will,
with the gradual drying up of the
country, cease to flow. This has
already happened in very mauny cases.

The forest, proteeted, will soon
grow up everywhere with clarops and
ounches of young trees., These will
not necessarily need thinning; the
strongest will grow to tall trees the
otbers not. Yet here will be an ex-
ccllent chance to

GET WHAT TREES YOU WANT,

for here will be all varieties, and a
few strokes of your knife will leave
the clump all maple, elm, hickory,
or what else you prefer.
oak—our best and now our scarcest
timber—Dbe not there, plant some of
its acorns. What has stopped its
reprodaction is the swine. That
animal evidently swore at Highgate

“ Never to eat the red oak acorn,

When he could get the white,

Unless he liked the red the best,”
and not liking the red, where once
he sets his cloven hoof no wbite oaks
spricg up. But most of the rest will
be with yoa.

The portions of woodland yet left
in settled Ontario are, most of them,
in situations materially to benefit the
great source of fertility—the water-
courses. If we dry up a land, the
experience of all ages tells us

WE IMPOVERISH IT.

Here we have left, often along the
course of streams, often on heights,
many blocks of forest. But one
after another these are going. Sons

often get that portion of land—they

If the white {

must clear it or have no farm. In
this situation, only one plan has as
yet been cffered. It is that if a
proprietor choose to reserve for for-
est purposes a block of a few acres,
five, ten, or fifteen, the assessor can
say to him, *“ As long as you fen~e
this portion, keep cattle cut, and it
is in good fofest condition, it shall
be free of township taxes ; but if you
should wish the land for any other
purpose, on payment of the back
taxes remitted you can do as yoa
choose with it.”

It is very plain what the result of
this would be, Many farmers, aware
of tre advantages of a continuous
supply of timber, would readily
enough agree
TO FENCE A PIECE

FOREST.

In a very few years wood will be far
more scarce that at present; these
reservations will be, by that time, in
thoroughly growirg, healthy, and re-
productive condition, they will every
year be able to take more or lcss
full-grown trees from it, and it will
be recognised as such a valuable
adjunct to the farm that no one will
think of cutting it down.

It will be noticed also that the
legislation suggested will be merely
permissive. If a farmer wish to
allow his cattle the range of all the
bush he has left, no one will interfere
with him; he simply will not apply.
Those who have the bush to spare
will do so. The result would pro-
bably be, even if only one farmer in
two or three found himself in a posi-
tion to avail himself of tbe arrange-
ment, that all over the settled portion
of Ontario we should have these
small reservations, which would
number many thousands, & collection
each where where it stood, of

BEAUTIFUL YOUNG UNDERGROWTH,

handsome, half matured trees and
stately old ones. Each of these
would act (as a forest dried up and
withered, its reproductive powers
destroyed by the inroads of cattle,
cannot act) as a most valuable as-
sistant to fertility to the surrounding
fields. It would undoubtedly, as all
experience shows us, assist in pro-
curing refreshing showers at the
proper season; it would also do
much in maintaining in existence,
and even in starting afresh, the small
springs and water-courses which are
so valuable to the farmer.

I have no doubt that after a short
time in operation its merits would be
so fully recognised that any person
wishing to buy a farm would ask,
“ Have you availed yourself of the
opportunity given by legislation to
protect a portion of forest? If so,
your farm will be worth $1,000 more
o me.” Of course there are many
other things to be done relative to
forest preservation, but this would
be so easy, cheap, and practical ; it
would, as many leading men assure
me, be at once adopted by so many
persons, and the benefits to be
expected so great, that while we have
still = everywhere woods for the
purpose, I should be glad to sse it
put in practice.
