SILENT MEN AND WOMEN.

Deaf Mutes Are Usually Industriouns ax
Fairly Prosperous.

There are between 600 and 1,000 deaf
mutes in Chicago, and they are all in-
dustrious and fairly prosperous,earning
their living honestly and uncomplain-
ingly. They can do anything in which
hearing is not absolately necessary, and
one would be surprised to know how
many callings this includes. There are
deaf-mute printess, painters, cabinet-
makers—and some gvod ones, too—shoe-
makers, wood carvers, barbers, who
uever pester the subject in tha chair
with remarks about the weather or
the races, bookkeepers, cigarmakers,
molders, machinists and -electrivians.
Four deaf mutes are employed in the
postoffice,., wRere they do their work
Jguite as efficieNtly as their companions,
One is a lawyer, snd another is g chem-
ist. Among the women there are dress-
makers, milliners, printers, bookbinders,
paper-boxmakers and seamstresses.

Most of these have homes of their
own in which both husband and wife
are mutes. In about one case in 256 the
mute has a husband - or wife who
epeaks. It is exceedingly rare that thé
children of such marriages are deaf,
and as the father and mother grow old
they have ties whith e nnect them al-
ways more closely with the speaking
world.

Every provisicn is made in Chicago
for the proper educaticn of d af chil-
égren. There are four regular day
scheols ¢ nduetod by th~ cily board cof
cducation, one Cat.;o'ic board'ng school
and private szhoo!, A ch’ld who grad-
uatcs from any of thése schouls and
wisbes to ob'a'n a hizher education
may go to the college for th» deaf at
Washington, D. C., which is conducted
by ‘the United Stat s Gover.m nt, If
the pupil is poor, but worthy, he is not
ccmpelled to pay tu'tion; cthe:w.se it
will erst him about $250 a year.

AWFUL FATE OF A WHISKEY-SOAKEN
ALASKA INDIAN WHO CAUGHT FIRE.
The manufacture of distilled spirits,
locally known as- hoochinoo, has been
carried on by the natives of Alaska for
a long period and at times during the
early days of the Cassiar excitement it
was freely purchased by the white miners
as the only liguor obtainable, owing to
the strict enforcement of the prchibitcry
clause againet the importation of liquors
into the territory. Hoochinoo is nothing
more or less than raw alcohol, being dis-
tilled mainly from raw sugar or molasses
and cornmeal. Undiluted the stuff has a
double-proof strength, makes a ¢ drunk’
come freely, aud but a few swallows cf 1t
will set & man howling in demoniac gleg,
and nothing but an Tndian, with his cop-
per-lined stomach can stand.a protracted
spree on it. The Kake Iftlians probably
lead all others in the manufacture of
these spirite, and as procf of their know-
ledge in the art of making a double-proof
article, we give the particfilars of the
awful fate of -au expert Kake distiller
which happened recently on that island.
It seems thav the Indian, while engaged
in the muuipulation of his little coal oil
cau still- imbibed too freely of its tick-
lings, and in in a Jrunken stupor lay
down by his fire of cedar logs and . fell
asleep, with his face uncomfortably close
to the flames, Through some reason,
known only to the medical fraternity,
gas accumulafed in the stomach and, the
breatk of the sleeper reaching the flames,
this alcohol gas ignited. The sleeper
suddenly leaped to his feet with a terrify-
ing scream and fell back again writhing
in agony. The man was burning in-
ternally. Smoke and even flames were
issuing from. his mouth, and his agony
was something awful. His lond screech-
ing brought the members of the camp
-about him, who looked on in silent, ter-
ror-stricken awe, unable to do anything
for his relief. The cormbustion continued
until the Indian was literally consumed
inside, and for some time after the spirit
of life had fled.—Alaska Mining Record.

SILENT MEN AND WOMEN.

Deaf Mutes Are Usually Industrioms ax
Fairly Prosperous.

There are between 000 and 1,000 deaf
mutes in Chicago, and they are all in-
dustrious and fairly prosperous,earning
their living honestly and uncomplain-
ingly. They.can do anything in which
hearing is not absolately necessary, and
one would be surrrised to knox how
many callings this includes. Thire dre
deaf-mute printe.s, painters, cabiret-
makers—and some gvod ones, too+shoe-
makers, wood carvers, baruera%_ who
unever pester the subject in tha chair
with remarks about the weathSr_or
the races, bookkeepers, cigarmakers,
molders, machinists and electrivians.
Four deaf mutes are employed in the
postoffice, where they do their work
quite as efficiently 2s their companions,
One is a lawyer, and another is g chem-
ist. Among the women there are dress-
makers, milliners, printers, bookbinders,
paper-boxmakers ind seamstresses.

Most of these have homes of their
own in which both husband and wife
are mutes. In about onz case in 26 the
mute has a husband or wife who
speaks, It is exceedingly rare that the
children of such marriages are deaf,
and as the father and mother grow old
they have ties whi-h e¢-nncet them al-
ways more closely with the speaking
world.

Every provisicn is made in Chicago
for the proper educaticn of d-af chil-
daren. There are four regular day
scheols ¢ 'nductod by th» cily board cof
cducation, one Cat.:o’ic board ' ng school
and private szhoo!, A ch’ld who grad-
uates from any of these schools and
wishes to ob'a'n a hizher education
may go to the college for th» deaf at
Washingt.on, D. C., which is conducted
by the United Stat's Gover.m nt. It
the pupil is poor, but worthy, he is not
ccmpelled to pay tuition; cthe:w.se it
will e-st him about $250 a year. This
college is_the only cne of i's kind in
the world.

The manufacture of distilled spirits,
locally known as hoochinoo, has been
carried on by the natives of Alaska for
a long periad and at times during the
early days of the Cassiar excitement it
was freely purchased by the white miners
as the only liguor obtainable, owing to
the strict enforcement of the prchibitory™]
clausé against the importation cf liquors
into the territory. Hoochinoo is nothing
more or less than raw alcoliol, beipg dis-
tilled mainly from raw sugar or molasses
and cornmeal. -Undiluted the stuff has a
double-proof strength, makes a ¢ drunk’
come freely, and but a few swallows cf 1t
will set 8 man howling in demoniac glee,
and nothing but an Indian, with his cop-
per-lined stomach can stand a protracted
spree on it. The Kake Indians probably
lead all others in the manufacture of
these spirits, and as procf of their know-
ledge in the art of making a double-proof
article, we give the particulars of the
awful fate of au expert Kake distiller
which happened recently on that island.
It seems thav the Indian, while engaged
in the manipulation of his little coal oil
can still, imbibed too_freely of its tick-
lings, and in in a dJrunken stupor lay
down by his fire of cedar logs and fell
asleep, with his face uncomfortably close
to the flames, Through some reason,
known only to the medical fraternity,
gas accumulated in the stomach and, the
breath of the sleeper reaching the flames,
this  alcohol gas ignited.” The -sleeper
suddenly leaped to his feet with a terrify-
ing scream and fell back again writhing
in -agony. The man was burning in-
ternally. Smoke and even flames were
issuing from his mouth, and his agony
was somethiog awful. His lond screech-
ing brought the members of the camp
about him, who looked on i silent, ter-
ror-stricken awe, unable to do anything
for his relief. The corabustion continued
until the Indian was literally« consumed
inside; and for some time after the spirit
of life had fled.—Alaska Mining Record.

EVIDENCE GIVEN AT THE INQUEST.

S.. Thomson, Esq., Q. C., assisted the
coroner, and Hon. Mr. Tweedie, Q. C.,
being present in the steamboat Company’s
interest. The first witness sworn was

Carr. C. E. Dixox.
He was master of the schr. Osceola, 123
tons, built in Advocate, N. S., had been
master of the Osceola a little over three
years ; been master mariner for seven years.
Cleared on Friday 16th for New York ;
sailed at 3 p. m. Saturday 17th ; wind was
east and tide running east. Sailed from
stream; abreast of Mr. Snowball’s wharf, at
3 p. m.; had pilot, Patrick Nowlan, on
board when they started ; proceeded to beat
to windward down river, everything going
well until they were about abreast of
Russell’s mill.
We were on our port-tack, the vessel’s
head S. S. E. when she was run into
by the str. Miramichi, carrying away the
Osceola’s head gear. I was aft at the
time of the accident, having just come out
of the cabin, having gone down to eat my
supper, leaving the fpi ot and mate on deck ;
when I came out of the cabin the steamer
was “just across our bows and the funnel
was falling. On account of being aft I
could not see whether anyone had been
swept overboard or not ; the steamer was
heading wes% and about mid-stream.
I had seen the steamer before I went
into the cabin, she was about 4 mile
distant, coming up.
The steamer’s funnel, rail and seat, and
one boat from davits on starboard side
were carried away. The first thing I did
was to run forward and ask the mate if
anyone was overboard ; he said there was.
I then ordered the boat lowered and went
to it myself and got in with the mate and
one of the men, and went to the place
where the accident happened. The
steamer kept on her course for between a
half and three quarters of a mile. She
then turned and steamed back.

After getting into the boat I rescued two
ladies out of the water, and did all I could
to save life; I saw only the two we
rescued in the water. - 1 understand one
was Miss McLeod and the other a Miss
Stewart. On the Miramichi returning
to us I put the two ladies on board. The
pilot and crew had anchored the vessel
while I was rescuing the ladies. The pilot
and myself were in charge of the schooner
—the pilot when I was below. The mate
was on the forecastle head when the acci-
dent happened ; his duty there was to keep
a lookoyt and look after the head sails in
working the vessel. The wind was light
at the time—the schooner going not more
than three miles an hour.

Question:—If wour mate had kept a
proper lookout and had the steamer in
view could you not possibly have avoided
the collision—being in charge of a pilot?
Witness:—We could not. - A sailing
vessel has the right of way. It is my duty
to avoid danger when I can, but in this
case it was impossible. I had been in the
cabin not more than five minutes ; saw the
steamer just before I went into the cabiun ;
she was about a quarter of a mile ofl ; did
nu.muwrllything on the subject to the
pilot, for\l assumed that competent men
were on the steamer ; had I been on deck
I would not have changed my course unless
I thought there was actual danger ; I found
our wheel down hard a-starboard, the pilot
having put it so to avoid collision if pos-
sible on account of seeing that the steamer’s
hiead was thrown to port ; had he not done
so we would have been struck about the
fore rigging and the steamer been probably
sunk and all on board of her lost. [Wit-
ness here drew a diagram of the situation
of the vessels just be%ore the collision. ]

It was impossible for us to avoid the
collision. Our head gear was partly carried
away. We had a mate, steward, three
men and myself, besides the pilot on board
—the complement the law requires us to
carry. .

Iv was with the help of the mate and
one man that ¥ reseed the two ladies.
Miss Stewart was cut about the head, did
not observe any cut on Miss McLeod. I
judged they were in the waler not more
than three or four minutes—got Miss
McLeod first, in about the three minutes,
and Miss Stewart next, as she was a little
further away.

The reason I say the steamer ran into us
is because, according to the rule of the
road, a steamer has to give way to a sailing
vessel.

Mr. Tweedie: While it is quite true
that a steamer must give way to a sailing
vessel, should not a sailing vessel give way
to avoid a collision ? ]

Witness: I have already said so; it
would be a master’s duty to avoid danger.
The wheel was hove down before I came
on deck.

Mr. Tweedie: Suppose the pilot had
put his wheel down a minute or two
earlier, would that have avoided the
collision ?

Witness: It was not his duty to do so,
for had we tacked ship under steamer’s
bow and the steamer had tried to go astern
of us, as he should have done, the collision
would have been worse. we gone
iabout earlier we would of course, have
avoided the’ collision ; It was a question
of judgment, but the pilot, knowing that
he had the right of way, expected the
steamer to go according to law.

There was about 14 feet of water at low
tide where the collision occurred ; the two
ladies rescued were insensible at the time:
My vessel has the customary deckload—
about 6} feet high. It would be difficult
to see a small craft directly ahead a short-
er distance than 500 feet. We always
have a man on the lookout, however.

PATRICK NOWLAN, SWORN,

said: Ihave been a licensed pilot since
1882 ; was on duty as pilot on board the
schooner Osceola, 123 tons, Capt. Dixon,
outward bound, last Saturday afternoon. I
boarded her off the Snowball wharf ahout
2.30, and we started about 3. [Witness
gives evidence as to cargo including deck-
load, which was about 4} ft. aft, perhaps 6
ft. forward]. I had charge of the vesselas
pilot, according to custom. Standing at
the wheel I saw the top of the Miramichi’s
Aurricane deck as she passed under our
jib-boom ; One could not see a very small
vessel immediately under her bow, but a
short distance off we could see one. We
were on the port-tack just before the
collision. Isaw the steamer as she left
Black Brook wharf, and all the time as she
came up-river. It was clear and she was
in full sight. I saw her all the time, and
just before the accident. She was coming
directly np-river about, two-thirds across,
uigher the south than the north side. I
was at the schooner’s wheel, and the mate
and others of the crew were forward. The
mate gave no alarm on the approach of the
steamer, as we expected the steamer to go
under our stern, as she should have done ;
no one would ever think she would go any
other way. At the last of it he was com-
ing almost directly amidships for us when
I saw he had hoye his helm to starboard.

Mr. Thomson :(—How did yon know
that ?

Witness :—1I saw the steamer’s bow turn
to go under our bow. I then, to avoid
collision, put our helm down and sang
out to the men to let go the forward sheets,
so that she would come to quickly.

The captain was about coming on -deck
as the accident occirred. When the mate
replied to the captain that people were
overboard, I helped the captain lower the
boat ; the captain, mate and one of the
sailors got into the boat and I hove the
painter in and then ordered the anchor to
be let go so as to keep the schooner where
the accident happened. The Miramichi
was on her usual course. At the time,
when I saw the steamer change her course,
I exercised what I considered the best
judgment to make the collision as little
damaging as possible. I would again do
just the same thing as I did then, were the
circumstances similar.

To Mr. Tweedie ; The mate and one of
the sailors were forward at the time of the
collision. We were about three lengths
away when I saw there was to be a collision.
I hardly think the man at the steamer’s
wheel could have seen us before the time he
shifted his helm ; at that time he might
have put his helm so as to go -under our
stern, as heghould have done. Our vessel
was slow if™oming about ; she was heavy
and the bottom dirty. -

To jurer Tingley : Had he put his helm to
ort when he put it to starboard, he might
Em-e gone under her stern and lessened the
collision, for it would have been a glancing
blow and no one on the hurricane deck
would have been touched. His shifting his
helm when he did so and the shifting of
ours however made the collision less than
it would have been had neither shifted
hélm. In tle latter case the steamer
would have struck the schooner about the
main chains and, at her rate of speed,
must have sunk.
Capt. ROBERT MCLEAN

of the steam tug St. Andrew, sworn : Thi

is my 13th season on the St. Andrew as
captain. I was about a quarter of a mile
from the scene of the collision when it
occurred. I had left Russel’s mill wharf
about 6 o’clock p. m. with two lighters in
tow. We were coming directlfv up-river
and I heard the crash of the collision and,
looking out, saw at about a point and a half
abaft- our beam—the schooner just clearing
the steamer : I saw the smoke and steam
gushing from the Miramichi, andthat the
smoke-stack was gone. [rang the speed
bell full speed ahead and pointed for the
Miramichi thinking something was wrong.
Seeing, in a short time, that. nothing
serious was the matter with the Miramichi,
I stopped the St. Andrew and launched
our small boat, as the men said someone
was in the water, and just as we started in
the small boat we saw them hauling one of
the young ladies into the Osceola’s boat.
We then pulled towards the Osceola’s boat
and Isang out and asked the captain of the
Osceola if he had seen any more Eeople in
the water ; he was then hauling the second
one into his boat, and he said he had not
seen any more. At this time the Mirami-
chi was a quarter of a mile or more away,
just turning round to come back to the
scene of the collision. Isaw but one boat
rescuing the people. I went with the
captain of the Osceola alongside ‘of the
Miramichi and we put the rescued ladies
on board. She steamed up to Canada
Dock and ‘I caught her there and helped
her the rest of the distance to her wharf.
Her steam was about exhausted. She had
lost one of her boats in the collision.
did not know at the time that any persons
but those rescued had been thrown into
the water.

JospEn HaINs,

mate of the schr. Osceola sworn :—Stated
he had been mate of that vessel three weeks
and shipped in Halifax.

His testimony was on about the same
lines as that of the captain and pilot ; he
was on the forecastle head with ene of the
men and saw the Miramichi coming up
river and continued to see her until the
collision occurred. Ladies were sittingaft;
the steamer tried to cross our bow and ran
against our jib-boom, carrying away our
head-gear ; also our jib-boom and stays;
carrying away the steamer’s smoke-stack,
rail ‘and seats, and four cr five ladies who
were sitting aft. I didn’t anticipate any
accident when the steamer was approach-
ing us, as I thought she would keep clear.
The pilot had charge of the schooner at the
time. I made no a.%arm before the collision
because I thought the steamer would keep
out of our way. The jib sheets were not
let go until after the collision.

To juror Tingley-: The pilot might have
sung out to let the jib sheets go. Imme-
diately after the collision Iran aft and told
the captain that four or five ladies had gone
overboard ; we lowered the boat, and the
captain, a hand and myself went to the
rescue of those we could see in the water ;
all we could see were two ladies when we
got there, and we rescued them. After
resuscitating them we put them on board
the Miramichi, which had come back to the
scene. The ladies were unconscious when
they came out of the water. Isaw noeffort
made on board the Miramichi or by any of
her crew to save those overboard.

Mr. Tweedie: You don’t mean to say
they were regardless of human life, but
that she was going 9 or 10 miles an hour
and when she stopped and got back there
was nothing for her to do in rescuing.

Witness : Yes, that was the way of it ;
the captain and pilot of the Osceola, being
aft, could hardly see the ladies foing over
the stern of the steamer. I did not think
it was my duty to tell them aft anything
about the steamer. I did not think there
could be a collision until about the moment
she struck ; thought she would keep clear
of us; I don’t think if I had hailed the
steamer the. collision would have been
avoided ; it was not my duty or place to
hail her ; I don’t think she would have gone
clear of us, even if I had hailed her ; she
might have cleared us had I hailed as soon
as she was within hailing distance. I
knew it was the steamer’s duty to keep clear
and assumed she would do so, that’s why I
didn’t hail her,

Capt. ALEX. DEGRACE,

master of the steamer Miramichi, sworn ; I
am a certified in ; have been captain
of the MiramichTYor about 8 years. She
plies between Newcastle and Chatham and
points down river—Escuminac and inter-
mediate places. We are required-to have
a captain, mate, engineer, and one deck
hand, a steward and fireman on board
when running. We had all these on board
on Saturday afternoon last, excepting the
mate, who had remained at Ne§uac bty
leave from me, for which he had asked.
We are required to have the mate on
board at all times. It is against the law
to sail without a mate. Qur mate holds a
certificate as master, the same as mine.

We left Black Brook at 5.30 Saturday
afternoon ; had between 30 and 35 passen-
gers on board at the time. Did not know
the Misses Lobban by name, "nor did I
know deceased personally, save that her
name was Stewart. I know she was on
the upper deck when we left Black Brook.
I had charge that day as captain. When
the collision occurred I was in the cabin
below at my tea. I had just begun eating
when I heard the crash of the collision. 1t
is my practice to take my tea after we
leave Black Brook ; to take ‘it whenever it
is ready, provided we have timec before
coming to a landing.

I left the deck hand Wm. Tait, in charge
of the wheel when I went to my tea. I
don’t think Tait has any certificate ; I gave
him no instructions, as he always took the
wheel when I was absent. He ?md been on
board two months this season. It is a rule
to put deck hands, or sailors at the wheel
when the master is at tea: There should
however, be some officer on deck, also.
Neither I nor the mate was on deck at this
time. The schooner was in sight when I
went below to get my tea and I knew she
was heating down the river. She was
just going in stays in a N. W. direction,
zbout a mile from us when I went down
below.

I stopped
alongside of the Osceola’s and St. Andrew’s
boats, and took on board, from the
Osceola’s boat, two young ladies, they had
been picked up out of the water, and I
brought them up as far as the Canada
Dock—that being as far as our steam
would carry us. I then went ashore
to Mr. Fraser’s and telephoned for doctors
to meet us at the Muirhead wharf.

Mr. Thomson : What would you have
done had you been at the steamer’s wheel
at the time when her helm was changed by
Tait?

Witness : I would have backed her.

Would that have avoided the collision?

Witness : It might. The proper course
would have been to pass under the
schooner’s stern. I suppose the man at the
steamer’s wheel did the best he could at
the time. I asked him, when I came up,
what he meant, and he said he did not see
the schooner. I don’t know what he meant,
but that’s what he said. He was in the
wheel house with both doors open and a
glass front and he could see to the right
and left and in front of him. I think it
is extraordinary he didn’t see the schooner.
He said she was between him and the sun,
which prevented him from seeing her.

Mr. Thomson: In your judgment did
the man at the wheel -do all he could to
keep clear of the schooner?

Witness : I think he should have backed.
He should have gone around her stern,
which he didn’t do. The wind was very
light and the schooner was going about
three knots or less an hour.

To Mr. Tweedie.—I have been 8 years
captain of the Miramichi. Thisis the first
accident of the kind I have had since I
have been on the boat. As far as the com-
})any is concerned everythinf is provided
or the steamer according to la I never
had any authority from them to go with-
out a mate or in any other way to violate
the rules or law. This accident was en-
tirely outside of their control. The bell
was not given for the boat to stop when
‘the collision occurred. My way was barred
and it took me some time to get to the
hurricane deck and I then turned the
steamer.

Tait was on the Miramichi last season.
What passed between the mate and me at
Neguac was : he said “‘ I'm going ashore to
stop till Monday,” and I said *“all right.”
Ordinarily, Tait has been a competent man
to steer. I thought he would see and keep
clear of the schooner and therefore, gave
him no orders concerning her.

The mate has been in the habit of stop-
ping ashore Saturday afternoons and com-
ing aboard Monday afternoons. The mana-
ger knew of this. Sometimes both the
mate and [ go to our meals together and
leave the wheel to Tait.

I think if either of us had been on deck
the collision would not have taken place.

I do not know that Tait knew the
schooner had the right- of way and yet I
left him in charge of the wheel. I had no
authority from the manager or company to
let the mate off, or to let Tait steer the
boat. I do not know that Tait had taken
any lager that day. He appeared quite
sober. He was standing at tﬂe wheel when
I went into the wheelhouse. If the boat
had been -properly handled it is not likely
this accident would have occurred. I could
have required the mate to stay by the
steamer and not remain ashcre. This is
the second time he has stayed off this sum-
mer.

To juror Ting]elylr : If the mate had been
on board he might have been taking tea
with me and Tait been at the wheel. - The
mate acts as purser, also, and might have
been collecting fares. en on
deck I would probably have taken charge
of the wheel as soon as I saw the danger of
collision. I could not say whether the
officers of the schooner were in any way
accountable for the collision,

To Mr. Tweedie: I meant by what I
said about the custom of putting the deck
hand at the wheel, that it should be done
under the charge of an officer, who should
be on deck. I have had no experience of
Tait’s steering in passing vessels—that is,
ia my actual presence. It is optional for a
steamer to pass by the bow or stern of a
sailing vessel, so long as cither can be safe-
ly done.

WirLniam Tarr,

who was at the wheel of the steamer Mir-
amichi when the collision occurred, was
sworn and said he was deckhand on boar1
of that vessel. He was employed as decks
hand on her three months last summer and|
two months this season. I have folowed
the sea before the mast, about 7 years, off
and on. = I was carpenter once. I have no
knowledge of the rules of navigation. Capt.
DeGrace was in charge of the steamer when
we left Black Brook on Saturdav afternoon.
The wheel was given to me somewhere be-
tween Black Brook and Russell’s mill.
The steward sung out ‘“ tea” and I climbed
up the port tackle ¥ the wheel house, told
the captain it was tea time and according
to custom, took the wheel while he went
down to his tea.

I never saw the schooner until she was
too handy to us for me to do anything but
what I did do. The wheel house is open
at both sides and has a glassfront. “Iwas
looking out of both windows all but one,”
and the sun was in that window. I'did
not see the schooner until I looked out of
the starboard door, aud she was then not
thelength of herself from us. That was the
first sight. I got of her. I put the helm to
starboard, heaving the head of the steamer
towards the south shore, so as to get in line
with her. I thought of backing her but
felt, if I did so, she would be into us and
there would bea bad collision. What I did
I did for the best, if I had seen the schoon-
er and been a piece away I would have
stopped the steamer and gone under the
stern as I know I should have done.

I did not know any passengers were over-
board. I saw the steam and smoke escap-
ing. . I saw the schooner strike the steamer
but did not see the smoke-stack fall, or
hear anycries. I gave no bell to stop. I-
did not consider it my duty to do so, when
the captain was on deck although I was at
the wheel. No person was in the wheel
hoyse with me while I was steering. Idid
not leave the wheel house at any time and
go out on deck.

To Mr. Tweedie: I did not see the
schoaner at all until the time of the col-
lision. I was looking around but did not
see her. I was steering on our course for
Chatham. I didn’t see any of the passen-
ﬁers on the after deck at all and didn’t

now any had been knocked overboard.
It must have been because the wood be-
tween the windows hid the schooner from
me that I didn’t see her. 1 felt the re-
sponsibility of the duty when I took the
wheel, it was to keep the steamer on her
course. I have no idea how long it was
after I took the wheel until the accident
occtirred—-might be twenty minutes.

To Mr.-Smith: Iam not certain what
side I should take in meeting another
steamer. I think the two green lights
should show. I have been in the habit, of
steering the Miramichi without either the
master or mate heing on deck. They gen-
erally go to their meals together. I saw no
body in the wheel-house when I went tq

STEALING FRUIT.

Of all species of theft, we know
of none attended with more- injuri-
ous results than the practise of steal-
ing fruit—apples, plums, etc', from
gardens and orchards. We say this
not without some sense of contrition,
for—we may as well confess i—we
have in our days of juvenile deprave
ity, induiged more or less extensive-
ly ourseives in ihe pasuime or crime
—1%is one or the othe: largely ac-
cording to the point of view from
which you look at it—of stesling,
say, apples or plaums. Looking
back, now at that early time, we
cannot recall that we were seriously
imbued with the feeling that we
were very great culprits. Ir we
succeeded in getting off from a foray
with a whole skin and a pocket full
of fruit, whatever inconvenience our
stomachs might occasion us our
consciences certainly never gave us
any qualms.

As we look at the malter tcdsy.
it presents itself in a very different
light. For this chavge of view we
would like to assign tke true reason.
Is it because an impaired digestion
or 8 more fastidious taste rekels at
the contemplation of the bhalf ma-
tured fruit that was poteat to aff.rd
us gastronomic pleasure in the days
of our adolescence ?  Or is it be-
cause the .weight of added years
makes the scaling of fences and the
shinning of apple trees more dis-
tastefui—not to say laborious—to us
than it was wont to be in the days
of yore ? Or may we lay the flat-
tering unction to our souls that it
is because we have caten of the tree
of knowledge since, and are now

guish between right or~ wrong ?
Or—if we are to subjact ouc opin-
ions and motives to a fair and candid
analysis--is our view in regard to
stealing fruit the results of the fact
that we now have an apple tree and
a couple of plum tre2s of our own ?

Whatever the cause, our views
are very fixed on the subject today.
The bold burglars who crack bank
safes; the sneak thieves who lurk
around doorways expectant of a
chance at an occasional overcoat or
umbrella ; the foot-pad or sand bag-
ger who lays for the unwary pas.
senger; the bolder roffians who
hold up occasional railway trains
and crack express cars, seem to us
innocent—-in respect to the harm
they do—-as compared to' the boys
who rob orchards.

What keeps scores of people in
this neigkborhood—and that means
scores of people in almost every
neighborhood—from giving mo:e
atlention to planting. orchards? It
is because of their aversion to suffer
the annoyance or incur the loss of
having the fruit ‘stolen. If there
were reasonable assurance that the
hand which planted. might
gather, we feel assured th:at, in and
around Liverpool, at least, there
wonld be a score or more of apple
aad plum, and cherry trees for every
one that there is today. We believe
indeed that were it not for the lia-
bility to just such depredations as
we mention, Liverpool, that is the
suburbs of the town, would be one
contiouous and [ruitful orchard and
garden.

We believe the most likely cure
for the evil in its present shape, is
—not preaching, for that has not
proved very efficacious so far; no!
the administration of the law, for
that appears powerless to reach the
cause of the trounle—but we believe
if all persons having suitable ground
-—and that means nearly everyone
that has grouad at all—would go
ou couragejusly and hopefully
planting trees, the danger of wheft
of the fruit would be lessened a
hundred fold. Now there are_half
