A KICKING BÇY’S" AID TO SCIENCE.

Se Helps Dr. Sayre to Discover a Core 
for Locomotor Ataxia.

As announced in The Herald’s cable 
dispatches, a cure for the dread disease 
known as locomotor ataxia has been 
recently put to practice in Europe. It 
is alleged that Dr. Motschutkowsky, 
of Odessa, is the discoverer of the new 
treatment, which aims at curing the 
curvature of the spinal column by sus­
pending the patient.

Dr. Lewis A. Sayre, of this city, is 
accredited with having invented the 
apparatus in use which was described 
in The Herald, whereby the patient is 
lifted from his feet with the object of 
elongating the vertebral column.

I called on several eminent surgeons
yesterday, with a view to obtaining 
their versions of the new cure of loco­
motor ataxia, and failed to find one 
who could disclose the secret They 
all acknowledged they efficacy of the 
treatment pursued by Charcot, admit­
ting that it is due to the process of 
suspension by Dr. Sayre’s instrument 
Various theories were offered in expla­
nation of the results attained, the most 
plausible one being that a straight­
ening of the spine removes the clamp 
like pressure upon the nerves and thus 
permits them to open communication 
with the legs and produce their action.

One surgeon maintained that a 
curve is not effected, but that a tem­
porary relief is given, the same as is 
secured in cases of neuralgia by 
stretching the nerves.

Dr. Savre was in bed when 1 called 
on him, having been a sufferer from 
rheumatism for many years, and more 
acutely so in the last three years. His 
handsome, benevolent face lit up with 
satisfaction when I related the purpose 
of my visit “I discovered accidental­
ly, several years ago,” said Dr. Sayre, 
"that the straightening of the spine 
)reduced a salutary effect upon the 
ocomotor ataxia, which means an in­

ability to use the legs. A boy was 
brought tome suffering from a curva­
ture of the spine. Hu parents were 
Door and lived at Chatham Corners. 
They supposed I could cure him in 
one trip. As the little fellow was in 
great suffering I determined not to let 
him return home without relief, my 
intention being to give him a plaster 
jacket, with instructions to return 
When he had grown a few months 
dlder.

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A BETTÈR LOCAL MARKET.
The importance of making Frederic­

ton a more profitable and satisfactory 
market for our country friends has been 
generally recognized, but there has as yet 
been no generally organized effort made 
to improve our position. Mr. Fred. B. 
Edgecombe, and his enterprising super­
intendent, Mr. Clark, are, however, giv­
ing the matter careful consideration, 
with the view ot establishing a depot for 
the purchase of the produce of the farm 
at fair rates—a place where our country 
friends may dispose of all of their pro­
duce, no matter how great the quantity, 
provided the quality is right; and it is
not at all unlikely that Mr. Edgecombe 
will embark in the enterprise. Our 
only objection to Mr. Edgecombe’s 
scheme, which in a great measure is 
the embodiment of our suggestions made 
some time ago, is that it must necessarily 
have the result of Mr. Edgecombe control­
ling the country trade to a very large ex­
tent His purchase of the produce would 
certainly, other things being even—that 
is, the prices of his goods in the other de­
partments of his business being as reason­
able as in other city stores—obligate our 
country friends to give him their trade 
in whatever lines he may choose to deal. 
Such a result as this was not anticipated 
when we at first suggested that an effort 
should be made to improve our local 
market We urged that all of our mer­
chants take a hand in the enterprise, 
opening one or two depots, with
practical men in charge whose
interests knew not one house
from another. The results to fol­
low must then be general. But as against 
our objection Mr. Edgecombe may urge 
that if he alone has the enterprise to em­
bark in the business he is well entitled 
to the results which follow ; and we are 
not sure that on this point we can argue 
against him. However, the main point 
is to get the enterprise established, and 
the sooner this is done the better, for a 
large share of country trade which we 
enjoyed is slipping away from us to 
other towns with better markets.

WORK IN PRISONS.
We have several times called attention 

to the necessity which exists for giving 
the prisoners in our county gaol sub­
stantial work to do. At present they 
lounge away their time instead of being 
engaged in some employment which 
would result in benefit to the county, 
and which would prevent them from be­
coming enfeebled in mind, and perhaps 
from u planning schemes anew.” The 
question of idleness in prisons is being 
thoroughly discussed in the United 
States, while a large meeting was held 
in New York on Monday evening last 
with a view of prevailing upon the author­
ities to allot to every prisoner certain 
work to do. The poet Whittier is tak­
ing a great interest in the matter, and 
has written a letter in which he expresses 
his satisfaction that the question is at 
least Engaging public attention. The 
letter is as follows:—

“DanvnIs, Mass., April 5, 1889—My 
Dear Mr. Bound:—I am glad that a 
public meeting is to be held in your city 
to protest in the name of Christianity 
and humanity against the enforced idle­
ness in prisons, perilous alike to body 
and mind, which can only result in fill­
ing your prisons with maniacs. My 
sympathies are with the laboring class 
in all their just demands, and I would 
favor every legitimate measure 
which promises to benefit them. 
But the suppression of labor 
in the prisons is too small a gain 
for them to be purchased by the trans­
formation of prisons into madhouses. 
I trust further reflection and knowledge 
of the dread ful consequences of the slow 
torture of brooding idleness will ere long 
induce them to forego what must be a 
trifling benefit at the best. With my 
best wishes for the success of your 
philantrophic endeavors, I am truly thy 
friend,

John G. Whittier”

During the unavoidable absence of the 
editor of this paper from the office and 
from town last month, an article or two 
from the New York Sun and another 
foreign paper on timely foreign topics 
were reprinted in The Gleaner without 
credit.

WHERE ARE THE DENMARKS 700.
Overdue Steamships Getting In With no 

Tidings Whatever.
New York. April 17. The arrival of 

the delayed National steamship Denmark 
this morning, which it was fully hoped 
would bring news of the Denmark’s 
passengers, with no information caused 
bitter disappointment. The rumored 
receipt of a cablegram by a fruit dealer, 
stating that the passengers had been 
saved, ^wae generally discredited. The 
conviction among seamen is that unless 
saved by a sailing vessel and landed at 
Azores, the passengers are lost.

Further investigation develops the 
probability that the rumor grew out of 
the opinions expressed among fruit men 
yesterday to the effect that the Alsatia, 
of the Anchor Line, which left Gibraltar 
April 1, was likely to fell in with the 
Denmark or her boats. The Alsatia is 
due here any moment and her arrival is 
anxiously awaited.

Steamship City of Richmond, arrived 
this morning from Liverpool, brings no 
news of the missing passengers of the 
Denmark.

London, April 17—Hopes are enter­
tained that the National line steamship 
The Queen, overdue, may have rescued 
the Denmark’s passengers. She sailed 
from New York April 4, for Liverpool

An Englishman named Harrison, a stud­
ent of Baliol College, Oxford, has been ar­
rested at Gweedore, Ireland, for supplying 
food to besieged tenants.

The election held at Rochester Tuesday 
to fill the parliamentary seat made vacant 
by the resignation of Col. Hughes Hallet, 
resulted in favor of Hugessen, Gladstonian 
candidate.

Fifty determined men from Western Kan­
sas have started for Minneapolis to take the 
place of the Street-Car strikers there.

Under a decree of sale and foreclosure all 
the property, rights and franchises of the 
Richmond & Alleghany railroad company 
were sold at Richmond, Va., Tuesday. The 
price paid was five millions of dollars.

The Pittsburg plate glass company has 
bought from J. B. Ford & Sons the Forest 
plate glass works for $600,000. This pur­
chase practically gives the Pittsburg com­
pany a monopoly of plate glass business of 
the United States.

The Rev. H. W. Gleason, of Minneapolis, 
who went to Dakota last week to investi­
gate losses from the recent prairie fires, esti­
mates that 25 people lost their lives. Many 
are still sick from their burns and exposure 
and some may die.

A telegram from St. Louie, Mo., conveyed 
information that Walter B. Smith, ex-teller 
of the Second National Bank, St. Paul, who 
embezzled $45,000 in November, 1888, and 
skipped, had been captured there and was 
held, pending orders from St. Paul and 
Montreal.

The N. S. legislature was prorogued yes­
terday afternoon.

A reward of $5,000 has been offered through 
L’Electeur to any person who can indicate 
the place where a Frenchman named Georget 
died in Quebec between 1854 and 1860.

The jury in the Fairbairn case, where the 
prisoner was accused of stealing a gold 
watch from Ohapleau in the St. Louis hotel, 
Quebec, acquitted him on the first accusa­
tion, bnt convicted him on the charge of 
receiving stolen goods. The prisoner had 
previously addressed the jury with marked 
ability for nearly two hours and had brought 
his wife and three children into court to 
excite sympathy.

It is announced that with regard to the 
Atlantic mail contract to replace the Allans’ 
contract now expired, the representatives 
of the Messrs. Anderson will shortly leave 
England for Canada on invitation of the 
dominion government, being unable to 
accede to the Allan’s request for a further 
extension of time for submission of tenders ; 
it is believed that the Andersons have been 
given the service.

A COWBOY CAPTURES A BANK.
The Cashier Thinks It Best to Hand Him 

Over the Money.
Cheyenne, April 17—A lone cowboy 

rode from the plains this morning into 
Grover, Colorado, a village on the Chey­
enne and Burlington railroad. He dis­
mounted in front of the Commercial 
Bank, and throwing his bridle rein over 
a hitching post entered the building. 
He walked directly to the window of 
Cashier C C Smith, who tells this story :

“The fellow was as polite as a drum­
mer. He smiled at his six shooter as he 
pushed it through the window and lev­
elled it at me. Allowing me an instant 
to regain my composure, he inquired if I 
would be kind enough to hand him about 
all the cash in sight. There was over 
$700 in view. I counted him out $500 
in gold and bills. This seemed satisfac­
tory, and my visitor was profuse in his 
thanks. Then he looked about the place 
and said he would like an interest in the 
business.

“Seeing a Winchester rifle, which I 
kept near the vault for emergencies, he 
grew more earnest in manner, and de­
manded the weapon. I handed it out, 
butt first, as he ordered. He then back­
ed to the door, and, leaning the rifle 
against the outside wall, placed his revol 
ver in its holster, landed into his saddle 
by a leap from the ground, and, putting 
spurs to his horse, was off at a furious 
speed.’’

There were six persons in the bank at 
the time, but the cowboy did his busi­
ness so quietly and so expeditiously that 
he attracted no attention. Cashier Smith 
ran into the street as soon as he could, 
and seizing the Winchester, began firing 
at the rapidly moving horseman. The 
fellow ducked in regular Indian style, 
and cut loose with a cowboy yell at every 
crack of the rifle. Smith is a poor shot 
at best, and in his excitement to-day 
failed to hit even so large a target as the 
horse. A posse of twelve men are now 
in pursuit of the bandit.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

Proceedings of the 
Days.

Two

Government Back Down on 
Inland Freight Duties.

Mr. Foster Amin Shows Himself 
in His True Colors.

Ottawa, April 16. In the commons, 
to-day, on motion to go into supply, Mr 
Holton moved an amendment condemn­
ing the present system of administering 
customs laws. He spoke at length giv­
ing specific instances of outrageous impo­
sitions upon merchants of Montreal and 
elsewhere by customs officials, and de­
nouncing the whole administration as 
one calculated to encourage blackmailing 
and robbery. Mr Holton closed by mov­
ing a resolution setting forth that the 
customs laws should be amended in such 
a manner as, while protecting the public 
revenue, would relieve honest importers 
of the danger of oppression, and that 
provision should be made that no person 
shall be subject to be fined or have his 
property confiscated except after proper 
public trial and that no customs officials 
shall share in the proceeds of seizures.

Hon. Mr. Bowell admitted that there 
was room for a wide difference of opinion 
as to how customs business ot the country 
should be conducted. The changes advo­
cated by Mr Holton could not be carried 
out because seizures numbered 700 to 
800 a year and the courts woud have 
their time taken up with smuggling 
cases. If goods were perishable they 
would be worthless before the case would 
be decided. Importers who felt aggriev­
ed could appeal to courts now.

Mr Holton pointed out that there could 
be no appeal to courts in customs cases 
except with the consent of the minister 
of customs.

Hon. Mr. Bowell said no honest import­
ers were complaining against the pre­
sent customs laws and the revenue could 
not%e properly protected if the practice 
of rewarding seizing officers with a share 
of the proceeds of seized goods sold was 
abolished.

Resuming after recess Hon. Mr. Bowell 
made a fierce attack upon Chief Justice 
Ritchie of the supreme court, stating that 
the chief justice had delivered in the 
Ayer case a judgment which was not 
creditable to a man occupying such a 
high position.

Hon. Mr. Jones (Halifax) rose to order 
pointing out that attacks upon the judi­
ciary were not permitted.

Hon. Mr. Bowell said it was as much 
in order to criticise judges as to quote 
their strictures upon customs officials. 
Proceeding he endeavored to show that 
the revenue was being systematically de­
frauded, that officers required an incen­
tive in order that proper vigilance might 
be maintained. He admitted that smug­
gling bad increased under the present 
tariff and defended the imposition of 
duly upon peach baskets.

Mr. Paterson (Brant) ridiculed the 
attempt of Bowell to defend the admin­
istration of his department by abusing 
the chief justice ot the supreme court, 
who had exposed and denounced the 
iniquities perpetrated upon the com­
mercial community by needy govern­
ment officials. The pretension that 
seizures could not be settled in court 
because goods would perish before dis­
putes were settled was childish, because 
the value of goods could be deposited in 
court pending a decision of the matter 
as was frequently done now. The system 
of allowing seizing officers to share fines 
and proceeds of seized goods had been 
abolished in the United States, because 
it was found that the system encouraged 
tyranny, perjury and rascality by 
officials.

The house divided on Mr. Holton’s 
amendment, which was defeated by 111 
to 71.

A discussion followed on the peniten­
tiary estimates, which was continued. 
until a late hour.

Ottawa, April 18.—In the commons 
to-day Mr. Wallace’s bill to suppress 
combines was placed upon the govern­
ment orders.
i On motion to read the customs act 
amendment bill the third time, Hon. Mr. 
Bowell announced, amid opposition 
cheers, that he had decided to expunge 
the clause authorizing the imposition of 
duties upon inland freight charges on 
British goods.

Hon. Mr. Jones—Another backdown.
The bill was amended in committee 

and passed.
On motion to go into supply, Mr. 

Fisher moved an amendment censuring 
the government for permitting an issue 
of liquor licenses in the Northwest ter­
ritories, in violation of the prohibitory 
liquor law which is still in force in the 
territories. The reg ulations under which 
Gov. Royal issued liquor permits amount­
ed practically to a license system, and 
the people wanted to know whether the 
government were responsible for this. 
He called upon Mr. Foster to say whe­
ther he had coincided in thig gross viola­
tion of the prohibitory law? Had that 
gentleman abandoned his alleged tem­
perance principles and people who had 
placed him in office ? Memorials sent by 
the temperance men of the Northwest 
praying that the prohibitory law be 
maintained in the letter and spirit, had 
been treated with contempt by the 
governor.

Sir John Thompson denied that the 
minister of the interior had special con­
trol over Rocky Moun tain Park, a»d ar­
gued that the government were not res­
ponsible for the issue of licenses there. 
The power to issue liquor permits and 
the responsibility for the exercise of that 
power rested wholly with the lient, gov­
ernor of the Northwest, who was not un­
der control of the dominion government.

After recess, Hon. Mr. Laurier pointed 
out the necessity ot maintaining prohibi­
tion in the Northwest for the purpose 
of keeping liquor from Indiana and pre­
serving peace. The Tories claimed cre­
dit for enacting a prohibitory law, but 
they were now legalizing the liquor traf­
fic. The lieutenant governor had no 
right to authorize the territories and 
could not do so without the sanction and 
assistance of the government who were 
therefore responsible for his acts. The 
lieutenant governor of the Northwest 
was, by law,required to administer North­
west affairs under instructions from the 
dominion government. The lieuL-goyer- 
nor had power to grant permits permit­
ting persons to purchase liquor, but he 
had no legal right to authorize persons to 
soil liquor and his course in establishing 
a license system was an indefensible and 
outrageous violation of the law for per­
mitting which the government should be 
condemned.

After speeches by Messrs. Mitchell 
and Davin, Sir Donald Smith, Messrs. 
Davies, Kirk, Taylor, Freeman, Arm­
strong, Dewdney, Rain, Jamieson and 
Sproule, the house divided on Mr. 
Fisher’s amendment, which was rejected 
by 100 to 63. Mr. Jamieson (conserva­
tive) voted with the opposition.

Hon. Mr. Foster left the house when 
the division was about to be taken, thus 
shirking the vote.

After the amendment was voted down, 
Hon. Mr. Mills pointed out that Hon. 
Mr. Foster, who had made the motion to 
go into supply, was not in the house.

Sir John said his finance minister was 
ill. This was greeted with laughter by 
those who had seen Mr. Foster in the 
house a few minutes before the vote was 
taken.

The house then went into supply and 
passed some militia estimates.

Mohammedanism.
That Constantinople is today Mo­

hammedan and not Christian is due 
to the genius of the Turkish sultan, 
Mohammed H, son of Amurath H, who 
was born at Adrianople March 24, 
1430. His father and grandfather had 
bv successive conquests reduced the 
Greek empire to the limits of Con­
stantinople itself. When Mohammed 
became sultan in 1450 he determined 
to complete the work of conquest by 
the capture of that city. The siege 
was commenced April 6,1453, with an 
army of 258,000 men and a fleet of 800 
vessels. The Greeks, assisted by a gal­
lant band of 2,000 Genoese, made an 
obstinate resistance. Although a com­
bined attack by land and sea made on 
the following 29th of May was unsuc­
cessful, the Genoese chieftain, Justi- 
niani, was wounded so severely that 
he had to retire from the rampart. 
This produced a panic in the city, and 
a second Turkish assault, led by the 
sultan him seif, proved irresistible. 
Constantine the XÎH, the Greek em­
peror, was slain, and the Turkspoured 
Into the city. Mohammed H com­
pleted the conquest of all the territory 
subsequently known as Turkey in Eu­
rope, Greece, the Mediterranean islands 
and Crimea, and died in 1481.—Phila­
delphia Times.

ST. JOHN UNION BILL
The House ot Assembly Bush It Through at 

a Sitting and Provide lor a Bridge for 
Carleton, but the Legislative Cewncll 
Amends It.
The House of Assembly, which went into 

committee of the whole on Tuesday after­
noon, Mr. Tweedie in the chair, to consider 
the St. John Union Bill, rushed the whole 
measure through by half past ten o’clock 
that evening. Mr. Wilson made a lengthy 
speech in committing the bill. When the 
section fixing the dates of the elections was 
reached, Mr. McLellan said that he had 
learned no good reasons why the elections 
should be held as late as provided in the bill. 
Considerable time was occupied by the St. 
John members in discussing this matter. Mr. 
Blair spoke at some length in opposition to 
the section making it imperative upon the 
common council to construct a bridge across 
the harbor. Mr. Hanington strongly advo­
cated the construction of a bridge for the 
people of Carleton on account of the increase 
in taxation. Hon. Mr. Pugsley moved that 
there.be added to section 33 of the bill, which 
had reference to the bridge and ferry, the 
following :

And in the event of its being found, after 
such surveys and inquiry, that the construc­
tion of such bridge is practicable, that it shall 
be the duty of the common council of the 
said city to proceed with the construction 
of the said bridge within one year from the 
passing of this act, and to complete the same 
within four years from the passing thereof, 
provided always that the cost of each bridge, 
including construction, approaches, land 
damages and all other expenses connected 
therewith, shall not exceed the sum of $300, 
000, and also provided that upon the com­
pletion of such bridge, if found practicable, 
then the duty upon the common council of 
the said city of operating and maintaining a 
ferry between the east and west sides of the 
harbor of the said city shall cease, and far­
ther provided thé consent to the construc­
tion of such bridge be first obtained from 
the government or parliament of Canada.

Dr. Alward, Dr. Stockton, Mr. McLellan, 
Dr. Berryman and Mr. Ritchie favored the 
proposed amendment. The vote on Mr. 
Speaker’s mendment was :—

The 33rd section, as amended by Mr.

The other sections of the bill were then 
adopted as amended by the select committee, 
and the whole bill was agreed to amid the 
applause of the whole house.

The house then adjourned.
The bill was sent to the legislative coun­

cil yesterday morning, and referred to a 
special committee, who at once reported 
and the council resolved itself into a com­
mittee of the whole, Mr. F le welling in the 
chair. On motion.of Mr. Jones the bill was 
agreed to from the first to the thirty second 
section inclusive. At the thirty-third sec­
tion Mr Jones moved an amendment, strik­
ing eut the words which make it the “duty” 
of the Common Council to build the bridge, 
and substituting the statement that it may 
be lawful to build it if they see fit After 
considerable discussion the amendment was 
carried 6 to 3, Hon. Messrs. Young, Jones, 
Thompson, Flewelling, Hill and Davidson 
voting for, and Messrs. Harrison, Wood, 
Barbarie against. The other sections were 
agreed to without amendment,and the bill as 
amended sent down stairs for concurrence 
of the house of assembly. The house ac­
cepted the amendment.

Almost * Drowning Fatality.
Yesterday the son of Mr. Chas. Urqnhart, 

while standing watching his father and the 
men engaged in loosening the logs jammed 
at Thompson's Mill, suddenly fell into the 
water. The stream at that point is some 
eight or ten feet deep with an exceedingly 
swift current. The boy was quickly whirl­
ed ont into the centre of the stream where 
he was seen by his father and the men, who 
were powerless to help him. Mr. George 
Bailey, the miller, who was standing on the 
bridge when he saw him fall, quickly jump­
ed into the water without taking time to 
remove any of his clothing. He struck out 
bravely for the boy, which was no easy task, 
a» the current was very swift but, before he 
reached him the lad .had sunk twice. He 
dived for him, caught him and brought him 
to the shore. Mr. Bailey deserves great 
praise for his prompt action and bravery in 
the matter. If he had waited another min­
ute, the lad would not have been saved. As 
it was he was restored to consciousness with 
no little difficulty.

Elopement In High Life.

Ore Wilson’s crow has joined the exodus, 
and is no more to be seen about the streets 
of the Celestial Oity, much to the regret of 
a large number of the citizens whom it has 
been amusing for months past with ita per­
fect imitations of dog barking, cat mewing, 
hen cackling, rooster crowing, etc. It is 
said the curious bird has eloped with one of 
a flock of crows, which made their appear­
ance the other day.

The jam between Crock’s Point 
and Bear Island—a distance of about twelve 
miles—broke last night, and to-day the 
river is full of loose ice. The water has 
risen considerably since the break, and it 
will not be long now before the river is clear

THE LEGISLATURE PROROGUED.

A Six Weeks Session Closed Yes­
terday Afternoon.

The Governor Gives His As­
sent to 68 Bills.

The Guard of Honor—A Salute of 
Guns.

The legislature was prorogued by His 
Honor the Lieutenant Governor at four 
o’clock yesterday afternoon after a session 
of six weeks. A guard of honor, composed 
of fifty men and the band from the Royal 
School of Infantry, under command of Oapt 
Hemming, gave the usual salute on parlia­
ment square on the arrival of the governor, 
who was accompanied by Lieut. Col. Maun- 
sell and Major Gordon. The members of

Villiers’sppearance on the stage in hia cam­
paign uniform waa the signal for loud ap­
plause. He was introduced by Lieut. Ool. 
Mannsell in a few words, and, gracefully 
thanking the audience for their patience, 
began his celebrated lecture by initiating 
his hearers into the methods by which bat­
tle and campaign scenes are sketched, 
photographed, engraved, electrotyped and 
printed. He then proceeded to relate in the 
choicest language his many thrilling ex­
periences in the campaigns in Turkey, 
Egypt and the Soudan, his interesting story, 
with the illustrations, engaging the rapt at­
tention of all present for nearly two hours.

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FREE RAILWAY BRIDGES.
It. Wirt lib the «onnmut If 

They Intend Taking Over the Bridges -------------6g|i J#kB(

In the senate at Ottawa yesterday Hon. 
Mr. Wark asked the government whether, in 
view of the large expenditure now going on 
in railway construction in Nova Scotia, they 
would not consider the claim of New Bruns­
wick to have the railway bridges on the St. 
John river made free a seasonable one, and 
if so, whether they intended to take over 
these bridges and make them free to all 
connecting lines. He went on to state that 
the River St. John divides the population 
of the province about equal ly, that the two 
railway bridges on it were constructed 
chiefly with money loaned by the govern­
ment to companies, and that the traffic 
between the populations living on both 
sides of the river is very much hampered 
by tolls imposed by these bridges. All 
that comes from the east and arrives at 
St John on its way to the States has to pay 
toll over the St John bridge, and Prince 
Edward Island and Nova Scotia, as well as 
New Brunswick, were interested in the re­
moval of the tolls. If the government 
thought the request an unreasonable one the 
people of New Brims wick expect them to 
show where it is so.

Hon. Mr. Abbott replied that no applica­
tion of this description had been made to 
the government, as the matter w*s never 
brought under their notice until the present 
time by Senator Wark. There were a good 
many questions of fact which would have 
to be investigated before the government 
could come to any decision in the matter. 
He assured his honorable friend that the 
subject would be thoroughly inquired into 
during the coming vacation and will be 
very thoroughly considered with every de­
sire on the part of the government to do 
anything that the people of New Brunswick 
may think reasonable in the matter.

No matter what 
shape the scheme may assume, there is no 
disguising the fact that it is meeting with 
much opposition in the conservative ranks, 
as a useless expenditure of public money.”
